Consequently, so
soon as rumor of the 30 days' notice given

msedical examination, called for by their
respective companies, is overstringent, that
the rules laid down sire of toe rigid and
uubending a character, and tisat conse-

qsuently tiey cause tihe rejection of many
iesirable risks and thus inivoive tise loss of

proniums and commissions that would
otierwise have accrued. WVith this class
of insurance man it has long been
a favorite theory thasît a con,ýpainy formed
fer tihe express plurposes of, assuring
thiese rejected risks conld be made a
success, proviliing thsat commuensusratte pre-
niumnss were charged, but it is not untiil the
present monsth thait tihis sciene bas been
removed from the realmis of theory and
crystallized into a solid tangible fact.

As- usual the first practical attemupt to
prove tIse resîuulseis of this view ias corme
fron tise W'eslern States, niere tie spirit
of insurance enterprise tias always been
more daring tihai in the older and more
cautious cities (if the Easît. Tise ccmpany
in question proposes to issue policies upn.,
tise lives oif jinaired risk-s, between tise
Ies of eigiteen and sixty years, woin in
tie judsinosent of their melical advisers
shall hsave a lite expectancy of not less
isan five years and are not incapacitated

for ordinary business. The ratesof pre-
miumîn to lbe chared on tisese risks i.s, of
course, much hicher titan thsat in fore in
ordinary cenpanies. but is not excessive,
and since the riss tasken are those wlich
othser companies iave refussed it is expPeted
tiat tise woli-ie insurers wili cieerfully
pay them rather than be entirely debarred
from tie advantages of insurance.

praceticaltly ; thie uiinmployed wereitàle
of riglt t work ; provisio was mad for
overy muan, woinain and ciliid who claimed
it, 'and the failuire was icen in fhe increas-
cd inisery wiicl resuilted. The endeavors
of ti Clieago anarchists scarccly deserve
nlotice in tih samie cIhalipte except for the
puîrpose of comiîending tlie course pur-
sued by our neigibors of tie United States
under peculiir circuistances, and as slow-
ing a doteriination to furnlislh sialutory
oxailes to the inisguided peple who
seek ils shores, thiikiig to escape the re-
sponsibility idr tleir acts whiclh attachled
to tmjii in Europe, uiider -goveriiments
whliich iowever aisolute were far too good
for sueh transgressord. It is for hel con-
sideratble ninîority of sieli gatherings as
thosa at Trafalger squaro, men out of cu-
ploymîent., tiit s;ymipatly is to bo bespokcn.
Theso arc supposed to formi about one-
tveift h of lie respectable workinîg classes
of the city, laborurs or artizanîs. IL w'ould
not seom impossible Lo supply thein withî
work, but il, munist he somte kind of pro-
ductive labor. If thy are givenîî a portion
of what work is to be done, otliers ne less
deserving tire depriVe'd, and it is on1ly
transterring thevil Jrom one sct of lier-
sons ta aniotiei, assuiniîîg for a moment
Litit wne portion of w'orking people wNould
ho williig ta give up their work for the,
bonefit of tieir wcaker brthern.

Ani outlet for the evil wiicl prevails in
the United Kingdomn ainonîg those wiiling
ta labor is found in eiigration. Our own
Nortiw'est could comfortably absorb a
thousand fold their nuinbers; but it is
with.r the rougi and rowdy clement, tli
dynamiter, lie nihilist, fie riiiîrîchisi, lie
pctî'olui'se, or wlatever title suit t.hen thuat
tie great trouble lies, and there would
sEein to be no botter reniedy for tlieir
condition tlain that recontly applied lu
Chicago, except il be a still shorier shrift
and an equal ropie.

A COAGE 0F POIACY.
For somte tinie past it lias been ovident

that the aiticipations regarding the deve-
lopient of our great Nibrthiwdusterin terri-
tories were not bcing fultilled as rapidly as
the population of the older settled prov-
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inces lad been led to expect. The expected
rush of emigranits te take up lnds in the
untilled but fertile prairies of the North
West has dwindled down into a stendy but
sliglit filtration of settlers that bas led to
imuch disappointament in those who take
an intere'st in the speedy development of
flie country, and lias caused a serions re-
action from the glowing reports that were
so familiar to us a few years ago, lI vain
have British agriculturists been impored
at Goverinent expense and been trans-
ported at free quarters ail over the country,
in order that they miglt lay an account
if its caupabilities before the teeminig mil-
lions whose representatives they vere
alleged to be. Whether the teeming
mtillions did not value the opinions of
liese experts as highly as tlhe Canadian
Governmnent expected they vould, or
wlether they hlad a natural distrust of
reports penned under such exceptional
cirunistances, doesnot appear, but cer-
taily they have not profilted by their
advice. Wiile they pour continuously
into tle territories souitli of the ine they
appear only in unpretending hundreds in

/thec Canadiau Northwest, and consequently
it is felIt tat somie change in the liolicy at
present pursued in order to attract the
emigrant is iiecessary if w'e are te compete
with fth in ducemiieunts leld out te theni by
the uiiscrupulous emigration agents of the
United States territories.

Such a clnige is now about to be made.
Satistied that the policy of invitinu.out,
English farmers ta report on the capabili-
ties of the Western prairies it the expense
of Canada is ail evident faillre, the Go--
ernment .have decided upon a polic!y
exactly the converse of that pcviously
pursued. They propose te send out suc-
cessful farmers fÏomî the Nortl-W'est to
Grealt 1ritain, not to l.cture ai' ti write
magazine articles, bat to talk privately to
their old neiglhbors and other fariera and
to lay before them an nivarnisied account
of the advantages of living in tie Cana-
dian territories. Doubtless tihis will prove
a far more effective nethod of advertisiiig
than the previons plan. The average emi-
grant, of the type we are anxious te secure,
doaes not rend magazine articles and, if lie
did, would naturally look ivith suspicion
upon the statemeients -of any ian iVIIose
expenses liad been paid by the govern-
ment of fie country upon whose advan-
tages lie lad been sent to report. The îld
country fariner of the present day in no
way resembles the green emigrant of ton
years ago. Thauks to the niewspapers and
the improvelient in education, Cainada is
by'n'o meanus such a terra incognita as it
was then, and the oîmigrant of thie present
day lias substantial and reliable data upon.
which to base his decision as to what state
or province shall fora his future lome.

There has been an unfortuniate although

patriotic tendency in ail Canadians to
exsggerate ile advantages and diminisli
the drawbacks of residence and bread-
winning in newy settled portions of this
Dominion, that bas led to serious dis-
appointmient on the part of those emi-
grants wlio swallowed these roseate asser-
tions too greedily, without sufficiently
weighiug the disadvantages unavoidable
fron settlement in a sparsely inhabited
country. In too many cases the intending
settler bas pictured to hinself a life closely
resembling that of the English farmer in
a closely populated county, replete with
every confort and convenience that con-
tiguity to large towns can afford, coupled
with a certain dash of sport and excite-
ment that makes the prospect actually
irresistible. When they actually reach the
spot where they have fixed upon for their
future bome and realize the bard work end
absence of tiose little couiveniences and
luxuries, ihich they have come to look
upon as necessaries, 1but which are utterly
imipossible in a sparsely iniabited country
like [lue Territories, they are very apt to
feel ail anount of disappointment that
causes tiem to write home letters that
disparae the country to a far greater
extent tlan it really deserves.

Tlere cau be nodouibt that a competency
awaits the trained farmer who decides to
cast in his fortunes with those who are
now engaged in developing the wheat
growing area of the future, but at tlie
saue time he mut reienber that thle
labor necessary to attain this end is fully
as severe as that required froi Iim in
Enîglaid, and that lie inst abandon many
small creature- comforts and convenliences
to whicl lie lias probably become 'accus-
tomed. hie oft reiterated assertion that
the prairie soit needs ouly to be tickled
with a ploughu to laughi wvith a harvest
nust not be taken too literally, and the
prices of necessaries publised in emigra-
tion literature must be taken with a grain
of salit. To the skilled farmer with a
limiited capital and willing te work, the
Canadian North-West offers a magaificent
opening, but the slothful or dissipated
emigrant who expects an easy _ife, half
farmer, half sportsman, will find himself
woefully deceived.

THE INTER-PROVINCIAL CONFER-
ENCE.

If the constitutional amenduments re-
commended by the Inter-Provincial Con-
ference, w'hich bas just concluded its
labors at Quebec, are in sore instances
impracticable and evideitly; brought for; -
ward purely as a means of securing
political capital, there are others whieb
have Ihe ring of genuine common sense,
and whichwill at once recommend them-
selves to the.business'càmmunity. It is
rare indeed that, an assemblage of- poli-

"I
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ticians venture to deal straightforwardly
with constitutional powers or principles
whose· abolition miglt tend to form a
precedent that might possibly diminish
their own opportunities for political patron-
age or manipulation in party interests, but
the recent meeting of premiers seems

. really to have.been actuated by a d'esire
toreform the basis upon which Confedera-
tion stands, and te rem6ve the- Present
grievances of the Provincial governments
without unduly impairing tme supremacy
of the central authority.

The first resolution passed, wbich pro-
poses te transfer the veto power from cthe
Dominion Government to the Quteen lin
Council, bas naturally been received with
a storm of disapprobation by purely gov-
ernment organs who claim that wero the
veto power removed from the F-deral
authority it would so wealen the Domin-
ion Government as te render its decisions
practically of no value. Tiey assert that
were the provinces te enjoy the exclusive
riglit of legislation on matters assigned te
themt, subject only to Imperial disallow-
ance, they would be practically without
any check upon their actions, and thit the
authority and importance of the central
government wouill b seriouslÿ curtailed.
On the other hand, their oppone>ts urge
that were the veto power in the hands of
a thoroughly impartial arbiter, the danger
of such' a conflict of autlhority as we have
recently witnessed in Manitoba vould be
very much lessened. In several late in-
stances of the use of the veto power, it is
evident that the decision arrived at was
as-much the result of political feeling as it
was of genuine anxiety- for the public.
weal, and therefore the proposed trausfer
of this power to the lui perial.lduncil would
ceriainly hae the inestimable advantage
ef -iiisuring an impartial verdict on the
quèstion et issue.

Another important resolution is that
dealing witli the assumption of control by
the Dominion over railroads built under
provincial jurisdiction. This has been
donc even in the case of railroads char-
tered, subsidized and completed by the
provinces, and there is no doubt that local
interests have suflered from this practice.
So long as sucl a road romains under
provincial control, the inumucipalities
through which it runs and who in most
cases have bonused it lieavily,'can exert a
certain amount of influence .upon its
management througlh the local legislature,
but let the control be transferred.to Ottawa
and such possibilities of influence vanish
imnediately and the local road. is no
longer -compelled to observe provincial
requirements and'need- look only. te the
Dominion Government for control. The

Important branches cf Governiment must
tend to operate as a check upon the
advancement of the country. As a public
evidence of this hostility the esolutionîs
to bo sent te England by ajoint deputa-
tion are to be deplored, but there are many
suggestions therein contained that maighit
bo advantageously acted upon and it is te
ba hoped that no partizan bins may pre-
vent the Dominion Governiment from mov-
ing in the direction of genuine reform,
aveu if the way be indicated by a political
opponent.

The syndicate was originally- formed to
carry out the alleged inveintion of its projector
one'Thurston G. Hill, expert chem:<', wlho
clained to have discovered a miaellous
method for making -fine cil out of water and
crude oil. By this plan the rankest sort of,
crude Canadian petroleum was to be for.ced
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throutgh stoie, sitijeuctet tu eiectricity, nd
titi cito il ai te tlinst quaîîlity. Olive
ait fur tale tiuse and dci eately pierfumted
toilet tilîs ivere smie of the chilcst ioducts,
but lite vist autput was ta bu illiiniiiîatinig,
inbrietiîng, n Jietillng oils. The c'ost of
this process was but aî fraction of tihat of tite
old inucehs. If it proved successfui a revalu-
