It is
the largest transaction of the kind in England of recent years.
The collertes number fourteen, and they produce more than
2,000,000 tons of coal a year. The purchase included the'famous
Lambton fleet of nineteen steamers, carrying coal to almost ail

sports in the German Empire. It is probable that this company
will have a controlling influence in the coal trade of the world.

-J. N. BEROERiON & Co., who have been in the dry goods
business in Montreal since the spring of 1895 have assigned to
Chas. Desmarteau. At one time the style of the firm was Ber-
geron & Lussier, but recently assumed the present form, J. N.
Bergeron being understood to be the only partnuer. The locality
is not a very good one for business, and the prospects have
never been considered very encouraging. Lack of capital is un-
derstood to have been the chief cause of non-success.

HORSELESS CARRIAGES.
The exhibition of horseless carriages at the Imperlal Institute,

London, England, is described by tle papers as of extraordinary
interest. It >is said they are more easily guided than any
ordinary carriage, and can turn and stop in half the space that a
horse going at the same rate of speed would require. The
carriagesseem to be driven both by oil and eloctricity, but the
most successful motor is called the Daimler, which is driven by

claimed to be under botter control than the tricycle propelled by
muscular power.

A. SUCCESSFUL TRAIIP.
The British steaiship "Quecn Adelaide" which arrived in the

Port of Montreal recently with a cargo of 3,500 tons of Manilla
sugar for the Canada Sugar Refnery has lad a striking variety
of cargoes since leaving Liverpool on the 25th September last.
First she loaded with coal atOardiff and proceeded to Aden. Dis-
charging cargo number one sho went liglht to Kurrachee and was
there chartered to carry a cargo of camels to Freemantle, Western
Australia. Over six hundred camels were taken on this trip with
sixty native attendants besides the camel merchants. Only ton
of the animais died on the voyage, which was considered a very
small number. The camels wore intended for the famous Cool-
gardie gold mines, their oflice boing to carry water for the miners.
£3,000 had been cleared by these merchants on a previous ship-
ment of two years ago and this second supply was a further
speculative venture. From Freemantle the "Queen Adelaide'
having parted with cargo number two proceeded liglit te New-
castle, New South 'Vales, and there loaded a second timo with
coal and sailed with the black diamonds for Manilla, the capital
of the Philippine Islands.

She made the run
from Manilla to Montreal-a distance of twolve thousand miles
In sixty-nine days, stopping for coal at Port Said, Gibraltar, and
Sydney, Cape Breton. The "Queen Adelaide," having dis.
charged her fourth cargo, lias gone to Quebec, whe~re she loads
with timber for Sunderland. The Canada Sugar Refinery paid
$25,000 freight on this sugar. It is not every ocean tramp
which carries five different and full cargoes on a single outing
and obtains $25,000 for one load.

A SIGN FROM THE EAST.
While .Canada is iii the midst of a general election

contest with business consequently more or less stag-
iant as waiting for the.outcome-and the neighboring

republie also exercised througlhout its extensive do-
main in the throes of a presidential contest, with busi-

ii08
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negs thére almost at a stand-still likewise, as usual un-
der the circumstances, the nations of the eastern hemi-
sphere have been exercised over the great pageant
which took place but a fortnight ago in the ancient capi-
tal of all the Russias. The crowning of the Czar of
Russia has never possessed so much interest for the
civiliied world as that in 'which Nicholas Il bas just
been the leading figure in placing the crown upon his
own bead. Sôme little idea of the importance of the
ceremonial and of the general interest manifested by
the population of the great-semi-barbarie empire, may
be gathered from the terrible accident which took place
on the occasion, in which three to four thousand per-
sons were crushed to deàth. in the endeavor to obtain
access to the food which was freely prepared for ail
classes of visitors. The newspapers, not only through-
out Europe but even in England, have been filled with
accounts of the splendour and servility displayed
throughout. To the English writers it' recalls the
pdmp, circumstance and pageant of the old monarchies
as described by Rollin and Froissart. Sennachérib,
Darius or any Duke of Burgundy would not have felt
themselves in a new world in the, ancient capital of
Russia during the recent coronation. They would ob-
serve, probably, more jewels and more princes, more
priests and more warriors, and a greater variety of tax-
able people. Princes in dozens, generals in scores and
amidst them all the single figure of the Czar upright,
when all are kneeling, placing the crown on his own
head, yet bending to receive the holy ointment as Phar-
oah,and the Jewishkings certainly,did nearly 30 centuries
ago. The London Spectalor antithetically remarks-
'Loyalty is dead" says the Frenchman, but from Riga
otlie Yellow Sea as the cannon announced that the
Czar had placed the crown upon his head, ail Russians
knelt in prayer for him. "Superstition is extinct"
says the German, but the master of Russia is not mas-
ter till the holy unguent, believed to be the self-
same ointment by which Mary of Bethany anointed
our Lord's, feet, had been placed on his fore-
head. -"Pomp is barbarie" sneers the Englishman,
and ail the world rushes to read of the scene which in
pomp probably outshone anything ever witnessed on
earth since the last great ruler of the Eastern empire
was crowned in Constantinople. " The reign of mili-
tarisn is over" says the philosopher, and the,"' reign
of love is commenced," but the vast power of the Em-
peror crowned on the 26tli May rests on his right to
call two millions of drilled men into the field, and his
certainty that be the cause what it may, they will obey
the caîl. Steam add electricity are great ând the pro-
gress of' ideas may be greater still, but none of these
things have changed the bases of earthly greatness or
altered the terrible conditions which because of those

Just this much, that the great disturbance
among the nations which is expected sooner or later,
will in all probability arise out of the ambitions of
Russia, and that when it does come the generally down-
ward tendency of late years in prices of cereals and
manrufactusres will receive a check that cannot fail
largely to' influence business affairs the world
ovey. The Spectator goes on to say, " It is to the
reflective the most melancholy feature in the whole
situation that these terrifie forces are at the disposal of
ja young man of twenty-eight of whom Europe knows
nothsing except that he is the legitinafe lseii of a dyn-
asty which for two hundred years bas pursued, or suf-
fered to be pursued,a steady policy of territorial ag-
grafxdisement, suspended only for moments when, as in
the reign of Alexander III, it was indispensable to

gatiter together freshs resourées. . Nicholas II. may le
one Of the best sn in the'world, or may have in him
an Indeveloped tyrant, niay have resolved on peace as
his father did, or May have resolved on a policy of con-

quest in the East withtvhich continuous peace may be
incompatible, may be raised by his position above in-
teruational prejudices, or may tate Germsany or Britain
or Japan with a fervour wlich would maire him hail
any opportunity of war. Nobody knows anything
about him except that he has chosen well in marriage,
thab te distrusts the policy of religious persecution, and
thab lie is capable of sanctioning very large plans like
thsoe, which his advisers are pursuing in the 'Far East.
He nay be dreaming dreanis like those of Charles XII.
or liké those of the Austri.àn Emperor Joseph, who
thoght he could make his Empire " modern" by de,
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cree; or lie may be intent, like his father, only on doing

his destined work froi day to day, if possible, without

a blunder and without " ringing the little bell."

'1'here is an impression in London, Paris, and Berlin

it is not the possibility of activity, but its direction

that is in doubt. Wc ourselves entertain the idea,

fouinded on all that bas yet occurred since the death of

Alexander 1I, that Asia attracts bis son, it may be

with the attraction which, from Alexander the Great to

Napoleon, lias so oftenî proved irresistible, but the evi-

dence for that impression is of the slightest. All that

is certain is that the youiig nan who crowned himself

a fortiight ago wields at this moment the whole force of

Russia and tie whole force of France,. and that it is

hardly in hunai nature not to vish to utilise power so

enormous, so far-reaching, and so temporary, for the

benefit of Russia and of the throne. But then, how
utilise it ? Wc doubt if there is a diplomatist in

Europe, including Prince Liobanoff, who can quite an-

swer tLhat question, for the reply depends in the last re-

sort upoi the decisions which an untried man may
take, Vhuo has nîever been faced by a crisis, yet without

whose resolved support lhis Ministers cannot mnove.

That is the separate, the amazing, the almost mnystical

feature in the situation vhich, and not the display of

jewellery, gives to the Coronation cereoniaies their

momentousness. The man crowned, by himself ob-

serve, and not by any other mortal hand, is himîself the

Will of Russia, the milotive-power which comimunicates
mioveuieiit to that vast body, wvhich it imust obey .and

does obey as the nerves and limbs obey the brain.

Tliere lias been no position like that of Nicholas II. in
Europe siuice Diocletian died, and if only because his

orders could not be transmitted by lightning, the will

of the Imperator was less immediatcly operative.

T111E EASTERN TOWNSHIPS BANK.

As nay bo scen by the report elsewbere in this issue,
the annual meeting of the above Bank was held at

Sherbrooke, on the 3rd instant, at which a statement
was prescited upoii which the shareholders, the gene-

ral manager and ail connections of the Bank are to be

congratulated. 'Thec net profits were stated to be $143,-
2741, being 0.55 per cent on the paid up capital. This

provided two lalf-yearly dividends at the rate of 7 per

cent per annum, and left $3S,274 to be added to the

. þalance at credit of Profit and Loss. The Rleserve

Fund stands at $750;000, equal to 50 per cent. 6f the
paid up Capital, a sui amply sufficient, if the manage-
ment continues to be maintained on the lines estab-
lished by Mr. Farwell, the general manager, to whom
the marked advance of the Easte n Townships is due.
This may be said to a large extent not about the bank
merely but of Sherbrooke and the district to whose
prosperiy this institution lias contributed, as prior to
its establishment the business men of' the Eastern
Townlships were hampered for lack of banking facili-
ties. The bank bas had a continuons growth since
1881. In that year its circulation was under half a
million; at present the amount is $875,000; then the de-
posits were $1,200,000; they noW are $3,445,000. The
Reserve Fund lias expanded from $200,000 in 1880 to
$750,000. It would be idle to deny that a district which
has provided business that enabled a bank to enlarge
its operations and so profitably, has been also in-
creasing its material.resources and enjoying a consid-
erable degree of prosperity. From 1859 to 1880 the
bank had saved only $200,000 as a Rest ; since then it
bas laid up an additional $500,000 ; such a fact tells its
own tale as evidence of improyed conditions in the
latter term. During'1895 a branch was opened at St.
Hyacintbe which promises to be a success, as a source
of profit and as a benefit to that city. The tone of the
report strikes a happy medium between over confidence
in the future and distrust. " Clouds on the horizon"
are noticed; money is too cheap for banker's to make
large profits, and encourages'speculation, but the re-
mark is made, " the world,"--whicih we interpret to
mean the Eastern Townships-" grows, and wil] grow
healthily, if men will be prudent." Prudence, we are
confident, will not be found lacking in the manage-
ment of Mr. Farwell.

THE MAYOIR ON THE PROGRESS OF

MONTREAL.

The parliamentary candidates for some of our city
divisioa are separated by a line much deeper and more
enduring than any which politics can draw. Mayor
Wilson Smith lias taken to the platform as readily and
as successfully as a duck takes to the water. Some of
lis highly respectable critics seem strangely out of
their element in attempting to address public meetings.
They may know all that is necessary for an effective
speech, probably do, but the knowledge is not available,
reminding one of an imperfectly constructed pump,
which though set in the best of wells fails to supply
water because the delivery apparatus is defective.
Hence people are unable to discover what their ideas
aud convictions are, or why and for what reasori they
are posiug as candidates for public office. They doubt-
less know, their intimates may know, but the public at
large are left -in the dark. Mr. Wilson Smith
on the other hand can address a small or a large audi-
ence with ease, with all the fluency desirable-for too
much is objectionable-and lie makes his points, when
backed up by statisties, Witli considerable force.

On Saturday night last lie faced a. large audience in
La Monument Nationale, which to strangers we nay
say, contains the largest seated auditorium in this city,
save one which lias ne side-walls. As is his wont he
plunged at once into his subject by quoting selections
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f rom speakers on the opposite side, whorn he scored for
their talking " blue ruin" in so prosperous a city as
Montreal. These speakers spoke of this city "not
growing," as "not -prospering," as " its pauperism in-
creasing." These doleful words gave the Mayor bis
eue. He challenged any city on this continent to be
named which had grown and prospered in the -saine
proportion as Montreal. l That," said lie " is the
patriotisim of our opponents; they belittle our achieve-
ments, they sneer at our progress, and their twaddle
keeps people froni coming hei-e." Statistics folloived
showing that in 1880 the population here was 140,000,
in 1894, 241,748, an increase of 101.748. Durin~g the
time when no protection was given to our industries
the population of Montreal only increased 2,000 in four
years. In 1877 and 1878 it was stagnant, not one be-
ing added to the population in 1878, while in the first
year of protection the increase was 5,000. In 1879,
when the N.P. was established, the dwelling houses in
this city were 25,900; in 1894, they were 46,560, an in-
crease of 20,600. In 1879 the business premises were
4,050, in 1894 they were 8,860, an increase of 4,810.
Yet it is asserted that Montreal has made no progress
since the present fiscal policy was established ! The
cry about vacant stores was met by the Mayor's point-
ing out that Messrs. Morgan, Hamilton, Murphy,
Birks, Milloy and others, having found their old stores
too small, had built very large and handsome new
premises, leaving a few old ones vacant, such as can be
found tenantless in every thriving, progressive city. In
confirmation of this the assessments were pointed ont
as having increased from $64,000,000 in 1880 to $140,-
000,000 in 1895, while the properties not assessed for
taxes have increased in value by over twenty millions.
This forcible exposition of the changes wrought in the
last 10 to 15 years was clenched by the Mayor reciting
the names of some thirty very costly ecclesiastical, edu-
cational, benevolent, and commercial structures which
had been erected siice 1879. These, with one excep-
tion, were built by Montreal capital, and the exception,
the noble building of the New York Life was a striking
proof of the confidence felt by Americans in the sta-
bility and future of this city. .

The statistical exhibit of our local industries was
highly appreciated by the largA audience at La Monu-
ment Nationale. The question was one they could un-
derstand from experience. In 1880 the capital invest-
ed in the factories, mills and other industrial establish-
ments in and near Montreal, anounted to $33,000,000;
in 1890 this had risen-to $60,000,000, an increase in
one decade of $27,000,000 or close upon 90 per cent.
The active trade set in motion under the protective
policy had in ten years swollen the wages paid yearly
ih this locality from $9,396,000 in 1881 to $14,500,000
in 1891. The distribution of this large sum, equal to
an addition of $10,000 every week to the incomes of the
artisan classes, was also-a large proportion of it-add-
ed to sthe.receipts of the storekeepers of the city and
suburbs, much to those of owners of property, some to
varions institutions and some to the Savings Banks.
The output of the local industries in 1881 was $55,000,-
000; in 1891 it liad risen to $82,269,000; that is, $27,-
269,000 more trade was done by our factorles and mills
in 1891 than in 1881. Yet Montreal, say son;e, has not
been making any progress,

In justice to the retailer il should be pointed out
with respect to coffee that the profit is not so large as
it appears from the quoted prices. It costs. him about
11½ cents per pound in addition to the first cost of 24
cents ashe buys it in its green state, and the shrinkage
is considerable.
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The Mayor made quite a novel and extremely inpor-
tant point by showing that the deposits formed part of
the actiye working capital of the country. Ithas been
asserted over and over again that our deposits were so
large because trade was so dull they could find no ei-
ployment. This is absolutely contrary to fact, as the
money used by the banks to assist traders of all classes
is largely derived from the public deposits, so the de-
posits are as fully utilized as it is possible for them to
be.

The Mayor treated the outery about our enormous
debt with scorn, lie called it a "bug-a-boo," and de-
manded the naine of auy prosperous country without a
large debt, saying,-L If a country is at a standstill its
debt will not increase, but if a country is growing it
must have a large debt !' As that of Canada is only
$50 per head of the population, it is far less than that
of other Colonies, and the annual charge is trifling in-
deed considering what we have to show for it, in canals,
railwlys, publié buildings and lands.

The Mayor made a very telling allusion to the pro-
posedExhibition next year as a part of his policy upon
which he claimed and would secure the support. of his
fellow citizens. Mr.'Wilson Smith has made his mark
as a Candidate, as he did so as Alderman and is doing
so as Mayor. He is very decided in his views; expresses
thei forcibly; avoids personalities.; lias a clear grasp
of the intent and working of the fiscal policy of the
country, and leaves on his hearer's the impression of
being one who is especially well qualified for the
duties of a legislator.

WHOLESALE VS. RETAIL.

Any one outside of Montreal who chances to study
the wholesale prices current here might reasonably
infer that the citizens could obtain their groceries at a
f airly moderate figure. But a careful comparison of
retail with vbolesale prices shows that very little in-
dication is given of the former by what the latter may
be. At examination of the monthly accounts render-
ed by a leading family grocer of Montreal to a.prompt-
ly-paying customer shows the following striking con-
trast between wholesale and retail prices current:
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THE AMERICAN CURRENCY QUESTION.
An interesting aAticle on the currency question in

the United States appears in the Economist for the
30th uilt. in which is enphasized mhuch that lias been
said in these coluins on the subject. It is observed
that the respite from its troubles which the United
States Treasury gained by the last bond issu.e (whieh
produced $111,000,000) lias proved to be much shorter
thani was expected. By the middle of May the reserve,
which lad been increased to $172,500,000, by the sale of
the bonds, had run down to $113,000,000, and if the
drain is iot arrested the reserve will soon again sink
below $100,000,000, the sumn required by the Govern-
ment to guarsaîteé the convertibility of its paper cur-
rency. But it should be noted that as a- measure for
replenishing the, reserve the last bond issue proved a
partial failure as the Treasury itself had to furnish in
exchange for legal tenders $4.0,000.000 of the gold re-
quired to pay for the bonds sold. In this as in previ-
ous issues the Treasury has been unable to retain the
gold it did obtain. So another bond issue is being dis-
cussed. Judging from past experience a second re-
course to the Morgan-Rothschild syndicate would not
meet with approval, and as the goll in the country was
not suflicient to provide for the paynient of the sub-
scriptions to the bond issue of January last it is clear
that the issue of another " poplar loan' is out of the
question. It would only result in the serioùs disturbance
of¯ business by the vithdrawal of a further large
amount of legal tender paper fron circulation.' At the
beginning of May the total amount of coin and paper
in circulatiod was only $1,540,000,000, as compareI
with $1.,585,000,000 at the corresponding date last year.

The per capdit circulation lias decreased therefore
from $23 to $21.65. A further decrease would be made
another excuse for the free coinage of silver, and the
free coinage of silver would mean the flowing. of gold
fron the United States in still larger volume and an
aggravation of the distrust with which European in-
vestors regard American securities. The gravest coi-
iercial and financial troubles are only too like]y to

cone if the silverites should triumph in the coming
presidential election.

Every effort should be made to. remove the causes
which have prompted the demand for free silver, for
outside of those inîterested in creating a market for sil-
vei the whole agitation turns, as the New York Jour-
nal of Conunerc points out, upon a desire for more
ample credit facilities and a more elastic currency.
What the American farmer requires is the institution
of banks specially devoted to supplying his rieeds. The
tax on State Bank notes must be swept away. In
short, wlat is required in the United States is somnething
akiln to the adoption of the Canadian system of banks
and banlking.

CREDIT INSURANCE.
The recent organization in. Montreal of the Mer-

chants' and Bankers' International Guarantee Co. lias
drawn some attention to the subject of credit guaran-
tee, of which this country lias lad as.yet little or io
experience. This Montreal company, which bas been
organized under the law of the Dominion, is to engage
in the business of guaraniteeinig against different kinds
of losses including possible or probable occurrences
1"detrimental to finanicial eaculaton's" on vhicl busi.

ness and private affairs may have been based. Through
the Merchants' and Bankers' Internatioril Guarantee Co.,
all classes of the community can. have their finances
guaranteed against any kind of fraud-perpetrated'on a
bank note, cheque, bond, certificate, individual's note,or
any pape;: wbich is made a money medium or is given
in lieu of cash. It will also guarantee wills or testa-
ments against attacks by contestants, and the execu-
tion of the will; employees in positions of trust ; life,
accident, fire, and marine insurance policyholders; and
willalso guarantee investments in manufacturiug, real
estate,- and mining properties. An American credit
guarantee company, of" which ive have :some know-
ledge, issues three forms of poliey at prices correspon-
ding to the risks, the nighest priced policy being $50
per $1,000. This policy covers the losses caused by in-
solvent debtors, and is strongly commended by the
company. In soliciting new business much stress is
laid by their agents on the certainty of bad debts being
experienced sooner or later by all business men. The
fact is emphasized that the risk attending every trans-
action, however short the credit, is considerable, and
and that neither experience nor prudence can always be
relied upon tio secure one against losses. It is obvious
that these Qredit insurancé companies might be of the
greatest benefit-to the community were their own credit
and reliability satisfactorily established. Complaint is
made in New York however that the credit policies are
so lpaded with opportunities for the company to escape
its responsibilities that the credit insurance business'
does not enjoy the unreserved confidence of the con-
mqunity. lt is said, in short, that there is a certain
amount of discredit·resting upon all the conpanies. It
appears to be still.an open question whether or not
tlis system of insurance will be a permanent one. A
large factor iii the question will no doubt be the man-
ner in which the various companies meet their obli-
gations, and whether there is a superabundance of
twisting and turning and hedging to escape their legit-
imate payments. Notwithstanding their doubtful
position several companies are doing a large business.
The following interesting figures show that one con-
cern at least is well-managed and its payments
promptly made:

sItshould be pointed out that in these losses there is

nothing for the expenses of the business. -But it may
be doubted whether many of the. wholesale merchants
of Canada can show as low initial losses or.as low gross
losses in proportion to sales. If th'e Merchants' and
Bankèrs' International Guarantee Co. meetswith suc-
cess-such as this Mr. George C. Pickhardt, the manag-
ing director, vill have every. reason to congratulate
fliin self. It may be added that the capital stock of Mr.
Pickhardt's company has b'een divided into 2,000 shares
at the par value of $50, so that the public may have an
opportunity of investiug a' small sum vhich gives
everyone a chance ta become interested in the con-
pany's earning, and at the same time ta be owiers of
stock that in a very few years will- doubtless be worth
many times its present value.

BICYCLING.
The substance of what has been appearing in periodi-

cals devoted ta bicycles and bicycling is being sifted and
published in the high-class weeklies on both sides of the
Atlantic. As the new style of locomotion lias become so
general, we need not offer any excuse for rejiroducing
here one of the best of the latest articles an the sub-
ject, which we find in the Spectator of London : The
notion that-bicycling is a mete fashion or " craze,"
like the skating on little vheels which some yeas ago
led ta an inveitment of scores of thousands of pouùds
in a speculation that pioved absolutel& futile is, vi
are convinced, a pure delusion. Thc bicycle las great-
iy addëd ta human powers, and will no more be given up
by those who hâve once learned to use it than horse-
riding vill be giveri up or travelling by railway! The
number of those who cycle increases day by day, as the
objections raised by prejudice or. custom. disappear,
none of those who acquire the art show theslightest
disposition ta give up the practice, and-the proba'bility
is that in a very short tim .it will' become fan. more
popular than riding or swimming, or even walking for
amusement ever has been. It has been discovered that
every one who choses, and who has any kind 'of igour
remaining, cau learn ta ride in about a fortnight, the
exercise distinctly improves the health of all who use
it in moderation, and as soon as 'an obstacle or two
have been surmounted not ta cycle will J4, nearly as
unubual as not to walk. 'The cost of a wheel is at pre-
sentconsiderable, but that is a result only of mono-
polies, and must sooner or later- disappear. There is
no reason in the vorld why a thin wheel of steel, every
part of which except the tyre can be made by machin-
ery,&hould cost from £10 ta £30, and, as a matter of
fact, people who cannot þay tiose sums' already con-
trive ta possess theiselves of very serviceable. ma-
chines., Poor students, domestic servants, and artisans
nîay bè encountered in thé évening in scorces on every
rond 'out of the great cities, and regular systems
of selhing bicycles, at cheaper ratas have. been in-
vented with an ingenuity - most creditable to every-
thing but the dealers' moral sense. You may buy cen-
tain machinest" for export" at littl* more-.thn. hall
the advertised~prices, or you may buy "second-hand'
articles, which have perhaps been taken out three times

or you may buy machines " which have been super.
seded' by some trivial 'or, if you are tolerably sharp,
some imperceptible iiprovement. The manufacturers
are just noiv making fortunes, but the moment the de
maùid slackens and thie markets are a little glûtted
compétition ivill bring prices down witlh a run until
they settle at between five and seven pouids, according
to'perfection of finish. The remaining difficulty, thaf
of the tyre, will disappear when inventors seriously set
their minds to it. We shall annoy the holdersof share s
in pneumatic tyre.companies by the remark, but ve
are entirely unable ta believe in the permanence of
those costly and aggravating "improvements." They
are much too apt to leave the rider stranded twenty
miles away from home, and unless they can he " im-
proved" again by soiie lacquer, which we. fancy a
clever Japanese could invent, and whicli would be im-
permeable ta a knife or a nail or a flint- stone, they will
be superseded by some contrivance for obtaining re-
silience" either from spring coils rising fromn the
spokes under a rim of thin steel, -or by pads between
the axle and the wheel, or by some new inaterial which
will spring and yield, and yet defy any injury short of
a total smash. li India,* where you have flat roads
hundreds of miles long, and where, for climatic and
other reasons, indiarubber is out of favor, men . glide.
about all day in the cold weather on wheels of tenaci-
ous steel. The moment the cycle costsfive pounds as a
pivot price, will last ten years, and is independent of
repairs, cycles will become for all the healthy the uni-
versal méans of locomotion, and will be hired out in
thousands instead of tens for pennies an hour where
silling aie now chrged. À register of bicycles will
soon bé establishedYy law, Ûew rules of the road will
be enforced at once by law and by opinion, wilful i
jury to bicyclists will be declared a separate and seri-
ous offence, and all men and women will find that they
have suddenly gained a new power, have become more
freè, and ivill henceforward enjoy a much enlarged
horizon.

That will be the essence of the social changé. At
prsent all but thé comparative few wlho can coinmand.
carriages at will are limited, especially in the country, in
seeking their friendé or enjoying scenery, to a radius of
about three miles. Many of our readers will exclaim at.
that, and declare that they are ready to walk three times
the distaiee ; bût we would ask them, if they are nôt
born Londoners, and therefore accustomed to be on
foot all day-Londoners, and Londôners only, 'really
forget distance-to reflect for a moment, antd then say
truthfully whether they care to walk- six miles for a
mere visit, And especially whether they even so much
as think of paying two such visits in one day. They
will acknowledge, we fancy, that tbey will nu more do
it frequently or babitually than Americans will, and

* the American -who, in Europe at all évents, will volun-'
.tarily valk two miles, much less six, hhs yet to be dis-
covered. The skilled cyclist, however, who has de-
velopéd the prôper muscles, and has gôt rid of the sense
of fatigue whici 'hauits the beginni, just as it haunts

. axid daunts the man who ii learning to swim, can keep
on his bicycle all day, and if his fraie is not shaken
by:a fall, or his temper tried by the pricking'of thèse
infernal tyres, he vwill rethrn in the evening vith his
nerves in perfect order and his limbs as little tireàs
if he had been strolling for the same time ép and down
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a terrace or a lawn. This means that he eau choose
friendi or do business within half a county instead of
within two villages, and that his powers of locomotion
at will are imultiplied at least five-fold, or in the case of
the ieally skilled'and healthy eight or ton fold. That
is a new freedom, a great multiplication of power for
men, and especially for women, who, we notice, enjoy
it much more than men do, and contrive somehow to
avoid the look of care which is the special mark of the
bicyclist, and we shall be curious to note, wheir time
has been given for the change to operate fully, what
its precise effects are. They will not all be good.
They will probably increase the general happiness, for
let the cynics say what they like, friendship is a great
sweetener of life, and pleasant çonversation one of the
few really enjoyable occupations, but they will impair
neighboriiness, which rests in a degree we none of us
like to formulate upon the sense that we must not
quarrel with, or avoid or even sharply criticise, those
amuong whon it is our lot to live. Our neiglbour is
the man who is nigli us, and in that compuilsory associa-
tion, is a root of kindliness, of forbearance, and of
mnutual readiness to assist, which life in a great city
seriously impairs, and whici extreme freedom of loco-
motion will impair also. That will not benefit the

general nature, and ive are not sure that it will even7
benefit the intelligence, though at first sight that
should be the result. We all fancy we are the brighter
for choosing our own friends at our own discretion, but
like tends to seek like, and it may bo doubted whether
the real intellectual gain of human intercourse is not
derived from Lise unlike. We learn as much from the
stupsid as the wise. At least, if that as a general
axiom is un impossible p'aradox, we notice that those
who live only anong the bright are apt to become nar-
row iii a novel way, to misread human nature as it
really is, and to fancy that everything is easy, especi-
ully in politics, when it is really next to itmpracticable,
or so diflicult tiat tp attempt it is waste of energy.
Just listen to tie advocates of peace, usually able men,
talking ainong thenselves, and note the kind of dreams
in which they firmly believe. Neigliourliness is a
useful virtue as well as a Christian one, and a certain
mnosntony in life which is fostered by a narrow radius
of locomotion tends, as ive have always maintained, to
deeper thought and reflection. The constant habit of
the bicycle dissipates the mind just as a constant immer-
sion in society does, and for the same reason,-it ren-
dors reflection less frequent and less enjoyable. Why
think when yon can reach a pleasant circle five miles
ot in half ain hour, and with no perceptible fatigue?
Le t those wio doubt that this effect will be produced
in the country note the curions increase the cycle is
causing in the habit of meeting ut lunch, and indeed
in the substitution of lunch for dinner. You cannot
bicycle back on a drc niglt with your wife or sister
in full dress, buit you ca lunch at 2 o'clock and cycle
back in the cool of tIe evening with great enjoy-
uent and no danger. Cycling, in fact, will increase
ti.e scatteiing and. moveability of country ociety, to
the increase of its pleasures and the loss of much of
its steadfastness and quiet. The anlcient "rootedness"
of the country sides will be greatly diminished, and we
are old-fashioed elsough to believe that in that quality
was muucl hot only of charms but, of utility. It is a

horrid thing to say nowadays, and One which excites a
ridicule not untinged with dislike, but we confess to a
sympathy with that old-world which read into the
epithet "gadabout" such a richness of contempt. All
life, they say, is change, but the most mutable thing in
the world is a candle, which perishes tnrenewed. The
cycle will stay, and its influence, though enfranchis-
ing-which is one reason that wo men take to it more
eagerly than men-will, -socially, always be 'centri-
fuga 1.

DRY 'GOODS & STYLES.

English girls continue to favour blueserge gowns for gen-
oral outing wear, including boating and yachting. For the
latter they are'more elaborate. When to be exposed to sou
air or salt watei- the tailors either use cràvonetted serge or
shrink the material before using it; thon serge will endure
the roughest of wear and all climates.

According to thelondon Quecn, checks, stripes, brocades
and chine offects are all boing worn. One of the newest and
most attractive is the so-called Sweet Marie, an ideal fabrie
for a summer or home evening gown, soimewhat of the nature
.of mousseline de laine, with a light cream ground, the pret-
tiest natural tinted bouquets thrown on it and silk stripes at
intervals; it is specially intended for blouses. There are
kindred fabrics with briglit silk checks on black or white
grounds, and a number of thin bliine suitings with marble
effects iutroduced upon thom. The majority of the new
fancy silk and wool broches, have well-covering conventional
patterns, displaying curious mixtures of color on the most
silky surface; in one, grass-green, reed-green, brown, and
blue mingle; in another, fawn, rose and green; in another
heliotrope and green, blue and green being one of the new--
est coinbin'ations, and rod, heliotrope and baize-green. There
are nany minute patterns; soine with diagonal irrogular
stripes, and others having distinct small patterns in colors on
a dark ground, while in another variety there are silk
stripes on a plain ground. One of the most costly _ appears
to be entirely silk, with thiok diagonal cords, another a shot
brocaded ground. Thore are some exceedingly pretty half-
nourning designs in black and white. The silk and wool

mixtures take, however, other directions. The Indus is thin,
and mdstsilky of substance, 47 inches wide, shot in green
and claret color, claret and white, and so on; wbile in the
Carlsbad thore is a minute diagonal weaving in shot mix-
tures, recalling the old mignonette clôth. A fine wool -satin
cloth is one of the best materials for wear that it is possible
to have, and not unlike the French Barathea; it lias beon
brouglit out in plain colors of many toues, such as water-
cross-green, fawns, blues and terra-cotia.

The successful completion of this
enterprise was largely due to Mr. Lacy, and in the Imperial
building our citizens will have an enduring monument of
the energy and executive ability of one the ablest of M ont-
real's insurance managers.

Mr. W. T. Bonner, the agent, goes to Atlanta, where
perhaps the boliers of the concern may be more in request. The
works iin Belleville, so Mr. Bonner says, will be maintained, but
the business for Canada will be looked after from the south
shores of the great lakes that divee the two couritries.

-S. WAuN, grocer, Wales, Ont., bas recently succeed.d in
effecting settlenient with his creditors, at Oc in the dollar, 4 and
8 months, Recured. He lias been iere for nearly 26 years, origin-
ally dealing in lumber, afterwards starting as' a storekeeper. He
had control of quite a large trade, but lias been obliged to credit
considerably, and has made a number of losses through bad
debts. Not long ago lie opened a' branch store at Newington,
lu order to reduce his stock, and this, was not a wise move, His
assets have shrunk considerably in value, but it is thought that
the present settlement should leave him in fair shape, and give.
hlim ia good chance of naking a success in the future.

-A. II. TouuANGIEAU, genoral store, L'Orignal, Ont., bas as-
signed to Hy. Barber & Co. of Toronto. He commenced busi-
ness in March 1894, coming from St. Eustache, where he had
been as a clerk for a num ber of years, and was understood to
have a fair knowledge of business.

He was fornerly of West Brome,
and sold out there, moving liére in June 1890, and lias since been
dolng a moderato sized trade, trylng his best to make a success.

The directors beg to submit to the shareholders their annual
reporton.the operatioris of the past year, with the Balance Sheet
and Profit and Loss Statement on the lth May last. The re-
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sults of thegear's working proved satisfactory, so that the direc-
tors at their meeting on the 2nd inst., after making ample: pro-,
vision for all bad and doubtful debts, as weIl as the usual appro-
priationof $5,O00019 to the Pension Fund, were able to declare a
secondaividend of three and one-half per cent (8X p.è.), payable
on thO2Bid July next, making seven per cent for the year, and to
carr3480,006.00 to the Reserve Fund, with a balance forward to
thé crédit:of Profit and Loss of $21,808.14.

Tli eitult was the more gratifying, as the general business of
the country dùring the past year proved disappointing 'to many
who had looked forward te the advent of more prosperous times.
Much had been looked for from the prospects of the then com-
ing harvest, but, though the yield was abundant, prices of all,
descriptions of farm produce continued too low to bring much
profit. Trade, consequently, languishedand dull tim'es prevailed.
Notwithstanding this, the country. has progressed, as' the bank
returns shew, the interest deposits having increased considerably
during the year. The addition now made te the bank reserve
has brought up that fund to the amotnt lonig looked f'orward to
for, viz.: one-half the Capital, and the directos are confident
that the shareholders wilI join them in their feeling of satisfac-
tion at this result. The funds should be looked upon, .not
merely as an -addition- to capital, but as a share.
holders' security against ,possible contingencies, and
a bank is greatly strengthened. In every way by the pos-
session of a strong reserve. It does not of course follow that any
change là the system of bank administration will ensue, The
same principle of caution, combined with energy and enterprise,
will be necessary, In the future, which lias brought the small in-
stitution of 1859 to the condition of prosperity shown by the
Balance Sheet of 1890. The history of the bank has been In the
main a hlistory of steady growth, and the directors feel that tbe
present prosperous condition le largely due to the help afforded
by the bank since its establishment, to every legitimate enter-
prise. It was established for the benefit of the Eastern Town-
ships at a time whlen the business men of this section of country
looked in vain for help from the large centres of trade. -

The directors do not shut their eyes to the circumstances of the
times., There are clouds on the horizon and every business man
must watch them. In the banking business, one of 'these clouds
arises from the lowering of the rate of interest through the ac.
cumulation of money. The fall in tlie rate lias been great dur-
ing the past few years, and while a low rate of interest is often a
help te the business nan, it tells against the holder of invested
means, and tends to induce a spirit of speculation. Men are
now more eager to enter on speculative business than they for-
merly were, and the banker requires great caution in making
advances. But the world grows, and will grow healthlly, if man
will be prudent. The directors of the Eastern Townships Bank
see no cause for alarm.

There are a few matters of interest, special and general, which
the directors desire.to touch upon, and first among these le the
opening of the newbranch at St. Hlyacinthe. The St. Hyacinthe
branch was opened last autumn, after careful thought and con-
sideration, at the solicitation of many business men of that city.
It is the first Instance of an extension of 'the business, beyond the
limits of the Townshil s, into a district which had,' up to that
time, been served entirely by Montreal institutions and a local
bak. The greatest confidence was expressed lu the system of
management o! tife Eastern Townships Bank, and a prosperous
career for it was'foretold, bringing benefit to the people of that
city. The directors are happy to te able to. report that the ex-
periment hia6been, se far, successful.

directly from their-works to any-part of the continent.

The. action of the Sherbrooke Board of Trade in. makin
known the advantages offered by the city as a great business
centre, is worthy of praise and promises well for 'the future oi
the city. Thedirectors are also pleased to notice the develop
ment of mannfotures at other business centres, such as Granby
for iniance,.wheie the Rubber Works have been successfull
carrId on for some years, and other new industries are being es
tablished The city cf St. Hyacinthe le alse an energetic pros
perdus bhsiness centre, and presents a picture of life.and activit:
wortlÉy. f notice. At the:village of Magog the great Print Work
and Cotin Mills are kept'always full of work, and the indus
tries of Coaticook are also flourishing.

The dairy industry of the country, lu which the directors hav
always feit a lively'interest, bas net been se profitable durinj
the last year, as icould be desired. As this la an industry o
special Imp.ortance te the farmers of the country, any falling o
in the returns 'affects more or less the whole ccmmùnity. I
their report of 1894, thé directors drew special attention to thi
industry, showing the advantages to be derived from a scientifi
development of the natural resources of the Townships, whic
are so eminently suitable for dairy farming, through the qualit
of the soil, the nature of the climate, and the overfiowing .uppl,

of pure water 'derived from the hili sides, Competition is no
doubt keen, but by combination amongst farmers, se as te secure
a proper number of cows, by care -in the selection and. manage-
ment of the animals, by care lu both summer and winter feeding,
by care In manufacturing,-and with a proper systemi of inspect-
ion, it seems impossible that, sncb industries should faili of.suc-
cess. .The benefits te the farmer are, net merely that he gets a
quick return for lis outlay, but tliat- lie also benefits from hav-
ingthe milk, after separation of the cream, In a state the most
profitable for the growth of young animals.

The miiig industries cannot be overlooked lu a review. such
as this, foi the Townships have established a reputation of being
rich In minerais, though as yet ouly very partially developed. :,It
is pleasant te note, that despite the dull ties. t Asbestosifid
Copper Mines have continued lu operation.- When it le recog-
nIzed:that the Eastern'Townships-furnish eighty per cent. of the
practical asbestos of the world, it la reasonable te couclude that,
if the costof production can be kept within the bounds of a
quick-demanid, the succesa of thie industry le, aesured. The
dîretors have, during this past year, had their attention drawn
te the gieat variety of uses.to which this minerai textile material
cani be applied, and they ; foresee, if their information prove
soud, an immense development of these workings.

After the spurt on the Stock Exchange
ta which we alluded a week ago, business
fell again into a rut of dullness. and no
narked Improvement is anticipated before
the general elections. In the absence of
influential business, consequently the mar-
ket is narrow, and any pressure ta sell
would doubtless force down prices. The
money market is much easler, so that lack
of funde is not blameable for the prevailing
dullnesse, but rather the heavy losses that
have been incurred during the week in the
Chicago whieat market. Several local
epeculators have loit heavily, while others
have had ta sacrifice their holdings of
stocks to protect themselves in the hope of
another advance. Railway carnings, both
steam and electric, have again been very
good, sutstantial .iucreases having been
shown, so that except for a prevalent idea
that stocks aie still quite high enough, and
the approaching elections, conditions favor
more activity. Money Is now easily ob-
tained at5 per cent. on call, though in Tor-
onto the rate is ftill nominally, 5% per
cent., but brokers are not over eager ta
borrow. Prices generally apened the week
firm, but have gradually sagged. Toronto
Ry, for instance, bas fallen 4 points; Mont-
real Street Ry., 2% ; Bell Telephone, 2% ;
Cable, 8; and Telegraph 1; . while ln
Pacifie, gas and the bank stocks, the fluc-
tuations have been very emall. The mar-
ket closes the week dull with a lower'ten-.
dency. Iu Nbw York, after a period of
steadinees, stocks -broke several points on
Wedfiesday', the market being in a com-
plete'state of collapse. Later, however, on
a ,s i a 0of liquidâtion, part of the de-
clines were recovered.

little change in the fiscal policy, buying
begins ta be made more freely. Of epirse
there is still an element of uncertainty as
ta which party will triumph at the polIs,
and until this is removed trade generally
will not resume its normal activity, but the
feeling is decidedly more encouraging.
But both sides are confident of success.
The retail trade lias so far been very little
affected by the political warfare, having
been qulte as activa as is cusomary for
the season, but the return of couler wea-
ther checked buying someh-iat in certain
lines. Still, spring business generally is
fairly shtisfactory, the only complaints
heard being from the hardware trade, and
about fall trade. ' Another gratifying fea-
turc is the decided improvement noted in
collections, which are said to be better now
than they have been this year. Paints and
oils have had a very active week, thii'gh
declines have been noted in turpentine and
linseaed oil, owing to weakness in outside
markets. in hides the feature has bçen
the advance of 1e by local dealers in the
price of beef hides, to meet an offer of Me
above current quatations, made by a rival
buyer. Leatlier le firm, and in boots and
shoes a good week's business is reported.
Fall orders for dry goods, too, are coming
inmore,freely, while the city and subur-
ban retail trade is fairly active. The giiin
and flour markets are improyed, though
on account of fluctuations in Chicago
wheat, flour here is unsettled. -Mailtdba
wheat is meeting with favor'in Australia,
and additional sales for Sydney have bean
reported this week. Whille these transac-
tions are not as yet very extensive, they
are considered as foresBhadowing more
similar deals ln the future. Groceries
have had a very quiet week.: Sugars are
%c lower here, although raws are still
very firm. New crop Japan teas have ar-
rived, but are moving very slowly with
other lines showing no change. - A steady
business is noted in other lines.

BEAs-The niarket is about the same
as a week ago, and in the absence of im-
portant business prices are more or less
nominal. Small lots are oflered at 85c and
car lots at 70c.

BooTs AND SHOEs-The Spring sorting
business is pretty well over, though re-
tallers report a good demand still chiefly
in the way of light tans. Fall orders are
coming ln very well considering the un-
settled condition of trade generally, and
indications are for fall business being fully
up to the average of past seasons. Collec-
tions are generally satisfactory.

CEME NTAND FrnEBnIcKs-Dullness Is
still the prevailing feature,. and prices are
unchanged. Arrivals dnring the past
week were a little heavier than during the
previous week, but were still below last
year's average. Tie receiptse were 8,500
casks English and 6,000 casks Bolian
cûment aud 62,'00 firebricks. We still
quote Englishi cemernt $2.05 to $2.15, and
Belgian $1.95 ta $2.05.1

DRy . Goons - Wholesalers report a
slightly improved trade on fail account,
but the volume is still belo'Wtlf verage
of former years, with smalllikellihood o
its fully recovering lost ground before the
general elections. Spring sorting business
le almost completed, wlale - the -oîthnd

suburban retailors repq.t spring' busin4sQ
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as keeping up very well under the influ-
ence of continued flne weather. The cool
snell li the early part of the week checked
buying somewhat, but it lias since recov-
ered its normal activity. Collections are
reported improved, money in the country
evidently being munic more plentiful.
Manufactml;ers are fairly busy, but report
no change in prices.

Fisrî-Little or nothing la doing ln the
local market either in fresh or sait flsh.
The flsherles in New Brunswick are re-
ported as proving fairly satisfactory, but 
is too early for arrivais hre. Prices are
merely nbminal.

F rout-Tie sudden and substantial ad-
vances ln the Chicago wheat market, led
to a decided streongthening of local flour
prices, althougli no actual changes were
made. Tle declins in Chicagz, however,
that followed the advance have again had
a very unsettling affect, and business la
duller than nver. No immediate improve-
ment is looked for, and the tendency la
towards lower prices. Meal l only dealt
tit in srall quantities and prices are about
the same. tn feed there lias been quite a
revival of activity, and li consaquence
prices are muci firmer. Manitoba bran
now sella at $12 and shorts at $18.

GtAIN-Tho foatures of the week have
been additional sales of Manitoba wheat
for export ta AustraIa, Several hundred
tons hava bean engaged for Sydney via
Vancouver, and further engagements are
anticipated. Poas have sold in fair-sized
quanttitles for export, while oats and buck-
whecat hlave met with a fair local demand
it slightly lower prices. No. 2 white are
now quoted at 27 ta 274c, and mixed
about 28c.

GREEN FRUITS- A fair business bas
been don during the week at about the.

Soie small
peddling lots have been put through on
country accounît. In dried fruit, Califorila
raisins are firm and scarce, while of Medi-
terranean fruit sultana raisins are firu in
sympathy with late advices fromu Smyrna,whici stato that most of the stock tiare
lias mroved out. Of the recent -arrival
4,000 boxes lu New York are held at about
34e above curreut spot market quotations
In that market. Canned goods are quiet.
A dospatci from B. C. said about sailîmon
By June 10 two muontis of the packing
senEon will have gono by, and it is doubt-
fui if over 50,000 cases of sahnon have been
packei ut tiis tia, agalnst 200,000 at the
correspornding period of last year. The
strikers are just as strong in tiir resist-
ance, and have already murdered and in-
juredlyeral of the flsheruiae who did not

belong ta the union and attempted ta catch
fis for the canneymen. :It .is possible
that with warm weather the run of salmon
on the Columba River will lie very large,
and in that event there will lie more of a
possibility of the fishermen weakening
than at the present time, and there will
still lie tine enough ta park considerable
quantity of salmon if the run la large, but
if the packing season ends on August 10,
as usual, thera will be no questian but
that the pack will he very much shorter
than for the past few seasons. Other lines
are quiet and steady.

lAiDwAiRE-Prices show no further
chrango, and business continues fairly
good, althougi the volume le not as ex-
tensive as might he. In common with
most othrer lines hardware is feeling the
effects of unsettled trade due ta the ap-
proach of the general elections, and mer-
chants will be more. than pleased when
they are over. A favorable feature ls the
fact that collections have improved, money
in the country being apparently munch
more plentiful.

RIIDES-Although business shows no lm-
provement, but is rather duller than a
week ago, prices of beef hides are le
irigher. The advance le owing ta keener
competition, regular dealers having put
prices 34e above tho bide of au opposition
buyer, who ias only recently entered the
market. No. 1 le now quoted at 6C, No 2,
5e, and No. 8, 4c. Lambskins are un-
changed frorm last week. American mar-
kets are reported firmrer, the feature of the
week being a sale of 26,000 River Plate
made during the last few days. The par-
ticulars of the sale were kept strictly pri-
vate, and any attempt ta quote the prices
was wholly .guess work. Common hides
met with a firm' market ; tanners were
buyers and paid full prices.

Hors-The demand le fairly good, and
for choice hops 734c la about the figure.
Ordinary or -good hops can lie purchased
at Oc.

LEArEiR-The advance in hides las so
far made no difference, in the price of
leather, though what the ultimate effect
will beis problematical. A fair local busi-
ness is baing don, and shipments of sole
and black are still very satisfactory. Col-
lections are fair. Preparations' are now
being made for fail trade.

PAINTS AND Or.s-Owing ta weakness
in Soutiern markets, turpentine, locally,
lias fallen again lé., while linseed ail has
experienced a similar dacline due ta weak
Englishr markets. Prices ire now as fol-
lows : Turpentine, 41c.; linseed ail, raw,
50 ta 51c ; linseed ail, boiled, 53 ta 54e.
Paris green is firri, but the cold spell has
clecked the demand. A return of warma
weather will increase business. Liquid
palots and other lies are mnoving freely,
aud collections are considered satisfactory.
No further change ias beu reported in
glass.

PETROLîEuM-Business la not so active
now, but prices keep very firm at about
the following range: Canadian refined
1534 ta 16oe ; American P. W., 19 ta
20c, W. W., 203 ta 21c ; Canadian ben-
zine, car lots, 14X4, American benzine, 21%
ta 24Xo ; Crude in Petrolia is reportad
at $1.70 while 011 Springs crude sella
at $1.67 per brli. Rfined l Petrolia
la quoted ut 10c. ln bulk; .12% ta 13c. in
bris, in car lots f. o. b. there. Market very
firm.

PrroDucE AND PRovisioNe-The egg
market holds generally steady, with a fair
denand passing for fresi at 9 ta 91 o., and
cullis or No. 2 aggs at 7' ta e. leceipts
have bean fairly large, but arp now likely
ta become still larger, as packers are
pretty well througi plckling. This may
weaken prices somewhat. The cheese
market waarsa murch briglter appearance
than a week ago. 'At the country cheese
Iroards bigher prIces have been the rule,

the principal sales being as follows : At
Ingersoll 6 9-16e was the lowest price, and
for a lot of 117 as much as 6%c was ob-
tained. At Belleville the offerings· con-
sisted of 2,950 white and 185 colored. Of
the white 1,650 were sold at prices ranging
from 6%a ta 6%c. The colored were ail
disposed of at 6%c ta 6 11-16e. At Peter-
borougli a fair, business was done at 6%c.
At Campbellford 825 boxes brought 6,34
to 6 18-16. At Madoc 6%c was the ruling
price.

For
potatoes, the market l dull, and for car
lots 26c. per bag is about the figure.

BEEDS--Tle season has now pretty well
ended, and lias been on the whole a fairly
satisfactory one. Clover and timothy par-
ticularly have moved off well.

-TriE Vancouver Board of Trade lias-
unanimously passed the following resolu-
tion which speaks for itself : " Resolved,
that whereas the following goods comprise
ail articles which mnay be shipped ex-
wareliouse free of duty upon any sailing
vessel leaving this port : Coffee, cocoa,
cocoa-paste, chocolate, dried or canned
fruits, bour, meal, meat, (salted, dried and
canned), lard, molasses, syrup, rice, sugar,
split peas, tea, vinegar, coal oil, tobacco ;
and whereas it ls the custom ln the United
States and all countries, except Canada, to
allov all goods for consumption during
the trip to be shipped free of duty on sali-
ing ships bound for foreign ports : ahd
whereas it is well kInown that, la conse.
quence of this restriction, the owners of
ships coming here to load restrict as far as
possible their purchases to the above ar-
ticles, when under more liberal treatment
they would largely increase their pur.
chases ; and whenever ships are loading
partially bere and partially on the Sound
or at San Fraircisco, said purchases were
made la the United'8tates inpreference to
this port, to the serious ilisadvantage of
our own Inerchants and traders; thorefore
be it resolved, that this, board do respect-
fully petition the Hon. the Minister of
Customs and the Government that it may
be allowed to ship all goods, whether for
consumption by the passengers and-crew,
or 'for use in the filtting out or navigating
of sailing vessels, to be taken out of bond
and shipped froeef dty.
