T"E[E JANUARY BANK STATEMENT.
''he course o.f banking business in January runs so

steadily in the rut of routine as to leave little room for
comment on the bank statement. What c.hanges oc-
c*nrd dcnrTg last month w'ere mere repetitions on a
more or less larger or smaller seale of those whieh always
take place at the openipg of the year. The trade of the
Christmas season alvays brings out a large volume of
notes from private purses for transfer to ret;ailers' tills
and from thece to flc banks. There is also an annual
withdrawal from cîurîretbalances to make payments due
in January both to Canadian an. foreign creditors, and,
usually, an enlargemen1t of deposits fron tie proceeds of
prodcie sales.

The paid-up capital of the banks,$63,734,845, is $150,-
823 more tnn a year ago, althoigh $1,670.620 lias been
taken out of thi's item by withllrawing the Banque du
Peuple and Ville Marie figures from the list. The in-

creases in capital paid-up since Jannary, 1899, were, Iin-

perial, $383,053; Traders, $220,420; Iainilton,.$49,320;
Ottawa, $232,270; B-1ochelaga, $253,270; Molsons, $248.-
280; Union, $3,455; Nova Scotia, $238,300; Merchants
of Ilalifax, $490,43à. The aggregate of these increases
of paid-up capital since July, 1899, is, $2,118,798, by
which anionnts the above banks have severally enlarged
their niargin for issuing notes, and their resources gen-
erally. By issuing new stock at a preniiuma consider-
able adition bas also been made to the Reserve Fund,
which will be further enhanced as the process of distrib-
uting new stock is continued until it is all placed.

During January the circulation was brought down
from $45,999,753 to $41,320,083, a decline of $4,679,670.
This so far is the iaxininun, last year the reduction in.
January being from $40,258,381 to $36,916,579, a de-
crease of $3,341,802. But, although so large a reduce-
tion took place last ionth the circulation at its close'was
$4403,504 in excess of whbat iL stood at sane date in pre.-
vious year, and, $11,1.11,926 greater than in: January,
1897. The:increase since latter date, only three years
ago, was 36.80 per cent., which is a greater advance tanii
took place in the last ten years, for the circulation in
January, 1897, was.$1,384,000 less thin saine nonth
seven years previously. The current balances sbrank in
January, froin $99,463,898 to $95,227,158, showing a
withdrawal of $4,236,740. This inovement is more or
less traceable in the bank returns,. all through their re-
cord. As business expands anti. is 1nore active these
balances are likely to show larger fluctuations. Tike ïlc
nursery rhyme sheep they will all cone back as colle-
tions progress of retailers' and other accounts. Deposits

payable after notice rose fron.$173,769,968 to $174,-
614,238, not a large amout but enougli to show the tide
is inflowing that receded in Decemnbei. Sinice a year
ago these deposits have enlarged by $14,240,554, the,

amount now being $1.07,997,445 iii excess of the total 10
years ago, and $154,473,562 greater than in Jauuary,
1872.

The total aimount held by the chartered banks of Can-
ada in January, 1872, of current balances, or deposits on
ieiand was $28,275,000 and of deposits payable after
notice, $20,140,600, niaking the gross aimount of noney
of a deposit nature in the banks at that date $48,415,-
G00. The amount now held is $269,841,400, the in-
crease of deposits in the banks since 1872 .being $221,-
925,800. We -commend these figures to the notice of
English and Ainerican journals who have recently spoken
soie disparaging words respecting the development of
Canada.

The Aierican balances were drawn down last month
from $22,291,249 to $19,639,957, the home iarket re-

quipng replenishing. The United Kingdom balances
were also reduced, the decline being from $12,078,307
to $10,851,847 to ieet payiments due at this season across
the Atiantic. Call lans werc, also pulled dow. Cu.-
ict. loans advanced from $266,678,601 to $268,205,70.

Lst year discounts in .January were reduced. Atten-
tion is being given to the Bank Act that will be before
Parliame nt sbortly. It is not yet-kniown what amiend-
ruents, if any, are to be proposed by the governiment and
recommendcd by the bankers. In this matter, as in.
others, it may be wiser to,

BANKS AND REAL ESTATE.

Judging Uy comments published in regard ta the Stii-
son's bank affair, there must be some erroneôus ideas
alloat as to banks being owners of real estate. When,
with few exceptions; all the banks in England wvere pri-
vite enterprises, their* proprietors were usually owners; of
landed estates. The notoriety of tleir being possescsssed
of extensive lands gave ta such bankers a, prestige in their
localities, not merely.for wealth, but, for having a digni-

.fled socialosition as landed gentry. The latter was re-
garded as .n assurance of honour and stability, as the
pride. of rank was held to be a guarantee that the owner-
ship of these possessions would not, be imperilled. To
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increase publie confidence many private bankers, city
bankers, who had no land, purchased an estate, as a de-

monstration of their being wealthy. This is now done

by successful manufacturers, vessel owners and merchants
who are ambitious of recognition as land owners, aris-

tocracy being associated with such property and accoin-

panied with political and social class privileges.
In those carlier days land vas a paying property, its

permanent value iras regarded as certain, hence, if it

really represented a banker's private fortune, outside bis
business, it was justly held to bc, as it were, a substantial

Reserve liund for protectin'g bis creditors. A vital differ-

ence, therefore, existed -between land held and laud av-

quired for speculative purposes that had been purchased

by a banker out of the funsds held by him in trust for de-

positors. Occasionally some private banker was temspted
to enlarge bis landed estate, or improve it, or build a mnan-

sion, out of bis resources, so that when a jinancial stiain
occurred ie was put in sore straits to meet a.run. Were

the history to be written of those private bankers iii Eng-
land who bave failed it would be found, that they had
bee rumned by locking up monsey iu real estate, frua van-

ity te eut a figure amongst the landed gentry.
in 1824 and 1866 there were several conspieuous illus-

trations of the danger of a banker having his business as-

sets invested in land. An English private banker is

kniown to bave luit bis real estate out of his aatit bal-

ance sheets, because, as he shrewdly.observed, "J4 wish my
business as a banker to stand on its own feet, so, when mny
customers waut their owni moey, or ta borrow soie of

muine, I eau accommodate then with cash, as that is what
they nead, not land." Tie banker who said this was not
tramed to the business, le began active life as a miller,
but lie Lad a clearer insight into a fundamental banking
principle than sone w«ho bave been bred to the calliug

A banker who issues notes, and receives deposits cau
never tell bow soon or to what extent, lie may be required
to radeem the one, or repay the other. Out of the blue
of linancial confidence there falls niow and again -the
bolt of public alarm. Foo.lish'as such a disturbance may
be-and folly is a characteristie of panics-a banker must
have cash available to mieet demuands, or close bis doors.
If lie bas locked bis money up in real estate to any great
extent, te is to that extent pow-erless to meet an emer-
gy. ilence, any. banker having even common
sense, will avoid being placed in such an embarrassing po-
sition.

The Bank Act clearly contemplates that a chartered
bank shall not invest in land. A bank is empowered to
hold only what real estate it needs, "for its actual use and
occupation and the management of its business," that, is,
for "balc premises," and what property of this class iL
mnay acquire "as security for a debt," or by foreclosure, or
to protect its equity, or interest in such property as a
creditor of the owner. Section 50 of the Bank Act reads:

"Provided always, that io bank shall hold any real or
imiovable property howsoever acquired, except such as is
required for its own use, for any.period exceeding seven.
years from the date Of the acquisition thereof."

For any breach of this section of the Act a penalty of
$500 is incurred. We do not regard the clauses of the
Bank Act in this section as models of legal drafting, but,
its being the intention of the Bank Act to probibit in-
vestments in land, or buildings, except what are required
exclusively for baiik premises, is too clear to be open to
any dispute. The Act says that, ihat real estate a bank-
may permanently hold must be, "for its actual use and

dccupation and the management of its business." This
distinctly prohibits all forms of speculation in .eal estate,
and is a caution to bankers not to advane money so se-
cured by property as to compel its being realized in seven
years if the security becomes forfeited to the bank by any
proeess of law.

BANKS AND EIXPRESS 00. DRAFTS.

The issuance of mîoney orders by express companies lias
deprived our banks of a large amount of profitable busi-
ness. The receipt of money at one location for which a
draft is given payable at a distant one is an operation es-
sentially of a banking nature. Out of such transactions
indeed banks arose. - The transfer of mnoney by credit in-
struments w'as not, in early times, a business to itself but
au incident in the life of any merchant who did a loreigi
trade, or who bought aid sold goods at any distance from
his wareroom. The superior case and safety of settling
accounts due in foreign parts, or at a distance froin a mer-
chant's stand, by transfers of money by letters instead of
cash are so bbvious it needed no financial genius to invent
the bills of ekchange and cheque systems. Merchant A.,
in London, having to send money to Paris would meet
Maerchant B., who had money due to him in Paris, and in
course of a talk would'each learu of their respective posi-
tions. Me-chant B. would swap, or barter, or exchange
bis Paris debt for cash, and for it give merchant A. al
order on his debtor in that city, which A's creditor would
collect, and so a debt due in Londo would bc settled by
one due in Paris without any cash being transmitted
either way.

By similar arrangeients debts near and far were for-
merly settled by letters that were practically bills of ex-
change or chques. As the commerce of the world de-
veloped these barterings or exchanges of debts gave rise
to balances, as the respective ainounts to be collected or
transmitted would seldoin be equivalents. This and the
need of some organisation to conduct exchanges, caused
it to becomne centred in the hands of a few merchants who
had wide connections, who in this, as in. other natters,
were bankers. . The money order business of express
companies is therefore no novelty, it is a revival, on an ex-
tended scule, or survival, of a very ancient class of busi-
ness. Bills of foreigù exchange are yet issued by firis
who, are not bankers, but who compete with banks in the
terns on which they issue such instruments.

The "American Banker" protests vigourously agamist
the express noney order system; which it regards as
threatening to develop so as to beconse a danger to banks.
Millions of dollars are said to be held by.the express ioma-
panies as a constant balance, due to the accumulation of
the funds of unpaid money orders. 'Tht possessin uof
such enormous îunds will, it is leared probabiy lead the
express companies to tndertake other classes o banking
business. There is certainly no law to prevent tbein
discounting bills; niaking loans on securities; holding
balances or credits subject to withdrawal by cheques; as
the restrictions of their acts of incorporation could be
easily evaded . We, however, do not share our conieni-
porary's alarm over the probability of express companies
taking up a general banking business. The' banks are
alleged to have the power to restrain the issuanea of
ioney orders by those companies by refusing to cash

them. "If the express companies could no longer de-
pend so completely on the banks to make their own bank-
ing pperations good, they would have to resort to the old

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nethod of sending cash for every cent's vorth of paper
which they sell. They could not do this profitably, an d
the risk would be Loo great. On ils ownl. bottomt the ex-

prcss noney order is nol a uiseful instrumut of trade. On
ils own bottoii il could not live a day. It is the banks
which inake it tseful. J L is because the baiks ta ke these
moncy orders s tiey would their own puaper or cash liit
the public linds theni usefui. ele people need facilities
for reimitting smal suins of mioney to far away points.
'Tliat is why they buy mîoney orders in such immense

quantiLies. That is why the money order is an essential
and usfutl instrument; but ils serviccableuess depends
largely on the good will of ithe banks. The ioney order
would ren deir but Lile publie service if the banks refused
to recognise il. Titus w-hile money. orders are useful to
the public capacity l'or public service is derived exclusive-
ly fronm the banks."

IL seemns, on the face of it, reasonable for batiks to de-
cline being parties to a chiss of business that is in direct
comipetition witi tieir own-. We believe, however, tIat
the banks do not transact all tiis business for the express
coimîpan ies witiiout any carge, or compensatinig advan-
tges. \Vliether such business pays is for bankers to
jdge. Ii titis cmintry, bankers are uite alive to tleir
ownî iiterests in iihis n ai, nd filly competent to pro-
tect thent.

roatesting gailst any class of comîpany conducting a.
kind if busiiiness which is si hictly legal, wiciah t he publie
enicouirage, because sticlh business competes witlh that o
anolhr class of coiipany, is waste of effort.

'The usual routine for ap-
plying for, draw-ig,uand dclivering bank drifts needs
frceing front cuibesoie, quite needless, anid verv old-
ftashioiied red-tape.

M iUAL iHSERVE ElUND IP ASSOCfATI ON.

At the .19t ainual meîneti ng of the above association
hlcd.ini New York on 24i tilt.. the chairiman of thie exe-
euitive committee presented ait elaborate report. The
year 1899 wilessed lie iniiguration of'a thirid mtethod
of naiiagemnent. whvich grew out of a developmnent of the
nsurance principle of the Company. ln efl'eeting the

clianges in its arrangements there hias been necessily
soine coiplication whiich lias probably restricted Ihe ac-
quisition of now business. But in tle report submitted
the association presents tie record of over 20' millions of
nlew business written, which lias been dote upon a iuel
ligh uer rate of-preiumthan in a ny poeding year. The
insuiance lu force and paid for ai tlie n fl 'eai'
w-as $173,714,G83, represenîteil by 71,06 policies. Th e
proportion of deliniquent business was 20.69 per cent. of
tuat piid for, as against 30.77 per cent. in 1898. Te
expenses were reduceod last year fraom $T,791,84 ta $1,-
365,369. Ini r'ef'er'ene to Ilhe ciainges imîade in itsphus

WARRANTED SiEFFIELD.

The Shelield Outlers' Co. has raised a fund to enable
it to.prosecute or expose manufacturers in other places,
foreigners especially, who stamp "Shealield made" on
their go9ds. This is done chielty by Germaîns, who find
'Made in Germany" rather a drawback than an attrac-
Lion.. A case in point is narrated in the "Hlardware Tradte
Journal." A company of Sheliield manufacturers of
steel, Jiles, &c., recently brought before other Shelield
houses a grave comîphint again st foreign maufactLuers.
They state that in the stunenir tiir attention was drawn
to certain Germtan ârins marking their cutlery "Warrant-
ed Shellield." 'lie goods iiost chielly aftected arc Lte
cutlery and allied trades, ie, edgc-tool, and engincers'
tools. After considerable trouble, evidence was secured
whicli aiearly inplîaetes several German lirms. As a
iiatter of fact, it is understaod that the German-made
cutlery iarld et %arravtd Shllied was ollered by
Germian qtavellers, aud that orders. were placed for the
goods with a vmew ta proceedings being taken. The idea
which te foreigner secmed to hava was that so long as
the articles wiere intended for sale in foreign markets and
not in England lie vas at perfect liberty to put "Shef-
fiell*" on them. The. lirn conimunicated with the Out-
iers' Company and was informed that they inusi find 75
per cent. of the estimated cost of prosecution. Under
these circumstances the liri decided to take action
tirougli their ow'n solicitors, and they have brought their
case before other inanufacturers, who have readily olier-
ed in every iustance a guarautee of £10 towards the ex-
penses. The firmstate that their case is not an isolated
one, and they hope to secure the guarantee and moral sup-
port of the various lirms interested. Their opinion is
that, if unscrupulous traders see that Sheflield firms are
united in their determination to stop illegal practices,
a. great deal of the present false marking will cease. As
a matter of fact, there is only one way ta stop fraudulent
trading of this soit. That way is to make it too costly
agame to play. We have seen goods olfered for sale in
this city as of Sheffield make, which w'e strongly suspect
bear a false brand, as no Shefflield maker would turn out
such soft steel.

Persons
who on leaving home notice the "glass," as we say, mark-
ing, for instance, 20 degrees of frost, on anching lie
lower ipart of Che city, after a 7 or 10 minutes tny, find
the record to b only 10 or 12 degrees below freezing. The
official statenient in winter is invariably considerably be-
low what is recorded by private therinoíneters. Thelocal
Observatory instrument seens to be so placed as to catch
the coldest cnrrents ed air, which sweep down froin, or
around hie iountain. There is a corner on St. Caiter-
ine street, near to Westmount, where the temperaftre
drops suddenly owing to ifs exposure to thermal waves.
In sumier this change is very pleasant, in winter nîot soi
As they flow generally from the Ottawa Valley region,
across Lake St. Louis ani Lake of Two Mountains, wbieh
are each a mass of ice in winter, the air therefrom is de-
cidedly more chilly tlan the local atmosphere when the
air is still. We suspect that thè Observatory glass is so
exposed as to register the tenperature of currents of air
rather than ils normal condition.

gin, in making up flic average for each mentht
we loubt flic scientific accuraey of takiîg night tempera-
tures as part of the data for au average. Ail flic sudden
drops in temperature this year have occurred lu flic night
fiie. These liienomeia cerlainly so affect the average
as to bemisleading.

WIDENING STREETS NO IMPROVEMENT.
Some years ago a mania broke out in this city for

widening streets. An impression prevailed that this
w'ould iecessarily enhance the value of real estate on a
widenied tioroug]hfare, as well as ti :n l i iminediate
vicinity. The question seens not to have been carefully
considered as to what conditions enhaced the value of re-
tail stores, for the propcrties affectei by the street widen-
ing miovenient consisted almost exclusively of such stores.

It w'as assuied fliat enlargiug facilities for tralle on a
street would bring niew business to the imerchants located
thereon. Unless this were flic result it is obvious that
store property would not to be increased in value, for ifs
value depends primarily upon its trade opportunities.
Where business abounds, Tents are higher, as retailers are
willing to pay. more for a good stand tlian an inferior one.
If a street is wideced it involves a large waste of property
by pulling down old buildings, and the investmnent of
capital in new ores. To mîîect modern ideas those new
buildings are made more comoniedious, and more costly in
fittings than those remioved. Hence, unless much larger
rents are obtained for the new and more nodern struc-
tures. fle proprietor is liable to lose consiclerally by the
local imîprovements, so-ealled. The surroimdings of a
business street may render it o good standcfor stores of a
cheaper. elis, for catering to a lower grade of custoners.
If the stores on su cl a street are so rebuilit as to be adapt-
ed for a higher grade of business tc retailers are apt to
lose their old custoiers without securing new ones of a
superior class to replace them.

Anîother point overlooked in widening aur streets is the
well kInown Tact, that most streets have a favourite si'de
for passenger frafflie. On thaf side stores do so much
more Isiness that the tenants con afl'ord te pay higlier
rents fhan their opposite neighboumrs. If, then. flic less
attractive side is put back for improvenent purposes, the
propertyr on it is certain to be still more depreciated in
vane: and flic mroney spent on in frotsm enlarigoments.
&o., will be iwastei. The effect of sucli so-called im-
provenenfs' on a neglected side of a street is fo cause
large oufnys on the opposite stores, and, if business doees
not proportionately onlarge, these onutiys are aliso wasted.
On several widcened streets the lina of buildings las been
broken so as to put whole blocks back in a recess. This is
most injurious to store properties. as if tends te throw
passenger traiffle still more to lie favourite side, the con-
tintious lina of which bas not been disturbei.

As an example of this look ait tEe break on St. Lau'-
ronce Main, froni a point above Pine Avenue down' to
Prince Arthtir. St. Tinwrence indeer, on wbich an enor-
mos aimouit las bcen ex pended- on one sidre is a siecces-
sion of norrow nîccks and wide opelnings, flic roadway
above St. Catierine being practically no wider tian ifs
narrow-est part. To make thewidlth uniformî a church
woutill have to he set backi some 10 or 20 feet. Look. too,
a. lunry street. after ail ftle large outlays spent in widen-
ing fthat tlnromuglfare by work on one side, it is even less
attractive as a business street than before flic partial
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widening. There, too, a church would have to be put
back to make the width uniforn, and the lneck which ex-

ists goes far to dlestroy the effect of the iniprovement
lower down the street. Bleury street has become little
more than a road link between SI. Catherine and the
older parts of the city.

A property on Notre Dame west had its assessment
raised from $20,000 to $25,000 because of alleged im-
provement in value by the street being widiened. On ap-
yeal, it was declared by the Recorder that the evidence
proved, "the value of property in that part of the city badl
decreasei 50 per cent.," instead of being increased.,

It is manifest, therefore, that street widetning has in
several cases depreciated property values, and certainly in
two has been no improvement so far as facilities of traffic
are concerned, for a roadway is not improved by being
matie wider in short sections and its continuity of width
brokenn by irreioveable obstructions. To widen a streef
for sanitary purposes, for tlie embellishnèiit of a city, for
accommnoclating traffic, is often highly desiraible. but, it
by vo means follows, that the increased w'iith of a thor-
oughfare means icreased value to the local propi#t.
