The Catholic priests of Kerry have passed

THE ZULU WAR.

Cetnwayo wauts Feace Almost at Any
Prive.

Lavxooy, June 29.-—Advices from Capetown
to the 10th of June state that the body ot the
duceased priuce, after a funcral parade at
which Lord Cbelmsford wus chief mourner,
was remaved to Pietermaritzburg,where it lay
in sfate in the Catholic church. The body
will arrive at Durban on the 10th instant,
and be escorted by the whole of the garrison
on board the man-of-war Boadicen for con-
veysuce to Simon bay, where it will be trans-
ferred to H. M. 8. Orontes for transportation
to Eugland.

Despatehes dated at Pietermaritzburg, June
9th, accounce that the peace messengers had
returned to Cetywayo. Virtually there isa
fortnizht's armistice ; nearly all the rpecial
despatchies to Londou newspapers from the
Cape agree in prononncing the peace overture
bonn fide.

The ~fandard has the following under date

A considerable portion
of the cattle to be distributed to chiefs who
surrendered to the English, and an English
resident to be placed at Ulundi. The terms
have not yet been answered. A despatch
from Lower T'ugela, 10th June, says the peace
messengers declare any terms will be accept-
able.

Loxpoy, June 30.—Further advices from
Capetown state that a searchbing enquiry is
being made into the circumstandes attending
the death of the prince imperial. The pro-
ceedings thus far have elicited evidence of a
most couflicting nature.

The Last of the O’ Dounels of France,

A well-known DParis correspondent, writing
a short time since, says that Count O'Eonneli,
conseiller maitre at the Cour des Comtes, died
in that city on Saturday, May 24th. He was
the son of Couunt O'Donuell, councillor of
state, and held a high position as a judge.
He leaves no issue, and by his death the O'-
Donnells of France, who since the time of
James 1I., were 50 much distinguished in the
army and in the magistrature, are extinct.
The father of the noble Irishman so much re-
gretted to-day presided at the dinner of the
Auaciens Irlandais in 1864. He had married
the sister of Mudame LEmile oirardin (Sopbia
Gay), and the late count was conseqwently
the vephew of that celebrated writer.

The coflin was literally coveredwith wreaths
of flowers ‘Ten members of the cour des
comptes, in their velvet and satin robes and
ermine, accompanied the hearse to the cemc-
tery of Pere L Chaise.  Ireland was repre-
sented by Count de Nupent, Viscount O"Neitl
de Tyrone, Count O'Mahony, grundson of
General O'Mahony, of the Irish Drigade; M.
Arthur O'Connor, grandson of (ren. Arthur
O'Connor ; J. P. Leonard, etc.

By astrange coincidence the priest who
read the last prayers when the cofin was
lowered into the vault was born in Cork, and
is proud of having been baptized by Father
Mathew half a century ago—Albe Vattemare,
so well known for his good works and Lis
gympathy with Irishmen in their days of sor-
TOW.

The British Grnin Trade.

A cable despatch quotes the Harl Lene Fr-
press of the 24th iast. as follows :—

« Wheat promises but fairly on mixed and
light soils, and its condition on heavy lands
causes well-founded apprehensions. ‘The con-
dition of the pastures is now satisfactory, if
not luxuriant, but the hay crop probadly has
sufiered in quality in conrequence of an ab.
sence of sunshine. The general aspect of the
country is almost a month behindhapd. The
Scotch root erops urgently require a return of
sunshine. The quictude in the grain trade
during the past week was, in & great measure,
due to a coutinuunce of laree imports as well
as a slight amelioration of the weather. The
arrivals of foreign wheat in Londvn up to
Friday amounted to 53,000 qrs, principally
from North Russian ports. The deliveries at
the principal country markets indicate that
the farmers hold fur roore abundant reserves
than was expected. The depressing influence
of these deliveries have counteracted any ap-
prehensions of a deticient English harvest,
aud prices are unchanged. The demand for
all claskes of wheat has been limited, appa-
rently in consequence of a belief by buyers
that the lowest puint bad not yet beea reach-
ed. There bas been some slight exception in
favour of American wheats which were rather
actively denle in at the beginning of the week,
Nuthing is likely to interrupt the prevaleut
monotony pending a not improbable revival
of the continental demand.  Maize was Jess
inquired for. Barluy was dull. Oats have
dechned 6d per quarter. The arrivals of wheat
and maize at ports of call have coatinued
moderate.  Wheat off’ the coast was steady,
with a fair continents] demand for white des-
criptions.  Mnize declined 6d per quarter on
the week., Forward busioess in wheat and
maize was limited. Good spring wheats were
sparingly offered, but at the close shippers
showed more disposition to sell.  Maizo de-
clined 3d in cunsequence of heavy shipments
from Atlantic ports. The sales of Euglish
wheat during last week were 49.426 quarters
at 41s 8d per quarter, against 26,54C quarters
at 40s 9d per quarter for the same period lust
year. The imports into the United Kingdom
during the week onding June 14 were 887,335
cwts of whent and 193,663 cwts of Hour.”

The Conversion of Johxr Mitchel’s
Daughter.

Not only in the old country, but also on
this side of the Atlantic, bave the publications
ot converts to the Catholic church by the
Whitchall Review cnuscd surprise by the num-
bers it revealed (vomsisting, too, ofthe no-
blest and most learned in the British domin-
ion) as having “ gone over to Rome” within
some thirty years. The names and distinc-
tions of the parties must convince any
reasoning individual that the whole Christian
world is fast teading either to Catholicism or
to infldelity. It is strange to bave to say it,
but is nevertheless truo, that few remarks are
made of blame or reproach, against those who
drift into the latter sad, gloomy state of re-
ligious feeling—while they who join the holy
Catholic church are at once assailed by bigots
of every sect, and condemned in no measured
torms, What & pleasing contrast does the
conduct of the late John Mitchell present to
thet of such persons? As he was an exile in
this free land for having loved hiscountry not
winely but tco well, and so many here still
will remember him, the account given of how
he acted on the conversion of his daughter
cannot fail to be of interest. The following
is an extract from a continuation of Mitchell’s
jail journal, taken from bis journal, the frish
Citizen, of March 19, 1872

# Qur oldest dauvghter, Henrietta, has this
winter become & Crtholic. It is no new whim
on her part, for long since, while we were
living at Washington, she bad formed the
same wish very strongly, influenced partly, as
I suppose, by her intimacy with two yuung
Indies of & Maryland Catholic family, who
ware our next-door neighbors. I know, also,
that she was greatly influenced ‘hy her very
strong Irish {eeling, and had akind of senti-
mens that ome cannot be thoroughly Irish
without being Catholic. For that time, how-
ever, we had objected to any decided aud
public step being taken in this direction. She
was too0 young to have duly studied the ques-
tion and to know her own mind thoroughly,
but I said that if, after two or three years, she
ghould eutertain the same wish, I would not
utter one word to dissuade her. Since our

arrival in France rhe bad lLeen placed in
schooel in the conveut of the the Sacre Cuur,
aud has become greatly attached to one of
the good ladies of that liouse, Madame
, & very excellent and accomplished
woman. This condition of thiogs was not
calculated to abate her Catholic zeal, and,in
short, the time came when my dear daughter
declared that she must bea Catholi :—could
not live without being o Catholic. I did not
think her parents had the right—and, indeed,
they had not the dispositiou—to cross her
wish any further. Boaon a certain day she
and another yovung tady were to be baptized
in the chapel of the convent. The Arch-
bishop of Paris, Cardinal Moralt, heard of it
and wrote to the reverend Mother of the house
to the eflect that as several conversions of
Protestant pupils which had lately taken
place in ke convents had given rise to im-
putations of undue influence and conversion
by surprive, as it were, and bad afterward
wiven nwbrage to the retatives, ke should re-
quire that, before any further step were taken,
I should be asked for s written counsent
Madame D —showed me the letter, and 1
instantly wrote the required consent. For
this argniescence I was most carnestly blamed
by some of my connections in the narth of
Ircland, who wrote to e, urgiog that T onght
ta exert my authority to stop any such apos-
tasy. What would they havemeto do ? Shut
np my daughter in ber room and give her the
Westminster confession to read 7 How shounid
I like this urnge myrelf?  lHere was a girl of
nineteen, full of intelligence and spirit, gentle
and affectionute, who bad never given to her
futher and wo'liet one moment’s uncasineses
on ber nccount, deliberately declaring that
she desired to embrace the sucient faith of her
forefutbhers,  In vbort, I believe that I acted
right. For the short remainder of ber days
she remained a devout Catholie, and so died.
Nhe Hes buried in the cemetery of Mount Par-
nasse.”— Catholic Unien.

these members.  When argued with on the
impossibility of the spirit serpent crossing
the numerous rivers between Zululand and
the place where it was scen—it not being a
watersnakc—they reply: It surely crossed
somehaw!  According to Zulu theology,
good and evil are attributable to the benevo-
lent agency of the ancestral spirits.  If pros-
perous in any undertakiog, 'ucky in hunting,
harvestiog & good crop, or returned safely
from a long journey, a thank-offering is paid
to the trieudly spirits. If unfortunate, sericus-
lyill, or bereaved, a propitiatory srcrifice is
offered. A fat cow or sheep is slanghtered.
and a portion of the beef or mutton laid aside
for the offended spirit, which is taken—the
Zulus say—at midnight.

The soil of this vast de-
pression is entirely argillaceous, and there-
fore impermeable, so that the waters remain
there and muke of it a tegion very diflicult to
cross during the hot season.

There, however, lies the way to Lrkutek,
and it is in the midst ot ponds, pools, lukes
and swamps, from which the sun  draws
poisonous exhalativms, that the toad winds
und entails vpon the traveler the greatest
fatigue and danger.

1u the winter, when everything i frozen
over, when snow Lias leveled the ground and
condensed the minsmatic exbalations, sledges
glide enxily and with impunity over tha hard-
ened crust of the Baraba, hunters then fre-
quent this game nbounding district for the
taking of marcens, sables, and those valuable
foxes whose fur is in such demnand. But
during summer the swamps again become
miry aund pestilentinl, and, wheu the waters
are ut too high a level, even impassable !

Michael Strogoff spurred his horse into the
midst of a grassy prairie, differing greatly
from the close-cropped sod of tho steppe,
upon which immense Siberisn herds are ex-
clusively nowished. This was no longer a
Loundless steppe, but a sort of immenso copse
of arboruscent vegetation.

The grass was there about five or six feet
in height, and had made room for swamp-
plauts, to which the dumpness of the place,
ugsisted by the heat of summer, had given
giant proportions. These were principally
canes and rushes, which forrzed n tanglod
network, an impeuetrable undergrowth,
rprinkled everywhere with a thousand flowers
remarkable for the brightness of their color,
among which shone the lily and. tue iriy,
wireas perfume mingled witk the tepid . ex-
udations which arcse from the soil. =

Michnel Strogoff galloping among. this un-
dergrewth of cane, was no longer visible from
the swamps which bordered the road. The
tall grass rose above him, and his track was
indicated only by the flight of innumerable
squatic birds, which rose from the side of the
road and dispersed into the air in screaming
flocks.

The way, however, wrs clearly traceable.
Now it would lie straight between the dense

thicket of marsh-plants; agrin it would ifol-

low the winding shores of vast pools, some of
which, several versts in length‘and-b.readgh,
deserve the name of lakes. In other localities
‘the. stagnant waters through which the road
lay had been avoided, net by bridges, but by

| tottering. platforms ballasted with thick layers

of clay, and whose joists shook like atoo weak
plank thrown across sn abyas.. Someof these
platforms exterided over a space of two or
three hundred feet, end on more than one oc-
casion: travelers by tarantass, especially ladies,
have when crossing on them expericuced a
nausea similar to sea-sickness. -

Michael Strogoff, whether the soil beneath
his feet was solid, or whether it sank under
bim, galloped on without hait, leaping the
space between the rotten joists; but however
fast they traveled, the horse and the horse-
mon were unable to escape from the sting of
the two-winged insects which infest this
marshy country.

Travelers who are obliged to cross the Bar-
aba during the summer take care to provide
themsel ves with mmeks of horse-bair, to which
is attached o coat of mail of very fine wire,
which covers theirshoulders, Notwithstand-
ing these precautions, there ave few who come
out of these marshes without having their

faces, necks and handscovered with red spots.
Tiie atmosphere there seems to bristle with

the dart of these dipterals. It .
region, which men dearly disputes with
tipulm, rpots, mosquitbes, horse-uies, And mil-
Y:ons of microscopic incects which are net
visible to the neited eye.

The hovge of Michael Strogofi darted nmong
these venemous insects, bounding as If thou-
sands of epurs eutered its flanks. Frenzied
with pain and rage, it madly rushed onward.
it flew, it jumped over mile after mile with
the swiftoess of an express train, threshing ivs
sides with its tail, secking relief frum its in-
tense sufferings, in the rapidity of its course.

Michael Rirogoff needed to be =a perfect
lorseman, not to be thrown from his sent by
the plungings of his horse, its sudden stops, its
Jerking jumps to aveid the sting of the dip-
teros. Having become as insensible, so to
speak, to physical r:.in, as ifhe had been under
the influence of .. sting apastbetic, living
only through the desire of reaching his des-
tination, cost what may, he saw Dbut one
thing in that mad run—it was that the road
flew rapidly bekind them.

Who woutd think that the country of the
Baraba, 80 unbealthy during the hot season,
could be inhabited by humun beings ?

It was the case, nevertheless. A few Si-
berian bamlets appesred from time to time
between those giganticreeds..  Men, women,
children; old puople, clothed with skins, the
fuce covered with bladders painted with piteh,
watched over poor flocks of sheep ; but to pro-
tect their tlecks from the attacks of the in-
sects, they gathered them in the lee of fires
of green wood, night and day, and of which
the smoke arose lazily over the 1mmense
marsh.

When Michael Strogoff thought his horse
broken with fatigue, and oo the point of fali-
ing down, he stopped in one of thuse miser-
able hamlets, and then, forgetful of his own
weariness, ke rubbed the stings of the poor
beast with warm grease, after the Siberian
custom ; then he fed it abundantly, and ouly
after having provided everstbing for Lis
horse, he thought of himself, and to repair
hisstrength took a little nourishment of bread
and meat, with & glass of kwase, After an
hour or two at the most, he began again with
all possible swiftness, the endless route to
Irkatsk.

Ninety versts were thus made from Four-
oumoff, snd on July 30, at four p. m., Michaef
Strogoff, hkeedless of fatigue, arrived at
Elamsk.

There he was forced to give a night’s rest to
his horse. The courageous beast could not
have continued that journey asy longer.

At Elamsk therc was no menns of trans-
portation for the same rensons as in the
burghs already passed by; currisges and
horses were gone.

Illamsk, a small town the Tartars had not
visited yet, wus almost completely depopu-
Inted, for it was very easy to invade it from
the south, and almost impossible to sueccor it
from the north. No relay of post, police sta-
tion, government buijlding, all were aban-
doned by governmeut ovder, aud on one side
the functionaries, on the other, the inhakit-
ants bad gone to Kumst, in the centre of the
Barnba.

Blichael Strogoff was obliged to pass the
night at Klumesk to permit his horse to rest at
leust twelve hours,  He remembered the in-
structions given him at Moscow to crors Si-
beria unknown, reach Irkutsk at all hazards;
but, also, to not sacritice success to the swift-
ness of his passage. Consequently he was
{lqrved to spare the only means of travel left

im.

On the morrow, Michael Strogoff left
Elamrk, at the moment they anuonnced the
{irst Tartar picket guards ten nitles back on
the road of the Barsba, and he dacted again
inro the murshy country. The rond was
plain, and easier, but very sipuous, and thus
much longer. Besides, it was impossible to
leave it to run in a straight line through that
impassable net-work of punds and slougles,

The day afrer, August 1, one hundred rnd
twenty miles farther, at noon, Michael Stro-
gofl urrived at the burg of Paskoe, and attwo
o'clock hie hnlted at thut of Pokrowskie.

His horse, almost rpent since his starting
from Elamsk, could not wndvance a step
farther.

Therefore, Michael Strogoff was con-
strained to again lose, for a forced rest, the
end ot that day and the whole night; but
starting sgnin the next morning, and travel-
ing always on thut helf inundated soil, after u
heat of reventy-five versts, he rosched Eamsk
on the 2d day of Aygustat four o'clock in the
afternoon.

The country was now different. That lit-
tle village of Kamsk Is like an island, a
healthy onsis, kituated in the middle of that in-
fernal region. It is in the centre of the

Buaraba, There, thanks to the drainings by
the river Tom, aflluent of the Irtych which
preses by Kiumsk, the pestileatinl marshes
are transformed into rich pastures.  Menn-
while, these ameliorations have not tri-
amphed completely over tho disensos and
fevers, which daring the fall, make a sojourn
in that city very dangerous. Bnt the nutises
sesk refuge thore when the foul minsmus
chase them from the other parts of the pro-
vince.

The emigration caused by the Tartar inva-
sion hed not depopuiated the small city of
Knmsk. Its inhabitants probably thought
they were enfe in the centre of the Baraba, or
at least thut they wonld have time envugh to
{iy, should they be directly threatened.

Therefore they remained in their homes,
trembling and fearful it is true, but yet not
without hope that fortune might yet turn the
tide of desolation aside from their home-
stend{s. At uny rate, they determined to
stand thew ground, with a kind of sullen de-
termination born of desperation, saying, ©If
they take our homes.end our all, let them
take also our lives, if they willl”

Michuel Strogotf wag unable to get any
news thers ; rather, the Governor would:have
asked him, if he had known the true character

of the merchant of Irkutsk. - Kamsk, in fact,

the Siberian world and the events whic)
tronbled it.

Besides, Michael Strogofl showed himsels
very little or not at all. To be unperceiveq
was notsufliclent ; he wished he could have
even been invisible. The expericnce of the
past rendered him more and more prudent for
the present and: future. Thus he kept hin.
self aloof, and, caring pothing for the sights
in the streets of the town, he remained in the
hotel at which he bad alighted.

Michael Strogoft could have found g cgy.
riage at Kamek to replace his horse by a more
comfortable’ vehicle. But, after ripe reflec.
tion, he fenred that the buying of a taraatass
.would attract attention to him, nud as lonp a5
ke had noet crossed over the line held by the
Tartars, which line divided Siberia, close]y
following the valley of the Irtych, he did rot
want to give rige to surpicion.

-Besides to complete the difficult crossing of
the Baraba, to force his way through the
murshes, in case some danger should threatey
him too directly, to distance those sent tq
pursue him, to throw himself, if it were pe.
cesgary, even in the thickest bushes gf Jeeds
a horse was evidently prefsrable to a curringe'
Later, beyond Tomsk, or even Krasnoigrg)
in some important centre of Western Siberig
Michael Strogoff would see what was best-tg
be done.

As to his horse, he never thought of ex.

Manufacture of Phosphates.

It would appear that there are some pro-
spects of the lapguishing phosphate interests
of Canada being revived. The Kingston
News says :— Messrs. Jas. Richardson & Sous
bave leased the old Brokenshire foundry, and
intend fitting it upat once for the mnnu-
facture of phosphates. Machieney is being
procured for the purpose, and it is expected
that the mill will be in ruonning order by the
end of next week. The capacity of the mrch-
inery will be such as to work up about 2,000
tons of the rough material per annum.”
This iy certainly o step in the right diree-
tion.

Crop Prospectis on this Continent.

We bave already published from time to
time fome very encouraging reports of the
condition of the cropsin different purts of the
United States and in Canada. Despatches
from all the agricultural eentres in Ontario,
Quebec, New Bruuswick and Nova Scotia pro-
vinces report prospects for a bountiful har-
vest, with very few exceptions, remarkably
favorable. The late raing have had the effect
of assuring an unusually large crop of hay,
and in some parts ot Outario have apparently
wrought an entire change in the whole ap-
pearance  of vegetation. The meadows
never looked mowe promising, and save in
low lands and light soil, where the cold, dry
apring weather and late frokts in the early
part of this moenth bad refanted the growing
crops and to some extent hilled the fali wheat
—but recent showers have greatly revived
these bad eilects—the outlook to tho farmer
for all kinds of grain and frait crops is most
encouraging.  IFrom western Ountario come
reports that the farmers bave scldom if ever
had such encouragement, aud, on the whole,
there is abundant resson to expect that the
yvield and quality of the Canadian harvest
this year will exceed that of last year.  Of
coltrse it i8 too early to say much of the pros-
pects of root crops, but their present condi-
tion appears to bie penerally satisfactory.

T'he Dubuque ffrrald, in a late issue, pub-
lishes cro) reports from most of the counties
in the state of foww which indicate that the
small graing will yiekl largely more than in
any previous year. ‘The corn crop thereis in
spleudid condition nud will yield abvndantly
should thero be no unforeseen drawback.
Farmers are jubilant over the prospects or
lurize crops sud good times.

Deportation to Siberin wus first introduced as
a mode of colonizution, and banishment did
not dopend so much on thedegree of the con-
vict's guilt as on his capacity for labor; in-
dued, many persons who were innocent of any
crime used to be sent to Siberia ag settlers, It
is only in comparatively recent times that
banmhment has been looked upon as ameans
of clearing Russian society ot its dangervus
clements, Qunly those are now banished to Si-
beria who are regarded as dangerous to soci-
ety and the State, irrerpectively of any quali-
fications they may possese ag colonists. The
number of persons tdeported " to Siberia in
1876 wag about 18,620; 5,000 of these were
sentenced to banishment hy a court of law,
9,000 were bauvished by administrative
decree,” and the rest were the women and
children of the exiles. It is estimated that
the total number of banished persons now in
Siberia is nbout 360,000.

The Harvard-Yale Boat Race.

New Loxoo¥, Conn.,, June 27.—The Har-
vard-Yale boat race took pluce to-day. There
was n large attendance. The Harvard won
the choice of positions. Owing to the up-
eveness of the water the word to go was not
giventill 7.25 pm. The Yale cnught water
first, and, atthe end of the first half-dozen
strokes, gained a slight advantage, both going
at 40 strokes ; but the Yale’s advantage was
only temporary, and a few more strokes with
the Harvard’s oars forged their boat ahead in
line with the Yale. At the half-mile the Har-
vard was a good length to forelead, which the
Yale spurted manfully to lessen, and did
succeed in diminishing a few feet; but this
effort seemed to consume all the bottom
there was in their boat; so from this point
out it was merely a question or how great the
distance the Harvard would be ahead at the
finish. At the first mile Harvard was eix
lepgths abead. and doing 36, Yale 24. From
thence to the finish, Harvard did net lower
her stroke to lesx than 33, puiling magnifi-
cently throughout, and rapidily opening water
astern. Yale lasbored fearfully and seemed
to be entirely broken up, so much so as
to excite sympathy from the crowd. There
was but little excitement as the crews swept
down to the finish, occasioned as much by
darkness and inability to see the boats a
little way off, as by the procession which the
boats made as they entered the last mile.
The water was as Fmooth as glass, and the
yachts began to signal the approach to finish
with almost a continuous discharge of can-
non, while the sailors on the Pcrtsmouth
manned yards and joined their cheers with
“rahs " of the Harvard men on shore. The
last half mile was as fine an exhibition of
rowing on the part of Harvard as was ever
seen, their boat fairly jumping through the
water, and carrying them to the finish between
a quarter and a half mile ahead. The official
time is given as 22 minutes and 15 reconds
for Harvard, and 23 mioutes and 58 seconds
for Yale.

THE “OBSTRUCTIVES® AGAIN AT
WARK,

The London correspondent of the Fzpress,
writing on Moudey night, says :(—

The house of commons reassemblled to-
night after the Whitsuntide holiduys. Usual-
Iy ou the first night after a holiday. the at-
tendance is small, but I have rarely seen
the benches so sparsely occupied, or the pro-
ceedings so unintervsting as to-night. It was
noticed, however, that the Irish contingent
mustered in considersble force. Mr. O’Don-
nell, Mr. A. Moore, and Major Nolan aud
others were in their places, and there was,
therefore, sufficient strength to indulge
in the work of obstruction, if it had been
seriously resorted to. The questions were few,
and those on the paper of no importance,
As was expected, a guestion was put to the
government regardinge the recent news from
the Cape, but the teply of Sir M. H. Beach
did not ndd materially to the information we
obtained from the telexrams. It is tolerably
clear, however, from his reply that tha so callea
advances from Cetewnyo are of the vaguest
kind, and that whatever may bave been their
value they have not been summarily rejected.
1 have stated that in the early part of
the evening the obstructives were compara-
tively quict. 'The appearance of Mr. Parnell
changed the aspect of aflairs, 'That gentleman
arrived in the house between eight and nine,
and the committee happened at the time
to be on the Scotch prison vote. The
work of obstruction, which had bitherto been
languid, now becawme fust and furious. Dozens
of trifling questions were raired, aud Mr.
Biggar especially distinguished himself by
the energetic way in which he attacked the
Scripture readers in the Scotch prisons.  He
fuvored the house with a dissertation on # un-
autherized religious teachers ;” but Mr. Biggar
was answered by Mr. O'Donnell, and then the
member for Cavan replied to the member for

Dupgarvon. Mr. Sullivan next answer-
ed Mr DBiggar, and he ngain rose
to answer Mr. Sullivan. In this way

the game was kept up with considerable
success, and upwards ot three hours was
wasted on the Scotch prison vote. When
the Irish votes were reached, Mr. Parnell ob-
jected to proceeding with them at all that
night, on the ground that a pledge had been
piven that they would not be taken. Sir 8.
Ibbetson denied that any such pledge had
been given, but consented to fostpouc the
votes. Some Epglish votes were then taken.

On Tuesday © public business” progressed
even less rapidly than on Monday. Writing
on ‘Tuesday night, the Erpress correspondent
says — .

The tactics of obstruction exhibited marked
development this afternoon. Ou this ocea-
sion it was not the Irish members who were
the leaders in the glorious work. Several of
the radical gentlemen below the gangway are
enamoured of the tacties of Mr. Paruell, aud
are evidently prepared to follow in the same
course. 'The whole of the sitting this after-
noon was wasted, but the Irish members only
took a subordinate part in the labor of re-
tarding the business. I do not think that
Mr. Digear epoke at all, and Mr. Parncll and
Mr. O'Donuell did not find it necessary
to obtrude themselves on the bouse with ex-
cessive frequency. The lrstattempt which was
made in the direction of obstruction origi-
nated with Mr. Gourley. That bhon, gentle-
man was not satisfied with n reply which he
received from Colonel Staunlev in regard to
the constitution of the committee on army
organization, and he moved the adjournment
of the house. This gave rise to a debate of
some length on the present condition of the
army, and there was at least one remarkable
feature in the speeches. Several of the
liberal speakers, particularly Mr. John Holms,
declared that Lord Cardwell’s sy=tem  had
broken down, The discussion was, however,
of & vague and purposeless character, nnd the
chnpcelior of the exchequer, in warm
terms, protesterd against the conduct of the
hon, gentlemen. He said that if this system
of moving the adjpurnment was continually
resorted to it would be impossible to conduct
the business ¢f parlinment, and that, though
the obstruction of public business may not be
unsatisfactory to some mentbers, he hinted,
not obscurely, that some measures must be
tuken to put it down. The language of the
chanecellor of the exchequer was received with
loud cheers, and Mr. Parncll, who obviously
took the warning as addressed to himself, rose
in n state of great anger to reply. Having
previously spoken he was called to order
by the spenker. ot being ahlo to address tho
house, he adopted the undiguified and ill-
natured course of ohjecting to tke motion for
the adjournment being withdrawn, and clear-
ing the house fora division. The honse then
got into committee on the army bill. Tt was
thought that the division befure the adjourn-
ment on the question of flogring had settled
that matter for the present session, but the
discussion was renewed as warmly and
as hotly as ever. Mr. Hopwood moved
to reduce the number of lashes from
fifty to six, and delivered o passion-
ate speech against the practice of flogging.
He was supported by one or iwo of the
philantrapic radicals, but 8ir W Havelock and
other liberals who knew what they were
talking about insisted that when an army
was in the field it was necessary to retain the
punishment of flogging. Mr.0'Connor Power
and Mr. O'Donnell joined in the affray, and
the latter intimated that if {logzing were re-
tained for the men, he would move on the
report that the honor should be extended to
the officers of the army. The harangues of
the opposition werg listened to with naturul
impatience on the ministerial side, and one
or two hon. gentlemen expressed their dis-
aatisfaction in a very audible fashion.

The Irisk Times ¢ Westminster correspond-
ent,” referring to Mr. Parnell's eall for a
division, says:

Mr. Gourley accepted the rebuke of the
.chancellor of the exchequer by at once with-
drawing his motion for the adjournment of
the house, but Mr. Parnell could not see it in
the same light, and he rose to address the
house. He was immediately called to order
by the speaker. A curious Beeno hereupon
followed.

This naudacious declaration was greeted
with Joud laaghter, for the only ay was from
Mr. Parnell bimself. However, the dictum
of Mr. Speaker had been challenged, so
the house was cleared for = division;
but on the question being put a second
time Mr. Parnell did not again challenge it,
and the division did not come off. It was
altogether o remarknble exercise of parlia-
mentary privilege. The house soon after
went into committee on the nrmy bill, and at
7 o'clock progress was reported.  The sitting
was then suspended.

The following is a fuller report of the dis-
cussion va the question of flogging :—

The considerativn of clause 44 was re-
sumed.

Mr. Parnell moved toleave out certain
words in the clausc which dealt with corporal
punishment.  The amendment was, he said,
in continuation of n discussion that took place
on the lust ocension when the house wus in
comwittee on the bill. Vpon that oceasion
the opponents of corporal punishment were
asked what they would substitute for it, as no
other less ptini-hment than death was applic-
able wnder the circumstances in which tlog-
giug was resorted to. He coruld not give an
answer at the moment, but he had made in-
gqhniries  of wseveral ofticers and  found
that there was a variety of ways in which
a4  soldier might be  punished on  the
line of march. ‘They might handeuff
his hands behind him, sling his rifle from
his shoulder, give him two or three knapsacks
to carry, mark the quality and degree of his
offeace on bis back, and march him along the
ranks with his comrades as a black sheep,
sithject to the derision of everybody who saw
him. The last would be a far greater punish-
ment than flogging, which was a disgraceful
punishment. It was not in use in foreign
countries, The Germans did not employ it,
neither did the Russians (o laugh),  He koew
that the Russians had acquired a re-
putation for the use of the lash, Wt
nlthough they might beat their suhject,
they did not beat their soldiers.  He trust-
ed that the secretary of state would take one
further step in this matter and accept the
amendment, which he held would give ratis-
faction to cveryone who wished well to the
British army.

Mr. Parncll said that so far from the ques-
tion of flugging having received the fll con.
siderntion of the select committee, as the Iate
recretary for war had promised shonid b
the case, it bad received no consideration
whatever.  Une of the last things which he
did in that committee wus to move that fur-
ther evidence should be called on the subject
of punishment.  That was rejected, for every-
body recognized that the proceedings of the
committes were perfectly nseless, and not to
be relied on  in any way. It wns
the duty of hon. niemburs to insixt
that the proceedings of parlinment were
not ulso of a nseless character, and that the
questiou was fully considered by the house
nud  the secretwry of  state  for  war,
He protested againist a minister contemptu-
ously rejecting o series of nmeidments before
tie had heard the reasons for them,  Such a
course was isheartening, and it certainly
wotld not facilitate the passing of the bill. If,
48 had  becn stuted, not move than 25 lashes
were intlicted, why shonld they retain 60
lashes in the statute?  Why should they be
murg inhuman than the ofticers who had to
execnte the laws? In the old days 2,000
lushes were given, and yet in those duys men
in that house and wilicers of the army were as
human and as Christinn as now. 'The prac-
tice of cutting o wan to pieces with 2,000
Inshes had been gradually bronght down to
50, andd he hoped that 50 would e brought
down to 6, and afteiwands 1o nothing at all.
The secretary of state had said that it wasnot
his wish that the punishmeat should be in.
flicted ina brutad way ; but it was intlicted in

The Germng Military Orvgnnizntion,

A very interesting report (says our London
Correspundent) has been turnished by our
military attuche at Berlin on the German
army orgnaization, The two points of general
interest 1 select is the fact that the huge
military machine it took a couple of genern-
tions to build up has been ontdone in five or
six years by France. It seems hard to be-
lieve that Frauce could call out 150,000 men
more in the first Jine of battle than her
toe; und her cavalry ure 14,000 sabres more
numerous ; and then she hns, if I recollect
my figures right, a8 many as twenty field-
batteries more than Germany. Al this is to
be nrovided for by & corresponding inerease
in the nrmies of the Fatherland. But there
are fears that the additicanl cost will prove
the last straw on the serely-strained taxpaycrs
of the empire.  Hero nre n few figures—the
French first line of hattle numbers eleven
hnudred and fifty thousand men; the German
a mihion, end the Hussians thirteen hmndred
thousand. It appears, therefore, that
Germany holds, not first, but third place as a
military power. But the magnificent organizi-
tion of her army gives her o superiority which
can only be crallenged by the terrible test
This interesting tact, recorded in the report,
proves the marvellously perfect orgnnization
I speak of. To the German war office, which
stands on the 4 Under the Linden,” the grand
Berlin boulevard, there is a map of the United
Kingdom. The attache, who is a Norfolk
man, cxamining the map of his native
country, saw his own father's residence marked
out us one capable of accommodating twenty-
six goldiers and six horses, and thu family
weaith rated at a military mulct of five thous-
and thalers, Three ronds branch {rom the
highway in front of the mansion. Missing
one of these he remarked that the military
typographer had one road markod badly, but
he was sssured that the third roud had not
been marked down, bocause it had only been
carried o few hundred ynrds when it Was
dropped, and an existing road diverted from
its course. It is known that this map is In
tho Kriegshaus, but such minute and mer-
cenary accurncy as this was not suspeoted,
Blucher's *wast fur plunder” sticks in the
minds of his compatriots it seema.

ITones ¢ aves lu Irelnnd.
(Frotu the London Times, May 3L)

The bone cave at Shandon, near Dupgarvan,
in the County of Watertord, accidentully dis-
covered some 20 years ago, was the first Ivish
enve which produced animal vemnins belong-
ing to the pleistocene period, In it were
found remaios of the mammoth horse, bear,
wolf and reindeer. Prof. Leith Adatus, in his
report on the exploration of this cave (1876),
surmised that it was an enormous shelter-shed
where the wilil denizens reprired to end thei
duys, or for the purpose of dragping in their
prey, and he suggested that it required only
funds and some enterpise to discover other
civerns in the neighborhioad of this one con-
taining abundance of pleistocene animals re-
maing, One such Las within the last few
days been discovered near Cappoquin 2t o
distance cave of about seven miles from  the
shundon cave by Mr. Usher, of Cappagh. This
new concern is of a Yarpge size, and qppears to
have been ocveupied it & very remote period
by biears, portions of whose skelotons are to
be met vith in the lower deposits of the tloor;
but the chief titerest in this discovery rests
in the fact that remains of the great Ivish olk
(Megaveros Hibernieusy were fonnd in it, in
copjunction with the hones of other deer and
of bears, and along with a polished grecustone
celt (neolithic) and  reveral stone rubbers.
There were also gome very remarkable and
stiong evidences met with of the sssociation
of man with the great Irish ¢lk, for on the
nthority of professor Leith Adams, in whose
presence thexe remains were taken ont of the
cave, and by whom they were packed up for
further observation, we learn that many of
the bones of the megaceros were evidently
&plit for their marrow, nud several elk eannon
bones were found fashioned into awls and
eatges, showing that man wis not only con-
temporaneous with the piant stag of Ireland,
but also may have in gome measares helped:
to exterminnte it.  The explorations of this
cave are stitl going on, and they promise to
open out & new erain the prehistoric history
of Ireland.

The Household.
RECEIPTS FOR THE TAULE.

Wire Movustaly Cagg—One pound of
flour, one of sugar, and a halfa cup of batter;
six eggs, beaten separately, one cup of sweet
milk, a teaspoonful of soda, and two teaspoon-
fuls of cream tartar. Flavor to the taste, and
use fruit if desired.

Frien Froes.—Throw the legs into a boil-
ing water for five minutes. Take them out
and put them in cold water, and wipe them
until dry. Have some batter made as follows :
In ovne pint of cream, the yolk ofan egg
slightly beaten. Have rteady some baked
bread-crumbg. Fry in the very best of butter
to a light golden brown.

Stewep Losstet—Take all the meat out of
two lobsters, do not chop it, but mix and lay

it in a scallop-shell : pour over it half a pint
of beef stock, half a pint of port wine, salt
pepper, cayenne, as for scalloping.  Strew
over balf a teaspoonful of finetry minced pars-
lev, and half a dozen minced mushrooms.
Cov r with crumbs and slice of butter. DBake
15 minutes and serve in the scallop-shell.—
Bowman's New Cooked Dood.

ScaLLorep LossTer.—1 never ate lobster
this way but uft the west coust of Ireland, at
an Irish gentlemans, private table. I hadthe
receipt, which is as follows; Cut the lobster
lengthways through the shell, being careful
not to break it; tuke the meat out of this
lobster and that of another one; cut meat in
small pieces, and cook in & sauce-pan with
{wo ounces of butter aud a teaspoonful of salt
and pepper; add to it a teaspoonful of best
vinegar, sume mace, aud two large tablespoon-
fuls of grated toast ; stir for 15 minutes ; then
put back meat into the shells, and cook ina
Dutch oven, and bake.— West.

To Stew Frog-Lecg~—Lroceed exactly as
above with boiling water, then dip in cold
water and drain; for, say, two poundsof good
frog-legs put in steswpnn two ounces of the
‘best butter; when melted and bissing put in
the legs, and fry for two minutes,shaking and
turning legs, all the time; then diedge a
little with fiour, add two sprigs of parsley,
one of thyme, a bay-leaf, a teaspoontul of salt
and white pepper, and balf & pint of bouillon
with a tablespoonful of white wine; stew
wently until legs arc white and tender; take
the legs out, put them aside, and reduce the
sauce if too thin, by evaporation, and beat in
the yolks of a coupleof eggs ; at the last mo-
ment before serving, add about a teaspoonful
of lemon juice.—Chef of Clud.

Cyprus,
Nine hundred years before the Christian

from thoechief town of the district. The island
enjoyed a long period of prosperity, during
which its industrious population engaged
largely in commerce and in arts, and was
knowa farand wide among the Mediterranean
countries, The mineral riches of the soil
offered many fucilities to an ingenious aod en-
terprising race, and Cyprus not mercly ex-
ported copper aud silver, but was famous for
its works in bronze as early us the time of
Homer. Though practically independent, the
little insular states rendered some species of
allegiance to the Pho:uician monarchy of Tyre
and when Tyre was subjected by Shalmanezer
1V., of Assyria, the couquest af Cyprus fol-
fowed in due course. This was before the year

707 p.c. Nevertheless the rule of the Assy-
rians was little more than nominal ; the is-
landers paid a yearly tribute, aad the great
king, in return, granted them his protection.

In thereign of Sargon a Cyprian embas<y was
received at Babylon. The scven monarchs
forming this embassy are described iz ancient
writings as chiefs of & country which lay « at
a distance of seven days from the coast, in the
ren of the setting sun.” The tribute offered
by the moanarchs, or their representativer,
consisted of gold, silver vares, logs of ebony,
and native mauufactures, in exchange {for
which Sargon presented them with a figure of
himself, cut in bus-rclief, and bearing a long
inscription in cunciforme characters. This
sculpture was carried by the islanders to Cit-
fum,nnd was discovered some thirty years ago,
in a garden belonging toa Greek, near the
site of that town. The monument is nuw in
the Royal museum at Berlin, and the inscrip-
tion upon it states that tho Cypriotes had
heard of the mighty deeds achieved by the
Asgyriang in the midst of Chaldiva and Syria,
nnd that, as a consequence, their hearts had
failed them, and fear had taken hold of them.

It is therefore probuble that they voluntarily

sabmitted to the great hing; but their own

petty monarchs were permitted to retain their

sceptres, on condition of paving fealty to the

powerful cmperor of the Tigris. From an

Assyrian cylinderin the Dritich museum it

appears thut ten kings ot Cyprus contributed

v their gifts to the embellishment of Nineveh.

Even st that early period the graceful spirit of
the Greeks was wmaking itself felt, and the

capital of Assayria was adorned by the genius

of these island artists.

AGRICULTURAL.
Potato Bugs—Does Late Ploughing Dess
troy Them ?

Has anyone else tried it? Last year one
ot our villagers ploughed his garden just as
winter get in. From that cause or some other,
not & dozen potato buga have been seen therein
although they were quite plenty last year;
aund the crop is looking quite well this year.—
Perbaps disturbing them at that late season
destroyed them. It will be well to tryiton a
Inrger scale.—A ViLLAGE Farazr.

MHaying—Managing the Crop.

At the time of writing this article we have
just commenced on the last week of Juae. It
is raining, and has neatly every duy since the
month came in. As a consequence the ground
is full of water and grass is growing rapidly,
but will probably be a little later than last
year. It is about a week since the heads of
clover first began to show themselves, and
those of timothy are just beginning to appear.
The growth of these grasses is rank and
green, promising a heavy harvest ; and if they
can be secured at the right time and in the
best condition, will fill the barns of the
furmers with hay of superior quality,
svitable for all kidus of stock. It is pro-
bable that the rains will be over by the be-
ginning of next month, and that we shall
have good weather for haying—that is the
supposition, as one extreme is upt to follow
another,

Farmers desire to secure their crop of hay
as pearly the right time as possible, but this
is a dificult matter, as the period of maturity
of the different grasses are so nearly alike.
that their barvest capnot be compressed into
a time short enough for the purpose.  The
crop of hay in this portion of the state being
so large, the time of securing it must
necessarily extend over & period of from two
to four weeks or more, consequently a part
must pretty surely detericrute in quality
before all can be secured.  To avoid as much
loss as possible, the work of haying should
commence a little before the grass has
reached its best condition, in order to escape
a more serious loss from over-ripening at the
cloge of ihe barvest. Much can be gained
by pureuing a judicious course in haying,
selecting as far as possible thuse grasses that
come to maturity eariiest, and thus some-
what lengthening the season of harvest.
Wherever the wild or water grasses abound,
loss will be experienced by allowing them to
stand until late before cutting, as then the
bay will be of an iaferior quality, but if
secured early it will be greatly improved.

These grasses cure emsily and quickly,

lence no particular diffivulty in cutting

when  succulent and  green. It is

a lamentable fuct that our meadows are

becoming badly infested with the white daisy,

a noxious weed, but nota grass. Lt is earlier

than the grasses in coming to maturity,

hence one difficulty in exterminating them,

#s the seeds ripen too genmerally bufore the

haying is completed. As we write their

blossoms are beginning to show, and in a

week more many fields will be white with

hem. If these daisies are cut whenZfuirly

p Llossom they muke a passable fodder, but

f aliowed to get ripe, very poor indeed.

Where fields are pretty muck occupied by

them, they had better be plowed and devoted

to some more prefitable crop. We would

advise cutting these daisies as early as pos-

sible, even if the little amount of grass with

them bas not fully obtatned its growth. A

large amount of clover is raised by our far-
mers, new ficlds being heavily seeded with it.
Clover is more difficult to cure than timothy,

and requires good managament. It should
be cut when Sirly in blossom, not when

wet, and cured mostly in the cock, as a con-

tinued hot sun will dry the lenves so that
they will Iargely drop off in handling. Hay

caps would add materially in cunng clover,
as well as timothy, when cut early and
green, especinlly if the weather is catchicg.

The wild grasses, clover and dairies, should

be cut at about the same time, while timothy

may follow in succession, or when fairly in

blosrom .

With the improved implements for baying
the season for seeuring this crop can be
greatly lessened, while the quality should be
of a bigher standard, as the grasses can be
cut when in their best condition. While
we would mBot advocate over drying,
still we wonld not put bay in the barn in a
condition 8o green that it would be found
smoky or mouldy in winter. , We would re-
tain the patural juices of the grass as murh
as possible nad not suffer them to be dried
out by remaining & leng time in the hot sun;
hence au advantage of curing in the cock
and algo in the use of the tedder, which as-
sints greatly in dispelling the water, admit-
ting a8 it is tbrown upon the ground in a
loose state the air, thus rendering it in a fit
condition for the barn considerably sooner
than by the old process of turniog it with a
tork, or by letting it remain as the mower
left it until dried through. A word about
the use of salt upon hay. It was formerly
much employed for this purpose, farmers
generally suppoging it had somse curative
properities and would render damaged bay
more acceptable to stocle. The latter may be
the case if applied in proper quantities, but
it stock arc to receive their salt through the
winter in this way, all of the hay should be
seasoned alike; but it is not supposed to aid
materially in curing or helping halfdried
bay, as it does not absorb moisture, but
rather creates it, which at best is not desira-
ble.

Attention should be paid to the proper
grading of hay, putting nice, early-cut hay by
itself for the calves, sheep and cows When
giving milk in spring. The wild grasses or
damaged gualitics of hay should be wherethey
can be fed in the cold weather of winter, when
the cows are dry.

Horses mneed & coarser quality of hay,
(timothy is beat)) than cattle, and if allowed
to get a little mature—after the secd is
formed—but not ripe, perhaps iho nearest
approach to the most proper condition will be
found.

The average quantity of pure mill
needed for a pound of cheeseis ten poundr
It varies during the season, and also ir
proportiod to the amount of cream in the
milk, A smaller quantity of rich milk tha
of poor is required to make a pound ol
cheese.

A farmer who has had ten years' experience
in Colorado claims to have found a sur
remedy for the potatoe bug scourge Hir
plan is simply to plant one ortwo flax seedr
in each hill of potatoes. He says that th.
bugs will shun it every time; and for ter
years be has thus been successful In raising
potatoes while others have failed.

To meke a wire fence hiog proof, it mus
have five or six wires, strained very tightly.
and bave posts not more than sixteen or at
most twenty-four feet apart. A good pos
and rail, or board fence, is preferable to a
wire fenca excepting where lumber is ver)
costly, or where the snow drifts badly.

YWhen the horse shows signs of shying at an
object do not beat him, but lend himup to it,
aliowing him to stand and look, as he comer
closer; and after he examines it a few times
he will not fear anything of the kind again. In
passing by hedges with a colt, throw in stones
and stop him until be takes no notice of the
noise.

It may be granted that a stable well filled
with large, showy Dutch or short-horu cows,
is o very pleasing exhibition. Dut when we
come to figure up the cost of the producet,
it may be a question if the same amount of
food were expended upon an equally good-
looking herd of Ayrshires, the milk might not
be more cheaply produced.

A poultry breeder says farmers will feed a
bush ¢l of corn to produce six pounds of pork,
worth ¢0 cents, while this bushel would keep
a hen. She would lay at least twelve dozen of
eggs, which, averaging 13 cents a dozen, would
equal $2 19, and she would rear a brood of
chickens worth asmuch more, making a total
of near S5.

Prickly comfrey is recommended for the
feeding and fattening of all farm stock and
for increasing the milk of cows; it grows
more rapidly aad luxuriantly than any other
green soiiing plant, producing five or six
crops of fifteen to tweuty-five tons each per
acre ench season. To teach stock to eat it,
confine them, and, fasting over night, pre-
pare a mixed chopped feed of comfrey leaves
and hay, grass, corn, fodder or like palatable
fuc;d. sSprinkle with meal or bran and a little
sult.

Fruit farming is largely on the increase
both in England and Scotland, the novelty of
strawberry furmivg on an extensive scale
having been going on for sometime in the
iatter country.  On the Muir of Blair, an ex-
tensive track of land laying between Blair-
gowrie and Coupar-Angus, there is a commau-
nity of ~about seventy-five strawberry
farmers who earn a living for themselves
and families at the business of strawberry
growing. The fruit is usvally sold en masse
to the preservers, and in some years as much
as £46 an acre bas been realized by the sale:
but the average income from & Scottish
strawberry furm is seldom more than £27 an
acre,

VILLE MARIE CONVENT.

A Gala NDay for the Scholars — Annusl
Pistribution of Prizes--Monhland’s
Successful Scholars, Gradunies, Etc.

On Wednesday morning lnst Ville Murie con-
veat preseuted a Lrilliant scene of bustle and
activity rarely encountered at this quiet, but
fushionable, retreat.  Ville Marie ranks
amongst the highest educational institutiens
on the American continent, and ia surpassed
by none for educational facilities, or beautiful
location ; but of this more anon.

The cause of the unusual excitation was
owing to this being the last day of the scho-
Instic year, when the pupils in their hall as-
sembled were fo be rewarded in proportion to
the extent of studies acquired during the
preceding year.

tion. The floor was concealed by a rich
Bruseels carpet in which the foot sank at
every step, vases of odorous flowers imparted
to theair a delicious perfume, which served to
dispel the Iassitude and wenriness induced by
the sultry atmosphere.

THE PRELIMINARY PROCEEDINGS

were opened by Rev. Father Dowd by an ad-

It
would have but required a person to close
his eyes to imagine himself gurronnded by
the heavenly choristers melodiously pouring
forth their praises to the bMost High. At the
conclusion of this admirable musical excou-
tion the prizes were awarded.

In the short space of o
newspaper article, it would be fmpossible to
mention even o tithe of the many induce-
ments offered to parents for the edueation of
theic ¢hildren. While the wsthetic tastes of
the pupils are carefully catered 1o amd de-
veloped, the more modern and essential por.
tion of every-lay life is not neglected, In
the domestic economy and culivary  class
vouny ladies are fustructed in plain sewing
and cooking.  They are also initinted into
the mysterions composition of muany dainty
dishes, and imtned with aspirit of economical
management. A pupil whe suceessfully come
pletes this course is competent to tuke charge
of u host of domestics, or, il needs must, pre-
pare her own menls,  Washing, ironing, nmd
the other necessary adjencts of civilized life
are not forgotten.

The refectory is a large bright apartment,
well  ventilated and  capable ot ssating
severnl hundred pupils,

Throughout the day all was apparent dis-
order, the pupils were Lusily engnged in
packing their trunks preparatory to returning
home.  In the evening the young ladies, who
had not yet departed, we to be seen visiting
their favorite nooks and resting places iu the
garden, which L become endeared to them
by many pleasaut days of cowpanionship,

"Che building is illnminated throughout by
gns, mnunufactured on the premises.  The
sirters who conduct Ville Marie are connect-
ed with the Congregation de Notre Dame. An
immense building now in course of construe-
tion nt Munklunds, is being rapidly pushed
forward to completion. It is expected to be
rendy for accupation in September or Octoher,
when it will be occupied as the mother house
of the order, aid the present headquarters on
Netre Dume and St. Jean Baptiste strects will
be closed The inaugumation of the new
building will be mande the ocension of a gratd
ceremony, as the lndies will also celebrate
the twenty-fifth anniversary of the establish-
ment of the order.

" WEEKLY REVIRW OF THE QITY
" WHOLYSALE TRADE.
Moxpay Even'G, June 30.

The month closes with a very quiet city
wholesale market. The state of trade in
Montreal remains in much the same coudition
as at our last reference. The only line in
which there has been any increased activity
is groceries, staple articles of which seem to
have been in very fair demand. Jobbers have
been purchasing some leading lines, and a
considerable amount of business in general
goods, at former prices, has been done with
the country trade. In sugars the demand has
been brisk for low grades, and the movement
was rather large last week; the Montreal re-
finers have been unable, recently, to keep up
with the demand. This may be taken asa
satisfactory evidence of the success result-
ing from the protection afforded to this line of
industry by the national pelicy. The extreme
range of prices for Montreal 1efined yellow
sugars is from Gic to 8c. In teas, over 3,000
half chests of Japang have been sold within the
week, at from 20c to 34c, with the principal
demand for qualities at 36c to 31¢. Prices for
these grades have advanced in consequence
of the now established fact that the new crop
will be too fine and too high in price for this
market, hence there is an unusually active
enquiry for old Japan tcas, which are very
scarce in this market,

Most
of the mills have a supply of medium wool
for immediate useand are not anxious buy-
ers, while there is on the part of some houses
a desire to reduce their stnck of this descrip-
tion, The tone of the market is conse-
queantly lhardly so firm, and on unwashed
medinm we think a sharp buyer would find
he could make & better bargain for himself
than a week ago. 1t would be very un-
usual if the volume of trade should coun-
tinae equal to that of the last eight weeks, as
in that time we report the sales of nearly 24,-
000,000 1bs of woo!, which is about one-half
of the yenrly business of thin market. The
market is naturally quiet, and on some grades
that have been selling above their relative
value, there will be an equalizing of values.
There have been further sales of Canada
combing at about 40c—a shade under that
price perhaps. Pulled wools have ruled quiet,
but the inaction has arisen mainly because
there are no wonlg of this grade in the mar-
ket. There has been a sale of Cape at 30¢, but
the market generally i8 quiet for these wools.
