Considering that during the course of the trial and examination commenced in

this cause, the Defendant filed over his signature an admission of facts, in the

following terms, to wit :

The undersigned Defendant, under reserve of his objection to the effect that the

present petition has lapsed and respectfully taking exception to the judgment dismiss-

ing his motion for the pre-emption of the Election Petition in this cause, and to avoid

costs, declares that he admits that fraudulent practices, sufficient to annul his Election

have been committed by his partizans and agents, at the time of the said Election, and
this despite his formal prohibition and without his knowledge. And he begs act of the

present declaration.

Considering that this admission of facts has been accepted in open Court by the

Petitioner as sufficient and regular, and as empowering the Court to annul the

Defendant's Election.

Considering that it appears by said admission that fraudulent acts and machina-

tions, forbidden by law, had been committed during the Defendant's Election, by ag'ents

1st. That it had not been proven that fraudulent acts had been practised by any
.candidate in the said Election, or to his knowledge or with his consent

;

2nd. That no person in particular had been found guilty, at the examination, of

having practised fraudulent acts, whereas the judgment is based upon the general

admission thus made and accepted

;

3rd. That there is no reason to fear that fraudulent machinations had been prac-

tised to a large extent during the Election in question ;

4th. That we are not of opinion that the examination into the workings of the

Election have been rendered incomplete by the action of any one of the parties to the

contestation, and that we believe that it is not desirable that any fresh investigation

be made to establish whether fraudulent acts had been practised therein to a great

degree.

Honourahle Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

1 am glad to be able to congratulate you on the continued prosperity that prevails

throughout the Dominion. Canada has received many blessings during the past year

which call for the expression of our heartfelt gratitude to a kind Providence.

I had the pleasure of visiting London last summer in anticipation of the Corona-

tion of Plis Majesty, and to meet on that occasion representatives from all parts of

the Empire bringing with them assurances of the loyalty and contentment that pre-

vails throughout His Majesty's widely extended possessions; and though, at one time,

fears were entertained that the King's illness would have involved a further postpone-

ment of the ceremony, it was a source of muoh joy and happiness to His Majesty's

subjects that His health was so speedily and perfectly restored.

Representatives of this Government participated in the iuqiortant (\>lonial Con-
ference which was called by His Majesty's Government in connection with the Coroiui-

tion. The report of the proceedings of the Couference, including the documents
submitted by the Canadian representatives, has already been given to the public, by
His Majesty's Government in London. I feel assured that nuich good will result from
the bringing the leading public men of the great self-governiug colonies into direct

contact with each other and with the statesmen of the MiUherland.
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The great influx of population into our North-western territories and the very

large additional areas of fertile land which are being brought under cultivation com-

bine to further press upon us the need for increased transportation facilities for the

forwarding of our grain and other products to the markets of the world, through

Canadian channels. The whole question of transportation and terminal facilities

continues to occupy much attention, and my Government will immediately appoint

a Commission of experienced men to report on the subject.

A treaty has been entered into between His Majesty and the Government of the

United States, under which the proper delimitation of the boundaries between Canada
and Alaska is i;o be judicially determined by a tribunal of six impartial jurists of

repute.

As a result of the recent decennial Census, the representation of the different'

Provinces must be re-adjusted, as required by the British North America Act, and a

Bill will be introduced for that purpose.

Bills with respect to the creation of a Railway Commission, the amendment of

the Patent Laws, the Militia Act, the Chinese immigration, the reorganization of the

Department of Marine and Fisheries, the settlement of railway labour disputes, and
various other subjects will be submitted to you.

[Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The Public Accounts will be laid before you and also the Estimates for the comings

year, which have been prepared with due regard to economy and the rapid growth of

the Dominion.

I pray that in the consideration of these matters and in the performance of all th(^

labours which will devolve on you, your deliberations, under Divine guidance, will tend

still to increase the prosperity and happiness of our people.

The matter to which this enquiry refers is one which arose from an order given

by a Mr. Scott to the firm mentioned. The said order was given for One hundred
shooks for cheese-boxes to be sent to Glasgow, Scotland. The order was given on paper

headed " Glasgow International Exhibition, 1901." It was dated, " Ottawa, 18th

February, 1901," signed " W. D. Scott, Commissioner, per C.H.M." There was nothing

to indicate that Mr. Scott was an officer of the Dominion Government. In fact, the

terms of the order, as received, rather favoured the idea that Mr. Seott was a Com-
missioner from the Old Country.

The order contained a request that a memo, of the amount should be sent to Mr.
Scott, personally, not to any officer or Department of the Government. I may here

state that the sum involved in this transaction is $4, with an additional $1.50 for

package. At any rate, the order was received in my absence at Ottawa, in the usual

course of business, and was attended to by the manager of the business. The firm of

which I am a member has before this refused orders which they knew to come from

the Dominion Government.
If any further evidence is required as to the understanding by our manager, that

the transaction was one with Mr. Scott personally, I may refer to the invoice, a press

copy of which we have in our Invoice Book, and which is simply in this form

:

W. D. Scott, Ottawa, to 100 sets cheese hoops $4.00

Crating, &c 1.50

$5.50
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The same entry was carried tErough our books and posted in our ledger in exactly

the same terms, as a transaction with Mr. Scott, personally. The matter was carried

ihroug'h all our books, and, when the payment was made, more than a year afterwards.

I was again absent from Alexandria, being engaged in attendance on this House, and

the receipt of the payment is a simple entry in the Cash Book, credited to Mr. W. 1).

Scott. The manner in which this payment was made I was not aware of, any more
than I was of the transaction itself. The first intimation I had of there being any
transaction whatever with the Dominion Government was the question raised on tho

18th of June, as appearing on the Order Paper.

This is a simple and straightforward statement of the whole transaction, and, I

should say, ought to strike any man of common sense as evidence of my entire ignor-

ance of the transaction, and, therefore, of the absence of any intention to infringe

upon any law relating to the independence of the Members of this House. I submit

myself and the whole matter to the judgment of this Honourable House.

RULES FOR THE PRINTING, ETC., OF THE DEBATES OF THE HOUSE OF
COMMONS.

DAILY AND REVISED EDITIONS (ENGLISH.)

Rule 1.—The Chief Reporter shall see that the printer's copy of the daily issue

is continuous and is furnished concurrently with the debates as the debate proceeds;
and said copy shall be accepted as correct by the printer. All the copy for each day's

publication shall be delivered to the printer within two hours after the adjournment
of the House.

Rule 2.—The type used in printing to be as now, Brevier, with quotations in

Nonpareil.

Rule 3.—The printing shall be performed daily on such size of sheet as may be
directed, and shall contain the speeches which have been delivered at the previous
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sitting of the House, and these shall be published as reported, in the language in

which they are delivered. The said sheets to be delivered at the Distribution Office by

10 o'clock, a.m., after each sitting.

Bule 4-.—In the event of the House sitting after 12 o'Clock, the Daily Edition is

to be delivered as expeditiously as possible after 10 o'Clock, a.m., the following day.

Bule 5.—The type of the Daily Edition shall be kept standing, and the sheets of

the Daily Issue shall be revised by an officer appointed by the House. Members may
send corrections to the said officer to be embodied in his revise.

Bule 6.—The time allowed for the aforesaid revision and correction by Members
shall not exceed twenty-four hours after the delivery of the Daily Issue to the House.

AU corrections shall be sent to the Debates Office within that time. Promptly on the

expiration of the twenty-four hours the corrected sheets shall be sent to the Printing

Bureau, where the corrections shall be made and the final proofs shall be read for the

book form, and the work shall be then forthwith printed and constitute the Revised

Edition.

Bule 7.—The Debates shall be translated into French from the Revised English

Edition.

Bule 8.—The French copy shall be sent to the Printing Bureau to be set up in

type in continuous portions as fast as it is done, without waiting for a complete form
to be translated.

Bule 9.—The proofs shall be sent to the Chief Translator in galleys only. He
shall return them signed within twenty-four hours after their receipt, and they shall

be printed off, after correction, without further delay, as soon as the form of 32 col-

umns is ready.

INDEX.

Bule 10.—Indexes of the English and French Editions shall be prepared by the

proper officers concurrently with the issue of the revised sheets. They shall be sent to

the Printing Bureau within one month after the prorogation of Parliament.

Bule 11.—The King's Printer shall have printed for distribution for the imme-
diate use of the Members, Senators and members of the Press Gallery 500 copies of

the Daily Edition of the Official Report of the Debates. Two thousand copies of the

Revised Edition shall be printed for distribution to the Members, Senators and the

public, and upon the completion of the index to same a copy thereof *shall be supplied

to those receiving copies of the edition in question.

Bule 12.—Members desiring to procure copies of their speeches may, on applica-

tion to the King's Printer, have them furnished in the numbers desired as they appear
]n the Revised Edition, covered or not covered, as may be required, at the actual cost

for paper and labour, not including composition, provided that the order therefor be

given in time to be printed off together with the regular issue thereof.

Bule 13.—The King's Printer is not, under any circumstances, to allow the inser-

tion in the extra copies of individual speeches which may be ordered hy IMeinbers of

either headings or sub-headings or depart in any way whatsoever from the form in

which the speeches appear in the Revised Edition of the Official Report of the Debates.

Bule IJ^.—The practice which has prevailed for years of allowing corrections to

be made after the Revised Edition has been finally printed, shall be discontinued, as

the same not only results in the existence of a second Revised Edition, but retards the

final issue of the bound volumes, and in future all changes must be made by a sheet

of errata and in no other way whatever.

REPORTING.

Bule 15.—All copy supplied to the Printing l^ureau by members of the Reporting
Staff shall be complete, so that the printer will not be delayed by having to look up
references.
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Rule 16.—In the event of names -of pairs not being obtainable in time to accom-

pany copy of the division list sent to the Printing Bureau, the said names are to be

left out of the Daily Edition.

Rule 17.—Any member of the Keporting Staff whose notes have not been fully

transcribed when the House rises at Six o'Clock, p.m., shall be required to remain at

work until the said notes have been transcribed and despatched to the Printing Bureau.

Rule 18.—The Amanuenses to the Official Keporters shall be under the direction

of the Chief Eeporter.

Rule iP.—Members are required to hand over promptly to the Beporters all ex-

tracts, &c., desired to be included in their speeches.

Rule 20.-—The Assistant to the Chief Beporter shall prepare and have printed, for

the use of Members, Senators and members of the Press Gallerj^ 400 copies of a

weekly index to the Bevised Edition of the Debates.

Rule 21.—Your Commxittee shall, in. future, insist upon a strict observance of the

requirements of Bule 6 of the Bules governing the printing, &c., of the Official Beport

of the Debates, i.e., with respect to the sheets containing the corrections made by
Members to their speeches, which are to be returned promptly oh the expiration of the

twenty-four hours allowed by the said Bule. Should Members fail to make correc-

tions within the time limited, the unrevised sheets of the Daily Edition shall, prior

to being despatched to the Printing Bureau, be signed by the Assistant to the Chief

Beporter and form part of the copy for the printer.

Rule 22.—The Assistant to the Chief Beporter shall furnish the Chief Translator

with a copy of the corrections made by Members to their speeches.

TBAKSLATION.

Rule 23.—No manuscript shall be sent to the Printing Bureau by the Chief

Translator without its having been previously compared with the Bevised Edition as

finally printed, and as required by the 7th Bule of the Bules governing the printing,

&c., of the Official Beport of the Debates, and all copy supplied to the Printing Bureau
shall be complete, so that the printer will not be delayed by having to look up re-

ferences.

Rule 2Jf—The Chief Translator shall furnish your Committee with a daily report

of the work of translation performed.

Rule 25.—The practice adopted by your Committee in the past, requiring all

applicants for positions on the Staff of Translators of the Official Beport of the De-
bates to pass an exafnination, shall be carried into effect before recommending the

appointment of an applicant to any position on the said staff which may become vacant.

Rule 26.—All the members of the Staff of Translators shall reside in Ottawa, not

only during the Session, bat imtil the work of translation has been completed.

Rule 27.—The Chief Translator is not to employ the services of a Translator

without being specially authorized to do so by your Committee.

Rule 28.—The Chief Translator shall have the power to suspend any member of

the Staff of Translators of the Debates who, through any cause other than that of

illness, shall fail to perform the duties required of him, and shall immediately report

the action taken by him in respect of such suspension to the Clerk of your Committee,
who shall, without waiting for instructions, convene a meeting of your Committee to

consider such suspension.

Rule 29.—Whenever a member of the Staff of Translators shall, through absence

from any cause whatsoever, fail to perform his share of the work of translation, your
Committee shall appoint a temporary substitute to replace him, and the amount paid

said substitute for services rendered shall be deducted from the salary of the trans-

lator so replaced.

In obedience to the Order of Reference, dated 22nd July, 1903, Your Committee
have enquired fully into the allegations therein, in reference to George M. Loy, Es-

quire, Member for the Electoral District of Beauharnois; they have investigated all

Ihe circumstances connected with the acquisition by the Government of Canada of the

property therein referred to, and all matters mentioned in the statement therein con-

tained ; they have also heard the statement made under oath by the said George M.
Loy, Esquire, as well as the evidence of all the witnesses who appeared before your
Committee, and have examined all papers, documents and exhibits produced, and beg

to submit the following as the result of their enquiry, viz. :

—

1. The statements contained in the first seven paragraphs of the said Reference

have been substantially established, but your Committee cannot discover that the said

statements have any bearing upon the charge made against the honourable Member,
for Beauharnois of a violation of Chapter 11 of the Revised Statutes of Canada.

2. As to the allegation contained in paragraph 8, that "from the time the

said George M. Loy handed his property to Archambault up to the day of the sale

of the said propoerty to the Crown, or Government of Canada, he never ceased to be

the proprietor of the said property." Your Committee find that under the law of the

Province of Quebec, as applied to the circumstances proven before your Committee,
Mr. Loy had ceased to be the owner when possession was taken of the property by Mr.
Archambault, under the said agreement with Mr. Loy, dated 4th January, 1898, and
that the property reverted to Mr. Loy on or about the 15th of June next following,

3. As to the further statement in the said paragraph 8, that " at the time of the

sale of the said property, on the 20th January, 1903, the said Robert Bruce Johnston
was merely acting for and on behalf of the said Loy, who in said manner did indirectly

sell the said property to the Crown, in violation of said Chapter 11 of the Revised Sta-

tutes," your Committee find that the said Robert Bruce Johnston was not at any
time, nor in any sense, acting for, or on behalf of the said Loy ; but the said Jolmston
represented to Mr. Loy that he was purchasing the said property on liis own account

for commercial purposes, and Mr. Loy, when he agreed to sell the said property to the

said Johnston, believed the said statement to be true, and he parted with the title to

the said property in favour of the said Johnston without any knowledge or notice that

the same was not required by the said Johnston for the purpose for which he had so

represented, and the said Johnston, according to the evidence adduced, was not an
officer of the Government, and was not aware, when he made the purchase for Mr.
Dandurand, that the property was required for purposes of the Crown, and your Com-
mittee find that there has been no violation by Mr. Loy of the said Chapter 11 of the
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Eevised Statutes of Canada :
—

" An Act respecting the Senate and the House of Com-
" mons."

4. As to the statement in paragraph 9, Your Committee find that while the as-

sessed value was as therein stated, the same furnishes no criterion of the actual value

of the property, inasmuch as it was shown that the assessments in Valleyfield are based

on ratios varying from one-half to two thirds of the actual values, and your Commit-
tee find that the price paid for the property did not exceed its real value.

5. As to the statement contained in paragraph 10, your Committee find that at

the time of the said sale there was no property owned by the Crown in Yalleyfield

available and suitable for the purpose for which the said property was acquired.

6. The evidence given by Mr. Loy, under examination, was not contradicted in

any particular by that of any of the other witnesses, but was supported and corrobor-

ated by the other parties who had knowledge of the transaction.

2. The Governor in Council may make regulations to carry out the intentions of

the forearoing section.

3. That Chapter 8 of the Statutes of 1899 be so amended as to provide that the

bounties on steel and iron authorized by Chapter 6 of the Statutes of 1897 shall be
continued until the Thirtieth day of June, One thousand nine hundred and seven, and
that the rates of such bounties shall be as follows:

—

{a.) From the First day of July, One thousand nine hundred and three, to the

Thirtieth day of June, One thousand nine hundred and four, both inclusive, the boun-

ties shall be ninety per centum of the amount fixed by the said Chapter 6 of the

Statutes of 1897;

(b.) From the First day of July, One thousand nine hundred and four, to the

Thirtieth day of June,^ One thousand nine hundred and five, both inclusive, the bounties

shall be fifty-five per centum of the amount fixed by the said Chapter

;

(c.) From the First day of July, One thousand nine hundred and five, to the

Thirtieth day of Juna, One thousand nine hundred and six, both inclusive, the bounties

shall be fifty-five per centum of the amount fixed by the said Chapter

;

{d.) From the First day of July, One thousand nine hundred and six, to the

Thirtieth day of June, One thousand nine hundred and seven, both inclusive, the

bounties shall be thirty-five per centum of the amount fixed by the said Chapter.

The said Resolution, being read a second time, was agreed to.

Ordered, That Mr. Fielding have leave to bring in a Bill to amend Chapter 8 of

the Statutes of 1899, respecting the Bounties on Steel and Iron, and to provide for the

payment of Bounties on certain articles manufactured from Steel.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received

and read the first time ; and ordered to be read a second time, at the next sitting of the

House.

The House accordingly resolved itself into the said Committee.

And The House having continued to sit in Committee till after Twelve of the

Wednesday, 5th August, 1903.

Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair ; and Mr. Macdonald reported, That the Committee
had made some progress, and directed him to move for leave to sit again.

" The Select Standing Committee on Privileges and Elections beg to report as

" follows upon the question of the purchase of a Post Office site at Valleyfield :

—

" In the opinion of your Committee, the following facts have been established by
" the evidence adduced before your Committee, which is annexed to the Report of your
Committee :

—

" 1. As far back as the year 1898, when Mr. George Ley was Mayor of the Town of
" Valleyfield, a petition of the citizens of Valleyfield to the Government (Exhibit No.
"20), praying that a Post Office be built at the Town of Vallejrfield and on the pro-
" perty known as the Loy property, was circulated for signature, and was forwarded to
" Ottawa and acknowledged by letter from the Department of Public Works to the
" Mayor, Mr. George Loy, himself one of the signatories of the petition.

During the same year, the Municipal Council authorized two deputations to Ot-

tawa to press upon the attention of the Government the two questions of sewers and
Post Office building, and Mr. Loy, as Mayor, formed part of both deputations.

(Evidence of Mr. Lavimodiere, Secretary-Treasurer.)

" 2. After tlfe election of Mr. George Loy, as Member for Beauharnois, in the
" autumn of 1900, and at the Eirst Session which followed his Election, a sum of $10,
" 000 was appropriated by Parliament for a Post Office at Valleyfield, Mr. Loy being, at

" the time of such appropriation, the sitting Member for Beauharnois, wherein Valley-
" field is situated.

" 3. Mr. Ley's Election was protested and declared void, but he was re-elected at the
" by-election of 1902, and the sum of $10,000 was revoted at the Session of 1902 for the
" same purpose, the previous vote having lapsed, Mr. Loy being again the sitting Mem-
" ber for Beauharnois.

" 4. On the 10th July, 1902, the Department of Public Works directed Mr. U. H.
" Dandurand, Real Estate Agent, of Montreal, to purchase the Loy property at Valley-

" field, the instructions to that effect being conveyed in the follownig terms:

—

" (Translation.)

On Board SS. ' Stanley/
10th July, 1902.

"Mr. U. H. Dandurand,
" Real Estate Agent,

" Montreal.

" My Dear Mr. Dandurand,—My Department requires a site upon which to con-
" struct a public building at Valleyfield. The locality most suitable for us is a property
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" which belongs to Mr. Loy, on the principal street, fronting on the canal on one side

" and on a street at the rear part. The fact that this property belongs to the sitting

Member makes the purchase embarrassing for us. I request you, therefore, to purchase .

" the property on the best possible terms. You have an extensive experience ; you will

" not say for whom you want to buy. I believe it was sold two years ago for $8,000. I

"fear you will not be able to have it for less than $10,000. You will, if you please,
•• lose no time and obtain an option on this property without delay. I myself will

" pay you the usual commission. I have reasons for purchasing quickly.

" Yours truly,

" (Sgd.) J. ISEAEL TAKTE.

" 5. Pursuant to these instructions, Mr. Dandurand sent out to Valleyfield a sub-

" agent usually employed by him in similar cases, named R. B. Johnston, who arrived
" in Valleyfield in the afternoon of the 14th July, and on the same evening secured

"from Mr. Loy an option in the following terms:

—

"Valleyfield, 14th July, 1902.

"E. B. Johnston, Esquire.

" Dear Sir^—Confirming our conversation of this evening, I beg to say that I

"will give you an option until three o'Clock, Wednesday afternoon, on the 16th in-
" stant, for the purchase of my property in the Town of Valleyfield, consisting of a lot

" of land situated on Victoria Street and extending to the street in the rear, on which
are two dwelling houses, i.e., one of stone and the other of wood, the price to be

" $10,000, payable in cash on day of sale, the buildings at present on the lot, one used

as a storehouse and the other as a tin-shop, to be removed within sixty days from
date of purchase. It ds agreed that the present tenants shall remove within the sixty

" days before mentioned.
" Notice of acceptance or refusal of option to be given to me in Montreal on above

" date, or left at the office of Mcintosh and Hyde, there.

" Yours, respectfully,

"GEORGE M. LOY.

"While Johnston did not disclose to Mr. Loy that he was acting, in the purchase,
^' for the Government, Mr. Loy said to him :

" Well,' he said, ' now it is not for the Government, is it ?

'

^' I said :
' That, Mr. Loy, is a matter that interests me, whether I wish to deal with

the outsiders or the Government.'
" He said : ' I would like to know.'

"Question: Yes?
"Answer : I said : 'I have several.'

—

{Johnstons evidence, imge 1:29.)

" 6. Johnston returned the following morning and reported to Mr. Dandurand. and
"an acceptation of the option was prepared by Mr. R. A. Dunton. Notary, of ^Eon-

"treal, acting under Mr. Dandurand's instructions, and signed by Johnston. It is

" in the following terms :

—

"Montreal, KUh July, 190-2.

"George M. Loy, Esquire,
" Care of Mcintosh and Hyde,

" Montreal.

" Dear Sir,—I bog to accept your offer to sell mc your property on Victoria Street

'•for $10,000, as contained in your letter addressed to mc, dated 14th July, 1902, upon
"the terms therein mentioned, deeds to be executed before R. A. Dunton, N.P.. with
" due diligence and within fifteen days. Price will be paid in cash on title being
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*• found satisfactory and deeds executed by you. Please send all papers and titles to

Mr. Dunton to prepare deed of conveyance if desired.

" 7. On the day of the acceptance of the option (the 16th July) Mr. Loy came to
" Montreal, went to the office of Mr. Hyde, enquired about Johnston, and Mr. Hyde,
"at Mr. Lloyd's request telephoned to Mr. E. A. Dunton, Notary, as to Johnston;
^' later in the day the acceptance was brought to Mr. Hyde, with $100 to bind the bar-

"gain, by Mr. Dunton; said $100 being furnished by Mr. U. H. Dandurand, and Mr.
" Hyde forwarded the $100 to Mr. Loy.

" 8. The delay of fifteen days mentioned in the option expired, but nothing occurred
" according to the evidence adduced, until on the 8th September following when the
" Secretary of the Department of Public Works wired Mr. Loy as follows :

—

" Kindly see the City Clerk and ask him to forward us by next mail, if possible,

" a copy of the plan of the City of Valleyfield, which is needed to complete the pur-
" chase of site for public building.

" (Sgd.) FRED. GELINAS,
Secretary.

" Mr. Loy sent up the plan called for with the accompanying letter :

—

" Secretary, Department of Public Works,

" Ottawa.

" Dear Sir,—^Your telegram received last night. I send you herewith, enclosed, the

only plan of the town which I could get. I am informed that Mr. Sullivan, the former

Engineer of the town has a new plan, but he is away from home to-day. I will see

" him on his return, and if he will lend it I will send it or take it up to you. I would
*^ call your attention to the fact that at present there are two post offices in the town,
" one in the central part and another near the C. A. Railway Station, in Bellerive ward.

"I am, sir^

"Yours very truly,

" (Sgd.) GEORGE M. LOY,

" And this letter from Mr. Loy was acknowledged by the Secretary of the Depart-

"ment of Public Works, as follows:

—

"Department of Public Works of Canada,
" Secretary's Office,

Ottawa, 16th September, 1902.
" George M. Loy, Esquire,

" Valleyfield, Province of Quebec.

" Sir,— have to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of the 9th September, in-

" stant, inclosing a copy of the plan of the City of Valleyfield, said plan being required
" by the Department in connection with the purchase of Mr. R. B. Johnston's property.

" I have the honour to be, sir,

"Your obedient servant,

" FREDERICK GELINAS,
" Secretary.

"9. On the 17th September, 1902, a Memorandum for reference to Council was
"''prepared in the Department of Public Vv^orks.

"It alleges as follows:

—

"That it is necessary to acquire a site for the public building which is to be
" erected at Valleyfield, Province of Quebec, and for which Parliament, at its last Ses-

sion, voted a sum of $20,000. (Should be $10,000.)
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" That an officer of the Department had examined the different sites available for
"this building, and has reported that the lot shown in pink on the sketch hereto
" annexed is the most suitable for the purpose. This lot is centrally situated, it runs
" from Victoria to St. Cecile Streets and has frontage on these streets of T7i feet, and
" 163 feet deep.

" That the lot in question is owned by Mr. E. B. Johnston, who is willing to sell

" for $10,000, which price is considered reasonable by the officer who examined the site.

" The undersigned, in view of the foregoing, has the honour to recommend that
" the authority be given to purchase from Mr. E. B. Johnston the lot described above,
" and which is shown in pink on the plan hereto annexed, the said land being required
" for the purpose of a site for the public building which is to be erected at Valleyfield,
" Province of Quebec, the price to be paid being $10,000.

" This recommendation was adopted by Council on the 22nd November, 1902.
" 10. On the 1st of December following (1902), the deed of sale from Mr. Loy to

"Johnston was ready for signature by the parties concerned, and then, for the first

" time since Johnston's visit to Valleyfield, they met, at the ofiice of Mr. E. A. Dunton,
" executed the instructions given him by Mr. Dandurand and Mr. E. A. Dunton.
" Notary, but the Government cheque had not been issued, and it became necessary to

"procure money.
" A note for $10,000 at one month was made by Johnston, and it was discounted by

"the Sovereign Bank, on representations made to the bank by Mr. Dandurand, the
" Government agent, and the proceeds of the note in question were handed over to Mr.
" Loy on account.

" Mr. E. A. Dunton gave the Committee a statement showing how he subsequently
" disposed of the balance.

" Here is the statement

:

1902.

"1st December.—Net cheque amt $9,600 00

" Contra.

" 1st December.—Paid Mr. Loy $1,000 00
" 6th December.—N. Papineau 4,500 00
" 18th December.—Interest 731 90

" Paid E. A. Dunton, acct for discharge 7 30

"Paid Balance, Loy 3,360 80

" 11. It will be seen that Mr. Loy only received, in reality, $9,700, Johnston having
" been allowed by Loy to keep (and Johnston having kept) $300 on account, as he repre-

" sented, of trouble, &c., in negotiating to procure the amount.
" 12. The note of $10,000 matured in due course, but the Government cheque not

" having yet arrived, it was renewed at fifteen days from 31st December, 1902.

" Pressure seems to have been brought to bear to cause the official cheque to issue.

" The papers were in the hands of the Department of Justice for examination as to

"title.
" The Deputy Minister of Justice, on the 17th January, 1003, wrote as follows :

—

" but,—1 nave tno nonoiu- to request Uiat you wili send n.e a cheque for the com-

"pensation money in this case in favour of Eobert Bruce Johnston and Eobert A. Dun-
*• ton, Agent of the Minister of Justice. I would be g-lad to have this cheque imme-
" diately, as the Minister of Marine and Fisheries has telegraphed, asking that the pur-

chase may be completed to-day.

" Finally, on the 19th January, 1903, a cheque for $10,000 issued from the Finance
''Department, payable to the order of E. B. Johnston and of Notary Dunton. who was
' to act as Agent of the Departuient of Justice, specially appointed, and it was for-
" warded to Mr. Dunton, who caused it to be endorsed by Johnston and went with tho
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latter to the Sovereign Bank to take up the $10,000 note previously discounted, and

at the same time Johnston signed a deed of sale in favour of the Government, the
" Public Works Department being represented by Mr. Charles Archer, Advocate, of
" Montreal.

" (Deed dated 20th January, 1903, similar in terms to deed from Mr. Loy to

Johnston, 1st December, 1902.)
" 13. ' Johnston's Interest.'—The only interest Johnston, the sub-agent employed

' by Mr. Dandurand, had in the transaction was the remuneration given him by Mr.
Dandurand himself, when Johnston returned from Valleyfield and made his report,

as well as handed in the option to Mr. Dandurand (page 126). Mr. Dandurand is

quite clear in his evidence on this point.

"'Johnston was paid a sum, between $50 and $100, for his services.'

—

(Deposi-

tion of Mr. Dandurand, page ISlf.)

" The reduction of $300 on the $10,000, obtained from Mr. Loy, whereby the price

was reduced to $9,700, was without Mr. Dandurand's knowledge, and was a matter
'

' between Mr. Loy and Johnston only. In all other respects, in signing the deeds, in
" obtaining the discount of the $10,000 note, in signing cheques, &c., Johnston merely
" executed the instructions given him by Mr. Dandurand and Mr. K. A. Dunton. ^

" Mr. Dandurand paid the notary $22, amount of his account, but his commission
" of $500, due by the Government, is not yet paid.

" 14. ' Mr. Loy's Knowledge.'—It is difficult to understand, even outside of the

documentary evidence, how Mr. Loy could be completely ignorant of what was going

on in respect to his property from the time he received Johnston's first and only visit

" at Valleyfield, 14th July, 1902; until the day when he made the sale to Johnston, on
" the 1st December, 1902.

" He never, as he admits, saw or endeavoured to see Johnston during that long
" period, until he finally met him to sign the deed and draw money on the 1st of De-
" cember, although in the interval correspondence passed between Mr. Loy and the

Government relating to the purchase of the Loy property.
' He merely went to see a friend, Mr. Hyde, and had him enquire from Mr. Dun-

ton if Jolfnston was all right.

" The delay fixed in the option expired on the 30th July ; the Department of Pub-
" lie Works prepared its Memorandum for Council, corresponded with Mr. Loy, the

Order in Council was passed, there was a change of Ministers, money had to be bor-
" rowed because the Government cheque had not issued, the Loy contract had been de-

"layed; and of all this Mr, Loy states that he had no knowledge whatever, and never
• thought that the Government was in reality the sole purchaser of his property.

" The Government part in the transaction must have been brought home rto Mr.
Loy when he received a formal demand from the Department of Public Works, on

" the 8th September, 1902, for a plan of the City of Valleyfield, which is needed to com-
" plete the purchase of site for public huilding. \

" Indeed, in his answer, accompanying the plan sent by him, Mr. Loy refers to the

fact of their being two Post Offices in Valleyfield. Furthermore, information of a
*' precise and definite nature was certainly conveyed to Mr. Loy, when the Department,

on the 16th September, wrote him officially that the said plan was required hy the
' Department in connection with the purchase of Mr. B. B. Johnstons property.

" Under these circumstances, Mr. Loy could not have remained ignorant of the

fact that Johnston, in the transaction with Mr. Loy, was an agent of the Govern-
" ment.

In the opinion of your Committee, the sitting Member for Beauharnois was thus
" officially notified of the real state of affairs, and it became his duty not to carry out

the sale of the 1st of December following, which he clearly was prohibited from doing

"under Section 10 of Chapter 11 of the Kevised Statutes, which reads as follows:—
" 10. No person, directly or indirectly, alone or with any other, by himself or by

the interposition of any trustee or third party, holding or enjoying, undertaking or

executing any contract or any agreement, expressed or implied, with or for the Gov-

ernment of Canada on behalf of the Crown, or with or for any of the officers of the
' Government of Canada, for which any money of Canada is to be paid, shall be eligi-

" ble as a Member of the House of Commons, or shall sit or vote in the said House.
" In view of the fact, admitted by all witnesses, that the question of a Post Office

* site had been a burning question in Valleyfield since 1898, both while the property

was held during four months by a Mr. Archambault, and since he retroceded it to

Mr. Loy, after the four months, Mr. Loy cannot, in the opinion of your Committee,
^' plead ignorance of the real nature of the deed which he executed in December, 1902,
'' and it appears to your Committee that the law quoted above has been violated.

" Evidence was adduced in regard to the value of the property, and also in regard
• to the availability of two Government properties at Valleyfield ; but your Committee
confines its Report to the facts which establish the violation by Mr. Loy of the law

quoted above, inserted instead thereof;"

And a Debate arising thereupon;

And it being Six o'Clock, P.M., Mr. Speaker left the Chair; to resume the same
at half-past Seven o'Clock, P.M.

The House, according to Order, again resolved itself into a Committee to consider
a certain proposed Resolution respecting amendments to the Civil Service Act.

(In the Oommittee.)

Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Civil Service Act to the effect set
forth in the following Clauses, and, for that purpose, that the same be inserted in a
Bill to amend the said Act.
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1. Section 12 of the Civil Service Act, Chapter IT of the Eevised Statutes, is re-

pealed and the following is substituted therefor:

—

" 12. The salary of a Deputy Head of a Department or of a person having

by Statute the rank of a Deputy Head, on appointment shall be Three thousand

five hundred dollars per annum, with an annual increase of One hundred dolla(rs

per annum to a maximum salary of Four thousand dollars per annum^ such in-

crease to be made by the Governor in Council on the recommendation of the Head of

the Department; provided, however, that the Deputy of the Minister of Justice, if at

the time of his appointment he is a barrister of at least ten years' standing, and the

Deputy of the Minister of Finance and Receiver General, if at the time of his appoint-

ment he has been at least ten years in the service of one or more of the chartered banks

of Canada as general manager or as a manager of a branch of such bank, or in both

capacities, and the Deputy of the Minister of Railways and Canals, if at the time of

his appointment he is a civil engineer of at least ten years' standing, may be paid One
thousand dollars be annum in addition to the amounts hereinafter provided for."

2. For the purpose of determining the salary of the present Deputy Heads,

and of persons having by Statute the rank of a Deputy Head, such Deputy Heads
and persons shall be credited with their period of service either as Deputy or in

some other capacity in the public service, at the time of the coming into force of this

Act, and shall thereafter be paid such salary as they would by length of service have

become entitled to had they been appointed under the provisions of Section 12 of the

Civil Service Act, as amended by this Act. Provided further, that notwithstanding

anything to the contrary in this Act contained, the salary of the present Deputy Min-
ister of Finance so long as he remains in office shall be the maximum salary for the

Deputy of that Department, as authorized by this Act.

3. If any Deputy Head or such other person having by Statute the rank of a

Deputy Head is not now entitled under the provisions of this Act to receive the maxi-
mum salary of Four thousand dollars, his salary may be increased by yearly increases

of One hundred dollars each until he receives the said maximum salary.

4. In addition to the class of Chief Clerkships referred to in Sections 15 and 16 o-'*

the said Act, another class, to be known as that of " Chief Clerkship, Grade A," is

hereby created.

(2.) The minimum salary paid to a Chief Clerk, Grade A, shall be Two thousand
four hundred dollars per annum, with annual increases of One hundred dollars up to

a maximum of Two thousand eight hundred dollars per annum.
5. Section 16 of the Civil Service Act is repealed and the following is substituted

therefor :

—

" 16. The minimum salary of a Chief Clerk shall be One thousand nine hundred

dollars per annum, with an annual increase of $50 up to a maximum of Two thousand

five hundred dollars per annum."
6. Section 18 of the Civil Service Act is repealed and the following is substituted

therefor :

—

" 18. The minimum salary of a First Class Clerk shall be One thousand fivo hun-

dred dollars per annum, with an annual increase of $50 up to a maximmn of One thou-

sand nine hundred dollars per annum."
Y. Section 20 of the Civil Service Act is repealed and the following is substituted

therefor :

—

" 20. The minimum salary of a Second Class Clerk shall bo One thousand two
hundred dollars per annum, with an annual increase of $50 \^^ to a maxinunu of One
thousand five hundred dollars per annum."

8. Section 4 of Chapter 11 of the Statutes of 1900 is ropoalod and the following

is substituted therefor:

—
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" 4. The minimum salary of a Junior Second Class Clerk shall be Seven hun-

dred dollars per annum, with an annual increase of $50 up to a maximum of One thou-

sand one hundred dollars per annum."

9. The Governor in Council may, in the case of Junior Second Class Clerks whose

salaries are, at the time of the coming into force of this Act, less than Seven hundred

dollars per annum, increase the salaries of such Clerks to Seven hundred dollars per

annum; but no such increase shall take effect from a date prior to the date of the

coming into force of this Act, nor shall it be made except upon the report of the

Deputy Head of the Department, concurred in by the Head of the Department, that

such Clerk is deserving thereof.

10. Schedule A to the Civil Service Act, as amended by Section 12 of Chapter 15

of the Statutes of 1895, and by Section 1 of Chapter 14 of the Statutes of 1900, is

amended by adding thereto the following paragraph:—
' (g,) Third Class Clerks.^^

11. The minimum salary of a Third Class Clerk shall be Five hundred dollars per

annum, and the maximum salary shall be Seven hundred dollars per annum.

12. Except as hereinafter provided, the salary of a Third Class Clerk on appoint-

tr.ent shall be the minimum salary hereinbefore provided for.

13. The Governor in Council may, after a Third Class Clerk has served one year,

"increase his salary, by amounts not exceeding Pifty dollars in any one year, up to the

maximum salary of a Third Class Clerk hereinbefore provided for; but no such in-

crease shall be made except upon the report of the Deputy Head of the Department,

concurred in by the Head of the Department, that such Clerk is deserving thereof.

14. Any person who is now or hereafter may be Writer, Clerk, Packer, Sorter, or

Messenger, temporary or otherwise, in the service of the Government of Canada, em-
ployed in one of the Departments at Ottawa, or in the Office of the Auditor General,

under Order in Council, may be appointed a Third Class Clerk at a salary not less

than the salary of which he was in receipt or to which he would be entitled at the time

of such appointment (but limited always to a sum not exceeding the maximum salary

of the Third Class)
;
provided always that any such person, who in the capacity afore-

said, or in any other capacity, has been continuously in the said service for two years

prior to the passing of this Act, may be so appointed without regard to his age and

" tion to the markets of the world.
" This involves the consideration of their transportation :

—

"From place of production to Canadian seaports.

" From place of production to the western ports of Lake Superior.
" From the western ports of Lake Superior to Canadian seaports.

" From Canadian seaports to Europe.
" From place of production through Canadian ports on the Pacific.

" As it affects the products of the eastern Provinces of Canada, it involves their
" movement :

—

" To the seaports.

" From the seaports to Europe.

"It is obvious that before any satisfactory conclusion can be ronchod ii]-)on these

"questions a thorough and (•()nii)volionsivc enquiry slioiild be made regarding:

—

" The conditions of original shij)niont and the possibilities of improvrniont iu the
" conditions surrounding such shipments.

" The storage requirements of lake, river and ocean ports.

" The harbour facilities of the inland lakes, rivers and Atlantic and Pacific ports.

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" The conditions with regard to the navigation of the St. Lawrence route, and gen-
" erally any improvement, enlargements, or other matters affecting the more economical
" and satisfactory uses of any Canadian channel of transportation by land or water.

" In making any such investigation, attention should not be confined to routes and
" facilities which are at present utilized, but, if necessary, new surveys should be made
"to determine whether any more economical and satisfactory channels of transporta-
" tion by land or water can be opened up.

" The forces operating against the attainment of all-Canadian transport, namely :

—

" Competition by United States railways.

" Competition by United States vessels from Lake Superior ports ; diversion of
" Canadian products through eastern outlets to Boston, Portland and other United
" States ports, should be investigated, and the best and most economical methods used
" by our competitors should be carefully studied and reported upon.

"In these circumstances it devolves upon the Dominion Government to consider
" and adopt the best possible means of promoting such measures as may enable Canada
" to control the transportation of its own products, and it is thought that the most effi-

" cient method of conducting such an enquiry and obtaining the required informaion
" is by means of a Commission of competent and experienced experts.'

" 5. That no such enquiry or investigation has been conducted or held, and the
^

"

' required information ' referred to in the Order in Council above quoted has not been
" obtained or laid before this House.

" 6. Thal^ this House is of the opinion that the Intercolonial Railway and the
" Prince Edward Island Railway should continue to be owned and operated by the
" Government of Canada.

"Y. That the Government system of railways should be developed and improved
" in the Province of Quebec and in the Maritime Provinces, and should also be extended

" St. Lawrence and the Atlantic sea-board;

" (e.) Perfecting a system of elevator warehousing, and creating free terminal

"facilities, and
" (f.) Securing absolute and thorough control of rates in consideration for assist-

" ance thus given,
" We would open up new territories, provide for our products the best and cheapest

"transport to the Atlantic and Pacific sea-boards, connect without delay the great rail-

" way systems of the east and of the west, relieve any threatened congestion of traffic

" and secure the transportation of our products through Canadian channels, while at

"the same time we would stimulate and promote interprovincial trade between the
" various communities by whom the cost of such national undertakings must necessarily
" be mainly borne.

Objection having been taken by the Honourable Member for East Grey, to the

third reading of the Bill, on .the ground that any measure imposing a burden on the

people should originate in Committee of the Whole House, and should have been
recommended by the Crown, and the same not having been done, the Bill cannot be

proceeded with;

Mr. Speaker decided as follows:

—

A point of order has been raised as to the propriety of proceeding with Bill, " An
" Act to provide for the construction of a National Transcontinental Railway," because

that measure had not been previously considered in a Committee of the Whole, had not

been recommended by the Crown. That question is a very important one, as I had
occasion to state the other day, when it was raised on motion for leave.

The Rules which govern the case are Rules 86 and 88.

Rule No. 86 reads as follows:—"By the 54th Section of the Lnperial Act, 30

Victoria, Chapter 3, ' The British North America Act, 1867,' it is provided that the

House shall not adopt or pass any vote, Resolution, Address or Bill for the appropria-

tion of any part of the public revenue, or of any tax or impost to any purpose that has

not been first recommended by a Message of the Governor General in the Session in

which such vote, Resolution, Address or Bill is proposed."

Rule No. 88 has got about the same wording, and requires that no motion can be

made in the House for any public aid or charge upon the people, unless it be con-

sidered in the Committee of the Whole House. I need not refer to the importance of

the principle embodied in Rule 86. It gives, as we see,; the initiation of money votes

to the Crown, and was adopted in Canada as a necessary remedy to the numerous and
glaring proposals made by private Members to make grants of : public money, as Mr.
Gladstone once said in Parliament (Volume) 182, Hansard, page 598.)
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The principle of Rule 88 is perhaps of not as great an importance. In fact, in

England to-day they are in the habit of introducing Bills where appropriations of

public money is provided for, with the reserve, however, that the clauses which give

the public aid or charge upon the people are put in il in italics and considered as

blanks until the House has considered those clauses in Committee on a separate Re-

solution, and they have a Standing Order to that effect. Those clauses, however, are so

well considered as forming part of the Bill that if they are adopted in Committee, the

Bill is not reported with amendments.

It has been decided in England by the Right Honourable Mr. Peel, in 1894:

"Provisions imposing charges in a Bill involving charges on the revenue are printed

in italics and technically form no part of the Bill, but the discussion thereon is not

irregular. The Chairman in Committee would not put any question on those clauses,

unless the charges to be imposed by them were previously sanctioned in a Money
Committee, and the motion setting up that Committee could not be put unless a

Minister of the Crown signified the Queen's recommendation to such charges being

incurred. As the Government were not prepared to signify this recommendation, the

debate, therefore, is of the nature of an academical discussion, as no effect can be

given to it, but the debate is not irregular." See also May, page 528.

In this country we have been adopting the same procedure, for Bourinot says at

page 597 :—
" It often happens that Bills are introduced with certain clauses providing tor

salaries or other charges on the public revenue, and, in that case, the Bill may be in-

troduced directly on motion, while the clauses in question (which should be dis-

tinguished by italics or brackets) are considered in the shape of Resolutions in Com-
mittee, and when agreed to, referred to the Committee on the Bill."

, When the motion for leave was made the other day, I suggested that the debate

be adjourned. The House, however, went on to consider the motion for leave, and it

was adopted, and the Bill stood over for the second reading on the next day. Since

that time a Resolution has been put on the Order Paper with the object of approving

the contract mentioned in the said Bill, and for the purpose of authorizing the Gov-
ernment to do whatever is necessary to give full effect to the said Bill. Moreover, the

House has been acquainted with the fact that the Crown has recommended the said

Resolution to the House. It has since been adopted and referred to the Committee
on the Bill. If at one time the question could have been raised whether that Bill was
properly introduced, I do not think that in the present stage of the proceedings it

would be a proper question to discuss. We are now aware that the recommendation
of the Crown has been given to the money clauses of the Bill, and that they have
been considered in Committee. It is perhaps an opportune time to call the atten-

tion of the House to a very serious difference existing between our rules and those gov-

erning the English House of Commons with respect to grants of public money Bills.

Before 1866 the Rules 396, 397 and 398 in the British Parliament provided that

the House could not proceed upon any motion for granting any money or for any
public aid or charge upon the people but upon the recommendation of the Crown, and
in Committee of the Whole.

It was found, however, that those rules had not the effect desired, and that Mem-
bers were in the habit of having Bills passed contemplating demands upon the public

purse' and containing a clause which provided that the necessary expenses should be

defrayed out of the money licrcaflcr io he voted hii Parliament. In that year it was de-

cided to amend those rules and to declare that the restriction would apply not only to

actual aids and grants, but also to grants and charges ]->ayablo out of moneys to be

provided by Parliament.

The debate on that (luosiion is very iuhMvsting, and will be found in Volume 182.

pages 591 and following. Those English rules arc now to be found in Standing Orders

57, 58 and 62, as printed in 1901.
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In the Bill under consideration it is provided in Clause 22 that no money will be

paid until a sufficient appropriation has been made by the Parliament for the purpose.

Applying to this case the English precedents, as found before the amendment of

1866, I have come to the conclusion there was in that respect no violation of our

Rules 86 and 88.

As to the Western Section of the road, the Government pledges public credit by
guaranteeing the bonds of the Company. Could that part of the Bill have been in-

troduced without a previous recommendation of the Crown and without the considera-

tion of the matter in Committee ?

I find in Blackmore's, page 26, a decision on that point, and it is to this effect

:

" A Bill which pledges the public credit for any loan to be raised may be intro-

duced without the preliminary Committee necessary for the introduction of Money
Bills under the Standing Orders, provided that the clauses referring to the raising

of the money are guarded by being passed through Preliminary Committee of the

Whole House."
The Committee having adopted a Resolution, as required by that decision, and

the recommendation of the Crown having been announced, I am, in conclusion, of

opinion that the House may proceed to debate and pass the third reading of the Bill.

We have a precedent in the matter with regard to the contract with Messieurs

Mackenzie and Mann on the 8th of February, 1898. The contract was laid before the

House, and, at the same time, a motion of leave to introduce the Bill conveying the

said contract was granted, and before the second reading of the Bill, the House passed

a Resolution, on the recommendation of His Excellency, to do the construction of the

railway mentioned in the contract. The Resolution was reported, and referred to the

Committee of the Whole on the Bill. (Journals, House of Commons, pages 25, 37

and 88.)

Then the main Question being put :—^It was resolved in the Affirmative.

By Mr. Wright,—The Petition of John Hamilton and others, of the County of

Kenfrew, Ontario.

Mr. Douglas, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Coloniza-

tion, presented to the House the Eight and Final Report of the said Committee,

which was read as followeth :

—

Your Committee have had under review during the current Session of Parliament

the subjects of Agriculture and Colonization, as forming two general divisions of en-

quiry, upon the various details of which they have taken evidence, and which they

submit to be annexed hereto, as an essential portion of this Report.

The enquiry into Agriculture presented two aspects, viz. : the agricultural produc-

tions of the several Provinces and Territories of the Dominion, both as to actual pro-

duction and the commercial value of these products for home consumption and for

export, as well as the capability of the several geographical divisions • for future ex-

pansion of production and commercial value. Your Committee find, upon the veidence

heard, that in both these directions the agricultural industry of Canada is in a very

prosperous condition, not merely as a result of an accidental boom from either a local

or foreign source, but has been steadily expanding year by year for many years past,

but especially in recent years has this expansion of production and export increase at

a most gratifying pace.

As production and export are correlative, the increase in the value of the latter

for a succession of years may be taken to indicate approximately the increase in the

former.

The following value of exports, from official reports, may be adopted as an index

to the quantative production of the country.

EXPORTS.

The export value of Cheese and Butter in 1892 was .... $12,700,000

In 1902 it was , . . . . , 25,300,000

That is about double in ten years.

The Report of Pork and Bacon in 1890 was (500.000

This shows an increase of seven and a half times in the first six-year period, an
increase of nearly three times in the last six-year period, and an increase from 1890

tc 1902 of ,$11,900,000; making the export value of 1902 about equal to that of 1890.

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In estimating by the index of exports, whether given by value or quantity, the

total production of cereal foods, it should be borne in mind that, in Canada, there

remains every year a large surplus beyond that exported, and required for human food
in home consumption.

This surplus is necessarily consumed in the fattening of domestic animals, and,

tlierefore, chargeable to live stock account.

The causes contributory to the rapidly increasing farm products in quantities and
export values may be cited as follows:

—

(a.) J?'avourable conditions of soil and climate utilized by the intelligence, in-

domitable energy and enterprise of the Canadian people.

(Z) ) The early foundation of high-class farming by leading agriculturists in the

old provinces, stimulated and expended in more recent years by the action of the

several Governments in providing scientific education in agriculture and extending

this aid by the provision of cold storage at cheese and butter factories, upon railway

cars and steamships for the preservation of readily perishable products to an extent

that now enables these products of Canada to be placed upon the markets of Great
Britain in prime condition.

(c-) Through the intellectual receptivity of the Canadian agriculturist in appro-

priating to their profession the discoveries of scientific investigations, and their enter-

prise in utilizing farm machnery as a means of rapidly extending and widening the

areas of cultivation.

{d.) By substantial assistance extended by Government to communities in the

establishment of co-opreative dairying and marketing, by temporary loans of money,

sending abroad' dairy experts as teachers, providing exhibitions of the proper packing

of fruits, spreading abroad information on the requirements of trans-Atlantic mar-

kets, and by similar aids extended to poultry raising for distant markets.

(e.) The expansion of farm products for export is stimulated also by the increase

of purchasing ability of the people of the countries to which the exports are made.

For example, the consumption of eggs by the United Kingdom, in 1881, was 22 per

capita of the population, and in 1901, the consumption reached 49 eggs per head. And
this principle of increased means of purchase has contributed to the increased pur-

chase of prime Canadian products.

The possible extension of Canadian agricultural expansion and the volume of

export to which it may attain by the end of the current decade is impossible to estimate.

Every year witnesses the bringing under cultivation of vast areas of fertile lands

which to-day form pioneer settlements, are the next year centres of new extensions.

Besides, each succeeding year reveals new and fertil3 territory hitherto unknown or

unthought of, and to what limits these agriculture territories extend are yet far from
being, determined. Canada has correctly received recognition as the Granary of the

Empire, but indisputable evidence presents as a fact the capability of Canada to supply

food to purchasing millions on the Continent of Europe and in the Orient.

An examination into the vast agricultural resources of the Dominion and her

other, as yet, almost latent powers as auxiliaries in the production of all that is neces-

sary to the comfort and sustenance of man in time of peace, and for defence in the

exigencies of war, the irresistible conclusion is, that she r*nks as one of the best self-

contained countries of the world.

Your Committee are of opinion that these estimates, as to the present and future

of Canada, are sustained by the evidence taken by them and hereto annexed.

BINDER TWINE.

The material of binder twine supplied to the farmers of Canada was also a point
of enquiry by your Committee. The evidence upon this was furnished by Mr. Joseph
Haycock, Dominion Inspector of Binder Twine. The Inspector furnished the informa-
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tion collected by him, and the details of his official acts are for the fiscal year ended

30tii June, 1902.

The importance of providing inspection for the purpose of protecting farmers

against fraud in the quality and quantity of the twine they purchase is indicated by

the consumption of it in 1902, valued at $3,500,000. The Inspector stated in his evi-

dence that in fourteen cases he imposed fines, amounting in all to $518, for shortage

of the quantity indicated the labels attached. Besides, 275,000 pounds were deported

back to manufacturers in the United States, and a quantity was confiscated to the

Crown. These violations of the Binder Twine Act of 1902 were almost solely found

with the imported article.

The consumption of binder twine in Canada in 1902 is estimated at 14,000 tons,

ci which 6,600 was home manufacture, leaving over 50 per cent supplied by importa-

tion. Here again is furnished demonstratioji of a large expansion open for the ouput

( i the twine factories in Canada.

IMMIGRATION.

Your Committee's enquiry into the progress of immigration demonstrates that

there is a rising tide setting in from the United States to Canada, and that this coun-

try is at present attracting a widespread attention througout a number of foreign coun-

tries, in both the Eastern and Western Hemispheres, as being a most desirable country,

in which thrift, sobriety and industry combined can speedily make • for themselves

comfortable homes, for evermore free from the fear of poverty, in one of the healthiest

climates on the face of the globe, of which the people of Canada, with their herds and
flocks, are living examples—a country in which the property and civil rights of every

individual alike are carefully guarded by the power of the law.

The details of the executive work of the immigration operations for the year 1902

are very fully set forth in the evidence submitted to your Committee by Mr. James A.

Smart, Deputy Minister of the Interior, together with other evidence hereto annexed,

namely: the evidence of Mr. A. P. Holmes, a former immigration agent, and that of

Mr. J. G. Turrilf, Dominion Lands Commissioner.

The latter stated in evidence that in the course of his explorations of the North-
west Territories of Canada, he found almost everywhere, along the eastern side of the

Rocky Mountains, abundance of coal well adapted to domestic consumption. This

condition of abundance of fuel within easy reach is an additional factor in considering

the desirability of the Territories in their fitness for settlement.

Your Committee recommend that 40,000 copies of the evidence of Mr. Joseph Hay-
cock, Dominion Inspector of Binder Twine, annexed hereto, be printed fortwith in

pamphlet form, in the usual numerical proportions of English and French, as advance

sheets of your Committee's Final Report, for distribution to Members of Parliament,

less 100 copies for the use of your Committee.

2, 3 and 4, for the reason that the clauses 5, 6 and 7 of the said Bill were an interfer-

ence with provincial and municipal rights which the Senate amendments minimized,

while giving at the same time jurisdiction to the Board on all subject matters essential

to the satisfactory working of the purposes set forth in the original Sections 5, 6 and 7

of the said Bill.

The Senate doth also insist on its amendment No. 11, for the reason that in all

tribunals there should be an appeal on points of law. It is equally in the interests of

the individual and the company, especially when the appeal can only be granted by

leave of the Board or of two Judges of the Appelate Court.

The Senate doth insist upon its amendment No. 31, for the reason that the clause

in its original form involves an interference with municipal rights.

The Senate doth insist upon its amendment No. 40, for the reason that cases

may arise where the agreement was fair and just to the employee. The Senate suggests

as an alternative to the words proposed to be inserted by the following amendment :

" Unless such agreement is conformable to the law of the Province in which it is

" made and is authorized by the Board."
The Senate doth also insist upon its amendment No. 70, for the reasons set forth

in the objections to Nos. 2, 3 and 4.

On motion of Mr. Fielding, seconded by Mr. Fitzpatrick,

Minister of Railways and Canals, a copy of which Agreement is hereto annexed :

—
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AGREEMENT MADE THIS NINETEENTH DAY OF OCTOBER^ IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD ONE

THOUSAND NINE HUNDRED AND THREE.

Between

The Quebec Bridge and Kailway Company, a Corporation duly incorporated and or-

ganized under the Laws of the Dominion of Canada, having its chief place of

business in the said City of Quebec, and herein acting and represented by the

Honourable Simon Napoleon Parent, President, duly and specially authorized

for the purposes hereof under a resolution passed at a meeting of the Board of

Directors of the said Company on the first day of October, 1903, a copy of which

said resolution remains annexed to the original of these presents, and is signed

by the parties hereto, in order identify the same (hereinafter called the Company)

of the one part;

And H[is Majesty King Edward the Seventh, acting in respect of the Dominion of

Canada, herein represented and acting by the Honourable William Stevens

Fielding, His Majesty's Acting Minister of Eailways and Canals of Canada (here-

inafter called the Government)

of the other part.

Whereas the Company has by several Act of the Parliament of Canada been duly

authorized and empowered to lay out, construct, maintain, work, manage and use a

railway bridge, with the necessary approaches, over the St. Lawrence Eiver, at or near

the City of Quebec, and also, to lay out, construct and operate the following lines of

railway :

—

(a.) Commencing at or near the northern terminus of the bridge of the Company,
at a point in the Parish of St. Foye, in the County of Quebec, thence easterly follow-

ing the general line of the St. Lawrence Eiver to the City of Quebec;

(h.) Commencing at a point at or near the southern terminus of the said bridge,

hi the County of Levis, to a point at or near the intersection of the Grand Trunk E ail-

way with the Intercolonial Eailway at Chaudiere curve, in the County of Levis, or to

some point on the Grand Trunk Eailway, or on the Intercolonial Eailway, near such

point of intersection;

And whereas it is the intention of the Company to provide by the construction of

the said bridge and works for the conveyance of traffice across the Eiver St. Lawrence,

at or near the City of Quebec, and to provide terminal and other facilities for tlie in-

terchange of traffic between the railways which are or may be hereafter constructed

near the said bridge upon the north and south sides of the said river, and which may
be desirous of making use of such facilities;

And whereas the Company has been duly organized and has issued Two hundred

thousand dollars ($200,000) of its authorized capital stock of One million dollars

($1,000,000), upon which the shareholders have paid the sum of $05,585.70;

And whereas the Government of the Province of Quebec has grantetl a subsidy to

aid in tlio construction of the said works to the amount of Two hundred and fifty

thousand dollars ($250,000) and has paid the whole amouut thereof:

And whereas the Municipality of the City of Quebec hns a-rauted a subsidy to

aid in the construction of the said bridge to the amouut of Tlnvo huudrod tliousand

dollars ($300,000) and has paid the whole amount tlicrcof

:

And whereas the Government has granted n subsidy towards iho construction of

the said bridge to an auiouui not exceeding One million dollars (^$1 .000.000> and has

paid to the Company on account of the said subsidy the suni of Tlnvo hundred and
seventy-four thousand throe hundred and fifty-iluve dollars ($;>7 l.^rv'^") :

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And whereas the substructure and approaches of the said bridge have been com-
pleted, and a portion of the superstructure has been constructed;

And whereas the Company has so far expended upon said works the sum of $914,-

862, and is indebted in respect of the same work in the sum of $779,550, including at
par value bonds to the extent of $472,000, upon which was realized the sum of $283,279

;

And whereas the amount necessary to complete the said bridge and the said lines

of railway and to provide the necessary terminal and other facilities, as well as to pay
off the aforesaid amount of the present indebtedness of the Company, is estimated at
the sum of $6,866,882

;

And whereas the Company is unable to proceed with the said works without fur-

ther assistance from the Government, and it has applied to the Government for such
assistance, which the Government has agreed to grant in the manner and form and
upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth and declared;

Now, this Agreement witnesseth that in pursuance of the said Agreement and for

the considerations herein appearing.

The said Company and the Government mutually covenant, promise and agree

to and with each other in manner following, that is to say:

—

1. In these presents the expression ''undertaking " shall mean and include the

^said bridge and approaches, the said lines of railway, and the terminal and other facili-

ties to be constructed as aforesaid.

The expression " The Company " shall mean and include as well as the said Com-
pany, their successors and assigns, and the expression " The Government " shall mean
and include as well as His Majesty King Edward the Seventh, His Heirs and Suc-

cessors.

2. The Company releases and foregoes any claim which it may have upon the

Government for any balance now remaining unpaid of the said subsidy of $1,000,000

so granted by the Government as aforesaid, and also, any other rights or claims against

the Government other than such as are hereinafter set forth and expressly declared.

3. The Company will forthwith arrange with the present subscribers of the

capital stock of the Company that such subscribers shall surrender such stock to Xhe

Company, and, in lieu thereof, accept paid-up stock for the amount paid by them on
their shares, the Company relieving them from further liability upon the stock so

surrendered.

4. The Company will procure subscriptions for additional stock to the amount of

$200,000, such new stock to be issued at a price not below par and to be immediately

paid up in full, the proceeds to be applied in the first place in the payment of the dis-

count at which the bonds of the Company were issued as aforesaid, to wit, the sum of

$188,721.

5. When and so soon as the Company shall have completed all the arrangements

mentioned in the two preceding clauses, and the proceeds of the said issue of $200,000

stock shall have been paid in full to the Company, the Company shall be at liberty to

issue such bonds, debentures or other securities as hereinafter provided to an amount
not exceeding $6,678,200.

6. The said bonds, debentures or other securities shall be issued by the Company
upon the credit of the Company and upon the security of its undertaking and pro-

perty, and upon the franchises, tolls, rents and revenues thereof, and shall form the

first charge upon the same, and shall be secured by a mortgage thereon, as hereinafter

provided. They shall he issued payable in fifty years from the date thereof, and shall

bear interest at the rate of three per centum per annum, payable half-yearly, and shall

be issued as hereinafter provided. The proceeds of such securities shall be applied in

payment of the balance of the existing obligations and indebtedness of the Company,
including any bonds or mortgages issued in respect thereof and not herein otherwise

provided for; in the construction and completion of the undertaking, and for the
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acquisition of the right of way, and other lands, which the Company is authorized to

acquire or expropriate for the purposes of the undertaking, and in the payment of land

damages in connection therewith.

7. The Government shall guarantee the payment of the principal and interest of

the bonds, debentures or other securities of the Company to an amount not exceeding

$6,678,200. The said bonds, debentures or other securities shall be so issued as to

provide for monthly payments, as far as practicable, to the Company, and they shall

be issued, or the proceeds thereof paid to the Company, as the construction of the

undertaking is proceeded with to the satisfaction of the Government, and in such

sums as the Chief Engineer of the Government Railways or such other officer as the

Government may appoint may certify are justified.

8. The kind of securities to be so guaranteed and the form and denomination
thereof, as well as the time and manner of their issue and the form and manner of

guarantee, shall be subject to the approval of the Governor in Council.

9. The mortgage to secure such securities shall be made to a trustee or trustees

approved by the Governor in Council, and the form and terms of the mortgage shall

be subject to the like approval.

In relieving you from further attendance after an unusually long and laborious

Session of Parliament, I desire to convey to you my best thanks for the assiduity you
have shown in the discharge of your onerous duties.

The Session now closing will long be remembered, not only for its great length,

but also for the many useful and important measures that have been enacted, all

tending to advance the prosperity of the country.

The unprecedented number of Private and Public Bills that have been passed

during the present Session may be taken as an evidence of the great industrial develop-

ment that is going on throughout the Dominion.

A steadily expanding revenue has enabled my Government not only to materially

reduce the debt of the Dominion, but also, to submit for your approval numerous
grants for useful public works, in addition to liberal subsidies for the extension of

our railway system, which contributes so largely to the development of our country.

In view of the flow of immigrants now seeking homes in Manitoba and the Xorth-

west Territories, and of the rapid increase of products requiring facilities to reach

the market of Europe, via Canadian ports, and in order to promote the se! element of

the great areas of agricultural, mineral and forest lands still untouched in the older

Provinces, my Ministers considered it essential to obtain authority from Parliament
for 'the construction of a second transcontinental railway, the eastern division of

which should serve as a common railway highway from Winnipeg to the mnritime
ports of Canada. It will be the duty of my Ministers to proceed immediately with the

necessary surveys, so that the work of construction of that portion of the lino wliieh

extends from Moncton to Winnipeg, may be prosecuted with all possible speed.

The Act authorizing the transfer of the powers heretofore exercised by Rail-

way Committee of the Privy Council to n permanent Bonrd of Commissioners wlio will

have supreme control over the admin istratioi\ of the railways of Canadn. will. T hnvo
no doubt, be hailed with much sntisfaction.

The difficult task of re-adjusting the representation o( the peoph^ in tiio Hcuise of

Commons, in accordance with the British North America, on a basis not open to

fair criticism has been accomplished in a manner that T trnst will provo sntisfnctory

to the electorate.

The Subsidy granted to Parliament for tlie establishment of a lin.^ of stenmers
affording direct connection with France will. T liave every reason to believe, result in

a largely increased trade with that country.
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The amendments to the law relating to the naturalization of aliens will have the

effect of removing the disadvantages under which Canadians, desirous of returning to

their native land, have hitherto laboured, and will also materially facilitate the natur-

alization of the many settlers seeking homes in Manitoba and the Territories.
