head that wears a crown may rest uneasy, but the head destined to 
wear a crown has a pretty good time as things go—witness the 
Prince of Wales,

The little Victoria played in Kensington Palace 
breakfasting out of doors 

1 in fine'weather and trot­
ting over the gravel walks 
on the buck of her don­
key. The Queen’s affec­
tion for donkeys has not 
lessened with her years.
To this day she prefers 
them for her informal 
drives.

Victoria was as careful­
ly trained as though 
teaching was to be her 
life work, and she learned 
to sew and knit with skill.
She was also taught to be 
unselfish and to work for 
others. Our American 
Queens are not brought 
up in this way, more’s the 
pity.

The happiness of Vic­
toria’s married life is too 
well known to need dilat­
ing upon. She was just 
as deeply in love with 
her husband and he with 
her as though they had 
been ordinary middle-class
people, and his death is just as great a sorrow to her to-day as it 
was at the time it occurred.

Queen Victoria has brought up her children just as simply 
and just as sensibly as she was. In drawing up some rules for 
their education she said :

, ïhe greatest maxim of all 
is—that the children should 
be brought up as simply as 
possible and in as domestic 
a way as possible ; that not 
interfering with their les­
sons, they should be as much 
as possible with their par­
ents, and learn to place their 
greatest confidence in them 
in %11 things. * * * Re­
ligious training is best given 
to a child at its mother’s 
knee.
