MURDERS ° NUMEROUS

Forty-Four Recorded During
Year—Force Has Been

. Augmented.

OTTAWA, Jan. 23, — (Special) —|
Crimes of violence are on the increase
in the Northwest, says the annual re-
port of the Royal Northwestern
Mounted Police, which was issued to-
day. Of 44 charges of murder, 12 were
the direct result of excessive drinking
and drunkeén brawls, five for purposes
of gdain, three by insane persons, three
infanticide, and the remainder were
caused by jealousy, lust and revenge.

There were entered by the police
during the last fiscal year 15,449 cases.
This is 1550 more than the year be-
fore, and there: were 12,985 convictions.
There were. 21356 cases of vagrancy;
avhich illustfates the floating nature
of the population. Many were tramps,
beating their way along the railroads,
others were ‘raflroad- navvies, “while
others still have come in ‘with the
yearly migration of harvesters. . .

On Sept. 30 last .the strength of, the
police force was 556 officers, 708 non-
commissioned officers -and constables,
and 572 horses. This i8 an increase of
one officer and 108 nonscommissioned
officers and constables.

DRIED POTATOES
~ ASCATTLEF00D

Their Value for Fodder Pur-
poses Is Well Recognized
in Germany.

The growing recognition of the value
of dried potatoes for cattle feeding
purposes is refiected in the .increase
in the number of establishmen in
Germany in which the various potato
prcducts are prepared. At the end of
the business year on July 31, 1910,
there were 257 such establishments in
that country, mearly all of them being
operated in connection with large ag-
ricultural undertakings. The amount
of raw material treated in the year
1909-10 was 332,642 tons and in 1910-
11 it was 417,641 tons.

The use of dried potatoes for cattle
arcse from the impossibility of feed-
ing raw potatoes without causing
certain forms of sickness. It was
equally impossible to boil large quan-
titles without heavy investment for
specially constructed boiling appara-
tus, and in any event raw potatoes
can be presecved during a limited time
only, and are subjected to deteriora-
tion toward spring, sometimes being
a total loss. These several incon-
venlences are avoided by drying po-
tatoes according to processes which
apparently ‘originated in 1902. By
feeding swine and sheep with six dif-
ferent kinds of dried potatoes it has
been proved that the food is diges-
tible.

According to tests made by the
board of German agriculturists, it was
demonstrated that the wone-third of
strengthening food generally given to
horses in the form of grain could be
replaced by dried potatoes, and such
.animals would be kept in excellent
condition. In two out of four tests
with horses it was shown that dried
potatoes accelerated the shedding and
regrowth of hair.

There are several methods of dry-
ing potatoes. One is known as Gum-
pel’s inventionn. The inventor call his
products “pressed potatoes,” or*pap-
ko.” Another is the method invented by
the manager of tie Imperial Machine
Works in Meissen. The machine con-
structed by this concern produce po-
tato chips. i

Potatoe flakes are obtained by mash-
ing boiled potatoes by means of two
rollers moving in opposite directions.
The product is dried by allowing high-
tengion steam from the bolier to pass
thru the interior of the rollers.

The Imperial plant consists of the
drying apparatus itself with a feeder,
which can be regulated, the exhaust
to remove the hot aiy, the fan to re-
move the dust, the heating furnace to
supply the hot air, the machine for
washing the potatoes, the machine
for cutting them into chips and the
pireumatic transporting apparatus.
The most important part is the dary-
ing machine, consisting of an iron
ticugh; in which turns a perforated
cylinder made of white metal, with
rows of° small shovels attached.

After the potatoes have been wash-
ed and sliced they arc placed in the
trough of the drying machine, being
continually st'rred and distributed
equally along the entire Ignzth of the
cylinder by the projecting shovels. A
specially constructed apparatus in the
upper part of the machine prevents
the chips from adhering to each other
and helps to distribute the mass equ-
ally ang bring it into contact with the
currents of het air The air is forced

T

: [siderably less than those of manu-

facturing potato flakes or chips.

1t is proved that the process of dry-
ing the potatoes does not in any way
impair their digestive properties, ox-
cept, perhaps, the protein, but as there
are but small quantities of protein in
the dried potatoes the food value is
not affected.

PUBLIC O'WNERSHIP
WITHOUT POLITICS

Connecticut City Makes Huge
Success of Municipal Elec-
tric Lighting.

Nearly twenty-one years ago the small
manufacturing city of South Norwalk
Conn., established municipal electric light-
ing works, at 'a cost of $22,600. That plant
has been enlarged thirteen times. It now
represents an investment of over $200,000,
is' practically free from debt and it has
not cost the citizens one cent in taxes.
Only a few days ago the announcement
was made that $20,000 worth of city bonds
had been purchased by the city board of
electrical commissioners out of the pro-
fits of the plant, and that i{s was the in-
tention later to purchase other city bonds.

The methods pursued tn this scheme of
municipal financing are unusual and most
interesting in character. When the plant
was established in 1892 it was determined
to keep the operation of the system en-
tirely out of politics. This determination
has been fuly lived up to, and it doubt-
less explains the success attained. At
first the eommissioners were appointed,
but after a few years they were elec-
tive. By a mutual understanding between
the political parties one party nominates
a ‘candidaté each year, and he is endorsed
by the other parties and is elected unani-
mously. As a result of this non-partizan
plan, there have been few changes in the
board of three members, who serve with-
out salary. This board chooses the ge-
neral superintendent, and the present in-
cumbent of that office has served con-
tinuously since the plant was es:

At first only street lighting was done,
but six years later commercial service
was added, the rates being the lowest in
Connecticut. Only a total of $42,400 in
bonds has ever been issued, of the
rest of the capital having come from pro-
fits. The sinking fund, to cover the ori-
ginal outlay, has been filled, except $10,-
0v0, and that will be covered next fall,
thus wiping out the last vestige of debt.
In other words, the plant will then have
completely paid for itself from its own
earnings.

During all this time ample funds have
been set aside to cover depreciation, as
vell as extension, to meet the public de-
mands, and power has been supplied for
all the manufactories at reasonable terms.

Taxes have also been pald to the city
on the same basis as tho the plant
was conducted by a private corporation.
The public lighting has always been sup-
plied on a cost basis.

In investing its surplus profits, includ-
ing its sinking fund, in city bonds, the
board of electrical commissioners ° is
making South Norwalk’s debt what has
been termed ‘“a sort of family affair,”
and in time it is expected that the elec¢-
tric plant will materially aid in redeem-
ing the municipal debt. The taking of
the bonds just at this time also makes
the city independent of the money strin-
gency that has recently limited the float-
ing of securities on favorable terms.

In its latest report to the people, the
board has called atention to the fact
that the municipal lighting plant “‘has
for many years stood between thein and
higher rates for lighting and power; that
it has done something toward attracting
industry this way, and some of them bhe-
lieve it could be sold today for far more
than it has coast, perhaps for enoungh to
cover the whole city’s debt, exclusive of
the water works, whose separate debt,
like this plant’s, is but a small part of
ils market wvalue.”

Chemical One of the

Country’s Treasures.

Heretofore its shores
have been visited oy few travelers, for
it lies in the midst of a barren and
waterless district, but now that aan
Engl'sh company has nearly finished
a railway to trasport the soda to the
boats, a way has been opened for
those who so desire to reach this na-
tural phenomenon.

Ordinarily this lake, acccrding to a
writer in. the London Field, looks as
tho it had been frozen and that snow
had fallen upon it, partly thawed and
again frozen. The temperature, how-
ever, glves the lie to this appearance
o voughened ice, for the heat is ex-
treme and at midday is almost un-
bearable.

INDUSTRIAL TRAINING
LAND.

Altho England has considerable lee-
way to make up in its educatiofial sys-
tem, theqDominion Royal Commission
on iudus/irial training and technical
instruction ' gathered the impression
that during the past ten years a great
awakening of endeavor has occurred
and that marvelous progress was being
made in providing for the further edu-
catlon of boys and girls after the legal
age for leaving the elementary
schools. Thig s the gist of an arti-
cle on the second volume of the com-
mission’s report dealing. with the
situation in England, Scotland, Ire-
land, Denmark and France, issued by
Dr. James W. Robertson, who was
chairman of the commission, The ar-
ticle just issued deals, however, *with
England only,. :

Scotland was fortunate that in John
Knox it had a reformation leader who
was completely seized with the im-
portance of a national system of edu-
cation, Altho his advanced ideas were
not fully. realized it was yet possible
to say and truly that no parish in
Scotland was without its common
school, and to that great fact is due
the place in thé world that Scotsmen
have taken.” Dr. Robertson notes that
while ‘bettér classes or schools were
not found in Germany than in England
the appearance of the young workers
in the textile industries, for example,
Was immensely superior in Germany.
On the:other hand, he adds, the fac-
tory workers in the woolen industries
in the south of Scotland were evident-
ly superior to the Germans in housing
conditions and general bearing and
surroundings,

IN ENG-

Nevertheless, the commission found
much in England to encourage confi-
dence. “England,” it is remarked, “has
a long way to make up; but the pres-
ent direction, and pace impressed the
commission as full of promise for the
stability, growth and well-being of the
headquarters of the British Emplre.”
General interest, especially, is being
displayed in industrial education and
the work of the preparatory schools is
particularly noticed as encouraging the
boy to select some distinct branch and
to some extent to specialize upon it
with a view to following it up at a
later slage. Education is already
hclpingAtho workingman and the boot
and shoe trade is- signaled out as
having been revolutionized in part thru
the up-to-date equipment installed in
the training schools. The United States
trade, it is noted, has practically dis-
appeared from Engldnd, altho it looked
at one time like collaring the whole
British market. The commission was
impressed by the intellectual and so-
cial qualities of the meén and women
who serve on English educational com-
mittees, by the earnestness with which
cducational matters were being "dealt
with and by thethigh attainments and
abilities of the officials and teachers in
charge of the administration of edu-
cation,

The controversy which has. arisen.
‘bétween Chancellor of the Exchequer
‘Lloyd George and First Lord of the
‘Admiralty Churchill is of the highest

‘moment to Great Britain and her
'children the world over. In this
article we shall aiternpt io make a
brief examination of the causes which
have led up to this  controversy, and
which make the present position one
of crisis. We shall see’ that  these
cayses are political and social. There
¢an be mo nced to tell Canadians of
the paramount importance of the su-
premacy of the British navy. During
the past eighteen months we have
geen a corner of Europe in the throes
of as fierce a conflict as the annals of
history can show. And now that it
is over, and the horror of it only re-
mains, we can appreciate how nearly
the whole of Burope became involved
in a conflagration te which that yvould
have been a mere circumstance. We
say without hesitation that the strong-
est single preventative of a gcatas-
trophe, which would have put back
the clock of civilization for genera-
ticns, was the strength and effictency
oi the British navy. * Therefore, it is
evident that the supréemacy of the
British navy is not only vital to the
existence of Great Britain and the
integrity. of the. British Empire, but
it is also the most potent safeguard of
the world’s peace. The maintenance
of this supremacy is the position
which First Lord Churchill has to
face. S0 much for the politicak
aspect.

On ‘the other hand, Enghnd for
three years past has been in  the
threces of social wunrest. There - is
hardly a’great industry -which- has not
had its prosperity diminished and its
existence menaced by a great strike.
It is lmp&mlble to say that those have
been in any sense frivolous. Their
causes have been real, and the vari-
ous settlements which have been ef-
fected have only alleviated and not
removed the causes. Therefore, they
will tend to recur. Unemployment
has reached an acute stige in Eng-
iand, and’ apart altogether from this,
and even more deplorable than  it, is
the fact that a vasf proportion of
employved clitizens 1live perpetually
from hand to mouth, in the most mis-
erable of conditions, with the spectre
of unemployment and starvation ever
before their eyes. Such | conditigns
do not make for the happiness of the
generation which g, or promises well
for. the physical, moral or mental
well-being of the generation which is
to come. And when we consider that
there is not, and cannot be, any in-
surmountable obstacle to the amelior-.
afion of these conditions, we begin to
understand and to f2el some of the
zeal and even fanaticism of the mo-

Thus far on our exanination of the
relative positions of the first lord and
the chancellor, we find no obvious
cause of difference. While the one is

of the state from external aggression,
the other is concerned with the build-

healthy population within that state.
But let me take it a little further. If
Great Britain is to maintain the ex-
isting margin of naval supremacy, year
by year, more' and more millions of
money must be devoted to the object.
If schemes of old age ‘pensions, land
tenure reform, housing, education, etc.,
are to be carried into effect, hundreds
of millions of money must be devoted
to the object. The public purse is
limited in extent, and every penny
glven to armangents is a penny taken
from social reform. The chancellor
realizes that his gréat schemes are in
danger of beifig hindered, if not ac-
tually rendered impossible by the in-
crease of armaments, and he therefore
cries: “Hold; enough; I will authorize
no more such waste” And in a way
he is right. BExpenditure on arma-
ments ‘per se is a criminal thing. But
as long as man continues to put his
differences to the barbarous arbitra-
ment of war, armaments will be and
remain a necessity; a criminal neces-
sity if you like, but still a necessity.
This is the axiomatic prineciple which

Fmost fanatical zeal, has decided to
close his eyes. Mr. Churchill declares
that If he is deried the money which
he needs, he will no longer be re-
sponsible for the efficiency of the
navy; Mr. Lloyd George declares that
he will not acquiesce in the bestowal
of such money, and threatens to with-
draw his support from the govern-
ment if it is so bestowed.

The issue is clear enough, and it
amounts to an apparent deadlock. As
to the outcome we can only conjec-
ture. In politiés compromise may ef-
fect a great deal, but there are re-
quired two parties to a compromise,
and in this instance we do not see
that - Mr, Churchill ¢an withdraw &
hair's breadth from the positien which
he has taken up,-and yet remain true
to his trust; since if he wavers he
may well be endangering the very ex-
istence of that England which Mr.
Lloyd George is so burningly anxious
to  reform. According to rumor the
chancellor is stronger than his oppe-
nent in the cabinet. Rumor was ever
a lying jade, but even  allowing
her for once, to be truthful, we
think that the game .is . with the
first lord. It 1is - impossible,’ tho
not, we think, likely that he will be
forced to retire from the cabinet, but

WITHOUT A CEREBRUM

study of a child
higher portion
has given two German physicians a
novel experience. The =<hild lived
thiree and a quarter-years, giving evi-
dence of serious brain defect, but only
after death was it discovered that the
cerebrum was entirely lacking, its
place being filled by a membranous
bag filled with fluid. The lower por-
tion of the Dbraln—the cerebellum—
was fairly ¢omplete and normal.

The child showed no development,
rcmalning asleep except when waken-
ed, took food only by sucking, and
evidently quite oﬁncl and deaf, seemed
to have no conscious existence. As
the observers point out, it was less
capable than even a fish or frog which
has lost the same part of the brain.

A full-grown dog that lived several
vears after the removal of both cere-
bml hemispheres slept and awoke,
moved spontaneously, showed discrim-
nation for food, could bark and howl,
dnd tho blind, responded to a bright
light and could be awakened by noise.

DRILLING FOR OIL
"IN FAR-OFF ALBERTA

Indications Are That Product Will
Be Similar to That of
Pennsylvania.

Two syndicates are drilling for oil
southwest of Calgary, and citizens of that
city in Alberta are already dreaming of
the day when the place will become tlhie
;"er;ére of one of the world’s greatest oll

elde

Altho members of the syndicates will
say little about their operations, there
have been rumors that oil has been struck
in small quantities.

For weeks speculators have been filing
on Canadian Government oil lands, and
leases already obtained are changing
hands at what are considered fancy
prices, The excitement began a year ago,
when attention wae attracted to the dis-
trict because a syndicate leased mineral
rights on several sections, Drillipg was
begun on two properties early in "the
winter and has continued with practically
no interruption since that . time. One
concern has struck a gas .supply which
is running to two million feet a day,
and this is thought an indication of the
presence of olil.

Indications are that the oil if struck
will be similar in quality to that of the
?em‘u)eylvanla tields; that is, with a paraf-
in

‘“We are finding that the geological
formation ig much broken,” said A. W.
Dingman of the Calgary Petroleum Pro-
ducts Company, ‘‘and as a consequence
the oil field, if there is any, is broken
and disturbed. This may mean that the
oil, if struck, will not be in paying
quantities.”

A man who has faith in the possibili-
ties of the Calgary district is Ira E.
Segur of California. He is at the head
of a syndicate which is down 2000 feet,
having struck natural gas and oil-bear-
ing black sand. Like Mr. Dingman, how-
ever, he refuses to make extravagant
claims, and says he will either lose money
or make a fortune.

STICK TOO CLOSELY TO
PROFESSIONAL ETIQUET

Medical Men Urged to Speak Out
More Frankly Thru Press
on New Cures.

If doctors would only announce frank-
ly thru the public press new cures or
new methods of prevention, and not hold
too closely to professional etiquet, it
would be better for all hands.

This was the point made by Dr. Ste-
phen H. Blodgett, retiring president of
the Boston District Homeopathic Medi-
cal Society, at Evans Memorial Hall,
where he spoke upon: “The Press, tlje
Public, and the Medical Profession.”

“There"is no quicker way of spread-
ing news of any sort thruout the coun-
try,” said the speaker, “than by using
the public press, but the average physi-
cian has found that the public press is
apt to be incorrech in its statements
regarding medical matters. The blame
for false medical reports 'is not entirely
with the newspapers. There is a gen-
eral feeling among the doctors that it is
unprofessional to gain medical infor-
mation from the newspapers. And it is
Just this narrow-minded, strict observ-
ance of professional etiquet that helps
to prevent the medical education of the
publec. 1 may safely say that there is
not a paper in the country which would
knowingly print a false statement about
a new medical discovery. Bt they
cannot get the facts unless the doctors
will give them.”

E.dwa;'d Barrow Following the
Plan of General McCaffery
in Fighting Outlaws.

Following the successful strategic coup
pulled off by General McCaffery the
First, whereby he brought a second or-
ganized outfit to Toronto, thus stamped-
ing the outlaws to the woods, Edward
Barrow proposes to wage the same kind
of warfare in Greater New York.

The big town may have a fourth club
next season, tho it will not necessarily
be an outlaw clan. President Barrow of
the International League is in favor of
a proposition to transfer the Jersey City
franchise to the greater city. Barrow
would like to move the club to either
Brooklyn or Queens.

He said It would not be surprising if
the Jersey City franchise would be shifte
ed to some other city before the start
of next season. Barrow, however, is not
in favor of moving it to Washington, but
thinks the place for it is in New York.

If Barrow were successful in placing a
team in 'Brooklyn he might endeavor to
Bet Ebbetts Field, and schedule games
on days when the Superbas are to per-
form on alien fields. If the Brooklyn
plan would not be feasible, Barrow would
play in either the Bronx or Queens,

Several years ago there was some talk
of shifting the Montreal club to Long
Island City, but the Internationral League
was not ready at that time to invade
the metropolis. Barrow sald the Inter-
nationals could have’ procured the field
in Corona, where, it was recently report-
ed, the outlaws had secured an option
for 1915.

Barrow thinks the time is now ready
to place a club in Greater New York, and
does not expect any serious objection
from organized basebail. "The Interna-
tional League chief is very ambitious for
his clrcult, and is confident that sooner
or later his league w*ll graduate into the
major league class,

it is not likely that organized baseball
will fight Barrow’s effort to place a
team in Greater New York. On the other
they are likely to welcome the
progressive International League chief-
taln. Sooner or later an outlaw league
will be successful, when the rich terr’-
tory of New York and Brooklyn again
will be tapped. As Barrow is in the
swim he will get the preference.

HIS LIFE AN EXAMPLE

Canadians Proud to Have
Claimed Him as Their

Representative.

The board of trade at its meeting yes-
terday afternoon passed a resolution of
condolence regafding the death of Lord
Strathcona as follows:

jon, now the central and dominating fi-
gure in Britain's colonial empire.

“Canadians are proud to have claimed
him as their representative, but in a
larger sense he, having been so closely
connected with the growth of the em-
pire, fmay fairly be acclaimed the greatest
impegial master builder. ¥ g difffcult
to ghtly estimate the transformation
that has been wrought in the ideas, cir-
cumstances and problems of the compon-
ent parts of the empire during his in-
cumbency of the high commissioner's
office, tho it can safely be asserted that,
due largely to his influence in the shap-
ing of events, there has never previously
occurred in a similar period such remark-
able strides in the path of progress and
the increased growth of imperial ideas.

‘“His whole life has been one great and
abiding lesson upon the paramount im-
portdnce of character, while his princely
munificence in varlous endowments, edu-
ca‘ional, scientific, and humanitarian, as
well as innumerable private benefactions,
proclaim him innate goodness.

“In his death the world-wide empire
mourns the irreparable loss of one who
has commanded the esteem of those who
direct its affairs, and occasioned a uni-
versal sense of national bereavement,
hallowed by the recognitlon of having
had the advantage for such a lengthened
period of his useful and honorable career.

“Further resolved that this resolution
be inscribed in the minutes, and the
secretary be instructed to convey to the
Baronéss Strathcona, the deep sympathy
of the hoard in this great bereavement,
together with a copy of this resolution.”

WASBHINGTON, Jan, 23—(Can. Press.)
—An extensive system of land fortifica-
tions for the Hawaiian Islands is pro-
posed in the annual fortifications appro-
priation bill reported to the house tudgy.
The bill would provide §457,000 to bhuild
fortifications as part of the department’s
plan to establish a etrong military post
supplemental to the Hawaiian naval base.

Gen. Leonard Wood appeared before
the subcommittee and when Rep. Sher-
ley asked if the Panama Canal defence
prompted these plans, Gen. Wood said:
“The Panama Canal has been a strong
additional reason for doing this, but the
defence of the Pacific coast is also a rea-
son—1 think the fundamental reason.
Also we do not hold securely these
islands, capable of sustaining a popula-
tion of 500,000 people, and if they should
fall into the hands of a strong naval
power, thereby placing that power in a
position svhere it would have practically
undisputed control of most of the trade
routes, he would be €0 near as to greatly
jeopardize our trade and would virtually
put him in a positlon of potency right
off our coast on islands sufficiently fer-
tile and large to maintain his force, and
to give him a splendid harbor as a place
for supply and refuge for his fleet.”

Woburn avenue.

Calling at Dr. Bond's hovse, Yonge
street, who happened to be in the viein-
ity when the gceldent happenéd and at-
tended to the  unfortunate man, The
World learned that James was pulling
out of the driving shed of York Mills
Hotel about 6.45 p.m., when a south-
bound Metropolitan car, coming down the
hill at a terrific rate, crashed into the
back -of the cutter in which James was
driving, sending the man and horse a
distange of thirty-five yards. The re-
mains of the cutter were hurled hither
and thither for a dQistance of 5§ yard
up the hill, {

Boys Shouted

Just as the horse was pulllnﬁ
boys 'shouted to Mr. James, telling of his
danger, but he evidently glid not hear.
The doectbr thought that deith must have
been instantaneous.

At York Mills the facts were verified
by David .Birrell, proprictor of the hotel,
and for yards up the hiil the remains
of the cutter were strewn, proving what
a terrific impact took place. Mr. Birrell
stated that the motorman waMed to go
on his journey at once, but he stopped
him until Dr. Bond arrived. Previous
to Dr. Bond’s arrival, Dr. McCormack
of Eglinton had been summoned and he
arrived soon after. The horse had its
legs broken and died a few minutes af-
ter the accident.

A sad state of affairs was found at
the house of Mr. James’ son-in-law, Mr,
Moffat, at 11.15 last night. There
Mrs. James, one of her four daughters,
Mrs. Moffatt, her husband and: two
neighbors, were sat, overcome with grief,
discussing the . tragedy. Abject misery
was depicted on each of their fices.

“Residents in the extreme north of the
city, who have long complained of the
speed of the radial cars, were very much
worked up over the accident.

BANK STOCKS STRONG

Toronto Market Has Dignified
Day With Many Issues
Deat In.

It was but natural to expect that
after ‘the sharp rise in securities
on.. Thursday some profit taking
would take place in yesterday’s Toron-
to stock market. The stability of quo-
tations against this realizing was high-
ly satisfactory to those who are con-
vinced bellevers in ultimate higher
prices. Many with' money at their
command are exercising extreme cau-
tlon In investments, and have pro-
bably overstayed their market. With
the almost certain prospects of cheap-
er money for some time to come, high-
class securities are providing a higher
interest return than in very many
years. The leveling up prices have
made a good start and with intermis-
sions for speculative turns, gives every
indication of continuing.

The significant feature of yesterday’'s
market was the further strength in
the fmvestment section of the exchange.
Common for instance was bid up to
208, Dominion to 227 and Canada Per-
manent sold at 490. 1In addition to
this, bids almost without any earn-
ings was the characteristic of simi-
lar securities.

In the speculative issues prices were
scarcely maintained with Brazil as an
exception which registered a gamn of
1-4 of a point.

The morning session was decidedly
active, with dealings in thirty-eight
issues. Mackay, Twin City and Bar-
celona were shaded because of offer-
ings. Winnipeg Railway advanced a
full two points in the bid price and
three points on odd Jot transactions.
