duct, suflicient to work a subsequent forfeiture
of the policy T In no part of ‘the application
did the insured covenant that he would not
practice any pernicious habit, nor did he pro-
mige, agree or warrant not to do so. le de-
clared that he would not. To declare is to
state, to assert, to publish, to utter, to ahnounce
clearly some opinion or resolution. While to
promijse is 10 agree, ¢ o pledge oneself; 1o en-
gige, to assume or make sure to pledge by con-
tract.—Worcester.  There is no clause in {he
policy which provides that if the assured shall
praetice uny pernicious habit tending to shorten
life the policy shall /ipmso fucto bLecome void.
There is only the stipulation that ©if any of the
statements or declarations made in the applicn-
tion * % * shall be found in any respect un-
true, this policy shall be null and void.?  Phis
evidenty referred to a state of things existing
at the time the policy was issued. As to such
matters a5 1 have already said there were no
untrue statements, But the assured declared,
as a4 matter of intention, that he would not
practice any pernicious habit.  Was this decla-
rution of fature intention falae? There is no

Q'Brien, a well-known real cstate dealer of this
city, pleaded in the Insolvent Court on T'aesday
last that he be granted wn allowance for the
maintenance of his fiumily.  Counsellor Morris,
insupport of the petition, stafed that as far back
as the 23th of Jane fast a writ of attachment
issued against Mr. O Brien, since which time the
assignee lind been in possession of the estate,
depriving the insolvent of any meaus of sup-
porting his family, and refusing any allowance
to enable him to do so; and in fact that Mr.
O'Brien was compelled to borrow provisions to
prevent his family from” starving. Mr. Morris
further stated that, while his client was actually
in the street, without a cent, the assignee had
been provided with funds out of the iusolvent
estite, amounting to upwards of 3500, with
whiclt bie carried on the war against the insol-
vent; that it had been found that the insol-
vent's estate showed a surplus of over $400,000,
and that judgment had been rendered in his
fuvor, which had been taken to a higher Court.

THE BOARD OI' TRADE.

The adjourned meeting of the Board
was rendered specially ‘interesting by a
speech from Mr. Cramp, the late Chairman
of the Harbour Commissioners, who, during
his term of office, had had opportunities
of considering  thoughtfully the various
charges to which vessels coming to the port
of Montreal are subjected. Those charges
were divided by Mr.Cramp into three prin-
cipal items, viz, harbor dues, pilotage
and towage. In all of these, except tow-
age, Mr. Cramp is of opinion that Mont-
real will compare favorably with any other
American port.” He admitted neverthe-
less that the charges were very consider-
able. He explained what the Commission-
ers had done in the direction of areduction
of the harbor dues. The main question,
however,is whether the improvement of the
navigation between Montreal and Quebec
ought to be assumed as a Dominion work.

" The Commissioners have always contended

that it should be, and in doing so have,’

without doubt, faithfully represented the
public opinion of Montreal. On the other
hand the Quebec influence has been op-
posed to such assumption, on the ground,
probably, that the foreign trade should
not be removed from Quebec to Mont-

real by means of .an expenditure to
which Quebec would have to contribute.
This vexed question will have ta be Qeci-
ded by those who are disinterested in the
matter, and we must only hope that such
decision, whatever it may be, will be ac-

cepted by the contesting parties. Mean-
time the reduction of harbor dues de-

pends, as Mr, Cramp very clearly pointed
out, on the Harbor Commissioners being
relieved of the interest on the amount ex-
pended in the improvement of the St.
Lawrence Letween Moantreal and Quebee.
On the pilotage charges, dMr. Cramp

doubted the possibility of making any
important reduction between Quebee and

the points below. 1le thought it possible

to diminish the risks and so reduce the

charges, but this was to be accomplishect
by creating a second class of pilots, who

would receive less pay. In this counec-’
tion, Mr. Cramp referred to a bLill which

had been prepared with great care, sub-
mitted to the Government, accepted by

it, carried through the Commons, and
afterwards thrown out in the Senate on re-
presentations from membersof thatbody
which the Commissioners had no opportu-
nity of considering. We hesitate to oftar

anopinion on such a point, but we own
that the impression that we derived from
Mr. Cramp’s rémarks was, that the Com-
missioners had satisfied themselves that,
after convincing the members of the Gov-
ernment - that their proposals were sound,
had considered their task completed, and
had not taken any trouble to malke the
members of the Senate acquainted with
facts. Mr. Cramp explained the towage
question at some length, and pointed out
that the great defect was that there was
no regular tariff, and he argued most con-
clusively as to the necessity of having one.
Je held that the vessels which shounld be
encouraged were those styled port of call
ships, which were the ones. which were
driven away by the present system. Mr.
Cramp was strongly of opinion that le-
gislation is absolutely necessary, and he
seemed favorable to the ports of Montreal
and Quebece belng made free from tax.
After Mr. Cramp’s speech, there was a
desultory discussion, Mr. Coghlin having
introduced the Senate’s rejection of the
bill for repealing the Insolvency Lasw, and
inasmuch as he (Mr. Coghlin) thought the
action of the Senate * most improper,” he
was of opinion that, “if the members of
“ the Senate went on in that way, the
“sooner they got rid of the fossil the
‘ better.” Now we must be permitted to
doubt the propriety of such language from
amember of the Board of Trade, and es-

pecially as, if we are not greatly mistaken,’

the Senate acted in accordance with the

¢

opinion of a majority of that body. There
is considerable difference of opinion on
the subject of the Insolvency Las, quite
enough to render it very objectionable for
any member of the Board of I'rade to re-
ferin such terms Lo one of our Ilouses of
Tarliament. The Insolvency Law seemed
{0 have no defenders, which was probably
owing to the' irregular way in which the
suthject was introduced. After the brief
reference to the insolvency guestion, Mr.
Cramp spoke again, and expressed his
conviction that Montreal was steadily
losing ground-in its power to divert the
produce of the Western States, and that
too great efforts could not be put forth to
reclaim our position. The Chairman then
laid before the meeting some statistics ol
the receipts and shipments of the port.
The last speaker was -Mr. M. P. Ryan,
M.P., who had no hesitation in saying that
“ Parliament woold be ready to give them
“ evef® assistance,’’ and that the sooner
Montreal # could be made a {ree port, the
better it would be for the country.” We

“hope Mr. Ryan has not miscaleulated the

opinions of his fellow-members, and that
next session will give us some satisfactory
legislation on the subject of our port
charges. :

THE BAYXK STATEMENTS AND TIIE
SPECTATOR.

Wa have not been of the number of
those journalists who have criticized the
mode adopted by the Spectator of convey-
ing to the public the views of the editor
on the topics of the day. The editorial
%1\Va 7 is, after all, mevely the opinion of
the responsible editor, though it is as-
sumed that he writes in the name of the
public. The Spectator writes in his own
name, and ought at least to be held as res-
ponsible for what appears under the
editorial head signed ‘“Editor” as any
other editor. Tho Spectator has recently
adopted a practice, which cannot be
suffered to pass without notice. e
introduces anonymous letters under the
editorial head, and by so doing must be
held personally responsible for their con-
tents. In the Spectator of the 24this a
letter on the bank statements, signed * a
subseriber,” which the editor ought to
know is a mere piece of clap-trap, inas-
much as he took some pains to make
himself acquainted with the canse of the
discrepancy in the bank returns, under
tha headings “due to other banks,” and
“due from other banks” It must be
borne in mind that each bank is under
the necessity of clagsifying its transactions
under the heads furnished in the Govern-
ment returns. The parvticular heads to
which the Spectator draws attention, and
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whioh in‘his opinion require the atten-
tion of the crown prosecutor, have, as is
well known, given rise to differences of
opinion among bankers generally. "The
chief cause of difliculty is found in the
headings. Under ¢ liabilities 7 there were
two headings under which certain trans-
actions might be placed. A loan {rom
one bank to another for which a deposit
receipt payable after notice or on a fixed
day,and Learing interest, onght, according
to the opinion of some, to be placed
under the heading “ due to otlier banks,”
whereas it was held by others that “due”’
was what was exigible in cash, and that
loans for which deposit receipts were
given should be eclassed precisely in the
same way, whether given by hanks or
individuals. [t was sulliciently proved on
the late trinl that snelr was the practice
of bankers. When reference is made to
the heading ol “ assets ' there is agnuch
greater difliculty found. 'The only head-
ing except “due from other banks?”
under which such transactions could bLe
placed, is “loans to corporations,” and
this certainly would be deceptive. Banks
are corporations, but it was clearly not
the intention of the framers of the act
that lonns from one banlk to anothier should
be placed under that head, “I'he practice
of the lending banks has been Lo include
under the heading “due from other
banks ”’ all amounts owing by such banks,
whether actually ducand exigible in cash
or payable on a future day. This is the
cause of the apparent diserepanecy which
has been already so fully explained, and
by no one more satistactorily than by the
editor of the Spectator, that we own we
read with amazement his recent imputa-
tion of perjury against bank ofticers;, and
Lis appeal to the crown prosecutor. Weo
admit that the bank returns provide a
eonvenient mode of dealing with all cases
in which doubts may arise, ¥ Other assels
or.other liabilities not included under the
foregoing heads.”” Tt eannot be supposed
that such headings were intended for
ordinary bank transactions, and several
banks have mnever used them, It is
tolerably. certain that the form of bank
returns will be amended during the next
session, and meantime it is only fair to
assume that the intention of the banks
has been to comply with the law. Itmay
be observed that the discussions which
have taken place haveled lo changes in
the Bank returns, especially in respect to
loans to corporations, under which head-
ing it is possible that loans to banks are
included.

FORECASTS OF OUR FUTURE.

Messrs, J. N. Perrault & Co. have
issued the lirst number of a monthly
Review devoted to # Canadian Emancipa-
tion and Commercinl Union with the
United States.” . In order to protect cor-
respondents,“articles will not be signed.”
The first number contains 52 pages
of matter on a vaviety of subjects, all,
however, having {or their object to ex-
press  dissatisfaction  with  our present
politieal institutions. The first is an
enquiry info the “eause of our general
depression.” The answer, of course, is
“our colonial system,” and the pinely is
snid to Le that we have no control over
“onr foreig trade,” the meaning of
which is, that we have no means of com-
pelling foreign nations to modify their
tarifts as we would like. We muay take
other opporlunities  of
question of our relations with loreign
nations, but, in the meantime, we should
like to be informed by onr revolutionary
contemporary, whether since the year
1867, when the Canadian provinces were
confederated into thie Dowminion, there
has been no prosperity in the country,
Weo have no idea that even the most
revolutionary of the writers in the new
periodical will alivm anything ol the
kind, and yet we have had no greater
control - over our foreign trade. during
periods of prosperity than during those of
depression.  This ought to satisly reflect-
ing minds that the canse must be sought
elsewhere than in the absence of Furo-
pean foreign trade.” One would imagine
that Canada was o large exporter of manu-
factures, and that she was able to com-
pete in Buropean markets for the sale of
goods which can only be manulactared at
all by the aid of protective duties.

Qur intention is to eonfine our pre-
sent notice to one ol the suljects dis-
cussed in the new journal which has not
even a title by which we ean designate it.
The question is asked : * Iow did our
West India embassy succeed ??’ and it is
answered by throwing on the Imperial
Government the respansibility for ils
alleged failurve. We intend to cite the
very words of the essayist, so that there
may be no misunderstanding. It is said
ot the delegates : ’

“Meeting with splendid receptions they
“carried everything before thom, and
“concluded most satisfactory - treaties
# signed and agreed upon, the assent él‘k

The writer proceeds to state that the
explanation is to be found in the fact that
there was a confidential despatch from
the Colonial Oflice to the local governors,
instructing them “not Lo sanction any
“interprovineial agreement made with
“ Canada, in which mutual ecommercial
“advantages would be stipulated to the
“axeclusion of (lreat Britain and treland ;
and it is added, “so after all the pleni-
“ potentiavies were floored by the London
“ Foreign Office, and so they have been,
“and so they will beevery time as long as
“ave have ' not the full and sole control
ol our own conunercial relutions with
“ foreign conntries.”  If we could aflord
space we might dwell on the eflrontery
ol this reviewer, who evidently thinks
that it would be quite proper thai colo-
nies of the Pritish Kmpire should [be
allowed to muke commercinl treaties with
one another, under which produets and
manufactures should be exchanged he-
tween them on more favorable terms than
those gianted by either fo the mother
country.  We might also point out what
the essayist evidently has no conception
ofy that even independent nations cannot
nale treaties exnetly as they would like,
as-there is.n general rule in all modern

treaties, known as the most favored
nation clause, under which it is pro.
hibited to grant prefevences to one

nation over another,

We have read the despatehes {o which
reference is made, and we do not hesitate
to altirm that a more unfair description
than that given of them could not be
made.

On the 23rd Sept., 1865, Lord Monck
transmitted two approved minutes sug-
gesting the West. India commission.
28th  October, Mr, Secretary Cardwell
wrote: I request you will assnre the

We fear we have
devoted too much space to our subject,
bttt wo arve not. inclined to tolerate reck-
less agsertions made with the worst pos-
sible intentions.

REET-ROOT SUGAR.

The * Hamilton Spectator chavges us
with propounding ¥ a novelly in econo-
mic doctrine,’’ beeause we have pointed
ong the fallacy of indroducing & new in-
dustry into the couniry under an enor-
mous protection. This ¥ novelty in econo.
mic Jdoctrine? is precisely that of the
Anti Corn Law Teague in Englaud; which
agitated for tho repeal of the duty on
corn, on the ground that all the corn
qised in the United Kingdom wassold at
a ‘higher price by the amount of the duty,
and that, consequently, the constumers
paid indirectly a very large tax lo the
proprietors of land., The argument ap-
plies equally to sugar imported . into
Canadsa, which is now sold at its cost,
charges and duty, which we will assume,
for the sake of illustration, to be 10 cents
per 1. 1t must be obvious thai heet
sugar of the same yuality would sell ut
the same rate, so that the consumers of
sugar would be taxed indivectly to the
‘extent of the duty for the benefit of the
growers and manufacturers of beets, and
would afterwards have to be taxed to
recoup the treasury for the loss of the
sugar duties. The dilterence between
the corn and the sugar tax is simply this,
that in the case of corn in England it was
an established industry, aud that pro-
perties had been purchased and leases
taken on the faith that a duty would be
imposed on foreign corn, whereas, in the
sugar case, the proposal is to establish a
new industry under an enornous protee-
tion.” ' )

The IIamilion Spectator, however,
states that we have  mistaken its posi-
tion with regard lo exemption Irom
It would not. ask the
refrain - from imposing

Government to

suclt a duty “after the industry becomes
estublished ;" in other words, persons are
to be encouraged to invest capital ina
new industry, with an indefinite amount
of exeise duty looming before them in the
distance. Far better, in our'opinion, that
there should be no deception, and that,
before the capital is invested in a specu.
lative -enterprize, the terms should Lo
settled as to the future tax,  All the ex-
perience of the past convinges us that the
time would never arvive when the beet
sugnr manufacturers or the growers of
beet wounld think it proper either to
reduce the present sugmr daties ov to im-
pose an excise tax on the honie manufac-
ture. We are qnite satisfied, now that
the Spectator has admitted that beeb
root sugar must be charged with an ex.
ciso’ duty, which is precisely what we
havo contended for, that an intelligont
public should judge between us, whether
it is not fairer thal persons investing
capital in that industry, should know
bLefore they do so, the extent of the pro-
tection that will be granted to them by .
Parlinment, Under any circumstances
they will have to run the enormous risk
ol the adoplion of free trade principles
by the people and Parliament, but that is
a rislke which they miust run in common
with all other protected industries.

We have to notice that the Spectator
continues to shirk the Brazil and West
India trade question.  We have, morcover,
to request our contemporaty to point out
# line that we have written implying that
it is not the people who conswme tho
sugar who pay the duty. '

POPLAR.

Paplar, Populus,

White, Alba Canadensis,

The wood of this tree is becoming more
utilized in the manufacture of fancy wood-
ware and houschold utensils, 1t is also
much used in the wainscoting of railroad
and other carringes, and in panelling. The
bark is used in dyeing, and the Balsam
poplar is well known for its medicinal pur-

SPRUCE,
Spruce. Abies.
White, Alba.
Black. Nigra.

The characteristics of the hemlock
spruce have been already given. It ree
mains only to note the properties of the
other varieties of the spruce fir. The white
spruce: is found in all parts of the Domi-
nion, and it is used in general domestic
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purposes, for fencing, for posts, &e. 1t is
_also largely used in the making of pack-
ing cases, &c. The black and red spruce
are more valuableas possessing in ahigher
degree strength and elasticity. Itisused
for masts, for small craft, for top masts,
sprits and booms, and for railroad ties and
sleepers. It has also valuable medicinal
properties. Spruce beer, 50 much used
in Lower Canada, is very excellent, espe-
cially - when made from the “double
spruce.”
TAMARAC,

Tamarac (Larch). Larix Americana.

The use of the tamarac or larch is now
becoming general in shipbuilding, It is
also admirably adapted for knees and ful-
locks of vessels, for railroad ties, sleepers,
telegraph poles and other general pur-
poses. It also enters largely into con-
sumption for the uses of the farm, for
beams, posts and rafters, combining, as
as it daoes, strength with durability.

WALNUT.

Walnut. Inglans.
Blaclk. Nigra.
Grey. Cathartica.
Hickory. Carya.

Black walnut is almost solely used in
-the manufacture of furniture and cabinet
ware. The wavy black walnut vencersare
exceedingly rich in appearance, and all
articles made  from
prices. Gunstocks made from the roots
are highly prized. There is very little
black walnut exported. Grey walnut is
much used in. the manufacture of furni-
ture, &c., but it does not command so high
a price. Hickory.—The properties of this
wood have already been described.
WILLOW.
Willow.
White. Alba.
Black. Nigra.
The willow is used in the manufacture
of useful domestic and ornamental wavre,
and also in panelling. The "surgeon

Salix,

and the cricketer also well understand®

the value of this wood. ~There are many
-species of the willow in Canada, but the
wood is nobt yet largely used, nor is the
business of “osiery” very widely estab-
lished, nor “wicker ware"” as widely man-
ufactured as it should be among us. The

" bark of the willow is an astringent, and is
sometimes used in dyeing.

The foregoing are the principal forest
trees within the Dominion of Canada,
There are others of minor importance, as
the yew, thorn, hazel, sumach, ironwood,
locust, hornbeam, and a few others—each
used more or less for domestic purposes,
or for some pxopel ty they may possess as
drugs or dyes.

‘The various woods to be found in Mani-
toba and the North-West territories are:
the pine (white and red), tamarac, spruce
(white and black), balsam, elm (swamp),
maple (soft), poplay, bireh, Willow (white
and red), balm of Gilead, &e., &e. The
creat scareity of timber in Manitoba and
portions of the North-West territories is
saverely felt by the settlers, and fuel is
very expensive, and of very poor quality ;
hence some means must be very promptly
devised for the systematic plunting of
trees of the various genera that may be
found best adapted to the several soils
throughout the difterent sections of coun-
try.  In a domain of such vast extent
there is a fruitful Held for the researches
of the botanist and the florist ; but, above
all other pursuits, that of forestry iz the
moest important, and demands the imme-
diate attention of the authorities.

CONCLUSION

Trom the foregoing statement touch-
ing the economy of the woods and forests
of the different Irovinces of the Domi-
nion it is found that in no one section
has any precaution been taken to create
a continuous supply of timber—neither by
re-planting any portion of the land that
has already been stripped of the timber,
nor by protecting the young trees from the
axe of the thoughtlessor the improvident.
That, though all the authorities deprecate
the wanton destruction of the woods and
forests, and deem as faial to the best in-
terests - of the Dominion any delay in
grappling with this question, yet no at-
tempt has been made to correct the evils
complained of.

It'is now more than twenty years since
the writer first brought to the notice of
thie Government the necessity for protect-
ing the fisheries, which were at that time
given over to the destruction of all par-
ties. IIe spared neither time, labor nor
money in collating data to show the de-
struction that was being pursued in every
part of the Province. It wasan herculean
task - to combat the prejudices of the
interested, but, ultimately, the necessary
legislation was secured, and by the foster-
tering care of the Government, by inces-
sant vigilance day and night, and by a
systematic organization (approved of by
the Executive Council), the proper pro-
tection of the fisheries was secured, these
fisheries to become in a few years of that
intrinsic value in which they are held at
the present day. The woods and forests,
in this year of grace (1879) are in the
same condition that the fisheries were
prior t01857 ; and the same authority that
led to the preservation of the one must
be invoked to stay the evil that has f'men
on the other,

The produce of the woods and forests 13
the chief staple of commerce. It has
given -untold wealth to the country and
to the public treasury, and employment
to tens of thousands of people in each
section of the Dominion. It is aninterest
that has made the coontry what it is, and
in itisinvolved her futurc welfare. Surely,
then, it were wise to devote a portion of
the ¢ Crown and Timber Dues ' to the ve-
planting and protection of the fovests, so
much needed and so loudly called for.

No doubt can be felt as to the desire of
the Government to act in this matter in
the interests of the country at large, and
each province should bear its relative
proportion of expense that would be in-
curred - in re-planting and protection,
while at the capital the necessary ma-
chinery should be invaked to establish a
‘ gchool of forestry,” that has been so
urgently and unanimously recommended
by all' authorities who have given this
question their study and consideration.

ACCIDENT INSURANCE COMPANY.,

The fifth annual report of the Company,
published in another part of this number,
shows that 3,096 policies were issued or
renewed during the year 1379, insuring
84,210,750, and drawing into the treasury
premiums amounting to §24,949.76. To
this amount there is aided $2,465.72, the
sum of interest received and accrued,
nmiaking 4 total revenue for the year of
$27,415.48. The net surplus as regards
policy holders is found to be $43,207.45
by deducting from the balance of receipts
and expenditure account carried forward
to the cwrent year, $48,471.99, (being
the assets of the company) the liabilities,
exclusive of paid up capital, which are
stated at $5,264.54. In this amount is
included claims in abeyance. Deducting
from the surplus thus found, $43,207.45,
the amount of paid up capital, $27,120,
and the estimated proportion of increased
premiums on hand, $5,939, there remains
a surplus above c'lpllfll and all duect
linbilities of $10,148.45.

From the foregoing figures it appears
that, the financial coudition of the com-
pany is steadily improving. The last
annual report gave the surplus to the
credit of reserve account as $8,876.76,
showing an increase for the past year,after
paying 8 per cent. in dividends, of $1,271.-
69..  With regard to the allowance for
claims in abeyance the report states that
their number is three; that two of them
merely await the. requisite . proofs, and
that one is contested. This claim, it is
gratifying to note as a fact inferentially
creditable to the management, constitutes
the only one resisted. by the company

during the five years of its existence.
The circumstance gains in significance
when it is added that the claims to date
number 700, reaching a total of $30,000.

Another feature of the business of the
company which seems entitled to special
mention is that, under the bonus system
in use, $150,000 of insurance has been
granted the insured within the past year
.without payment, that is, as a dividend.
Those who have completed five years
insurance without claiming upon the
company become beneficiaties under this
system.

In submitting the report the president,
Sir A, T. Galt, spokeof the progress of the
company as highly satisfactory, and ex-
pressed the belief that the shareholders
would endorse the opinion. This they at
once proceeded to do by accepting and
adopting the report, carrying the usual
vote of thanks to the directors, the
manager, Mr. Edward Rawlings, and staff,
and re-electing the officers whose terms
-of office were expired.

THE REVENUE STATEMENTS.

The summary statements of the goods
entered for consumption during the half
year which ended on the 31lst December
Jast are now complete, and we shall
endeavor to place the result fairly before
ourreaders. The total amountof dutiable
goods wis $24,046,457 and of free goods
$7,465,617, The irade returns for the year
ending 30th June, 1879, have not yet
been published, but the aggregate imports
for the year ending 30th June, 1878, were
$91,199,577 ‘of which $£59,776,580 were
dutiable, and $31,422,988 free. The value
of cotton goods imported in 1878 was
$7,104,517, which paid duties amount-
ing in the aggregate to $1,243,336. In
the last bhall year the value of cottons
was $2,782,270, and the duty $596,922, or
about 214 per cent. ad valorem. Asthe
duty on unenumerated goods: is 20 per
cent,, it is obvious that but a small por-
tion of the imports can have been of the
class of goods subjected to high duties.

The value of woollens imported in 1878
was $8,535,453, and the duty $1,484,721.
In the lagt 6 months of 1879 the value
was $2,888,128, and the duty $7062,955, or
over 26 per cent. - As the duties on un-
enumerated woollens are 20 per cent,, it
would appear that a larger proportion of
the class subjected to high duties has
been imported in woollens than in cot-
tons. : N

The value of iron and steel and manu-
factures thereof imported in 1878 was
$7,993,667, and the duty, §7006,954. In

" the last 6 months the value of iron and

steel and manufactures thereof was
£2,865,206, and the duty $580,061, or
ahout 204 per cent. In 1873 the duties
were 174, 10 and 5 while pig iron and rail.
road bars were free.

The value of books in 1878 was $892,-
258, and the duty $44,613. In 1879 in six
months the value was $460,204, and the
duty $69,708, or 15 per cent.

The value of sugar in 1878 was §5,082,.
078, ancd the duties were, on all grades,
$2,515,655, or about 42 per cent. In the
six months of 1879 the value was §1,934,-
956, and the duty $1,041,031, or about 54
per cent. N

The value of tea in 1878 was $32,597,847,
and the duty §0611,313, or about 234 per
cent. In 1879 the value wns $1,320,850,
and the duty $315,901, or rather less than
24 per cent. On the direct importations
it was only 21} per cent., and on the tea
from the United States 334 per cent.

One other important article of consump-
tion we may notice :  In 187S the import
of coal was 894,708 tons, valued at $3,054-
846, or about $53.40 per ton, and was duty
free. In 1879 (six months) the quantity was
572,884 tons, and the value $1,532,534, or
about $2.67 per ton, and the duty $286,-
442,
have been aftected by the duty. We place
the foregoingfacts before our readers with-
out comment ab present, but we shall
continue our comparative statements.

A Mr. Ghesley
of Annapolis, feeling “a flash of indignation
at the andacity of the statemeunt” (not ours
but the one first quoted and appearing in the
Annapolis Journal) rushes into print and flings
about adverbs and adjectives of invective in'a
manner to denote that the admitied flash of
indignation struck upon highly inflammable
material, so gquickly did it burst forth as fiery
abuse.  “ Villainously slanderous charges,”
“vile and groundless slander,’” are the terms
jn-which the writer characterizes the report,
and which lead him to say, “ [ abhor the attempt
to vilely fasten on producers the cause by
dishonest packing—" Mr. Chester is evidently
of those who mainiain that * soft words butter
no parsnips.” His violent denunciation, how-

ever, is not permitted to go unchallenged.

One % Veritas? joins issue with him as to the
cause of loss in shipments of fruits, writing 10
the Halifax Chronicle, as of bis own know-
ledge, that “there are fruit producers and
packers in Annapolis County who are guilty of
knowingly and designedly packing their fruit
in a'rascally way.” The writer then cites an

The import of coal does not seem to -

instance in support of his statement, and¢
intimating that the evil is by no :means con

_fined to Aumapolis County, concludes by

saying: “The way fruit is sent into this
market alone, if the statements of auctioneers
and those who deal largely in produce are to
be believed;is a crying disgrace to our Pro-
vince, and it is geiting worse every year. Let
those who have suffered give us their experi-.
enee, and with your valuable assistance these
vile practices will receive such (séc) a check that
will operate advantageously to all consumers.”
We have no interest whatever in the guestion
of fact raised as to the particular shipment
cited, but bhave noticed the matter somewhat
at length, believing this to be a good way of
directing aulention to the very great jmport-
ance of carveful and conscientions packing,
whether it be fruit or other market com-
modity. But apart from dishonest packing,
which need not be considered, so surely will
such methods speedily bring on  their own
overthroyw, there is indisputable need of more
extensive ndoption of the best known modes of
packing, if Canadian produce is to gain and
maintain the rank in the English markets which
now plainly appears to be open toit. A sensi-
hle advantage in price is almost always_to be
had for produce cleanly and invitingly packed,
cven when quality is admitted to be identieal,
and it not infrequently happens that relatively
poor stock commands a ready sale by reason of
good appearance, when better is neglected be-
cause unatiractive. ‘We are not hinting at, and
would net for & moment give countenance to,
any attempt to disgunise in the least degree the
true quality or brand of stock of any kind, but
merely wish to bring prominently forward the
simple statement of fact that with a given
quality a better market, both as to price and
snap, is obtainable, in proportion to the care-
fulness, cleanliness and thoroughness with
whieh the commoilities offered have been pre-
pared forshipment ; and the difference so gained
will usually far more than compensate for any
extra pains taken in proparing the goods for
market.

the guruose of deceiving, and is therefure a

frand, does not admit ot a doubt. The conse-
uencs is that a-great deal of fruit has to be re-
pocked for shipment, and what the outcome of

repacking may be is difficult to say. Sometimes

two barrels become one, sometimes three bar-
rels are reduced to two, and again the loss may
be but trifling. A lading dealer estimates the
average loss through repacking at not less that
twenty per cent., but we are satisfied that the
judgment of the trade as o unit would fix npon
a much higher perceiitnge. We hear of accoums
1o hand of large consignments realizing uetonly
$1.15 per barrel, the frnit being worth in this
market nominally $2.25 to $3.00. This is given,
it should be stated, as the extreme case coming
nnder our notice ; other shipments have resulted
hetter, according to condition, but the instance
serves to mark the possible efteets of bad pack-
ing. Still the unfortunate result of a good many
consignments to the English market must not
all be attributed cither to wiltul fraud or care-
lessness in packing., A cause that cannot be
measured but may lave been equally potent lies
in the fiet that the fruit itselt hag not kept well.
The hasty ripening, owing to the warm weather
at about harvest time, made the fruit tender
and exceptionally liable to rot; bat this fact
was better known to farmers than any one else
and only tends to render more flagrant ihe
offence of bad packing.  Oranges are sijll plen-
tiful, and; are quoted £5.50 to $6.00, Malaga,
grapes, $8.00 per keg. We have been permitted

Although we are nnable to
nuthenticate the report, we hear the conviction
expressed that 25¢ and even 50¢ above the
ruling prices Lo butchers are paid in not a few
instances. . The thoronghness and relinbility of
Montreal inspection gives independent strength
to the lucal market, and dealers will not import
unless fairly driven to doso. A consignment
from Chicago might turn out well and wmight
turn out bally, the chances rather favoring the
latter result; but in either case the operation,
owing to the impossibility of correct classifica-
tion until the hides have passed though the tan-
ner's hunds, nequires an element of uncertainty
that has no attraclion even for the speenlator,
miuch less for the legitimate tradesman. Not-
withstanding this reluctance to resort to the
Chieago market for supplies, the feeling here is
that soon this market must conform (o the tone
of that reported from the West and from the
States. The system of making advances to
buichers, still very extensively practised, tends
to demoralize the market by preveuting the eg-
taolishment of fuir prices, such as commonly
result when buyer and seller are independent
of one unother. Lambskins remain firm at the
advance reported last weels, and meet with a
very fair demand.
