YANKEE FISHING LICENSES.

Aw order-in-council has been passed
approving of the draft of the licenses
to be isssed to American fishing ves-
gels thig ‘year. This license will con-
tain tine same clause as .last year,
which declares that it will become null
and vcid if any of the gcods, supplies
and advantages obtained thereunder
ar-~sold pr transferred tg another Uni-
ted States fishing vesgel which has not
obtlained a license. In 1895 only 45
1Taitess States fishing vessels took. out
licenscs, and it was discovered that
they were in the’ habit of szlling the
supplies - procured under license to
other vessels without licenses. Last
year, with the ciause inserted, 78 ves-
sels took out licenses.

SPURIOUS WHISKEY.

The Department of Inland Revenue
w:as notified to-day that Messrs. Hiram
Walker & Sons have discovered a firm
in Chicago which is putting up an in-
ferior class of whiskey, labelling it
Canadian “Ciub” and imitating the
corks, capsules and labels of Messrs.
Walker, as wel] as the Canadian Gov-
erzment stamp. The firm will prose-
cute the parties to the full extent of
the United States law. A few weeks
ago the firm was successful inssecur-
ing a conviction for infringement of
their trade marks in the States, The
Imitation of the Canadian Government
stamp on a sample in possession of
the department is exceedingly good.

,rlnge into the courtyard of the inn
| where Rigo lived and sent away the
i vehicle, while at others she made it
wait hefore the front door.

BEGGED FOR FORGIVENESS.

Before she eloped the Princess sent
la letter to her husband, asking for-
giveness, and paying tribute to his
| gentle and upright character, and de-
|claring she wished to live no longer
near her children, whose minds she

|would sully.

She Jeft for Paris with - Rigo, the
steward of the chateau and his wife.
En route the steward asked if she did
{not regret her children. The Princess
lanswered:

“Yes, but don’'t let’s think about it
lany more. 's have a good dinner.”

All four visited together the Ambas-
sadeurs and Paillard’s restaurant. In
the course of the dinner the Princess,
thinking she saw the steward's wifé
casting too many loving glances at
Rigo, wrote to the husband 'several
hours  later, warning him to keep a
close eye on his better half.

.DEMIANDS A DBCREE.

Counsgel concluded by asking that a
decree of divorce should be pronounc-
ed without preliminary enquiry, since
the facts were proven.

Maitre Allain, for the defence, ad-

The alarm was sent in by telephone

the hose wagon was on the scene, ;
when the mill was a huge mass of
jsmoke, but no flames were visible. It |
{goon broke out, however, and in a;
short time, despite the efforts of the
| firemen, spread to the planing mill ad-
fjoln!ng, The loss ig a severe one, both
to owners and lessees, and more par-
ticulaliy to the latter, as only yester-
day afiernoon the elevator was filled
with several cars of wheat, and a large
quantity of barrelled flour. was in the
shipping room, preparatory to being
shipped this morning.

The loss, which will reach some-
where in the neighborhood of $75,000,
is partly covered by insurance. The fol-
lowing companies are interested, with
W. H. Hill, agent: Waterloo $2500,
National $3000, London $2000; Connecti-
cut $2000, Hand-in-Hand $10,000, Nor-
wich Union $2500, National $2000, Im-
perial $1500. With Cox & Davis,
agents, the following companies are in-
terested to the extent of $18,000: Royal,
Western, North [British and Mercan-
tile, Lancashire, ~ Manchester, Brilish
America, Phoenix of Hartford.

The ' electors
voted for the policy of their candidate
more than for the candidate himself.

A COMPREMENSIVE ALIEN LABOR LAW
BEMASDED,

When the Dominion Government
comes to consider the enactment of an |
alien labor law to meet the ome that
is now in operation against -this |
country it will'be necessary to apply a
remedy that will meet the ‘case from |
every point of view. The object the
Americans had in passing their law |
was to prevent Canadian workmen
from obtaining employment within thei
United States. ‘The law forbids a
Canadian entering the United States
under contract to perform any work‘
in that country. If it is known- that !
a Canadian  goes into the United:
States for the purpose of accepting a|
situation he is “deported,” or sent
back. The United States authorities
will not allow him to enter the coun-
try.. When the :Dominion Govm-n--l
ment comes to enact reciprocal legis-
lation' care should be taken to make
this legislation as comprehensive as
possible. The necessity for legislation
of this kind is much more marked in
Canada tham it was in the United
States. American workingmen have in-
vaded our territory much more exten-
sively than Canadians have done in
regard to the United States British
Columbia in full of miners who have
come-into Cahada from Montana, Col-
orado and other mining States, most
of them under engagement before
reaching the country. Under the Cana-
dian law, which we hope soon to see
enacted, al! such should be “deported,”
and Canadian De Barrys should be
stationed at all the.frontier towns to
prevent others from getting into the
country in the future. If Canada has
not miners enough of her own she ran
obtain ‘them in any  quantity Jfrom
Great Britain. Further, if it is bad
policy to allow American workingmen

ployment, it is equally bad policy to
allow Americans: to bhave -the ' same

privileges as Canadians in, the pre-
emption of mining iocations. If the
Americans will not allow a foreigner ,
to own property in their country, why
should we allow them to own property
in Canada? Why should we go fur-
ther than this and give them valuable
privileges for mnothing? Any Ameri-
can wcitizen can. come into British Co-
lumbia. and claim l.mpdreds or thou-
sands of acres by merely, taking  out
a $5 license, the same as any Cana-
dlan can ‘do. The mineral wealth of
British Columbia. appears to belong to
the Americans just gs much as it does
to us. It is time our Government de-
vised some legislation to dlscrimina.t\e
against foreigners in regard to our na-
tura] resources as well as in regard to
the labor that rightly belongs to our
own people. %

What we have said about the inva-
sion of Americans into .our mining
camps applies egually to our fisheries.

FAKE NEWSPAPERS AND THS POST-

OFFICE DEPARTMENT,

. It fs not difficult to-locate the cause
of the deficit of $701,000 in the Post-
office ppartment for the last fiscal
yeéar. The biggest part of it, at any
rate, is attributable to the generosity
of the Government in carrying mews-
papers. and periodicals gratuitously
through the mails Owing to the
cheapness of paper and the reduction
in the cost of typesetting the number
of periodicals has largely increased of
late, and the circulation of all papers
has had an upward tendency. It is

not the legitimate newspapers that {

burden the mails so much as fake pa~-
pers that exist merely because of the
fact that the . Postoffice Department
undertakes to distribute them all over
the Domin.lomtor-mtpm& If these
fake papers were made to pay regular

| postage rates, and if legitimate news-

paper publications were subjected to
a moderate rate, the deficit would be
wiped out, and the department would
be in a position to adopt a 2-cent rate
for letters.' The same abuse of the
mails exists in the United States Post-
al Department. . The United States
Postmaster-General in his last report
stated that a 1-cemnt letter rate could
be adopted if second-class mail mat-
tér were made to pay even onme cent
per pound. postage.

had made for him. ‘He said ne used
to take any money he could get his
hands on and frequently took a dollar
or any change he could, and Saturday,
the 9th, the first day of his father’s
illness, during his absence from the
room, he. went through  his pockets
and took out 50 -cents. He then stated
his fathHer had died about 10 o'clock
Sundny morning. About two hours af-
terwards he picked him up ‘and moved
him into another room, and then went
out to dig the grave, carried his father
out on his back and put him in the
grave. He did not search the pockeis

. 8t the time of death, but returned on

Monday to the grave, dug up the body
and searched for the money, but found
none. He belleved his father had
aoout $30 on him. On _Sunday he stat-
ed he would bury his father on Wed-
nesday. and later on admitted he had
buried him on Sunday.

One of the Latest Projecis of the Facitic |
Proviuce,

A company of eastern capitalists
who are imterested in Trail Creek has
been formed at Rossland to bu.ld an
electric railway between that nt
and Spokane, a distance of 160 miles.
Application is being made to the
Washington Legisiature for a charter
to build that part of the - projected | gg
line to lle south of the international
boundary, and thence the road is to
run via Grand Forks, Anaconda and
Greenwood to Rossland. Says a Ross-
land despatch : The line wiil be oper-
ated entirely by electricity the entire
distance from Spokane to the Bound-
ary country. The power will be obr
tained from .the falls of the Kettle
River, which is 110 mil from Spo-
kane. From Kettle Falls the route
will be along the river to Grand Forks,
20 miles north. At this point it will tap
one of the richest parts of the British
Columbia gold fields, and’ it is under-
stood that tracks will be extended to
the other camps in this vicinity. At
any rate an engineer has been there
looking over.the ground, and recently
he came through to Rossiand. He be-
lieves he has found a feasible route
from Grand Forks to thik« city. It
is not likely that the Rossland branch
will be constructed this yedar, however.
The company back of this scheme will
endeavor to finish the road into the
Boundary .country this suminer and
will then rest until the following year.
An eminent New York capitalist who
is interested in the proposed new rail-
way has prepared a biil to Congress
askmg permission to cross the Colville
reservation.

HOW SMELTERS ARE RUN.

Some Information ef Interest te Mining
Steck Owaers.

Many of our readers are no doubt
ignorant of the manner in which smel-
ters are run, and many :ining stock
owners very likely woader how “leak-
ages”’ are avoided. One man recently
wrote : “I am at a loss to know how
these smelters are managed. *Is there
a Government inspector there, or who
is there to look -after the interests of
each mine having ore on the smelter ?
Do they depend on the lonesty of the
management, or has each min= got to
have an lnspoctm there while the ore
is being tredated? Is therz not a chance
of a big leakage here? The gold, sil-
ver a.r;ld other rr;]eetals taken from the
ore, where are they kept? When are
thi.) s0ld? Are there proper places
to keep them until thny are sold ?
How is ‘this managea © I fancy an
article on this matter would be tnank-
fully received by readers in this part
of Canada, V\heqe the people know lit-
tle of minine

In answer to this letter The Ross-
land Miner editorially remarkad :

Some mines do keep an agent at the
smelter, but he is there merely for
keepmg a check on the quantity «f ore
delivered. ;Where the ore is weighed
before being shipped” there is no need
for an agent.at the smelter. The smel-
ter agrees to' treat ore for a certain
charge per ton, and to pay New York
prices for the gold, silver, lead and
copper contained.

When the ore arrives at the smelter
it is weighed the same as wheat or any
other commodity. It then goes to the
rampling works, where it is sampled
automatically. This sample is then re-
duced in quantity, alse automatically,
and a“portion of it is ground to a
pulp. A small part of'this pulp is then
assayed to find its metallic contentsy
The rest of the pulp is sealed up for
future reference in case of a dispute as
to the value of the ore, with the ex-
ception of an assay sample, which is
fent to the shipper of the ore. He in
turn gets his sample assayed, and if
it chegks out with the smelter returns
there is no room for dispute. iz 1t
does mot check out another portion
of the pulp is sent to a disinterested
assayer selected by both parties as
umpire. His certificate of the contents
settles the question of value. The pulp

Investment of the Beserve. -

One of the principal charges in the

of | recent action Johnston v. Consumerg

any was that the Uompany
had unlawfully invested a poytion of
its reserve in the company’s own busi-
ness, instead of in certain securities
named in the Act of 1887.

The clause in the Act referring to
the investment of the reserve was in-
serted solely at the request of rthe
company to legalize an investment of
the company’s funds in  debentures,
which) had been made prior to the
b 4 g of the Act. The words used
are that the fund “may be invested.”
It will be noted that the word *nay’”’
is used here, while with regard to
obligations imposed upon the company

18 [in the same Act the word ‘“shall” is

mvariably used, The directors have
never considered that they were oblig-

" |ed to invest their resgerve or any por-

tion of it in outside securities, and
they have been advised by eminent
counsel that they have a perfec: right
to invest it in their own business, and
Mr. Justice Maclennan, in his judg:-
ment in the appeal case, says that
“apart from his right to a reduction
of price, a consumer has no right
whatever to interfere in the internal
affairs of the company.” '

The investment of a portion of this
reserve in the company’s business has
been hinquestionably to the advantags
both of the gas consumer and the
company, because thereby the profits
of the company have been ine ed,
and as a consequence the reservéalso,
the interest to the consumer being
that after the reserve reaches 50 per
cent. of the paid-up capital stock of the
company all additional profits must
be carried to a Special surplus acéount,
which, when it equals 5 cents per
thousand cubic feet upon the quantity
of gas sold during the preceding year,
will render it obligatory upon the
company to reduce the price of gas
for the current year by at least §
cents per thousand.

Advantage of Investpient of the Reserve
in the Compan)’s Bujiness,

In October, 1895, the following,

Messrs. Clarkson & Cross’ report
was verified by Mr. Walter 8. Lee,
Managing Director of the Western
Canada Loan and Savings Co.,, and
by Mr. A. Rutherford, Manager Can-
ada Landed and Naxional Tnvestment
Company,

Any unprejudiced person must see
the advantage, both to the company
and the consumers, of investing the
company's funds where they will earn
the highest rate of Interest, consist-
ently withd security. Had the whole
of the ‘resérve been invested in de-
bentures, the’ company would not have
received mere than 4 per cent. per
annum, while it would have had to
jssue additienal capital stock t) 'pay
for the plant required, upon which it
would have had to pay the stock-
holders nearly six’per cent.

Therefore the investment of the re-
serve in the Company’s business, in-
Istead of in debentures, is about the
last thing fhat should have been com-
plained of, in the interest of the gas
consumers. '

Large Propertiien of Reserve Contributed
by the Stockholders.

It might be mentioned here that' of
this reserve, regarding which so much
| has been-said, the sum of $538,340.19
| was pald by the Stockkholders as pre-
!mium on stock, purchased by them at
‘public auction under the Act of 1887, and
was not in any way contributed by
gas consumers. Instead of receiving 10
per cent., as is generally supposed, the
purchasers of the $700,000 of stock is-
-sued sin¢e 1887 are thus receiving but
5.65 per cemt., a rate which cannot be
increased. :

| Writing off for Depreciation,

The other principal charge made
against the Company- is writing off
certain sums from time to time for
depreciation,

There can be no questioh as to the
propriety—indeed, the duty—of writing
off valueless assets and of reducing
depreciated assets to their true value;
otherwise the company’s financial
position would be misrepresented. The
only ground for complaint, then, could
be the writing off of more or less than
a proper amount for this purpose.
Surely those having the management
of the company are the best qualified
to judge as to the value of their as-
sets, and the directors affirm that
tnothing has been written off that they
(did not feel fully justified in writing
off, after a careful valuation had been
made and actual losses and deprecia-
tion truly ascertained.; . As is custom-
ary in every business, these items of
i depreciation have been gh&rged against
the profit and loss accofint of the com-
!pany, there being no ether legitimate
means of dealing with them.

Judgment of the Courts.

With regard to the judgment given
by Mr. Justice Ferguson, in the John-
{ston suit, the representations made in
certain quarters that this judgment
declares that the Gas Company owes
to the consumers the fabulous sums of
money claimed in Mr. Auditor Hughes’
\reports are without the slightest
 fourrdation in fact. It merely declaresg
ithat the plaintiffs (Johnston et  al)
| were entitled to an account front the
{defendants, of their dealings with the
| moneys received by them, which ac-
|count th€ directors know would show
|a very different result from that claim-
led by Mr. Hughes. However, that de-
| cision Kas been reversed by the Court
|of Appell, and the following is an ex-
tract fgom the judgment of Mr. Jus-
tice Rose, one of the appellate judges
in_3§fé case. :

**Not only does it not appear,
as pointed out by our learned
brother Maclennan, that the
plaintiffs (Johnston et al) have
paid any sum in excess of what
was properly chargeable, but
it does appear that reductions
have been made, whkich pos-
sibly and probably have given
the plaintiffs more than they
were entitled to on any view
of the facts as alleged by
them.”

Relative Prices of Gay and Reduction
- Made. - s

A circular recently issued by the
company, and placed in the hands of
all gas oonmmtloematli\;eo a list °§
prices gharged for gas a number o
the la.r{br American cities, from which
it will have been seen that gas is now
supplied in Toronto at a lower rate
than in any other city on the con-
tinent, with the exception of one or
}f° pl&qes where the circumstances

e entirely exceptional.” The price in
Toronto is 30 cents lower than in the
City of Montreal, 10 ¢ents lower than
in Philadelphia (where the price has
only recently been reduced to' $1.00
and where the muniéipal corporation
operates the works), and is relatively
lower than the price of 80 cents per
thousand charged in Cleveland, as,
although gas is 90 cents in Toronto, the
differénce in the price of coal alone
gives Cleveland &n advantage over
Toronto equal to 18 cents per thousand
feet of gas made.

It might here be stated that sinee
1883, when. the price was $1.756 net per
thousand, the company has voluntarily
made filve reductions, the price now
charged (90 cents) being but a trifle
over one-half the price charged in
1883, while the illuminating power of
the gas is twenty-five per cent. high-
er, and this while the company pays
nearly $24,000 per annum in taxes and
over $6000 per annum for gas and meter
inspection.

At the price at which the company
is now selling gas, the directors do not
expect this year to be able to earn
!more than their limited dividend and
ithe actual running ‘expenses of the
company. s

It might also be stated that while
[the law only requires the company to
furnish a 16-candle gas, it has been
{actually supplying 20 candleg and over.

The directors believe that the public
‘must also apreciate the fact that as
the dividends are limited by Act of
Parliament, and can be no further
distribution of profits to the stock-
holders, they can have neo interest in
accumulating a larger amount of re-
serve than the law allows.

Offer tor an independent Andit.

Ag to the charge of dishonest and
ugsound bookkeeping made in the
city’s special auditor’s last report, as
published, the manager of the com-
pany in his letter in The Globe of the
22nd ult. has most clearly shown upon
‘what @& baseless foundation such a
‘charge rests, In view of the state-
ments made by the said auditor, the
company on the 29th ult, demanded- of
the Mayor and City Council an, In-
vestigation by independent auditors of
the charges made, and at the saine
+tiime they offered to defray all the ex-
penses of such investigation. So far no
assent has been glven to this proposal.

Charceal Blast Furnaees.

Bditor World: Your paper of ldte
published some correspondence per-
taining to iron and steel. I have seen
a at many charcoal blast furnaces
|and I worked four years at a charcoal
furnace plant at Shelby Iron Works,
|Shelby, Ala. A description of it might
be of interest to some of your readers.
Charcoal iron has been made in the
Southern States for a long time. The
most of the furnaces are on the line
of the East Tennessee, Virginia and
{Georgia Rallway. They are all pros-
;perous concerns and their owners are
sald to be wealthy. To begin with, a
(charcoal furnace is a backwoods affair
and cannot be compared to a coke fur-
naee:. Thesconditions are different: The
Shelby furnaces (there are two) were
started first in 1843, and have been
run continuously eince, with the ex-
ception of about two years. They were
destroyed in 1864 by the federal army
and were rebuilt in 1866, The Shelby
Iron Company own 40,000 acres of land
and mine the ore and cut the wood for
charcoal on the property. They also
have a lime quarry. They furnish free
cottages to the ployes, - also free
schools and churches. A more content-
ed little town could net be found any-
where, The belt of country where
these furnaces are located is not much
good for farming, and the timber is al-
lowed to grow and produces a ecrop
every twelve years or so.

Charcoal as a blast furnace fuel is
far superior to coke. The iron sells for
$4 to $6 per ton more. The cost of pro-
duction is more, but not very much.
It wguld be very hard to get the cor-.
rect cost, for conditions differ; also
the amount of charcoal that is requir-
ed to produce a ton of iron. Different
kinds of wood make different kinds of
charcoal. Seéventy bushels of birch
would equal 100 bushels of pine char-
coal. The southern furnaces get char-
coal for about 6 1-2c. There was a
furnace at Duluth that made iron and
paid 10c-and 1lc¢ per bushel.  Salis-
bury, Conn., made charcoal iron and
paid 15c a bushel €or charcoal. From
70 to 85 bushels is the amount required
to produce a ton of foundry  iron.
Bessemer iron could be made with less,
Now, if ore and wood could be got to-
gether in Ontario it ought to be a
paying business, no. matter where it
was' located. Brown hematite is the
variety of ore used for foundry iron.

At the present time there would be
no market for Bessemer iron, nor
would there be if stee] was not made,
If all the steel and iron that is used
in Canada was made here it would be
a blessing to the country and there
is no reason why it could not be made
in Ontario just as well as anywhere,
else. Ags far as fuel is concerned, we
have plenty. Coa] oil is as cheap as
coal, and it is said we have plent¥
of it. Coal oil is used for fue]
as far west as QGalesburg, 11, 195
miles west of Chicago. The iron and
stee] works around Chlcago use it in
preference to 'coal.

Now, if Canada made her own iron
and steel, it could keep the young
Canadiang at home. They have to go
to the States to make a_living. Chi-
cago alone hes 60,000 Canadians. If
other cities have them in proportion
there are more Canadians in the
States than in Canada. °

Would it not be better for the Gov-
ernment to give its attention to ‘the
making of iron and steel than go hunt-
ing up immigrants in Europe and
bringing them to e country that the
people themselves are leaving by
thousands every year?

The making of iron and steel would
bring immigrants, and they would not
need assistance, nor be in need of an
escort. Would it not be better to pay
a bounty on Canada-made steel rails
than go to a foreign market for them?
Would it not be better for the Govern-
ment to protect and bonus an industry
that would keep Canada for Canadians
than to make it a market for foreign
ironmasters?

Mr. Morgan of Delhi, Norfolk County, a
well-known exporter of eggs to the Old
Country, has sent out the following ecireus
lar, which Is worthy of careful perusal and
consideration by farmers and egg dedlers :

** You will, I know, pardon me for offer-
ing these few remarks, since I am doing it
for our mutual bepefit. As you are nu
doubt aware, we have only one market In
which to dispose of our surplus stock, l.e.,
that of the. British Islés, and, in order io
be able to compete in those markets, which
are open to the whole world, we must first
produce the quality desired, viz. : Eggs
that will average up 114 1bs. to the dozen ;
secondly, the eggs wmust be clean and have
a bright appearance. This can easily be
done by keeping clean straw in the nests.
Eggs should be gathered daily, and kept in
a cool, dry room, not in a cellar, which is
the worst of all places. "They should be
marketed at least once each week, and
storekeepexs should e more care In

Tax Reférm League.
