Strike Breakers Accused of “ Bhoot- 
1 Ing up” TMelr Own Caboose.
BROCKVILLE, Aug. 1—(Special.)— 

The conductor of a freight train, which 
pulled into Brockville from the east 
last night, reported that several shots 
had been fired at the caboose In the 
vicinity of Bartholotnew-street cross­
ing, entering the town, and as evidence 
pointed to two bullet holes thru 'two 
windows, one on each side of the car. 
It was also claimed that-A-rock was 
crashed thru thé glass dbdr at the rear 
of the caboose.

A- close examihatipn of the caboose 
‘throws some doubt oh the reliability 
of the story. This view Is shared In 
by the police and others who have 
taken the pains to -Investigate. .Ghtcf- 
Burke and Constable Jacksôn visited 
the caboose this morning. In the first 
place there is not', a particle d’f shat­
tered glass to be found on the Inside 
of the caboose, which the bullets 
might be expected to carry thru, were 
the shots fired from the outside.

One bullet is alleged to have entered 
one window and passed thru the win­
dow on the opposite side in abêtit ex­
actly- the same place; which is also 
quite* improbable, as the party in 
charge of the gun rriusf have been 
standing in the ditch a considerable 
distance below the track, making it 
Impossible, to fire a sho.t thru on the 
level. Then, again, Constable Jackson 
found a buRçt mark on the Inside of 
the van, entered from an angle of the 
cupola, and some distance away from, 
the nearest window. He searched the 
van thoroly, also the occupants, and 
discovered two 38-callbre bullets in a 
grip, which fitted picely with the holes 
in the windows, and also .the bullet 
hole- in the woodwork. There was -no 
trace of a revolver, and the .occupants 
disclaimed all knowledge of thé two 
Bullets in question, saying the valise 
was in the caboose at the time -they 
took possession of it. They denied 
that the shots were fired: from the in­
side.

mon employment which has there been 
utilized to Its utmost capacity and has 
developed scandals in accident Iltiga- 1 
tlon that outdo those of the uni­
formed chancery procedure of Eng­
land.

In .1880 the doctrine of common em­
ployment was first relaxed in Britain, 
but only a* regards certain specified 
cases. The scope of this remedial ■ 
measure was enlarged in 1897 and In 
1900 made applicable to agricultural 
laborers. Six years later came the 
act now tn force, which makes com­
pensation compulsory In all occupa­
tions where the employment is by 
way of manual labor, clerical and do­
mestic work or otherwise,' and: re­
quires returns to be made by 
ployers, in such industries as the 
secretary of state may direct, of the 
number of Injury cases, the compen­
sation paid and such further particu­
lars as may be required.

The returns for 1908 include seven 
groups of Industries, the employes 
covered being in factories, £.500,000; 
docks, 67,929; mining, 1,047,862; con- 
structural work, 127,106, and on rail­
ways, 396,881. Compensation was paid1 
both In fatal, and disablement cases, 
while 24 kinds of industrial disease 
are now Included under the Work­
men’s Compensation Act. During 1908 
there were 2056 cases of disablement 
and 26 cases of death thru industrial 
disease, the great majority occurring 
in the mining industries. There were 
421 instances of lead poisoning, 15 of 
arsenic poisoning, 20 of chronic poison­
ing, and 10 cases of compressed air 
Illness. The act has undoubtedly been 
of great benefit to the working classes, 
and does not seem to have resulted 
inequitably to employers who have 
very generally protected themselves by 
insurance.

Guelph has long promised to be one 
of. the most Important points in Onta­
rio, and the strike has emphasized the 
necessity of a more direct connection 
between it and the nearest big manu­
facturing centre, which happens to be 
Hamilton. An vagitation in Guelph 
has had the effect of bringing a C. P-

these will bear' fruit.

: An official story of the circumstances 
which led up to the discovery at the 
body of Mrs. Crlppen In the cellar of 
t’he house in HMldmp-crescent was Is­
sued from Scotian# Yard. This ls *n 
unprecedented departure Cor the police 
authorities, who at the end of the 
statement emphasized their desire that 
toe public will do their utmost to as­
sist in discovering the whereabouts 
of the missing man and woman:

Mrs. Cora Crlppen, otherwise Belle 
Elmore, Mackamotekl, an American 
lady and music hall artist, was mar­
ried some years ago In New York to 
an American doctor named Hawley 
Harvey Crlppen, alias Peter Crlppen, 
alias- Franckel, who for some years 
represented Munyon’s remedies in Lon­
don, was connected with the Drouet 
Institute, and has latterly carried on 
a dental business at AlMon House, 
New ôxford-street.-as the Yale Tooth 
Specialist.

Mrs. Crlppen was a charming lady 
and was Very popular in the music, 
kail world, and was hon. secretary to 
the Music Hall Ladles’ Guild. They 
have' been In England for sortie years, 
And for the past four years they have 
resided, apparently very happily, at 89 
Hilld-rop-crescent, Camden-road.

On Féb. 2 last Crlppen circulated the 
report that Sirs. Crippen had left for 
America to transact business. Later 
on he Said that he had received In­
formation from America that she was 
seriously Ml with pneumonia, and later 
still that she was dead and had been 
cremated near San Francisco, and that 
toe ashes were on toe way to him.

Altho her friénds were not satisfied 
with Crtppen’s story, they did not In­
form the poMce until June 30 last, 
when a lady and gentleman friend of 
hers came to New Scotland Yard and 
gave Information as to her myster­
ious disappearance to Superintendent _ 
Freest and Chief Inspector Dew.

Every possible enquiry was made by 
the latter, who not being satisfied as 
to Mrs. Orippen’s death Interviewed 
Crlppen, who admitted that all his 
former stories were Incorrect, and that 
lie had a quarrel wit-h his wife, who 
had gone away, saying that she should 
never see him again, and he believed 
she had gone to America.
