THIRTY-EIGHTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

FElangelical Society of La Grande Ligne.

In presenting to this Board, and to our Christian friends gen-
erally,the 38th Annual Report of this Society, there is in connection
with our work a thought most promin2nt in our mind, which is this :
We live in a year of religious revivals, a year of the Lord, when
His almighty Spirit is gathering thousands of souls into the fold of
Christ. But from what sphere of the human family are they
gathered ? They are gathered from that sphere where Christianity
prevails, and still more accurately from that portion of Christendom
where the Bible is most intimately known,—we mean Protestant
states, churches and communities. While this is taking place on a
large scale, there is only the superstitious semblance of religious
revivals in that corrupted Christianity which is called Roman
Catholicism, such as organized pilgrimages to supposed miraculous
springs & d to spots of supernatural revelations, especially of
the Virgia Mary, who has now become the factotum of the Papal
Church; but we do not hear of revivals that change the heart
and the moral life of communities,—such a thing is not known there.

We know that hundreds of missionaries are at work in heathen
lands, that their labors are blessed to the salvation of many souls;
still the number of those who are brought to a saving knowledge
of Jesus is as yet but tae drops before the shower. The mass remain
as it were untouched, though we know it is permeated by Christian
ideas and the principles of Christian civilization. Great revivals
of religion take place, chiefly in the midst of evangelical com-
munities, and only draw a few from the outside world. There is just
here in the teachings of history and experience a lesson for us to
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learn, aid a most cheering éncouragement to our
paring larger spiritual results for those who will «
labors.” Whilst our chiof aim is to
saving knowledge of Christ, the t:ut
beyond the narrow circlo of our immediate enterprise. Far be it
from us indeed to limit the power of the almighty Spirit of our
God, but we see in all the history of the advance of Christianity
conversions following the work of long continued preparation,
The Spirit of God comes to kindle the souls of men where the fuel
is prepared to burn, This has been our ever repeated experience
in the limited sphere of our labors ; and the history of the past
year has been & confirmation of thisrule. Of the thirty young people
who through our labors have during the yoar made g profession of
religion by baptism, twenty-four were pupils from our Institutions :
that is precisely those who have been more directly and more
constantly under evangelical training and influence, and also the
more immediate objects of oup prayers and Christian solicitude,
The results of the work of Evangelization in the different stations
have not been so cheering because we have not had laborers
enough, and sufficiently qualified, to push that work with all the
zeal and energy it requires. However, had we
this result to eéncourage us in our labors and to Justify our expen-
sive Institutions, we should yet feel that we have enough of God’s
approval to stimulate us to pursue with gratefulness and Jjoy the
great work of preparation for others, Indeed, twenty-four young
men and women going out in the world as decided Christians js a
sufficient incentive to renewed efforts in the same good cause.
We are happy to say that there are many other items of interest in
other departments of ouy work, especially in Montrea] and in the
township of Les): .

restraint put upon them, Man Y whose names
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daclared themselves Protestants under the labors of Messrs.
Chiniquy, Cyr, Williams, Smith and Patenaude, in the United
States, we recognised as former pupils in our Institutions, or as
persons that had been made acquainted with the truth by some one
of our Missionaries. This proves what we have often affirmed,
that we are laboring for this whole continent. May the Lord
enlarge our minds to understand ard emkbrace this work in all
its magnitude, and in spite of all the difficulties with which it is
beset.

It is surrounded with cifficulties, especially on account of the
errors that centuries of superstitious training have woven into the
tissue of a Roman Catholic’s belief. All religious errors in that
system are distorted evangelical truths. Did not Christ say to
Peter: ¢ Whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven ?” To a Roman Catholic mind it means, however strongly
you may prove that the Pope of Rome and the Apostle Peter are
not the same person, that the former has the power to make new
dogmas. Did not Christ say to His apostles : ¢ Whose soever sins ye
remit they are remitted unto them ?” Well, that proves, without a
shadow of a doubt, auricular confession. Did not Christ say : “ This
is my body,” holding in His hand the bread of the last supper ?
And elsewhere : “ Verily, verily, I say unto you :" except ye eat the
flesh o." the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you ?”
Yes, and you may repeat as much as you please Christ’'s own
explanation of those words: " It is the spirit that quickeneth, the
flesh profiteth nothing ; the words that I speak unto you, they are
spirit and they are life,” yet you have not gained an inch of ground
in the conviction of your opponent. Until you have spiritualised his
mina, symbols will remain in his carnal mind the very embodiment
of spiritual power. Should we not then with all our might labor
to spread the knowledge of a pure Gospel in the midst of this
stupendous and debasing caricature of it ?

GRANDE LIGNE INSTITUTE.
Mr. Rossier, the Principal, writes :—
The school was opened on the 15th of October, and continued in
full activity until the 1st of May, with forty-three pupils, of whom

thirty-eight were boarders and five day pupils. All were under
the tuition of myself, Mr. Pasche and Miss Stevens, the English

teacher. Seldom have we seen the Institute filled with so many
earnest and advanced pupils. At an early date in the season
was felt thc happy influence of a few converted pupils, and it con-
tinued to increase in the whole school, so that about mid-winter
a genuine revivai took place. Thirteen of our young men were con-
verted, and a good number of others became serious under the
gracious vigitation of the Lord. As there isno suitable accommoda-
tion for the ordinance of baptism during winter at Grande Ligne, it
was resolved to bring them to Montreal, where they were baptised
‘n company with ten pupils of the Feller Institute, who had also
been brought to a saving knowledge of Jesus ahout the same time.

While the ordinance was administered by the senior missionary,
Mr. Roussy of Grande Ligne, and by Mr. Lafleur, of Montreal,
there were were many rilent tears of joy and tharkfuiness among
the beholders of the scene, #nd we dr ubt not, that ina higher and
purer sphere there also was joy unspeakable and full of glory
among the angels of God who rejoice at the conversion of a
single sinner. A result :rch as this ought to be a sufficient
incentive to the friends of this cause to prosecute their work with
still more vigour, remembering that if it had not been for the
Gospel made known unto them not one half of those«pupils would
now have been able even toread. After a collation kindly pro-
vided by a friend of St. Catherine Street Baptist church, where
they had been baptised, the happy converts returned to their
respective Institutions.

The Examinations took place on the 28th of April, and were in
every respect satisfactory. Every one could be convinced on
hearing them that our system of education is based on raticnal
principles rather than on empty aspirations towards fashionable
and superficial accomplishments, our aim being to prepare our
young men 1o use their temporal a.d spiritual talents with
becoming modesty and naturalness.

We must add that a few of those young brethren have shown
a disposition for evangelistic work. Twb of them were employed
as evangelists durirg their vacations, a third has entered the
University of Burlington, Vermont, with a view to devote himself
to the Ministry, whilst a fourth was suddenly called away in the
prime of life, sayingto us: “ Watch.” After three months of vaca-
tion, during which extensive repairs have been made to the main
building of the Institute, in October last we again opened our
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school with as many pupils as the preceding year, and many of
them give us good hopes by their intellectual as well as spiritual
dispositions. In the case of several of them we notice a serious-
ness which recalls to our minds the happy days of last winter. We
are working and praying in faith that the Lord will shew us again
that our labor is not in vain.

W are sorry to say that our senior missionary, Mr. Roussy, is
still in feeble health, and has been for some time confined to the
house. 'Thers is nothing of much importsace in the station out-
side the house. During the year the church has lost a few more
of its members by emigration, and their nlaces have not yet been
filled.

FELLER INSTITUTE.

In the Report of last year we were obliged to confess that some
of our pupils, the most edvanced intellectually, manifested an
unusug resistance to spiritual influence, but before the Report
was printed the power of the Lord was felt in our midst, turning
the disobedient to the wisdom of the just, adding to the Church by
Baptism ten of these dear pupils, and thus greatly comforting and
rejoicing the hearts of their parents, teachers and friends. Most
of these are not with us this year, but we commit them all, absent
and present, with perfect assurance to the care of the Shepherd
and Bishop of our souls, to guide, strengthen and sanctify them.

In spite of difficulties of all kinds, that had, at times, nearly
overwhelmed us during the academical year, the public examin-
ations held in May gave general satisfaction. A French gentleman
connected with a literary institution in Montreal was so much
pleased with all that he saw and heard on the occasion that he felt
he must do something to encourage us, and as he is highly gifted as
a painter, he has since painted for and given to this Institute a
gvand portrait of our venerable Mme. Feller. Our friends will, no
doubt, be gratified to hear that a week before the examinations
eleven of our pupils had been awarded diplomas as ieachers by
the Protestant Board of Schcol Commissioners, six obtaining
diplomas for French only,and five for I'rench and English. Several
of these taught schooi during the vacations, two or three are doing
s0 still, and three have come back to us to go on with their studies
for a superior degree.
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The Institute re-opened on the 12th of October.,
now 35 pupils, coming from 21 different localities,
larger number hag applied for admission, but could not be accepted
chiefly because they were too young. There is evidently a need
for a preparatory Training school for boys and girls below the age
of thirteen. Qur pupils are divided into four classes, studying,
according to their state of mental development, Reading, Spelling
and Grammar, both in French and in English, Writing, Arithmetic,
Geography, History of Canada, Drawing, Music, Vocal and
Instrumental, Composition and Declamation. 1,0 Superior class
studies besides,Algebm, Geometry, Bookkeeping, the Elements of

Literature, the History of France and of England, and Pedagogy.
But the Holy Scriptures, both as the history of the dealings of
God with sinful man, and as the only divinely inspired source of
religious knowledge, are the study of studies. All the pupils take,
besides, a large share in household work, and learn needlework,
crochet, &c,

Thus far we have not been visited by any dan
or by death, as has been the case with sister schools, unconnecteqd
with this Society ; the health of our pupils being, thank God,
very good, they have been able to study hard and well. Fouy
of them are preparing for the Model School diploma,
eight or ten of thejy Companions, stimulated by their success last
spring, earnestly struggle to be found worthy, in their turn, to
be admitted into the noble army of Teachers ;
to encourage them in that direction
our deep conviction that every true woman is, by nature, a
divinely appointed teacher, but also because it prepares them
for any position Which may be offered unto them in aftep life,
and will enable them, at any time, to take charge of oup
country or city schools, give them the right to have thejr share in
the Government School Fund, and will also qualify some of them
to accept, at least for a while, positions ag governesses, French
teachers in English or American Protestant families, schools op
seminaries. But there is 4 very serious drawback to oup efforts
in giving our young women a superior 4nd really useful education,

it is the shortness of our academical year, occasioned by our too
limited income, AR jf that energetic and noble woman, Mme,
Feller, was stil] living, we are sure she would make a desperate

ought to be done now for the cause of education in this rising
country. Who, among her foi .er friends and co-laborers, will
undertake what she can no longer do ?
We have every reason to be proud of the flock of young women
who, this winter, have come to try to learn the stern duties of
ife. A good many of them are already members of the Christian
Church, and they generally behave in a manner worthy of their
nigh calling ; several show by their words and conduct that they
are not far from the Kingdom of God; a few remain indifferent,
and allow the good seed to be withered away, or choked, or caught
away from them; nevertheless one thing is sure: the Lord is
with us at times, and even in our family worship. we hear as “ &
shaking of the dry bones,”
whispering, Fear not, be ye strong, yea, be strong. Therefore shall
we rot fear, but try to believe and cry: Arise, O Lord, and plead
ine own cause among our pupils.

MONTREAL STATION.

Through the liberality of the owners of the neat place of worship
at the corner of Dorchester and Hanover streets, where we have
now assembled for more than a year, we are continuing our Sun-
day services. The chapel is nicely filled every Lord’s day with
a most attentive audience, composed at times of a good nunber
of Roman Catholics, and never without a few of them. Among
them are young men of intelligence and culture who are gently
drawn in to love the truth, and we hope to trust alone in Him who
is the way, the truth and the life. Among the regular hearers for
five or six Sundays past we have had a Sister of Charity, for many
years at the head of an orphanage in New York. Inseveral inter-
views with her Mr. Lafleur has found her an honest seeker after the
truth, with a clear and strong mind, and a pure heart. She has al-
ready renounced for ever conventual life, and utterly disbelieves
the doctrine of infallibility and most of the doctrines of the Church
of Rome, in opposition to the Gospel, but still holds to the name
“Catholic " by the mysterious fascination that name possesses for
those who have been brought up in the Roman Church, She herself
says that the mystic element of religion has never had much influ-
ence on her nature. And when she was told that she would lose all
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dread of leaving the Church if she once could say with Paul.
“The spirit of God bears witness with our spirits that we are the
children of God, " she replied, “ That is what T need to give me real
peace of mind, but I never had that witness in me, I must pray, we
must pray to obtain it,” and we knelt down to pray together. There
are three other cases of much interest. One of a highly educated
young Frenchman, a former officer in Bazaine's army, who
regularly attends our services, and has entirely abandoned the
Church of Rome. At one of our recent services he said to Mp.
Lafleur : “ What T most wished after the solemn, touching words I
listened to was to go back to my room for quiet meditation and
prayer.”

Another young man, belonging to a good French (anadian
family, was led to the truth by attending the meetings of
the Young Men’s Christian Association, and has been a frequent
attendant at our French services, He has had several interviews
with the pastor, who has lent him French books lnaring on the
questions that most occupied his mind, Having been severely
tried by the stern bigotry of his relatives, and constantly pursued
by Jesuit priests who follow him from one place to another,
he has until now remained firm, and bids fair to become an earnest
Christian.

A man in the prime of life and ina very different social posi-
tion, a poor driver, formerly addicted to drink, was led during the
meetings of the Evangelical Alliance to hear the truth as it is
in Jesus; as he could understand English as well as French he
followed the services in both languages. Without being a con-
verted man his feelings were deeply wrought upon, and he lef
drinking and has not touched liquor since. But as if his new sin-
cerity needed to be tried, having lost his situation on accountof his
new conviction, he went.to work on the wharf where he met with an
accident that confined him to his house and to his bed for several
weeks. His Catholic wife had to bear the whole burden of pro-
viding for their small family, and of course reproached him for
having lost his situation on account of his new ideas. We visited
him, but thought it a delicate matter to lend help in such circum-
stances ; we had however to do it, seeing their crying wants. At the
same time we said to the woman, “ Would you not prefer to see
your husband a Protestant, and a sober, honest, industrious man,
‘ather than a Catholic drunkard, and shiftless fellow ?”  She said

.
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that probably it would be better, and she would wait for the proof.
Since that time we have seen her repeatedly at our services. The
power of the blessed Gospel asserts itself sometimes when we least
expect it. A very intelligent young man, a great reader, who has
been brought up a Protestant,and who had imbibed infidel views, by
reading Renan’s, Larroque’s and Lanfrey’s works, said to his Chris-
tian, praying mother the other day on returning from a united
cervicowe had on Christmas day :  After all, 1 begin to think that
I am mistaken, that I have been led astray by those authors, and
that the Christian religion is true.”

While we are writing this, Montreal is quite stirred up by
the preaching of 1Mr. Chiniquy whom to hear or to oppose,
hundreds follow from one church to “uwother. A strong police
force was necessary to keep the people quiet during the two last
meetings. At the last one several hundred Roman Catholics pre-
sent seemed to listen very attentively to the rude homethrusts of
the former priest and renowned temperance preacher among
them. It is difficult to say as yet how much of real interest
there may be in the mind of many among the disturbers for the
truth of the Gospel. There may be many thirsty and anxious
souls in that turbulent crowd. The future will soon show us if
this upheaving is of the Lord, or only the effervescence of human
passion about religion. May we ere long be able to say: It is the
Lord, it is the Lord.

STE. MARIE DE MONNOIR.

This village and large parish are rapidly progressing. In view
of the railway which is being built, and in afew months will con-
nect them with Montreal, three factories have already sprung up.
This gives more and more importance to this Mission station,
where we have a nice chapel in the prettiest part of the village,
and several respectable families belonging to our little body of
believers. Our labors here have been at times a source of much
spiritual joy, as one by one, and family after family have been
brought to the faith of the Gospel. while our patience oftentimes
has been tried in seeing our membership decrease by emigration.
During the last year alone we sorrowfully parted with eighteen
persons who left the place. We know that our loss is the gain of
others, and that our converts do not abandon the cause of the
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truth in leaving us, for they help in forming small necleuses else-
where, or join other churches where other missionaries are labor-
ing among their countrymen. During the past year the pastor,
Rev. T. Riendeau, was absent most of the time in the interest of
the Mission, both in Great Britain and in the Province of Ontario.
In his absence, Mr. T, Brouillet, formerly at Grande Ligne, sup-
plied the pulpit and the pastorate. The sudden death of a young
man who had been converted in the Grande Ligne Institute last
winter, and the son of a prominent French Canadian Protestant of
the village, was the occasion of a deeply interesting scene. Qut of
respect for the family_of our deceased young brother, but stil]
more, we are convinced, with the desire to hear the Gospel
preached on this solemn occasion, the chapel was filled to its
utmost by the most respectable Catholic families of the village
and a breathless silenc: pervaded the audience,

Since his return the pastor has resumed his accustomed labors
among his own people, and has had several occasions to speak of
the riches of the Gospel of grace to poor souls trying tosave them-
selves by their imperfect works, Of the former, two women who
were afraid to die and appear bafore God were happy to hear our
missionary opening unto them the surs way of salvation as it is in
Christ.

ST. PIE,

Aftler the departure of our brother, Rev. A.L. Therrien, for Buy-
lington, his brother Octave supplied his place in the measure the
feeble state of his health permitted. In reading his conscientious
and humble report, we are Pleased to notice several items of interest
which we were not prepared to look for, as we were under the
impression that the field was somewhat neglected, The meetings
on Sunday and on week days have been generally held ; in his
frequent visits to the scattered Protestant families, numerous oc-
casions were afforded him to converse with Roman Catholics at
St. Pie, St. Valerien, Roxton Pond and Maple Ridge. On those
occasions he was often told by Roman Catholics: “ We are happy
to hear this; come again, come again, and we shall come also to
meet you ; thank you very much for your good instruction.” One
said, “I want to hear that again before I die.” A young man,
who a few years ago had received a New Testament from the
missionary at Roxton, is now g regular attendant at our meetings.

One fact I wish especially to notice. A young person who was
converted during the winter in the Feller Institute, and baptized
in Montreal, has such a desire to make her Saviour known that
she devotes a portion of her Sundays in reading the Scriptﬁ; es to
her Roman Catholic neighbors who receive her very kindly. It is
due to her zeal that we have been enabled to zontinue our work
of evangelization in that neighborhood.

ROXTON POND.

We must acknowledge that this impcrtant field has been some-
what neglected since the departure of our brother, A. L.Therrien,
to Burlington, Vermont, it being ieft to the care of Mr. O. Therrien
whose health did not allow him to work it effectively. Mr,
Maillard, our enlporteur, residing there, having resolved to labor
in the United States, we called on Brother T. Brouillet, who had
done good service at St. Mary’'s during the pastor’s. absence in
Europe, to take charge of this field and do his best to revive the
work in the midst of many difficulties, such as depletion by emi-
gration, and the fearful ravages of diseases which in one family
alone carried away seven members, all of them exemplary Chris-
tian young men. Last summer, in the month of August, in con-
nection with our Methodist brethren laboring in that field, some of
our laborers attended a grove meeting, where they had the privi-
lege of preaching the blessed gospel of the grace of God to more
than three hundred French Canadian Protestants, most of whom
but a few years ago were Roman Catholics. Those meetings were
held three successive Sundays with increasing interest. We trust
that good has come out of it, and that our laborer in those parts
will find his soul refreshed, that he may in turn be a blessing tc
others. o

SOUTH ELY.

During the first part of the year this station was occupied by
Rev. J. Letcurncau, and in the summer months by our young
brother Alois Rossier, one of our Grande Ligne students, who has
made up his mind to spend his life in the service of his Master.
His first attempt thus alone in a large field was cordially greeted
by the French Protestant converts, and welcome by not a few
of the Roman Catholic families. While thus engaged, our young
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brother found it very beneficial to his own soul to come in contact
with that kind of work in which his heart and life will soon be
entirely engaged. It was with renewed zeal and need that he
went back to the Institute, feeling how much more knowledge he
had to acquire in order to be prepared for such a difficult task.

In the Autumn, a Mr. Jousse, an E rangelist from France,
went to occupy this field. From what we hear of his labors, we
expect much good from them, and that a new voice and a new
way of approaching that population will insure new blessings
to many.

MONTGOMERY.

This station comprises about fifty Protestant Canadian families
grouped in a small valley of the Green Mountains, Unable to
procure a missionary since I left in October, 1873, they have re-
mained the principal object of my missionary care, outside of my
local engagements at Grande Ligne. I have visited them regularly
once a month; they have joyfully paid the expenses of my visits
there, and I am happy to say that each visit has been to me a source
of encouragement; the number of hearers was so large they crowded
the chapel, now much too small to contain all. On two different
occasions I had the pleasure of baptizing seven new converts, the
fruits of prayer meetings spontaneously held in my absence.
Among those recent converts was an old woman of 74, having at
a very late hour oflife, through the Minding errors of Romanism,
reached the light of the Gospel. With what Joy she received
salvation by grace! She was very desirous of seeing me in order
to be baptized, and though oppressed by infirmities, and living
near the top of the mountain, she managed to be conveyed to
the house of friends living near the chapel one Saturday afternoon,
praying the Lord that I might come that day. Tarrived, indeed,
to satisfy her great desire; and she was baptized in the presence
of a considerable crowd, a large portion of whom were Roman
Catholics who evidently were muci surprised at her courage.
The most skeptical of them could not but acknowledge that
nothing short of a sincere conviction that she was doing the will
of God could sustain a person so infirm in the performance of that
duty. From that time some of our American brethren have
occasionally visited the field, and have certainly imparted edific-
ation to those who understand English. But this is not the case

with the more aged members of the flock, nor the majority of the
others. To make pastoral visits at their homes is the difficult
duty, though the most urgent need of those families scattered on
the mountains. Just now the sick and needy are neglected.

LA PIGEONNIERE.

This extensive field has been worked for the past few months
by the Rev.J. Letourneau, who finds it very difficult in this
severe winter to circulate from one place to another. Our brother
is nevertheless encouraged in this arduous task by the kindness
of the French Protestant converts, and the readiness of some
Roman Catholic families to listen to the truth of the gospel. For
a time hopes were entertained of a serious defection in the Roman
(Catholic population in the Parish of St. P., where some of our
Protestant families reside. In accordance with established usage,
the bishop in concert with the parish priest decided that a new
church should be built instead of fepairing the old one, and the
parish being assessed to an enormous amount for that purpose,
the people at first resisted the bishop’s behest. The parish priest,
being somewhat obnoxious to the parishioners, was removed,
another one placed in his stead, and the new church is to be built,
while the people, accustomed to submit, will only grumble a little
while, and then enter once more into the shadow of that ecclesi-
astical authority so favorable to the peace of mind enjoyed in
spiritual lethargy. In the mean time we must “ watch and pray.”

LESLIE.

This interesting field, by reason of its great distance from the
other stations of the Mission, can only be visited by our laborers
during the summer months. In the absence of our missionaries
our dear brother, F. Pelletier, who, at the age of 35 came to spend
the winter months at Grande Ligne to acquire a little more in-
struction in order to devote it to his Master’s cause, in moments
of leisure from work, has been the strength and stay of the breth-
ren here. He has done his utmost for the edification of the little
flock, and has been the means of bringing several Roman Catholic
families to the knowledge of Christ. We trust and pray that his
feeble health may not entirely give way, and that he may be
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spared to do good around him for many years to come. Our
brother, Mr. Pasche teacher at Grande Ligne, visited twice this
field last summer.
AGENCIES.
During the past year the Mission has been chiefly indebted
to our Missionary, Mr. Riendeau, for pecuniary assistance. He

has labored most devotedly to keep the Society out of debt, and if

possible to reduce those debts still weighing upon it., Mr. Riendean
spent several months in Great Britain advocating the cause of our
Mission. He was almost everywhere very cordially received, and
occasionally was told that Canada should do more for its own work.
Nevertheloss, his persistent efforts there secured to us the hand-
some sum of £720 sterling. But a short time after his return he
resumed his work of devotedness by making a trip of about two
months’ duration in the Province of Ontario, wher
before met with so universal and cordial a welcome,
warm thanks are due him for this difficult labor of love.

Mvr. Lafleur, as usual, made the collections in Montreal. They
amount to about a thousand dollars, They would have been
much in excess of this sum, as a good number of our friends have
this year doubled their subscriptions, were it not that of two large
contributors, one has removed {o Ontario and gave his subscrip.
tion there, and one firm, which yearly gave $100, has until now
declined. The Ladies of the First Baptist and of St. Catherine
Street Baptist Churches have made strenuous efforts to come to
our aid in this matter. They have succeeded in a very encouraging
manner. We owe them much for their kind contribution to our
needy treasury. A kind friend, the Rev. D. Marsh of Quebec,
learning that it would be difficult for the Montreal missionary to
spare the time to make the collections in that city, volunteered to
do it, and did it most effectively, thus saving us the time and
expense we would otherwise have incurred.

REV. MR. RIENDEAU’S REPORT.

In presenting the Report of my efforts to raise funds for the
Grande Ligne Mission in Great Britain, I have more especially
two objects in view. First, 1 wish to acknowledge with gratitude,
and emphatically, the great mercy of God who was pleased to sus-
tain me in the accomplishment of this difficult task, and to give me
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guch a success. Second, I desire to speak my deep sense of the
many kindnesses I have received from friends who so willingly
helped me and made my work easier, especially ministers of
the Gospel who have given me recommendations, and have
spoken kindly of the work of our Mission. In several places [
was kindly received in Christian homes, as in Norwich, Cam-
bridge, Leicester, Sheffield, Newcastle, Sunderland, Edinburgh,
Aberdeen, Paisley, Greenock, Rochedale, Liverpool, Torquay,
Cheltenham and elsewhere.

I had no intention to ask for any aid in France, as I knew that
our brethren there had enough to do in that great country of the
same work as ours among Roman Catholics. But the Lord most
mercifully prepared the way for me. In Chauny, Aisne, I had
the pleasure of addressing a Sunday School, and of preaching to
those dear French people. After service, the old and young
pressed themselves around me to shake my hand, and exchange
gome friendly and encouraging word. Pastor Cadot proposed to
make a donation to the Grande Ligne Mission, which they did,
very cheerfully to the amount of 97 francs.

The brethren in Denain, Nord, also kindly gave a donation, and
small collection taken up in the temple of Nomain near Orchies.
Another generous donation, which was not looked for, was that
of a gentleman whom I was advised to call upon. I wrote him a
short letter trusting to God for the result. The gentleman kindly
answered by the gift of 250 francs, to which, unasked, his secre-
tary added 20 francs,—making a total of 455 from France. These
favors, received even before I had reached my proper field of labor,
were very gratifying and encouraging as we saw in it the hand of
God.

In England and Scotland I was invited to address Sunday
Schools and Congregations on the subject of missions, sometimes
speaking three or four times on the Lord’s Day. Another feature
of my work, very pleasing to me, was that I was 'told several per-
sons were spiritually blessed by the words I spoke here and there.
Tt would afford me great pleasure to mention the names of those
dear friends who have especially helped us in the accomplishment
of this work. In Scotland, a dear servant of Christ, a gentleman
of wealth, very gracefully gave us the gemerous sum of £100
sterling, which we received with deep gratitude as our Mission
was then in great need.

B
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I am glad to report that, by the blessing of God and the
liberality of our kind friends, together with perseverance in
the work intrusted to my care, I succeeded in raising the hand-
some sum of £720 sterling. It will be gratifying to our kind
friends to know that while we were engaged in that work in Great
Britain, and while thus receiving help for that Mission, the Lord
was pouring blessings on its laborers; twenty-four young people,
pupils in our two Institutions, were being converted and added to
the Church of Christ. Once mory, dear and beloved brethren and
sisters of England, Scotland and France I most emphatically thank
you for your kindness to me personally and for your precious aid
to our mission work.

As to my recent visit to Ontario for the same purpose I rejoice
in saying that our kind friends there readily responded to my
appeal. There also I felt that the Lord had prepared the way
and tho hearts. It was very pleasing and gratifying, after
having received so much kindness and generous donations from
European Christians, to find that our Canadian brethren were not
less willing to help the good cause among our French people. To
them I also tender most sincerely the expression of my gratitude
for their timely help in the work of evangelization among that
portion of our people who are yet without the knowledge of Jesus,
the only Saviour.

CONCLUSION.

We cannot conclude without acknowledging the many tokens
of God’s favor, especially in the conversion of so many souls
chiefly among the young, also, through the liberality of His
dear children, in the maintenance of two large establishments of
education and the work of evangelization generally. However, we
regret to say that the latter result has been attained mainly by
the persistent efforts of one of our missionaries, who devoted much
of his time to the work of collecting, being thus taken away from
his field of labor when we were so short of laborers. And then
after all those efforts our treasury is now empty, the long and
gevere winter, with the increasing price of every article, having
entirely taken up our receipts, We have before us a foew months
more of heavy expense in the keeping up of onr schools to the
1st of May, and a few of our laborers have now due to them two
or three months salary. We leave the matter before God and
before the friends of this cause. May our hearts be cheered and

our hands strengthened by timely help.
