The young man left here on February

He was in his twenty-second year and
was a bright young man. He served some
time in the Boer war as a member of
Marshall’s Horse. He was one of the five
boys who at that time left here as stow-
aways on the steamer Barthda, which
sailed for South Africa.

Besides his mother and father he is sur-
vived by one brother and two sisters. The
brother, Robert, is now making a voyage
to Buenos Ayres, in order to obtain his
pilotage certificate. The sisters are Miss
Alice and Mary, residing at home.

Pilot Doherty said this morning that
the body would be interred at Capetown,
the funeral taking place tomorrow. The
bereaved family will have the sympathy
of a large circle of friends.

WARM WORDS
FROM PASTOR

He Says That Ministers'of the
Present Day Dare Not Tell
the Truth.

(N. Y. American)

In a debate that waxed close and point-
ed in the West Side Branch of the Y. M.
C. A. in West Fifty-seventh street, yes-
terday, on ‘Problems of To-day and Their
Solution.” Alexander Irvine, auther of
“My Life in Peonags,” gave a straight-
from-the-shoulder talk that made his lis-
teners open their eyes.

He was- opposed by Professor William
B. G_ruthrie, of the chair of history and
pglitlcal economy of the College of 'the
City of New York, but the professor made
little attempt to answer the frank utter-
ances of the author.

Mr. Irvine declared the poor had no
place in the churches of today, and that
the Gospel as preached by the Nazarine,
when he drove the money lenders out of
the temple, was not taught. He said that
attendance at divine worship in the

churches was now largely a matter of |

wearing good clothes. He aimed a blow
at the rich by saying that the rich did
not want the poor in the church, and that
the meney spent in philanthropy today by
the rich is money the poor earn for them.

He asserted vigorously that under the
eystem of the present day it is absolutely
impossible for democracy as represented
among the poor to share in the work of
the church.

“Why don’t the poor have a function in
the church?’ he asked. “Because nowa-
days to go to church is a question of
clothes.” i

“Before a private gathering I heard
Bishop Potter speak with indignation in
regard to a $2,000 gown which was worn
by a woman. It was made after the cruel
work of tearing a number of young ani-
mals from their mother. It was unique
for the reason nobody else had one like
it.

“Will the poor go to chureh under such
conditions? No, the poor will not do it,
and if I were a workingman I would not
permit my wife to do it,” shouted the
speaker, whereat there was vigorous ap-
plause. -

“There is no doubt the ministry today
numbers many of the best men that ean
be found. And it is the duty of the min-
istry to speak the truth,” he said. “Not
brutally, but in tenderness and kindness.
But a minister dare not do so.

“I speak from experience.” he added.
“in Puritanical New England I was a pas-
tor, among the poor. I brought in 117
new members in a year—the second largest
number brought into a congregational
church in that year in the country. But
I was callad down. There was a big hub-
bub among the deacons and the trustees.
The wealthy members of the congregation
imparted the information that I had per-
haps done a lot of work and good work,
but my preaching was detrimental to their
pockets.

BOISE, ldaho, June 6—Harry Orchard
the man who says his trne name is Al-
bert Horseley, who assassinated former
Governor Frank Steunenberg, at Caldwell
on the night of December 30, 1905, resum-
ed his gruesome story as a witness against
William D. Haywood, secretary and treas-
urer of the Western Federation of Miners
in the district court this morning. The
fearsome relation of five years of crime
has not been finished. The climax is to
come today, if indeed there can be a cli-
max more terrible than the one already
reached in the narrative told by the wit-
ness. :

The story of the erime with which Hay-
wood is charged is & revelation to the peo-
ple of this country,/if the story told by
Orchard is true. Bo far as the people of
Idaho and the presentation of this case
are concerned the climax comes today in
the telling of the miurder of Frank Steuen-
enberg. In his confeésion on the stand yes-
terday Orchard without telling any of the
earlier history of his life, without reveal-
ing the reasons that capsed him to change
his name, without s word of the wife
whom he is knowm to have deserted, or
of the father and gnother back in the old
days in Canada, plunged at once into the
narrative of what he had done since early
in 1899, when as a3worker . in the Coeur
d’Adelene, he first joined the Western
Federation of Miners.

The testimony yesterday commenced in
California after the attempt on the life
of Fred Bradley who, according to Or-
chard, was blown from his own door into
the street and fearfully hurt by a crude

bomb placed by Orchard in. the early
morning. Bradley is now suing the San
Francisco Gas Company, it is said, for
personal damages resulting from the ex-
plosion which he claims was caused by
escaping gas. It is possible that Bradley
may be called by the defence to refute the
testimony of Orchard. Fred Miller, one of
the counsel for the defence is said to be
in San Francisco and it may be that he
will secure the presence of Mr. Bradley.
One of the statements made by Orchard
yesterday and which he did not explain,
was what became of the milk into which
he said he put strychnine, as.it stood in
the bottles outside Mr. Bradley’s door.
This may be brought out in the future
examination, but it is understood that
the servants at Bradley’s house tasted the
milk, and finding it was bitter from the
strychnine, took it over to a mnearby sa-
loon or grocery store, where they bought
fresh milk and left the poisoned bottles.
The keeper of the store: may be a witness.
The evidence to be produced in corrobora-
tion of Orchard’s testimony is now the
most interesting feature of the case.
It is eonceded that Orchard’s statement
on the stand is so remarkable as to call
for the most minute corroboration. Coun-
sel for the state say that every import-
ant detail will be substantiated, and it is
pointed out that the detail brought out
yesterday could hawe been-suppressed had |
not the evidence to support it been at
hand. .
It is thought that the state, after search-
ing Orchard’s life for the past five years,
may go into further detail covering the
same ground before turming him over to
the defence.

FINANCIAL and COMMERCIAL

COMMENT ON THE STOCK
MARKET SITUATION

Conservaﬁsm is the Rule at Present---The Financial Position
---A Raid on the Coppers---Go'd Going to Europe.

(New York Commercial, Tuesday.)

What was termed “extreme conservat-
jsm” reigned in Wall street yesterday. The
warket was weak at the opening and
showed rather severe declines in eeveral
active issues. The depression of Saturday
Jast, the weakness shown in the market
for Americans at London, and the gloomy
weather, had their effect upon the spirits
of the traders, who could .not have bee{l
cheerful even had they tried to be.

The selling of eecurities by overloaded
dond houses continues.  Not all of their
holdings can find a market but, such as
sectire purchasers are being disposed of,
mnd the liquidation from this source has
been. most severe since the decline began.
Many of the industrial and railroad stocks
now offer great attractions, and this is
one of the reasons why bonds are not in
the favor they were.

The reas state of the market yesterday
developed when a prominent house began
to cover shorts. It found.it could get stock
so readily that it was not worth while to
buy any more, the inference being that
there was more money in eight ih allowing
the short contracts to remain open.

Tt is ome thing for the railroad to is-

sue new stocks and bonds, and quite an-
other for the syndicates taking them up
to sell them. It is not a happy time for
syndicates; as experience has shown. If
it were as easy to dispose of securities as
to issue them, the situation would be dif-
ferent.
\ London was in a most pessimistic mood
in regard to American stocks, selling 40,
000 shares, the sales being well distributed
over the international list. There was no
buying worth mentioning. Canadian Paci-
fic the Harriman etocks and United States
Steel were sold more generally than the
others.

After rather a bad day the market firm-
ed ‘somewhat at the close on short cover-
ing, but it was noticeable that stocks were
supplied quite freely.

American stocks in London were heavy
and lower vesterday, showing declines
from parity. Coppers were weaker be-
cause of the pressure brought to bear on
Rio Tinto, and the general market was
heavy.

The net income of the Amalgamated
Copper for the year ended April 30 was
in excess of $14,000,000, which enables the
corporation to pay its 8 per cent dividend
and have something left over. The net in-
come for the year is equal to 9.19 per cent
earned on the capital stock now out-
standing.

In epite of the predictions of many of
the large banking interests, gold continues
to go to Europe. Paris, apparently, is in-
satiable. .

Mr. Harriman eays the TUnion and
RSouthern Pacific companies had arranged
to oorrow $50,000,000 in Paris, but the plan
was abandoned in consequence of the con-
tinued and persistent attacks on corpora-
tions.

A RISING STATEMSAN

No man in recent United States politics
has measured up to the expectations of
the friends of good government more sat-
isfactorily than Gov. Hughes of New
“York. If he defeated the forces of Hearst
in the gubernatorial campaign, he has
since proved himself independent of the
republican machine, and during'the session
of the state legislature firmly resisted
every attempt to subordinate the public
good to the welfare of deaxgnmg politic-
ians and their friends, the corporations.
He is not a talking man—unless there is
something to be gained by epeech, anq
then he can express himself with great
clearness and force. The schemers have
learned that in all things relating to state
legisli.tion the governor must be reckoned
with, and that he places the public wel-
fare before all party considerations.  /His
attitude is well illustrated in the affair of
the Public Utilities bill, which provides
for two public service commissions, one
for the territory of Greater New York
and one for the state at large, outside the
city. There are to be five members in
each commission and thersalary is fifteen
thousand dollare per year.- An Albany de-
spatch, which states that these commis-
sions will not be appointed immedidtely,
thus sets forth the reason:— :

“The governor has yntil ,)‘uly 1, under

he Public Utilities bill, tp.g-mke these ap-
“wments, and it is m;fdemtood that he
I vail himself of the full time to
look up records anq review the quali-
fications of the men hg has under consider-
ation. The goverfior fully recognizes the
fact that these appointments will be in
many ways the most important that he
will have to make, and on securing the
right men will depend the finad success of
his great measure. Therefore, he intends
to proceed with extreme care. Political
considerations, morepver, are not to count
in the eelection of the members of the
two commissions provided for by the
Public Utilities bill. This will bring
great unhappiness to many politicians,
such as George W. Aldridge, who hoped
againet hope that party gervices would
count. The governor, however, is under-
stood fo view the mater from an entirely
non-partisan point of view, believing that
without any regard to party consideration,
» the task of gelecting ten public service
commissioners will be staggering.”

The despatch names several democrats
who, because of their fitness and fine per-
sonal record, are likely to be named on
these commissions. The perhaps unneces-
sa:ry remark is added that of course viol-
ently partisan democrats will not be
chosen.

Gov. Hughes wears well. He is regard-
ed by many as the most promising man
to nominate as republican candidate for
the presidency. The people have watched
him very closely, and they apparently be-

uesl

) - lieve' that he is broader than any party,

absolutely sincere, and worthy of public
confidence. We shall hear more about
Gov. Hughes of New York.

A TRANSITION PERIOD

Neither the fear of future torment nor
the desire to share in social service for
the good of others is sufficient to fill the
churches of the present day. The best

choir in town will do what the most ear-
nest preacher finds himself unable to do—
in the matter of filling the pews. People
do not take their religion as geriously as
in former times, and with some decline in
faith has developed a desire for mere per-
sonal -enjoyment and satisfaction in this |
life. {

To be sure, there are earnmest souls in
c\'e/y church and in every community,
striving for unselfish ends, and there is
usually a generous and general responsd
when appeals to the pocket are made; but
yeally self-sacrificing effort is confined to
the few. Any who doubt it have but to

endeavor to enlist active personal interest, |
involving personal devotion to some lm-{i
sclfish cause. The response will bring |
conviction. Thousands will give of their |
means where dozens will not give of them- |
selves. And it is the personal c]ementi1
that counts for most in helpful work. ;
One result of the general indifference is |
an effort to devise metheds by which men |
in the mass may be reached by the mesAl
sage of the preacher and reformer. The;f
Jatest suggestion comes from Philadelphia,
and it indicates how far some communi- |
ties have travelled from the old ways. We |
quote from a Philadelphia letter in a ‘
New York journal:—

“When, the Rev. Charles E. McClelam. |

D. D., pastor of the Fair Hill Baptist
church of this city, suggested to his con-
gregation last night that the church

should be surmounted by a roof garden,v
where a vaudeville show could be held in |

warm weather, in order to attract men,
women and children to gospel services,
those \present manifested their approval
by subscribing $12,000 for the project. The
Fair Hill church is in the heart of Ken-
sington, the largest mill section of Phila-
delphia, and its congregation is composed
largely of mill workers. ‘What I want-this
church to provide,” Dr. McClellan said,
‘is an entertainment similar to that af-
forded by playhouses like Keith’s so that
we may furnish a substitute for the thea-
tre. So many of our people find the
church unattractive. We must offer some-
thing to draw our people from the play-
‘house, the pool-room and the saloon. We
must afford then healthy recreation. If
necesary we must supply a free lunch
which attracts so many men to the
saloon.” ”

Whether this Phijladelphia church is go-
ing to a ridiculous extreme or not, the
pastor is not far from the truth ‘when he
declares that the church is not as a rule
sufficiently attractive to the mass of the
people in communities of wage-earners.
Vaudeville may not be necessary, but
something more is needed than is usually
offered to ‘arrest the attention and arouse
the interest of those who are not church-
goers. Other institutions, some of them
very bad ones, are made specially attract-
ive to draw the people to them. The
church also must be made attractive and
enter more intimately into the life and
pleasures of the people in this worl&, else
mere wordliness will continue to rule the
conduct of a vast number of men and
women.

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SPEED, LUXURY
ON THE OCEAN

Fastidious, Rushing Americans
Have Made Atlantic Liners
the Greatest, Grandest on
Earth.

LONDON, June 5.—That the number of
Americans who visit Europe is growing
tremendously is amply proved by the rap-

idly increasing fleet of steamships. And as
Americans want the best and biggest of
everything the transatlantic liners are the
largest, swiftest, most luxurious in the
world.

In no previous year have so many new
passenger steamers begun to run between
the United Kingdom and America as in
this season. Almost every great line has
at least one new steamer. Three of the
new ones of this year are intended to be
the fastest of their class—the two great
Cunarders, Lusitania and Mauretania, and
the Kron Princessin Cecile, of the North
German Lloyd line.

The German steamer is to leave South-
ampton on her maiden voyage to New
York early in August, and as she is nearly
of the same tonnage as the Kaiser Wil-
helm 1I., which is at present the swiftest
ocean steamer afloat, and is to have about
6,000 horse-power more than that vessel,
she will be certainly the speediest ocean
steamer with reciprocating engines, though
she may not be equal'in speed to the two
great Cunard steamers. They will begin
to run toward the end of summer, though
the date of their first trip has not yet been
announced.

The White Star Line has already put in
service its largest steamer, the Adriatig,
and she is for the present the largest
steamer running on the Atlantic under the
British flag.

The Hamburg-American Line will gend
off the President Lincoln on her maiden
voyhge to New York early in June, in July
the Allan liner Corsican will make her
first trip from Liverpool to Montreal; and
in the same month the Anchor steamer
California will start on her first voyage
from Glasgow for New York.

The aggregéte gross tonnage of these sev-
en steamers that make their first trip
across the Atlantic in the course of this
season is equal to about 155,000 tons, so
that the average tonnage of the seven ex-
ceeds 22,000 tons, while two of them are
over 30,000 tons. When it is remembered
that till 1888 no steamer of over 6,000 tons
crossed the Atlantic except the Great
Kastern, the rapidity of increase in the
tonnage of the largest Atlantic liners may
be understood. The Great Eastern did not
run on the Atlantic as a passenger steam-
er after September 1871.

Every new steamer takes a step forward
in the way of providing for the¢ comfort
and even for the luxurious ease of passeng-
ers. The Adriatic does something more
than exhibit the usual advance. The line
had to make its reply to the Ritz restaur-
ant feature of the recent Hamburg-Ameri-
can Company; it had to forestall by com-
pensating  attractions the tremendous
speed of the coming Cunarders and even
of the new North German Lloyd steamer.
As a counter offer to the restaurant plan
the customary long saloon tables have been
replaced by small ones to seat four per-
sons, with a few for six, and to make
them cosy an elegant electric. lamp is
placed in the centre of each table. The
passenger may eelect. his own menu and
fix his own time for dining by merely in-
forming the second steward.

Despite the striking novelty of the Turk-
ish bath, the most important innovation
is the public apartment called the Lounge,
a beautiful, cosily appointed room where
both women and men can gather without
banning tobacco for afternoon tea, bridge
parties and light refreshments. The usual
library has in this ehip become an ex-
quisitely appointed reading and writing
suite of two rooms on the boat deck. It
has large windows, Bay eight feet by six.
Presumably the .very great height of the
boat deck from the water line makes it
safe to introduce this striking novelty.

SAVED FROM A
LIFE SENTENCE

Innocent Man Released from
Prison Through Wounded
Outlaw’s Confession.

GUTHRIE, Okla., June 5.—Complete
exoneration for a prisoner, who had served
several months of a life term for murder-
ing his friend, has resulted in the release
from the Kansas Penitentiary at Lansing
of Al Harpster, an Oklahomian, who was
convicted on the charge of murdering
Martin Julian, near Ponca City on the
evening of June 25, 1905. Harpster’s free-
dom was secured through the dying state-
ment of Byron Cole, an Oklahoma outlaw,
who, when shot down in a fight with offic-
ers, confessed o the killing of Julian.

Convicted on purely circumstantial evid-
ence, Harpster was given a life sentence by
Judge Bayard T. Hainer, in the ristrict
court at Newkirk. He was tried during
the early part of April, 1906, and taken to
the penitentiary on April 26 to remain for
life.

Yorty-four days later, in a battle with
deputy eheriffs of Woods and Garfield
counties, Byron Cole was shot and fatally
wounded. Knowing that he would die,
Cole made a statement, completely exon-
erating Harpster. The convicted man was
brought back to Newkirk and Dec. 23 was
admitted to bail in $7,000. A new trial
was granted him and as a result the jury
declared him not guilty of the Julian mur-
der.

“I didn’t kill Julian,” Harpster said,
when notified regarding Cole’s confession.
“He was a good friend and comrade of
mine for the two months I knew him be-
fore he was killed. It was reported that
we were jealous over Dell Lewis, the girl
he was riding with the night he was kill-
ed, but it isn’t so.

“Julian and I epent a part of the after-
noon together before the night he was
killed. We procured buggies and he took
Dell Lewis and I took Necllie Edwards rid-
ing. We.drove south of town from Ponca
City and came back and then drove north
of town. I was driving ahead of Julian

| and returned to Ponca City and had my

horse in the livery barn at ten o’clock.
Julian was not killed until ten-twenty. He
was shot while driving through a strip of
After he was shot Dell Lewis
took him to a farm house. where he died

| | within three-quarters of an hour.

“Julian made no statement implicating
T was arrested after the ehooting and

a farmer, who swore he saw me driving

 |in the neighborhood shortly before Julian
|| was shot, and because the shoes I wore

fitted in size the footprints of the man
who shot Julian. It was all circumstantial
evidence. Nellie Edwards, with whom 1

| was driving, and four men at the livefy

stable were put on the witness-stand, and
all swore that I returned the buzzy to the

| barn before 10 o'clock. The jury was out
forty-eight hours before returning a ver-
dict against me. /

“I never knew Byron Cole, who made
the statement after being fatally shot, that
he killed Julian. There must have been
some good in him to confess before he
died, so that I would not suffer all my life.
It may sound strange when I say that for
two days, prior to Cole’s confession, I had
a presentiment that I would get good
news.

“I could not get it out of my head. Only
on the day before the news came I told

| the foreman that there was something in

me telling me of the near approach of free-
dom.”

The fight with the officers in which Byr-
on Cole, the outlaw, was fatally injured,
occurred about June 1, 1906, near Ring-
wood, in Woods County. He was trailed
to that poimt by Deputy Sherifi Campbell,
of Garfield County, and Deputy Sheriff
Burwell, of Woods County. The officers
had becn searching for him for several
weeks, and he was finally located in a
| wheat field, where the battle with Win-
i chesters took place. Although he fired
|several shots none of the officers were in-
| jured.
| In his dying statement Cole admitted
|that he had killed Martin Julian. He
;gaid that he attempted fo hold up Julian,

Ywho was driving near Ponca City with

| Miss Delia Lewis, but that Julian resist-
led and he killed him. Cole also confessed
to killing a man unknown tq him in Colo-
rado, and eaid that he had participated in
a bank robbery in Denver, and in several
train robberies in Colorado and Kansas.

“Paid Murderer”

Western Federation of Miners Tells;‘,
How Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone

of Inner Circle of

Paid Him for Crimes Committed.

Boise, Idaho, June 5—Harry Orchard,
the sclf-confessed murderer of former
Governor Steunenberg, went on the stand
foday and gave testimony in the case
mgainst Wm. D. Haywood. He told a ter-

ible story of wholesale murders and de-
lared he was paid for the bloody work
by the “inner circle” of the Western
Yederation of Miners, who planned and
directed the campaign of blood.

He told of a conversation with Moyer
and Haywood concerning the blowing up
of the Vindicator mine. For this work he
was paid $200 by Moyer and $300 by Hay-
wood. Referring to a. meeting with Hay-
wood and Pettibone in Denver he said:

“They wanted to know if I-could not
work some scheme to assassinate Governor
Peabody, of Colorado. They said they
could not get justice in the courts and the
only way to get our rights was to take
4the law into their own hands. They want-
ed me first to see if I could not get ac-
quainted with Gove,mor Peabody, his
ways, etc., and see what chance there was
to assassinate him. I proceeded to watch
him for some time at the capitol and at
his home.

“I reported to Haywood and Pettibone
that there was a stone wall near Peabody’s
house from behind which he could be
easily shot.

“Haywood said he thought Steve Adams
was the best man he knew of for the work.
{ went to Cripple Creek and saw Adams
about it. He said he was ready for it—
was ready for any old thing. I gave Ad-
ams some money and came away. Adams
followed me to Denver. I saw Adams in
& room over Pettibone’s store and at head-

quarters. I told him Haywood and Petti-
pone were coming. When Steve came they
gave him some money, and Pettibone
bought him a new suit of clothes and fixed
bim up. Pettibone gave us the guns. He
got them from federation headquarters.
‘“We watched for Peabody every night
for a week, but did not see him. We kept
after him for three weeks. One night we
saw a hack come along and turn into his
residence. We stole up behind it with our
vuns. Only two women alighted, however.
fter this we were afraid to go around
there, for the women watched us closely
that might. We decided that we would

try to use a bomb—digging a hole in the i
| and received altogether about $450 by

‘dewalk and burying it.”

“Did you talk to Haywood about this?”

“Yes. Pettibone said.all right, but Hay-
wood eaid he did not want this done be-
sause the executive board was in session
and he did not want anything to occur at
that time. He told us to lay off for a
while. We remained in the city, but did
20t go to headquarters much.”

“What next did you do?”

“We were to assassinate Lyte Gregory,
a deputy-sheriff, who had been in the
mines. He had also been in Goldfield, and
was against us.” >
Y “Who “suggested this?”

“Pettibone. He told Adams and myself
tie wanted the thing done. Pettibone, Ad-
ams and myself went down town to a
saloon where we found Gregory in a rear
room, drunk. Meldrim, who was a mine
owner, was with Gregory. We watched
hem, and followed them across the street.
Pettibone then made some excuse and left
as. Gregory left the place about midnight.
He saw us, I think, and made a reach, as

[ thought, for a gun. I then shot him
three times with a sawed-off shotgun.”

“Did you kill him?”

“Yes, sir, I believe I did.”

Orchard then told of running away and
hiding his gun. Next day he saw Hay-
wood, Pettibone and Jack Simpkins.

“They all expressed themselves as well
pleased with the job. They said it was all
right, and whoever bumped Gregory off
had done a good job.” ;

“Where was Moyer at this time?”

“He was in jail at Teluride.”

Orchard eaid there was no specific ar-
rangement as to the amount of money to
be paid for the taking off of Gregory. He
reecived $100 the mext day and had been
getting money from  headquarters .right
along. Orchard said Haywood, Pettibone,
Simpkins and Sherman Parker next want-
ed “something pulled off” in Cripple
Creek. :

He admitted that he had blown up In-
dependence Station for ‘Moyer and Hay-
wood. Steve Adams was with him on that
job. Dealing with this matter he said they
used 100 pounds of péwder and blew the
station up .just as a train load of non-
union workmen arrived at it. The pow-
der was placed under the station platform.

“Steve Adams and I both pulled the
string which upset several bottles of sul-
phuric acid. This acid ran over a box of
giant caps and these set the powder off.
The depot was wrecked and from twelve
to fourteen men were killed.

“We went to
camped there one night. We then camped
near Palmer Lake for one night. Then we
went to Denver. In Denver we met Hay-
wood and Pettibone. Kirwan, now acting
secretary of the Western Federation of
Miners, was also there. Our conversation
had to do with the blowing up of the
depot. Pettibone spoke first and said he
was well pleased with the job. Haywood
also said it was a good thing.”

After telling of a- payment to himself
and Adams, witness continued:

““After buying a few things, I left for
Cheyenne. I saw in the papers there that
we were accused of blowihg up the Inde-
pendence depat, so I thought we had bet-
ter get -along. -

“Instead of going to the ‘tall timber’ I
went straight back to Denver and saw
Pettibone and Haywood. They told me at
first I had better get out of the country.
They also told me they had another man
working on the Peabody  affair. In the
latter part of July, 1904, Pettibone got me
a railroad ticket and gave me $150 more,
and I went to San Francisco, where 1 used
the name of Hogan or Demossy, I've for-
gotten which. Pettibone had told me to
send for money needed.” \

Orchard said he had been told to look
up Fred. Bradley in San Francisco. He re-
ceived money from ‘Pat Bone” several
times by telegraph.

“I finally located Bradley in San Fran-
cisco,” said Orchard. ‘“He had been man-
ager of the Sullivan and Bunker Hill mine
in Idaho, and we were after him. I went
to his house one morning and, just after
the milk was deliveded, I opened one of
the jars and put’a lot of strychnine into
it. Nothing came of the poison as far as
I could leatn, so I bought ten pounds of
powder—gelatine powtler it was. I put the
powder into a lead pipe. This I put up in
my.grip with some giant caps, a sawed-off
shotgun -and some other little things. I
put the bomb at Bradley’s door some time
in November, 1904. The bomb was so ar-
ranged that when Bradley opened the door
a string attached to ‘it would explode it.

“When Bradley opened the door the
next morning the explosion blew out .the
whole front of the-house, and blew him
into the street.”

Orchard said he remained in San Fran-
cisco two or three weeks after this oc-
currence. He sent to ' Pettibone for money

telegraph. Orchard said he left San Fran-
cisco and made no further attempt on
Bradley’s life. The man had been badly
injured by the explosion.

At this point an early adjournment was
taken until 9 o’cloek tomorrow morning.

Blue Book of the Imperial
Conference Issued Yesterday
--Sir Wilfrid Says Intermediate
Preference Was Never Intend-
ed for United States.

Montreal, June 5.—A Canadian Associa-
ted press London cable says: The blue-
book containing the report of the imperial
conference, which comprises 622 pages,was
issued last evening.

According to the report there was mno

Sir Robert Bond’s speech was of a most
temperate and logical character, ending
thus:

The book contains interesting reports
of the speeches made by the different pre-
miers on the tariff question. -One extract
from Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s speech is as
follows:

“It was never intended, mor thought at
any time that the intermediate tariff
could apply to the United States. We
have said good bye to that trade. We
have put all our hopes upon British trade
now, but there are other nations. France
is one, and Italy is another with which
we could have better trade than at the
present time. France has a minimum
tarif and we are prepared to exchange
our intermediate tariff, if they will ex-
change their minimum tariff with us, but
while giving this intermediate preference,
we maintain a system of lower tariff to the
mother country, to all our fellow British
subjects all over the world.

“Mr. Jameson made the point that if we
were to enter into such an agreement
with foreign nations we would debar the
possibility of giving preference to the
mother country. Nothing of the kind.
Our tariff is not so constructed, and can-
not be 80 held.”

BOARD OF WORKS SAYS
