He was elected to the 
Northwest Assembly in 1898 by ac­
clamation, and was re-elected in 1908, 
when he was appointed Government 
whip in the Assembly. Upon the crea­
tion of the Province of Alberta in Sep­
tember, 1905, he entered the Liberal 
Cabinet as minister without portfolio, 
and was elected again at the general 
elections of that year. He held bis 
Cabinet position until he was appointed 
to the Senate.

Hon. Mr. DeVeber was health officer 
for the city of Lethbridge for many 
years. He was a member of the 
Church of Englapd.

w steamship services and mutu­
al tariff preferences are the fea­
tures of the “.Canada-British 
West Indies-Bermuda-British 
Guiana-British Honduras trade 
agreement," the full text of 
which was made public here and 
abroad tonight.

The agreement, which is subject to 
ratificaton of the Parliament of Canpdr, 
the Colonial Office, and the govern­
ments of other contracting parties, is 
for » period of 12 years, and will come 
into effect upon prociammation.

PREFERENCES EXTENDED
Canada" under the agreement extends 

tariff preferences on bananas, cocoa 
beans, lime juice, limes, arrowroot, 
cocoanuts, grapefruit, rum, onions, 
coeoa butter, green coffee, ginger and 
spiers, nutmeg, pineapple, sugar, mar­
ine sponges, angostura bitters. All 
goods other than tobacco, cigars, cigar­
ettes and spirituous or alcoholic liquors, 
being produced or manufactured in any 
of the colonies mentioned, when im­
ported into Canada shall not at any 
time be subject to a tariff more than 
60 per cent, of the duties imposed on 
similar goods under the general tariff 
of Canada.

CANADA GETS PREFERENCE
Jamaica, the Bahamas, British Hon­

duras, Barbados, Trinidad and British 
Guianan give Canada preferences on 
flour, butter, cheese, lard condensed 
mUk, meats of all kinds, fish, apples, 
potatoes, boots, cement, prepared cocoa, 
confectionery, cordage.

Tile agreement as signed provides for 
two steamship services. First a fort­
nightly freight, passenger and mail ser­
vice from Canadian ocean ports all the 
year round, calling each way at Ber­
muda, St. Kitts, Nevis, Antigua, Mont­
serrat, Dominica, St. Lucia, Barbadoes, 
St. Vincent, Granada, Tobago, Trini­
dad and Demcrara.

MARITIME SYMPTOMS.

' Comment upon the Nova Scotia 
elections by Canadian newspapers has 
been guided largely by their partv 
affiliation. Most of them, of course, 
eèhclude that, rightly or wrongly, the 
MSult will give strong encouragement 
to the Conservative party throughout 
Canada. The Toronto Star regurds 
tile Nova Scotia verdict as a sign of 
something like a Maritime revolt. It 
believes the Armstrong Government 
suffered somewhat from its failure to 
deal with the Cape Breton mining 
trouble, and somewhat from the fact 
tltat the Liberals had been more than 
fàrty years in office. But it suggests 
that other considerations had greater 
weight with the electors.

■ More important than these issues, 
says the Star, “was the fact that all 
Nova Scotia, people of both political 
parties, have been aroused as never 
before by what they call the wrongs 
of Nova Scotia, and the cause of the 
Maritime Provinces. The whole elec­
torate was on edge when polling day 
Mme, because of the discussion which 
has been going on for two years on the 
-Wrongs of Nova Sootia—the failure of 
Canada to use Maritime Province ports, 
the decline of population, the tariff 
which ended local trade with New 
■England and failed to give trade with 
the interior of Canada l.istead. The 
significance of-this election is not that 
Nova Scotia has swung over from one 
federal perty to another, but that It 
has set iip a new Nova Scotian party. 
This fact in its full significance wiU 
presently emerge.”

■This is Interesting, and its truth will 
be tested during the coming months. 
At all events, there is no doubt that 
the Maritime Provinces feci very deeply 
the fact that their ports have not com­
manded the amount of Canadian busi­
ness to which they are entitled, and 
which they would secure under a sound 
national policy of transportation. It’s 
true, likewise, that Confederation has 
not given them the markets they 

■ tidpated, or the degree of industrial 
progress which they expected, and 
this, naturally, has bred discontent.

It is considerations like these which 
.cause Increasing interest in the forth­
coming Maritime conference. At that 
meeting, while every effort will be 
made to avoid mere sectional action, 
representatives of all three provinces 
will atteinpt to formulate a reasonable 
platform of Maritime betterment.

Earthquake Fears.
(Chicago Journal of Commerce.)

It seems to us that the recurrence of 
earthquakes in this country within the 
last year raises a most serious problem 
of immediate practical importance. Ex­
treme uncertainty is caused by the re­
luctance of people to live in or invest 
capital in any section in which there 
is more than a mere possibility of an 
earthquake.

In addition, the consequences on the 
mental life of the nation are none too 
pleasant. Uninformed and ill-balanced 
people are prone to conclude thàt the 
end of the world is near. «.They mani­
fest a certain degree of hysteria. And 
a hysterical tendency in relation to one 
subject Is likely to lead to a hysterical 
tendency in relation to a number of 
subjects- If we want to be a sane, 
firm, well-balanced people, we ought 
to remove as much uncertainty as pas-’ 
Bible from the question of earthquakes.

Earthquakes are generally believed 
to be due to two causes. One Is the 
settling 
ti'the j
the earth. However, Professor T. J. J. 
Sec suggested another explanation. It 
is that the pressure of the oceans upon 
their beds is so enormous as to force 
certain openings, into which water 
seeps. This water, becomes under­
ground for some distance, becomes su­
perheated among molten rocks and 
seeks an exit.

If it tries to force its way upward 
through the ocean bed, we have a seis­
mic wave, of’the sort which sometimes 
accompanies an earthquake on land and 
sometimes opeietes independently of 
any land disturbance. If, however, the 
underground water seeps under an 
island or a continent before making 
an explosive struggle to emerge, we 
have an earthquake.

Professor See declared that such 
struggles have created the mountains. 
He pointed significantly to the fact 
that the great mountain ranges are 
close to the sea. He pointed, too, to 
the fact that there is little earthquake 
disturbance in the Interior of conti­
nents. This fact he believed to be due 
to the Inability of the underground 
water to seep that tar­

if the seismologers are so much in 
the dark that they still dispute as to 
the very cause of earthquakes, it is not 
to be expected that they will have suf­
ficient knowledge to he able to pre­
dict the coming of quakes or to lay 
their fingers on zones of danger, except 
insofar as they are able to say that 
earthquakes, unlike lightning, usually 
strike twice and more times in the 
same place, or at least in the same 
general area.

If the work of the seismologers is at 
all handicapped by a lack of funds, 
that lack should be supplied, for very 
practical reasons. Money may be able 
to facilitate experiments and research. 
It is surely desirable that this govern­
ment, as well as privale philanthro­
pists. shall give every financial aid to­
ward the removal of uncertainty ns to . 
perils from beneath the crust of the J 
earth
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on common 
ground tq compose their differences 
they could alter the whole national 
situation. He spoke of the need for • 
united public opinion, going on to say 
that if the Bast and the West could 
get together in a friendly way and talk 
over their various problems the result 
would be to produce a harmony 
fraught with great possibilities.

These are significant words, coming 
as they do from the Governor-General 
who has made It his business to visit 
every part of Canada and to acquaint 
himself with the trend of public 
thought In every province. It is not to 
be Inferred from his remarks that he 
has found deep-rooted national differ­
ences or dangerous tendencies, but that 
he has noted a lack of unity, due main­
ly to geographical obstacles and wide 
separation, which have rendered diffi­
cult that dose communion and under­
standing which strengthen national 
spirit and bring about dose co-opera­
tion.

In order that the desired better 
understanding may come, it is essential 
that in every province there should be 
more thought about Canada as a whole, 
and that in framing national policies 
a greater effort should he made t0 
reconcile conflicting interests and re­
move any sense of injustice for which 
there may be a reasonable basis.

tional conference in the fall.

Among the matters which the Saint 
John Board suggest to be taken up are 
transportation, which would Include 
all forms of transportation, including 
freight handicaps; development of 
natural resources ; Immigration, as It 
was felt that the Maritimes were not 
getting their fair share of the Immi­
gration coming to the country, although 
they were paying their Share of the 
cost of procuring settlers; and a re­
adjustment of the economic basis of 
relations with the Dominion. It was 
felt that as a result of Ontario and 
Quebec having been granted lXrge ac­
cessions to tnelr territory the Mari­
times should be given better treatment 
In the way of subsidies and that some 
steps should be taken to safeguard 
their fair share of representatives in 
Parliament.
