Paris, May 22—German aviators made
an ineffectual attempt last night to raid
Paris. Three persons were killed and
several wounded in the outskirts of the
city, but none of the raiders reached
Paris ‘itself. A German airplane was
hit by an anti-aircraft gun and fell in
flames. The enemy dropped bombs in
“various suburban localitics. Some. ma-
terial damage is reported.

Bomb-
ing airplanes dropped twenty-two tons
of bombs on enemy railway stations, air-
dromes and billets.

RUMGR OF DEATH OF
 HINDENBURG SPREADS
IN THE GERMAN RANKS

Effective American Attack.

With the American Army in France,
May 21—(By the Associated Press)—
The American artillery northwest of
Toul launched a sudden and terrific local
gas attack upon the German positions
and cantonments within the Gerechamp
Wood early today.; Heavy punishment
was inflicted upon the enemy.

The deluge of American shells fell in
three waves and withir a half hour the
woods in which many Germans were
sleeping had been drenched with a large
quantity of poisonous gas.

In lively patrol actions Monday night
and this morning east of Luneville, Ger-
man parties were defeated by the Amer-
icans, who captured two prisoners.

“In' the course of reconnaissance com-
bats in Lorraine we captured prisoners,”
says the statement. “Here and in the
Woevre the artillery of both sides show-
ed considerable activity.”

NEW BRUNSWICK CROP-
OUTLOOK 1 GO0

Not Enough Wheat for Ourselves,
However—Potato Acreage Less
Than Last Year

Fredericton, May 22—Reports from-all
sections of New Brunswick are that con-
ditions for seeding have been more fa-~
vorable than in any spring in years.
With a summer only fairly good, crops
should be excellent. In some lines there
has been decreased acreage but weather
conditions may counteract this by giving
a high average of production.

It is known that there has been no
scracity of seed and all requirements
have been met, In all counties in which
the municipal councils co-operated with
the department of agriculture in the dis-

tribution of seed satisfactory results were
obtained but in those\in which the coun-
cils failed to co-operate such was not the
case. In many sections the farmers were
able to provide their own seed wheat.
Reports indicate that the acreage under
potatoes in New Brunswick will be less
than in 1917. Various reasons combined
to bring about the decrease in acreage.
It 'is possible, however, that there will
be a greater production if conditions
continue as favorable as so far.

It is expected that there will be a
marked increase in the production of
wheat in New Brunswick but it is doubt-
ful if the province will be able to meet
its own requirements in wheat flour.

SOME MORE ARRESTS

Quite a List, Says Dublin Report—
Count Plunkett Taken to Eng-
land—Jehn Dillen Repudiates
Sinn Fein Policy

Washington, May 22—Disclosure that
the government has gathered here evi-
dence of conspiracies between Irish Sinn
Fein leaders and German agents to pre-
cipitate a rebellion in Ireland was fol-
lowed by announcement that govern-
ment agents have uncovered similar Ger-
man intrigue with other nationalistic
groups in the United States.

German money, it was said, has teen
used to finance agitation among negroes
and among Finns, Lithuanians and
others of the so-called “oppressed ra-
tionalities,” which for years have had
nationalist grievances against Russia, or
other anti-Germanic allies. In most
cases this propaganda has been carried
on by Americans affiliated with 1his
group, paid from some mysterious source
believed to be the German government.
Except among the radical Irish agita~
tors, however, the propaganda did not
appear to make much hepdway.

DILLON DENOUNCES
SINN FEIN POLICY.

Dublin, May 21—An appeal to all
those of Irish blood in the United States
to support the Nationalist party as “the
one party in Ireland which is fighting
for TIrish liberty without betraying the
cause of liberty in other lands,” was
made today by John Dillon, the Nation-
alist leader, in an interview with the As-
sociated Press correspondent. Mr. Dil-
lon, in this interview, denounced the
policy of the Sinn Feiners.

More Asrests Pending?
Dublin, May 22—A further consign-

| ment of Sinn Feiners left Dublin today

on their way to England. The group
was not one of newly arrested persoms,
it was said, but merely a small number
who bad been before detained at loeal
garrisons. According to the local news-
papers, Count Plunkett was the only
prominent person. in the party. There
was no demonstration as the police offi-
cials had been careful to keep the ar-
rangements for the departure secret.

.- The Associated Press learns that there
still remains a considerable list of “sus-
pects” who may be taken into custody
at any time.

Considerable significance is attached
to the calling of the military chiefs from
Belfast and Cork into conference here.
Sinn Fein Fails to Draw Support.

Dublin, May 22—The events of the
last few days have not drawn as much
support to the Sinn Feiners as they ex-
pected from the more moderate Irish
parties. - Indeed, there are - indications
that the feud between the Sinn Fein and
the Nationalists has only grown more
bitter.

To sum up the attitude of the two
factions, it may be said that the Nation-
alists believe in constitutional methods
of settling the Irish question, while the
Sinn Fein demands revolution, and the
Nationalists consider that the Feiners
by their revolutionary tactics are spoil-
ing Ireland’s best chance of a satisfac-
tory settlement.

Cardinal Farley Acts.

New York, May 22——Cardinal Farley
is opposed to Catholic priests taking
part in Sinn Fein meetings in the arch-
diocese of New York, and has advised
Rev. Father Magennis, who presided re-
cently at Irish meetings in Madison
Square Garden and Carnegie Hall, that
“he will not be permitted to remain in
the awch-diocese if he attempts to pre-
side at such meetings.”

This action became known taday when
‘the cardinal acknowledged a letter signed
by several women of this city, protesting
against the appearance of Father Magen-
nis at the Madison Square meeting.

A French Opinion

Paris, May 22—(Via Reuters Ottawa
Agency)—Le Temps in an article en-

! titled “The Two Trelands,” points to the

fact that the arrest of the Sinn Feiner
leaders has not provoked the grave dis-
orders hitherto experienced on similar
occasions in Ireland. It holds, that this
disproves the policy of “wait and see,”
which it says has been pursued too long
by the Dublin authoritiés, and justifies
the opinions of men who maintained
that the first duty of the British govern-
ment in Ireland is to govern.

Canadian Railway Maintenance
Employes to Vote—Attack en
Lloyd George Objected To

Toronto, May 22—Fifteen thousand
maintenance of ways- employes of Cana-
dian railways will Be asked to vote on
the question of pressing for an eight hour
day and a substantial increase and uni-
form rate of pay for all maintenance of
way men in Canada. The executives of
the International Brotherhood of Main-
tenance of Way Employes met here yes-
terday and passed resolutions embody-
ing these demands, which will be sub-
mitted to the members of the brother-
hood for ratification.

The executive also passed a resolution
strongly deprecating the recent utter-
ances of President Watters of the Do-
minion Trades and Fabor Congress, at-
tacking the British premier, Lloyd
George. Mr. Watters’ attack is branded
as “unjustifiable,” and the delegates say
that they wish to disassociate themselves
from the sentiments he expressed.

PROHIBITIONISTS WIN
IN SKIRMISH BUT MAY
LOSE N FINAL VOTE

Washmgton, May 22—Prohibition ad-
vocates in the House-yesterday won the
first skirmish in a fight to force Presi-
dent Wilson to exercise his war time au~
thority to prohibit the manufacture of
light wines and beers as well as whiskey,
the distilling of which ceased in last
September under a presidential proclame-
tion.

Sitting as a committee of the whole,
the house adopted by sixty-nine to fifty-
eight, an amendment to the food pro-
duction bill prohibiting the expenditure
of any.part of the $11,000,000 which the
measure carried until President Wilson
issues a proclamation prohibiting the use .
of foodstuffs in the manufacture of in-
toxicating liquors of any form.

The amendment will come to a record
vote in the House before final passage of
the bill and opponents expect to defeat
it then.

NEW MOVE 10 MAXE

London, May 22—The prohibition of
the sailing of all Dutch ships from Dutch
ports, the Rotterdam correspondent of
the Deily Telegraph says he learns, is
connected with a new move by the Ger-
man government to compel Holland to
sign on Berlin’s terms the long pending
economic agreement which Holland has
declined to do owing to the onerous
conditions imposed by Germany.

The German government, accordingly,
has refused a safe conduct to Dutch
shipping through the safe zone and sefz-
ed the steamship Magrez, which Holland
chartered to bring a cargo of wood from
Sweden. The seizure was a direct chal-
lenge to Holland and it is added, the pro-
hibition o further sailings is the sequal.

I Fifty ships of major size will be put
into commission at American yards next
month and a larger number will be ready
for sailing in July and August. This
dssurance is given by U. S. Shippifig
Commissioner Colby, ~who adds that
there is now a shipyard on the Delaware
which will turn out tonnage greater than
Great Britain’s total output before the
War.

{ A despatch from Washington yester-
day said: : ;
£.“Ten steel ships of 58,850 aggregate
fonnage were completed and delivered to
the emergency fleet corporation during
the past week, and fourteen others, some
wood and some steel, of 48,000 tons were
launched, On-Saturday four wooden

fng the present month when four vessels
of this type were launched™in a single
day. The total number of woodén ships
faunched in May, to date, is 227

¥equisitioned vessels. Since the Frerg-
ency Fleet Corporation began its work,
150 ships of 1,108,621 tons in all were
pompleted in American shipyards up to
jhe end of last week, and of these, 186
wvessels aggregating 991,000 tons were fin-
Sshed by the Fleet Corporation. More
%han half of the total tonnage mentioned
~667,890 tons, to be precise—represents
.deliveries since January 1, and there has
bheen a steady increase in the monthly
‘totals. A vigorous effort is now under
‘way to make the record for this month
surpass that for April While forty-six
wooden ships have been launched, there
have been thus far no deliveries of this
type of vessel, owing, it seems, to delay
in getting boilers enough for ell, and
steel ships being the first equipped. Boil-
ers for nearly half of the wooden ships
are, however, now available, so that some
of them will be soon, ready to go to sea.
‘Plans for a considerable increase in the
shipping output are contemplated by Di-
rector-General Schwab, according to a
statement made in 4 New York newspa-
per, in which he is quoted as saying that
he hopes to increase the present output
by at'least 50 per cent. One of the in-
teresting incidents of the week was the
receipt by the Shipping Board of a con-
gratulatory  cablegram from General
Pershing in response to that sent to him
‘ih relation to the record launching of
the Tuckahoe. This message gave as-
“surance -to the board that the men on
the firing line appreciate the patriotic
service of those building ships at home.
The Tuckahoe, by the way, was on Wed-
nesday turned over to the Shipping
Board completed and ready for her car-
go. - This was five days in advance of
“the date expected, the vessel being ready
for sea service in thirty-seven deys after
the laying of her keel.” .

weeks past has risen to over 500,000 gross
taps, and is steadily rising. The amount
restored in one week reached 598,000
gross tons.

Five ships, each over 20,000 tons, we
are told, have left the yards ready for
service in a single week.

COMPULSORY RATIONING.

Chairman Thompson of the Canada
Food Board says that by July 1, if pres-
ent expectations are realized, Canada will
have shipped to the Allies this year forty
per cent more wheat and flour than the
average total of annual shipments for
the last three years. Of the 1917 wheat
crop, sixtystwo per cent more than the
average of the last three years has al-
ready been sent. Shipments of pork have
increased by 122,000,000 pounds, of beef
by 72,000,000, of cheese by 80,000,000, of
buttér by 12,000,000 and of eggs by 15~
000,000 dozen.

It is clear from these figures that the
regulations of the Food Board have been
bearing fruit. It is also clear, however,
that the people have not been using sub-
stitute foods to anything like the extent
they should use thém. That is because
the food regulations have not got down
into the homes of the people as they have
into the hotels and restaurants. The
matter of general rationing presents dif-
ficulties which the Food Board has been
reluctant to entounter; and the people
have mierely been asked to show their
patriotism by using substitute foods as
much as possible. It is certainly a pa-
{riotie duty, though not recognized as
such by the majority of people. It is
necessaty that much more bé done than
has thus far been accomplished. It is
up to all the people to do their share.
1t should not be necessary to have com-
pulsory rationing, but if some men are
compelled to go to France it would not
be out of place to compel those at home
to provide food as a contribution toward
winning the war. There are so many
substitutes, especially in summer, that no
serious hardship ;would be entailed. Let
us hope voluntary rationing will solve
the problem. If it fails, there is no al-
ternative but compulsion.

Washington, May 21—Pessimistic re-
flections upon the future for Germany by
Socialist Deputy David, writing in the
Schwaebische Tagewacht, are quoted in
an official despatch today from Geneva.

“If Germany does not succeed when
peace is concluded in dissolving the world
coalition, the war will be lost for her,”
the -Deputy says, “for in this case one
could not call it a veritable peace. 1t
will only be an armistice, whose burdens
caused by armaments will bring us to a
state of total exhaustion. We cannot
forever hold the entire world under dom-
ination.

“The situation of our country is most
serious in spite of the successes we have
won and those we shall obtain in the
future. It is impossible to be mistaken
when one cooly considers face to face
the resources which the adversaries have
at their disposal. A peace digtated by
the military has been concluded in the
east, and we are already beginning to feel
the effects of it.”

OF THE GOVERNMENT

London, May 22—Some dangers feared
from recent large bank amalgamations
in England undoubtedly are somewhat

problematical and remote, says the.re-
port of a treasury committee appointed
to inquire into the matter. The commit-
tee says it would have preferred to avoid
the necessity of government interference,
but it is forced to the eonclusion that
possible dangers from further large
amalgamations are material enough to
outweigh argumehts against interfer-
enge, and that in view of the exceptional
extent to which the interests of the whole
community depend on banking arrange-
ments,some measures of government con-
trol are essential.

It is recommended that legislation be
enacted making government approval
compulsory for any future mergers and
that all proposals for interlocking di-
rectorates or for agreements altering the
status of banks as regards their separate
entities shall be submitted for approval
by the government.

The committee adds that it received
strong representations from some muni-
cipal corporations and from a represen-
tative of the stock exchange protesting
against further amalgamation on the
ground that it is not in the national in-
terest that large funds belonging to the
public should be in the hands of a few
companies.

the imperial anthorities.

Resumed in Evening.

The debate on titles- was continued at
the evening sitting, J.. H. Burnham be-
ing the first speaker. (Mr. Burnham said
that, in his opinion, the people of Canada
were ‘sick of the whole. title business.
He thought the matter might have stood |
over until the war had been concluded,;
but if the leader of the government chose |
to lay’ an ‘amendment before the house!
which required a vote, then it was up to
the members to express their opinion.t
The people of Canada were greatlyf
stirred over this question, but Mr. Burn- |

ham stated. he did not propose to refer’
to arguments which had been gone over
by previous speakers, with the exception!
of those advanced by the prime minis-|
ter.

Sir Robert Borden, said Mr. Burnham, |

had brought up the question of the \'ic‘I
toria Cross. He was not jaware, the!
speaker said, that there was any title of |
honor attached to the V. C., the man |
who earned it simply wore his cross with- l
out blabbing about it. It required no
advertising. The prime minister’s amend- :
ment was based on an order-in-council
which provided that no title should be !
conferred upon a resident of Canada:
without his approval. - But the prime |
minister simply represented the people '
and, said Mr. Burnham, the people!
didn’t want titles. They didn’t want any ,
measure providing for the continuance
of titles. Titles were issued to the pow-
erful and rich, who were often also the
crooked and crafty.
If this matter was to be discussed in
London at the Imperial conference, said
Mr. Burnham, it was for the parliament
of Canada to instruct the prime minister |
to say that Canada was dead against
titles. This was our chance to announce
the attitude of the dominion on this
question. If the people of Australia
wanted them, that was their affair. If
the people of Great Britain preferred!
to continue this kind of humbug. let
them do it, It was a free world. But
don’t let the people of Canada .throw
over their principles for the sake of such
nonsense.

H. L. Richardson, who moved the
amendment, providing for abolition of
all titles, said that the prime minister
believed the amendment was going too
far. For his own part, he thought the
people of Canada were heartily sick of
titles. They had been conferred upon
unworthy persons and were used for

purposes of political corruption. A pro-
minent westerner, said Mr. Richardson,

had told him that he was offered a
knighthood for $10,000.

Mr. Richardson said he was glad that
the leader of the opposition had declared
his intention of making this a non-party
question. It was an issue on which every
member should register his own opininn
by his vote. He thought the members
were almost unanimous in their desire to
wipe out titles for all time to come.
The prime ministe’s amendment
would be an improvement on present
conditions, but a real democracy, such’

for no titles at all. Canada should take
a lead in this important matter and, if
others followed, so much the better.

Mr. Richardson argued that appella-
tions by courtesy were not titles.

Men who sat in the house of commons
and the senate, he said, would continue
to be called “honorable” and - judges
“your lordship.” There was no reason
why titles should be conferred upon
military men, but the V. C, D. S. O,
etc., were not titles. They were merely
military distipetions. The whole house
appreciated what the soldiers at the
front were doing. They were shedding
their blood in order that we might have!
liberty. But it would not add anything
to any of them if they were knighted.
Some of the greatest men, Gladstone, for
instance, were quite content to be plain
Canada should set an exam-
ple to the Motherland in this matter and
do away with “clawses.” It was a time
for striking down precedence.

Mr. Richardson sala that, if his
amendment was defeated, he proposed to
submit another, which would provide
that titles of distinction awarded to men
in the naval or military forces of Can-
ada should not be abolished, but that all
other titles should.

R. H. Butts, (South Cape Breton)
caused considerable amusement byasking |
what was the necessity for such a long
debate.

“What difference does it make if 1
am called Sir Robert Butts or plain
Bob Butts?” he asked. “If a Canadian
should distinguish himself—if, for in-
stance the right honorable leader of the
government and the right honorable
leader of the opposition so distinguished
themselves in the administration of the
affairs of the country—that his majesty
the king sees fit to confer upon them
the titles of “Sir”, what harm does . it

do? It is a distinction which lifts them
above the ordinary sphere of life.”

Given Third Reading.

The government’s measure to meet
Canadian Northern maturities was given
a second reading in the senate today.

Within less than three hours, and

! with the minimum of discussion, the
senate today gave third and final read--

ing to the government’s bill bringing
the outside civil service, with the ex-
ception of railway employees, under the
civil service act. The measure now re-
quires only royal assent before going
upon the statute books.

Motion Withdrawn.

Senator Dennis’ motion calling for the
abolition- of the senate Hansard was to-
day withdrawn. After Senator Cloran
had offered brief objection to the pro-
posal, Sir James Lougheed, government
leader, suggested that, owing to the late-
ness of the session, the motion should
be withdrawn until next session. Sir
James expressed sympathy with the mo-
tion, but thought that it was a matter
which. possibly required more consider-
ation than the lateness of the session per-
mitted. He suggested that next session
the whole question of printing debates
could be taken up in conjunction with
the commons and expressed the hope
that a decision might be reached which,
while not abolishing Hansard altogether,
would eliminate the printing of minor
and committee discussion, thereby saving
an enormous amount of labor and ex-
pense.

Senator Dennis expressed satisfaction
at the support thus given his proposal
and withdrew his motion.

ternoon sitting, Hon, W. S. Fielding said
that the great issue in the matter was
whether or not the long established par-
liamentary principles with regard to con-
troverted elections should stand or fall
This precept was that cases of this kind
should not be decided by a partisan
committee of the house. The difficulty
had been caused by the war time elec-
tions act. There were some men who
professed respect for this document but
Mr. Fielding said he was not one of
them. In fact it would require very
strong language to express his views on
this piece of legislation.

Mr. Fieldinig argued that the soldiers
had not voted for Dr. Thompson. They
had cast their votes for conscription and
the prime minister had allotted them to
Dr. Thompson. According to all avail-
able information both candidates had
been supporters of conscription. There-
fore on the issue, in which .they were
interested, they stood on even terms.
What right had the prime minister to
allot all the votes to the Conservatives
when both candidates were conscription-
ists. It was not the soldiers who had
voted for Dr. Thompson, it was the
prime minister.

J. H. Burnham asked Mr. Fielding
whether Mr. Congdon had stated to him
that he was in favor of conscription.

Mr. Fielding replied that it had been
stated over and over again in the house,
and never been questioned that Mr.
Congdon was a conscriptionist.

A. L. Davidson—“Is it not true that
Mr. Congdon was endorsed by the lead-
er of the opposition?”

Mr. Fielding said it was within the
rights of the Liberal leader to endorse
what candidate he liked. The point
was whether or not Mr. Congdon was
a supporter of conscription, and he un-
derstood that he was.

The minister of justice, Mr. Fielding
went on, had declared that the courts,
in considering the matter, would be con-
fined to the strict letter of the law. To
‘denounce the strict letter of the law,
was the argument of soap box orators.
“With ‘the letter of the law denounced
by the minister of justice,” Mr, Field-
fnig asked, “what are we coming to?”
Bumble had said the law was a “hass”,
but Bumble’s everywhere could rejoice.
They were in good company. They could
claim that their views were precisely
the same as those of the minister of
Jjustice.

Mr. Fielding declared that the solici-
tor-general had intimated they were go-
inig to slam the door in Mr. Congdon’s
face and then ask him to come in.
That’s not fair play—that’s not playing
the game, he concluded.

Hon, Arthur Meighen,

Hon. Arthur Meighen opposed Mr.
Fielding’s views. He declared that,
while both of the candidates, prior to
the election in the Yukon had at some
time supported conscription, yet one of
them supported it in principle and prac-
tise and took the only course that would
have realized in its enforcement. The
other, he said, while he may have sup-
ported it, was nevertheless endorsed by
the leader of the anti-conscriptionist
party.

Meighen, would mean an appeal to only
four-fifths of the electors. A full vote
could hardly be obtained.

Hon. W. S. Fielding—“Why not?”

Mr. Meighen maintained that it would
be an exceedingly difficult task to se-
cure from the great number of men
overseas, those qualified to vote in the
Yukon. To do this would be an in-
Jjustice to the fighting men at the front.

Sergeant Richardson
rarries the distinction of being one of the
26th who never yet has been hit, but he
s ‘'making no special “brag” about the
incident, as he expects to return again
and carry on as before. Speaking to
The Telegraph. at his home in King
street east last night, he said he had
nothing to say, like all men who have
done much in the present war. He said
that he would be a member of the 26th
three years in June, and had worked
along with the battalion since their ad-
vent into France up to a few weeks ago.
He went over as a private and now car-
ries his three stripes. Sergeant Richard-
son has peen engaged as transport ser-
geant with the 26th, and when asked
about his duties, he replied, “Well, the
battalion have to be fed; .we havé to go
up to the front lines every night, as
food does not last forever,‘and it is car-

SOLDIERS UNDER ARREST

Montreal, May 21—While the National
Prison Reform Association places in the
foreground of fits labors the abolishment
of capital punishment, the public inspec-
tion of all prisons, penitentiaries, and re-
formatories; a more effective applica
tion of existing laws for the prevention,
detention, and punishment of the crim-
inal, the constitution also reads: “And

such other measures as may be consider-
ed desirable from time to time, by the
association. In view of the latter priv-
ilege it has octurred to some members of
the executive that if possible an attitude
of sympathy amd active interest relative
to the treatment of delinquent soldiers
under arrest especially among those at
the front, being held because of suspicion
of their having neglected sentry duty,
deserted, or of having in any other way
betrayed the interests of the allied arm-
ies. Of course spies are the worst of
this class of offenders, and are frequent-
ly, when found guilty, convicted by
court martial to be shot almost immedi-
ately. Itis not to this grade of culprit that
I refer. One had only to read the
outcome of the Bolo Pasha, and the still
more recent Bonnet Rouge trial, to real-
ize how severe the French are when it
comes to a question of treason. During
the past winter they executed several
women as spies. In case of the appear-
ance of evil of this sort, no gne in that
country is exempt from the premier
down. And of course in a time like this
they should not be. A writer in a re-
cent issue of The New York World says:
“We have been most drastic in our treat-
ment of all agents of the German gov-
ernment, when we have caught them
working for that government. We have
sent what we called dangerous alien en-
emies to internment camps, but these
persons cannot be classed in the same
category as spies. In the United States,
and among Americans at the front, the
serious cases of delinquency are referred
to President Wilson. On May fourth he
pardoned two soldiers.of the American
expeditionary forces condemned to death
in France, for sleeping while on sentry
duty. He commuted to mominal prison
terms the death sentence oh two others
for disobeying -orders. Privates F. D.
Sebastian of Ilinois and Jeff Cook of
Okla, were the men pardoned.

The president took into consideration
their extreme youth, and concluded that
they did not realize the seriousness of
their offence, and its possible bad result
on the unit to which they belonged. ‘The
other two mentioned will be brought to
the United States for imprisonment. All
of these men were volunteers.in the re-
gular army. In.many instances, soldiers
have fallen out of the lines from fright
or fatigue, or both, who could not strict-
ly be classed as deserters. Thomas Mott
Osborne of Sing Sing fame, and holding
an honorable office in The National
Prison Reform Association, has at pres-
ent three hundred or more political pris-
oners under his supervision at the Naval
Prison at Portsmouth, New Hampshire.
If such cases as most of those I have
mentioned are not reported to our Min-
ister of Militia, it would seem. that they
should be. This has not been written
in the spirit of criticism, but rather in
the interest of the Prison Association. A
committee has been appointed in Mon-
treal by the society, to look into the
cases of soldiers under arrest there.

HOW GALLANT GUNNER

On realizing that he was being cut off,|

men to get reinforcements, and remained |
at his post (with only one other man),|
firing his Lewis gun and killing large !

No reinforcements |
came up, and, realizing that he was be-!
ing completely cut off, he withdrew with |
the only ether survivor of the garrison of |
the post to a point about ten yards far-|
ther back, where he successfully held his/

crable time, firing his Lewis gun and in-
flicting casualties on the enemy. The |
position was, however, made impossible
for him by the heavy hostile bombing
and machine gun fire, so he was forced
again to withdraw, and arrived at a de-
fended post.

Where Ireland
Owes a Debt

Plight of France Should Appeal to
Country She Befriended in Other

Times

Toronto Mail:—If an American citiz-
en were now to say that he would not
fight against Germany because he was
unwilling to assist Great Britain he
would be sent to jail. But this, in ef-
fect, is what Ireland is saying. Ireland
never had any particular aversion to
fighting. In fact, her sons are known
the world over as “the fighting race”
The trouble is that a certain section of
Ireland hates England more than it hates
Germany. There would be less objection
to- conseription in Ireland if in this crisis
Irish leaders would turn their eyes from
England and- fix them on France. Lous
A. Cuviller is quoted -in the Louisville
Courier-Journal as calling attention to
the great debt that those who are fight-
ing for the princiiple of Irish nationality
owe to France. Certainly France did its
best to establish Ireland as an independ-

ent country at a time when it seemed
possible that this independence might be
won by force of arms. We need not
dwell upon the fact that France’s en-
thusiasm for Irish independence in those
days was not entirely dissociated from
her own fear and hatred of England. In
any event, France tried to do for Ire-
land what no other nation ever attempt-

ed, and now there is a chance for Ireland

to” show that, however she may hate
England, and however indifferent she
may be toward Germany, she remembers
her debt to France. - :

At the Battle of the Boyne General St.
Ruth fought for the Irish, and De Tess,
Lauz De Rosen and Brossleau sup-
ported the lost cause at Athlone and
Aughrim. The writer remarks that any
Irishman who has ever read ot the
charge of Laly, Dillon, Clare and Roth at
Fontenoy would blush with shame to re-
fuse to fight for France today. It seems
plain that there is good reason why Ire-
]and shculd strike a blow for France and
a blow for Belgium, in whose University
of Louvain so many of her priests were
taught. If Ireland is not moved by
thoughts of France and Belgium she
might think of herself. One recalls the
classic incident of Mr. Pickwick falling
through the ice when he and his associ-
ates were disporting themselves on Mr.
Wardle’s pofid. One of his alarmed dis-
ciples shouted to Mr. Pickwick that he
should support himself until help  ar-
rived, for the sake of his friends. It oc-

Against ltalian Frontier; Important Gains
by Allies in the West

Washington, May 21—Further evidence that another
great Austrian drive against Italy is impending came today
in an official despatch from Switzerland, saying also that

the Central Powers planned to suppress all military operation | patent medicine. Formula on every
in the east on May 20 to concentrate forces on the Italian front.

Austrian newspapers are quoted as saying this step marks

the institution of civil administration again in Bukowina an
in Gallicia, and that similar measures are to be taken in Hun-

gary towards Transylvania.

The military importance of the decision is emphasized be-
cause it enables the withdrawal of a considerable military
force from Galicia and Bukowina, while the Austrian general
staff will be able to turn all its attention to the operations

against Italy.

Striking viciously at the enemy at vari-
ous points along the western battle-
front; meeting each outburst of German
artillery with a thunder of cannon fire
and maintaining the mastery of the air
in every sector from the North Sea to
the Swiss frontier, the armies of the
Entente Allles are preventing the Teu-
tonic armies from quietly perfecting
their preparations for coming battles.
With the knowledge that the passing of
cach day brings new American legions to
help crush the next German offensive,
the Allies are finding satisfaction in the
fact that the Germans have as yet been
unable to launch a new blow in the
struggle which Berlin had expected to be
the decisive one of the war.

%or the most part, the Germans have
shown but little of their habitual fight-
ing spirit along the line in France. They
have been thrust back in four sectors
end the Allies have succeeded in winning
ground which will be of great import-
ance in the future, but the Germans have
counter-attacked in only one  instance
and this movement was carried out so
slowly and with such a lack of dash that
it was easily broken up before the Teu-
tons reached the new Allied positions.

More Important Than Believed.

The attacks by the French, near
Locre, on the northern side of the Lys
salient and of the Australians, before
Amiens, which have already been re-
ported, now appear to have been more
successful than was at first understood.
Near Locre the French have not only
taken strongly fortified points, but they

The Australfans,
too, have won ground which is of tac-|
tical importance along the Amiens sec-
tor.

The French still seem to be the most
active of the forces of the Entente na-
tions. They have again engaged in raid-
ing operations near Lassigny, on the
flank of the German line as it stands
since the advance toward Amiens.

On the American front there has been
the usual lively exchange of artillery
fire, but no infantry fighting has occur-
red. The same is true of the situation
in the Italian theatre of the war.

Mutiny and Desertion.

A report from Athens states ‘that
Turkish troops in Asia Minor have mu-
tinied and that a force sent to quell the
disorder has deserted. It is said that
there have been many desertions from
the Turkish garrisons in towns along the
Asia Minor coast.

The British war office reports casual-
ties numbering 86,677 during the past
week. This is a decrease from the num-
ber reported for the previous week.

Japan and China have come to an un-|
derstanding relative to the carrying out
of joint military operations in Siberia.
It was announced some time ago that
these operations would be directed
to securing the security of each coun-
try’s interests in Manchuria, Mongolia
and the Far East.

Kierstead Trial Begun.

His honor repeated the question more
sharply, and the prisoner replied a trifle
excitedly, “Yes, sir, yes, sir.”

He
gained flesh and his demeanor was nor-
mal. At the preliminary examination
he was very alert in court, but today
he spent the afternoon with his head
hung. The crowd assembled in the
court seemed to annoy him.

It took considerable time to select the
petit jury, but finally the following were
sworn in: E. F, Gale, J. W. Armstrong,
Fred. Hoben, George Colwell, George
Chase, 'I'. B. Sharpe, Charles Cooper, H.

The attorney-general, Hon. J. P.
Byrne, addressed the jury, outlining the
salient features of the case.- He re-

marked that the usual plea of insanity
would be advanced in defence of the
prisoner, but he asked the jury to take
note of the demeanor of the prisoner in
the dock and when he pleaded not guilty.

Myrtle Kierstead, aged fourteen years,
was the first witness. She reiterated the
story she told of the gruesome tragedy
at the preliminary hearing, adding a few
details regarding Kierstead’s condition.
Previous to committing the crime, she
said, her father went about the house
with a lamp and looked everywhere, au-
parently searching for somebody.

A. L. Smith and W. R. Scott con-
ducted the defence. The latter cross-ex-
amined the witness, attempting to bring
out points to confirm the contention of
insanity. The witness said that her
father had quarrelled with his wife last
fall and on two or three occasions struck
her. He accused her-of being in collabor-
ation with a neighbor in a plot to take
his farm from him. Later he accused
her of attempting to poison him. When
he went to the woods to cut pulpwood
he always took the witness with him
and he always carried a weapon for pro-
tection. Regarding specific incidents of
apparently insane acts, the witness said
that on one occasion her father took an
axe and chopped the wheels off the farm
wagon, and at another time he cho hped
down the royal mail box. j

Court adjourned with the witnesst still
under cross-examination. Kierstead was
taken back to his cell.

FALURE OF TME
BOUT NO SURPRISE

Abandenment of Heavyweight
Match Had Been Expected

Public Was Opposed—Adverse Senti-
ment Steadily’ Increased and Many
: States Refused to Allew Contest

of the proposed heavyweight champion-
s_!u'p boxing bout between Jess Willard,
title-holder. and Fred Fulton, challeng-

er, of Minesota, which was scheduled to
be held somewhere in the United. States
July 4, has been taken more or less agree-
ably by the followers of boxing. The
announcement which came from Col-
onel J. C. Miller of Bliss, Okla., potential
promoter of the biggest event in pug-
ilism, had been expected for weeks past,
and, strange as it might seem for an
event of such importance, the eventual
turn of events has not occasioned re-
morse.

Willard’s retirement, following so close-
ly the abandonment of the title bout,
likewise will be taken calmly by follow-
ers of the sport, who have long held the
opinion that Willard would not again be
seen in a public ring encounter where his
laurels were at stake.

Since the news was first sent broad-
cast that the men had signed articles for
the bout under the direction of Colonel

great change. Taken at first with a dis-
play of enthusiasm and expectation,
principally through the announced inten-
tion of the principals to make it a fit-
ting war-time championship bout, feeling
against the contest took a turn. Disap-
proval made itself manifest when, instead
of a championship bout over a distance,
the contest was reduced to a ten-round
affair, in which it was the universal op-
inion Willard’s title would be safe. When
it began to be evident from public opin-
ion that it was demanded, arrangements
'were proposed to give the match an air
of patriotism.

All the time, though, public feeling
against the contest had advanced, and
the patronage, which was at first expect-
ed, was shown to be a doubtful quant-
ity. And then came a series of rebuffs
from various states in the Union, whose
governors prohibited the bout, and frus-
trated the attempts of the promoter
wherever he turned.

The first rebuff to Colonel Miller and
the boxers came from the civic officials
of St. Paul and Minneapolis. Colonel Mil-
ler’s announcement some time ago that
the bout would be held at a point mid-
way between these two cities seemed to
show that at last a battleground where
there would be no opposition had been
found. The enthusiasm was short-lived,
however, for the match attracted a storm
of protest in these two cities, as it had
previously at other places, where it was
rumored it might be held, until the plans
were abandoned.

Governor M. H. Holcomb of Connectl-
cut closed the gates of that state to the
match just when negotiations to have it
staged there were to be renewed. And
subsequently the bout was banned by
the Governor of Utah. This left only
New Orleans and Baltimore as possible
battlegrounds, as the feeling in the west-
ern part of the country was of such a
nature as to make ineligible any thought
of taking it west. It was even consider-
ed doubtful that the respective executives
of Louisiana and Maryland would per-
mit the bout on soil in their jurisdiction,
which left only one course for Colonel
Miller to f8llow, and he did.
