GALLANT FEAT BY FRENCH

Trooper Swims Rushing River
and Establishes Rope Bridge

London, Oct. 19—According to offic-
ial news received here, says a despatch
to the Telegraph from Havre, the Ger-
mans are not occupying the Belgian
coast. It is said that there are only a
few Uhlans in Ostend.

London, Oct. 19—A correspondent of

the Times in France telegraphing en
Sunday, declares that any plan which
the German general, Von Kluck, may
have had for sweeping down on Calais
has failed, because, he says, the allied
forces arrived there first.
“When on last Thursday week the Ger-
mans put out a feeler toward Haze-
brouck from which a raid on Calais
would have been easy,” the correspond-
ent continues, “the French cavalry as-
sumed the offensive, and performed a
very gallant feat at arms.

New York, Oct. 19—A line of grey
transports, led by a pllot boat and two
British cruisers, and flanked by an ar-
mada of battleships, cruisers and de-

stroyers; a line so long that it laid the
smudge of its smoke -against the sky so
far as sailors could see'to the east and
west; such was the fleet that carried
Canada’s troops to England and its con-
voys as glimpsed ftom the decks of the
Minnewaska, 870 ‘miles from the mouth
of the Thames, ‘on October 10. Offic-
ers of the steamer, on her arrival here
today, told of the splendid spectacle.

There were thirty-two transports in
the line and they churned the water of
one another’s wakes atidistances of half
a mile to a mile. Fach transport flew
the British flag and each was painted
ithe battle color of the sea, steel grey,
even to the funnels. 'Well to the front
of the long line, perhaps five miles in
advance, steamed the leader—apparent-
ly sent ahead to make sure the way was
clear, for she carried -no troops with a
cruiser to the starboard and another to
port forward.

All the transports were converted
passenger liners or merchantment, and
some of them were recognized, or at
least it is thought they were, by the
Minnewaska’s officers, who viewed the
wonderful maritime procession through
glasses.

Thé fleet really moved in three lines;
the transports sandwiched between a
line of warships on each side. Among
the warships: were many destroyers sent
out from British ports to reinforce the
larger war craft, as the fleet neared its
destination. .

The day was one of brilliant sun-
shine, the sky was cloudless and the dis-
tance of the Minnewaska from the line
about five miles. Notwithstanding the
fact that the British ensign floated over
the liner, a cruiser darted out from the
line of convoys, circled the Minnewaska,
came quite close and steamed alongside
till the last transport was a speck on the
horizon.

Then the cruiser turned about and
steamed away to join the rear guard,
without having flashed a word to the
liner, either by wireless or signal.

Tokio, Oct. 19-—It is officially announced that the Japanese
cruiser Takachiho was sunk by a mine in Kiao Chau bay on the night
of October 17. One officer and nine members of the crew are known
to have been saved.

‘““The Takachiho was built in 1885, and refitted in 1900. She
was a vessel of 3,700 tons; was 300 feet long, and of 46 foot beam.
Her main battery consisted of eight 6-inch guns, and her speed was
about eighteen knots.

The Takachiho carried a crew of 283 men, only ten of whom,
according to the official report, are known to have been saved.

Tokio, Oct. 19—The Takachiho was on patrol duty outside Tsing
Tau, when she fouled the mine. Japanese destroyers heard the ex-
plosion and saw the flames that resulted. They hurried to the assist-
ance of the cruiser, which, however, disappeared quickly, and in the
darkness it was possible to rescue only twelve men. Twenty-eight
oﬁhicers, fifty-four non-commissioned officers and 189 seamen per-
ished.

Berlin, Oct. 19—Headquarters reports
shown an ominous pause regarding op-
erations in the west. Usually these re-
ports cover important movements and
the concentration of troops, but Berlin

High Officer in Belgium Says Ger-

(By George Renwick)

Northwest France, Oct. 18—A report
is current in this district this morning
that the Germans are retiring from Os-
tend and its neighborhood. It is added
that the town was not occupied in great
force. It is impossible here, at the time
at which this message must be dgspatch-
ed, to obtain any veritication of the re-
port, which, however, comes from what
I think is a fairly reliable source.

I am informed in another quarter that
the Germans now regard their general
position in Belgium as not quite a sat-
isfactory one. It is straggling, open to
attack, and in great danger, owing to the
continued progress of the allies further
south. Good progress, it is added, is be-
ing made by the allies in Belgium and
in military circles hopes are entertained
that a noticeable advance will be regis-
tered in the course of this week. It is,
confidently anticipated that the advance
will be achieved by a victory which will
also have a considerable effect on the
position of the contending armies else-
where.

“The Germans in Belgium,” said a
high officer to me this morning “simply
cannot hold on and win. Before the week
is over. we ought to have them on the
run.”

“That may be rather optimistic, but a
distinct feeling of optimism prevails
here.”

HEART ATTACK SAVED
LIFE OF KAISER'S SON;
~ NEXT BULLET HIS

London, Oct. 19.—A despatch to the
Times from Copenhagen says it is gen-
erally stated in Germany that Prince
Oscar, Lhe fifth son of the ' Emperor,
owes his life to his attack of heart
trouble. It appears from the stories
current that a party of Turcos were fir-
ing from trees and shot down all the
officers surrounding the prince.

SUPPRESS MARITZ BY
FORCE, THE ONLY WAY

Botha Calls on His Chief Political
Opponent, Hertzog, to Declare

London, Oect. 19—A despatch to
Reuter from Pretoria quotes a telegram
sent by General Louis Botha, premier
and commander-in-chief of the Union
of South Africa’s forces to General
Hertzog, General Botha’s chief political
opponent,

“Nobody regrets the treacherous acts
of the traitors more than 1.” the tele-
gram says, “in view of the fact that a
number of inexperienced men were
scandalously misled in this way.”

“There are no negotiations being car-
ried on with the rebel leader. The re-
bellion can only be suppressed by force.
The general opinion is that an immedi-
ate public repudiation of Col. Maritz’s
acts by you and others mentioned in his
ultimatum will do much toward reach-
ing the results aimed at. What do you
propose further?”

YON TIFPITZ IN ANTWERP

He May Take Command of German
Fleet This Month

London, Oct. 19—Admiral Von Tir-
pitz, German minister of marine, has
arrived in Antwerp. It was said recently
that, late in October, he would take
command of the German fleet,

the siege guns from Antwerp are being
moved toward the present German fight-

ing line. Large bodies of troops have
been pushed forward, but the enemy is
far from having completed arrangements
for striking his contemplated great blow.

It is probable that the Germans will
attempt to penetrate the defenses of
Dunkirk, with the object of overrunning
the French coast as far as Calais and
Boulogne. A large force of the enemy
is centred at Thorout, which is due east
of Dixmude, which commands the road
to the Belgian coast and the French
frontier southwest of Courtraix. Just
inside the Belgian frontier a strong body
of Germans have been located.

The Germans, taught by severe losses
in recent actions ,have grown wary of
flinging their troops on positions which
have not been thoroughly reconnoitered.
Meanwhile Dunkirk, though menaced by
the advancing Huns, remains calm and
is confident of giving the invader, if he
comes, an extremely warm reception.

Duty in the trenches, which is never
in any circumstances very agreeable, has
been rendered doubly unpleasant during
the last few days by heavy rain. The
zone between the two armies is in parts
nothing better than a bog, and in this
men and horses flounder helplessly.

“General Rain” has done the allies a
good turn by seasonable intervention.
There are those who are confident
enough to believe that the swing of the
pendulum will not be long delayed and
that the great German setback is near.

It was recalled in connection
with the explosion that the consul’s life
had been endangered three times this
year, the last time on September 18,
when he was struck down with a black-
jack as he was leaving the subway.

RECRUITING WAS BEGUN

HERE TODAY;
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ORDERS OUT

FOR THE WHOLE DOMINION

Report Today Says Colonel McAvity’s
Regiment Likely to Go—A. M. C. Men
From Here to Halifax—Ottawa De-
tails of Cost--May Be Farly Session

The call to arms has been sounded
again in Canada. Already in St. John
many are anxiously awaiting the oppor-
tunity to enlist those whno, through busi-
ness, personal, or varied reasons, were
unable to enroll with the first expedi-
tionary force.

With the announcement 'that there
would be a second contingent, the
nucleus of an infantry regiment, was im-
mediately formed in this city when Col.
J. L. McAvity, O. C. the 62nd regt. St.
John Fusiliers, enlisted for foreign ser-
vice the home company of fifty-nine men
who have been doing local defence duties
since the departure of the first body to
go from here. 'This company is a smart,
crack unit, having been on daily duty
for some weeks, and having been round-
ed into excellent soldierly shape. Colonel
McAvity will continue to take names of
others wishing.to go to the foreign fields,
and there is strong reason to believe that
in the second body to go from New
Brunswick will be the regiment of 1,000
foot-soldiers, under his personal com-
mand, although no orders to this effect
as yet have been received.

Leaving Tomorrow

Five young men irom No. 8 Field
Ambulance Corps, under command of
Captain T. E. Bishop, will leave for
Halifax tomorrow to take steamer for
England, very likely to join the force of
Canadians now at Salisbury Plains. Cap-

This has
resulted from the changes in the war
department at Ottawa, and the absence
of Col. Hughes in England.

tioned in tHe Times, is that the New!'!

Brunswick -units will muster at St.
John, or at least that is the expectation
of local militia officers in touch with de-
partmental affairs, There is said to be
ample accommodation here for the num-
ber who will go from this province, and
it is also possible that the point of em-
barkation for many of the troops which
will be mustercd at the military bases
through the several Canadian provinces,
will be St. John.

The News Frem Ottawa

(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—By the beginning of
the next year Canada will be support-
ing at home and abroad an army of 80,-
000 men if the programme mapped out
by the government -is carried out. This
will include the 82,000 men already in
England, the 10,000 men which it is
contemplated will be sent across i De-
cember, the 8,000 men for garrison and
home defence purposes and the 80,000
additional which it is intended will be
recruited as a permanent source of re-
inforcement supply. Orders for immedi-
ate enlistment have gone out today to
divisional headquarters.

Pending further instructions from the
war office no definite quota has been
fixed for the various divisional areas.
Recruiting, it is realized, may be heavier
in some than in others and it is expect-
ed that the west will be drawn upon
heavily with its preponderance of young
men. It is learned here that in To-
ronto, Winnipeg, Montreal and Vancou-
ver local regiments are again almost up
to full strength and it is presumed that
the great majority of those who have
recently joined are ready to go to the
front. The large number of strong,
able bodied young men who are unem-
ployed will, it is expected, swell the
ranks of the recruits.

It is estimated that by the beginning
of the new year Canada will be expend-
ing $100,000 a day for the pay of men
and officers alone. Already the per
diem expense for wages alone is $50,-

000. On the estimate that it costs $300
to equip each soldier with summer and
winter garments, rifle, bayonet, ammuni-
tion, kit, etc, it will cost the country
upwards of $24,000,000 to equip the 80,-
000 men. This does not include guns,
horses, motor trucks, signalling instru-
ments, reserve ammunition and hun-
dreds of other details of equipment
necessary to complete the force. Netther
does it include nursing staff or hospital
equipment.

Another $50,000,000

It is therefore clear thait the govern-
ment will require an additional war ap-
propriation of at least $50,000,000. It
is rumored here that an early election
may be called for this purpose and to
enact certain legislation chiefly of finan-
cial importance.

It is not believed that Hon. Col. Sam
Hugh®s, minister of militia, will re-
main in England for more than two

weeks and it is expected that he will{

return to the capital to take up the
work of organizing the second Canadian
force. At present the department is in
charge of Hon. J. D. Hazen, who is also
minister of marine and fisheries and
minister of naval defence and who, in
consequence, cannot give his undivided
attention to the department which at
present is one of the most important of
the administration. It is said that up-
wards of 1,600 men have already been
recruited for . the French-Canadian

The second report by Gen. French
gives the total of British killed, wounded
and missing from Sept. 12 to Oct. 8 as
5631 officers and 32,980 men.

The last summary of British Iosses
as given out by the war office was pub-
lished on Sept. 11, giving a total of 19,-
180 up to that time, so that the total
British casualties in the land operations
to date is 32,703, a very heavy proportion
out of about 160,000 men in the field.
Total fosses in the South African war
were about 21,000, Naval losses of the
British in the war have been about

3,000.

Wayside Apples

(By Peter McArthur)

‘"Why should the apples be wasted?
Even though the market price of other
country products—such . as grains, but-
ter, meat, etc,—may be low, they will be
cared for and little allowed to go to
waste. The necessary machinery for
marketing them has been perfected,
though the price may fluctuate, but with
apples and other fruits the case is entires
ly different. This department of trade
has been almost entirely speculative and
unless the dealers have seen a chance to
make a large profit much good fruit has
been allowed to go to waste. But even if
a market were established and properly
organized there would still be a waste,
because of the attitude of the public.

Everybody wants No. 1 apples of the
choicest varieties, and there is no mar-
ket for culls. It is quite true that many
of the culls are used in evaporating fac-
toriles to make dried apples and also to
make cider and vinegar. But the country
is full of uncared for orchards that yield
a large supply of excellent apples that
cannot be graded. It is a shame that
these should be allowed to waste. The
cost of production being practically
nothing beyond the rent of the land on
which the orchard stands, a very small
price would move the farmers together
and save these apples, if there was a
market for them. They are good enough,
not only for the poor but for anyone
with a sense of economy.

Let me remind those who insist on

nothing but the choicest apples, which
are always bound to be more or less ex-
pensive, ‘that the most delightful appre-
ciation of apples tn the language was
not written about any of the well-known
varieties but about the windfalls in ne-
glected corners of New England. Speak-
ing of some of his apple-eating revels,
Thoreau says:

“You would not suppose that there
was any fruit left there on the first
survey, but you must look according to
system. Those which lie exposed are
quite brown and rotten now, or per-
chance a few still show one blooming
cheek here and there in the wet leaves.
Nevertheless, with experienced eyes 1
explore under the bare alders, and the
huckleberry bushes, and the withered
sedge, and in the crevices of the rocks
which are full of leaves, and pry under
the fallen and decayed ferns which, with
apple and alder leaves, thickly strew the
ground. For I know that they lie con-
cealed, fallen into hollows long since,
and: covered up by the leaves of the tree
itself—a proper kind of packing.

“From these lurking places, every-
where within the circumference of the
tree, I draw forth the fruit all wet and
glossy, may be nibbled by rabbits and
hollowed out by crickets, and perhaps a
leaf or two cemented to it (as Curzon
would an old manuscript from a monas-
tery’s mouldy cellar), but still with a
rich bloom on it, and at least as ripe and
well-kept, if no better than those in bar-
rels, more crisp and lively than they. If
these resources fail to yield anything, I
have learned to look between the leaves
of the suckers which spring thickly from
some horizontal limb, for now and then

THE RUSSIANS

Their Army Not Like One The
Japs Defeated — New Tactics
Also '

(Toronto Mail and Empire)

In the illustrite Zeitung, a German
weekly paper, of July 16, a German of-
ficer who had spent some time observ-
ing the Russian army criticized it, and
the point he emphasized was that the
present fighting machine of the Czar is
no more like the machine that went
down to defeat before the Japanese than
the Germgn army of 1871 is like the
army of tbday. The improvements that
have beeny made in the Russian army
are remarkable, and while it probably
toes not equal the German in ef-
ficiency, its superiority in numbers
should make it equally formidable. It is
fear of the Russian army that has driv-
en the Kaiser to invade Belgium and
Luxemburg. He is following the old
Napoleonic principle of destroving his
enemies separately.

Olfd Tactics Discarded

The war with Russia showed the Rus-
sian military authorities that the army
was not to be depended upon. The tac-
tics of Dragomiroff were useless for at-
tack, since they seemed to be based
upon the assumption that the enemy’s
fire would invariably be accurate and
so deadly that an advance against al-
most equal numbers was not to be
thought of. That is why one may seaxch
the recoeds of the Russo-Japanese war
in vain for examples of Russiz advanc-
ing in force upon the enemy. Russia’s
advancing was almost invariably to-
ward the rear. The infantry lacked
power to win battles "because of their
premature formation, and the over-
spreading of their front ranks, the cav-
alry preceding the infantry in single for-
mation, and the artillery scattering to
small groups, and firing from positions
of concealement.  In the years 1911-2
these principles were abandoned, and
regulations founded upon those of Ger-
many and France took their place.

Lopping Off Deadwood

It was five years after the war with
Japan before Witte and Stolypin were
able to quell the threatened revolutions
of the country, and gather up sufficient
funds to begin the reorganization of the
military machine, but even before the
money was ready the work of improve-
ment had begun. In 1906 no fewer than
26 out of 31 army corps and 38 out of
61 army divisions received new com-
manders, and in the next few years 64
generals were placed in enforced retire-
ment. Thus the incompetents at the
head of the army were lopped off, and
their places taken by younger men. In
the year 1911 for instance, of the general
staff officers promoted to be colonels
four were 34 years old, ten were 35 years
old and twenty-one were 36 years old.

Czar Honors the Army

Previous to the war there had been
two distinct systems for training offi-
cers. There was one school for the no-
bles, and another school for the rest of
the cadets, and the result was thai two
distinct classes “were turned out. 'The
diffcrence was abolished, and all the of-
ficers who have been trained in the past
half dozen years have gone through the
same school. Moreover, as soon as the
finances of the country were adequate,
the salaries and pensions of officers were
increased. The Czar copied the'example
set by Emperor William, and lost no
opportunity of publicly referring to the
army in terms of devotion and respect.
He had his photographs taken in mili-
tary costume, and took every means of
making it known throughout Russia that
the way to his favor led through the
army. Moreover, he no longer refused to
let the working officers have the decis-
jons as to important commands, and did
not attempt to clog the wheels of the
new machine with imperial patronage.

Russian Soldiers Willing

In the Russo-Japanese War practical-
ly cvery Russian soldier looked like
everyone else. The men might have been
nothing but numbers. Since then the
custom has been cultivated of permit-
ting particular corps to wear disting-
uishing dress. Numerous regiments have
received special marks, traditions and
honorary colonels, and the esprit de
corps of the army has thus been revived.
Not only has the strength of the ariny
been increased, but it has been provided
with the most modern of weapons, and
it is said that in military aeronautics
Russia is now the leader of the world.
There have been also great improve-
ments in the machinery of mobilization
and there will be no such delay on the
part of the Russian troops getting into
action as there was at the time of the
war with Japan. Moreover, in the pres-

SAVING THE FORESTS
AND RENEWING THEM

Spokane, Wash., Oct. 17—Novel me-~
thods of perpetuating the enormous

stand of white pine in northern Idaho
and western Montana have been adopt-
ed by the government forestry service.
On. the St. Joe national forest 3,000,000 :
white pine seedlings have been planted
this year, and some planting also has
been done on the Clearwater, Selway,
Pend Oreille and Kaniksu forests. The
government, it is announced, will plant
between 1,000,000 and 2,000,000 white
pine seedlings at the experiment station
at Haugan, Mont. It is said that refor-
estation experiments have been success-
ful, in many cases 80 per cent of the
seedlings planted having matured.

In addition to reforestation, a sys-
tematic plan of fire prevention has been
developed. At intervals of five miles
hard woods, such as maple and ash, are
planted. These woods, it has been
found, act as a well-nigh perfect fire
barrier, and, when grown in strips, pre-
vent any dangerous spread of fire.

During the last summer it is estim-
ated that 1,000 men were on duty in
northrn Idaho patrolling the forests to
prevent the spread of fire. Large tim-
ber holders in various parts of the dis-
trict have organized timber protective
associations and have been successful in
keeping down fire losses. These organ-
izations co-operate with the govermment
to the end that duplication of patrol
work may be avoided.

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THE WAR NEWS.

News that four German torpedo boat
destroyers had been sunk on the Dutch
coast by an English cruiser, and that
the British and French troops in North-
ern France had driven the enemy back
more than thirty miles, preventing them
from advancing along the coast toward
the French Channel ports, came as a

. great relief yesterday. It is stated, how-
ever, that the Germans are bringing up
reinforcements, and we may anticipate
further severe fighting in that quarter.
The French official report yesterday
stated that the allied army in Belgium
lrad vigorously repulsed several attacks
by Germans at crossings of the River
Yser. Indeed the report was very op-
timistic. From the east, however, the
repogts  are conflicting, both the Rus-
sians and the Austrians claiming suc-
cesses. g

There is a report that Admiral Von
Tirpitz, the German naval minister, is
at Antwerp, and that he proposes to
make that port the base of operations
against England. 'This announcement,
however, will not cause much apprehen-
sion in England, since the British fleet
must be annihilated before a German
invasion could be projected with any
hepe of a landing being effected.

The sinking of a Japanese cruiser by
a German mine at Kiao-Chow is another
illustration of the deadly character of
these mines. A London cable says,
however, that since the war began Ger-
many has lost five light cruisers, four
gun-boats, six destroyers and one sub-
marine, or sixteen vessels in all; while
Britain has lost seven light cruisers, one
gun-boat and one submarine, or nine in
all. The odds are therefore still in fav-
or of the British, despite the fact that
their vessels are more exposed to at-
tack than those of Germany.

The loss of the Japanese cruiser will

stimulate the people of that country to
still greater efforts against the enemy
upon whom they have been steadily
closing in on all sides. Indeed a report
from China says that Germany is now
willing to surrender Kiao-Chow under
certain conditions. There is every rea-
.son to believe that Japan will demand
an unconditional surrender, and the loss
of one of her cruisers through contact
with a mine will merely strengthen her
determination.

MORE MEN FROM CANADA

Canada will immediately proceed to
put 40,000 men ynder arms and in train-
ing, and will keep that number under
arms until the end of the war, sending
forward contingents to the Mother
Country from time to time, the first
one, numbering 10,000, to go in Decem-
ber.

This annoyncement, officially made by
Sir Robert Borden yesterday, is heard

, With universal satisfaction throughoyut
Canada. Sir John French reports that
the British losses in France to date
amoun{,io about 88,000 men out of a
total of 160,000 in the field. The Brit-
ish naval losses in the war thus far
amount to about 3,000. 'The heavy
losses in France reveal the desperate
character of the fighting. Reinforce-
ments are greatly needed by the allies in
ihe field, and Canada must do her share.
In order that our men may get some
training it is necessary to have them
recruited and placed upder drill as soon
as possible. Two American correspond-
ents who have returned frem Germany
te London say that the German people
are still cheerful, and continue subscrib-
ing generously to the war fund, and are
proud of their army. There will be
heavy fighting before the German arm-
ies are driven oyt of France and Bel-
gium, and Canada must do her shape in
sending the reinfarcements which are
needed to achieve that result. The ac-
tion of the government at Qttawa there-
fore will We heartily endorsed, as will
any further action it may take io hurry
up the drilling and equipment of the
troops.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER.

“Fellow countrymen, citizens of Mon-
treal, 1 am not in your midst as a poli-
tician, but simply as a Canadian, and
I need not say a Canadian of French
race. I am here to claim my right to
be called a French-Canadian, and [
come to ask the Frepch-Canadians to
organize a body of men which will show
to all the world that we remember what
we owe to England and what we owe to
France, the country of our ancestors.
This right [ have claimed in English-
speaking provinces as I claim it tonight
among men of my own race”

In these stirring werds Sir Wilfrid
Laurier addressed on Thursday evening
last a vast assemblage which the Mon-
treal Mail says must have numbered
mearly 20,000 persons. Of Sir Wilfrid’s
speech The Mai] says:—

“Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s eloguent ap-
peal to his fellow-countrymen of French
extraction that they should take arms
in the cause of justice, liherty and hon-
or, and swell the ranks of the new
French-Canadian regiment roused ic a
point that baffles description the patrio-
tic enthusiasm of the theusands that
filled to overflowing the great hall at
Sohmer Park.”

Among other speakers were Hon, T.
Chese Casgrain, Hon. Rodolphe Lem-

ieux, Mr. L. T. Marechal and Sir Lomer
Gouin, and a telegram expressing re-
gret at his absence was received from
Sir Robert Borden, who had also been
invited to attend and deliver an address.
We are told that the words liberty,
Justice and honor were spoken again and
again in the course of the - bfilliant
speeches which marked the ‘occasi#n. Dr.
Arthur Mignault, who is organizing the
Royal French-Canadian regiment, and
who occupied the chair, said that the
large number of applications for places
in the ranks were convincing proof of
the loyalty and enthusiasm of French-
Canadians in the cause of liberty and
justice, For himself Major Mignault
simply said: “I trust I shall be able to
prove in deeds what I may fail to ex-
press in words.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier in his opening re-
marks referred to great political de-
monstrations in the’ past in that hall,
but said that they had now a bigger
object in view. Political differences had
been put aside. The English and French
were now fighting side by side not mere-
ly to vindicate the honor of England and
France; but to uphold civilization itself
against the power of barbarism. It was,
he said, no exaggeration to draw a com-
parison between Attila, whe had been
called “scourge of God,” and the German
Emperor responsible for the present
conflict. In appealing “with all his heart
and soul” to the young men to take part
in the formation of the Royal French-
Canadian Regiment, Sir Wilfrid admit-
ted that it meant sacrifice.

“But oh, young men,” he pursued, “1
want to tell you now I envy you the
opportunity of making this sacrifice and
starting out to take your part in fight-
ing for England, France and Belgium.
Some of you must, indeed, inevitably
make a convenant with death and sleep
beneath the earth of a foreign land.”

Sir Wilfrid pointed out that Great
Britain asked nothing from us, but gave
us absolute freedom. “The hideous mon-
ster of conscription has never existed in
Canada, nor will it ever exist in any part
of the British Empire.” Continuing, Sir
Wilfrid said:—“There is now only one

thought in our minds, and that is to de- ]

fend the Mother Country and the Brit-
ish Empire, to fight for the cause of
France and Britain and for all human-
ity

Sir Wilfrid paid ‘a stirring tribute to
the bravery and endurance, the con-
stancy and honor of the Belgiaps, and
declared that they must be revenged.

“But,” he said, “there is another coun-
try which is in our thoughts, and that
country is England. I know of nothing
more admirable than the conduct of
England, nothing more heroic than the
way in which Britain came to the aid
of France and Belgium; England had no
territory to gain by the war, unlike
France, whe had her lost provinees to
get back; nor had she to defend her
so0il like Belgium, but England went to
defend a people that could not defend
themselves,”

After a brief review of the causes of
the war' Sir Wilfrid reealled the incid-
ent that Kitchener as a boy of twenty
had gone to fight against the Prussians,
and under the French flag, in the yesr
1870. He had then fought in a losing
cayse; but this time he weuld be instru-
mental in defeating the same foe.

This great Montreal meeting must
have the effect of stimulating the cause
of recruiting, not only in Quebec prov-
ince, but in other provinces. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier is giving the government
magnificent support in this crisis in the
affairs of the Empire, and onee more
Jjustifies the title given to him hy the
Rt. Hen. Winston Churchill, whe last
vear described him as “that great Im-
perialist, 8ir Wilfrid Laurier.”

ARCHBISHOP HOWLEY

The Most Rev. Michael Francis How-
ley, Archbishop of Newfoundland, was
born at St. John’s on September 25, 1843,
and was educated at St. Bonaventure's
College and the Propaganda, Rome. He
was first appointed secretary to Arch-
bishop Eyre with whom he returned
from Glasgow to Rome in attendance at
the Vatican Council in 1869, Returning
to Newfoundland with tlie late Mgr.
Power in 1870 he was appointed Prefect
Apostolic of St. George’s West in 1885.
He was consecrated Bishop of St. John’s
in 1894 and in 1904 was appointed Arch-
bishop of Newfoundland, the first ap-

pointment of its kind.

Archbishop Howley was a writer of
considerable note, Besides numerous con-
tributions to the magazines, reviews and
newspapers, he was the author of an Fe-
clesiastical History of Newfoundland and
a Life of Bishop Mullock- A paper on

Newfoundland Name Lore, and a paper|

on the Royal Arms, the latter contribut-
ed to the Transcript of the Royal Soci-
ety of Canada of which body His Grace
was a fellow, were among other works of
his pen.

Archbishop Howley will be long held
in remembrance in St, John's through
both his loyal work ror the chureh and
in public affairs. It was to him largely
that St. John's owed the restoration of
the Cathedral after its' destruction by
fire. He took an active intrest in all that
related to the welfare and advancement
of his natire country and it has been fre-
quently asserted that he favored the en-
trance of Newfoundland into the domin-

ion.
As a prelate he was noted for his

New York, Qct. 17—Dr. William V.
McCready, an American surgeon, who
_arrived from FEurope on board the Cel-,

Treaties are the currency of interna-
tional statesmanship. (Applause.) Let us
be fair.

My Lords, Ladies and Gentlemen—I
have come here this afternoon to talk to
{my fellow countrymen about this great
iwar, and the part we ought to take in
'it. I feel my task is easier after we
|have been listening to the greatest bat-
tle song in the. world. (Cheers.) (This
jwas & reference to “Men of Harlech,”
which was sung before he rose.)

There is no mon in this room who
has always regarded the prospects of
engaging in a great war with greater re-
luctance, with greater repugnance than
I have done throughout the whole of my
political life. (Cheers.) There is no man,
either inside or outside of this room,
more convinced that we could not have
avoided it without national dishonor.
(Cheers.) I am fully alive to the fact
{that whenever a nation has been en-
gaged in any war she has always in-
voked the sacred name of honor. Many
a crime has been committed in its name;
there are some crimes being committed
now. (Hear, hear.) But, all the same,
national honor is a reality, and any na-
tion that disregards it is doomed, (Hear,
hear.)

The Country’s Obligations.

Why is our honor as a country in-
volved in this war? Because in the first
place we are bound in an hon-
lorable obligation to defend the inde-
ipendence, the liberty, the integrity of a
'small  neighbor—(cries  of: “Quite
right!”)—that has lived peaceably, but
she could not have compelled us, because
she was weak. The man who declines
to discharge his debt because his credit-
or is too poor to enforce it is a black-
guard. (Cheers.) We entered into this
treaty, a solemn treaty, a full treaty,
to defend Belgium and her integrity.
Our signatures are attached to the docu-
ment. Our signatures do not stand alone
there. 'This was not the only country to

ers in the world. (Hear, hear.) But if
the currency of German commerce is %o
be debased to the level of that of her
statesmanship, no trader from Shanghai
to Valpariso will ever look at a German
signature again, (Cheers.) This doctrine
which is superscribed by Bernhardi as
treaties which serve only as long as it is
to its interest, goes to the root of public
law. It is the straight road to barbarism,
just as if you removed the magnetic pole
whenever it was in the way of a cruiser
—(laughter)—the wnole navigation of
the seas would become dangerous, diffi-
cult, impossible, and the whole machin-
ery of civilization will break down if
this doctrine wins in this war. (A voice;
“It won't.”)

Fight Against Barbarism

We are fighting against barbarism.
(Applause.) But there is only one way of
putting it right. If there are nations that
say they will only respect treaties when
it is to their interést to do so, we must
make it to their interest to do so for
the future. What is their defence? Just
look at the interview which took place
between our Ambassador and great Ger-
man officials when their attention was
called to this treaty to which they were
partners.. They said: “We cannot help
that.”

Our captain immediately got the |
crew busy and what coal we could spurel

The commander of the Goe-
hen declared that this would not be suf-
ficient and after a long talk with oury
captain decided that he would take the;
mattresses that covered the beds in the|
passenger quarters. Within an hour)
1,200 mattresses were transferred to the
German warships to be used as fuel |
when the coal gave out. Furniture was |
also transferred and I could see that |
everything aboard the cruisers that was
made of wood had been stripped away
and either had been or would be used
for the furnaces.

«Before leaving us our captain asked
the German commanders about their
store of provisions, and upon learning
that the supply was low several tons
of stores were transferred from the
Barcelona. Our ship was stripped of
pretty nearly everything that would be
useful in aiding the German cruisers to
escape the enemy closely trailing them.
At nightfall they left and we went to-
.ward the Port of Messina.

Take Off Naval Reservists.

I thought that we had seen the last
of the cruisers, but on the next day,
August 3, they again overtook us and
after another conference between the
" commanders and our captain, most all
of the crew of the Barcelona, who were
German naval reservists, were taken on
board the cruisers. The captain, chief
engineer, several members of the crew
and myself were the only ones left on
board. We made our way into Messina.

«] remained on board the Barcelona
Wfter we made the port, but after the
second day I made a trip to Catania

“On returning to Messina 1 determ-
ined to find out for myself just how
far the authorities would go if T did not
meet my bills with Italian money or
American gold. [ went into a restaur-
ant and ordered a good dinner and when
{ had finished offered a ten dollar bill
in payment. I was told it was no good
but’ upon stating that 1 had no other
money and they would have to accept
the bill, it was taken and I received the
change in Italian currency. For some
reason or other Americans did not seem
in good standing and T can blame it on
no other reason than the war scare.

Escaped By Means of Ruse.

“I was informed by the captain of the
Barcelona that the Hamburg-American
line offices in Berlin had instructed him
to allow me to proceed on my way from
Messina, so 1 began to travel northward
toward Germany. On a train eoing
through northern Ttaly 1 met the first
officer of the Barcelona, who was on his
way to Germany. He told a most in-
teresting story of how the Goeben and
Breslau finally avoided the British fleet
and made their escape. After leaving
Barcclona the two German  cruisers
were sighted by the British fleet and
had to put on all steam 1o get away.

“[t was seen that the Britishers were
gaining on them in the afternoon and
when  darkness  finally enveloped them
the Germans resorted to a trick to gel
away. Seven musicians  who  were
aboard the Goeben were placed on one
of the large life rafts with their instru-
ments and instructed to wait a certain
length of time and then begin piaying
German airs.

“The Goeben and Breslau got under
way leaving the musicians to their fate
on the raft. After the wait, as per in-

German-airs and they were heard by the
British. The enemy steamed down up-
on them, going many miles out of their
course to do so, and were fooled by the
ruse. 'The Goeben and the Breslau
changed their course to the eastward
and got away. I do not know what
becamé of the musicians ‘on the raft,
but presumably they were made prison-
ers of war.

Finds Hospital Crowded

«After many delays I arrived in Mun-
ich and there I found soldiers on all
sides. My first instinct was to call at
the hospitals, which I did, and in 'all
my experience I ne
ing or such a condition of affairs. The
hospitals were crowded with dying and
wounded. Temporary hospitals had
been erected in all parts of the city,
but they were inadequate to care for the
train loads of soldiers which continual-
ly arrived from the front.

“While in & cafe having my dinner
1 was arrested and charged with being
an English spy. I had no passport at
the time and had a hard time convine-
ing the authorities that T was an Am-
erican and that all I desired was to gzet
home. With the aid of the overworked
American consul T was permitted to go.

“Arriving in Berlin, I went immedi-
ately to Ambassador Gerard, who gave
me a passport. I was arrested in Ber-
lin, but the passport saved me much
trouble. Berlin is rather quiet. There
is a decided business depression. At the
office where the list of dead and miss-
ing is posted I saw many pitiful sights.

The bulletins given the public do not}

show the real condition of affairs. All
news of German reverses is suppress-
ed. From what I could see I believe that
the Germans will fight to the last man
The rwilitary spirit _is  everywhere
throughout the empire. The Germans,
while not wanting the war, realize now
that the fate of their eountry is in the
balance and they are willing and ready
to give the last measure of devotion.

“] went through Holland on my way
to London and there I saw many soldiers
and a military spirit seemed to prevail.
1 am, however, not sure whether Hol-
land sympathizes with the Allies or with
Germany. There are many refugees in
Holland and the government is doing all
in its power to care for them.”

Belgium in 1870.

What did they do in 1870? That
Treaty Bond was this: We called upon
the belligerent powers to respect that
treaty. We called upon France, we call-
ed upon Germany. At that time, bear
in mind, the greatest danger to Belgium
came from France and not from Ger-
many. We intervened to protect Bel-
gium against France exactly as we are
‘doing now to protect her against Ger-
!many. We are proceeding exactly in the
Isame way. We invited both the bellig-
erent powers to state that they had no
intention of violating Belgian territory.
What was the answer given by Bis-
marck? He said it was superfluous to
ask Prussia such a question. in view of
ithe treaties in force. France gave a
similar answer. We received the thanks
at that time from the Belgian people
for our intervention in a very remark-
able document. 'This is the document
addressed by the municipality of Brus-
sels to Queen Victoria after that inter-
| vention:

“The great and noble people over
| whose destinies you preside have just
given a further proof of its benevolent
sentiments towards this country. The
voice of the English nation has been
heard above the din of arms. 1t has as-
serted the principles of justice and
right. Next to the unalterable attach-
ment of the Belgian people to their in-
dependence, the strongest sentiment
which fills their learts is that of an im-
perishable gratitude to the people of |
Great Britain.”

The people of Belgium are very close
to the Dutch in customs and manners
and in kinship, too, because there has
been muehn intermarrying for centuries.

But coupled with this is the fact that
by the fall of Antwerp the Germans are
within easy access of the mouth of the
Scheldt, the river dividing Holland and
Belgium, but propérly a Dutch strecam
because it enters the sea wholly in Hol-
land territory.

vent Invasion by Flooding Country.

Holland has mobilized 250,000 men. But
what are 250,000 men against the mil-
lions the Germans can employ in the at-
tack

In the event of an invasion of Holland
by the Kaiser’s forces the enemy will be
fought, not by “blood,” nor by *“iron,”
but by water. This was the assurance
given to Bismarck himself when he visit-
ed the Netherlands in the eighties.

“I'he man of Blood and Iron” was in
conversation with M. van Thorbecke, the
then minister of war at The Hague.
“Yes,” he said, in his characteristic tone
of half bluster, half banter, “we have
now three regiments of Guards, every
man standing over six feet.”

“That does not inter-st me very much”
answered the Dutch Minister. “In case
of invasion we wouwd soon cover every
one of your six-footers under ten feet of
water.”

If not taken too : terally, these words
are now found to lave heen prophetic,
for at this moment the Dutch minister
of the “Waterstaat,” as he is called, is

actively engaged in claborating plans for
an immediate inundation of the country
should the need for it arise. Nor would
it be the first time in Holiand’s history
that so drastic a step for safeguarding
the nation’s independence had been
taken.

During the Spanish dominion it was
by water chiefly that the Duke of Alva’s
enormous army was beaten and destroy- |
ed. The invasion under Louis XIV of‘
France met with a similar fate.

There is now no intention on the part
of the Dutch authorities
country lo the depth of seven or eight
feet. 'The new defensive system avoids
this waste of energy and of water.

Eighteen inches is the limit decided
upon, and cighteen inches of water
spread over an arca of forty-five miles
is calculated as being sufficient to render
the forward march of an army absolutely
impossible.

Young French Soldier Worthy

of Victoria Cross

A THRILLING STORY

Carried Colonel to Safety, And,
Going Back in Hail of Lead,
Rescued an Englishman—Dar-
ing Feat by English Cyclists

The London Daily Chronicle publishes
the following from its special corre-
spondent at Angers under date of Sep-
tember 27:

“Jean Berger, ‘simple soldat’ of the
2nd Regiment of Infantry, should after
the war, be Jean Berger, V. C. He is a
Frenchman—yes, but listen to ‘his story.

“He, a boy of about eighteen years
of age, lies in hospital here, wounded
badly, but dangerously, in the side and
also in the hand.

“Jean belongs to an old Alsatian
family. After the war against Prussia
his grandfather refused to submit to the
rule of the conquerors, and left the prov-
ince to settle in Normandy. He passed
his hatred of the Prussians on to his
son, and the son instilled it in the four
grandchildren. ;

“When war broke out two of the sons
were already in the army, one as an of-
ficer and the father, calling to him the
two boys who were not ye t of age to
be called upon by the military author-
ities, said to them: ‘Go and enlist! And
be sure to join regiments which will op-
erate ‘on the Alsatian frontier.’

“Jean joined the Second Regiment of
Infantry, which was soon under orders
for Upper Alsace. Before it arrived at
the scene of operations, however, fresh
instructions were received, and the Sec-
ond went to operate with the English
on the left. He went through the ter-
rible ordeal of the battle of the Marne,
and, with his regiment, now sadly dim-
inished in numbers, but with its dash
and spirit as of old, he formed one of
the stupendous line drawn up to face
the Germans in their tremendously
strong positions on the Aisne.

“It was during one of the almost in-
numerable fights which, battles in them-
selves, are making up that Homeric
struggle of the nations on the River
Aisne that the colonel leading the -gal-
lant Second was shot down. Machine
guns were raking the quickly thrown-
up trenches, showers of rifle bullets were
falling everywhere around. With that
heroism which takes account of nothing
save the object in view, Jean rushed out
of his shelter to carry his colonel to
safety.

“Through a rain of leaden death he
passed scatheless, reached his colonel and
carried him to safety.

Through Hail of Lead

“As he was performing his glorious
act he passed an officer of the Grenadier
Guards wounded severely in the leg who
called out for water.

“¢All right! criéd'Jean, ‘T'll be back
in a minute or two.”

“He put the colonél in the shelter of
a trench where the Red Cross men were
at work, procured some wine from one
of the doctors, and set forth again to
face the bullet showers. And again he
went out untouched.

“Reaching the English officer, Jean
held up the flask to the wounded man’s
lips, but, before he could drink a bullet
struck the young Frenchman - in the
hand, carrying away three fingers and
the flask fell to the ground. Quicklv, as
though the flask had merely slipped out
of one hand by accident, Jean picked it
up with the other, and, supported by
the young Frenchman the English of-
ficer drank.

“While he was doing so a bullet drill-
ed Jean through the side. Yet, in spite
of the intense pain, he managed to take
off his knapsack and discovered some
food, which he gave the FEnglish com-
rade.

“‘But what about yourself?’ asked
the officer.

“‘Oh,’ replied Jean brightly. ‘It’s not
long since I had a good meal’

“As the guardsman was eating, he and
Jean discovered that near them was a

intersected in every direction by hun-
dreds of deep ditches, canals, sluggish
streams and soggy marshes.

Even if soldiers attempted to wade
any distance they probably would be
drowned in the hidden canals.

The loss to property, to crops, and
probably to life in Holland would be
incalculable.

But independence has ever been the
watchword to spur the sons of the fierce
Batavians to deeds of self-abnegating
heroism, and the spell of that word is on
them now.

“A detachment of soldiers passing
near them aroused the English officer
and the French soldier. Their German
neighbor was dead, and for a long time
they could only wonder how the day of
battle was going. When the forenoon
well advanced they saw Germans ad-
vancing. !

“Jean, who can speak German,  call-
ed out, ‘We are thirsty, please give us
something to drink’ He was heard by
some officer of Uhlans, who rode . up,
and, dismounting and covering them
with his revolver, asked what was the
matter.

“‘We are thirsty,’ replied Jean.-

“The German looked at the little
group. He saw his countryman lying
dead with an empty flask beside him,
and guessed what was the scene of com-
radeship and bravery which the spot
had witnessed. He gave instructions to
an orderly, and wine was brought and
given to the two wounded men. Surely,
that is a scene and a deed which will
wipe out many a bitter thought and
memory of war!

“Just then the cannonade burst forth
again with tremendous fury, and the
German force which had come up had
to retire.

He became delirious ‘with
pain, and the young Frenchman, stiff,
feverish and weak himself, saw that it
was necessary to-do something to bring
the officer to a place where he would be
safe and would receive attention.

“Jean tried to lift the Englishman,
but found that he had not sufficient
strength left to take his comrade on his
shoulder. So half lifting him and drag- |
ging and rolling him at times, the gal-'
lant little piou-piou brought the wound- !

safety and help. The journey was two
miles long! . But at last it was
over.

WAS A MAN OF NOTE.

Samuel Lane Boardman, a Maine
editor, who died last week, was appoint-
ed assistant editor of the Country Gen-
tleman in Albany, N. Y., in 18569, when
he was but twenty-three years of age.
He held the position for two years,
when he went to Augusta as editor of
the Maine Farmer, a post which he oc-
cupied from 1861 to 1878.

In 1878 Mr. Boardman left the Maine
Farmer and took a position on the staff
of the American Cultivator in Boston.
He returned to Augusta in 1880 and for
the next eight years he was the editor
and publisher of the Home Farm, an
agricultural journal which had wide cir-
culation all over the state. Mr. Board-
man became editor of the Kennebec
Journal in 1889 and remained with that
publication until 1892. He became the
editorial writer for the Bangor Com-
mercial and editor of the Weekly Com-
mercial in 1895. He filled both posi-
tions until September, 1909, when his
health compelled him to retire from ac-
tive work. Since then he had lived at
Augusta, his former home.

Muny honors came to Mr. Boardman.
He was a member and secretary of the
state board of agriculture from 1872 to
1874. From 1874 to 1879 he was a trus-
tee of the Maine State College, now the
University of Maine. He was a mem-
ber of the board of managers of the
Maine Experiment station from 1885 to
1887. From 1865 to 1874 he was sec-
retary of the Maine State Agricultural
Society. He was also a member of the
Maine State Pomological Society.

Mr. Boardiman was a member of the
Twentieth Century club of Bangor, and
was president of the De Burians and
editor of the three volumes which that
organization published. His work has
not been entirely lost in the columns of
the daily press. He is the author of
Agricultural Bibliography of Maine and
his Handbook of the Turf is recognized
as an authority upon such matters. He

edited the Memoirs of Peter Edes, Pion-
cer Printer of Maine, which was issued

by the De Burians of Bangor, as well as
T'he Naturalist of the St. Croix and The
Year Book of the De Burians. He also
edited seven volumes on the agriculture
and pomology of Maine.

The honorary degree of master of
science was conferred upon Mr. Board-
man by the University of Maine in 1890,
