At that time No. 15 was about
100 yards from Hall’'s Creek bridge and
Stevens walked out of the car and jump-
ed off. The young men who were wit
him when coming back found him lying
on the side of the track with the side of
his head cut and bruised. He was picked
up and carried to the office of Dr. Mc-
Naughton and later was taken to the hos-

, pital. Stevens was severely shaken up but
his injuries are not considered dangerous.

The city was in complete darkness for
ahout forty minutes between one and two
o’clock this morning on account of a high
tension electric light wire carrying 1250
volts, breaking in Main street.. Fortunate-
ly no one was about when the heavily
charged live wire fell in the street. In

'ALDERSHOT GAMP AND

FAMOUS GEMS OF PROSE

THE HIGHWAY OF fHE SEA
By Edward Everett

From an address on ‘“‘The State of the Country,” which was delivered in the
Academy of Music, New York, July 4, 1861.

- APOLEON saw that before he could take possession of Louisi-

- ana it would be wrested from him by England who com-
- manded the seas, and he determined at once not merely to
deprive her of this magnificent conquest, but to contribute as far as
/in him lay to build up a great rival maritime power in the west. The
government of the United States, not less sagacious, seized the gold-
en moment—a’ moment such as does not happen twice in a thousand
years. Mr. Jefferson perceived that unless acquired by the United
States;. Louisiana would in a.short time belong to France or to Eng-
‘land, and with’ equal wisdom: and courage he determined that it
should belong to neither. True, he held the acquisition to be uncon-
stitutional, but-he threw to the winds the resolutions of 1798 which
had just brought ‘him into power; he broke the constitution and he
gained an empire. Mr. Munroe was sent to France to conduct the
negotiation, in conjunction with Chancellor Livingstone, the resident
minister, contemplating, however, at that time only the aequisition
of New Orleans and the adjacent territory.

But they were dealing with a man that did nething by halves.
Napoleon knew, and we know, that to give up the mouth of the Miss-
issippi river was to give up its course. On Easter Sunday, of 1803,
he amazed His council with the announcement that he had determin-
ed to cede the whole of Louisiana to the United States. Not less
to the astonishment of the American envoys, they were told by the
French negotiators at the first interview, that their master was pre-
pared to treat with them not merely for the isle of the New Orleans,
but for the whole vast pravince which bore the name of Louisiana;
whose boundaries, then unsettled, have since been carried on the
north to the British line, on the west to the Pacific ocean—a terri-
tory half as big as Europe transferred by a stroke of the pen. Fifty-
eight years have elapsed since the acquisition was made. The states
of Louisiana, Arkansas, Missouri, Iowa, Minnesota and Kansas, the
territories of Nebraska, Dakota, Jefferson, and part of Colorado,
have been established within its limits on this side of the Rocky
mountains; the state of Oregon and the territory of Washington on
their western slopé; while a tide of population is steadily pouring
into the region, destined in addition to the natural increase, before
the close of a eentury, to double the number of the states and terri-
tories. For the ‘entire region west of the Alleghanies and east of
the Rocky . mountains, the Missouri and the Mississippi form the
'natural outlet to thé sea.. Without counting the population of the
| seceding States there are 10,000,000 of the free citizens of the coun-
try ‘between Pittsburg and f‘ort Union who ‘claim the course and the
mouth of the Mississippi as.belonging to the United States.

It is theirs by a transfer of truly imperial origin and magni-
tude; theirs by ‘a 60 years’ undisputed title; theirs by occupation
and settlement ; fheirs by the law of nature and of God. Louisiana
a fragment of this colonial empire, detached from its main portion
and first organized as a state, undertakes to secede from the union
and thinks that by so doing that she will be allowed by the govern-
ment and people of the United States to revoke this imperial transfer,
to disregard this: possession and occupation of 60 years, to repeal this
law of nature and of God; and she fondly believes that 10,000,000 of
the free people of the union will allow her and her seceding breth-
ren to open and shut the portals of this mighty region. at their
pleasure. - They may do so, and the swarming millions which throng
the course of these noble streams and their tributaries may consent
to exchange the charter which they hold from the God of heaven
for a bit of parchment signed at Montgomery or Richmond; but if
I may repeat the words which I have lately used on another oceasion,
it will be when the Alleghannies and the Rocky mountains, which
form the eastern and western walls of the imperial valley, shall sink
to the level of the sea, and the Mississippi and the Missouri shall

Colone! Pellatt’s Reply

Accepting the address: Colonel Sir Hen-
ry Pellatt said: “Mr. Chairman and mem-
bers of the council, ladies and gentlemen.

—At this late hour you must pardon my:

making any speech. At the same time, e
cannot come among, you without thanking
yvou most heartily for the magnificent re-
ception that you are giving us here to-
night.: Perhaps it would be well to say
briefly why he have come here. The
whole world knows that Aldershot is the
magnet for ‘the training of our soldiers
of the Anglo-Saxon race. It is here that
they come from all over to perfect them-
selves, and it is for that reason that we
have come here—to try and perfect our-
selves in drill, in equipment, and in fact,
in everything that goes and is necessary
to make a British soldier—(hear, hear)—
and when we return to Canada we hope to
be of some use to those who have not
been so fortunate as to be with us, that
we may assist them in doing their work,
and in that way may derive the full bene-
fit of the training that we hope to gain
here and to bring back to assist our com-
rades in Canada. (Hear, hear). It is true
the Queen’s Own is but one small regi-
ment from the other side, but yet it rep-
resents a citizen army ready and willing
at any time to come and help the Mother-
land should at any time that help be re-
quired. (Hear, hear.) I thank you again.
Mr. Chairman, and ladies and gentlemen,
for the extreme kindness in turning out
to welcome us at such a very late hour,
and I will ask your pardon for not mak-
ing a speech.”

Mr. Calvert called for cheers for Colonel
and Lady Pellatt, and these were given
with much heartiness, thus bringing to
an end a ceremony that is unique even in
Aldershot.

The battalion then formed up, and to
the strains of the composite bands, pass-
ed through the crowded streets of the
town into the camp, receiving cheer after
cheer on their way. Behind them marched
several unils of the Aldershot Territorials
the Cyclist Guides and Fire Brigade.

Scenes in the Streets

The Canadians were expected to reach
Aldershet about six o'clock, and before
this hour the streets were crowded.
Throughout the whole afternoon an end-
less procession of motor cars, horsed
vehicles, bicycles, and pedestrians entered
the town by every inlet. From Ash, Farn-
ham, Farnborough, Fleet, Camberley, and
all the villages round a wide area, visitors
came by every route in ever-increasing
numbers, only to receive intimation
through the agency of the notice display-
ed on Gale and Polden’s window, that
the first train was not expected before
nine o’clock. Despite this, many gave
credence to a rumor that the Canadians
would arrive at half-past seven, and that
hour found a large crowd in the vicinity
of the Railway Station, and though the
expected visitors did not arrive then, the
numbers never lessened. On the contrary,
as the time sped by, the crowd was in-
creased by contingents from the town it-
self, until by half-past eight there was an
ever-moving mass of people in the prinei-
pal streets of the town, along which traf-
fic of any sort could make but slow prog-
ress. The bright lights in the shops, and
the extensive decorations of the streets
helped to make up

difficult to realize, and in the neighbor-
hood of the Railway Station, color move-
ment and music was added to the interest
of the scene by the arrival of detachments
of military bands—Guardsmen in their
white jackets, and Highlanders, Fusiliers,
and infantrymen in their scarlet coats
giving a picturesque effect.

The decorations in.the streets through
which the €anadians passed were of so
lavish a description as to form almost a
roof of flags. Coming outside the station
yard one saw the simple, but cordial greet-
ing, “Welcome, Canadians,” prominent in
large red letters on a white background.
From this onwards through the Station
Road, Victoria Road, Wellington Street,
Union Street, and Grosvenor Road were
Venetian masts at freque]- intervals,

conected »#with linies of flags and banner:
ettes, and crossing the roads were numer-
ous lines of large flags, with, at the top of
Union Street, another welcome to the-.

THERMOMETER

Like many other inventions of scientific’
usefulness, the thermometer, too, is said -
to have been devised by Galileo. Between
the times that he discovered the spots
on the sun, or the rings around Saturn, or -
when he was not busying himself with
building the first telescope, he found the
opportunity to.think out the simple prin-
ciple of the thermometer.

It was then called a weather glass, and
in construction consisted of a bulb with
a tube inverted, and opening into a cup.
It was filled with a colored liquid, very
like wine spirits, and as the temperature
of «the. weather expanded or contracted,
it would indicate on the side of the tube. .
Galileo had two fixed degrees of heat and
cold; the first being the greatest sum-
mer heat at- Florence, and the latter, the
degree of cold of snow or ice.* L

regulate the temperature of the .home. But

must have been watched and studied with
much interest by ' the inventor and th
small ~circle ‘of His friends who gath
around him. It must have been with a
feeling of childish delight that even those
wise and learned men saw the wonderful
little column of colored liquid rise in the
tube of the first thermometer, as the ter-
rific heat of a Florentine midsummer
gradually approached.

The griginal Sun and Star
would not have gone out_of business if
they had been -paying propositions. It was
hopeless to expect that a successor would
farerbetter. The men.whose actual work
has produced the New-Star for six montha
deserved more thap they have received
from those who encouraged them to make
the saerifice. Meanwhile the Standard
seeks to profit by the transfer of the New
i) Star’s éirculation and patronage to itself.
The ‘whole affair, as far as it relates to the
* conduct of the tory organ was very small
‘business. For the men who have been de-
ceived, and who hLave lost, there will be

general sympathy.

HIGH SCHOOL REFORM

Writing in the Canadian Courviér, Mr.
Norman Patterson contends that the col-
lmte institute dr high school must be re-
formed. The old time high school teacher
,e:ilucated boys chiefly for the professions.
1t is now felt that these schools must be
so conducted as to educate boys for work
. on the farm and in the factory as well as
for the professions. The present system
has a tendency to rob the rural communi-
ties and send the ‘brightest youths away to
the cities. Mr. Patterson quotes from
recent address in Toronto by the principal
of Ridley College, St. Catherines, to the ef-
fect that the beautiful fruit farms of the
Niagara pemnsula. ate occupied by families
who have recently moved there. The old
families are gone and moat of them disap-
peared because the boys were educated out
of the district and into the professions.
Yet, he says, the newer settlers have turn-
ed the district into a great garden, quad-
rupled the price of land, and are making
greater yearly profits than those of the
average professional man.

The remedy, Mr. Patterson argues, is in
agricultural and technical high schools.
There is an agricultural college in Ontario,
and he would have an agricultural high
school in every county, working in har-
mony 'with the ‘college, to solve the prob-
lem of keeping the people on the land.
Such a course would make farming popular
with young men, increase the product of
the farms and reduce the cost of living.
Mr. Patterson cites the instance of a farm
in Norfolk County, which a few years ago
eold for $2,500. Later it was sold for $4,-
500, and recently, since scientific fruit
growing methods have been introduced in
the district, this farm was sold for $17,000.

In the cities Mr. Patterson would have
more high schools turned into technical
schools to educate young men who would
become, mechanics, foremen, designers, and
manufacturers. The training suitable for
the prospective professional man would be
guite unsuitable for these. Manufacturing,
which not so many years ago was but a
small business in Canada, is today of large
extent and a highly technical occupation;
hence technical education is as necessary
a8 agricultural, and this writer predicts
that within ten years 25 per cent of the
high schools of Ontario will be labelled

technical.

There is as gaeat need of agricultural and
technical education in New Brunswick

“The cards were stacked against those
who did not completely endorse the Pin-
chot propaganda, while those who favor-
ed President Taft’s practical conservation
were labeled ‘frauds.’

“The man who invented the system of
frenzied finance is a congervative man ac-
cording to the ideas jve heard advanced
at the so-called conference. -

“Members of the timber trust told us
how we should stand for conmserving our
forests for unborn generations while they
are adding 50 cents a thousand feet to
their stumpage prices.

“We heard reformers argue long and
loud how they planned to sell power, coal

cost, and in the next utterance they told
us  how they purposed ‘paying ‘mo ‘small
share of the goveérnment’s -expense from
the earnings of the natural resources of
the western country.

“The action of the supporters of Pin-
chot gave us the greatest warrant to be-
lieve that we were right in the position
taken by the delegations from the western
states, in which 95 1-2 per cent of the
country’s natural resources are. located.

“The . eastern conservationists want us
to bear the cost of government while the
profits from our natural resources flow to
the federal treasury. Let them first turn

ver. to..the.government the revenue they
'te‘c‘%i‘\;e Jfrom. their mines and power sites.

e believe in forest preservation and
reforestation. We alsg believe the states
should participate inthe benefits of their
water powers. Our constitution gives us
these rights, but the Pinchotian demand
is that thé federal lands, where the water
power sites” are located, ‘should be with-
drawn and leased for the profit and at
‘the pleasure of the Unmited States govern-

“There scems to be some misunderstand-
ing as to the position taken by those who
advocate home control of our great re-
sources. From time immemorial there has
been a struggle between the people on the
one hand and the reigning power of the
financial interests on the other as to who
shall control our local affairs and resourc-
es, Thisis the same fight over again. The
people of the west believe they are com-
petent and qualified and should have com-
plete jurisdiction over matters within
their own states.”

To His Worship, J. H. Frink, Mayor of St.
John.
Dear Sir:—I note by this morning’s Tele-
graph that a eommittee consisting of your-
self, Alderman Jones and a number of

the streets’ department. The J'%te payers
of the city have no doubt but that this de-
partment needs investigating quite ag ‘much
as the paving matfer thai has been engag-
ing so much attention of late; but, Sir, 1
beg to assure you that I voice the senti-
ment of no small number of the citizens of
St. John when I protest against any mem-
ber of the paving committee acting upon
this new committee, for, Sir, that paving
committee is completely discredited in the
minds of the citizens. Alderman Joncs,
who has not been long enough in the coun-
cil to lose his moral consciousness, seems
to feel this himself, as is indicated by his
remark that, since he and yourself had
acted upon the paving committee, you

‘ought to have a vacation. Let us open up

this festering sore again.

A contract for St. John paving is to be
let. The city engineer and several alder-
men are invited by an American corpora-
tion to visit their city and inspect the Has-
sam method of paving and, as Alderman
Vanwart puts the case, “because they sece
an opportunity of a good time at the ex-
pense of someone else, the city engineer
and these aldermen go,” but later admitted
that they knew nothing of the matter they
were supposed to have studied, but simply
. Several local firms se-
cured the original specifications and tend-

 ered accordingly. The Hassam people, or a]

firm with ‘some sort of a compact wlith
they
would have the privilege of changing the
specifications. The local contractors fig-
ured on the original specifications. The
Hassam Company figured on the changed
specifications, got the contract and under-
took the work on Main street. A Mr. Car-
leton, whom the writer has never met, but
hopes to meet in the near future, was ap-
pointed as inspector of the work, to look
after the interests of the city. The eity
engineer ‘gives the inspector a copy of the
specifications and he attempts to attend
to his duties. He objecta to some old con-
crete being left along the railway track,
but is damned for a foo! and'disregarded.
He protests re a quantity of large stones
which had been dumped on the street with-
out the subgrade being rolled, and is again
told by the Hassam or grout method cf
speech’ that he knows nothing about - Has-
sam methods of paving. Mr. Carleton
makes his protests to the city engineer,
only to find that the engineer has not only
adopted the Hassam method of paving, but
the grout method of listening to the inspec-
tor's protests. Mr. Carleton sees this pro-

by an impartial commssion, with perhaps
a judge as chairman and some eminent
counsél to cross-examine the witnesses.
When this was not done, however, in view
of your pre-election pledges as to your de-
sire to see the funds entrusted to your care
judiciously expended in the public inter-
ests, the public still had confidence in your
intentions until you assumed an attitude
that you must realize was strangely incom-
patible with those pledges. Could it be
otherwige than that the attempts such as
have been made to balk or impede investi-
gation would give rise to protest on the
part of a thinking public?
