APOLEON saw that before he could take possession of Louisi­
ana it would be wrested from him by England who com­
manded the seas, and he determined at once not merely to 

deprive her of this magnificent conquest, but to contribute as far as 
in him lay to build, up a great rival maritime power in the west. The 
government of the United States, not less sagacious, seized the gold­
en moment—a moment such as does not happen twice in a thousand 
years. Mr. Jçfïerson perceived that unless acquired by the United 
States,. Louisiana would in a short time belong to France or to Eng­
land, and with equal wisdom and courage he determined that it 
should belong to neither. Thie, he held the acquisition to be uncon­
stitutional, but he threw to the winds the resolutions of 1798 which 
had just brought him into power ; he broke the constitution and he 
gained an empire, Mr. Munroe was sent to France to conduct the 
negotiation, in conjunction with Chancellor Livingstone, the resident 
minister, contemplating, however, at that time only the acquisition 
of New Orleans and the adjacent territory.

But they were dealing with a man that did nothing by halves. 
Napoleon knew, and we know, that to give up the mouth of the Miss­
issippi river was to give up its course. On Easter Sunday, of 1803, 
he amazed bis council with the announcement that he had determin­
ed to cede the whole of Louisiana to the United States. Not less 
to the astonishment of the American envoys, they were told by the 
French negotiators at the first interview, that their master was pre­
pared to treat with them not merely for the isle of the New Orleans, 
but for the whole vast province which bore the name of Louisiana ; 
whose boundaries, then unsettled, have since been carried on the 
north to the British line, on the west to the Pacific ocean—a terri­
tory half as big as Europe transferred by a stroke of.the pen. Fifty- 
eight years have elapsed since the acquisition was made. The states 
of Louisiana, Arkansas, Missouri, Iowa, Minnesota and Kansas, the 
territories of Nebraska, Dakota, Jefferson, and part of Colorado, 
have been established within its limits on this side of the Rocky 
mountains ; the state of Oregon and the territory of Washington on 
their western slopé ; while a tide of population is steadily pouring 
into the region, destined in addition to the natural increase, before 
the close of a century, to double the number of the states and terri­
tories. For the' entire region west of the Alleghanies and east of

tude; theirs by à 60 years ’ undisputed title ; theirs by occupation 
and settlement ; .theirs by the law of nature and of God. Louisiana 
a fragment of this colonial empire, detached from its main portion 
and first organized as a state, undertakes to secede from the union 
and thinks that by so doing that she will be allowed by the govern­
ment and people of the United States to revoke this imperial transfer, 
to disregard this possession and occupation of 60 years, to repeal this 
law of nature and of God ; and she fondly believes that 10,000,000 of 
the free people of the union will allow her and her seceding breth­
ren to open and shut the portals of this mighty region at their 
pleasure. They may do so, and the swarming millions which throng 
the course of these noble streams and thei’r tributaries may consent 
to exchange thé charter which they hold from the God of heaven 
for a bit of parchment signed at Montgomery or Richmond ; but if 
I may repeat the words which I have lately used on another occasion, 
it will be when the Alleghannies and the Rocky mountains, which 
form the eastern and western walls of the imperial valley, shall sink 
to the level of the sea, and the Mississippi and the Missouri shall 
flow back to their fountains.

The Canadians were expected to reach 
Aldershot about six o'clock, and before 
this hour tihe streets were crowded. 
Throughout the whole afternoon an end­
less procession of motor cars, horsed 
vehicles, bicycles, and pedestrians entered 
the town by every inlet. From Ash, Farn- 
ham, Farnborough, F’leet, Camberley, and 
all the tillages round a wide area, visitors 
came by every route in ever-increasing 
numbers, only to receive intimation 
through the agency of the notice display­
ed on Gale and Polden’s window, that 
the first train was not expected before 
nine o’clock. Despite this, many gave 
credence to a rumor that the Canadians 
would arrive at half-past seven, and that 
hour found a large crowd in the vicinity 
of the Railway Station, and though the 
expected visitors did not arrive then, the 
numbers never lessened. On the contrary, 
as the time sped by, the crowd was in­

He was the first man who 
openly and boldly asserted that the 
earth moved around the sbti. For teach­
ing this, and many other truths, he was 
cast into prison.

The marvels of the first, thermometer 
must have been watched and studied with 
much interest by the inventor and the 
small ■ circle of His friends who gathered 
around him. It must have been with a 
feeling of childish delight that even those 
wise and learned men saw the wonderful 
little column of colored liquid rise in the 
tube of the first thermometer, as the ter­
rific heat of a Florentine midsummer 
gradually approached.

The war against these dressmakers is 
now on and will be waged relentlessly until 
the practise of attempting to smuggle 
goods into this country from Paris and 
other fashion centers has been abandoned.

fh the United Stated there are some 200 
fashionable dressmakers who, according 10 
the customs authorities, are in a combina­
tion to mulct the treasury department out 
of customs duties on valuable goods pur­
chased abroad. In Boston, the officials as­
sert; there are half a dozen members of 
thd “ring” who, are constantly under the 
surveillance of the treasury officers sta­
tioned here. Their every movement is 
watched, and whenever tjfoey go abroad, 
which is frequently, they are constantly 
within the reach of a United States gov­
ernment officer. This practise bas to be 
resorted to by the United States treasury 
deph^tment because of the alarming num­
ber of offences by dresmakers against the 
United States customs laws.

Franklin MacVeagh is ‘break up the ring,” 
and that is just what the treasury agents, 
who are the sleuths of the customs sei- 
vicé throughout the country, intend to do.

/•••TORIES AND PREFERENCE

- Some Conservative papers have lately 
made the statement that no person on the 
Conservative side of the House of Com­
mons ever proposed to repeal the British 
preference. The Winnipeg Fred Press has 
looked into this matter a little carefully and 
finds that as long ago as 1902 Mr. R. L. 
Borden declared in Victoria, B. C., that 
“such a preference impaired Canadian in­
dustries and its value to the Empire was 
of a questionable nature,” In Halifax also 
Mr. Borden declared that “a mill in Hali­
fax was worth as much to the Empire aa 
a mill in Yorkshire.” Commenting on Mr. 
Bordens statements the Montreal Gaz­
ette said “it would be better to go straight 
to the point and abrogate the preferential 
clauses.” The Gazette further declared 
that “a straight business tariff should be 
adopted applying not to countries but to 
imports,” which would obviously do away 
with the preference. Mr. Blain, speaking 
in the House in the same year, 1902, caid:

“The tariff should be so arranged that 
every institution in this country which is 
manufacturing goods to be consumed by 
the Canadian people, should have sufficient 
protection to keep’ out the same class of 
goods made in any foreign country, and I 
have no hesitation in saying that if the 
country should be England, the policy of 
Canada should be framed in the interests 
of the Canadian taxpayer, as against the 
people who are producing the same Class of 
goods even in the old country, under the 
same flag.”

Mr. Henderson, of Halton, another prom­
inent Conservative member, aaid of the 
British preference:

“If we had a majority of fifty on this 
side of the House, we would very soon 
repeal it. I would have no hesitation any 
day recording my vote in this «House to 
wipe out the present preferential tariff.”

Still another Conservative M. P. declared 
himself "opposed to the preferential policy 
advanced by-Mr. Chamberlain in every 
particular," “because,” he said! under it 
“the manufacturing should be done in Eng­
land and that Canada should grow the 
wheat.” He was, he said, “opposed to 
the preference idea in any form.”

How many Conservatives today wduld 
abolish the preference?

The New Star announces to its patrons 

that it is about to cease publication. This 
was a foregone conclusion when the paper 
was started six months ago. That the pa­
per was started fit all was due to a breach 
of faith, which was zealously encouraged 
by the proprietors of the Standard, who 
appear to have held out unwarranted in­
ducements. The men who were employed 
on the old Star naturally desired to con­
tinue their work if the paper could be 
kept going on a satisfactory basis. It was 
not from any desire to advance their wel­
fare, but embarrass, if possible, the other 
afternoon newspapers, and perhaps con­
tinue a paper which might in time he con­
verted into a-Conservative organ, that the 
men were encouraged to issue the New 
Star from the office of The Standard. The 
newspaper situation in St. John was well 
understood by the proprietors of The 
Standard, but they seem to have been 
willing to permit the new venture to start 
really, if-not nominally, under their aus­
pices, and to permit working men to ac­

Writing in the Canadian Courier, Mr. 
Norman Patterson contends that the col- 
legiate institute dr high school must be re­
formed. The old time high school teacher 
educated boys chiefly for the professions.
It is now felt that these schools must be 
so conducted as to educate boys foç work 
on the farm and in the factory as well ns 
for the professions. The present system 
has a tendency to rob the rural communi­
ties and send the brightest youths away to 
the cities. Mr. Patterson quotes from a 
recent address in Toronto by the principal 
of Ridley College, St. Catherines, to the ef­
fect that the beautiful fruit farms of the 
Niagara peninsula ate occupied by families 
who have recently moved there. The old 
families are gone and moat of them disap­
peared because the boys were educated out 
of the district and into the professions.
Yet, he says, the newer settlers have turn­
ed the district into a great garden, quad­
rupled the price of land, and are making 
greater yearly profits than those of the 
average professional man.

The remedy, Mr. Patterson argues, is in 
agricultural and technical high schools.
There is an agricultural college in Ontario, 
and he would have an agricultural high 
school in every county, working in har­
mony with the college, to solve the prob­
lem of keeping the people on the land.
Such a course would make farming popular 
with young men, increase the product of 
the farms and reduce the cost of living.
Mr. Patterson cites the instance of a farm 
in Norfolk County, which a few years ago 
sold for $2,500. Later it was sold for $4,- 
500, and recently, since scientific fruit 
growing methods have been introduced in 
the district, this farm was sold for $17,000.

In the cities Mr. Patterson would have 
more high schools turned into technical 
school# to educate young men who would 
become, mechanics, foremen, designers, and 
manufacturers. The training suitable for 
the prospective professional man would be 
quite unsuitable for these. Manufacturing, 
which not so many years ago was but a 
small business in Canada, is today of large 
extent and a highly technical occupation; 
hence technical education is as necessary 
as agricultural, and this writer predicts 
that within ten years 25 per cent of the 
high schools of Ontario will be labelled 
technical.

There is as gieat need of agricultural and 
technical education in New Brunswick 
•sin Ontario. The population is smaller and 
does not require so extensive an equip­
ment, but steps should be taken to provide 
facilities so that the boy in the country blues.

• mined than ever before are the people of 
! the Rocky mountain and Pacific states 
j in their endeavors to control their natur­
al resources. They are willing to share 
them with those who assist in developing 
our wealth, but they protest against di­
viding them with those who have dissi­
pated their own and now insist they have 

j the right to participate in ours without 
compensation in the way of develop­
ment.”

In these words Governor Hay of Wash­
ington, who has just returned home from 
St. Paul, sounded the key note for “home 
control,” which, it is believed by many 
in this part of the country, will rapidly 
resolve itself into a movement of nation­
wide proportion.

Governor Hfty, who was a delegate to 
the National Conservation Congress, dis­
cussed the steam-roller treatment accord­
ed the western men in St. Paul at a lun­
cheon in the asembly hall of the Spokane 
chamber of commerce, where more than 
300 manufacturers and business men were 
gathered.

Supporters of the Pinchotian idea of 
conserving western natural resources were 
rapped over the knuckles repeatedly in an 
address which occupied 20 minutes, the 
governor declaring that for the autocratic 
use of authority and power those who con­
trolled the St. Paul congress had put 
“Uncle Joe” Cannon in the role of a nov-

Mr. Ernest Golding A few of the many striking paragraphs 
in Governor Hay’s speech are incorporat­
ed in the following:

“The .cards were stacked against those 
who did not completely endorse the Pin- 
chot propaganda, while those who favor­
ed President Taft’s practical conservation 
were labeled ‘frauds.’

"The man who invented the system of 
frenzied finance is a conservative man ac­
cording to the ideas we heard advanced 
at the so-called conference.

“Members of the timber trust told us 
how we should stand for conserving our 
forests for unborn generations while they 
are adding 50 cents a thousand feet to 
their stumpage prices.

“We heard reformers argue long and 
loud how they planned to sell power, coal 
and lumber to the people at practically 
cost, and in the next utterance they toljl 
us how they purposed paying no small 
share of the .government's expense from 
the earnings of the natural resources of 
the western country.

“The action of the supporters of Pin- 
chot gave us the greatest warrant to be­
lieve that we were right in the position 
taken by the delegations front the western 
states, in which 95 1-2 per cent of the 
country's natural resources are located.

“The eastern conservationists want us 
to bear the cost of government while the 
profits from our natural resources flow to 
the federal treasury. Let -them first turn 
river ta.the. government the revenue they 
receive from their mines and power sites.

“We believe in forest preservation and 
reforestation. We also believe the states 
should participate in the benefits of their 
water powers. Our constitution gives us 
these rights, but the Pinchotian demand
