What has really happened is that 
farmers’ sons and farm pupils in iso­
lated districts have been cudgelled by 
casual bands of strikers. In one in­
stance a boy was dragged through a 
river. The police force has not been 
augmented since the strike began and 
few arrests have been made.

There is not much prospect of a set­
tlement of the strike taking place.

One expert says that nothing will ap­
pease the laborers but increased wages, 
•which he says is a very natural atti- 
tude, considering the present low fig- 

’Jf’ure. The small farmers, however, are 
i unable to pay increased wages and 

even the larger farmers would find it 
a distinct strain to do so. The expert 
attributes the’ unrest to the effects of 
foreign and colonial competition and 
says while this continues there seems 
to be no way in which the agricultural 
distress in the east section of England 
can be permanently remedied.

Farm laborers in Norfolk are receiv­
ing six pence an hour for a fifty hour 
week. They went on strike when the 
'farmers proposed to pay bnly 61-2 
pence an hoàr for a 54 hour week. The 
farmers admitted that the pay was 
small ■ but said they could not do any 
better under present conditions.

Judge Charles White delivered his in­
structions to the jury. If convicted, 
Foster faces a prison sentence of ten 
years, or a $6,000 fine, or fcoth, at tpe 
discretion of the judge.

Judge White instructed the jurors 
that it was not a crime for the com- I 
munist party to assemble in this stale, 
nor was it a crime for Foster to preach 
and advocate in this state “the theories 
or doctrines of class struggle, ma?s ac­
tion, the dictatorship of the proletar­
iat, the Svoiet system, industrial un­
ionism, internationalism, affiliation of 
the American trade union movement j 
with the Red Internationale of Labor ' 
Unions, support of the Soviet Govern­
ment of Russia, independent working 
class action, the communist social re­
volution and other industrial, economic 
and political changes mentioned in the 
documents of the communist party in 
evidence in this case.

No crime was committed, the court 
said, unless Foster and the communist 
party “Taught and advocated crime, 
sabotage, violence and terrorism, as 
the method, or one of the methods of 
accomplishing the changes in the or­
ganization of society desired by the 
communists.”

Foster’s is the first case growing out 
of a Bridgman convention held in 1919, 
Foster was not among those caught in 
the raid, but was arrested later in 
Chicago and extradited.

O. L. Smith, assistant attorney gen­
eral of Michigan, in charge of prosecu­
tion, announced yesterday that as soon 
as the Foster verdict is in, he will 
move that the trial of Charles E. Ro­
thenberg, another of the defendants, be 
set for Monday.

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}PONCB DE LEON.

(Associated Press.)
With a touch of historic sentiment, 

St. Augustine, the oldest dty in the 
United States, will celebrate the dis­
covery of Florida by Ponce de Leon on 
April 4, 5 and 6. The celebration to 
be presented this spring is the first 
since the World War and into it there 
Is to be crowded all the gayety, beauty 
and charm of sixteenth century ro­
mance.

Plans for the- Ponce de Leon celebra­
tion .are unique and essentially a part of 
St. Augustine, for the programme is 
designed to portray famous historical 
happenings of which the city has been 
the centre during the centuries gone.

It was near St. Augustine, historians 
declare, that Juan Ponce de Leon, seek­
ing tlie fountain of eternal youth, step­
ped ûpon the shores of Florida on 
Easter Sunday, 1518. Flowers bloom­
ed, birds sang and it was in truth a 
Pascua Florida, or Flowery Easter. To 
Ponce ae Leon, weary from his search 
and gladdened by the sight of the de­
lightful country, it seemed indeed that 
the veritable fountain of his quest must 
lie within its borders.

The first day of the celebration will 
portray the coming of Ponce de Leon. 
The Knight of Leon and his retinue, 
richly clad in the picturesque costumes 
of mediaeval days, will sail the blue 
waters of Matanzas Bay on their Span­
ish caravels, ancient high-pooped craft, 
such as brought the gallant cavalier to 
this alien shore.

Pedro de Aviles Menendez, explorer 
and colonizer, a hardy and brave sol­
dier, but cruel and relentless, founded 
the city of St. Augiistine in 1565, and 
the second day of the celebration will 
be devoted to the commemoration of 
this event.

The third day will come the change 
of flags, and the different bankers 
which in turn have floated over the old 
grey ramparts of Fort Marion, former­
ly Fort San Marco, will be unfurled. 
The banner of Spain and the Union 
Jack of Great Britain will float on the 
April air, detachments from the Span­
ish and English companies taking part 
in the pageants, raising the pennants 

; only to lower them again. Then, .com­
memorating the change of flags when 
Florida became a ' part of the United 
States, the stars and stripes will show 
their colors and will remain to float 
from the flag-staff.

Mrs. Lawrence Lewis, heiress to the 
estate of the late Henry M. Flagler, will 
have charge of the closing event, a 
brilliant Spanish . costume ball in the 
Alcazar casino, when charming sen- 
oritas will coquette with the gallant 
dons in Ponce de Leon’s retinue.

An effective feature will be the bom­
bardment by night of old Fort Marion 
by Oglethrope’s forces from the Brit­
ish colony of Georgia, an historic event 
of the early times. An attack on an 
Indian village by the Spaniards will be 
another interesting night event.

The three 
years, 1912-18-14, showed a total num­
ber of commitments for drunkenness of 
2,291, while the three years of 1919- 
20-21 show a total of 478, and the popu­
lation in the latter period was consid­
erable greater. The crucial test is, of 
coiirse, in the cities, and Halifax, in 
proportion, will prove the same case 
in favor of prohibition.

detriment The Soviet dictators 
have confiscated the property of Am­
erican citizens and decline to restore it, 
The United States loaned the Kerensky 
revolutionary government 5187,000,000. 
Lenine repudiated that debt. Our tax­
payers are meeting the interest on the 
$187,000,000. They may have also to 
make good the principal if Russian 
policy does not change. Moscow has 
not come forward with a proposition 
to fund the debt or even to scale It It 
is treated as something which does'-not 
exist.

What the United States is asked to 
do is to recognize a defaulting nation 
as fit to enter the company of nations 
who keep their engagements and are 
willing to do as they are done by. That 
would mean compounding criminality 
and- weakening the bonds of interna­
tional good faith.

It is urged that other countries have 
been heedless enough to try to do busi­
ness with Moscow on Moscow’s terms. 
He who slips with the devil needs a 
long spjion. The British government 
made a commercial treaty with the 
Soviet. It was signed on the condition 
that Moscow should refrain from hos­
tile propaganda, direct or indirect, 
against British institutions and should 
refrain “from any attempt by military 
action or propaganda to encourage the 
people of Asia in any form of action 
hostile to British interests or the Brit­
ish Empire.”

Lenine broke his word. His govern­
ment is still working for “the world 
revolution.” It has spent enormous 
sums maintaining revolutionary propa­
ganda in Great Britain, France, Italy 
and the United States. It has in- 
trugued against the British in Turkey, 
in Persia, in Afghanistan and in In- . 
dia. Its bond is worthless. The Lloyd 
George maneuvers of 1921 fell flat 
Great Britain got nothing of value out 
of the Russian treaty, because Russia 
never intended to give anything of 
value.

Here is a lesson which should be 
studied by foolish advocates of Ameri­
can recognition. Our government has 
not missed its import. It stands where 
it has always stood. Russia has done 
nothing so far to earn recognition. It 
is for tier to demonstrate a change of 
heart and some qualifications for in­
ternational comradeship before she ap 
pears as a prodigal before our gates.

New York, April 4.—Justice Alfred 
R. Page of the Appellate Division of 
the Supreme Court was accused in 
papers filed in the County Clerk’s of­
fice of refusing to repay money left in 
his hands more than thirty years ago 
by an aunt who died in 1889. The suit 
Is brought against him by his cousin,
Mary C. McMillan, of Marshfield, Wis, 
who is a granddaughter of the aunt al­
leged to have given the money to Jus­
tice Page, and who says that Justice 
Page has admitted owing it to her and 
has made a number of payments on ac­
count.

The suit is based on allegations that 
in October, 1921, the plaintiff went to 
see Justice Page in his chambers at the 
Appellate Division and demanded pay­
ment of the money due, with interest 
from the date of her grandmother’s 
death. She says that Justice Page fig­
ured the sum due and wrote on a let­
terhead of the Appellate Division that 
the sum was $4,880 and that he would 
pay it.

The papers state that after Justice 
Page stopped making payments of $50 
a month as agreed, in November last, 
the plaintiff filed suit through her at­
torney, Bernard G. Heyn. The at­
torney made an affidavit that John J.
O’Connell, as attorney for Justice Page 
got an extension of time in which to 
file his answer, stating that Justice 
Page was financially embarrassed, but 
that he expected to raise funds in ten 
days with which to make payment- 
Not long afterward an answer was 
filed in which Justice Page denied that 
be owed anything, and insisted that 
the alleged promise on which the suit 
was based was without consideration 
and “of no value or legal effect,”

Attorney Heyn, in behalf of his client 
asked for summary judgment on the

Crude opium from the fields of Tur­
key and Persia are exported to these 
countries and manufactured into cry­
stalline powder or crystals of morphia. 
It is exported by Western merchants 
through Japan to the smugglers.

The financial interests involved are 
the greatest obstacle to the reduction 
In the dope traffic. Mr. Mathews 
points out: “The whole picture is
worthy of a Holbein's brush or the 
add ped of a Heine or a Swift,” he 
says.

"The civilised peoples of the world, 
Britain and America, with Japan, 
have enriched themselves by many mil­
lions of pounds through the moral and 
physical corruption of millions of the 
Chinese, with the tragic, yet natural, 
retribution that the population of Bri> 
tain, Western Europe and the North 
American Continent are now finding 
themselves menaced by the same drug.

United States Obtained 4,929

Patents issued in Canada during the 

fiscal year ending March 31, 1922, to­
talled 7,393, a decrease of 3,759 or over 
83 per cent, as compared with the pre­
ceding year, according to the annual re­
port of the Canadian Commissioner of 
Patents. Altogether, 12^74 applica­
tions for patents were filed with the de 
pertinent, or 1,172 less than last year. 
The decrease both to applications re­
ceived and issued is directly attributed 
to changing the manner qf payment 
of fees under an act amending the Pa­
tent act, which allowed applicants six 
months from the date of the notice of 
the allowance of the application in 
which to remit the final fee. A num­
ber of Inventors took advantage of this 
privilege to hold the fee until the last 
moment, so that the issue was tem­
porarily reduced.
Copyright registrations during the pe­
riod under review numbered 1,465, a 
decrease of 264 as compared with the 
same period a year ago, when the total 
was 1,729. Trade-mark registrations 
totalled 2488 as against 2,848 in the 
previous fiscal year. In addition, tim­
ber mark registrations declined from 
fifty-eight in the fiscal year 1920-21 
to twenty in the following year. There 
were 869 industrial designs recorded, an 
increase of fifty-three. The number of 
assignments of copyrights, trade-marks, 
designs and timber marks amounted to 
570, a decrease of fifty-four. The 
total'registrations affecting the above 
classes were 6,048, a gain of 193 or 
about 4 per cent, greater than in the 
preceding year.

The trend of invention during the 
1921-22 period was toward industrial 
pursuits, according to the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, the subject of locomo­
tion maintaining its pre-eminence. The 
land vehicle class was the largest single 
class of invention and internal com­
bustion engines were the next largest 
Decreases were noted in railway, agri- 
cultural machinery, treatment of textile 
fabrics and their manufacture' Into 
thread and apparel, and dress fasten­
ings. A surprising increase in 
chines for glass blowing and molding 

.was recorded, being nearly 50 per cent 
greater than in the previous year. Elec­
trical classes were active, while sub­
stantial gains were made in printing, 
advertising devices, paper manufactures 
oil distillation, food products and con­
fectionery, dyes, book-binding, plastics 
and rubber treatment boots and shoes 
and furniture.

Inventors to whom ‘patents were is­
sued resided in all parts of the world. 
The United States again led the list 
accounting fW 4,929 patents out of a 
total issue of 7,893 or nearly 67 per 
cent. Investors resident in Canada 
contributed 1,199 and Great Britain, its 
colonies and possessions, 838. Other 
nations represented by investors to 
whom Canadian patents were granted 
are Cuba, Argentina, Mexico, Phlllip- 
pine Islands, Chile, Porto Rico, Ger­
many, France, Algeria, Sweden, Nor­
way, Switzerland,-Italy, Holland, Den­
mark, Belgium, Australia,' Spain, 
Japan. Taking Great Britain, its col­
onies and possessions as one, there were 
in all some twenty-seven nations re­
presented by various inventors who se­
cured Canadian patents during the last 
•fiscal year.

This is the statement of Lewis 
Gruneberg, North First street clothier, 
of Lehighton, Pa, who worked out a 
novel plan for the collection of money 
from those who were rated as “slow,” 
“doubtful” and plain, brutal “N. G.”

For some time past Gruneberg has 
been running a portion of a column in 
the Lehighton papers under the head 
“Tenshun.” In this he features gen­
eral news rather than advertising, com­
menting on such subjects of general 
interest as the Ku Klux Klan, the find­
ing of the mummy of King “Tut,” the 
operation of the Volstead Act and 
various other matters which are fore­
most in the public’s mind. Then, after 
he secures the readers’ attention, he 
switches to questions of more direct 
interest to his store, with the result 
that the “Tenshun column” has secur­
ed^ widespread notice throughout Le­
highton and the surrounding country, 
and is always read with interest.

Recently, Gruneberg found that he 
had a considerable number of accounts 
on his books that were long overdue. 
The usual methods of enforcing pay­
ment had failed, and he was, appar­
ently, faced either by the necessity of 
bringjpg suit which would be useless 
in the majority of cases, or of charg­
ing off the amounts due and accepting 
the total loss himself.
. Then the idea occurred to him: 
"Why not utilize the “Tenshun col­
umn’ for this purpose?” and, after con­
sulting his attorney, Gruneberg an­
nounced that he was going to hold an 
auction sale of dead accounts and turn 
the bills over to the highest bidder.

“One morning Lehighton buzzed 
with the news of Gruneberg’s plan as 
announced in the morning’s “Tenshun.”

“Do you owe any money to Grune­
berg?” was the way in which the 
clothier fired the opening gun of his 
campaign, followed by the statement, 
“We’re going to collect our past-due 
accounts in a novel way. ‘Tenshun’ 
has been very helpful to us. It has 
sold for spot cash thousands and thou­
sands of dollars worth of clothing. 
‘Tenshun’ is going to collect for us 99 
per cent, of our past-due accounts. In 
the near future we will hold a sale of 
dead beats. We will list the names 
and sell the account to the highest 
bidder. Will your name be in? Watch 
‘Tenshun.
Legally O.K.

“Can he do it?” was the question 
that interested all of Gruneberg’s debt- 

who feared public announcement 
of the fact that they owed money to 
the clothier. “Isn’t there a law against 
public announcement of matters of 
this kind? If there Is, we will certainly 

him for defamation of character 
or whatever the offense is.”

But Gruneberg had been careful to 
look into this legal phase of the mat­
ter before he announced his plan and 
had found that, while it is not permis­
sible to make public reference to the 
fact that such and such a person owes 
money to a store, the bill itself is an 
asset and can be advertised and sold 
as such. As Gruneberg had merely an­
nounced that he would sell the past- 
due accounts to the highest bidder, 
there was no way in which he could 
be prevented from offering the claims 
for sale and, as soon as this news 
spread, there was rush to the clothing 
store to make arrangements for set­
tlement.

During the days ' that followed 
Gruneberg’s “Tenshun column” con­
tained such items as “L D. is wearing 
an overcoat not paid for. How much 
will you give for the lease?—which 
gives you the privilege of taking it off 
his back on the street? What’s your 
bid? Full name will appear in Grune­
berg’s ‘Tenshun’ ” ; “J. F.
$1450 for clothes for a year, 
much am I bid?” and other similar re­
ferences to bad debts that set the whole 
town guessing as to who were the 
people referred to.

The results of this unusual campaign 
were clearly evidenced by the “Ten­
th un column” which appeared about 
a week later, in which Gruneberg 
stated *

Muranyi said he had made no report 
of the attack aqd robbery to the police 
because he was able to give merely a 
meagre description of his assailants, 
which he beUeved would be useless in 
an eflfcrt to find them.

“The assault on me came so swift­
ly that I had only time to note that 
both of the hold-up men had caps 
drawn over their eyes,” said Muranyi. 
“In the dark shadows of the north 
sidewalk at the Central Park wall it 
was impossible for me to wet a clear 
view of their faces. It was about 2 
o’clock when the men suddenly con­
fronted me and demanded money. At 
first I thought they were a couple of 
‘bums,’ and, resenting their 'insolent 
manner, I hesitated. Then the taller of 
the two robbers seized both of my arms 
from behind while his companion rais­
ed his arm to strike at me.

“Turning to avoid this and struggl­
ing, I freed one arm, but the assailant 
held to my left, twisting it like a jiu- 
jitsu hold, until I cried from the tor­
ture. No one came to my aid. The

London, March 23—(By- Mail)—A 
German actress, Miss F>itsi Massary, 
is studying English at her home in 
Garmisch, preparatory to coming to 
England to “star” at a West End thea­
tre. In the meantime plays of Ger­
manic origin are crowding British 
pieces off the English stage—the ma­
jority of London musical comedies 
being adaptations from the German.

Thousands of pounds in royalties 
are being paid every week to German 
authors.

In London today there ''are many 
plays and musical comedies of Ger­
manic origin. The latest move is 
to introduce German actoys and 
actresses to London audiences, while ' 
unemployment stalks through the 
ranks of our own theatrical people. 
These actors and actresses are not 
being brought over to act their parts 
in German, but are to be “starred” in 
English productions, and to act their 
parts In English.

these productions frankly pre­
sented to the British public as Ger- «““• 
man pieces, one could then judge more 
exactly the attitude of the British 
public towards them. But only in 
the minority of cases is the country 
of their origin Indicated, 
only the names of the English trans­
lators are printed, the inference being 
that the public will take these names 
at their face value and accept the play 
as being the work of English writers.

There is one slight difference be­
tween these plays and musical come­
dies as presented in England and as 
produced In Germany. Their princi­
pal characters—as the principal char­
acters of all German musical 
plays are—are Prince^, Dukes, Counts, 
Barons, etc., and when the play Is pro­
duced in Germany the action takes 
place in a German principality. For 
English consumption this will never 
do, so that the characters, while re­
taining their noble status, are trans­
formed into either Russians or in­
habitants of obscure states in (he Bal­
kans. To those who know the contin­
ent, however, they remain undeniably 
German.

The introduction of one English 
character, or the -altering of one ol 
the comedians into an Englishman is 
as far as these adapte go. When this 
has been done, they put on the play and 
trust to the average Englishman’s ignor­
ance of present-day Germany to foster 
the belief that the finished production 
Is the entire work of English

This has been going on for some 
time. These productions have proved 
popular, and their numbed is added to 
every month. Thus the English play­
goer is paying high prices for seats at 
theatres in order that the royalties of 
German authors might be paid. The 
German Government exacts a high 
income tax on this money, which is 
sent from England, claiming that it is 
needed for the payment of reparations 
to England.

We have therefore the paradoxical 
spectacle of Britishers paying the re­
parations which they themselves have 
demanded that Germany should pay!

A Charming SpringHOLDING EXAMINATIONS.
Examinations under the auspices of 

the New Brunswick Optometrical So­
ciety are being conducted in the Board 
of Trade rooms. They were begun 
yesterday and will be concluded today. 
Five candidates from various parts of 
the province are trying them. The 
board of examiners is as follows : F. L. 
Thompson and A. T. Crilley of Monc­
ton, J. A. Sharp rind Louis Boyaner of 
St. John, and Warreh J. Maxwell of 
Fredericton. The examinations are be­
ing held by virtue of legislation passed 
recently at Fredericton to control and 
supervise the practice of optometry in 
the province.

Reports from the office of the in­
come tax inspector are that returns 
are coming in fairly satisfactorily and 
that the law is, in most cased, being 
well complied with. Forms T4 and T6, 
the former the return of the salaries 
of employes and the latter the_ return 
of dividends of incorporated compan­
ies were due on March 81. People were 
becoming educated in the matter of 
making returns, it was said, and not 
so much trouble was encountered as 
formerly. The law provided a fine of 
$10 a day for every day the returns 
were late, the maximum fine being 
placed at $60. It was the intention of 
the department to enforce the law 
without fear or favor. Several cases 
last year were taken into the police 
court and fines were imposed and If 
necessary the same procedure would 
be followed this year. It must be re­
membered that every person who con­
siders himself liable must file a return 
and that whether he considers himself 
liable or not a return must be filed 
If the department so requests.

On April 30 forms Tl, for indivi­
duals and T2 for incorporated com­
panies are due. The same regulations 
will apply as on account of returns 
filed for the 1921 period. Twenty-five 
per cent, of the amount of the tax 
as estimated by the tax-payer must be 
paid on April 80 and the balance in 
three bi-monthly instalments. Interest, 
at the rate of six per cent, per annum 
accrues on all instalments made, after 
April 80. In addition interest at the 
rate of four per cent, per annum ac­
crues if instalments are not paid when 
due.
