For the third successive Sunday the 
canonization of a saint was celebrated 
in the Catholic churches of the city 
yesterday. Two weeks ago it was St. 
Theresa “The Little Flower” ; on last 
Sunday, May 24, St. Madeleine Sophie 
Barat, foundress of the Sacred Heart 
order of nuns, and yesterday was the 
canonization of Blessed John Eudes, 
founder of the Good Shepherd order 
and of the Eudist Fathers.

At the Monastery.
In the morning at the Monastery of 

the Good Shepherd here high mass was 
celebrated by Rev. Eugene Reynolds, 
and in the afternoon there was Bene­
diction of the Most Blessed Sacrament, 
with a sermon preached by Rev. T. M. 
Nichol. The afternoon ceremony was 
also marked by veneration of a relic 
of the new saint, all the community 
and those under the care of the Nuns 
taking part. At a date not yet deter­
mined, but likely in July or August 
there will be a triduum in all the 
houses of the Good Shepherd, includ­
ing that in Saint John, in honor of the 
canonization of the founder.

At the Cathedral.
At the masses in the Cathedral yes­

terday Rev. Francis Gillen, who was 
the preacher of the day, spoke of the 
three saints recently canonized, parti­
cularly of Blessed John Eudes. He em­
phasized the good work of the Good 
Shepherd order for fallen women. A 
shrine was erected near the altar rail 
with a large statue of the new saint 
surrounded by flowers. The statue had 
been loaned for the shrine by the Good 
Shepherd N uns. 
churches, also, reference to the events 
in Rome was made.

The New Saint.
Father Eudes was born in 1601 in 

the north of France. Much of his work 
was done in the Town of Caen, in 
Normandy, and there it was that he 
died. The Order of the Good Shepherd 
he founded in 1641 and the order of 
Eudist priests two years later. The 
Good Shepherd work lias grown greatly 
and now the order numbers more than 
10,000 religious in 284 monasteries in 
five parts of the world. The work lias 
been carried on in Saint John for many 
years in Waterloo street, where for­
merly the Sacred Heart convent was 
established. Its work for good in tho 
city is of general knowledge. In the 
local monastery yesterday was a very 
notable occasion of much joy to all and 
the forthcoming triduum will be look­
ed forward to with special interest as 
well.

Saint John Weather Report 
Shows Rainfall Was Much 

Below Normal.

The small amount of rainfall this 
season seems likely to establish a new 
record. D. L. Hutchinson, director of 
the Meteorological Observatory in 
Douglas avenue, last night compiled the 
statistics for the weather of the month 
of May and found the total rainfall 
amounted to only 1.64 inches or 2.07 
inches below the normal. The preceed- 
ing months of the year were 1.37 inches 
below the normal in precipitation and 
the whole of 1924 was 2.38 inches be­
low the normal.

The records show that May was not 
only a very dry month but a very cold 
month with a mean temperature of 47 
degrees or one degree below the nor­
mal. The highest temperature of the 
month was 63 degrees and the lowest 
35 degrees, so it can at least be said 
that there was no frost in May.

The rainfall of Saturday amounted 
to only one-fifth of an inch. Tempera­
tures for Saturday ranged from 53 de- 

to 45 degrees, and on Sunday 
from 59 to 48 degrees.

Odds and EndsGERMAN ASSURANCES.A WESTERN PROPOSAL
What are German assurances worth? 

It is perhaps the voice of hope rather 
than the voice of experience which 
hails Germany’s readiness to join in 
an international agreement against the 
use of poison gas or disease germs In 
war as “of incalculable value” to the 
cause of world peace.

A German spokesman says that his 
country is now “solemnly desirous" of 
eliminating chemical warfare, and 
evidently his country at least is ready 
to sign another piece of paper. If it 
does sign, all of the great Powers 
except Russia will be bound by a new 
convention to prohibit poison gas. 
Germany’s great industrial equipment 
has placed it in a position to transform 
many of its factories very quickly into 
plants for the manufacture of gas, and 
skeptical folk, remembering that it was 
Germany which Introduced gas in the 
last war in spite of an agreement 
against its use,< will be disposed to 
value any new pledge lightly; but they 
wilt recqgnize in, the German attitude 
perhaps not so much, a change of heart 
as a desire to make a good impression 
oft-pther countries whose opinion has 
an Important bearing upon Germany’s 
immediate future. It is difficult to 
think of the Germans as ready to 
relinquish any advantage, but even 
they may come 
It Is good policy 
For many years to come the world will 
naturally be suspicious of all German 
pledges with relation to international 
affairs.

The nation which deliberately sought 
to set civilization under its heel will 
find that it must walk long and cir­
cumspectly before its neighbors will 
believe In its sincerity. Confidence in 
this respect is indeed a plant of slow 
growth. /

The son, Earl, the only survivor 
of the family, is in a critical con­
dition, He is suffering from a frac­
tured skull.

NEW YORK, May 31—Word was 
received today by Dr. Talcott Williams, 
emeritus professor of journalism at Co­
lumbia University, of the death of Ion 
Perdicaris in Chiselhurst, England.

Perdicaris, whose capture by the 
Moroccan Bandit Raisuli in 1901 creat­
ed an international episode with the 
United States government demanding 
of the Sultan his release, was a friend 
of Dr. Williams, and was a guest in 
his home after his release.

Raisuli captured Perdicaris and his 
step-son, Cromwell Varley, an English­
man in their home on the outskirts of 
Tangier, holding them for a ransom 
of $55,000, and also demanding certain 
political immunities from the Sultan- 

The governments of Great Britain, 
the United States and France brought 
pressure to hear upon the Sultan and 
sent warships to Tangier.

The Sultan finally yielded to all the 
demands and the two men were set 
free after a month, of captivity in the 
interior of Morocco.

remains of the late John D. 
Scammell, a veteran of the world 
war, whose death occurred over a 
year ago at Min to, where he was 
manager of the Farmers’ Co-oper­
ative store, have been exhumed at 
the Fredericton rural cemetery here 
and a post-mortem examination 
has been conducted by Dr. H, L. 
Abramson, of Saint John, chief of 
the Labratory Division of the De­
partment of Public Health, tn order 
to determine the cause of death.

The post-mortem examination 
was necessitated in connection with 
pension claims which are being 
pressed at Ottawa in the interests 
of Mrs. Scammell, the widow, and

her five little children, now raid­
ing at Doaktown.

Through some error a burial per­
mit was issued without the neces­
sary certificate of death being ob­
tained and there is no official 
record of the cause of death as re­
quired in pressing the pension 
claims. The death of the medical 
practitioner who attended the de­
ceased and the disappearance of his 
nurse prevented the necessary state­
ments being obtained in the usual 
way.

While the veteran’s death is at­
tributed to tuberculosis contracted 
as a result of war service, it is 
necessary to establish this fact. 
Dr. Abramson’s analysis following 
the post mortem is expected to do 
this.

The transportation situation Is far 
from satisfactory. Under present con­
ditions there is not sufficient traffic in 
Canada to enable two great transcon­
tinental railway systems to operate 
with financial success. Consequently, 
they are carrying on an expensive com­
petition for the existing business. The 
cost of railway transportation has not 
been reduced in proportion to the re­
duction of industrial and agricultural 
production costs, and the present com­
petition tends to increase rather than 
to diminish railway expenses. Co-oper­
ation is suggested, but It is difficult to 
see how it can be practically applied 
sufficiently to reduce both the cost of 
transportation to the public and the 
annual delicts of the Canadian National 
Railways unless a great increase in 
freight and passenger traffic can be 
developed In the Immediate future.

POPULATION
/ The stream of Canadians Is still 
flowing south, and, while some are re­
turning and some Immigrants are ar­
riving from Europe, on the whole, it is 
doubtful if the country is retaining the 
natural increase the population.

WHAT IS NEEDED.
The chief cause of Canada's 

material troubles Is the failure of 
Canadians to provide for themselves 
a suitable policy of national develop­
ment. The tiret necessity for Can­
ada Is to balance her trade with the 
United States. This Is out of pro­
portion to a serious extent. During 
the ten years 1916-1924 we bought 
from the United States *2,229,682,- 
408 worth more than the United 
States brought from us. This sum 
is almost equal to the national debt 
of Canada.

During these same ten years we 
sold to the United Kingdom *3,605,- 
677,828 worth more than the United 
Kingdom sold us; but we took most 
of this trade balance, including the 
proceeds from the sale of most of 
our exportable farm products and 
spent it in the United States chiefly 
for manufactured goods. It is both 
necessary and desirable that Canada 
shall continue to trade with the 
United States, and that the relations 
between the two Countries shall re­
main on the most friendly terms, 
but it does not follow that Canada 
must impoverish herself by buying 
from the United States what is pro­
duced at home.

In 
Canada there are also encouraging do­
mestic factors. Owing to shortage in 
other countries, recovery of exchange 
and other causes, the prices of farm 
products have risen considerably, with 
the result that the purchasing power 
of the Agricultural population has been 
greatly increased. It is reported from 
reliable sources that farmers, according 
to their ability, are paying off mort­
gages, liquidating bank loans, settling 
outstanding bills with merchants, mak­
ing investments, and adding to bunk 
accounts.

In the first three rounds Berlen- 
bach was the master, but 'from the 
fourth to the seventh It seemed that 
McTigue had regained his champion­
ship form. His artful left was con­
tinually in Berlenbach’s face and the 
Astoria man seemed unable to pene­
trate his wonderful covering.

Wore Down McTigue.
In the last half part of the bout 

the youth and strength of Berlenbach 
gradually wore down bis opponent. 
In the eighth Berlenbach cut Mc- 
Tigue’s lips with rights to the head 
and in the next two rounds opened 
cuts over his left eye and his ear.

The light heavyweight ring crown 
thus passed to the head of a fourth 
new champion in three years. A. 
capacity crowd of 40,000. spectators 
saw the engagement.

In spite of the fact that he had 
promised an offensive fight to dis­
pose of his challenger by a knockout, 
McTigue contented himself with a 
steady retreat from rope to rope 
which seemed completely to hold off 
the aggressive Berlenbach. In vain 
the champion rallied gamely in the 
final round and for the first time 
In the bout too kthe attack, but the 
stand came too late, and the judges 
rendered a speedy verdict for the 
challenger.

5,178 barrels of potatoes during their 
first year in business, including seed 
and table stock, according to the re­
port of the secretary, O. C. Hicks, 
superintendent.of the crops and soils 
division of the Provincial Department 
of Agriculture, presented at the first 
annual meeting of the association 
here. Members In the seed stock 
Pools received $1.44 per barrel for 
fall stock and $1.45 for spring stock 
of the Irish Cobbler variety. Green 
Mountains brought $1.14 and $1.25, 
respectively, while the total amount 
paidi to members was $4,751.69. A 
balance of $413.67, due to members 
for potatoes is covered by outstand­
ing credits at the end of the year on 
April 30, of $1,096.83.

In his address, A. B. McCain, of 
Florenceyille, president of the asso­
ciation, said that the association was 
the only concern in the province en­
gaged in the potato business during 
the past year which could declare a 
10 per cent dividend to its members. 
During April, 70 cents per barrel was 
paid members for table stock.

COMPANY’S CLAIM
The statement filed by the com­

pany, through its solicitor, Dr. F. R. 
Taylor, K. C., asserts that during the 
period since 1917, when the company 
began the manufacture of gas and elec- ! 
trie current, after the ratification by • 
the legislature of the taking over of the 
Saint John Railway Company by the 
New Brunswick Power Company, the 
company in the manufacture of gas 
and electric current has purchased from 
the City of Saint John large quantities 1 
of water and has been charged by the 
city a rate differentiating from and 
greatly in excess of the rate charged- 
to other iarge manufacturers-

SAYS DISCRIMINATION.
It is set out that the Power Com­

pany has protested to the city that 
other concerns enjoyed a rate of '/2 cent 
per 100 gallons of water, while the 
Power Company had to pay 1 cent per 
100 gallons and therefore the petition 
charges discrimination.

It also sets forth that the Power ; 
Company is a very large taxpayer and 
has not, like other large consumers, 
enjoyed any exemption from taxation, 
but “Is taxed a larger sum than its 
earnings warranted, the city during 
said period having received a larger 
sum in taxes and charges than your 
petitioner has paid to its shareholders 
in dividends.”

In Paragraph 9 it is declared that 
since January 3, 1917, to March 31, 
1925, the company has used 235,411,400 
gallons of water for which it has paid 
to the city $23,541.14 and claims that 
it is entitled to a return of the sum of 
$11,770.57.
