ON SUGAR SAES

Five Retail Grocers in Regina Re-
ported For Exceeding Prefit
Limit—Milk Goes up

Regina, Sask., Sept. 30—Five retail
grocers in Regina are to be reported to
the attorney-general’s department for in-
fringing the order of 'the board of com-
merce regulating the profit on sugar to
one cent a pound.

Edmonton, Alta., Sept. 30—With but
few exceptions, retailers in Edmonton
have disregarded the order of the board
of commerce that the retail profit on
sugar shall be limited in all cases to one
cent a pound based on the last listed
price at the refinery plus freight charges,
according to information presented to
the special board inquiring into the
sugar shortage in this eity.

S. W. Field, local representative of the
board of commerce, began his investi-
gation into the high cost of living this
morning.

Only one case of “profiteering” was
charged, where sugar was sold at twenty
cents a pound last week to chance cus-
tomers and at two pounds for thirty-
five cents to regular patrons.

Toronto, Sept. 30—Under an order of

| the board of commerce the price of milk

will be increased here tomorrow. In-
stead of fifteen tickets for $1, the con-
sumers will now receive thirteen tickets
for the same sum. The total consump-
tion of milk daily in Toronto is esti-
mated at 384,000 pints, so that the in-
crease will amount to $1,401,600 a year.

The board of commerce permitted an
inerease to the farmer of forty-five cents
a can.

FOUND WHISKEY STIL
ON THE NORTH SHORE

One of the secrets of the North Shore
is out. For some time past liquor in-
spectors have been rather mystified as to
the supply of liquor in that part of the
province but now they know where some
of it, at least, has come from. 4

Inspectors this week got wind of some
stills in operation and on making a search
found one flourishing near Jacquet River.
They confiscated the “plant” and some
of the goods it had produced and prose-
cutions will follow. Sub-inspector
McAinsh of this city assisted in the cap-
ture, with inspectors from Restigouche
county.

Chief Inspector Rev. W. D. Wilson said

: today that the sub-inspectors had done

good work at the Chatham Exhibition
and were today at the Stanley fair. They
had made some seizures of whiskey in
Nelson and Chatham. It is said that
other stills are being operated in Resti-
gouche county but have not yet been
located by the inspectors.

“The whole trouble is this: On: March
2 the United States congress passed an
act allowing two American officers to
sit on the Imperial Munitions Board, as
assessors, to concur in the decisions of
the board. This scheme worked out well
at first, because the representatives sent
to Canada actually did concur in the de-
cisions made by Sir Joseph Flavelle and
other members of the board.

“On the death of one of the Ameri-
can assessors, however, and the appoint-
ment of two new officers, a marked
change took place in the board. Instead
of the former arrangement, the Ameri-
can officers took charge of affairs and
Sir Joseph Flavelle sat in the back-
ground.

“Now the two American officers vir-
tualy say that the manufacturers mak-
ing claims must accept their decisions.
Take it or leave it. We may show our
contracts, but they deliberately ignore
these in making their decisions. Several
manufacturers are getting a raw deal
and some immediate action should be
taken to change the policy of the board.”

MAY SOLVE MYSTERY
OF MISSING AIRMAN

New York, Sept. 30—The mystery of
the disappearance on May 29 of Cap-
tain Mansell R. James, famous British
ace, who left Pittsfield, Mass., on that
day for a flight to Atlantic City, and
for trace of whom scores of cities and
towns in New York and New England
vainly sought for months, was believed
to be solved today by the announcement
of the burial in Wantagh, Long Island,
about two weeks ago of a body that had
been washed up on the shores of Hemp-
stead Bay.

The body was badly decomposed and
was buried after a cursory inquest by
Wilbur F. Southard, coroner of Wan-
tagh, who declares that identification as
far as the body was concerned was al-
most impossible.

But a wrist watch found on the body
is held by the coromer, and may prove a
clue to connecting the disappearance of
Captain James with the finding of the
body on the south shore of Long Island.

Immediate Overthrow By
Force of All Existing In-
stitutions Its Aim.

v Defined briefly, a Bolshevist is a per-,
son who believes in the immediate over-
throw by force of all existing social, poli- |
tical and economic institutions. Thus
writes John A. Embry in Leslie’s.

If we ignore the writings of the par-
lor Bolsheviki which only serve the pur-|
pose for which they were written, i. e,
to cloud the whole issue, and the writ-
ings and public statements of such men
as Nikolai Lenine, Leon Trotsky, and
Eugene V. Debs, it is not at all difficult
to get at the substance of the Bolshevist
platform. According to these leaders,
the tenets of Bolshevism are as follows:

(1) The immediate abolition of thei
institution of private property by
means of force. All private ownership
of houses, land, and all means of pro-
duction must be immediately abolished.
The owners of these things, because of
their exploitation of the proletariat, shall
receive no compensation for their loss.

(2) There shall be no wages, in . the
sense of one man working for another.
The only wages will be those paid by
the state for productive labor.

There will be no rents; no profits, no
interest.

THE STRIKE IN BRITAIN

It is quite easy to understand why
Canadian workingmen have no sympathy
with Bolshevism, which is the motive
power behind the One Big Union. So
many of them have a stake in the coun-
try that resent a doctrine that
would take from every man the fruits
of his thrift and divide it among those

they

who work only with their tongues,
spreading discontent on every hand. The
Canadian workman is <mtelligent. He
may be dissatisfied: with existing con-
ditions, but he knows a way to make
them better, for he has the right of or-
ganization and the power of the fran-
chise. When it is proposed to destroy
the present system he wants to know
what will take its place, and when Bol-
shevism is mentioned he looks to Rus-
sia. He wants no workers’ and soldiers’
council, or no soviet to subvert the can-
stitution of his country. The Toronto
Globe very well says:

“The Canadian workman is not a
homeless, propertyless outcast, to whom
revolution can do no harm, and from
which he may pluck advantage. As the
action of the Trades Congress proves, he
is an upright, self-respecting citizen who
does not seek to destroy the founda-
tions of human society by force so that
an organized minority may oppress the
unorganized minority and build up a
class tyranny upon the ruins of demo-
cratic government.”

This is exactly what has hgppened in
Russia, and the people of that distracted
country can have no hope of relief until
the right of private property is again
recognized, and those who by special
ability and training are qualified to par-
ticipate in government and the direction
of industry are permitted to aid in the
task of nationa] regencration.

The government asserts that it has the
sympathy of the great mass of the peo-
ple, and that the number of those who
would if in their power destroy the con-
stitution is relatively very small. We
shall know before many days whether
the government or the Daily News is
nearer the truth. The very thing the
Belshcvikslement, if there is one, desires
is to bring about the condition to which
the News alludes—a class gvar ,and war
to the knife.

The decision of the transport workers
is awaited with anxlety.

CANADA—EAST  AND  WEST

Dominion Happenings of Other Days

THE FIRST RAILWAYS.

The dream of transportation by steam
railways was beginning to be realized
in Canada by 1842. In that year there
were sixteen miles of rails in upper and
Jower Canada—now Ontario and Quebec.
So rapid was the growth of the new
method of transportation, however, that
by 1855, another thirteen years, the lines
had reached a length of 877 miles. The
companies were branching out in all di-
rections after trade and Oct. 1 of sev-
eral years saw the opening for business
of several of these subordinate roads.
For instance, on that date in 1851 the
London and Port Stanley railway was
formally opened for traffic; six years
later the St. Andrew’s and Barber Dam
line down by the sea was declared ready
for trade.

There were gay times in the districts
when the railroads came. Speech-mak-
ing and predictions were the order of
the day but even the most optimistic
hardly dared forecast the conditions pre-
vailing at present. Transcontinental
lines were undreamed of while the speed
and magnificence of the modern ex-
presses were without a prophet.

How strange those lines would seem
today. Most of them were of the wide
gauge variety. The engines were small
and slow. Huge piles of cord wood
every few miles along the route were re-
quired to “fire” the locomotives for they
consumed wood rather than coal. The
cars were poorly lighted with the primi-
tive candle or oil while the most a.ncicnt|
passenger coach in service now is
ter than the best of those times. Yet
those lines were the desire of every town
for in them they saw the dawning of a
new era‘in the commercial activities of
the nation.

FIRE PORTECTION DAY

(Halifax Chronicle.)

October 9th next has been set apart!
by Royal Proclamation as “Fire Protec-
tion Day” throughout Canada. We have
celebergted many special days in Can-;
ada, but none has been more important
than this. It ought to be widely ob-
served—in every city, town and hamlet
in the Dominion.” Citizens are urged to
take every precaution on that day for the
prevention of fire, and to that end the
following recommendations are issued:
1. Al dwellings and their surround-
ings to be carefully inspected by their
occupants, and all conditions likely to,
cause or promote the spread of fires re- |
moved. -

2. All public buildings, stores and
gq.cltories inspected and cleared of rub-

3. Fire drills ta be held for the]
children in all schools, and for employees
in all large stores and factories. i

4. Special instructions on the subjecti
of fire prevention to be given by the
teachers and by municipal officials in the
schools, and that such appropriate litera-
ture as may be made available be distri-
buted o the pupils.

5. All legislation an@ regulations en-
acted or issued by Dominion, Provincial |
or Municipal authorities dealing with |
fire prevention to be given publicity by
the municipal officials, and that by pub-
lic meetings or otherwise, as may to
them seem most fit, they endeavor to
impress upon the citizens the national
importance of safeguarding life and pro-
perty from loss by fire.

Fire is the most destructive agency
in the country. The annual loss there-
from, and it is an absolute loss, is]
staggering. In most cases fire is prevent-
ible, and the prospective benefit from the
proper observance of an annual Fire
Prevention Day can scarcely be estimat-
ed. The educative value of it alone
will be of great service in teaching the

The various other items varied from
less than half a million to over two mil-
lions, without much variation last year
from the figures of two yvears ago- It
will be noted that there was a falling off
in the imports of iron and steel, chemi-
cals, meats, tin, rubber, hides and skins,
copper and tea. There were, however,
heavy imports of tea in 1918. All other
items show an increase, and this was
notably true of cotton, sugar and mo- |
lasses, silk, and a few other items. The
import of both hard and soft coal show-
ed an increase. Of course in considering |
the total we must remember that ar- |
ticles for the army and navy declined |
from an import valued at $189,587,249 in
1917 to $21,182,578 in 1919. It is this
that offsets the gain in other directions.

SHE RAN FROM HOME

Young Girl Did Net Want to Re-
turn te- School After Auto Ac-

cident

New York, Oct. 1—Muviel Young, the
sixteen-year-old girl who has been )n‘iss-
ing for two weeks, is with acor mother,
Mrs. A. P. Eagleston, in New Haven,
where she was discovered lasi Saturaay
night by policewoman Hamiiton 0f» the
bureau of missing persons of New York.

Mrs. Hamilton went te Boston Satur-
day, after the assistance of the local po-
lice had been invoked by .he girl's fam-
ilv. She visited friends of the family
and of the girl and her inqu.ries led ‘o
| New Haven. The grief-stricken incther
| received a wire from Mrs. Hamilton
! that night that her daughter nad heen
found and vras safe with foheads.

The girl’'s mother hastened to her yes-
terday and the meeting was an affec-
tionate onme. Little Miss Young, it
was learned from Mrs. Hamilton, had
left her home because of her mother's
desire that she return to school after
an automobile accident several weeks
ago which left her disfigured for life.

Miss Young took no money with her.
The jewels of her mother, said to be
missing at the time, were subsequently
found in her home. She had car fare to
take her only as far as Springfield,where
she borrowed enough to carry her to her
friends in New Haven.

Mrs. Eagleston was in the automobile
with her daughter at the time of the ac-
cident. Muriel was thrown against the
windshield and badly cut about the face.
After an operation her right eye re-
mained closed and there is an ugly scar
about it. While the sight may be un-
impaired, the girl is denied the use of
her eye. There are other disfigurations
on the face.

Nervous to a high degree and extreme-
Iy sensitive as to her appearance, the
young girl did not want to face her
schoolmates, and when her mgther in-

sisted that she return to school she
quietly left her home and hid herself
from the world among her friends.
Mrs. Fagleston said today that she
would place her daughter in a sanato-
rium for treatment for her nervous con-
dition. After she has recovered she will
be taken in hand by specialists to have
her injured eye treated, and if possible
have the disfiguring scars removed.

THE SUGAR SITUATION.

(Montreal Herald.)

The activity and strength in Atlantic
Sugar during the past week has more
to it than divjdend anticipations or the
million dollar ﬁ'oﬁt on a raw sugar deal
referred to earlier in the week.

The sudden jump in the price of raw
sugar made itself felt in the selling price
of the sugar stocks on the New York
list, when all of the members of this
group moved forward vigorously.

It seems that Europe is a big buyer
of the next crop and has been bidding
from a cent to nearly two cents above
the present price as set by the equaliza-
tion board.

During the war the government took
hold of the sugar crop and set a flat
price of 5% cents a pound on the pro-
duce on the ground in Cuba. This price
was to last for this crop only and noth-
ing has been said about the next crop
by the equailzation board. All of the
Cuban companies stand to benefit to a
large extent from this new order of
things and it will also directly benefit
American Beet Sugar.

1t is learned from a reliable source
that Cuba Cane Sugar, which was the
leader of the Wall street sugar group
this week, will show gross earnings close
to $15,000,000 this year, which will be
about $15 a share on the common stock
before charges.

In the case of Cuban American Sugar,

it was said that this stock which show-
ed Somewhere around $75 a share earned
on the common last year stands to show
a 200 per cent profit on its capitalization
under the new price for sugar.

Running Rights Not Settled:

Used Today To

Connect With Vailey Road

Because of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way and the Canadian National Rail-
way being unable to come to an agree-
ment the St. John and Quebec Valley
Railway did not run a train out of St
John this afternoon, Instead a special
C. P. R. train went as far as Westfield,
where it transferred passengers for valley
points to a train waiting there since last
night for permission to come over the C.
P. R. tracks to the city. The first train
over the Valley line was o have left at
1.55 p. m.

By that time no word had been re-
ceived which would make a change in
the announcement received last evening
that there was a hitch in the agreemnt.
Quite a large crowd of passengers as-
sembled in the station to take the trip
and because of the promise made and the
fact that many had reliend upon it, Hon.
W. E. Foster, premier, took it upon him-
self to try to set matters straight and
hired a special train from the C. P. R.
to take the passengers as far as Westfield
whence they would be transferred by a
train operated by the St. John and Que-
bec Railway.

Mr. Foster also wired to‘the chairman
of the railway commisison asking for an
interim order, pending further arrange-
ments.

The train pulled out about 2.30 o’clock,
quite well filled with passengers. Among
those noticed were Premier "Foster, W.
A. Lockhart, J, W. Mahoney, Arthur
Bowman,Mr. and Mrs. F. B. Ellis, Henry
Lee, Dr- G. G. Melvin, Harry Tippetts,
R. Z. Walker, assitant- superintendent C.
N. R., Fredericton, and many others.

The report that the traim would not
run as scheduled soon spread about the
city this morning and uncertainty pre-
vailed until a late hour as to what would
happen, whether a further telegram

would be received permitting it to go. J.
H. Boyle, C. P. R. superintendent at
Brownville Junction, who is occupying
Mr. Groéut’s chair in the local offices dur-
ing his vacation, said this morning that
he had received a message yesterday
from L. S. Brown referring to the com-
mencement of the Valley segvice today.
“When I received this message,” said Mr.
Boyle today, “I took the matter up with
the head office in Montreal and received
instructions that I was not to allow the
operation of any train until I had later
advices.”

And so the matter stood. The St.
John and Quebec Railway train which
came as far as Westfield last night was
held up there and not allowed to come
to the city until the agreement between
the government and the C. P. R. was
fully ratified. It was feared by the C.
N. R. authorities that even if it happen-
ed that the agreement was reached satis-
factorily it might be too late to have this
train brought in from Westfield. Ac-
cordingly another was put together and
held in readiness up to two p. m,
awaiting the chance that some announce-
ment might be made. Conductor W. J.
Campbell was in charge and the train
was equipped the same as that at West-
field.

No tickets were sold to intending pas-
sengers this morning, though re were
many enquiries concerning the train. L.
R. Ross, C. N. R. terminal agent, said
that, excepting perishable goods, freight
was being accepted but no tickets being
issued until some definite understanding
was reached. Quite a number of up-
river people came to the city yesterday
intending to go back by the Valley train
today, while others from the city were
planning on making the run just for the
novelty of being on the first regular trip
over the line.

DEADLOCK IN
REFINERY STRIKE
STILL EXISTS

General Manager Says They Can
Pay No More Than Offered—
Men Willing to Accept Finding
of Conciliation Board

A deadlock still exists between the
Atlantic Sugar Refineries, Litd., and their
employes. Representatives of both fac-
tions were in conference at different
times this morning, but little or no head-
way appears to have been made in get-
ting the matter straightened out.

F. G. O’Grady, general manager of the
company, and Louis Seidensticker ,the
local manager, called on the mayor and
| commissioners this morning and stated
| their side of the case. They said that
| they were offering all that they felt they
|could pay and were firm in refusing to
ipay the rates demanded by the men.
They quoted the figures paid in other
cities where there are refineries, saying
that in one place their minimum wage
is thirty-two and a half cents, and in
another thirty-four cents, while here the
men were getting thirty-five cents, asked
for forty-five and were offered forty,

F. A. Campbell conferred with the-
mayor and commissioners after the re-
presentatives of the company had left.
He said that he was quite sure that the
men would return to work if the com-
pany was willing to agree to the decision
of a board of conciliation. He intimated
that if the company should decide to em-
ploy men outside the union there would
be trouble.

The Coal Handlers.

Members of the Coal Handlers’ Union
who were employed at the refinery dis-
charging coal from cars refused to con-
tinue work this morning pending a meet-
ing of the union which will be held this
evening, when their attitude towards the
refinery while the refinery employes are
on strike will be considered. The ob-
jection of the men was to supplying coal

| to a plant where a strike was in progress.

They were willing to discharge the cars
provided the coal was not to be used,
intimated that if the crane
which was used to deliver the fuel to
the boilers was put in operation they
would quit. It was announced this
morning that the crane would be oper-
ated and the coal handlers of their own
voilation refused to work, at least until
after the matter had been dealt with
at the meeting this evening. Only eight
or ten men Aré involvéd in this matter
and F. Freestone, president of the union,
pointed out this morning that this was
not a strike and in no way affected
other work being cartied on by the
members of the union elsewhere.

At the mass meeting 1ast night F. A.
Campbell and J. A. Barry complimented
the men on their excellent behavior and
exhorted them to conuduct themselves in
a similar manner until the strike is set-
tled. The president of the Trades and
Labor Council expressed his confidence
that the other side would eventually
come to their way of thinking.

Mr. O’Grady, general manager, when
asked about a paragraph which appeared
in one of the evening papers referring
to the fact that the Board of Commerce
had authorized the Atlantic Sugar Re-
fineries Ltd., to supply a stated shortage
of 5,000 bags of sugar to St. John and
other points in the vicinity, said ‘that he
had received no notification to this effect
from the board. He also said that as
the company had supplied more than
2,000,000 pounds of sugar to the local
markets, he could not understand why
there should be such a shortage. When
asked about the million dollars which
the company was said to have made
through the lucky purchase of 50,000 tons
of raw sugar, he said that he could not
see how the company could be assured
of making that amount as they might
just as well lose that much on the trans-
action, according to fluctuations of the
market. When questioned about the
present situation, he said that the plant
was being operated by the foremen and
a few men, who would probably be rein-
forced in a few days, and that the com-
pany still retained its stand.

It was also stated yesterday that the
local wholesale dealers’ teams had been
interfered with and intimidated by the
pickets placed at the refinery by the
strikers, but the president of the Sugar
Refinery Workers’ Union said that the
pickets had merely asked the drivers
whether or not they were union men and
informed them that the refinery work-
ers were on strike. He promised that
no teams drawing sugar from the refin-
ery would be interfered with.

While prices for hogs to the farmer
may drop down to $16.75 o hundred-
weight, the Board of Commerce found
vesterday that the unfortunate consum-

“er was seldom made aware of the fact.
Indeed, it transpired that sometimes
prices of bacon and ham jumped another
five cents while the fearmer was getting
less for his product. “The packers have
the consumer coming and going,” ob-
served Col. Price, counsel for the Board
of Commerce. “My contention,” he fur-
ther explained, “is that the packers re-
culate the price of hogs, and immediate-
iv they are reflected on the retail prices.
They should do the same in reducing
the prices. They raise the prices im-
mediately when they pay more, but
don’t reduce when they are paying less.”

Judge Robson.’

The Board of Commerce had a full
sitting and a busy day yesterday, with
Judge Robson and W. F. O’Connor both
present. The operations of the Wm.
Davies Company and the Swift Canadian
(Company were for examination, and
the price of bacon was the principal
point touched on, although eggs, garden
produce and butter were brought in as a
kind of side order,

Col. Price cleimed that the prices in
Canada were determined largely by the
export trade. If the export trade was
large there was a direct effect to.be seen
in Canada. If the export prices were
high, then the prices to the farmer went
up. As far as could be seen, the prices
to the consume- .cent up no matter what
happened in ' urope.

Col. Price showed that the price of
bacon over a mile and a half travelleq
in the city vgried from sixty cents to
eighty cents 4 pound. It was bought
from the packers at fifty-two to fifty-
four cents a pound, and sold at sixty-
two, seventy, or eighty cents. A visit
to the market disclosed the fact that
pears sold at $1 a basket, but a market
gardener from Oakville stated that he
tried but could not dispose of pears at
thirty cents through lack of a market.

the same price.
More prices followed, all showing an
increase from March 10 to July 7.

From August 7 to
Sept. 12, your prices go down gradually,
but not very much. From July 7—the
high water mark—to September 26
shows decreases about six or seven cents.
Your price on March 10 was thirty-eight
cents for ham, today it is forty-four
cents. You are six cents a pound higher
tnday- than you were in March?”

- Counsel also declared the decreases
were not refleeted: as they should be.
The same . thing applied to ham, the
price to the’farmer dropped $5, while the
price to the consumer went up five cents
a pound. Bacon was worse, the con-
sumer having to pay 61-2 cents more
while the farmer got $5 less. Mr. O’Con-
nor reminded counsel that it took forty
days to turn out bacon, and that the
price of buying and selling sfould be
compared forty days apart.

R. E. Leonard of the Swift Canadian
Company was then examined. He stated
that the price paid for hogs was arranged
between the head buyer and the office.
The drovers, who were company men,
drew a commission of twenty-five cents
per hundred weight. Witness informed
the board that about 80 per cent of the
hog was lost during conversion into cook-
ed meats and bacon.

Siow Reduction.

The Swift Company prices showed
about the same thing. When prices to
the farmer were the highest the con-
sumer paid top-level prices, but when
prices dropped from $24.10 to $18.30 the
consumer enjoyed a reduction of only
four cents. Although prices had dropped
now to $16.75 the price of bacon aver-
aged fifty-eight cents.

FARMERS MAY QUIT
THE HOG BUSINESS

(Toronto Globe, Saturday.)

As a result of a continued breaking of
the hog market by packers, farmers are
evincing a keen desire to sell their hogs,
and in some cases are talking of ‘entirely
giving up this branch of agriculture.
Some time ago the opinion was express-
ed by local packers that:they would ef-
fect declines down to $15 or $16 a hun-
dredweight, while American packers in-
timated they would go as low as $12.

‘Oromocto Is
In Ruins Today

Large Mill and Thirty-Seven Other Different Prop-
erties Laid in Ruins, Loss Reaching
$500,000

River Valley Lumber Company, in Whose Property
Fire Started, Biggest Loser, About $200,000 —
Four Churches, Twenty-two Dwellings, Hotel
and Boarding House, Among Property Burned

¢¢ —Help Rushed From Capital.

Fredericton, N.B., Sept. 30.—The village of Oromocto, shiretown of Sunbury

coynty, was practically destroyed by a fire which broke out at 13 o’clock this
morning and raged until late this afternoon. The fire was the second which:
has occurred within. two years, a large portion of thevillage being burned in
June, 1938,  The loss in today’s fire is conservatively estimated at $500,000,
and is the most severe blow Oromocto ever received, injuring the place even
more than the decay of the wooden shipbuilding industry several decades since.
The destruction of the sawmill and lumber yard of the River Valley Lumber
Company removes the chief industry of the village. It is yet too soon after the
fire to learn what the intentions of any of the property owners is with regard
to rebuilding. A considerable amount of insurance was carried on the proper-

ties which were destroyed. The chief loser is the River Valley Lumber Com-
pany which lose sawmill, offi¢es, millyard and lumber.
R. B. Smith, MLP.P,, manager of the company, estimates the total lass at

$200,000. .

Discovered in Saw Mill,

Shortly after 11 o’clock fire was dis-
covered underneath the engine room of
the sawmill. This was reported to Mr.
Smith, who was in the office, but before
he could reach the mill the flames had
gained such headway that the crew
escaped with difficulty from the struc-
ture. A fierce westeriy gale was blow-
ing at the time and all the rest of the

#mill property and the greater part of
the village lay directly in the path of the
flames.

The boiler of the mill blew up soon
afterward and by that time the fire had
a firm footing on the four million feet
of manufactured lumber in the yard and
on two cars on the railway siding. The
mill office also was burned. Of the lum-
ber of the company what is left is the
logs in the Oromocto River and a few
thousand laths which escaped the fire.
Even the ties of the railway siding were
destroyed and lumber loaded on scows
also was burned.

The wind veered constantly and to
that fact'is due the escape of some build-
ings which seemed sure of destruction
and the burning of others which were
a long distance from the mill and seem-
ed assured of safety.

Oromocto, although severely scourged
by fire before had no organized fire pro-
tection and the only method of fighting
the flames was by hauling water and
\wrowing it on the fire by hand. Fire-
#ien went down from Fredericton by
automobiles under the command of Chief
S. C. Rutter and volunteers from this
city and elsewhere were present in large
numbers. They accomplished much in
the way of removing furniture and store
contents.

The fire did not burn steadily in one
direction but leaped from place to place.
Burning embers, carried by the wind,
aided in the spread of the flames. The
store of A. B. White, not far from the
mill property caught several times but
finally escaped as did a negihboring
building owned by him. A barn a short
distance away was burned. In other
parts of the village buildings immedi-
ately adjoiniing burned structures es-
caped with slight damage.

Four Churches Lost.

In addition to the milling property,
four churches, two church properties oc-
cupied by clergymen as dewellings,
twenty-two other dwellings, four stores,
two blacksmith shops, one public hall,
one hotel and one mill boarding house
were destroyed.

The clergymen whose churches have

destroyed are Rev, Fr. Hannigan,
g:se place of residence is at Peters-
‘ville, and who was pastor of St. Vincent
de Paul, Roman Catholic church; Rev.
F. N. C. Gray, rector of St. John’s
glican church; Rev. R. S. Gregg, pas-
&: of the Baptist church, and Rev.
John D. Young, mestor of the Methodist

church. Rev. Messrs, Gray and Young
lost their dwellings as well as their
churches. ' Some of the fittings of St
John’s church, a handsome little edifice,
were saved. Fear that the rectory would
burn made the people remove the furni-
ture and pile it in a field. By the irony
of fate this furniture became ignited and
the flames were communicated to the
rectory.

Business Places Burned,

The places of business which were
burned were Harry Cannon’s store, Leo
Higgins’ barber shop, T. J. McElroy’s
store and Mrs. William Cogswell’s ice
cream parlor. The blacksmith shops
burned belonged to Adolphus Armstrong
and W. R. Weild. The hotel was con-
ducted by James Kelley, and the mill
boarding house by Frang Cogswell. The
public hall was owned by A. D. Burnett.
Dwellings and other buildings burned
were the following: Harry Cannon,
house and barn; Leo Higgins ,house and
barn; Adolphus Armstrong, house and
barn; Edward Currie, house and barn;
John Malone, house and barn; James
Kelley, house and barn; T. J. McElroy,
house, ~barn and warehouse; Charles
Ward, house and barn; John W, Gil-
mour, house apd barn; Mrs. Rowan,
house; Mrs. Blanche McCafferty, house;
Robert Brennan, house and barn; John
McPherson, house; Felix McGarr, house
and barn; Arthur White, barn and an-
other building; Miss Eliza Currie, house
and barn; Mrs. George Holden, house;
Frank Cogswell, two houses; Mrs. Ken-
neth Wells, house owned by T. J. Mec-
Elroy; Mrs. Walter McRae; house and
barn; Frank Mason, house; George
Wood, house and barn.

Wharves Caught.

Both high water and low water
wharves caught fire but the blazes were
extinguished. The buildings along the
road.  leading to the wharf generally
escaped the fire. Stocker’s Hotel, which
was destroyed in the fire of 1918, is in
process of repair and was not damaged.
Among the dwellings in other sections
ot the village which escaped were those
of R. B. Smith, ex-Sheriff Holden and
W, R. Weild.

The Sunbury county registry office, o
stone structure was not burned. Stores
which escaped are those of A. B. White,
Fred Davis and A. B. Burnett.

* GIVES SPLENDD

Governor Pugsley Speaks bf’
Service of Men and of L. O.
D. E. Which Provided the

Memorial — Pledge Forg

Everlasting Care. !

With brief and impressive ceremonicl
His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor yes-
terday afternoon unveiled the beautiful
granite and bronze soldiers’ memorial
placed in the Field of Honor plot of Fern-
hill cemetery by the Order of the Daugh-
ters of the Empire in St. John. The occa-
sion was one of solemn thanksgiving.
Mrs. Hugh Mackay, the regent of the
Municipal ¢hapter made the formal pres-
entation of the monument to the directors
of the cemetery and Colonel E. T. Stur-
dee expressed for them their appreciation
of the gift promising that all care should
be given it. The bright sunlight of the
afternoon glinted on the glorious autumn
foliage and as the flags were drawn aside
the imposing memorial showed up most
grandly against its background of wood-
ed hill and blue sky. All of the chapters
of the Daughters of the Empire and the
various organizations in the city were
represented among the reverent spec-
tators.

The plot is femiliar to most St. John
people and, yesterday, each of the in-
dividual graves had a brilliant bouquet
of asters in the midst of which the tiny
Union Jack was placed, as always. The
trim grass and plot .ame showed signs of
tender care.

In the group which gathered round the
memorial stone were Lieutenant-Gover-
nor and Mrs. Pugsley, Premier and Mrs.
Foster ,the regents and representatives of
all the St. John chapters of the I. O. D.
E., Colonel A. H. H. Powell, r(-_‘present-I
ing the army, Captain J. A. Mulcahy,
representing the navy, and the board of |
directors of the cemetery. The president[
of the G. W. V. A. was unavoidably
absent.

The Ceremony.

Mrs. Mackay, stepping forward in a
graceful speech, told of the Field of
Honor plot having been set aside by the
directors of the cemetery in April, 1916,
as a place where any man who had en-
listed in the service of his country might|
be given an honored resting place. She
said that among its graves were those of
South Africa veterans and one Crimean
veteran. In September, 1916, the direc-
tors had asked the Daughters of the Em-
pire to erect a memorial on the spot but
at that time the order had many calls
upon its funds and it had therefore de-
cided that money should be gradually
set agide and that tke monument should
be erected when peace had come. Mrs.
Mackey spoke of the pleasure and honor
the order felt in being able to make this
gift to the directors and she then called
upon Governor Pugsley to formally un-
veil the monument and present it.

When the - lieutenant-governor had
drawn aside the Union Jack and naval
ensign which draped the memorizl and
the Union Jack was flying bravely from
the flagstaff above, he expressed himselt
as honored to take part in such an im-
nortant ceremony. In glowing terms he
referred to the patriotic work of the
order. Its name, he said, was significant
of the ideals of the empire that circled
the globe and of the ideals for which the
empire’s gallant sons had fought and
sacrificed. That there was no need to
ask the directors to care for the memorial
stone, he szid, was evidenced by the rest-
ing vlaces of the sacred dead around. He
prophesied that through the future ages
the monument-should stand to commem-
orate the heroism of Canadian men and
from it future generations would derive
inspiration and would glow with pride as
they claimed kinship to the men beneath
that sod.

Pledge to Care for It.

Colonel Sturdee, in accepting the
monument on behalf of the directors, re-
newed the agreement to care for it zeal-
ously forever. He said that in setting
aside the plot for the burial of those
casualties that might occur among sol-
diers and sailors in St. John tne directors
had thought to serve their country in a
small way, preventing any of her sol-
diers or sailors from lying in pauper or
forgotten graves. He publicly thanked
tae lady who has unfailingly kept the
thirty-four graves in the Field of Honor
bright with fresh flowers and their flags
freshly painted. He closed a stirring
speech with a tribute of praise to the
men who had died in the service of their
country though they had never crossed
the seas, saying that they were as worthy
of honor as those who reached the battle-
fields.

The sounding of the Last Post, while
the gathering stood in silence, closed a
ceremony that was deeply impressive.
Those who were present then approached
the monument and examined its exquisite
workmanship.

Description of Monument. |

The monument was erected at a cost|
of about $1,800 and stands in the centre
of the Field of Honor, resting on a solid
concrete foundation, donated by Fernhill '
Cemetery Company, which is four inches !
above the level of the sod, and extends |
twenty inches all round beyond the base,!
giving an opportunity to study the stones |
closely, there are two large bases of
solid granite, then above these is the |
main base, containing three plates of |
bronze.

Speeches Forecast the Coming
of Real Democracy

ORGANIZATION IS
BEING EXTENDED

Mr. Tighe Active at Camp-
bellton, Athol and Dal-
housie—Plea for Election of
Labor Legislators.

Newcastle, Sept, 29.—A mass meeting
of the Newcastle-Nelson branch of the
Miramichi Waterfront Workers’ Associa-
tion, was held in the Newcastle Opera
House last night, the president, John S.
Martin of Chatham, in the chair. Over
500 men attended. On the platform
were Joseph P. Manderson of Newcastle,
and John H. Wallace, Leo King and
Frank Gorman of Nelson, members of
the executive; ex-Ald, H. H. Stuart,
who represented the Newcastle and Nel-
son workmen in the negotiations with
the employers in August; J. L. Sugrue;
of the Workmen’s Compensation Act
Commission, and J. E. Tighe of the I. L.
A., St. John.

The speakers were Messrs. Martin,
Stuart, Manderson, Reynolds, Sugrue
and Tighe.

President Martin reported that the
present membership of the union’ was
1,600. One thousand of these belong to

| Newcastle, Nelson and Nordin; 600 to

Chatham, Loggieville, Douglastown and
Morrison’s Cove. The Millbank Pulp
Workers have been organized separately.
Chatham machinists were organized by
Mr. Cameron, of Moncton, last week.
All other industries on the Miramichi
are being organized.

Mr. Martin reviewed the work of the
past two or three months. Organiza-
tion of the mill workers, planned in
Chatham, had begun in Newcastle and
Nelson, where workers found Chatham

Mr. Stuart urged the men to be
patient, cautious and determined to hold
their ground. He urged them to stick
together, co-operate with all other
classes of useful labors whether of hand
or brain, and to carry political action
along with their industrial organization,
in order to control both wages an
prices, as it was no gain to obtain
increased wages if prices were allowed
to go up to offset the increased wages.

J. P. Manderson, a returned soldiety
vice-president of the union, and one of
its original founders, made a strong plea
for democracy, industrial and political,
and urged the sending of Labor members
to the different legislatures. Every
principle of unionism was in direct
accord with the principles of the greatest
of all social reformers, Christ himself.

Mr. Reynolds gave a short but vigor-
ous address, and at the close of the
meeting presented the following resolu-
tion on behalf of the Nelson workers,
which was unanimously adopted:

Whereas, the majority of the working
people of the world have recognized and
adopted organigation as a sure aid for
improving their condition, and

Whereas, the normal wages of mill-
men is inadequate under present condi-
tions to provide the laborer with the
ordinary comforts of civiliziation;

And whereas, experience has shown
us that individual effort to obtain higher
wages commonly results in\failure;

Therefore, be it resolved, that we be-
lieve the proper. method to secure a liv-
ing wage is to adopt a schedule with a
minimum wage. Said schedule to be
framed by a committee of experienced
millmen and to be approved by a
majority vote of members of different
branches of the association, and

RIGHT WOMEN

Mrs. J. W. DeB. Farris, wife of the
attorney-general of British Columbia,
both of whom are Ntw Bru
birth ,arrived in the city last night. She
expressed much interest in the registra-
tion of women for the exercise of their
new right of franchise. Mrs. Farris was
a member of the executive of the Wo-
men’s Liberal A ssociation in Vancouver
when the women there were given the
right to vote and she was largely instru-
mental in effecting the rapid organization

Liberal Association.

The manner of organization in Van-
couver Mrs. Farris described as being
entirely along politicel lines. The Lib-
erals and Conservatives each had wo-
men’s associations and each association
appointed commissioners to canvass the
city. The enrollment was handled with
despatch, the women showing great
eagerness to have their names p aced on
thé voters’ lists.

Mrs. Farris said last night that the
women’s vote in British Columbia had
been to a very great extent responsible
for the election of Mrs. Ralph Smith to
the seat in the local house left vacant by
the death of her husband, Hon. Ralph
Smith. This by-election has up to the
present been the only time that the wo-
men have had the opportunity of exercis-
ing their newly-acquired right.

Farris said that there was no reluctance
on the part of the women to register
their votes for the by-election.

One other difference which Mrs. Farris
pointed out between the registrotion of
women in British Columbia and in New
Brunswick was that the registration in
British Columbia had followed so rapidly
after the receiving of the franchise that
enthusiasm was at its highest possible

OTHER CLASSES
OF EMPLOYES

Cemmissioners Bullock and Fisher
Find Some Who Had Been
Overlooked—Council Will See
That Law is Not Vielated by
Strikers :

Considerable surprise was expressed
by members of the city commissioners
at their weekly council meeting yester-
day afternoon when Mayor Hayes an-
nounced he had reliable information to
hand that certain pickets from the Sugar
Refinery strikers had interfered with
teams from a few of the local wholesale
grocers sent to the refinery to secure
sugar. His worship added that all labor-
ing men had every sympathy from him
in any attempt to secure bett condi-
tions he could not stand for any lawless-
ness at this or any other time.

Commissioners Jones and Fisher ex-
pressed surprise at this action and inti-
mated that knowing the leaders, who
are handling the men’s affairs, they were
of the opinion that the occurrence took
place without their knowledge. In the
absence.of Commissioner Thornton the
mayor is acting as head of the public
safety department and he asked the sup-
port of the council. He said he would
inform the chief of police of what hap-
pened and give orders to him to take
action so that there would be no repeti-
tion of the alleged interference.

Several matters arising out of the re-
cently adopted schedule of increased
wages for city employes were taken. up
by the commissioners with the result
that increases were granted to several
wharf builders and two foremen in the
public works department. -

Matter of Port Wardens.

Following the reading of the minutes
the report of the committee of the
whole was adopted. Commissioner Bul-
lock recommended that Andrew J. Mul-
cahy and James McKinney be re-ap-
pointed port wardens for the port and
harbor of St. John.

Still Arming, He Says.

Deputy Lefevre declared that Ger-
many was still arming and that the Ver-
sailles treaty left her the power to con-
tinue to do so, since the conditions for
a control or limitation of armaments
were impossible to enforce. Discussion
of this proposition after the ratification
of the peace treaty, as had been pro-
posed by the government, would be an
empty gesture.

LABOR TROUBLES AND
HOW TO PREVENT THEM

Herbert N. Casson of London, England,
a well-known newspaper man, in his
book entitled “Labor Troubles and How
to Prevent Them,” finds that welfare
work, profit sharing, or shorter hours do
not solve the problem of labor unredi -
Nor does a general higher level of wages
satisfy ; rather it causes more strikes than
low wages. In many cases the wastage
of labor turnover is greater than the
wastage of strikes, he states. The norm-
al turnover is about 80 per cent. a yearsy
but for 57 firms in Detroit the labor
turnover averaged more than 252 per
cent. To train new workers costs from
$25 to $200 so that labor turnover is a
considerable factor in increasing costs of
production. Mr. Casson urges the need of
industrial training. Again he says:

“In the game of life "hearts are trumps
— not clubs as the ‘Germans vainly imag-
ined. Successful business is honeycomb-
ed with sentiment. Germany was defeat-
ed Dbecause she played the body against
the soul; the lower nature of man against
the higher. This is the most terrific ob-
ject lesson of modern times. These four
great fallacies; that labor creates all
wealth; that profits are theft; that capit-
al opposes labor; and that high produc-
tion is against the interests of the work-

Kingston, who is to enter the ccbinet,
is a soldier and a citizen of national re-,
putation. By his eminent services and |
celf-sacrificing devotion he has earned |
and received the enthusiastic admiration
of practically every Canadian soldier
who went overseas. Dr. Ross is a native !
of Ontario, now in hjs forty-ninth year. |

During the present agitation over the
high cost of living it is interesting to
note several recent discoveries made in
i the field of synthetic  chemistry. Dy.
! Winthrop John Vanleuven Osterhout,
| Ph. D., professor of botany at Harvard
| University, has hit upon a plan of mak-
ling uutritious food from three of the
!urigirml elements, namely, sunlight, air
i and water.

Atlhough this process of foodmaking
is as yet confined to the laboratory
tage, Professor Osterhout points out
that many discoveries remained some
time in the laboratory stage before they
could be placed on a commercial basis.
As an instance he cites the many doubt-
ers of the practical value of electricity,
and the long uphill road Edison had to
travel before he gained recogmition com-
mercially.

Anent the production of nutritious
food in the laboratory, Professor Oster-
hout, who is no sense a visionary, but
whose manner would indicate a practi-
cal hardheaded business man, says:

“Analyzing food, we learn that the
three chief components are sugar, fats,
and protein. Until recently it was im-
possible to manufacture sugar synthe- |
tically, but now we have solved the rid-
dle in several different ways. Iron rust
exposed to the prismatic rays of the sun
through water makes formaldehyde,since
the rays of the sun acting upon the rust
as a contact agent, mixed with the car-
bon dioxide of the air, and water makes
this powerful chemical. From formal-
dehyde certain forms of sugar may be
obtained. Other ways of making sugar
synthetically are through the employ-
ment of ultra-violet rays, radium and
electricity.

transforms the carbondioxide gas and
water together into sugars and later into
starch, either of which forms can be
preserved.

«So much for obtaining sugar. Pro-
tein is composed of amine acids. It has
been found possible in the laboratory to
take the carbon dioxide of the air, water
and ammonia, which is also found in
the air in small quantities, to form a
simple kind of protein. Now through
the combination of sugar and proteim,
both of which have been manufactured
in the laboratory, the necessary fat is
obtained, with the resultant nutritious
food.”

“Of course one of the greatest ob-
stacles standing in the way of the pro-
duction of food through this method is

the present cost of making the sugar, |

which can only be manufactured as yet
in small quantities. Our greatest com-
petitor in this important field is the
plant itself, which thus far undersells
the synthetic method.”

. Professor Osterhout, who has taught
at many of the large universities
throughout the United States, and has
attained an international reputation as
a man of science, is a Fellow of the
American Association for the Advance-
ment of Science, and of the 'American
Academy of Arts and Sciences, in ad-
dition to many other scientific and re-
search societies, has been a professor of
botany since 1913. He told of the dif-
ficulty of carrying on important botani-
cal research with the limited equipment
at Harvard and stated that he hoped
more funds would be forthcoming from
the increased endowment of $15,250,000
which Harvard graduates will raise dur-
ing the first week in October from for-
mer Harvard men throughout the coun-

try and abroad.

“In this connection it is interesting to
note the high value Japan places upon
education,” the professor said. “Last
year Professor Miaybe, a noted Japanes@
botanist, who was sent to this country
to study American methods, told me
{hat the salaries of all Japanese pro-
fessors throughout the kingdom had
been increased forty per cent to meet
the increased cost of living in that coune
try due to the war.”
