Bhe is an iron boat of 1180 tons register,
thirteen years old and has an average
speed of 12} knots. She is 302 feet long,
33.34 feet beam and has a very large
carrying capacity. Although thirteen
years old, the Duart Castle is in a splen-
did state’ of preservation and about
decks and below looks like 8 new boat.
She was recently on the Castle line be-
tween London and Cape Colony and has
always had an excellent record.

About decks everything is trim and
neat and well calculated to please the
eye of any passenger.

GOVERNMENT BANK DEPOSITS.

* The last official statement of the banks
showed that the government of Canada

had on deposit in all the banks of Can- beg

ada $3,134,048 of which $1,633,310 was in
the Bank of Montreal. Thus it appears
that this bank, which has been trying to
close our cotton mills and throw five
hundred of our people out of employ-
ment, is the custodian of more than half
the deposits ef the government
of Canada. The capital of the
Bank of Montreai is but one-fifth of the
capital of the banks of Canada and there
is no good reason why it shounld hold
one half of the government deposits.
All our New Brunswick banks together
only hold $69,994 in government deposits
or about 4 per cent of that held by the
Bank of Montreal alone, while the Banks
of Nova Scotia hold $472,263 of govern-
ment deposits. There is nothing in the
history, character or financial standing
of the Bank of Montreal, as compared
with the other banks of Canada which
entitles it to be so unduly favored.

Continued from first page,
to all descendents of loyalists, I have
thought proper to make it the theme of
a fow brief remarks this evening.

We often hear descendents of the
loyalists sgeak in terms of disparage-
ment of the refugees as persons un-
worthy of the respect of those who were
loyal fo the crown during the war of the
revolution.

The loyalists
are the men who came here in 1 in
the two emigrations from New York
when that city was evacuated by
the British forces. The first of these
loyalists arrived in May 1783, upon
the day whose anniversary we are cele-
brating this evening. The others came
in the autumn. The refugees arrived in
New Brunswick, some of them as early
a8 1775, and others at_various periods
between that year and the year 1783,
The loyalists were men who came ina
body to the province under military %n»
tection, and who bad rations furnished’
them by the British government and
were embarked on ships provided for
them in New York. The refugees came
to the province singly, often without
more than the clothes on their backs,
bardly ever with any means, snd after
suffering from the unfriendliness of their
neighbors,which were often not less wor-
thy of notice than the sufferings endured
by the loyalists. A good many refl
came from New England, were the rel B
were strong and the loyal element was
weak. When Boston was besieged by
the rebel forces, and General Howe was
compelled to evacuate, he took nearly
$wo thousand persons, who had lived in
New England, with him to Halifax.

Some of these people went to old
England, others remamned in Halifax,
many scattered themselves through the
province of Nova Scotia and some came
to New Brunswick. These people were
refugees who had been driven from
their homes by their enemies
and compelled to seek refuge in Boston,
and who could find no abiding place in
the revolted provinces, but had to seek
shelter under the British flag.

Without desiring in the least to di-
minish the respect that is due to the
loyalists of 1783, it is only fair to speak
a word for the refugees, men whose
hardships were often equally great, and
whose recognition was much less than
that accorded to the loyalists, We hear
a great deal about the enormous losses
that some families suffered owins to the
rebellion, but before we consider the
amount of credit that a particular
family deserves, we ought to take_ into
account their position at the time of the
inning of the revolution. Theo
families of men who held
and who clung to_ them,
heavy losers, and if they
adhered to the side of the crown they
only adhered to the side of their bread
and butter, and it was difficult for them
to take any other side with advantage to
themselves. There were Some men
among the loyalists who held no office,
who shed their blood freely for
the cause of the king and of the
British ﬂsf' who mnever -received
one tithe of the recognition that was
given to a few favorite families who
simply transferred themselves  from
official positions in the old colonies to
official positions in New Brunswick
Nova Scotia. It is remarkable that the
men who attained the highest rank and
the greatest honors in New Brunswick
were not always men who most deserved
it in consequence of their services in t
field.

Yet some of these have been the loud-
est denouncers of the refugees, whose
only fault seems to have been that
they were not strong enough to
make headway in their own states
against  their enemies and the
enemies of their king and constitution.
