For the information of persons
belonging to Newfoundland who
propose to go to the United States
of America, notice is hereby giv-
en that the Immigration Laws of
ghc United States, which came
into effect on the first May last,
provide: .

1.—That all aliens entering the
United States shall pay a tax of
$8, but children under sixteen
years of age, accompanying their
father or their mother, shall not
be subject te such tax. In the
case of persons not remaining
sixty days in the United States,
the said tax will be returned upon
their leaving the country.

2.—All aliens over sixteen years

of age, who cannot read the Eng
lish language, or some other lan-
guage, will not be permitted to
enter. .

3.—Amongst other classes. of

aliens not admitted into the Unit-

- ed States are the following:—

Idiots, insane, epileptic, paupers,

those physically defective and

children under sixteen who are
unaccompanied.

Cases have been brought to the
notice of the Government where
Newfoundlanders for one or other
of the abeve reasons have been
refused admission to the United
States, and much disappointment
and inconvenience, as well as ex-
peunse, has been the result.

Petrograd, July 23—-That sehaotic
conditions are prevailing on a part of
the Russian front, was disclosed in a
telegram te Premier Kerensky, the
Provisional Government and the Coun
cil of Workmen’s and Soldiers’ dele
gates by the Executive Committee and’
Commissioner of the Provisional
Government with the Second Army
on the south-western front. The tele
gram announced the inawguration ef
stern measures to combsat: the disaf-
fection.  *‘They unnimousiy recegnize
that the situation demands extreme
measures and efforts for everything
must be risked to save the revolation
from catastrophe. Tha commander
in chief on the western front and the
commandér of the secor.d army have
given orders to fire on deserters and
runaways. Let the eountry know the
trutb, let it act without merey, let
it find enough. ceurage to “strike those
who by their cowardiee are destroy
ing Russia and the revolution.” Re
ferring to the threatened disaster the
