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PLAN OF THE SOCIETY.

L.—Tuar the Society be under the direction of a Presi-
dent, six Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, a Secretary, and a
Committee of twenty-one members. '

2.—That all Subscribers of ten shillings annually, or five
pounds in one donation, shall be considered Members of
the Society, shall be entitled to attend and vote at the
General Meetings, and to be elected Members of the
Committee, and shall be' also entitled to have one child
continually in the School, and so in proportion for any

5.—That a General Meeting of the Members be held
every, year, at which meeting the proceedings of the Com-
mittee for the preceding year be read, and if approved,
confirmed. That the funds and the state of the School be
¢onsidered, and a report thereof, for the information of
Subscribers, be approved and published, and such additional
regulations and resolutions adopted as may be deemcd
necessary, and a President, Vice President, Treasurer,
Secretary, and other Members of the Committee elected or
re-elected ; and that the Members of the Society be permit-
ted to give orders for admission to any friends that may be
desirous of attending.

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REPORT

OF THE

BRITISH AND CANADIAN SCHOOL SOCIETY.

As several years have passed without any Report having
been made of the proceedings of this Establishmeent, your
Committee consider it their duty to take a retrospect of its
progress since the year 1824, the date of the last Report ;
but this they propose to do in as succinct a manner as the
nature of the subject admits.

A reference to the abstract from the Books of the Society,
which is annexed to this Report, will show that, notwith-
standing the various obstacles with which the different
Committees had to contend, the school gradually increased
from 1823, until the month of March, 1830, at which time
the number of Scholars was 204—as marked in the book of
Daily Attendance; but since that period the number has
been reduced to 85. Your Commit_tee'however have the

means of accounting for this diminution in a manner which
will convince their friends that it does not arise from any
cause inimical to this establishment, but from such as might
naturally have been expected to produce this effect. They
have now the satisfaetion of stating that the number is again
on the increase, and hope that a proper attention and effort
on the part of the members of the Society will soon' cause
the vacant benches to be once more filled.

The cause of the diminution alluded to above, is not such
as to discourage the friends of Education in this coun try, on
the contrary, it arises from the circumstance of three schools
receiving aid from the Legislature, with several private
schouls, having come into operntiomgpis year; and although

N
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these schools are all sectarian, yet it is satisfactory to remark
that they are conducted on liberal principles, and two of
them partly on the Lancasterian plan.

One of these schools is a large two story stone building,
forming two school rooms, each capaple of containing 320
scholars—and actually now educating 140 in one, and 202
in the other—being of the Roman Catholic persuasion,—
The building is erected in St. John’s Suburb, immediately
adjoining St. Roch Suburb; and, as was to be expected,
some of the boys who were in the habit of coming fyom that
part of the town to the British and Canadian School , have
now gone to that establishment, from its being nearer to
their places of residénce ; and others, for the object of
learning their Catechism, which, under the Lancasterian
system, is not taught.

Another is a large wooden building in St. Louis’ Suburb,
adjoining St. John’s Suburb, designed to accommodate 300,
scholars. This school was erected by J. F. Perrault, Esq.
who, on resigning the Presidency of the British and Cana.
dian School, built it at his own expense, but has since
received aid for supporting it, from the Legislature. This
school has now in attendance 220 boys, who are likewise
of the Roman Catholic persuasion.

The third school, - erected by the aid of the Legislature,
has been built under the direction of the Elders of .the
Presbyterian Church of St. Andrew. It is a good substan-
tial stone building, capable of containing 220 scholars, and
has in attendance 80 hoys. "

In the year 1828, the Governor in Chief having found it
no longer convenient to allow the Committee to oceupy the
Guard House at Hope Gate, as a 'school room; they were
put to some inconvenience to find a suitahle place for con-
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tinuing the school, and Wéug obliged to hire part of a house
in St. Charles Street, which\eerved only as a temporary
accommodation. '

This difficulty induced the Committee to make an appli-
cation to the Legislature, and, through the able assistance
of Thomas Lee, Esq. one of the Members of the House of
Assembly, and Secretary to this Institution, they obtained
a grant of £400, to which has since been added another of
£100 in aid of the Funds of the Society. With these sumg
the Trustees have purchased a large building lot in the
heart of the populous Suburb of 8t. Roch, and erected an
excellent stone building to contain 300 scholars, according
to the plan laid down  in the Society’s manual, A portion
of the upper part has been fitted up into rooms for the
Schoolmaster, which he has occupied since September last,

There yet remains, however, due, the sum of £100, being
part of the purchase-money of the ground.

Although the Society have had some opposition to contend
with, yet they have experienced many acts of liberality and
encouragement, for which they feel grateful, among which
they cannot abstain from noticing the kind assistance and

" support of Captain Anderson of the Royal Artillery, who,
although a perfect stranger, most readily became a sub-
scriber, and gave his attendance to further the objects of
the Society. Nor ought they to omit to mentjon the very
liberal bequest of the late Captain Stott, late Paymaster of
the Royal Vet. Bat., of £100, as marking his conviction in
favor of the British system of Education, as pursued in this
school.  This biequest enabled your Committee to discharge
80 much of the purchase-money of the lot on which the

school house has been erected, leaving due, the balance
specified above,

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Your Committee wounld not act according to the dictates
of their feelings, were they not warmly to acknowledge the
kind and liberal aid of the late Governor in Chief, the Farl
of Dalhousie, under whose Patronage the Institution was
established, and who, to the hour of his departure, gave
his ready countenance, as well by every public act in his
power, as by the most liberal private donations, at all times
when the Society’s funds required his support. His suc-
cessor, Sir James Kempt, most readily consented to become
the Patron of the school. It was under his Administration
that the grant for the erection of this school house was
obtained, and from him the Society doubtless would have
received every pecuniary aid, had thefr funds, during that
period, required it.

Your Committee, in resigning their trust, eannot refrain
from expressing their conviction of the absolut¢ necessity
of constant and regular attention on the part of the indivi-
duals, who undertake the immediate superintendence of an
Institution of this kind ; and they hope their successors will
be able to devote more time to the object, than they Lave
had it in their power to do—without which, complete
success cannot be expected.

Your Committee now annex the accounts of the Institu-
tion to the present date; by which it will be seen that the
funds of the Society, although low, yet leaye'a balance of
£102 2 7 in hand, a sum which, it is hoped, will prove
sufficient to keep up the establishment until it again
experiences the liberality of the Legislature, without whose
aid, it would be impossible to support it—the larger pro-
portion of the inhabitants being in indigent cireumstances.

A tribute of praise is justly due to Mr. Mortis, the Master
of the school, for his unremitted attention, and for the great
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skill and ability displayed in a(lvancin?the boys, which your -
Committee have much pleasure in observing has been parti-
cularly noticed by the Legislature,—the sum of £30 having
been accorded to him, in consideration of his bringing for-
ward 10 scholars, so as to enable them to teach on the
Lancasterian system.
