“We want
industrial peace, but not at the sacrifice
of any of the elements of manhood.” He
said: “The increased grewth in the or-
ganization of labor has brought greater
responsibility.”

Bishop Potter expressed nis gratifica-
tion at the growth of the spirit of con-
cilintion. He praised the humanity of
American diplomacy in China and said
that it offered a splendid example for
emnlation. “If you rise to this oppor-
tunity,” he said, “you will set the world
another example that yon will have the
privilege to remember with pride all of
your lives.”

John Mitchell said that he was for
peace becauss he had known the bruises
of war. “The relations of labor and
capital,” he said, “are purely a business
proposition. - There is no sentiment -in
it. - Peace is better for both, and T am
for peace if we can have an honorable
peace. I believe there never would be
strikes if the employers and employees
could meet in fair conferemce. If we
could have got a hearing last year the
great coal strike would have been avert-
ed.”

OCharles R. Flint expressed confidence
in the good that wonld come of closer
relationsh’np hetween labor and eapital.

Daniel J. Keafe said that conciliation
was more acceptable than - arbitration,
for in the latter svstem there had to be
a decision defeating one side or the
other.

Every
animal from man downwards used the
weapons Providence put at its disposal,
and there might be some Nationalists in
the House of Commons endowed by na-
ture with the aptitudes necessary to
make the best use of the new method of
war scare, but I cannot think they
would sink so low as to employ me#dsures
which might be irritating, but which
wwere utterly abortive in their effort on
the great issues of the Empire.”

PIONEER’S DEATH.

Thomas Haughton, Formerly Proprietor
of Manchester House, Passed
Away This Morring.

INTERESTING EXFERIMENT.

Rhododendrons Transplanted
the Grounds of the Iarliament
Building,

English

An experiment is being conducted through
the instrumentality of the lands and works
authorities which is bound to prove of great
interest to‘florists. 'This is the transplant-
ing of a number of English rhododendron
shrubs in the parliament bullding grounds,
and every advantage will be given the
strangers to thrive and propagate their
kind. They have just been imported from
Kent, England, it being thought that ow-
ing to the striking similarity in the climate
of “the Old Country county and Vietoria
there is every possibility of the experiment
proving successful. Speclal soll has been
laid, and every precaution will be taken
to protect the new importation from any in-
fluence which might deletceriously affect its
growth.

The English rhododendron is a singularly
beautiful shrub and grows to a height of
six feet, blooming most luxuriantly. Should
this experiment justify expectations of the
importers, more wiil follow, and the lover
of the beautiful in plant life may expect
to see an abundance of the new additions
to the flora of the province.

The only fear is that the winds to which
this city is subjected somewhat frequently
at certaln seasons of the year may inter-
fere, but it i{s quite sefe to predict that If
solicitous care and watchfulness can avert
a catastrophe of this sort the ‘“rhodos” will
some day be a feature of the grounds sur
rounding the stately pile across the Bay.

It was peinted out, however, that under
the act the city had n® authority to pur-
chase or expropriate property outside the
municipality,” but-the eity solicitors will
ask for the -necessary¥ power from the
legislature through an amendment to the
Municipal Clanses Act.

J. ‘Walls, and others referred
to the desirability of re-establishing the
range. ' Théy pointed 6ut that every day
occupied by the navy in praectice at
Comox was money lost to this city, and
with the proposed range it would not be
recessary for.the trip to Comox at all.

BURIED BY CAVE-IN.

Albert Berger, who is in the gmploy of
Layman Johmnson on 11 below on Bo-
nanza, was seriously and perhaps fatal-

Berger had warned the other workmen
that it was unsafe, and they had with-
drawn.

Big Beal
Completed

Group of Copper Properties on
Mount Sicker Has Changed
Hands.

Large Sum of Money Involved in
the Transfer—Parties
Interested.

What is probably one of the biggest
mining deals in the history of Vancouver
Island has recently been consummated,
the contracting parties being W, A. Dier,
of this city, and P. J. Pearson, a well
known mining engineer of Mount Sicker.
The amount of money involved is ihe
large sum of $336,000, a quarter of which
cum has been handed to- Mr, Pearson for
the transfer to Mr. Dier of the Copper
Canyon group at Mount Sicker, including
the Victoria, Susan and Copper Canyon
claims, also the Amoka group-—the May
and Star, and the Yankee, adjoining the
Tyee,

Mr. Dier when seen this morning in
regard to the deal confirmed what has
already been stated, and furthermore
said altbough as yet very little develoo-
ment work had been done during the
winter on these claims, opening them up
wowld be commenced immediately. He
peinted out that the Copper. Canyon
group was situated on the same leads as
the Lenora and Tyee, snd which justified
the exceedingly roseate expectations re-
garding the possibilities of -those claims.

A gang of men will be-at work on the
newly acquired properties ®s soon as.pos-
sible and the purchaser hopes in a very
short time to be making as extensive
shipments as either the Tyee and the
Lenora. Machinery will be shipped up
later in the season, and altogether Mount
Sicker will be a scene of greater activity
than ever before. Mr. Dier expects to
have the work going on full blast in three
weeks at the latest.

He has every confidence in the success
of his venture and in speaking of the
Island generally said that when the peo-
ple of Vicioria and the cities of the
Mainland wake up tp its possibilities, it
wili become a mining centre unparalleled.

Mr. Pearson, who made the sale ve-
ferred to above, has long been actively
interested in Mount Sicker, having been
one of the first on tLe scene when the
sirikes were made.

The
ore of the Mainland, in his opinion, is
not as high class as that of Mount
Sicker,

This deal had been contemplated for
some time, but at first it was not as ex-
tensive. However, Mr. Dier becoming
convinced of the great value of the pro-
perties, decided to purchase the entire
bateh.

E. B. Smith, of New York, who is also
interested in the deal, is in the city, hav-
ing arrived the other day. He visited
Mount Sicker two days ago, and al-
théugh, as he says, he is no mining ex-
pert, yet he ‘has sufficient knowledge of
mining to know that the Mount Sicker
properties are very rich,

The fact that the operations on Mount
Sicker, already extensive, will be aug-
mented by the development of the newly
acquired properties, is another argument
in favor of the establishment of a
smelter on this Island within conveni-
ent distance of the mines.

Already through the L.enora and Tyee
mines, Mount Sicker has become the
cynosure of the eyes of a great propor—
tion of the investing publie, and this in-
terest would be accentuated were it
possible to show that dependence on the
smelters on the other side waus not neces-
sary. Unfortuhately at the present time
this cannot be done, but in this connec-
tion it is gratifying to record that shounld
present arrangements be carried out the
smelter on Barclay Sound. the projec-
tion of which was announced in these
columns some time ago, will shortly fill
the long felt want. Possibly in this
event a spur line to Barclay Sounnd
might follow, which would place the
smelter within easy communiecation with
the Mount Sicker properties.

The ore from the properties involved
in the transaction, according t¢ a recent
assay, averages $28 in gold, silver and
copper.

The deal just referred to by which a
couple of gentlemen have acjuired a
number of properties, about which there
are great expecbtations and no deubts,
is certain to give an impetus to great ae-
tivity in that district, which is increas-
ing yeariy. The amount involved is one
not recorded very frequently in an ae-
count of mining trmansaction on this Isl-
and, ond indicates that the new owners
intend going in for development on a
large scale.

All that is wanted now is the smelter,
and if Mr. Gager and the other capital-
ists interested in the Barclay Sound em-
terprise will do the necessary, it is the
general opinion that they will not be
making an ill-advised move.

DEBATE ON THE LOAN BILL.

The debate on the Loan Bill has not re-
vealed any thing sensational so far.
Those whom the public would naturally
expect to” oppose the measure
are heartily in favor of it, a8
the Times reported they would be. The
leader of the opposition has not yet said
anything to indicate that he is opposed
to anything except the Dominion govern-
ment. There was a time when Mr. Mar-
tin ‘was thought to be a very sharp and
big thorn in the side of all whom he
chosé to oppose in parliamentary life.
That would appear to be no longer the
ease, as the member for Cariboo said last
night that the ery upon which he got into
the House was death to Martin and all
his works, but he was pleased to see that
the condemned one was still very
much alive. So we take it that
at least some of  the mem-
bers on the government side of the
House approve of the member from Van-
ccuver ‘n opposition whatever -opinions
they may have held of him when he was
Attorney-General and Premier. The
friends of Mr, Martin hold that the
House will receive an eye-opener before
the bill reaches its third reading, They
say that, like another celebrity of the
name of Joe, their leader is cute “and
devilish sly,” said that the day of tribula-
tion for the government is at hand. The
speech of the member for Westminster
last night should remove all expectations
of that kind. We do rot believe in what
is termed factious opposition, but it is a
fact that it is not well for any country
under our form of government to find the
two parties practically in harmony.

The members on the government. side
of the House have not yet said much
about the bill. The only conclusion that
can be arrived from the tone of the de-
bate so far as it has gone is that the
dominant faction on the government sidle
is not very heartily in favor of the meas-
ure in its present shape whatever may
have been the feeling when it was in its
original form and the administration had
retained to itself the power to enter into
arrangements with any company which
enjoyed its favor and to vary the condi-
tions ir such a manner as to bring them
within the approval of its friends.

FRIBND OF CORPORATIONS.

Joseph Hunter, M. P, P, had the floor
and the ear of the House last night and
made one of the brilliant speeches for
which he is noted—more brilliant, in fact,
than the colors of the coat which the
original Joseph wore. The modern
Joseph is also a faithful man. He may
not be an interpreter of dreams, but he
does his best to anticipate the wishes of
bis ruler. Therefore it is that the atti-
tude of the essence of wit and wisdom
from Cariboo will be taken by the coun-
t1y generally as a true indieation of what
the policy of the leader of the _govern-
ment is on the railway yuestion and ac-
counts for the form in which the Iwcan
Bill origimally ~appeared.

Joseph 1I, was astonished to read in
the ‘limes that a gentleman occupying
the position of Premier of Canada was
so ignorant of the true state of affairs
as to say that the construction -of the
Coast-Kootenay railway is the transpor-
tation question of paramount importance
to British Columbia at the present time.
Well we venture to take the position that
the Premier is right; and we shall also
venture the guess that three-fourths'at
least of the people” of British Columbia
think he is right. Probably the me-
merial, or whatever it may be called, pre-
sented to Sir Wilfrid Laurier by the gov-
ernment of British Celumbia, left that
impression upon the mind of the Pre-
mier, and perhaps the counsels of the
members of Parliament from this pro-
vince assisted in the formation of that
opinion,

In the future no doubt in many parts of
the province industrial activity will be-
ceme as great as it is at present along
our southern boundary. Perhaps. ere
long Old Cariboo will come to her own
again and the shopkeepers and traders
of the coast will be as eager to get in
there speedily with their wares as they
are to compete with the dealers of the
Ezst in the markets of the thriving
southern interior districts. In the mean-
time the people of the inland parts and
the merchants of the coast want a line
which thay are convinced will compete
with the C., P. R. notwithstanding the
statement of a gentleman who has had
eighteen years’ experi¢nce railroading on
the E. & N. Probably they contrast the

New the Joseph whose case we are con-
sidering at this time may think that he

Iis
aetion -has proved to the masses whom
Joseph places in the unthinking category
that there must be something in this com-
petition after all or the very shadow of
it would not have such a salutary effect
in preparning the C. P. R. for what is in
store for it if the legislature carries out
the will of the people,

The member for Cariboo uttered a
tkreat last night which when it comes to
the knowledge of the Dominion govern-
ment will no doubt make it tremble. The
House was not fully informed upon the
pcint, but it could be gathered from the
remarks of the hon. gentleman that if the
authorities at Ottawa do not choose to
be guided by the advice of Mr. Joseph
Hunter, assisted by the provincial gov-
ernment, in certain matters pertaining
to what they consider the welfare of
Britisk Columbia, there is a heap of
treuble in store for them. It may be in-
ferred that unless aid the amount of
which Mr. Hunter chooses to specify be
granted o all the railway schemes Mr.
Hunter, with the assistance aforesaid,
chooses to stamp with his distinguished
approval, the contumacious ones will be
declared by Joseph II. to be anathema,
They cannot long survive that.

He
hoped that the province would now for-
mulate a policy which would not only
meet the views of tha people of this pro-
vince, but also find favor with the
Dominion authorities.

Reference had been made that the C.
P, R. company was effecting a monopoly
in this province. No one depreciated the
work done by the C. P. R., but it must
be remembered that this railway would
never have been built but for the province
of British Columbia. This province has
contributed heavily to the Dominion. No
railway should have a right to radiate
throughout the provinee, and bring it
under its control, It is a fair argument to
takc that if other lines existed it would
be better for the province, and that the
Coast-Kootenay line should be a com-
Detitive line, In view of the richness of
the country through which it passes, it
would be better to have seme other com-
pany than the C. P. R. build it,

Mr. Hawthornthwaite then referred to
tke rates charged on the railways in New
Zealard. Referring to the statement-of
one of the ministers that railways were
built from one member’s house to an:
other, he observed that those railways
were built by just such & nondescript
government as the ono in power here at
the present time. (Laughter and ap-
plause).

The fight in British Columbia to-day
was not between labor and capital, but
between business and capital, and the
business men would have the support of
labor up to the hilt,

The present agitation was not worked
up by corporation lawyers. Surely the
business men of the country knew what
was good for them, and it was the duty
of the government to harken to their
demands,

He intended to test the feeling of the
House, as the people were tired of talk.
He, - therefore, moved the following
amendment:

“That the motion be amended by strik-
ing out all the words after the first word
‘that, and substituting the following
words:

“This House regrets that the bill (No.
84) does not stipulate that the railway
fiom Coast to Midway, proposed to be
subsidized, must be a line competitive tp
and independent of the Canadian Pacific
railway.”

The Speaker ruled the amendment out
of order.

Mr. Oliver, in speaking of the visit of
the ministerial deputation to Ottawa in
regard to railways as well as to other
matters, said that they had taken no
steps to secure the assistance of the
British Columbia members of the Domin-
ion House. Neither had they mentioned
two of the railways which it was now
propsed to subsidize,

Regarding the Coast-Kootenay road,
Mr, Oliver said that there was no provis-
icn for construction to be commenced -
weditely, nor was any date fixed for the
cempletion of the road. 1

Of the 4 per cent. provision, he be-

snd would be a dead letter. It could
rot be a first charge if the road became
a Dominion one, the working expenses
were thercin declared to be a first charge.
Everyone of the conditions were covered
by Dominion legislation, and were there-
fore misleading.

Kootenay
Lksd had money poured into it, according
to Mr. Hunter, and was already served
by three lines, The public feeling which
had been engendered, according to Mr,
Hunter, was a manufactured public sen-

The E. & N. Settlers’ Rights.

Mr. McInnes moved: ‘“Whereas eer-
tain persons who settled upon govern-
ment lands located within the present
Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway land belt,
have been denied the coal under their
lands; and

“Whereas these settlers have appealed
to the Dominion and Provincial govern-
ments for redress; and

“Whereas the Dominion government in
+ 1897 issued a commission to T. G. Roth-

into the matter, and the said T. G. Roth-
well, after a full inquiry, at which all
persons interested were represented by
counsel, reported that the claims of the
said settlers were just, and should be
righted by the provincial government;
and

“Whereas the provincial government
issued a commission to Hon. Eli Harri-
sen, jr.. in 1900, to inquire into the mat-
ter, and the said Hon. Eli Harrison,
after inquiry into the matter, but with-
out the aid of any counsel, reperted
against the claims of the settlers; and

“Whereas the claims of the said set-
tlers are just, and the provincial govern-
ment should forthwith issue to :them
crown grants to the coal and base min-
crals under their lands:

“Be it therefore resolved, That in the
opinion of this House the govermment
should take immediate steps to grant
the said settlers their rights.

The Speaker ruled the resolution out
of order.

The Grand Forks Railway,

The
division of jurisdiction in the matter of
rates between the Dominion and the
Province was undesirable. There must
be only one power. to settle the matter
which must be the Federal. The ques-
tion of an appeal from the Federal to
the Provincial was absurd, -Fhe absurd-
ity was enhanced when it was suggested
that when we were giving $4,000 a mile
and the demand for $8,000 a mile was
being made upon the Dominion govern-
ment that the Dominion was gaing to
abrogate the right to the control of rates
to the province. It was very doubtful
if companies would build these railroads
without Federal aid.

He could not wonder at the leader of
the opposition falling in with provisions
as they bore out the ideas which he had
advanced. He hoped these were not in-
serted by the government in order to win
the leader of the epposition to their side.
He honored the action of the four who
stood up yesterday and asserted them-
selves as the loyal opposition. He la-
mented that the leader of the opposition
divided his forces and abrogated his
functions in voting with the government.

There should be nothing in the bill
which embodied principles to which the
electorate had recorded themselves as
being opposed. The defeat of the leader
of the opposition was owing to such a
prineiple as this clause set forth and in-
duced him ‘to support this bill.

Continuing, the speaker said the de-
sire of the leader of the opposition to
clash with the Dominion authorities wag
very largely responsible for his defeat.
But the deminant party in the House
was returned on the general professed
policy that liberal aid should be given te
railways. But the bill offered a subsidy
with one hand while withholding it with
the other, inasmuch as the bill was load-
ed down with provisions which made it
impossib'e of acceptarce. He was in
favor eof granting the $4,000 a mile and
striking \out all the hampering clauses.
These particular clauses were useless
and embarrassing.

The provision that the contract should
be ratified only by the legislature was a
very proper one. JIn making that agree-
ment the government should be very
careful what company redeived the con-
tract. They should bear in mind that
there was an overwkelming public sen-
timent in support of it being given to a
line cempetitive to the O, P. R. While
saying this, he could net be charged with
hostility to that great Canadian enter-
prise. He did not consider that it was
advisable that one road should have a
monopoly of the carrying trade of the
province.

If the government did contract with
the O. P. R. they would have to censider
at what cost, for public sentiment was
pronouncedly against it. To make all
the southern portion of British Columbia
a preserve for one company was against
the interests of the province. He was
not afraid of Jim Hill forming a railway
trust. He would do that if he wanted
to, in spite of legislatures. To-day the
C. P. R. stock was mounting up nomin-
ally because Jim Hill was purchasing its
stock.

He had heard 'the voice of his con-
stituents in the matter, and regretted
very much that Mr, Hunter had taken
ocecasion to say that the sentiment in.the
province was influenced by money. Was
the attitude of the Vietoria Board of
Trade, the Victoria business men and
ratepayers due to the influence of
money? He resented such a slur on the
people of the city and the proyvince.

Mr. Qurtis—What influences the gov-
ernment ?

Mr.-McPhillips said he had confidence
in the government and the Premier, and
thought the latter was not influenced by
connection. with railways.

While this was true, !
.he was not opposed to the salient fea-

cause ‘they were' few in number?" In
: this instance, too, the opposition had
abdicated their -function’ gratuituously
because “the government was strong
erough to earry their poliey anyway.
Yet the leader of the opposition, who
had been heralded\as a strong man poli-
tically, was ready to swallow his prin-
ciples. He had on the "housetop de-
clared for no aid to railways and for
government ownership. Now he endors-
ed aid to railways and abandoned the
privilege of government -ownership.
(Loud applause.) .- 3

Mr. Martin said his hon, friend would
not remmin long in ignorance or doub#s
régarding his' position; . ‘Mr, MePhillips
urged that the question before the House
was aid to railways and building them
at once.  He opposed any aid to railways
excepting where they would be useful to
the country when built. The mere build-
ing of the railway was of no use at all
especially in the case of the Coast-Koot-
enay road, the objeet of which was to
give low rates and quick communication
with Kcotenay. 1f they merely bonused
the road and did not control the rates
little advantage would result.

It would be little advantage to the
reople of the Similkemeen' to have a
railway uniess it was bound to do busi-
ness with them on terms by which they
could live. The country had suffered be-
cause of the failure of the Dominion
government to impose conditions on the
C. P. R. The raitway would have to
pay ten per cent. on all bonds before any
control of rates could be madé by the
government.

Apart from that there was absolutely
nothing in the contract to protect the
interests of the people, The policy of
the Dominion government at that time
was the very same as that advocated by
Mr, McPhillips, namely, to give the
honus out and out without any condi-
tions, - But he considered that unless the
chdrters were surrofinded by safeguards
the granting of aid was: worse than use-
less, because of the augment:ltiop of
debt it entailed. s

He then compared the present bill with
that of the C. P. R. Since :the last
charter was granted there had been one
long struggle by the people of the West,
and in spite of the support of the Con-
servative party at Ottawa that comipany
was obligad to make some concession to
the public.

He ridiculed Mr. McPhillips's praise
of the Dominion government for its
Crow’s Nest bargain, in spite of the fact
that it was full of .the “hampering”
clauses of which he complained. Any-
one who praised that charter must praise
the much greater step taken by the pre-
sent bill to protect the people’s interests.
With the exception of a bill passed by
the Manifoba legislature in making a
bargain with the Northern Pacific, he did
rot think there had ever been a bill in-
troduced in Canada which went so far
to carry out the principles for which he
bad always stood, The last speaker had
expregsed great horror at-his (the speak-
er's) renunciation of his principles not-
withstanding that a few minutes previ-
cusly he had attacked the bill as an ad-
crption of his principles. He imagined
that they must oppose all pronositions
ccming from the government. He must
t'en have opposed the Fisheries Bill, al-
though it embodied the question of pro-
vinecial rights for which he had alwavs
stood. He (Mr. Martin) had opposed the
nen-confidence motion becanse it was
Frought in to kill a bill which embodied
the principle of government ownership.

The bill almost embodied one of the
rianks of his platform as enunciated at
the last election.

What was the present position? There
had been much discussion in the coun-
try, but he did not agiee with Mr. Hun-
ter when he said it had been brought
#out by the use of money or anything
of that kind. It was doubtless due to
the feeling that it was unfortunate that
they should be placed at the merey of a
great corporation whose rates were ex-
cessive, The fault lay with the Domin-
ion government, which had provided no
safeguard in regard to rates. Yet the
people had grown wise now and said let
the grant be made with safeguards.

He had observed no intimation that
there was a unanimous wish that the
charter should go to the V., V. & E. He
was aware that the company had spent a
great deal of money in working up an
agitatiem. Victoria had been foolish en-
ough to pass a resolution in favor of the
V.. V. & E., but Vancouver had not, in
spite of the tooting of hired orators, The
Y., V. & E had endeavored to wmse the
sentiment in favor of lower rates for
their own ends. He did not think that
the people thought the C. P. R. were
any worse than other companies would
be under the same circumstances,

With that sentiment he agreed. The
people asked for a competitive line, But
he did not think it was possible to get
a line in competition to the C. P. R.
without government ownership. He had
long enunciated that view because any
private owned company would sell out
to the hig corporation when it was te
their interests to do so.

Mr. Curtis—It was not so at Rossland,
nor all along the boundary. It isn’t true
either of Manitoba, and you know it,

Mr. Martin said that was a little dif-
ferent, but it was true of Ontario, where
peeple paid dearly to get competition
with the G. T. R., but these lines had all
beer abosrbed by thas line er the C. P.
R. If the V., V. & R. were built it
would only be a question of time, when
the C. P. R. was reedy to grant their
term, when it weuld be sold owt to the
O.:P. R,

The Premier—That’s so.

He (Mr. Martin) ridiculed the offer of
the V., V. & E. to submit to any condi-
*tions which the legislature would impose
to prevent their selling out to the C. P.
R. "Fhey could easily do that knowing
well that the legislature could no de that.
There were only two courses to pur-
sue, The fi:rst was to own the road,
which was the best .course.

Mr. Curtis—Why didn’t you vote for it
then?

Mr. Martin replied that he was not
to be carried away by that resolution.
The other course was to make an ar-
rangement with the dominant railway.
He believed the government held that
view. It was better-to do that than to
weste meney to secure an impossibility.
Mr. €urtis—Do T understand that the
‘leader: of the opposition-considers it-a
waste of money to secure eompetition
against his friend, as ‘it now appears, the
C. P. R.

Mr. Martin replied that no considerable
portion of the people of Canada would
believe that he was a fniend of the C.

e e —

P. R. He wanted to keep the eost down
ard the government evidently held the
same view.

Mr, Curtis interjected that he had of-
fered a resqlution to keep down that
cest even on lines which were not sub-
sidized, and, the government had opposed
it.

Mr. Martin replied that he might have
been mistaken as to the government’s at-
titude, as people in this House some-
times held up their hands to a principle
which in their hearts they were eonyine-
ed was wrong. ¢ 0

Continuing, Mr, Martin said that the
cost of the Toad wonld be enhanced by
the snm which the promoters would
exact finally in its sale fo the C. P. R.
Mackenzie & Mann had always been self-
saerificing patriots. » :

Mr. Curtis—What about the C.. P. R.?
.Mr, Martin, centinuing, said he be-
lieved that the only feasible plan was to
make the best possible terms with the
enly railway which they should deal with
in the matter—the C. P. R. The V.- V.
& E was absolutely non-existant. There
was no such company. A ridiculous
opinion had been inserted in the eorrre-
spondence re the V.V, & E. status
which the author was g0 ashamed of that
he declined to affix his name to it. The
statement was there made that the C.
& W. was in the same position. With
this view he concurred.

’]jh(- sneaker held that the time under
“:hwh the company had to build had ex-
pired, and hence the provincial charter
i was void. The charter had been sold to
Mackenzie & Mann, and another charter
secured at Ottawa in which was insert-
ed a clanse permitting of the sale of the
line to the C. P. R. The rest of the
statute was an attempt by the Dominon
to amend the act of this parliament, Tt
had been pointed out that the Dominion
might at any time nullify a provinciai
~charter by declaring a work to be one for
| the general advantage of Canada. But
this statate declared that they not only
nullified their legislation but declared it
still in force and amended by the Dom-
irion House.

Mr. McPhillips pointed out that the
Mznitoba legislature at the present time
were getting Dominion legislation adding
to and taking from. their powers in as-
suming the Northern Pacific.

Mr. Martin held they could not do so
at all. There was no such thing as con-
current legislation in this subject.

The V., V. & E. would be quite safe,
he held, in accepting any terms, because
they had no corporate existénce. The
only thing they could do would be to nut
$4,000 a mile into their pockets, The
legislature should see that no money
went int> the pockets of promoters,
Every dollar of the subsidy should.go
into the railway.

Mr. Curtis asked how it was that this
$4,000 would be saved in dealing with
the €. P. R., but would be lost in dealing
with any other company.

Mr. Martin replied that they did net
‘want tha road to cost more than neces-
sary. To be given in onposition to tha
C. P. R. no money ceuld be made with-
cut selling out to the €. P, R.

The C. P. R. was substantial and re-
sponsible, and ,f they didn’t earry out
their contract, the courts would force
them to.

Mr. McPhillips—Didn’t you sell out
tc the Northern Pacific in Manitoba?

Mr. Martin —Yes; at cost; but we made
.o profit,

After receas Mr, Martin said he would
show that the bill would go a long way
toward giving relief, while suggesting a
pumber of advisable changes,

The House then rose until 2.30,

Victoria, May T7th, 1900.

Contrary to expectation, the second
reading of the Loan bill was disposed of
this evening, -only three members—
Messr. Curtis, E. C. Smith and Haw-
thornthwaite—voting against it. What
attitude a number of the members will
assume on the bill reaching committee
remains to be seen,

The Fisheries bill was finally passed
after the incorporation of a number of
amendments by Mr. Brown.

The Champerty bill also received its
final quietus, the Speaker on a casting
vote registering his opinion against it.

Resuming the debate on the Loan bill
after luncheon, the leader of the oppo-
sition said he failed to see why the C.
P. R. should be regarded as such a black
sheep while the Great Northern was not.
As a matier of faet, ghere was ne evi-
dence to show that the Great Nortkern
was behind the V., V. & E., excepting
the statement of some of the promofers
whe were interested in the matter, and
whose word could not, therefore, be
taken.

Mr. McPhillips—Mr. Bodwell says so.
Mr. Martin—I wouldn’t believe any-
thing Mr. Bodwell said.for the reason
I have stated. He does not pretend ‘o
be a patrict as Mackenzie & Mann, but
to work for what ke is paid for.

Mr. Martin then went into an argu-
ment to show that little could be ex-
pected from competition owing to the
combines that could be effected.

The result was, then, that the country
was in the hands of the C. P. R. Yet
that line might not be willing to accept
the condition.

Mr. MecPhillips—Nor any other.

Mr. Martin added that he hoped th.
C. P. R. would refuse, and then the gov-
erament would be compelled #o build
that radlway. He would be very glad
if opposition prineiples should be forced
on the government by the refusal of the
©. P. R. to buiid under the terms.

Mr. Mart:m then disclaimed responsi-
bility for the fixing of the rates ef the
White Pass railway, which he said
were fixed after he left the office of
Attorney-General.

A number of members having pledged
themselves to not givicg the contract to
the C. P. R,, he could not understand
how they could support -the bill, which
left an option for the government to
mike a contract with any company, the
agreemerit ‘then to be ratified by the leg-
islature.  “Surely now was the time to
sty that the C. P. R. should not get
that 'contraet. The senior member feor
Victoria had disclosed no views at all
in his speech, although he had written
letters urging that now was the time to
strike and to -force the government to
give the provinee competition,

The member for Rossland had object-
ed to the bill because it did not provide
for the immediate . construction of the
road, and had urged that it be given to
the V, V. & B,

"This Mr. Curtis repudiated. He bad
specified no company.

Mr. Martin then dsked if Mr, Curtis

held the sante' view regarding the V., V.
& B. as’he had.

Mr, Ctffis retorted that any expression
he had te give would be given by himself
ang not by others. The hon. gentleman,
as a friend of the government, was
pitching into him (Mr. Curtis) because
be had pitched into the government.

Mr. Martin, continuing, said that the

» V. & E. had put up the most per-
sistent lobbying that he had ever met in
this legislature. The members could net
go into the corridors without falling over

i-a.lot of ‘their promoters. “(Laughter.)
" The V., V. & E. too, claimed that
‘they ' would net construct . at ~ all
until they got a subsidy from the De~
minion government. Then railway econ-
struction must stand unless a Dominion
subsidy were granted. They had offer-
ed to build thirty miles at each end, but
this was nothing on a road of the exient
of the Ooast-Kootenay line.

He agreed with Mr, Curtis that it was
a mistake to issue a loan at 4% per ecent.
Having established a standard of per-
cehtage, he theught it advisable to place
part of it at a higher figure. He thought,
too, that the government should have
discretiohary power to place their loam

iin the States.

i Vanceuver, which, according to Mr.
Martin, was the most important city im
i British Columbia, he ‘held should be
;nnmed in the bill and not on a braneh
i line, either. He did not ask that Vie-
; toria’s elaims should be overlooked. The
! through trains should run to the cities

passengers. (Laughter.)

hIf’Ir. Helmcken—All samee Full court,
eh?

Mr. Eberts—Would you except the
time the House is sitting? (Laughter.)

Regarding the short lines, he had no-
thing to say, provided the government
safeguarded the rates—

Mr. Curtis—And it is built by the C.
PRy

Mr. Martin—No, by any company.

Mr. Curtis—Why not, then, do the
same with the  Coast-Kootenay? You
say the C. P. R. must build that.

Mr. Martin—No, I say circumstances
cre such that they will build it.

He agreed with other speakers that
construction should commence at once.
The C. P. R. must be given to under-
stand that they must go on at once or
the House would resent.

There was one reason which seemed
to him to make it advisable to deal with
the C. P. R. Kootenay was not all the
province. Other parts suffered from
high rates. Now, if the government
compelled the road to give a reasonable
rate from Midway to Viectoria, how could
the company vreasonably maintain a
higher rate from Kamloops to Vietoria?
A virtnal control would be given over
all their lines. To deal with the G P.
R. had a distinet advantage over other
cOmpanies.

He also agreed with the governmient
that mo subsidy should be paid over unti}
the read was completed.

He was sorry to see a modification ef
clause ¢ providing for a decreased rate
of revenue for the province. He be-
lieved in-charging the railway company
a dirvect interest. It was net always
easy to find out how much the earningy
of a road were—especially with the C.
. R. “He favored charging the railway
2 per. cent, for the first two or three
years, and after that 3. This provisiou
was right in line with one of the planks
of his platform. It even went a little
further, because it involved a first
charge. There was rothing to prevent
the Dominion passing 2n act making this
road exermpt from the present act and
providing that the provincial revenue be
derived iz the way indicated in the bill.

Mr. McPhillips asked if the Dominion
government would exzet their percent-
age, too, as a first charge.

There need be no clash, either, he
held, between the two governments. If
Loth governments fixed a maximum rate
the company would simply have to com-
piy with the lower one.

Time was when subsidies were grant-
ed without conditions being attached at
all. That time had happily passed and
the trend had been in recent years in

very direction in which the bill went.
No party at Ottawa could afford te im-
terfere with this government in protect-
ing the people.

He attached little importance to the
clause (d) obliging the company to build
a line solely in Canadian territery. He
saw ne necessity for it, i

Control by the province as previded
for in sub-section e met his full ap-
proval.

He was sorry that clause £ was to be
altered; a twenty year elause recom-
mending acquirement was to be inserted.

Regarding section 10, he was surprised
that the city of Viectoria had passed a
by-law to spend $300,000 to secure the
advent of a railway to the city, when a
government had stood ready to give them
a road for nothing. He hoped that if
the bill passed that Victeria would be
relieved from that liability.

Mr. McPhillips—Where is there amy
railway mileage on the Island?

Mr. Martin said there was no sueh
provision, but there was a road already
from ®Sidney to Viectoria.

The benus hunters objected to sectiom
11, whereby the contracts, plans, ete.,
should be submitted to the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor im Council. There was no big
meney to be made by contractors under
that clause.

The British Celumbia Railway Aet
could not, in his opinion, be made to ap-
ply if a Dominion charter were obtaine@
unless a contract was made with the
company,

Clause 14 he disliked, while clause 13
was an adoption of opposition policy, as
the last government had provided for a
bridge over the Fraser river. ;
He found, in conclusion, that he could
read everyone of the suggestions of the
government along with the platform up-
on which he went to the country, and
they were practically the same.

Cries of “Hear, hear” and “Your
policy.”

How could anyone who supported him
o1 his policy oppose this bill? They
must come to the conclusion, if low rates
were to be obtained, they must make a
contract with the line, for whose presence
they were not responsible. He had to
complain of this company in the past.
Bat if the members of the House had
formed themselves in a committee they
would likely act in very much the same
way. Me had gone carefully into the
whole matter and could not see how he
could justify his conscience—(a broad
smile)}—in opposing the bill,

He believed the bill was put forward
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as a real measure in the interests of the
people, and intended to  vote for the
second and every other resding of the
bill. (Applause.)

Capt. Tatlow said the hon. gentleman

tad made a very convincing speech frf)m
a C. P. R. point of view, but one whlqh
would meet with disfavor among his
constituents. They were pledged first t.o
government ownership, and second, if
the first was not possible, to secure com-
petition,
* The hon. gentleman had said that he
and” the government held that it must be
built by the C. P. R. He had, perhaps,
jnadvertently scveral times used the
word “we.” This perhaps explained
some things that had been hinted at.
(T.oud laughter.)

Mr. Martin said that there was muo
authority whatever for sgch a state-
ment.

Failing government ownership. Capt.
Tatlow continued, there were on}y two
corporations prepared to go on with the
building of the road. Both of them had
declared their readiness to proceed. He
did not see, therefore, why' the govern-
ment was not prepared to submit a con-
tract at the same time.

Like Mr. Helmcken, he wanted to.see
a railway built, and while opposing sec-
tions of the bill, he intended to vote for
the second reading. 4

“'The provision for a bridge over the
Fraser was one which he approved, and
%o get this he was prepared to accept
some features which he did ‘not like.

He was not prepared to assent to the
clause that proper connection should be
made with Vancouver and New West-
minster. He would not - allow that
clause to be interpreted by the govern-
ment. Several times this session he h:\.d
seen symptoms of a desire to treat his
city unfairly, and he would insist that
not a dollar of the subsidy -be ‘paid until
traing were ruuning into ' Vancouver.
Tha present session should be adjourned
and the House resume to ratify the con-
tracts. -

Mr. Munro said tkat not knowmg
whether or not the leader of the opposi-
tion was speakinz on behalf of the gov-
ernment or not, he was somewhat at a
loss, as no minister bad offered ‘an ex-
planation of the bill excepting the Min-
jster of Finance in an incoherent and
mixed marner. He did not know
whether or not Mr, Martin had set out
the government's position. If it was
correct that the only alternative was a
contract for the C. P. R., he would be
forced to take a different eourse from
that which he intended to take on the
second reading.

He was disappointed with the position
assumed by the government in view of
the charge of repudiation in regard to
the V., V. & E. If the gentlemen who
made these charges had been sincere
their failure to do justice to that com-
pany now was certainly indicative of
their being accomplices to that act.

He condemned the remote date fixed
for the commencement of construection
and the fixing of twenty years as the
period at which the road could be aec-
quired. The best check on a road was
not control the rates but the option of ac-
qitirement by the government.

Mr. Munro held that = Mr. Martin's
plea that no road could compete with the
C. P. R. did not hold good in the pre-
sent case. where a transcontinental com-
bination was formed by the V., V. & E.
with the Great Northern,

The speaker also referred to the in_d-“

dental benefits- which ¢ame from compe-
tition.

He also mentioned reading in the Col-
onist an account of an interview the can-
ners had with the goyernment, in which
they stated that if the government did
a certain thing they would stand by
them. This showed the power they had.

Hon. Mr. Prentice said the report was
incorrect.

Continuing, Mr. Munro said the peo-
ple wanted competition, and personally
ha believed it was of some avail.

Mr. Hall told of the strong sentiment
ir. ‘the Coast cities for competition, and
while having no confidence in a govern-
ment which would supinely bow to the
clamor of the public, he held that in this
instance the feeling was so strong that
it was entitled to consideration.

Any company which would not accept
the present conditions was not prepared
to do the right thing by the people of
British Columbia. He was going to sup-
port the bill with certain amendments.

The p~ople of Victoria paid their fair
share on the moneys borrowed by the

rovince, and he was not going to sub-
mit to. Victoria being sidetracked. He
wonld not submit to omne dollar
paid of the subsidy until a round trip
each day, with a ferry not running less
than fourteen :niles an hour, was pro-
vided for between Sidney and the Main-
land. = Victoria had got the small end of
things so far, and they had to wake up
or they would be sidetracked. More, al-
though the ¢ity had agreed to pay $300,-
000 for a ferry, he wanted to see the
government compel the providing .of a
ferry in connection with the Coast-Koot-
enay road,

Mr. Houston said that it seemed to be
ovenlooked that this bill provided for the
building of railways in the province, and
not as some of the hon, gentlemen seem-
ed to think, for the building of the Coast-
Kootenay railway. He was in favor of
the government ownmership of railways.
The bill went a considerzble distance in
that direction, including the <control of
rates, and the chance to purchase the
rcad. He was satisfied that but one of
the promoters of any of the five railways
proposed would put up any money to-
werds building the road. The cash sub-
sidy would not go to the promoters, but
would go to pay interest on the cost of
the railways. The money was to be a
lcan in perpetuity to the promoters, The
figures quoted as to the cost of building
of railways was mislcading,

There was a wide difference as to the
earring power of the railways compared
v/ith their cost. He would support the
rroposition that the railways pay 4 per
cent, of their earnings. The contention
was being made by the V., V, & B, that
unless the Jdemands upon the gross earn-
ings were reduced it would be impossible
to build that road. When would that
reilway enter into competition? There
will practically be no actual competition
cxcept at one or two points, The ter-
juinals were not arranged for. at ' points
in the Kootenay country, The cities of
Victoria and Vancouver were not the
ouly cities whose interests were to be pro-
tected.

The views of J. J. Hill were read in
which he depreciated the value of small
irdependent lines as competitive lines.

The government should be given a free

being |

v o
hand. There should be competition and
a lack of delay in cornection with the
building of this railway. These were
two of the prime features which should
characterize the bill. The present bill
provided for these. The views of the
leader of the opposition, he thought,
could hardly be accepted as the views of
the government. He would, therefore,
have liked the leaders of the governmeat
to have expressed themselves upon the
bill at the conclusion of the opposition
leader’s speech,

Mr. KKidd said .that he was a believer
in the government ownership of roads.
The building of a bridge at New West~
minster was perhaps the most important
part of that scheme, The provisions of
the bill which.led up to government
ownership, be felt satisfied were such as
he would support. He felt at the time
of the last election that the time was
not opportune for . the government to
build the Coast-Kootenay road, owing to
the finances of the province not being
in condition to do so. The C. P. R, and
the strong cofporations of the United
States might put the province in a posi-
tion mot to be desired.

It was pleasing to find that the mem-
bers of the government which a few
years ago would not admit the :principle
of government ownership had now come
round - to the presént way of thinking.
It was no doubt due to the new blood
introduced in the person of the Premier.

The. interest in the Coast-Kootenay
1ailway had absorbed almost all the in-
terest in other lines. - There were other
lines coming under - this subsidy bill
which were .of great importance, -as in-
stanced by the Rock Creek & Vernon
line. This road gave a connecting line
between the main line of the C. P. R.
#nd the Crow’s Nest railway. This
would afford  facilities which = wonld
shorten the trip to the lower Kootenay
roints by twenty-four hours, which had
row to.go by way of Revelstoke. This
road would- also incr2ase the gross earn-
ings.on the Shuswap & Okanagan rail:
way so that it might pay the interest on
the bonds.

The provisions of the bill
that no bona fide company
te comply with them.

Section 11 appealed to him as being a
good one, as it prevented fraud in con-
nection with the construction of the rail-
way as having to submit to the Lieuten-
ant-Governor and council the plans, ete.
He would further restrict the companies

The C. P. R, was at present building
a road from Vancouver to Steveston. It
migkt be possible that a ferry could be
run from Steveston to a point near Sid-
ney, so that a connection might be made
with Victoria over the V. & S. railway.

sible that other lines of railways might’

be given running privileges over the V.
& 8. in addition to the Great Northern.

The provision that the ferry connect
with Point Robgrts was not a wise one,
as he believed it impossible to get labor
facilities there, He would like to see it
piovide for a point on the Fraser river
below Ladner’s,

The expenditure of $3,000,000 was a
lirge sum under the present financial
corditions of the province. There were
other pressing needs in - the province.
Roads were needed in- various parts of
t 'e country in order to oren up the agri-
cultyral lands so that we might provide
for our own needs.

Hon. Mr, McBride thought that the
policy of the government as exemplified
in .this ‘bill required little explanation
from him. He was pleased to see the
members on- the other side of the House
rise and give reasons for agreeing with
the government,

He was as anxious as anyone to see
the expeditious construction of the rail-
way. Advantage has been taken of the
L osition of Vietoria to stir the people up
it favor of those who would build a few
n:iles of railway at once. 'The question
must ba looked at in the broadest sense,
ind the interests of the whole province
must by considered by them. Reports
from the Kootenay pointed to the Coast-
Kootenay railway being a paying line.
Yet members would rise and oppose re-
strictions being placed upon those build-
irg that road by which a share of the
[ ofits would go to the government.

He was elected as a member of the
Provincial Conservative party which ad-
vecated the government ownership of
railways where that was possible, and
where impossible that ‘the government
should coatrol the rateés.. To be true to
post-election promises the government
st protact vhe people of the province
against monopolists.

He would like to know what the op-
position meant by competition in connec-
tion with the Coast-Kootenay railway.
Did they mean the construection of the
line by the Great Northern?

Answering the question from the Min-
istér of Mines, Mr. Curtis said that what
he meant by a competing line was one
independent of the C. P. R, From the
expenience of the three existing connec-
tions with the Great Northern, he favor-
ed a working arrangement with that road
or any other line than the C. P. R., so
as to afford competition from coast io
coast in its wide connections.

Hon. Mr. McBride said that the only
competition which could exist would
come from the absolute ownership of
such a line by the government, . Such
was not proved to be a paying. proposi-
tion at the present time; but provision
was made for that in the seetion which
provided for the purchase of the line at
a future time,

He did not find fault with the promot-
ers of the V., V. & E. in their endeaver
to take every advantage in order to get
control of this railway, but he warned
members against being led astray by
this., As part of the Great Northern
railway it would form‘a part of a great

‘trans-continental line, but would pot af-

ford competition. The Great Northern
connection. with New Westminster had
not helped that city;

He would prefer throwing in his part
with the C. P, R. as a Canadian road

rather than with the Great Northern, a |

foreign line.

» Mr_, McPhillips asked if the present
position of affairs in Manitoba did not
evidence that the people of Manitoba
saw advantage in connection with the
Canada Northern in addition to the C.
PR

‘The situations, the Minister of Mines
said, were entirely different, He then
spoke of the reported development of
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twe trans-continental lines in Canada.
It being 6 o’clock, the House rose,

EVENING SESSION.

Hon. Mr. McBride, continuing the de-
bate in the evening, said thpt it the
government was to do right with regnrd
to the province, they could not dis-
criminate in favor of the V., V. and E.

The reference made in the afternoon
by an hon. member that the Dom‘nion
grant of $8,000 1 mile was such that the
province should relegate its power over
the railroad was not a strong x\rgumex‘lt.
The- $8,000, whilé granted by the Domin-
ion, was contributed really by the pro-
vinee.

He believed that the Great Norr'hm'n
#nd Northern Pacitic - would, within a
year, have their headquarters, as far as
British Columbia was concerned, in the
gity of Vancouver. ' They would do so,
he -believed, without a cent of assistance
from the government, With the buil{l-
ing of the bridge aeross the Fraser, this
would be fauwilitated. - The government
proposed “ to- build  that bridge at.once,
so that these two railways will run into
Vancouver. The government are anxious
to see this carmied out.  This would
give Vamcouver connection with the
great transeontinental lines. and would
facilitate trade with Victoria sufficient-
ly. The ferry line across the Gulf of

| Georgia, he believed, would prove too

expensive to operate.

The statement of -the senior -member
for . Cariboo that the transcontinental
lines: were all bound in a combine was
sufficient argument against this competi-
tive fad which was being used. This
government did not know the V., V. &
E., nor the C. P. R., and would protect
the people of this province against all
monopolists.

The .govarnment intended to carry out
this policy by its own supporters, This
government alone was responsible for the
measure which evas drawn up by the
Hon. Attorney-General. No corporation
dominated the governmemt. He would
willingly see a Royal commission inquire
into .everything in connection with this
matter.

Much of the country through which
this Coast-Kootemay railroad would run
is quite as rich as that through which
J. J. Hill put the Great Northern. with-
out any assistance.

Mr. Hayward asked the question as to
whether he thought the province had
power to control railways.

In angwer, the Minister of Mines said
‘he had Mot ithe léast doubt but what we
could’ control the rates.

Mr. Green said that the bill was mis-
named. If correctly: named it would
have been. called the Coast-Boundary
railroad.  There ere portions of the
railroad which might be built without
assistance from the government, and he
hoped it would be done, He was op-
posed to the suggested charges which
the government proposed to make in the
bill., :

Fisheries . Regulation ‘Bill,

The House went into committee upon
the Fisherias Régulation Bill, with Mr.
Hawthornthwaite in ‘the chair.

Mr. Brown presented several amend-
ments, preventing the use of traps and
the granting of leases to water in which
gill nets could be used, and these were
adopted, the view being expressed that
if it was subsequently found that by

«installing iraps at certain points that

much of the wealth which now found its
way into United States waters could be
stopped. they should be installed.
The bill- was reported and read a third
time.
Health Act. v

The Attorney-General introduced a bill
amending the Health Act. He explained
that its purpose was to see if preventive
measures could not be adopted by pre-
venting the spread of tuberculosis in
British Columbia. It was therefore in-
tended to authorize the board of health
to prevent the contamination of public
vehicles and other places by sputum, the
disinfecting of rooms, the supervision of
dairy herds and the animals of which
are affected by the disease.

The bill was read a second time, the
report adopted and the bill read a third
time, ”

Land Act.

Al bill amending the Land Act was
transmitted by message. The bill was
reported. the report adopted and the bill
read a first time,

Columbia & Western,

Tha €. & W. Bill was committed, with
Mr. Stables in the chair. Tt was re-
portel complete without: amendment.

Champerty Bill,

Mr. Martin moved that the third read-
ing of the Legal Professions Bill be dis-
chargad and the offending clause insert-
ed on the initiative of Mr. Kidd, struck
out.

Mr. Helmcken took the point of order
that the question had already been pass-
ed on by the House., The Speaker
ruled the amendment in order.

The division resulted in a tie.

Mr, Speaker observed that ¥t was “up
to” him, and that there being no reason
for taking. a view different from that
previously neld, he  voted
the third reading. being discharge amid
the loud applause of the anti-cnamperty
members, ‘

Mr, Martin then moved that the third
1eading be adjourned. This was _de-
feated, and the bill was read  a third
time and finally passed, while Mr. Kidd,
the cause of Mr. Martin's &scomfiture,
stroked his glossy black hair and benmed
on. the leader of the opposition.

The House then rose,

Vietoria, May 7th.

The government had its way on the
Loan Bill this afternoon and evening,
with the asgistance of the leader -of the
verac'tiop, but there were inutterings
which indicate that the government is
taking serious risks with their support-
ers. The outburst of Mr. McPhillips
when the government permitted a radical
change in the bill coming from the op-
position when they had not even allow-
ed their supporters time to study its
effects, voiced the spirit of resentment

against,

and secession which is festering in -the
breasts of the independent members of
the House.

Another feature of the sitting was the
gallant though ineffectual attempts of
Messrs, Neill and Hawthointhwaite to
secure the incorporation of a section in
the Cape Scott portion of the bill, pro-
viding that a line should be built from
Nanaimo to Alberni. The ingenuity dis-
played by Mr. Neill in re?raming his
amendment +to overcome the peculiar
views of the chairman deserved success,
and the persistence of the two members
mentioned should «also have been
warded. They were not, however, the
government  refusing {o:accept the sug-
gestion.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

Prayers were'read by Rev. W, Leslie
Olay.

Judgments Bill.

Heon. Mr. Eberts introduced
amending the  Judgments Act.
read a first time.

C. P. R. Lands.

E. C. Smith ‘moved: “Wlereas the
lands granted to the Kootenay Railway
Company in S, E, Kootenay were among
thy first to be selected in' that distriet,
and similar governmernt lands in that
district were then and since valued at
from $1 to $5 per acre:

“And where1s a fair average veluution
for such lands would be $2.50 per acre:

“Therefore be.it resolved, that in the
opinion of .this ,House tha government
should have insisted on the lands being
assessed at a fair market value, and are
-respcnsible for, the loss in taxes  the
province will syffer, and should at once
take steps to collact the arrears of taxes,
calculated on the valuation of these
lands at $2.50 per acre.”

Hon. Mr. Turner thought the resolu-
tion out of order, as he had submitted
a return explaining the matter.

The Speaker said it was a vote of
want of confidence, and as such would
have to be passed on. by the House.

In support of his resolutipn the speak-
er said he thought the government had
gone beyond its authority. ~He asked if
this . valuation of -$1 was,to go om in-
definitely. O )

The Minister of Finauce 1eplied “No.”
He added that the assessment commis-
sioner had be>n instructed to visit -the
district: . and inquire inte :the matter.
They. had a repert on the lands which
set out,that mueh- of the land was not
worth 20 cents an acre, although much
of it was wonth;, more, but he was in-
formed. that the:general aveiage would
not run more than §1 an acre. The
townsites were assessed on a different
basis, However, {the commissioner would
look into the matter.

Mr. Martin isguiread ‘what right the
government had te fix taxation by order-
in-council, Hon. Mr. Turuwer justifying
the =ct: by the -popwer the governnient

Mr, 8mith thergupon withdrew - the

Columbia (& Western.

On the report of the above bill, Mr.
Curtis moved thb following c(ause:
g That no aliéis shall be employed
on the railway during construction, un-
less it is' demonstrated, to the satis-
faction of the Iieutenant-Governor-in-
Council; that the work cannot be pro-
ceeded with without the employment of
such aliens.” 9

The clause was’carried on a vote of
29 to 5, the latter-‘consisting of Messrs.
Dunsmuir,” Eberts"Turner, Prentice and
McPhillips. At this there were cries of
“The Noble Five,””svhile Mr, Martin ob-
served, “You're just about as strong as
Curtis’s party.” »

Mr. Curtis thenmoved the following

amendment: ‘“The*plans, specifications
and conditions of any proposed contract
for the construction of the railway shall
be subjeet to the approval of the Lieu-
tenant-Governor-in-Council; and that the
contracts shall be' submitted to public
tender and competition under such con-
ditions as the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Council shall apprdve; and no contract
shal be awarded, or work or material
thereunder accepted, without the like
approval; and no meortgage charge shall
be put against the lime of railway beyond
the. fair cost of same and its equip-
ment.” '
: In explanation the mover said his ob-
Ject was’' to prevent anything being
charged up againstthe road beyond the
actual cost. More, the government took
great credit to itself'for inserting such a
provision in the Loan Bill, and as the
company was seekihg an extension of
time for earning its land grant, it was
on all fours with the rajilways mem-
tioned in the bill.

The amendment was defeated on the

Loan Bill.

The Railway Loan Bill was commit-
ted, with Mr. ‘A, W. Smith in the chair,
Hon. Mr. Turner moved the following
amendment to section 2 of the bill:
“Saction 2, tines 8, 9 and 10, to strike
out all the words after ‘otherwise,” and
insert in iien therof the following:;
“‘Of this amount five hundred thous-
and dollars may be berrowed farthwith
at a 1ate of interest not grester than
four per ecent. for the pmposes and ob-
jects mentioned in'-geetien ‘15" of this
act, and the balance of sa‘d five millions

.shall not ba borrowed befcre the first

day (f Jaunuary, 1902, " o

Hon. Mr. Turner said he had lowered
the proposed rate from 44 to 4; he eould
not make it 33. In reply to questions
he said the tolls the government weuld
receive from railways using this bridge
would more than pay the difference in
the rate. The government would open
the loan for public tender.

Mr. Curtis wanted to amend section
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3, providing that the .main loan might'
be raised in New York as well as “in
London, England. He pointed out that
a great deal of copper matte and lead
bullion went to New York, remittances
coming back to British Columbia. He
ventured to say that the exchange could
consequently be much more favorably
arranged with New York than in Lon-
don.

Hon. Mr. Turner said that could not
be carried out, as the government intend-
ed to pursue the old ‘and successful
policy of issuing inseribed stock, the
imterest on” which must be paid in Lon-
don, as the New York market did not
deal in that form of security. Capital-
ists in (New York, with whom the gov-
ernment had had correspondence, were
quite willing to have the ‘interest paid
in London. :

‘Hon. Mr. Preutice said the rate of ex-
change for this province was governed
entirely by the trade with San Francisco.

The amendment was withdrawn.

On subsection a of section 8 (the Coast-
Kootenay road) being reached, Mr.
Hunter said the line from Englishman
Bluff to Similkameen was absolutely
useless, and its subsidy alone would be
a waste of the people's money. He ad-
vocated connection between Spence's
Bridge and the Boumdary. Victoria’s
needs could be served by a ferry service
on the river. He accused the govern-
ment of madness in contemplating such
a step, which was designed merely to
satisfy the clamor of Vancouver and
Victoria. et

Mr. Curtis could not understand how
the member for Cariboo supported a
“mad” government, unless he was in-
oculated with the same complaint.
(Laughter.) He pointed out the wealth
of the Similkameen country, and quot-
ed the opinion of an engineer who held
the total length of the Coast-Kootenay
road to be only 27C miles, He knew of
the necessity of the road from Chilli-
wack east, but not so much of the line
from New Westminster to tihe Coast. If
it was 60 miles from New Westminster
to the Coast

Mr. Hunter—Ninety miles,

Mr, Curtis said if this. were so, it
might be well to consider the necessity of
prolonging the line after tide water was
reached.

Mr. Helmecken said if the government
was mad they had reached the acme of
lunacy in urging the building of the line
on the Ottawa authorities.

Mr. Murphy also made a protest
against the insinnation that the road was
due to a clamor of the Coast cities.
West Yale was equally anxious. They
did not want a road to Spence’s: Bridge,
but to the Coast.

On motion of the Finance Minister sub-
section ¢ was altered fromn “Kock Creek
to Vernon” to “Midway 'to Vernon."

Sub-section e, providing for a railway
from Fort Steele to Golden, was amend-
ed by substituting for “Fort Steele,”
“Elko or some point on the Crow’s Nest
Pass railway south of Fort Steele.”

Mr. Neill moved: “To strike out sub-
section (b) of section 8 and substitute the
following:

““b.) For a railway from the present
terminus of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
railway to the northern end of Vancou-
ver Island, and having railway connec-
tion from Nanaimo to’ Alberai, approxi-
mately two hundred and seventy-miles.’ ”

He held that it was 'a gross injustice
to overlook the West'Cdast in'this bill.

Thy chairman ruled the rmoticn cut
of order, as involving additional mileage
in tha bill.

Mr. Neill thereupon mot the: objec-
tion by striking ouf the mileage, amid
laughter,

Mr. Hawthornthwaite made a strong
speech in support of tha' smendment,
dwelling on the richness of the district
through which the line passed, as demon-
strated to him by personal observation.
There was an additional incentive to aid
to this line in the report from Qttawa,
that the government then were favor-
ably disposed to that line. He asked
the representatives from Victoria to
lend their assistance in the matter.

Mr, Curt's supported the amendment.
expressing . surprise that Alberni had
béen overlooked in the bill.

Hon, Mr. Turner said the proposition
could not be entertained this session.

The chairman thought the resolution
still out of order.

Mr. Neill held this pesiticn to be un-
tenable. He thought, too, if Victoria
would seek to develop the country at its
back instead of reaching out for a fictl-
tious trade they would not see other
cities outgrow them, He added that
he was very much surprised that the
government was seeking to rule his reso-
lation out by a technicality. He appeal-
ed to the Speaker,

The.chairman refused to accept the ap-
peal without authority. .

Mr. ‘Neill, said that he thought this
most unfair, when no authority had been
quoted for the ruling.

The chairman stuck to his ruling, and
refused to permit an appeal to the House
without a vote of the committee.

This aroused a storm of protests from
members on both sides, Mr. Neill saying
that if the principle was to be enforced
in this instance he would insist on if
in subsequent votes, Praetically the
whole House supported a motion for ap-
peal submitted by Mr. Neill, against the
extraordinary ruling of the chair.

The Speaker ruled the amendment out
of order, as altering the destiny of the
road.

The Speaker was asked as to the opin-
ion on the right of appeal with or with-
out a vote of the committee. The
Speaker ruled that a vote of the com-
mitta> was necessary. An appeal was
taken by Mr. Martin to th> House and
the House sustained the Speaker.

Mr. Neill then moved that the words
‘‘yia Nanaimo,” aftér the word “Island,”
be inserted, and again the chairman
ruled the amendment out of order, as it
referred to a sub-scetion already passed.

Mr. Hunter thought the insertion of

the clause would be to defeat the-bill,
Alberni could be reached at a quarter
the distance from anocother point.
' The chairman here repeated his ruling.
Mr., Hawthornthwaite then offered an
amendment providing that a branch line
be built from Nanaimo to Alberni, - He
held that his distriat was paying one-
twentieth of the loan, and was entitled
to some consideration.” He repeated his
protest against the omission.

Mr. Hunter said he had no doubt in-
ducements would be offered to the line
to build to ‘Adberni.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said another
company had the charter for this line,

The amendment was ruled out, and
Mr, Martin them move that sub-section
a be amended to read “for a railway
from the city of Vancouver and from
some point near English Bay,” ete.

The Finance Minister thought the

o

leader of the opposition was hardly ]
serious.

My.- Martin said 'he was perfectly
serious, He wanted to have Vancouver
on the road, not on a by-road, .

Mr. McPhillips pointed out that if
Mr. Neill’'s motion was out of order,
this surely was so also.

Mr, Garden said that he had an amend-
ment to offer to section 12 to amend
“proper connection with Vancouver and
New Westminster” to “proper railway
cennection with ~ Vancouver and New
Westminster,

Capt, Tatlow said that after the man-
ner in which Vancouver had been slight-
ed in the matter of the estimates and the
Supreme Court  Bill, .he was convinced
that there was to be an effort to side-
trsck Vanéouver.”

The Attorney-General replied with heat
that in reply to the impertinent remarks
of the member he would say it was not
the intention of the government to side-
track Vancouver, but to afford proper
connection and terminal facilities to that
City..

Capt. Tatlow said he would say more,
atd to tha ‘point. Vancouver had not
been well treated.

Mr, Hunter held Vancouver was not
the only place in the province, and had
been too well treated, considering what
other portions of the province had got.
The House was not to be bludgeoned by
honorable members.

Mr. Garden resented this reference by
Mr. Hunter. Vancouver had not been
treated better than the rest of the pro-
vince.

Mr. Hall—Well, Mr, Chairman, all T
have to say is that thank God Victoria 1s
rot getting it all.

Mr. McPhillips held that if Mr, Neill's
resolution was out of order, so was this.

The Chairman said this was in order,
because the government accepted it,

Mr. Neill—Then I am to understand
that the reason mine was ruled out was
because the government wouldn’'t ac-
cept it.

The Chairman—Well, partly.

Mr, Neill—That’s all. I am quite sat-
isfied. t

Mr. MecPhiilips thought the amendment
very important, and therefore asked that
it stand over until the next sitting of the
House. This was done, and the Speaker
saw 6 o’clock.

Just before rising, kowever, the Pre-
mier rose and read a telegram which ae
had sent to Premier Laurier asking for a
refutation of the statement of Geo. R.
Maxwell, M, P., published in last night’s
Times, that the Premier did little at
Ottawa except to urge that $10,000 a
mile be granted to his road. He read a
reply from Ottawa from Sir Wilfrid say-
ing that while in Ottawa the Premier
had persistently presented the claims of
the province, He had also wired to Mr,
Maxwell, he explained, asking if he was
correctly reported. .

Mr, Curtis at once rose, and while ex-
pressing his willingness to hear the Pre-
mier’s statement, pointed out that he was
referring to a newspaper report of some-
thing which did not occur in the House,
while he (Mr. Curtis) had been refused
privilege on a newspaper comment on
something that had occurred in the
House.

The Premier said this commented on
the-government delegation,.and on these
grounds the Speaker allowed it.

EVENING SESSION.

The House resumed at 8.30, when Me,
Martin’s amendment regarding having,
Vancouver in the bill was adopted.

Section 8 was then passed as amended,
and section 9 was' also passed.

Section 10, in which the terms of fhe
loan are set out, was then reached. Mr.
Curtis repeated his objections to the
terms, which 'he held were intended to
stop- the building of the road. He urged
the paying of four per cent. on the
money loaned by the province,

The provision compelling the road from
entering United States territory he also
attacked as objectionable. The best pass
through the Hope mountains might be a
few miles south of the international
boundary. The government’s best apoi-
ogist (Mr. Martin) took the same view.

He also favored the amendment to one
«f the section providing that the road
could be acquired at the conclusion of
20 years. It would be unfair to take the
road over at once after completion before
the owners had had a chance to make
profits out of it. _

Continuing, Mr. Curtis drew attention
to the fact that the best features of the
bill ware taken from the opposition plat-
form. He ventured an opinion where
those principles came from. The bill had
been written by the hand of the Attor-
ney-General or the Finance Minister
“but the voice,” he added, ‘“is the voice
of Jacob, or possibly Joseph.” Loud
laughter followed this sally.

The member for Rossland urged that
this being so the only square thing to do
was to take the quondam leader of the
opposition over into the cabinet and al-
:«¢w him ‘o administer the bill" with a
strong hand.

He hopad to see the bill so altered that
the Coast-Kootenay road could be begun
at a very early date,

Mr. Gilmour offered an amendment
chbliging the company getting the subsidy
to begin operations within 60 days of the
dste of any such agreement. ;

Hon. Mr. Bberts said an agreement
might be entered into at once after the
House proregued, but mnot later than
1902,

Mr. Hayward offered an amendment
rroviding that work on the Coast-Koot-
eray woad must be commenced by Oc-
tcber 1st, 1901; while the others must
be commenced before July 1st, 1902,

Mr. Curtis thought the bill provided
10 guarantee that the government would
have the wprk on the Coast-Kootenay
commenced this year. He pointed out
that times were now very good, but the
crest of the wave had been passed, and
in anothar year money for railway build-
irg might not be so easily obtained, while
if construction were ccmmenced immedi-
ately, it would lead to millions of dol-
lrrs being invested in Southern British
Columbia, which otherwise would not
come this way.

Hon.  Mr, Turner beld that Mr, Hay-
ward’s amendment would practically pre-
vent the construction of the Coast-Koot-
enay line,

Mr. Hayward in reply said the leader
of the opposition had yesterday stated
who should and who should not build the

Tf the government had repudiated the
statements which came yesterday 2

Hon. Mr, Turner retorted that the v

Mr. Brown offered an amendment prg.
viding that “work must be Commeneeq
within seventy days after the date of an
such agreements.”

Mr. McPhillips voiced the feeling
independent section of the gover
forces by saying that they wanted t, Sea
something on the face of the bill to spy
the contractors on, and insinuated that
Mr, Brown was inconsistent,

Mr. Brown retorted that the 1o
_'iunior member for Victoria said abont
inconsistency the better. For a time o
one knew where he and others stood, ang
they -resembled the Listoric gentlemen
at the bridge who “thrice came o j,
fury, and thrice turned back in dread.”

All of the foregoing amendments w
defeated.

THE PULF BILL.

Power Left Largely in the Hands of the
Lieut.-Governor-in-Council,

In the House this afternoon the Hon.
Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works introduced the government bill
nedating to the manufacture of wood pulp
and paper. The bill reads as follows:

‘Whereas it is expedient to encourage
the manufacture of wood pulp and pa-
per:

Therefore, His Majesty, by and with
the advice and consent of the Legislative
Assembly of thé province of British Co-
lumbia, enacts as follows: :

This act may be cited as the “Wood
Pulp Aect, 1901.”

It shall ‘be lawful fer the Chief Com-
missioner of Lands and Works to enter
into an agreement or agreemwents with
any company holding any water records
or water privileges under the “Water
‘Clauses Consolidation -Act, 1897,” and
amending acts, by which on the erection
and completion by the company of a
pulp mill or a paper mill of such capacity
as shall be provided for in such agree-
ment, all said water records or water
privileges held by the company shall be
reserved .to the company without liabil-
ity to forfeiture, except for non-payment
of fees, for a period not exceeding twenty-
one years from the date of such agree-
ment, and providing for the payment of
fees to the government of British Co-
lumbia for the said period of twenty-ohe
vears in accordance with the schedule
of fees which sha]l be in force at the
date of the said agreement. After the
said period of twenty-one years, the
scale of fees shal be fixed under such
conditions and regulations as may be
deemed advisable and determined by the
Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council. The
said agreement may contain such terms
and conditions as the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor-in-Council. may deem advisable.

Fire Wardens Recommend That
Resignation o1 Chief Dea-y
Be Accepted.

Applications to Be Invited at
Oaca—Communicst.ons and
Police Clothing.

The resignation of Thomas Deasy as
chief of the Victoria fire department,
svhich was submitted some time ago but
avithdrawn pending the recent inquiry,
was accepted at the meeting of the city
council last evening, on the recommenda-
tion of the fire wardens. Applications
for a successor will be invited at once,
and the new chief, whoever he may be,
will enter office by the first of next
month. After the usual preliminaries
communications were taken up.

H. D. Helmcken, M.P.P, acknowl-
edged the receipt of a copy of the reso-
jution of the council regarding the Point
Ellice bridge. and assured the council
that he would do all he could to assist
in attaining the desirable object. He
fad brought the matter to the attention
of the Minister of Finance. A. E. Mec-
Phillips, M.P.P,, replied in similar strain.
“The communications were received and
fited, and the writers will be thanked.

M. C. Goss, general chairman of the
Grand Divigion of the Order of Railway
Conductors, wrote, acknowledging the
invitation of the council to visit this
city while they were touring the West.
*The invitation will be referred to the
general commissioner, who will read it
¢o the convention, which holds session in
St. Paul in May, and learn their
pleasure. Received and filed.

John Black notified the council that
he had taken over the agency of the
Anglo-American Fire Insurance Com-
pany, and asked for information regard-
ing his obligation.

Wah Lung, of 47 Cormorant street,
cemplained of the recent erection of a
high board fence in the rear of his pre-
gnises. This he characterized as a con-
gravention of one of the by-laws.

Under the eireumstances your fire ward-
ons wounld recommend that Mr. Deasy's re-
signation be accepted, to take effect on the
21st-of May, instant, and that applieations
be invited for the position, to be received
not later than Monday, the 27th instant, at
1-p. m.

We cannot refrain from expfessing our
regret that Mr. Deasy has felt it incumbent
vpon him to take this step.

The city loses by the retirement of Mr.
Deasy the serviees of an honest, sober,
capable man, an excellent disciplinarian,
and to whose ability and watchful care we
are firmly convineed the city has to a great
extent been indebted for its immunity
from disastrous fires during the last four-
teen years.

The council will be fortunate if it secures
as good a man as his successor.

Office of Chief ¢f I'ire Department,
YViectoria, B. C., May 1st, 10G1.
Bis Worship the Mayor and I'ire Wardens,
Vietoria, B. C.:

Gentlemen:—Some months ago I made
certain recommendations, which received
ibe unanimous approval of the tire wardens.
The recommendations were made in the in-
terests of the city and for the better gov-
ernmment of the fire department. They were
met with a petition, circulated by the eall
officers of the department, and, despite the
law governing the fire department, and the
rules laid down by you for our manuge-
ment, all precedents were thrown to the
winds, and an investigation ordered before
ihe board of aldermen. The hy-law reads:
*“The mayvor and fire wardens shall have
control and supervision of the offcers, mem-
Lers and employees of the fire department,
and shall prescribe the rules for its dis-
cipline and management.”” The rules of the
firoe department are plain: “All appoint-
ments to positions in the fire department
shall be made by the mayor and fire ward-
ens. Upon the selection of an applicant he
shall be deemed elected subject to the ap-
provai of the chief engineer.”” The call of-
ticers of the fire department, in what can
only be termed a spirit of insubordination,
circulated a petition amongst the men, call-
ing into question the actions of the per-
sons appointed over them, and, without con-
sulting them - and asking for a consideration
of their alleged grievanee. induced a num-
her of the firemen to sign said petition, and
submitted it fo the board. Despite the law
and rmiles, and without demanding an ex-
planation of our conduct, certain members
of the board of aldermen immediately de-
cided on an investigation. This took place
three months ago. Since that time certain
officers and men went around amongst the
aldermen and recited their stories
were listened to: in fact, notes were made
and questions asked me of petty affairs that
have taken place in the fire department out-
side of the question at issue. The scope of
the investigation went so far as to bring
into the matter private conversations, and
matters altogether foreign to the question

Night after night I was on the
ss stand, and the only legal gentle-
in your board made every effort to
shortcomings on my part without
dealing with the main matter of our right
to make the change that I recommended.

When this matter was taken up I tender-
ed you my resignation. I then considered,
and sti!l consider, that I am responsible to
you for my actions, and did not feel that it
was a question for the board as a whole
to deal with. When it was pointed out
to me that a wrong construction might be
placed on niy resignatior, at that particular
time, I withdrew it, unconditionally. At
the investigation I made no protest of the
course taken, desiring that my every of-
ficial act, since I took charge of the dc-
partment, should be probed to the very
bottem. The investigation opened wirth eall-
ing the complaisant, Mr. McDowell, ang,
without proceeding with one side of the
case, I was called, and- Mr. McDougall fol-
lowed. Then the side of the complainant
was opened again, and the witresses called
io refute our evidence. Ald. Yates, the
legal gentleman on the board, knew that
this procedure is not according to law or
Justice; still no protest followed. When J
asked witnesses questions, they were {old
that it was not pecessary for them to do
i as I desired. The complainants were near
Ald. Yates, and it became necessary for
{ the mayor to prevent one of them from in-
terfering with the inquiry. On certain
nights some of the aldermen were absent;
 stiil the inquiry went on.

The fire wardens were present in their
: positions as aldermen, and, despite the

man
showv

¥fact that the law gives them power, and |

they were on trial for acceding to my sim-
ple recommendation. It was not in their
province to go to the witness stand and act
as judge, jury and witnesses, in a matter
that concerned them as much as it did me.
: I made a recommendation. In accordance
{ with the law and their good judgment, they
approved of the recommendation. If my
recommendation was considered wrong by
the petitioners, or if they considered Mr.
McDougall incompetent, no charges were
made agalnst us. The rules read: “Charges
in writing shall be made against the offend-
ing officer or member.” During three
months we have been allowed to carry on
the work of the department. If we are con-
sidered wrong now, we should have been
considered wrong then. If I have no right
to make a recommendation that I consider
in the interests of the city, I have no right
in a position where life and property is at
stake. In the interests of economy and for
the better government of the fire service,
I made this recommendation. It is not my
duty to consider Mr. McDowell’'s personal
interests. He asked for $80 a mouth to
occupy the position. The fire wardens
coeuld not see their way clear to increase
the pay roll of the fire department. I was
told to find some other way to overcome
the difficulty. The oldest permanent wman,
one that had been a call man, a driver and
an engineer, wiis asked to accept the posi-
tion. He was willing. I recommended him,
and at the same time kept the call assisrant
in one of the pcsitions he filled, at the
salary he recelved while occupring two
p'aces. No injustice was Jdone. The depart-
ment was bettered. The call officers looked
upon this as a step in the direction of a
full-paid department. ome of the perman-
ent men did not desire 1o have another
head over them. If this was not a step in
the interests of the safety of the city, ir
the matter of economy, in filling a long
felt want, I would like to know what it
was? The matter, dragging along, resuited
as I knew it would. The men that signed,
and the men that did not sign the petitior,
are not as they should be. Bickerings and
petty quarrels resulted. “T do not desire ‘o
be other than the head of the department.
J£f the men are permitted to go around with
imaginary grievaneces, and are listened to,
the discipline that shounld he enforced can-

)
and

|

not be carrled out. If any men, or set of

{ men, had a_grievance, L always understood

that the mayor «nd fire wardens were ap«
pointed to look into it. The system umlee
which we are working is defective enough
without bringing before the public the say-
ings and deings of men who ave not under
even your orders except when ecalied. With
a part full paid and part cull systeu, this
kind of trouble will always exist. When 18
men have a good thing they want to retain
it, and will use all means to hold on. I
don’t blame them; but I comsider that no
attention should be paid to their complaints
nnless made in writing and placed before
you as charges. ~The head of a departipent
stands Dbetween the corporation and the
men. He must earry ‘out theszules, no nat-
ter how mueh it ‘hurts. I have done so,
and gained the enmity of certain officers
aiid mien. It Is unnecessary to recite what
1 have done to save this city from fire. It
is for you and the people to judge; but the
question now is: Shall the men raa the fire
department or the chief?

In fourteen years my recommendations
bave been carried out. I always consuited
the chairman of my committee before mak-
ing changes; I looked to the mayor and
fire wardens for my orders; I recommended
this change and am willing to abide by the
approval of the fire wardens in the matter.
1 eannot be expected to work harmoniously
with - the ex-assistant after all that has
heen said and done. If he is considered
necessary for the position it would be bet-
ter to place him in my office as head of
the department. Further, I do not consider
the men and the system satisfactory. The
responsibility for the safety of the city
rested upon my shoulders for many years,
and T am sorry to state that a great danger
eaists. It may Le a cheap way of having
men running from all quarters to answer
an alarm: but it is likely to prove costly
at any time. I am aware that a majority
of the aldermen are not in favor of chang-
ing this, aithough I proved to them that
the cost will be less than $1,000 yearly. In
consideration of the fact that certain alder-
men allowed this thing to take the course
that it has, and knowing that it would bhe
impossible to work with seme of the men
who proved better agitators than firemen, I
tender my resigration to take effect at
your carliest convenience.

I trust that my successor will have a free
Lhand to take the men he desircs in the fire
department, and that he will not bhe ham-
pered as I have been by men who, for $‘.:<
and $20 per month, have influenee enougn
to baulk whatever is proposed for the 200G
government of your city.

Thanking you, Mr. Mayor, and the fire
wardens, for the spirit in which you have
met my many recommendations and the
kind treatment I have always received at
your hands, I have the honor to be, gentle-

Ald. Stewart moved and Ald. Williams
seconded, that the report of the dre
wardens be adopted.

Ald. Yates did not deem it wise to
leave the matter until May 31st. He
believed it was right to accept the resig-
nation. He did not think, however, that
the chief should remain any longer than
he desired, and he favored the advertise-
ment for applications at once. The
speaker also referred to the recent in-
quiry, and said that the chief had sver-
sistently refused to give the slightest in-
formation on some of the subjects
brought up at the inquiry, and this was
the reason why the examination was
protracted.

He paid a high tribute to the manner
in which Mr. McDougall gave his evi-
dence, and said that if the chief had
given his evidence in a manner as cred-
itable the inquiry would not have occu-
pied so long,

Ald. Beckwith also explained his posi-
tion in the matter. He believed that an
inquiry was necessary owing to the dis-
cord that was apparent in the depart-
ment. He also felt that the chief had
done members of the board an injustice
in rushing into print and giving state-
ments to the press that certain alder-
men were against him.

Ald. ‘Beckwith also took occasion to
deliver a vigorous roast to the press. He
denounced the reports of the proceedings
as prejudiced, and was proceeding most
zloriously when the mayor pulled him
up rather seuddenly with the remark
ihat he was out of order. The alder-
man thereupon subsided, but intimated
that the subject was by no mears closed.

Gaining courage through the respite,
the scribes were enabled to report Ald.
Stewart, who stated he did mot think
this matter of securing a successor to the
chief should be hurried. The best man
for the money should be obtained, and
he did not think a week or ten days
made any difference.

The miayor advised that the report of
+he wardens be adopted. He was cer-
tain that the chief would: diligently at-
tend to his duties to the last moment.

The report was finally adopted.

The estimates, Ald. Williams's Early
Closing by-law for barbers, Ald. Cooley’s
by-law providing for the widening of
Menzies street, and the reclamation by-
law were introduced and read a third
t‘me. These as well as the High school
building by-law will be dealt with at a
special meeting on Thursday.

Befors adjourning Ald. Yates advised
that a suggestion be made to the At-
torney-General that all proposed amend-
ments to the Municipal Clauses Act be
handed in before the session, in order
that copies may be distributed among the
various municipalities for their informa-
tion subsequently,

The council then adjourned.

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Serious
Allegation

Barrister D. G. Mac@onnell, of
Vancouver, Charged With Mis-
appropriation of Money.

Complainant Claims That Defend:
avt Kept Money to Be
Paid to Him.

A case which has excited a great deal
of public interest and consequent com-
ment is now being vertilated in the pro-
vincial police court hefore Justices of
the Peace McMicking and Pearson. Mr.
D. G. Macdonnell, barrister, of Vancou-
ver, stands charged with misappropriat-
ing $240, alleged to have been entrusted
to his charge for payment tc John Cox,
formerly city carpenter, as reimburse-
ment for fees and expenditures in con-
nection with the ease of Laung v. the
City of Victoria, in which Cox was a
witness.

Apart from the serious nature of the
charge, interest is manifested in the pro-
ceedings, because they represent a
climax to a matter which has been on
the tapis more or iess prominently dur-
ing the past few years.

The defendant is charged in the infor-
mation with having kept in his posses-
sion money due the complamant. The
latter alleges that he had given the de-
fendant a receipt for the aforementioned
amount to be used as security in order
to acquire the amount from Mrs. Lang,
and that he never received it. As will
be remembered, Mr. Macdcnnell was
counsel for Mrs. Lang in her action
against the city arising out of the Point
Ellice bridge accident, and Cox gave
evidence in the case. 3

The case was called yasterday after-
noon at 4 o'clock, another trial which
was taking place before Magistrate Hall
being adjourned. At the outset the pro-
ceedings were more than ordinarily
animated. In fact counsel indulged in
personakties with a degree of prodigality
that greatly enlivened the proceedings,
and it only required the mere observa-
tion of a saperficial onlooker to convince
him that counsel for both sides were at
times very much warmed up to their
work.

In the first place there wus a spirited
argument between Messrs. S, DPerry
Mills, counsel for Mr. Cox, and Mr.
Duff, of Bodwell & Duff, who has been

ined by the defendant. It was all
over a question of jurisdiction. Mr.
Duff contended that the case should be
tried heforo Magistrate Hall, who, he
claimcd, had ample jurisdiction, while
the opposing counsel pointed out that
certain points might subsaguentiy crop
up during the proecedings which would
place the case outs’de the jurisd:iction of
Mr. Hall. The information was sworn
out before the justices of the peace, who
had equal jurisdiction over Vancouver
and Victoria counties, and Mr. Mills
claimed the case should be heard by
them.

This debate became very spirited, and
counsel had ample opportunity to dis-
play their powers at repartee, and the
introduction of divers figures of speech.
Magistrata Hall, however, disclaimed
any intention of ousting the other gentle-
men, and recognizing the possibility of
matters coming up outside s jurisdie-
tion he made way for Messrs, McMick-
ing and Pearson.

The first witness was Mr. Mills, who
submitted a vast amount of document-
ary evideace, his examination occupying
the greater part of the afternoon ses-
sion. This virtually reopened the Lang
ocase correspondence between the lady
and her counsel, Mr, Macdonnell, regard-
ing financial agreements and bills  of
costs presented by the latter were also
submitted. In fact the greater portion
of the examination was along these lines,
and at times the crossing of foils Dbe-
tween Mr., Duff and Mr. Mills was
lively indeed.

In the evening the examination of Mrs.
Lang was conducted relative to her
financial oblgations to her counsel and
the arrangements made. During her
evidence she stated that she had under-
stood that the combination of claimants
in the bridge suits was to pay Maedon-
nell but 10 per cent. She never expected
to pay 50 per cent,

Mr. Mills was examined in the evening
at length, after which the complainant,
Mr, Cox, took the stand, giving evidence
as to amounts received by him as witness
fees for the various cases. He stated
that, he was never paid $360 for re-
maining in the province since the Patter-
son case. He then mentioned how it
was he made out the receipt for Mr.
Macdonnell. The latter came to his
house "in 1809 and wrote out a bill
charging Mrs, Lang $240 for detaining
witness four months. Cox affixed his
signature and the counsel took it away,
ostensibly for the purpose of collecting
the amount from Mrs.. Lang. Witness
never received the money.

He was-further examined, after which
an adjournment was taken unt’l to-night.

AGRICULTURAL ASSOCIATION.

THE BESSIE BURNED.

A disastrous fate has befallen the lit-
tle steamer Bessie, belonging to 8. W.
Ileteher, of this city. After returning
from Chemainus to Ladysmith last even-
g, the steamer was buraed to the
water's edge, everything but her machin-
ery being destroyed. The cor-flagration
was seen by Capt. Le Blanc, of the C.
P. 'N. steamer Maude, which urrived
with a load of coal from Ladysmith
this morning. The flames were then be-
yond control. It was at 1 o'clock this
morning, and the Maude passed the
burning vessel as she was leaving the
harbor en route to Victoria. The Bessie
was snchored off shore, and how the
crow escaped or how tho fire originated
was not learned. It required but two
men to run the steamer, one of these,
the owner, being the captain and the
other the engineer. From the former a
pote was recsved by the moon train
from Nanaimo, confirming the loss of
the steamor and stating kis intentions
to stay by the wrecked craft in order to,
if possible, save the machinery.

The Bessis belonged to the mosquito
fleet of this port, and was usually em-
ployed in light towing work, or in taking
parties to or from points. along the
(Coast. She was not insured, and repre-
sents a loss now of $2,500. She was
fitted with some splendid machinery of
English manufacture, specially import-
ed from England for the hull, which was
purchased in Seattle several vears .ago.
