“Some distance along we, came upon.fam-
ilies roasting sea birds, which- had been
killed by the tempest, and. cast upon the
beach. Others had the strangest objects
packed in sacks. In reply to questions.as
to.. what  had happened .at Messina. and
Reggio, they made vague -and desolate
gestures, and continued. to gaze at us like
stalled oxen.- After two hours’ march we
saw Bagnara perched on the -spur of a
mountain overhanging-the sea.

His Sorrows Bereft

Him of His Reason

" “The country house of:the mayor on the
summitof  the rock, was half tumbled in-
to the sea, but the mayor was safe.. He
was. giving orders for the installation of a
telegraph wire in a freight car. Every
house in the town and surrounding coun-
try 'was in ruins, Little .palaces were
open like cut pommegranates in sections.
Tn one I saw tumbled-beds and-disordered
dining rooms. Seated- on the broken wall
was a man selling bread at exorbitant
prices, amid a chorus of curses and male-
dictions.  Another; ‘demented, was trying
to dig intq the ruins with his fingers.
How many dead? One thousand, two
thousand—who knows?

“The tunnel beyond ‘Baghara was im-
practicable. An enormous portion of the
mountain had fallen, and totally obstruct-
ed the road. We were forced to walk in
the sand, often up to our knees in water.
Beyond the tunnel the track was torn
and the rails twisted. Huge. rocks and
dangerous masses came tumbling down mo-
mentarily. ‘We decided ' ‘to climb the
mountain and advance ‘across the ravines
of brushwood.

Estimated at 115,000

Rome, Jan 2nd—Exact statistics of the
dead and sarviving in‘ Messina still are im-
possible to obtain ‘because /all the dead
bodies’ buried ' under the ruins have not
yet been excavated. It is equally impossi-|
ble to make any accurate count of the sur-
vivors; for'they ate today scattered from
.one end of the country to the other. The
only fignres that can'be given are reached
by ‘calculating the total population before
the disaster, and subtracting therefrom
4he ‘numbers that are supposed to have;
survived, The 'result is of ‘course,
On this basis is made the
estimate that about 25,000 people have
left Messina and the Messina Commune.
As the total population of the city and
commune was about 155,000, and as there
are about 15,000 people still in the dis-
trict, the dead probably amounts to 115,-
000. The victims are increasing daily, not
only through the dying or injured, but
also by the suicides committed by desper-|
ate survivors, whose minds have given
way under their terrible experiences.

Pope Pius Wanted
to Aid Sufferers

‘As an indication of the progress being
made in bringing order out of the chios;
the railway line from Reggio to' Cantazaro
was again put in operation last night.
There is a break in the' line, however;
over which passengers and freight must be
transferred from one train to another. L'ne
distribution of food ‘is also being made
more  regularly in the afflicted districts
and many of the starving therefore have
been reheved temporarily. “Many persons
living along the coasts of Calabria and
Sicily paddle out in canoes to the large
steamers passing through the straits and
craved food from them. It is said that
nobody in Italy emvies King Victor Em-
manuel his errand of mercy, more than
does Pope Pius ‘who always has. felt that
his place was with the stricken earthquake
sufferers, Having been prevented from go-
ing there, his holiness has tried to keep
in touch with prevailing conditions as
much as possible and has offered the bish-
ops of the afflicted zone all that he could
give. His latest gift has been another
$200,000. The Pontiff. has never so much
-regretted the loss of the liberty he en-
joyed as Patriarch of Venice. Now is the
time that he would like again to be free
to.pawn his pectoral cross for the benefit
of suffering mankind,

In many
cases selling prices have been pushed so
far as to seriously restrict consumption—
a-tendency which, if continued, must soon
compel a general readjustment of values.
The so-called new doctrine of limited pro-
duction and high prices cannot last in-
definitely. Mr. Carnegie - is eminently
sound in his principles when he says that
business should be stimulated by lower
prices, and that ‘the true policy is that of
large sales and emall profits. Extrava-
gance must give way to economy. Already
there is general complaint among
consumers about the high cost of
living, which means that consump-
tion is no doubt being checked by
unfavorable conditions. He would be a
wise man indeed who could say with cer-
tainty that the . price movement had
reached its zenith, so many and so com-
plex are the influences at work affecting
values. About ‘all that can be said is that
our markets as a whole are not burdened
with over-supplies, 'and until supplies over-
take demand no general weakening can be
expected.  There ,is little chance of any
immediate decline in the price of food pro-
ducts, because -these, as already stated,
are comparatively scarce the world over.
Another element is that considerable re-
sponsibility for the high cost of living must
| be placed upon our tax system. When na-
| tional, state, county and city taxes are
combined they amount to a very serious
! item, the cost of which ultimately falls
entirely upon the consumer, either in his
rent or in an enhanced cost of the neces-
xities which he buys.

SOME REFLECTIONS

southern Italy. Apperently the destruc-
tion of life by this earthquake has been
the greatest recorded in modern history.
.The most heart-rending scenes are daily
witnessed among the ruins, and murder
and pillage stalk by we side of self-sacri-
fice and heroism. That which appeals to
all that is compassionate in some hearts
merely excites the cupidity of others. The
fact reveals the gulf which lies between
the lower and:the higher type of man, and
sets clearly before the social reformer the
magnitude of his task, Happily the good
impulses of humanity are far more potent
today than:th evil ones, and the tendency
is toward that better time when universal
pity will be stirred by the suffering of
any. The Italian roboer who eeeks plun-
der among the victims of the earthquake
is only a ruder type of the man in St.
John who Tobs his wife and children of
the necessaries of life to gratify his own
baser appetites. The time may not yet
haye arrived, but it is coming, when the
last mentioned class will no longer be pro-
tected by the fetish which we call person-
al liberty. The earthquake is a spectacu-
lar cause of suffering and hardship, and
;aTouses a. general desire to render aid to
‘the victims, At the same time, we are
apt to overlook the suffering and hard-
ship on the next street, whose victims are
in many cases as uelpless under existing
conditions as' the family whose home is
wrecked by the earthquake, or swept by
pestilence, ‘or threatened by famine. The
time must come, if we believe at all in
that power which makes for righteousness,
when all these things which affect human
welfare will be seen in proper perspective,
and their relative importance duly recog-
nized. - :

Rome, Jan. 1.—Although graphic stories
{are coming into Rome of the horrors in
'southern Italy and Sicily, these are but
| epetitions of individual tragedies already
|recorded. What chiefly concerns the gov-
|ernment. and the; people is the progress
‘ithatis being made towards the relief of
! those who have suffered by the dreadful
{visitation. - Considerable ‘advance in this
| respect has been made at Messina, where,
| according to official reports received here,
| the supply eervice is beginning to work
satisfactorily. The different regions on the
jcoast have been allotted to vafous .war-
ships and other ships as centres from
which tot:pedo boats and launches convey

The minister of justice has wired from
