The gratification
at these results is intensified, when we
remember that they have been won in
the teeth of the most determined oppo-
sition, on the part of the liquor power.

First Quarter.

Lesson IV, January 27. Mark 2: 1-12.

FORGIVENESS AND HEALING.
GOLDEN TEXT.

Who forgiveth all thine iniquities ; who

healeth all thy diseases—Ps. 103 : 3.
BXPLANATORY.

I. PreacuiNG IN CaPerRNAUM. 1. And
again. At the close of his first mission-
ary tour in Galilee, described in our last
lesson. He entered into Capernaum :
which was his home, or headquarters, for
more than a year and'a half. After some
days. Some days after the healing of the
leper, and when the excitement concern-
ing that miracle had quieted down. For
atime he was compelled to avoid the
larger towns (Mark 1: 45). That He was
in the house.

Crowds are no proof of success in
preaching, for the real success depends
on what is done for the crowds after they
are gathered. Insomuch that there wasno
room fo receive them.

in' Christ,” founded on what they be-
lieved about him, not phxlomphxcxd!
but practically. (2) Faith is necessary
in order that the sinner be led to go to
Christ. (i) It is necessary because it is
the nccep!mg of the forgiveness. Itis
the taking God at his word when he
promises to forgive, (4) It shows a
state of heart and mind which makes it
safe to forgive. Otherwise forgiveness
would increase sin, not remove it. (5)
Whosoever has real faith in Jesus will
forsake and hate sin and love and obey
his Lord and Saviour.

Bv
doing that which is capable of being put
to tha proof, I will vindicate my right
and power to do that which in its very
nature is incapable of being proved.

Rose Propagation.

This is my method of propagating the
rose: Take a young branch, cuy a slit
ust below a leafbud, put the*branch
through the hole in & common flower pot
until the slityin the bark is inside the pot
then fill the pot with sandy soil, set it on
the ground. bending the branciy and
pinning it down without breaking ; kn-r\r
the pot well watered and the branch
will root in a few weeks, then cut outside
the pot without disturbing the ‘roots
The large white rose and many others
that do not root easily from a slip, cap be
propagated in this way, as mn.uLo. most
shrubs and woody plants.. Of course, it
will be understood that the branch
should be pushed upward until several

inches are above the rim of the pot, and
the earth pressed tightly around it, the
same as though potting an ordinary
plant. The point to be observed is to
leave the branch unsevered, so that it
may draw strength from the parent root
until its own roots are started. . Leave it
undisturbed in the pot in the celler until
the next spring, then set it where it is to
remain.— Prairie Farmer
