PASSING EVENTS.

SELDOH hes an mnounoemmt caused

more wide-spread and genuine sor-
row than that of the death of Bishop
Phillips Brooks, which the daily papers
brought us on Monday last. The blow
fell s0 suddenly and unexpectedly too.
He appeared to be aman of so magnifi-
ocent physique that no one thought of
his dying for » soore of years to come.
His illness was very short; no tidings
of it had reached.the general public.
Only since the Thumday evening pre-
vious had he been confined to the house
with & sore throat, and bis illness was
not considered anything serious until
Bundly av-iu vhn his phyddu:

consultation d phydnlm w- had lnd
the condition of the patient was regaxd-
ed as serious, Still it would sppesr that
Bishop Brooks himself had not appre-
hended that desth was near. At 10.15,
he is reported to have said to his nurse,
Katie Hogan: “Come, Katle, it is &
quarter past ten; I don’t think I shall
need you sny move, Good night”
When she hesitated to leave him the
bishop insisted upon {8, and she retived
to an adjoining room. BShortly before
midnight, Doctors Beach and Fitz being
in sttendance, the bishop’s mind began
to wander, although he was still con-
solous. Looking up st his faithfol and
beloved servant he sald: “ Katie, you
oan go now, Ishall not need you any
longer; I am golog home.” These, it is
sald, were the last words of Phillips
Brooks. After that he lay quietly, ap-
parently not suffering very much and
not entirely unconscious. As the hours
passed, his tremendous vitality was
evidently giving way to the disease.

‘They would
have found means to look after the field
and the cattle and the home, and to be
in their places notwithstanding, if they
bad wanted. The real resson that un-
derlies men's turning away from Christ's
offer is, as I said in the beginning of my
remarks, that they do not care to have
it. They have no inclinations and no
tastes for the higher and purer blessings.

Brother, do not let us lose curssives
in generalities. I am talking sbout
you, aad about the set of your inclins-
tions and tastes. And I want you to
ask yoursell whether it is not & fact
that some of you like oxen better than
God ; whether it is & fact that if the two
were there before you, you would rather
have & good big field made over to you
than have the foods that are spread
upon that table,

Well, then, what is the cause of the
perverted inclination? Why is it when
Christ says : “ Obild, come to Me, and I
will give thee pardon, peace, purity,
power, hope, heaven, Myself’ there is
no responsive desire kindled in the
heart? Why doInotwantGod? Why
do I not care for Jesus Christ? Why
do the blessings about which preachers
are perpetually talking seem to me so
!hldx::I)" 80 remote from anything that
I need, so ill-fitting to anything that I
desire? There must be something very
deeply wrong.' This is what is wrong,
your heart has shaken itself loose from
dependence upon God; and you have
1o love as you ought to have for Him.
You prefer to stand alone. The prodi-
gal son, having gone away into the far
country, likes the swine's husks better
than the bread ‘in his father’s house,
and it is only when the supply of the
latter coarse dainty gives out that tbe
purer taste becomes strong. Strange, is
it not ; but yet it is true.

Now, there are one or two things that
I want to say about this indifference, re-
sulting from preoccupation and from
alienation, and which hides its ugliness
behind all manner of flimsy excnses.
One is that the reason itself is utterly
unreasonable. I have said the true
reason is indifference. Can anybody
put into words which do not betray the
absurdity of the position the conduct of
the man who says, * I do not want God ;
give me five yoke of oxen. That is the
real good, and I will stick by that.”
There is one mystery in the world, and
if it were solved everything would be
solved ; and that mystery is that men
turn away from and cleaveto earth.
No nt oan be given of sin. No ac
count can be given of man’s preference
for the lesser and the lower ; and neglect
of the greater and the higher, except to
say it is utterly inexplicable and un-
reasonable.

I need not say such indifference is
shameful ingratitude to the yearning
love which provides, and the infinite
sacrifice by which was provided, this
great feast to which we are asked. It
took Christ's pains, and tears, and blood,
to prepare that feast. And He looks to
us, and says to us, “Come and drink of
the wine which I have mingled, and eat
of the bread which I have provided at

uch & cost.” There are monsters of in-

gratitude, but there are none more
miraculously monstrous than the men
who look, as some of us are doing, un-
touched on Christ's sacrifice, and listen
unmoved to Christ's pleadings.

The excuses will disappear day.
We can trick our consciences; we can
out off the messengers ; we cannot take
in the Host. All the thin curtains that
we weave o veil the naked ugliness of
our unwillingness to acoept Christ will
be burnt up one day.

& osrelully prepared paper on w;c
named was read by M. Freeman M.
Wiser. Wegive the chief portion of it
Alfter giving an acconnt of Roger Wil
lisms, bis banish ment und his settlenient
in Providence, the paper says:

It is written: Two Baptists shaped
the early history of the present state of
Rhode Island, and ber religious polioy
has since shaped that of all the states.
Uoder these blessed missionary inflo-
ences Baptist churches aprang up in all
directions.

They had no meeting house in Provi-
dence fer nearly sixty years, but met in
groves and private houses, until an «ider
built one at his own expense in 1700
A great revival lasted fifteen monthe, in
which one hundred and four souls were
redeemed. In 1875 a church ocosting
$7,000, which was erected, is now in use.

A little Baptist leaven began working
in Massachusetts in 1639 but persons
were indicted and fined by the grand
jury for “the continuing of a meeting
from house to house contrary to the
order of this court.”

All the commonwealth of Plymouth
was stirred agsinst these people taken
with 8o great errors, and their meetings
were broken up. In 1663 John Miles, the
first Welsh Baptist minister that crossed
the Atlantic, arrived at the Mass:
setts colony and the first Baptist church
was formed. He was brought before
the magistrate, when, calling tor a Bible,
he turned to Job 19: 28 and read

Hence come letters of commen-
dation, and dismission, and organiza-
tions of churches in & given territory to
promote common ends. Christian fel-
lowship dictates, promotes and r joices
in these associations, as in truest keep
ing with the Spirit and teaching of the
Lord.

The Baptist council is & harmless ex-
pedient to promote and maintain the
fellowship of churches. We need a
ministry, and whilst it is the preroga-
tive of God tocall that ministry, it is the
duty of the church to recognise the
call and set apart the brothér to this
work. The individual church is com-
petent to do this unaided by any coun-
cil, but a church and a minister who
would refuse the advice of neighboring
churches could not complain if their
minister was not reccguized by sister
churches. It is pre-eminently wise and
prudent for & church calling & man to
ordination to ask the advice of sister
churches, and when thatadvice ja-given,
as the result of full examination and

Itis then a prad-nt
thing to call a council to give counsel in
the case. To be sure the church cannot
transfer ita acoountability to the coundil ;

upon it if it commends iteelf to ita jadg-
ment.

When a church is called upon to deal
with the case of an unworthy midister,
it then seems especially ‘fitting to seek
the advice of a judiclous council. It is

She has
now a number of Roman Catholics in
her school. Bhe has done all the teach-
ing of the school, except occasionally
she will have a helper for a few weeks
or months, but in spite of difficulties she
goes steadily on, and will until her Mas-
ter shows her that her work is finished.
