Seattle, Wash,, April 4—The Mount
McKinley expeditien composed of
Thomas Lloyd, Robert Horn, Harry
Karsten, and Charles McGenigle, all
experienced mountaineers, made more
rapid progress than had been expect-
ed and attained 12,000 feet without
special difficulty, according to a re-
port brought frem Valdes, Alaska to-
day by the steamer Northwestern.

From the 12,000 foot altitude to that
of 16,000 feet, an almost perpendicular|
wall of ice rose. This seemed to for
bid further ascemnt, but Lloyd writes:
“We belleve we can make the sum-
mit without having to overcome very
serious difficulties.

RALWAYS WIN [N
UNITED STATES GOURTS

Law of Nebraska Requiring
Railways to Build Switches
When Required Declared

__Unconstitutional by Court. |-

Washingtonn, D. C,, April 4—Em-
phasizing the right of rallroads, the
supreme court of the United States to-
day declared unconstitutional, the law
of Nebraska, requiring railroads to
build switches to all grain elevators
along their tracks, upon request and
called a halt to the attempt of the
state of Arkansas to penalize an in-
terstate raflroad for daiflure to sup-
ply cars enough to accommodate in-
terstate traffic.

In announcing the opinion of u:e
court in the Nebraska case, Justice
Holmes asserted that “railroads, like
other property owners have rights that
are protected by the constitution,” he
held that their property could not
be taken without compensation,

Justice White, in announcing the op-
infon of the court, in the Arkansas
case, spoke of the right of rallroads
“to sall under the flag of the con:
stitution,” rather than the black flag.

The supreme court of Arkansas had
held “it might be better for the ap-
pellant to suffer these ills than to
sail under a black flag, and refuse to
send its cars beyond its line.”

Among other decisions the court
held that the business of a corres-
pondence school with pupils in var-
fous states, was interstate commerce
and upheld the act of Arkanus, pro-
hibiting dr i of by

The first ploture of this series shows
a photograph of the feathers as they
are commonly seen on feminine head-
: gear, bearing the caption “The White
Badge of Cruelty.” Other photographs
show how the bird is shot by the hun-
ter soon after its young are hatched
and how the young birds die in starva-
tion in their helplessness.

“I have reason to believe that the
pictures have caused a decrease in the
number of such feathers displayed on
hats worn in this church,” said Dr,
Gamble, “and I think much good would
be done if other churches would take
up the protest against this cruelty
practised at the dictates of fashion by
displaying similar pictures in their
corridors.

Accused of Killing Hus-
‘l\and Goes To Trial.

Enmity of the Venetian
Populace Entails Dras-
tic Measures Upon Part

-~ of Police.

——

In beantiful sun-kissed Venice, the
city of romance, the most sensational
and picturesque murder trial of mod-
ern times is being held. In those silk-

covered and plushlined gondolas, glid-
ing softly upon the bosom of the fam-
ous Ventlan canals, drifting lazily be-
neath bridges, rich in stories of love
and intrigue, there is only one topic
of conversation, the beautiful Countess
Tarnowski, and her career of scan-
dal, intrigue and crime. She it is who
is on trial for the murder of her hus-
band in August, 1907.

Each morning a closely sheltered
gondola leaves Guidecca prison for
the assize court. In it the countess
is carried to her trial, carefully guard-
ed by hundreds of carbineers, artillery-
men, police and firemen, Guarded,
not to prevent her escape, but to pre-
vent the enraged women of Venice
from. tearing her to pieces. The pic-
turesque . carbineers, with their bril-
liant uniforms, long cloaks and cocked
hats, who escort the prisoner every-
where, standing with guns ready to
repel any attack, give the trial the ap-
pearance of. a military court-martial,
instead of the sordid, scandalous mur-
der case it is.

Crowds Line Route,

Crowds assemble in gondolas on the
Grand Canal and wait for hours for a
glimpse of thig frail, clinging beauty,
whom the late (Caesar Lombroso, the
great criminologist, declared to be
the most remarkable criminal of mod-
ern times. When the police gondola
appears, the crouching, frightened wo-
man is greeted with hisses, cries of
abuse, and is often pelted with refuse
from the markets nearby.

For her sake he abandoned every-
thing, family, friends and practice.
Through Europe he followed the ad-
venturess, throwing aside both wealth
and honor, Other men were brought
to her dainty feet by the spell of irre-
sistible fascination.

One of these was the Count Kamaro-
vsky, who first as her lover and later,

as her husband, fairly worshipped her.
That she might not after his
death he insured his life for $100,000
in her favor. That insurance applica-
tion was his death warrant. She con-
spired with her lovers to bring about
his death.

She chose one lover, Dr. Naumoff, as
the slayer, promising him all that a
woman can give-—~herself —-as his re-
ward.

Excavating this mound, he unearth-
ed two large and well moulded (erra
cotta images of Buddha. The decora
ted wall in which they were set meas
ured. fifty feet, and proved to be one
side of a square pediment or base of
a stupa, and in the centre of the stupa
a well was found about twenty-five
feet deep and ten feet in diameter,
Beneath a brick slab therein was hmnd]
a chamber fifteen inches square by |
one foot deep, containing a rough stone
coffer in two pieces and two little
earthen pots choked with sand,

Within the heavy stone casket was
bottle about three
inches high, half encased in silver
and thick with verdigris, Within the
bottle was an even smaller silver cas
ket wrapped in gold leaf and embedd-
ed in dust of a peculiar brown color,
It was only a bare inch and a half in
length, but within lay yet another
eylinder of gold.

A little gold cup lifted out was
found to contain only a few specks
of dust and a fragment of elear stone.
The dark brown dust proved under
the microscope to be burnt human!
ash, and it is conjectured that this is|
the real relic——that as there was too
much to place in the gold eylinder it
was packed around it,

Mr. Cousens attributes the date of
the stupa tentatively to the fourth
century A. D. Hieum Tsang, the great
Chinese traveller who visited India
when Buddhism was flourishing in the
north, records that after the crema-
tion of Gautama the ashes were di-
vided into nine portions and distribnut-
ed among sects of disciples in various
parts of India.

Success.  On the whole Mr. Borden and the men about
him have escaped disparagement rather better than
others who have not been winners. During the time
that the Liberal party was in opposition it got clear of
Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. Blake as leaders, underwent a
period of syndicate leadership, and had reached a stage
In which Sir Wilfrid Laurier was described as a brilliant
failure. A famous letter of Mr. Charlton, declared that
there was no hope for Liberals as long as they were
directed by a French Canadian like Laurier, and machine
politiclans like Edgar.

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ment been sustalned in 1896, there would have been an
immediate change of opposition leadership. Since the
overthrow of the Ross government In Ontario in 1905,
the opposition has had three leaders, and it is now talk-
ing of another change. Before 1905 it was becoming
the habit of many Ontario Conservatives to say that
their party could never win under Whitney.

We do not know of any opposition which has stood
together so well and supported its leader so loyally
as the Conservative party in the House of Commons.
It may also be said that no opposition leader of either
party has acted more wisely, worked harder, and dis
played sounder judgment than Mr. Borden.

THE LAYMEN'S MOVEMENT.

The Taymen's Missionary conference now taking
Place in'this city, is separated by a long interval from
the missionary meeting of old times. This does not
ludicate that the movement has ceased to be religious.
It does mean that business men are taking up the prob-
lem of evangelizing the world as an enterprise to which
business principles as well as spiritual enthusiasm may
be applied, Outside the question of offering the faith
of the Gospel to the individual people of the world,
there is involved in the movement solemn national and
international issues, and grave social questions of the
future, Some of the people who have been classed
4s heathen, the word implying not only false beliefs
but intellectual and education inferiority, ars coming
forward as great forces in the world, proving themselves
to be the equal of Europeans in those departments of
activity which have been regarded. as a test of
civilization and enlightenment. These Asiatics are
coming into the family of nations, We must sit down
with them in future, and it is a matter of considerable
importance to us, as to them, what sort of ideas they
shall bring to the coming community.

Then there is the practical business question grow-
ing out of the generally acecpted idea that the Gospel
must sometime be preached to all the people in the
world. Accepting this doctrine, the question comes
whether the work shall be done in the next twenty-five
years, according to the programme now presented, or
in the next one hundred or five hundred years, accord-
ing to the recent rate of progress. Perhaps a move-
ment that does not keep up to the increase of popula-
tion in the countries whose evangelization is sought
cannot properly be described as an advance, As a mere
matter of business, an undertaking of this kind if a&
tempted with a real intention to complete it, would be
conducted with the greatest economy of men and maney
if it were prosecuted so vigorously as to overcome the
inertia and bring within the compass of an effective
human life the time of ¢overing the whole territory.

AN ALLEGED ORIENTAL HOAX.

What Dr. Fred. Cook is to polar exploration, Pro-
fessor H. V. Hillprecht of the University of Pennsylvania
is to Babylonian archeology, Professor Barton of Bryn
Mawr, Professor Haupt of Johns Hopkins, and Professor
A. T. Clay of Yale being the judges. The Pennsylvania
professor of Oriental languages two weeks a4go made
public his discovery of a tablet of clay with an inscrip-
tion containing a record of the flood, This Babylonian
document was represented by the discoverer to be
nearly as old as the supposed date of the deluge. Dr.
Hilprecht gave a translation, filling in with conjectural
readings the portions that were effaced. His rendering
made the story confirmatory of the Scripture account
of the deluge. The whole story was given by the
discoverer at the meeting of a ladies’ soclety called
the Acorn Club, Facsimiles of the inscription were
printed in the newspapers with the translation.

Two weeks have passed, and now comes the other
side. Dr. Barton made his speech at a- meeting of
the American Oriental society at Baitimore. He finds
these faults with Dr. Hilprecht and his statement:—
Instead of waiting for a meeting of the Oriental
society, Dr. Hilprecht made his statement to a feminine
audience,

The tablet is several centuries newer than Dr.
Hilprecht represented. This any Oriental scholar
could tell at a glance by the dialect.

The inscription has no scientific value in relation
to the flood, owing to his late date,

Dr. Hilprecht’s translation is full of mistakes, and
is hardly worthy of a first-year student in Hebrew,
The conjectural readings are mere guesses, with
only one chance in a hundred of correctness.

The whole thing is therefore an archeological fraud,
exploited for sensational purposes.

In this case the critics have all the data. Profes-
sor Hilprecht showed his good faith by photographing
his tablet and giving every Orientalist the same chance
to deal with it as he himself had. His scholarship may
be attacked, but he does not need to 80 to Santiago.

SHORT WORK.

A DOCK AT ST. JOHN.

The possibility of a dry dock of the four million
dollar class at St, John is captivating. Yet if we con-
sider tHé situation, and the governing circumstances,
this place would appear to be the first choice. The
Canadian Pacific Railway, as the greatest Canadian
transportation agency by land and water, would natur-
ally favor a winter port reached by its own rails. The
Grand Trunk and Grand Trunk Pacific, which will
probably have their own fleet, may use American har-
bors for a large part of their business, but must find a
Canadian point for any subsidized dock in which they
take an interest. -They might consider either Halifax
or St. John acceptable, but this port would offer the
balance of convenience, Should the Allan Company
be concerned in the enterprise, it would remember
that the:larger part of the freight traffic in winter is
and will be handled at this port.

The Rev. G. A. Kuhring presided at
the afternoon meeting in St. John's
(stone) church, which was largely at-
tended by ministers. The speakers in-
cluded Mr. H. K. Caskey, on The Bi-
ble, the Missionary Book; Rev. F. W,
Anderson, on The Church as a Mis-
glonary Agency, and Bishop Richard-
gon on Christ, the Universal Savior.

Signs were not lacking, he said
that the men and the money needed
to evangelize the world were forth-
coming. At a convention in Rochester
4000 men from 750 colleges met as a
result of the students’ volunteer move-
ment and as many more were avail-
able for misslonary purposes. At a
laymen’s mluslonu buuquet in the

1800 men, wealth amounting to $1,
000,000 was represented. This was
quite sufficlent to send’ enough mis-
sionaries to reach all the heathen.

In Ja-
pan, a nation in the front rank had
opened arms to Christianity and clvil-
ization.In China the world’s acristocra-
¢y had faced about and now welcomed
wmifdeionaries and all educative influen-
ces, After bitter experience the
Chinese had learned to adopt Europe-
ah methods.

RUSH 7O SECURE. VOTES

207 Taxpayers Paid $6,505
Yesterday to Qualify for
Civic Elections --- One-third
of Electorate Disqualified.

There was & rush of tax payers to
the city chamberlain's office yester-
day. Two hundred and seven citizens
anxious to keep their names on the
voters’ list put in an appearance and
paid taxes to the tune of $6,505.36.
This establishes a record for tax pay-
ing in St. John. Ordinarily not more |
than 25 or 30 tax payers visit the
chamberlain’s office this time of year,
and the collections seldom amount to
more than $800 a day.

Nevertheless there are a large num-
ber of people who have not squared
their accounts with the city. The cham
berlain estimates that about one-third
of the voters will be disqualified
through wueir failure to pay taxes at
the proper time. About 40 per cent.
were disqualified on this account last

year.

The chamberlain states however,
that the tax collections this year are
better than for many years past, and
it is the hope of the authorities that
the city will be able to meet current
expenses without borrowing money
during the next twelve months.
