Paris, April 11.—Mme. UGueyran-
Dupre, former wife of Joseph Caillaux
{and her son Francoise Dupre testified
today at the inquiry before Magistrate
Boucard into the killing of M. Cal-
mette, editer of the Figaro, by Mme.
Caillaux, that M. Calmette never had
offered them directly or indirectly
money for documents relating to M.
Caillaux; Mme. Gueyran-Dupre said
she had never boen approached by
anyone with a view to arranging an
interview with M, Calmette. She also
affirmed that she had not communicat-
ed to M. Calmette the contents of let-
ters or documents of any kind, and
declared that she had been surprised
at the publication of the “Thy Joe" let-
ter, The witness said that at the time
of the publication of this letter she
had telephoned M. Caillaux and that
he had told her that he knew sie was
too loyal to have given it out.

M. Boucard had summoned ¢he Prin-
cess De Mesange-Estradere, former
society editor of the Figaro, to con-
front Mme. Gueydan-Dupre at the pro-
ceedings today but the princess was
cut of the city. The princess some
time ago testified that at tfe time of
the divorce of M. Caillaux and Mme.

The
anchor was dropped and at daylight
when the opportunity arrived the
aschooner’s captain got on shore and
tried to obtain the services of a tug
to tow his disabled schooner out of
the bay to a place of safety. a‘he seas
were too rough, however, for a tug to
go near the schooner and efforts will
perhaps be made today to tow lier out.

BREAKWATER
DAMAGED BY
HENY GALE

Structure on West Side
of Courtenay Bay Partly
Torn away by Seas on
Saturday Evening.

The winds and heavy sea of Satur-
{day evening caused considerable dam-
|age to the L. C. R. breakwater on the
| vest side of Courtenay Bay and near
the foot of Orange street. This break-
| water acts as protection to the I. C.
{ R. track running around the bay from
Barrack Point to the cotton factory,
,aud it was estimated yesterday by &
carpenter contractor that as it stands
now it will cost in the vicinity of two
thousand dollars to put the breakwa-
ter in the condition that it was be-
fore it was broken and torn away by
the heavy sea.

Previous tides during the fall and
winter have caused destruction to the
breakwater, A hole had been torn in
the side of it, and this gave the water
a chance to wash in and loosen the
above portions of the structure. The
strong high tide and gale of Saturday
evening completed the destruction. In
past years it hag been necessary to
repair this breakwater about every
year, but. the last time it was repaired
more care ‘Mﬁo try and .pre-
vent the annual expenditure, It will
be necessary now, hawever, to spend
considerable money in’'the reconstruc-
tion in order to give the protection
that was before afforded the track run-
ning around the bay.

The sea on Saturday evening wash-
ed right through the breakwater scat-
tering the heavy rock filling and the
heavy uprights and strong hardwood
timber were washed away. As it is
now the outer end of the breakwater,
a stretch of about gne half its length
is a mess of scattered stone, all the
upper woodwork having been carried
away and at high tide the sea washes
through the protection wall.

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J.S. Woodsworth, of Win-
nipeg, before Centenary
and Germain Street Bro-
therhoods.

The bers of the C: y and
Germain Street Brotherhoods united
in a meeting in the Germain street In-
stitute yesterday when J. 5. Woods-
worth of Winnipeg addressed them on
social service subjects, :

Mr. Woodsworth first took up the
matter of immigration and pointed out
that many foreigners were coming in-
to Canada. Only last year nearly half
a million wag added.to the population
by immigration. These péople formed
one of the greatest problems of the
country. The Christian people had to
deal with the problem, Some thought
that these were only forelgners and
that anything was good enough for
them. The Canadian people were re-
sponsible for the country and must do
something in the way of giving these
new citizens a wider range of life.
He spoke of the conditions in the
foreign districts in large cities and he
urged the need of better housing con-
ditions, Every workman should be
entitled to a house of his own and he
thought that many of the problems of
this eountry would be solved when
this was brought about. In St. John
there was a forelgn district and the
housing problem was quite acute here.
Church Work Extenslon.
He made a strong plea for the ex-
tension of church work along broad-
er lines, At present in many towns
and citieg there were no places of re-
creation for the young people outside
of the hotels and pool rooms and the
moving picture hquses. He advocated
picture shows in the school bulldings.
These pictures could be of the instruc-
tive kind and would help to teach the
people in general some of the methods
of improving the community.
Town planning was another feature
that would help to solve some of the
great housing problems. Our fore-
fathers built the towns in a haphazard
way and very little attention was giv.
en to recreation spaces. The speaker
had heard one banker say that these
swimming pools were not required
now. In his time the old mill pond
was good enough. This man had not
kept track of modern progress for he
evidently did not know that in the
modern towns and cities there were
uo mill ponds for swimming pools.
The high death rate among children
was also deplorable in Canada and
the speaker thought that the burial
service which said that “God in His
wisdom had seen fit to take the little
one to Himself” was not just right.
Many of the deaths among infants
were preventable. In many foreign sec-
tions it was necessary to flluatrate
the truths of cleanliness and moving
pictures were a great help.
In closing Mr, Woodsworth pointed
out that the people of the'churches
should take Christianity into their
every day life, Many men thought
that because they went to church on
Sunday that they could do anything
they liked in business but now we had
a broader view and Christianity was
as much in business as anywhere
else,

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

Sir John Schultz, one of the ablest
of the pioneers in the development
of Manitoba, died in Winnipeg elgh-
teen years ago today. A natlve of
Ontarlo, he adopted the profession
of medicine, and upon recelving his
dégree began practice in the frontler
village of Winnipeg, He also engag-
ed in the fur trade, and travelled
widely over the West, making many
important contributions to scientific
knowledge of the soll, climate, flora
and fauna of the country, When Riel
began hls first rebellion in 1869, Dr.
Schultz organized & body of half-arm-
ed tropps to oppose the half-breeds
After a gallant resistance, Dr. Schultz
and his men were forced to surrender
to the rebels and were imprisoned at
Fort Garry. The young physiclan was
sentenced to death, but although
wounded in the leg, he managed with
the ald of a smuggled file and through
the assistance of a sick wife, to escape
his captors, Later Dr. Schultz made
his way on snowshoes and on foot
over the long stretch of wliderness
to Duluth, Minn, and from there he
travelled by trailn to eastern (Canada,
where he aroused the people and pov-
ernment to the necessity of immediate

It is doubtless true
that the great advocate of equality
was a man of somewhat luxurious
habits, that he lived in a splendid
house that was almost a mansion, that
he was surrounded by servants and
slaves, that he ate the best food from
the finest china and silverware, that
he owned thoroughbred horses, cost-
ly furniture and many rare paintings

as the prime-mover of |penches and made no effort to Pre-igng statues. There can be no denial

of this. But simplicity and democracy
are gualities of the mind and heart,
and they can be held and practiced by
kings in their palaces as well as by
peasants in their huts.

When Jefferson was President he
was sternly opposed to any observance
of his birthday, and when a movement
having that end in view was inaugur-
ated by his friends, and he was asked
to divulge his birthday, he refused.
“Nothing could be more distasteful to
me than what you propose,” he de-
clared, and added, “and when you ad-
dress me I shall be obliged if you will
omit the ‘mister.’”

There has been some confusion in
regard to the birthday of Jefferson.
When he was born in 1743 the Julian
calendar was still in vogue in England
and her colonies, and Jefferson was
born on the second day of April, ac-
cording to the old style. When the
new style or Gregorian calendar was
adopted in 1752, Jefferson’s birth an-
niversary was advanced to the 13th of
April, and that day has come to be
generally observed.
between the old and new style in-
creases by a day at the beginning of
each century, and {is now thirteen
days, April 15th is now the date cor-
responding to April 2nd of the Julian
calendar.

Hon. John E. Wilson says|
Royal Commission will
ProbablyDeal with Matter
—Supreme Court Judges.

(St. John Globe, Saturday.)
Hon. John E. Wilson, who is home
from Fredericton for the Haster vaca-
tion, was asked today if he had any-
thing to say with reference to the
Valley Rallway and other charges
made against the government. In re-
ply Hon. Mr. Wilson gaid it was the
desire of the government and of every
member of the government party that
there should be a thorough and com-
plete investigation, free from all par-
tisan biag, so that the whoR country
will be satisfied as to its falrness. To
that end he favored, and he believed
most of the members favored, an in-
vestigation before a R yval Commis-
sion of two judges of the Supreme
Court, rather than by a committee of

the legislature. It must be remember-
ed, Hon. Mr. Wilson said, that there
are only two opposition members in

the legislature. One of these is Mr.
Dugal, who has preferred the charges,

and therefore cannot be on any com-
mittee of investigation Therefore any
committee could have only one oppo-
gition man on it and there would al-
ways be opportunity for complaint of

unfairness, no matter how impartial
the committee might try to be. No
such complaint could be made of an
investigation before two judges, and
he believed the country would regard

such an investigation as the most de-
sirable.

Speaking of the charges themselves,
Hon. Mr. Wilson said he had never

found reason to doubt the honor or
honesty of Hon. Mr. Flemming and he
felt satisfled the most searching inves-
tigation would leave his honor un-
stained, but whatever the result and
whoever suffered, it was the desire of
the govermment and of the party that
opportunity be glven for a thorough
investigation. Then if there 1s shown
to have been fraud or wrong-doing the
party will face the new si uation and
grapple with it in such a way as will
leave no doubt in the minds of the
people that their intentions are honor-
able,
Speaking of the Valley Railway leg-
{slation, Hon. Mr, Wilson said it must
be borne in mind that the bill now
before the house is only making pro-
vision for the completion of the reoad,
and that it is necessary to mage 8o
that the summer may not be lost. The
measure provides machinery for con-
tinuing the present contract, for glving
the work to new contractors or for the
government carrying it on. There
was no desire, Mr. Wilson said, to
force matters in the face of the im-
vestigation, but it was necessary to
have the authority now sought so that
the whole summer would not be wast-
ed. The public could rest confident
that while the authority for action is
gecured, nothing will be done to prej-
udice the public interests.

The shock came just
at a time when the market was be-
ginning to take a little courage over
the prospects for a reawakening of
trade more particularly in the de-
yressed west. In all probability the
recovery would be slow, as there are
no pronounced developments in the
present situation beyond moderate op-
timism. One of the chief incidents
for the week, next to the break in C,
P. R, was a raid on Power which fore-
ed the price down four one-half points,
of which it recovered nearly three.

Richelieu's new low at ninety-nine
was also a feature.

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National Transcontinental
Deal a Fearful Legacy
to Canada.

MINISTER OF MARINE
IN ROUSING ADDRESS

Hon. John E. Wilson tells
of Hon. Mr. Hazen's Good
Work for St. John -- The
Valley Railway.

Hon. J. D. Hazen and Hon. John E,
Wilson delivered addresses before the
meeting of the St. John Conservative
Club on Saturday evening. The meet-
ing being the closing one of the series
of Saturday cvening gatherings held
during the winter, it was not expected
that there would be speeches, but
when Hon. Mr. Hazen came in, in re-
sponse to an invitation from the offi-
cers of the club to pay an informal
visit to their rooms the members had
gathered in force, and he was given
a rousing reception and called upon
to make an address.

In opening his remarks Hon. Mr.
Hazen expressed his pleasure at be-
ing present at the gathering, regret-
ted that he had not had more frequent
opportunity of mingling among his St.
John friends since being sent to the
Federal cabinet, and hoped that dur-
ing the coming summer he would be
able to spend more time at home. He
then went on to give an interesting
resume of the work of the session, the
legislation adopted, outlining the poli-
cy of the government and the atti-
tude of the opposition,

Grits on Defensive

Insiead of beipg able to uphold the
traditional critifal attitude of an oppo-
sition the Libéerals this session had
been kept in the unigque position of
beng always on the defensive, said
the minigter, Confronted with the
record of Liberal mismanagement in
connection with the Transcontinental,
the opposition had had the heart taken
out of them and were very sore over
and heartily sick of the whole sub-
ject.

Continuing, the minister spoke' of
the striking contrast between the
promises made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and Mr. Fielding in regard to the
building of the Transcontinental and
the actual results. Sir Wilfrid had
estimated that the whole charge upon
the country would only be $13,000,000,
while Mr. Fielding had declared that
the cost would not exceed $60,000,000,
but when the affairs of the Transcon-
tinental were straightened out the ul-
timate cost would be $250,000,000.

Liberal, Legacies .

Mr. Hazen said the most difficult
problems that the government had
had to contend with this session were
legacies from-the Liberal administra-
tion, and the most important and
troublesome of these legacies were
the Transcontinental and the Cana-
dlan Northern problems. The gov-
ernment had tackled these matiers
with vigor, and was trying to settle
them in the best manner possible in
the circumstances.

The minister also discussed some
of the more important features of the
legislative activities of the session, in:
cluding the tariff changes and the pur-
poses they were intended to subserve.
In conclugion, he said that the Con-
gervative party in St. John was united
and strong, and declared he would
continue to do everything in his pow-
er for the city and province.

to Desert Ship when Towing Hawser Broke—Tug

Schooner Conrad §: Forced

Wasson Lost Charge in Gale—Schooner on Black

Point.

There Was a narrow escape from
loss of life in the Bay Saturday night
when the captain and crew of the
three-masted schooner Conrad S. were
obliged to abandon their vessel and
take to the small boat and make their
way through a high sea into port.
Those on the vessel were Captain J.
M. Hagan, and the crew James Goo-
ing of the West Indles; John Johnson,
West Indies; John Willibaldt, Russia;

Paul Christina, Denmark, and Peter|.

Welr of Prince Edward Island.

The Conrad 8. was loaded with hard
pine consigned to Joseph A. Likely
of St. John and was bound to this
port from Jacksonville, Fla. On
Thursday night Captain Hagan got
his. vessel into trouble, owing, it is
stated, to the change of lights on Seal
Island and Grand Manan, when the
schooner went ashore on Cannon’s
Ledges at Three Islands, near Grand
Manan. = The vessel's bottom was
badly damaged and she lost her rud-
der while pounding on the rocks.
Word was sent to St, John and the
tug Wasson, Captain Morrell, was
sent to her assistance. On Friday the
tug managed to pull the vessel off the
ledges. The schooner was full of
water having about twelve feet in her
hold. The tug towed her to Eastport
on Friday.

Captain Hagan was accompanied on
the Voyage up from Jaoksonville by
his wife and at Eastport Mrs. Hagan
went on .board the tug which was
more comfortable,

Caught by Gale.

Saturday morning the Wasson left
with the schooner in tow for St. John.
Everything went along well until Sat-
urday night when the wind blew up
strong from the south southwest and
@8 it increased the sea became very
bad. The strain on the hawser, which
was used for towing the vessel, be-
came stronger every hour, as both the
tug and the vessel pitched badly. The
tug and her tow had reached Niger
Head, which is five or six miles down
the coast, when all of a sudden the
schooner gave an extra pitch in the
sea and the strain caused the heavy
hawger to part. Owing to the high sea
it was impossible for the tug to get
near to the schooner again and Capt.
Morrell had nothing left to do but
abandon the Conrad 8. and make for
port as best he could.

Fireman Hurt.

When the tug broke clear of the
schooner she tossed about in the sea
in a terrible manner and the crew on
board found it hard vo hold their foot-
ing. Joseph Theipedeau, a fireman on
the tug, lost his footing and was
thrown against the crank wheel in the
engine room with the result that one
of his arms wag very badly lacerated.
When the tug arrived in port it was
thought that the man's arm had been
broken. It was bandaged up as well
a8 possible on board the tug and he
was sent to the General Public Hos-
pital for treatment. There it was
found that his arm had been torn very
badly and will necessitate his remain-
ing in the hospital for some time.

Take to Life Boat,

‘When Captain Hagan and his crew
on the abandoned schooner saw the
hawser part they knew that they
were helpless on a rudderless craft
which was full of water and unman-
agable. Captain Hagan wished to
gtick by the vessel but his crew had
apparently had enough of being
wrecked and they made for the ves-
sel’s lifeboat and the captain went
with them.

The captain and crew were unable
to save any clothes other in which they
stood. They flnally managed to get
{n the boat, but not before John John-
son, the cook, who is sixty years of
age, was washed overboard and only
gaved himself by catching hold of the
gunwale of the boat.
on board by his fellow saildrs,

The helpless schooner was left to
the mercy of the wind and sea and
the life boat being supplied with gas-

He was pulled'

and by the most careful handling Cap-
tain Hagan managed to navigate the
small craft through the high seas,
through the west channel, up the
harbor and all Ianded safely in the
Market Slip. ’ ;

Hours in Open Boat.

It was shortly after eleven o'clock
when the hawser parted and the cap-
tain and crew abandoned the vessel,
and 1t was shortly after midnight
en the crew arrived in the Market
Slip. Captain Hagan with his wife
went to the Dufferin’ Hotel, while the
rest of the crew were given a night's
lodging In the cells in the central po-
lice station, The men were all wet
and tired out after their trying expern
fence, and the officers on duty at the
central station built a hot fire in the
station stove to enable the men to dry
their clothing.

After the crew had left the vessel
the gale of wind and tide took charge
of the manless craft and she rapidly
forged ahead. She managed to
weather Partridge Island and finally
drove ashore mear Black Point where
some years ago the steamship Bel-
gravia was wrecked. At daylight yes-
terday the white painted hull of the
schooner could be seen grounded on
an even keel, with all masts standing
upright and with her bow pointing
out to the south. As every sea would
strike the vessel it would break on her
deckload.

Tugs Unable to Move Her

‘At high tide yesterday morning
the tugs Lord Kitchner, Alice R. Was-
son and Neptune were engaged and
went to the scene of the wreck, but
they found that they could not budge
the vessel, so firmly was she aground
on the rocks and had to give up the
attempt. , The vessel had been driven
on the rocks solidly at high water.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Likely, the
owner of the lumber, with A. W.
Adams, M. B. Edwards, J. Willard
Smith, and Captain Hagan of the
wrecked schooner met in the pilot
rooms at Reid's Point and talked over
the situation. It was decided that the
only chance of getting the vessel off
the rocks was to lighter the deckload
of lumber. Arrangements will be made
with a crew of men and perhaps with
a hoisting scow and the attempt to
lighter the lumber may be commenc-
ed this morning. Being thus lightened
it is expected that the tugs will be
able to_pull the vessel afloat and tow
her into port. Both the vessel and the
cargo are insured. .

Fear for Vessel.

The Conrad S, however, is lying
in a very much exjposed position, as
she receives the full force of the
heavy seas from the Bay of Fundy. It
is thought that her bottom has al-
ready been pretty well pounded out,
and some shipping men were afraid
that last night’s storm would send in
such a heavy sea on the Black Point
shore that there would be a chance
of the vessel being broken up, and
they were only awaitng for daylight
this morning to ascertain just how
much more damage has been done to
her.

The Conrad 8, i owned by Messrs.
Cochrane and Soley of Port Greville,
N. S. She is a vessel of 299 tons, and
was built at Port Greville in 1908 by
the Fox River Lumber Company and
her haiiing port is Parrsboro. She was
a fine vessel, a good carrier and sail-
er. Her commander, Captain Hagan,
is spoken of by seafaring men as a
first class navigator. One man yester-
day remarked that if it had not been
for his not having the knowledge of
the change of lights, that he would
have not been so unfortunate to have
run his vessel ashore on the ledges
last Thursday.

The sailors, who found a night's
lodging at the police station left there
yesterday morning and were sent to
a sailors’ boarding house to be cared
for until such time that they can be
paid off and sent home.
