Now York. April 12—A shift In the 
wind early this morning drove the 
rain clouds away and gave Now York 
one of the fairest Easter Sundays it 
has had in years.

Paris, April 11.—Mme. Oueyran-

Gueyran-Dupre said 
she had never been approached by 
anyone with a view to arranging an 
interview with M. Calmette* She also 
affirmed that she had not communicat­
ed to M. Calmette the contents of let­
ters or documents of any kind, and 
declared that she had been surprised 
at the publication of the “Thy Joe” let­
ter. The witness said that at the time 
of the publication of this letter she 
had telephoned M. Caillaux and that 
he had told lier that he knew she was 
too loyal to have given it out.

M. Boucard had summoned the Prin­
cess De Mesange-Estradere, former 
society editor of the Figaro, to con­
front Mme. Gueydan-Dupre at the pro­
ceedings today but the princess was 
P,ut of the city. The princess some 
time ago testified that at tne time of 
the divorce of M. Caillaux an» Mme.

He made a strong plea for the ex­

tension of church work along broad 
er lines. At present in many towns 
and cities there were no places of re­
creation for the young people outside 
of the hotels and pool rooms and the 
moving picture hqusee. He advocated 
picture shows in the school buildings. 
These pictures could be of the instruc­
tive kind and would help to teach the 
people in general some of the methods 
of Improving the community.

Town planning was another feature 
that would help to solve some of the 
great housing problems. Our fore­
fathers built the towns in a haphazard 
way and very little attention was giv­
en to recreation spaces. The speaker 
had heard one banker say that these 
swimming pools were not required 
now. In his time the old mill pond 
was good enough. This man had not 
kept track of modern progress for he 
evidently did not know that in the 
modern towns and cities there were 
no mill ponds for swimming pools.

The high death rate among children 
was also deplorable In Canada and 
the speaker thought that the burial 
service which said that "God In His 
wisdom had seen fit to take the little 
one to Himself” was not just right 
Many of the deaths among infants 
w ere preventable. In many foreign sec­
tions it was necessary to illustrate 
the truths of cleanliness and moving 
pictures were a great help.

In closing Mr. Woodsworth 
out that the people of the churches 
should take Christianity into their 
every day life. Many men thought

The w inds and heavy sea of Satur­

day evening caused considerable dam­
age to the I. C. R. breakwater on the 
<\est side of Courtenay Bay and near 
the foot of Orange street. This break­
water acts as protection to the I. C. 
R. track running around the bay from 
Barrack Point to the cotton factory, 
and It was estimated yesterday by a 
carpenter contractor that as It stands 
now it will cost in the vicinity of two 
thousand dollars to put the breakwa­
ter In the condition that it was be­
fore it was broken and torn away by 
the heavy sea.

Previous tides during the fall and 
winter have caused destruction to the 
breakwater. A hole had been torn in 
the side of it, and this gave the water 
a chance to wash in and loosen the 
above portions of the structure. The 
strong high tide and gale of Saturday 
evening completed the destruction. In 
past years H has been necessary to 
repair this breakwater about every 
year, byt the 
more care was^UM 
vent the annual e 
be necessary now. however, to spend 
considerable money In the reconstruc­
tion In order to give the protection 
that was before afforded the track run­
ning around the bay.

The sea on Saturday evening wash­
ed right through the breakwater scat­
tering the heavy rock filling and the 
heavy uprights and strong hardwood 
timber were washed away. As it is 
now the outer end of the breakwater, 
a stretch of about one half ita length 
is a mess of scattered stone, all the 
upper woodwork having been carried 
away and at high tide the sea washes 
through the protection wall.

Sir John Schultz, one of the ablest 
of the pioneers In th,e development 
of Manitoba, died In Winnipeg eigh­
teen years ago today. A native of 
Ontario, he adopted the profession 
of medicine, and upon receiving his 
dégree began practice In the frontier 
village of Winnipeg. He also engag­
ed in the fur trade, and travelled 
widely over the West, making many 
important contributions to scientific 
knowledge of the soil, climate, flora 
and fauna of the country. When Riel 
began his first rebellion In 1869, Dr. 
Schultz organised a body of half-arm­
ed tropps to oppose the half-breeds 
After à gallant resistance, Dr. Schultz 
and his men were forced to surrender 
to the rebels and were Imprisoned at 
Fort Carry. The young physician was 
sentenced to death, but although 
wounded In the leg. he managed with 
the aid of a smuggled file and through 
the assistance of a sick wife, to escape 
his captors. Later Dr. Schultz made 
his way on snowshoes and on foot 
over the long stretch of wilderness 
to Duluth. Minn., and from there he 
travelled by train to eastern Canada, 
where he aroused the people and gov­
ernment to the necessity of Immediate 
action In suppressing the Insurrection. 
The story of Schultz’s narrow escape 
from death at the hands of the rebels 
and his long tramp across the soli­
tude with starvation as his compan­
ion, Is one of the most thrilling In

To 
that end he favored, and he believed 
most of the members favored, an in­
vestigation before a Royal Commis­
sion of two judges of the Supreme 
Court, rather than by a committee of 
the legislature. It must he remember­
ed, Hon. Mr. Wilson said, that there 
are only two opposition members in 
the legislature. One of these is Mr. 
Dugal, who has preferred the charges, 
and therefore cannot be on any com­
mittee of investigation. Therefore any 
committee could have only one oppo­
sition man on It and there would al­
ways be opportunity for complaint of 
unfairness, no matter how impartial 
the committee might try to be. No 
such complaint could be made of an 
investigation "before two judges, and 
he believed the country would regard 
such an Investigation as the most de­
sirable.

Speaking of the charges themselves. 
Hon. Mr. Wilson said he had never 
found reason to doubt the honor or 
honestv of Hon. Mr. Flemming and he 
felt satisfied the most searching inves­
tigation would leave his honor un­
stained, but. whatever the result and 
whoever suffered, It was the desire of 
the government and of the party that 
opportunity be given for a thorough 
investigation. Then if there is shown 
to have been fraud or wrong-doing the 
party will face the new situation and 
grapple with it in such a way as will 
leave no doubt in the mi mis of the 
people that their intentions are honor-
abSpeaking of the Valley Railway leg­

Among these are 
forty high pedigreed sliver blacks, 
which are among the best specimens 
of foxes in the world.

•Woodrow Wilson1’ and "Black 
Pilot," male silver blacks of high de­
gree are possessed of the bluest blood 
of any foxes in captivity. They are 
at present at Renforth. They, as well 
as the greater number of thé silver 
black foxes at Renforth, were bred In 
the far northwest and their forebears, 
hundreds of years ago, were known to 
the old Russians, who Inhabited Alas­
ka before that territory was taken 
over by the United States, and who 
sought in the wilds for the best in 
furs to adorn and protect the members 
of the Russian royal family.

The foxes of which the silver blacks 
of the Fund 
direct desce 
the islands of Western Alaska which 
formerly belonged to Russia and was 
kept especially protected in order to 
produce black fox and other pelts for 
the exclusive use of the Russian royal 
family.

Before the foxes were placed on the 
Alaskan Island the emissaries of the 
Russian Ozar scoured the haunts of 
the silver black foxes and selected 
only the animals that were nearest 
perfection for the breeding station and 
It can be easily seen that the foxes 
today on the island are the best that 
can be secured.

The Russians have always been 
noted for their good taste in matters 
concerning furs and they have always 
been considered experts In these mat­
ters.

The silver black foxes on the Island 
which the Fundy Fox Co., Ltd., now 
controls were specially guarded by the 
Russians and the underbrush that 
might Injure the furs or pehs was 
carefully removed and every protec­
tion given to make the furs perfect.

The company also has a ranch at 
White Horse, Yukon Territory, and 
foxes from the original Russian strain 
are being reared there.

tain Hagan managed to navigate the 
small craft through the high seas, 
through the west channel, up the 
harbor and all landed safely In the 
Market Slip.

There was a narrow escape from 
loss of life In the Bay Saturday night 
when the captain and crew of the 
three-masted schooner Conrad S. were 
obliged to abandon their vessel and 
take to the email boat and make their 
way through a high sea into port. 
Those on the vessel were Captain J. 
M. Hagan, and the crew James Goo- 
Ing of the West Indies; John Johnson, 
West Indies; John Wllltbaldt, Russia; 
Paul Christina, Denmark, and Peter 
Weir of Prince Edward Island.

The Conrad S. was loaded with hard 
pine consigned to Joseph A. Likely 
of St. John and was bound to tills 
port from Jacksonville, Fla 
Thursday night Captain Hagan got 
his vessel Into trouble, owing, It Is 
stated, to the change of lights on Seal 
Island and Grand Manan, when the 
schooner went ashore on Cannon’s 
lodges at Three Islands, near Grand 
Manan. The vessel’s bottom was 
badly damaged and she lost her rud­
der while pounding on the rocks. 
Word was sent to St John and the 
tug Wasson, Captain Morrell, was 
sent to her assistance. On Friday the 
tug managed to pull the vessel off the 
ledges. The schooner was full of 
water having about twelve feet In her 
hold. The tug towed her to Eastport 
on Friday.

Cqptain Hagan was accompanied on 
the Voyage up from Jacksonville by 
his wife and at Eastport Mrs. Hagan 
went on board the tug which was 
more comfortable.

Hours In Open Boat
It was shortly after eleven o’clock 

when the hawser parted and the cap­
tain and crew " abandoned the vessel, 
and It was shortly after midnight 
when the crew arrived in the Market 
Blip. Captain Hagan with hie wife 
went to the Dufferln Hotel, while the 
rest of the crew were given a night’s 
lodging in the cells In the central po­
lice station. The men were all wet 
and tired out after their trying exper. 
lence, and the officers on duty at the 
central station built a hot fire In the 
station stove to enable the men to dry 
their clothing.

After the crew had left the vessel 
the gale of wind and tide took charge 
of the manless craft and she rapidly 
forged ahead. She managed to 
weather Partridge Island and finally 
drove ashore near Black Point where 
some years ago the steamship Bel­
gravia was wrecked. At daylight yes­
terday the white painted hull of the 
schooner could be seen grounded on 
an even keel, with all masts standing 
upright and with her bow pointing 
out to the south. As every sea would 
strike the vessel It would break on her 
deckloàd.

Tugs Unable to Move Her
At high tide yesterday morning 

the tugs Lord Kttchner, Alice R. Was­
son and Neptune were engaged and 
went to the scene of the wreck, but 
they found that they could not budge 
the vessel, so firmly was she aground 
on the rocks and had to give up the 
attempt.. The vessel had been driven 
on the rocks solidly at high water.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Likely, the 
owner of the lumber, with A. W. 
Adams, M. B. Edwards, J. Willard 
Smith, and Captain Hagan of the 
wrecked schooner met in the pilot 
rooms at Reid’s Point and talked over 
the situation. It was decided that the 
only chance of getting the vessel off 
the rocks was to lighter the deckload 
of lumber.
