Last Night's Meeting.

Rev. F. S, Porter, pastor of Ger
main street Baptist church, was the
first speaker of the evening. He said:
“The reason why I am not wearing the
King’s khakl is because my applica-
tion for service has not yet been ac-
cepted by the government and noth-
ifhig will give me greater pleasure than
to hear that I have received my ap-
pointment, My heart’'s desire is to be
with the boys, my boys, thirty of them
from my own church, at the froat.
They write to me an

ter recently received. ‘I plty the man
or boy at home, especially if he has
not a good reason for staying at home.
This is the life and even though want-
ed I would not return home, We are
having too good a time, and I have
that feeling, so hard to describe, a
clear conscience.” s
Continuing Mr. Porter said: “Sir
Frederick Taylor, who has one boy
at the front, stated at the University
of New Brunswick closing, ‘this is the
most serious business we have ever
undertaken.’ It is said that there are
180,000 children born in Canada every
year and 34,000 of these die béfore
reaching their first birthday, 8,000 oth-
ers are victims of tuberculosis, 3,000
are victims of typhoid fever and 3,000
fill drunkards’ graves, 14,000 prevent-
able deaths are going on in our midst
every year and yet if we send our
young men to the-front we look upon
their death as a horrible calamity.
“As an issue for the evening I wish
to clear up one or two difficulties
which I am sure have been occupying
the minds of our young men. I say,
the men of this city are doing more
thinking than we credit them with.
Deep. down in their hearts they are
struggling with themselves on a point
or two, because they have as yet not
been toucheq in this recrmiting cam-
paign. Men are asking, what consti-
tutes a military call? I'admire them
for asking it and in my judgment it

" | consists of two elements, first, the ex-

istence of the need, second, your abili-
ty and liberty to meet that need. Those
are rockbound features in connection
with this crisis. That constitutes the
call. ‘T ask you, does there exist a
need in connection with this imperial
crisis? I say, a most appalling need,
the need is great, terrific and cannot
be exaggerated. Are you physically
fit? Are you umincumbered or can you
make provision for your family so as
to get away? If so, do not delay, the
need is great and abdve all you are
needed. In these facts we find all the
inducements why a man should offer
his services to the greatest cause in
our national existence.

“Other men are saying whether they
should take the life of their brother.
Men say the war is different from
everyday life, men are taking the
lives of others in a wholesale way. Is
it legitimate? In the first place, I
would point out the difference be-
tween public and private injury. Man
should receive a private injury without
retaliation but when it comes to public
crimes and injuries ‘we have a differ-
ent status. Germany is guilty of the
desecration of the greatest thing that
God made, human life. The ravaging
and outraging of women and the butch.
ery of the Belgium peasants are the
greatest crimes since the crucifixion.
I say, young men who can, think of the
Lusitania, the Arabjc and the subma-
rine policy of Tripitz without desiring
revenge for the wrong. Think of the
devastation of France. and Poland,
weeplug and bieeding tonight. That
man ‘who does not realize what has
been dm ! say he las something to
learn about righteous indignation.

The latter town, which the
Russians once before evacuated,
again has been left to an army which
will attempt only to delay the Ger-
man advance,

the civil population left long ago.
Probably a more determined effort will
be made to hold Dvinsk which, situat.
ed as it is on the broad and fast flow-
ing river Dvina, can offer a stronger
resistance.

Then there had come the
retreat of the Russians, and while the
Russians were re-arming and recover-
ing their strength a new and unmis-
takeable burden had fallen upon Great
Britain. The situation was a very
serious one, but the Allies had it in
their power to carry the war to a suc-
cessful conclusion, and they could do
it, the Chancellor said, if they utilized
their whole strength and the national
capacity.

After all, Mr. Churchill continued,
the Allies did not seek the struggle
and if they did their duty they would
have done all they could. If at the
end, the speaker concluded, the liber-
ties of Great Britain and of Europe
were still intact and inviolate, those
who afterwards looked back upon
“this unhappy but not inglorious” gen-
eration would be able to say, “we did
not fail under the test, and have pre-
served the liberties of the world.”

It is not the purpose of the Russian
wtaff, however, to defend Vilna at all
ycosts, but “only so long as the presence
yof an army there does not inspire
‘\alarm.”

The Russian forces at that point do
imot appear to be in immediate danger,
ngiwithstanding the fact that the Ger.
in operations flanking Vilna have
¥ n carrieq forward further and that
+German cavalry is driving for the
railway between Molodechno and Po-
lotsk.

LI PASSING
THROUGH CORNER

&g‘itish soldier describes
‘innning ga'imtlet of Ger-
man shell fire while pass-
ing threugh Ypres with
“transport Wagons.

Following is part of an interesting
letter written by an English soldier in
the press section of Belgium to a Bos-
ton relative:

As it will be some time before you
get this I am not committing any
breach of faith in mentioning names
of places, but the next move was
made to Lonnebake, which you may
possible know was the extremity of
the Ypres salient.

At this time we stayed in Ypres
while out of the trenches, and I re-
mained there with such stores as I
had and the whole of the regimental
transport until the powers that be de-
cided that the place was untenable.

pres was simply chock full of spies,

t the peaceful inhabitants that re-
mained had become so accustomed to
shells falling in the town that they
apparently decided to remain and
trust to luck.

However, one day the shells started
coming over thick and fast, and I
sshall always remember the look of
terror on the faces of women and chil-
dren and elderly men as they ran for
their lives. I happened to be waiting
at an engineer store with wagons be-
4ng loaded with trench stores (barbed
wire, sandbags, etc.) when among oth-
ers a woman and a old man came
along crying with fear and endeavor-
ed without success to get into the cel-
lar of the building I was at.

Thinking it was their own house, I
broke open the door to let them get
in, only to find it was a store the R.
vE. were using for explosives, so I im-
mediately hustled them off to another
place of comparative safety.

Shortly after that we had to move
our stores and transport to a place
some miles back called Poperinghe,
and from there I had to make a jour-
ney nightly to Lonnebeke, about 12
miles from Poperinghe.

Like Work of Earthquake

One of the exits from the town
(the Menin Bridge) was usually shell-
ed almost incessantly from dusk sill
after midnight, but it so happened
that the small bridge was not smash-
ed up. Incendiary shells were fired
by the Germans and these set in a
blaze a couple of houses near the
Menin Bridge, which burned for days.

It certainly seemed as if bricks and
mortar were burning furiously. A
cemetery on the opposite side of the
road has been so much knocked about
as to suggest that its condition is due
to earthquake. This is where Prince
Maurice of Battenburg is buried.

HaVing got clear of Ypres on the
outward journey, we then proceeded to
Lonnebeke, dodging three-inch shells
and shrapnel all along the road, but
these we became somewhat inclined
to treat with contempt, as we had
managed to avoid any actual collision
with them, except on two occasions
when the horse of the man riding be-
side me was hit with shrapnel.

Trying to Dodge Shelis

Nearing the firing line we encount-
ered what are now known as ‘“‘whiz-
bangs” (a high explosive shell of
shrapnel typey~ Having disposed of
all my stores (rations being brought
{n new sandbags and taken away to
the several trenches by carrying par-
ties), 1 had to go to the company’s
trench or “dugout” before starting on
the return journey.

The road from Lonnebeke was then
usually quieter, but we had always to
tun the gauntlet through Ypres. The
German lines were so close that in
the stillness of the night they could
probably hear the rattle of wagons on
the cobblesones when the vehieles
were moving quickly.

‘My plan usually was to proceed at
a walk and endeavor to get along un-
heard by using the edge of the road,
which is unpaved, but on approaching
the town I would frequently find my
plan frustrated by some bounder bring
ing his string of wagons along at the
trot on the cobblestones, and the usual
result was that I got the beastly
shells that were presumably intended
for him.

Last evening the special committee
appointed on Thursday night to secure
all possible Information as regards the
future of recruiting in this province
met in the Board of Trade rooms. This
committee. consists of Senator Danlel,
Mayor Frink, R. T. Hayes, H. Esta.
brooks, Col. Sturdee and A. M. Beld-
ing. The whole situation in New
Brunswick was discussed at consider-
able length and as a result it was de-
cided to leave in the hands of the
Mayor and Senator Daniel ,the chair-
man, the matter of conferring with
Hon. J. D. Hazen before any further
action is taken. 3

It will be remembered that when
the recruiting campaign for the 26th
was inaugurated enlistment was slow
at first but gradually increased until
upwards of one hundred men a day
were being secured. Enthusiasm ran
high anq it would have been easy
enough to sign on sufficient to fo-m
another regiment. But just when
things were going along well orders
were received to stop recruiting im-
medfately. This put a damper on the
whole proposition and it has been
only with the greatest difficulty that
there has been a revival of interest.

The committee realize that local of-
ficers are in no way to blame for this,
that the responsibility rests beyond
even the control of the Militia De-
partment at Ottawa, but that theré
must be available certain information
of which the local civilian commit
tees are not possessed and which
would be of the greatest value to them
in the work which they are endeavor-
ing to carry on. Accordingly, an en-
deavor will be made to find out, among
other things, whether a continuous re.
cruiting campaign covering the whole
province is advisable, and whether
this should be conducted under a per-
manent provincial organiaziton to re-
main in existence during the continu-
ance of the war. That is, would such
& permanent organization be justifi-
able according to what is now known
as to the requirements, whether the
battalion to be commanded by Colonel
Fowler is”to be recruited at once,
and whether other units will be form-
ed regularly thereafter, so that con-
tinuous and steady recruiting may be
carried on?

The committee will

r,—I desire to call your attention
to a letter from Mr. H. W, Long of
Milkish, appearing in the Times, and
in which that gentleman registers a
complaint regarding the Millidgeville
ferry. 1 can readily understand why
the Times should give space to such a
letter without first taking the trouble
to verify the statements it contains,
for, of course, that newspaper regards
everything as grist which comes to
its mill provided it affords an oppor-
tunity of criticisipg Hon. Mr, Hazen
or any other member of the Borden
government.

Mr. Long, however, makes some
statements which are not in accord-
ancé with the facts and which seem
to call for cgrrection. In the first
place he says “the people have got
the landings in Kingg County put in
thorough state of repair.” Surely he
must know that this is the result of
the work done by the Dominion BOV-
ernment at the instance of Hon. Mr,
Hazen and Mr. George W. Fowiler, M.
P. But it appears he is not willing to
glve to these gentlemen the credit for
the good work.

Regarding the landing at Millidge-
ville, which he says “is so bad that the
service will have to be discontinued

THOSE BAEAD PRICES

While in the majority of stores in
St. John the price of bread is still
nine cents per loaf, there are several
places where this commodity may be
obtained for eight cents, and there is
every reason to believe, that in the
near future, most establishments will
be content to accept the lower price.

There is, perhaps. some justice in
the contention of St. John bakers
that, owing to the large stock of
flour they have on hand, for which
they paid the top market price, that
it would not be possible for them to
sell bread at any lower figure at the
present time, but it is the general
opinfon that the decline in the flour
market must shortly send the bakers
price back to the old rate.

It is interesting to note in this con-
nection that in Ottawa, according to
the Ottawa Jouwrnal, the drop in flour
has forced the bakers of that eity to
lower the price of bread, and it {8 now
being sold at the old rate of six
cents per loaf, the price that prevail-
ed before the war.

Mr. President and Gentleman:—

T congratulate you upon the success
of the Toronto Exhibition, an event
which has come to be regarded with
greater interest from year to year, and
in spite of the upheaval caused by the
greatest war of all ages, | am glad to
find that you are still doing business
at the old stand, “as usual,’—only
more so.

It is peculiarly gratifying at the pre-
sent time to know that buginess con-
ditions in Canada, as compared with
those in nearly all other countries in
the world, are in a satisfactory condi-
tion. In conversation with gentlemen
prominent in the business world of
Ontario, here today, I have been in-
formed that there has been a marked
improvement during the past three
months and that there is no cause for
despondency or even for alarm so far
a8 business conditions in the Province
of Ontario are concerned.

Speaking of that portion of the Do-
minion with which I am most familiar,
1 may say that in the Province of New
Brunswick, and the Maritime Prov-

ces generally, conditions since the

break of the war have been prac-
ly normal. Never in the history
of our Province was so high a price
paid for the deals which are annually
shipped from New Brunswick to the
English markets and which make up
one of our staple industries. Our farm-
ers have received good prices for their
products, and this year will be bless-
' ed with bountiful harvests and the
® same {is true of our fisheries on nearly
all parts of the Atlantic coast. Op
the other hang in our Western Prov-
inces there is now being garnered the
greatest grain crop in Canada’s his-
tory. When I was down in Gaspe the
other day, investigating fishing condi-
tions at first hand I was informed that
the catch of cod fish during the pres-
ent year was unprecedented, and some
of the fishermen attributed this to the
disturbance caused by the submarines
in the North Sea. I give you this
reason for such consideration as you
think it is worth, saying at the same
time it is probably as good as reasons
given by men of more scientific train-
ing from time to time with respect
to the changed conditions that take
place in the number of fish that seek
our shores from year to year.

established. Yesterday about 1600
meals were served at it, and when I
visited it a short time ago, it was
crowdeq with people. The fish serv-
ed are from the Atlantic and the Paci-
fic and Great Lakes, and I hope and
believe that the result of this object
lesson will be to largely increase the
sale of fish in Ontario and the interior
of Canada. (It is understood that on
the day following the speech over 5000
fish dinners were served in the res
taurant.)

I might say that the members of the
Executive of the Canadian Fisheries
Association which meet here today,
are delighted with its success, and
men engaged in the fishing trade in
your city have informed me this morn-
ing that their business has béen very
largely increased as a resilt of the ex-
hibition made during the past two
years.

I have not come here however, “for
the purpose of making a general
speech, but of dealing particularly with
the question of the extension and
growth of the fisheries, I must there-
fore come down to my text at once.

History

The history of the Canadian Fish-
eries is full of interest and adventure.
Indeed in it, is, in a large measure,
bound up the early history of the nor-
thern portion of this continent.

Fishing may properly be classed
amongst the ancient andq honorable
callings. It was a comparatively old
means of earning a livelihood in the
days of our Saviour, and it was from
amongst the fishermen that He drew
His most illustrious Disciples. At that
time the gill-net and drag-seine were
used in a considerable way to supply
fish to the inhabitants of the towns
and cities of the Holy Land, lying
Aaround, and in the vicinity of the
lakes.

There seems to be no record of
when nets were first used, and there
may be something in the opinion that
it was the spider’s web that first sug-
gested to reasoning man the idea of
capturing fish in a similar contriv-
ance.

No douybt the earliest fishing ven-
tures were confined to the lakes and
rivers, and it was only as the demand
for fish increased and the supplies
in these waters were not adequate to
meet the need, that fishermen began
to venture forth to sea.

In the early days, owing to lack
of proper transportation facilities, it
was impossible to supply fresh fish
to markets at any considerable dis-
tance from the coasts. Hence the ne-
cessity for curing arose.

The faect that codfish dried in the
sun and air, makes a palatable and
nourishing food that can be sent any
distance from the sea-coast, was early
learned, and almost immediately fol-
lowing the acquiring of this knowl-
edge, boats began to venture farther
seaward in search of fish.

As early. as the 12th Century, the
hardy Basque (from the Bay of Bis-
cay) and Norse fishermen were faring
forth in their small unwieldy boats as
far as' Iceland, and it is claimed by
some historians that even before the

discovery of this continent by Colum-|.

bus, these fishmen had visited the
coasts of what are now known as New.
foundland, and the Gulf of 8t. Law-
rence, and English fishermen soon
followed their lead. In any event, in
the 14th Century, English fishermen
had come as far westward as Iceland,
and following the discovery of: the
North American coast by the Cabots
they, almost immediately, extended
their operations to the shores of what
are now known as Newfoundiand, the
Maritime Provinces, and the State of
Maine.  In these early days, forelg.

Extent and Value

of the Fisherles

Canada is bless-
ed with an inex-
haustible fish sup-
ply. Indeed, our
fisheries are the
most extensive in
the world. In addi-
tion to such famous fishing banks as
the Georges Roseway, Lahave, Ban-
quero, Misaline,, Sable Island, the
Grand Banks, and many others ad-
jacent to our Atlantic coast, we have
on that seaboard, without taking into
account the smaller bays and coves,
about five thousand miles of seacoast,
practically every mile of which is
stocked with excellent food fish, and
the whole length of it {8 dotted with
harbors and coves from which the
fishermeén can carry om their ecaling
with comparative ease and safety. Off
the Pacific Coast we have by far the
richest and largest halibut fishery in
the world. The deep seas there are
also stocked with many other excell-
ent varfeties of food fith, and along
the shore line there re over seven
thousand miles of coast waters into
which flow such large glacler fed riv-
ers as the Praser, Skeena, Naas and
others, up which every year swarm
countless. thousands of five different
varieties of salmon.

In addition to pur sea fisheries, we
have ovep 220,000 square miles of fresh
waters, most of which are abundantly
stocked with excellent fish, the sup-
ply of which is being kept up by our
hatcheries.

The annual value of the fisheries
now runs from about  $31,000,000 to
about $34,000,000, depending on the
extent of the salmon run to the Paci-
fic Rivers. In the Fraser River, there
is a big run every four years, and in
the three succeeding years the run
to that river is on a sliding scale.

The approximate total marketed va-
lue of all kinds of fish, fish products
and marine animals taken by Canadian
fishermen from the sea and inland riv.

gear, vessels, etc., about $24,500,000,

While the fisheries are now one of
the industries of first importance to
the Country, their present value and
importance are merely an index of
what they can and will be made in the
next few years.

Lack of Pragress in the Eastern Fish-
eries, and Dawning of a New Day
While it is true that.the fisheries

are now worth from $31,000,000 to

$34,000,000 annually, and not so many
years ago their value was less than
$20,000,000, the fact remains that this
increase is practically altogether due
to the phenomenal gevelopment of the
salmon and bhalibut fisheries of the

Pacific coast, and of the fresh water

fisherles.

Now, what is the cause of this non-
progression in the Atlantic Fisheries?
It certainly is not due to any failure
or shortage in the supply, nor to the
necessity of going greater distances to
make catches, nor to the need of con-
siderable capital to engage in the in-
dustry. The supply of fish in our
waters is as great as it ever was, and
the fact that in the European waters,
where fishing is so extensively prose-
cuted by all the countries bordering
thereon, during every month in the
year, there is no sign of depletion, is
an evidence that we have llme to fear
in that direction.

The whole difficulty in Canada, is
the question of demand. The great
bulk of the fish on the Atlantic Coast

We live in the north temperate zone,
where fish are in greater abundance
ang of better qualily than in the south-
ern waters, and where, consequently,
they should form an important portion
of the daily food supply of the people.
That the day is coming, when such
will be the case, and when there will
be a steady and rapid growth of the

i tishing industry, is evidenced by the

development that has taken place in
recent years in the fresh and mildly
cured fish business in this country.

This will be referred to later on;
but it may be here stated, that while
this development has been a rapid one,
it is merely a fraction of what there is
room for,

It is not suprising that in this new
country, with its unsurpassed  agri-
cultural resources, and, until recently,
with butcher’s meat readily available
in all portions of it at moderate prices,
there has been little demand, away
hnm the immedidte water fronts, for

that the Canadian
born population
has grown up
without a taste
for fish, and what
is worse, with
little knowledge of
our fisheries and
of the value of
fish as food. Even
more unfortunate,
is the fact that
comparatively few
housewives have
learned how to
cook fish so as to
make it attractive
and tasty, and at
the same time to
maintain, a n d,
what may be read-
ily done even en-
hance f{ts food
Vi ue.
Canada {is mnow
face to face with
the problem of a
m e a t shortage.
The settlementof
those portions of
the Prairies, which
i past years
formed vast cattle
ranches, and at
the same time the
increase 1in the
value of grain, has
made cattle rais-
ing for meat pur-
poses on the small
farm, a difficult problem. At such
a time, it is of incalculable value
to the country to be able to turn
to its waters to make up the
shortage and to find there an inex-
haustible supply of excellent nitrogen-
ous food, to be had for the catching.

It is of the utmost importance at
such a time, that ths people should
speedily become informed of the ex-
cellence of fish as a food, as well as of
its palatability, and of the fact that
with the transportation facilities now
avalilable, it is quite practicable tolay
fresh fish, smoked fish, etc., down in
practically all parts of the country in
as good condition a3z when shipped
from the starting point.

There seems to be a widespread
opinfon that fish is not a nourishing
food, and that, consequently, it may
not, with safety to health and streng-
th, replace meat to any large extent.
The sooner this jmpression is dispell-
ed, the better. Not only is fish, like
meat, rich in nitrogenous food—that is
food which supplies the body with the
strength to do its work and build up
its tissugs, but does not go to the sup-
plying of fat and heat—but high medi-
cal authorities advise that it cannot
be too strongly insisted on, that for
working people of all classes—those
who work with their heads, as well as
those who work with their hands—
fish is an economical source of the en-
ergy they require to enable them to
carry on their work, angd it furnishes
the very materials that children and
young persons need to enable them to
grow healthy and strong.

How much more economical it is as
a supplier of the bodily needs than
meat, keeping in view the price that
has to be paid for each, is little apprec-
fated. - Without going iato the analy-
sis of the different kinds of butcher's
meat and fish, it may be stated in a
general way, that fish i{s only about
two per cent. poorer in nitrogenous
constituents than meat; but on ac-
count of its greatly cheaper price, it
is a much more economical food than
meat. For instamce, if dressed cod—
fish with the entrails removed—can
be purchased for 8 cents per pound,
beefsteak would need to be sold at
81-3 cents per pound to be as cheap
& source of nourishment. If fresh had-
dock can be bought for 8 cents per
pound, fresh mutton would require to
sel at 7 cents to be as cheap a food.
If halibut sells at 16 cents per pound,
fresh pork would need to sell at slight.
1y less than 15 cents to be econo-
mical a food, as halibut is even richer
in nitrogen than meats.

Algo, sight should not be lost of the
fact that uniike meat, up to a large
measure the greater the demand there
is for fresh fish, the more cheaply can
that demand be suppjied.

DISTANT FROM THE COAST

But Transportation Obstacles are Being Over-
come and Every Facility Provided for the
Rapid Carriage of Fresh Fish to All Points

in Canada—Interior

Waters are Also Be-

coming More Important Every Year.

mand in this country—though there is
an unlimited demand in Europe—for
the smaller sized fish. Hence, the
fishermen do not find it worth while
bringing these fish to shere, or if they
do, they receive very little for them. *

Further, there are different varie-
tles of excellent food fish that are
taken in large quantities by the fisher-
men for which there is no market.
Large quantities of skate, the wings
of which are in demand in the Old
Country, are caught by our fishermen;
but there is practically no market
therefor. Different kinds of flounders,
like the English plaice and witches,
are caught, which, though they make
excellent eating, there is no market
for. Many other varieties might be
mentioned. Obviously, if the fisher-
man could take his whole catch to
shore and be assured of a market for
it all, he could afford to sell that
whole catch at a cheaper rate per
pound and still make the same amount
of money on it.

If the demand is iarge emough to
enable the dealers to ship fish in car-
load lots, the cheapest transportation
rates will be available, which will en-
able the dealers to sell the fish more
cheaply without reducing their own
profits.

What the Government Has Done to
Expand the Industry

It is only a few years ago, that the
more important Canadian centres,
such as Toronto and Montreal, were
obtaining such supplies of sea fish as
they - were consuming, from United
States sources, though in some in-
stances the fish were first imported
into that country in cafload lots from
Canada. The business from the Can-
adian sea coasts was so small, that
the railways did not fing it feasible
to place refrigerator cars at the dis-
posal of shippers, and the express
rates were so high that successful com
petition with Portland and Boston was
not possible.

The Government, with a view to
overcoming these conditions, and to
enable the dealers to expand the fresh
fish business in this country, took up
the matter; but it was found impo
ible to induce the express companies
to lower their rates. It was, however,
hoped that if it were shown them that
a large business were available, they
would find it desirable in their own
interests, to make the rates such as
would assure the business being hau-
dled by them.

in ‘the first place, an arrangement
was made with the railways, whereby
refrigerator cars to be hauled by fast
freight, were placed at the disposal of
the shippers. Such cars are now avail-
able fromethe Atlantic Coast three
days each week. The Government fur.
ther undertook to accept responsibil-
ity for the payment of one-third of the
express charges on less than carload
lot shipments from the Atlantic coast
to points as far west as the eastern
boundary of Manitoba, and from the
Pacific coast, as far east as that boun.
dafy. It also, for a time, had a refrig-
erator express service in operation
from the Atlantic Coast.

The results have been highly satis-
factory. The importation of fish from
the United States to supply the Canad.
fan markets, it may be said, has been
stopped, only such varieties now being
imported as are not available in Can-
adian waters and for which there is a
demand at hotels. The increase in
the shipments by express alone, may
be judged from the fact that in the
fiscal year 1909-1910, the Department’s
one-third of the rates, .amounted to

.{about $29,000, while last year it was

in the vicinity of $80,000. In addition
to the less than carload lot shipments
by express, several carload lots per
week, consisting of halibut and sal-
mon, are shipped from the Pacific
cogst to Toronto, Montreal and Winni-

peg, while from the Atlantic coast,
large quantities are shipped in refrig-
erator cars by fast freight. Moreover,
during the whole winter season, large
shipments of frozen fresh fish are
made from both coasts by freight.

To bring the value of the fish for
food before the public, my Depart-
ment, as I previously stated, has for
the past two years, arranged for a
Fisheries Exhibit at this great Exhibi.
tion, which is visited by people from
all parts of the country, and this Ex-
hibit is being repeated this year on
a larger scale than before, and in addi.
tion, an arrangement has been made
for the operation of a first class Fish.
eries. Restaurant on the grounds, where
patrons of the Fair can be served witi
a first class fish dinner for 25 cents,
That much benefit to the business has
resulted by bringing to the attention
of the visitors in such a direct way,
the different kinds of fish, shown in
an attractive manner, there can bLe
no room for doubt.

My Department has also prepare {
and distributed a very large number
of copies of a Jittle booklet, entitled
“Fish and How to Cook It.” It not
only contains a large number of re-
cipes for preparing fish for table usas
in cheap and tasty ways, but it also
embraces in a condensed, readable
form much valuable infsrmation about
fish and its value as a food.

To keep up the supply of fish in
our fresh water lakes, and of such
anadramous fish as salmon, which
must ascend to the fresh waters of
the upper portions of the rivers for
spawning purp 5, the Government
operates what probably the largeat
fish breeding services conducted by
any one Government. There are now
over fifty fish hatcheries propagating
such excellent varieties of fish as sal-
mon, shad, whitefish, salmon trout,
pickerel, etc., in addition to fourteen
lobster hatcheries. The annual ap-
propriation for this service alone, s
now $400,000. Its effectiveness is no
longer a question of doubt. Attention
need only be called to Lake Erie, in
which there is no close season, but on
which extensive hatching operatioas
have been carried on, on both sides
of the ling, and as a result of wh h,
the catches in the lake have vastly
increased in the past twenty years. In
Lake Winnipeg, the fish supply was
represented to be fairly depleted a
few years aga, but it has now been so
built up that 'during the present sum-
mer fish have been more abundant
than at any time since the early days
of fishing in this lake.

In many other ways, the Govern:
ment is giving direct assistance in tha
development of this great industry.

Need of Advertising

It cannot be expected that the Gov-
ernment can for all time continue .o
pay a portion of the transportation
charges on fresh fish. Moreover, with
a large enough demand therefor, no
reason for so doing would obtalin,
carload lot transportation rates wou
be available, and if the express com-
panies could not see their way to
make their rates low enough to enable
the business to be handled by express,
experience has shown that it is per-
fectly feasible to transport fresh fish
in refrigerator cars by fast freight.
Indeed, shipments proceeding in il'e
latter way, are surer of reaching their
destination in perfect condition than
iceq shipments in ordinary express
icars.
| As has previously been indicated,
the gréwth of the industry from now
on depends primarily on the consum-
er. He must be educated to use more
fish to give it a dally place on his
bill-of-fare. To accomplish this, tre
dealers must do their part by proper
advertising. It may be well to call
their attention to the fact that not-

has grown in the United Kingdom,
those in the business there realize
that there is room for greater expan-
sion, and to bring this about, they,
are, by united effort, carrying on an
advertising campaign to encourage the
use of more fish. They have formed
h ves into an A fation known

Government with the approval of
great majority oﬂln

a8 the “National Sea Fisheries Protec-
tion A fation.” " Its bers em-
brace all branches of the industry,
and the advertisements made by this
Association, embrace the publishing
of large attractively colored posters
of fishing scenes, calling attention of
the public to the desirability of using
mor _fish, as well as colored wall-
cards and the distribution of booklets
containing useful information regard.
ing the value of fish as food and re-
cipes for cooking it.

It is encouraging to know that an
Assoclation having similar aims in
view, has recently been formed in
Canada, known as the Canadian Fish-
eries Assoclation, and it 18 hoped that
much will be done by its efforts to
educate the public into freely using
figh,

Possibly the greatest outstanding

need in developing the fish business
in our different cities, is the absence
of proper fish stores. The general
practice is to sell fish in meat shops,
the sellers not being persons who are
skilled in handling fish, and the fish
itself is often displayed in anything
but an attractive way. The time has
surely comé when up-to-date fish
stores, from which all kinds of fish
in perfect condition and prepared
ready to place in the oven can be ob-
tained, would be a paying venture, if
properly operated, in all our cities and
more important towns.
What energy in pushing the sale of
fish, combined with advertising, will
do, is evidenced by the fact that in
one of our growing towns this year, a
concern increased its sales of fish in
one month by $10,000.

A Possib

Field For Exp
of Trade

One effect of this disastrous war, is
to very seriously curtail the fish sup-
ply of the Motherland. Not only have
a large number of the most efficient
fishing vessels there been taken over
by the Admiralty for war purposes,
but the area in which fishing may be
carried on has been much restricted,
80 that there is little likelihood, until
the war is over, of a normal supply
being available from the usual sources.
It seems quite feasible that this
shortage should be made up by Can-
ada. Whilg the shipping of fresh fish
packed in ice, to the Old Country, may
not be practicable, the shipping of
frozen fresh fish there has already
passed beyonq the experimental stage,
and, no doubt, properly smoked and
filleted fish would also be accepted.
I, therefore, think it well to direct the
attention of the fish dealers to the
possibilities of the business to be done
there.

When I was here a year ago the
Canadian Expeditionary Force was be-
ing mobilized at Valcartier, and I then
took the opportunity of saying that I
belleved that when that great force—
twice as great as the Spanish Armada,
and 50 per cent greater than the force
of Britishers commanded by Welling-
ton at Waterloo—crossed the seas to
take its place side by side with the
British, French and Belgian troops, on
the battlefields of Europe, that the
conduct of the men composing it
would be worthy of the traditions of
the races from which they sprang,
and that they would act in such a man-
ner as to fill with pride the breasts
of all—Canadian and British. That
that prediction has been amply borne
out is witnessed by what occurred
since the Canadians took their places
in the battle line, and individually and
collectively, acts of heroism have been
performed by them that will live In
the history, and redound to the glory
of Canada and the Empire for all time
to come.

Other contingents have since gone
and more will go, and I desire to con-
gratulate this city on the very gen-
erous response thus given to the call
to serve our King and country, on the

preserve inviolate ‘all those institu.
tions and liberties and that democra-
tic system of government which our
fathers fought for and achieved, which
we have inherited and which it is our
duty to hand down, inviolate, to our
children anq our children’s children.

The patriotism of Canadians may be
evidenced in many ways, and if the
result of the steps being taken at this
Exhibition by my Department {s the
cause of a larger consumption of fish
than at present, those who assist in
that laudable undertaking will realize
that they are not only doing some-
thing for their own material and phy-
sical benefit, but that they are also
performing a patriotic act in develop-

One and & half pint basin of super-
fine flour, one egg, two ounces lard
or dripping, two ounces yeast. Rub
the lard into the flour, mix the egg
and yeast with warm milk, mix rather
soft, and set to rise, then bake.

Grape Catsup

Five pounds ripe grapes, three
pounds of sugar, two teaspoonfuls of
cloves (powdered), three teaspoonfuls
of ground cinnamon, one pint of vine-
gar. Mix the grapes, sugar and spices
all together, and boil two hours; then
add the vinegar. Boil again till the
proper consistency of catsup and re-
move from the fire. Bottle and seal
airtight. Use darkest sugar you can
buy. Some like to add a little cayenng,
pepper.

Peas With Mint

Shell peas, and cook them until ten-
der in just enough water to cover and
with three sprigs of mint. After the
peas have been drained moisten them
with a little butter and cream to
which half a teaspoonful of sugar has
been added, and serve hot.

Orange Filling

Boil three-fourths cupfuls milk with
a pinch salt, three tablespoonfuls su-
gar and one-half tablespoonful but-
ter; mix one tablespoonful flour with
one-fourth cupful milk and stir into
boiling milk. Continue the boiling
for few minutes, then remove from
fire; add the juice and grated rind of
one orange and juice of half a lemon
and yolks of three eggs. When cold,
spread between the two cake layers,
and dust the top of the cake \@itlg
powdered sugar. i

Chin-Chin

Fill a glass two-thirds full of
shaved ice, add three or four lumps
of sugar, the juice of a large orange
and a few drops of essence of cloves
or peppermint. Fill with water,

Eggless Cake and Cookies

Eggless White Cake.—One cup of
sugar, one cup of sweet milk, two
cups of flour, three tablespoonfuls of
butter, one teaspoonful of extract, two

teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Add
currants or citron if you like.
Molasses Cookies.—Put one tea-

spoonful of soda in a cup, four table-
spoonful of shortening, three table-
spoonfuls of hot water. Fill up with
a2 good quality of New Orleans mo-
lasses; add ginger and cinnamon to
suit taste; also salt if shortening {s
not salted; flour to make a dough as
soff~as can be rolled well. Repeat to
make a large hatch.

A New and Much Easier Way of

Canning

A West Virginia woman, who grow
tired of toiling so long over a hot
stove during the annual canning sea-
son, has devised a brand new method
of canning fruit, berries and so forth,

She tried it on a small scale last
year with peaches, blackberries, and
pears. She declares that she never
lost a can, that the color and the flav-
or of the product were fine and the
fruit firm and solid,

Her first step s to put the jars
(ones with tops preferred) on to ster-
ilize. . While the jars are sterilizing
she prepares her fruit and makes a
syrup of one part sugar to two of
water, qr not quite so heavy if the
fruit does not require it. This syrup
is boiled thoroughly.

The raw fruit is them put in the
jars and the hot syrup poured over
it, filling the can full. The rubbers
are put on and the tops screwed
tight.
The jars are placed in a tub or
wash boiler and covered with boiling
water up to the tops of the cans. The
tub or bofler is covered with a rug or
blanket and let stand over night. The
next morning they are ready to take
out, wipe off and put away.

Avoiding Breakages of China

Many who fing that -heir fingers
seem to be all thumbs when it comes
to drying china after washing up
would have fewer mishaps if they har-
dened their fingers by holding them
for a few minutes under the cold wa-
ter tap, instead of taking Lold of the
hot china,

There is & way of making china and
glassware less liable to break which
can easily be carried out. First, wrap
each piece to be treateq separately in
cloth and then put in a large pan and
cover with cold water. Set the pan
on the stove and bring the water very
gradually to near boiling point, then
move it to the side and let it cool
slowly. Lamp chimneys and other
pieces of glass can he toughened in
the same way.

Cleaning Mirrors

Mirrors should be well dusted and
the frames lightly wiped with a clean
soft cloth. The best thing to rub up
the glass is a pad of old soft newspa-
per.

It the glass has been neglected and
smeared, the best thing is to moisten
a rag with methylated spirits, dip this
in fine whiting, and rub the glass well
over with this, after which dry with a
duster and polish well with a chamois
leather.
