TERROR IN ENE

SPREAD
MY'S TRENCHES

Fierce Attack by Enemy Repulsed — Tremendous Bombard-
ment of Germans, Followed by Infantry Attacks Proves

Futile — British Take T

hree Lines of Trenches.

Paris, April 22—An official eye-wit-
ness, describing the operations by
which the French are menacing the
German positions in the wedge of St.
Mihiel, says:

“All the Ailly woods, which consti-
tuted a strong and well fortified sup-
port for the Germans, is now entirely
in French hands, conquered, for the
most part, by troops from the cenire
of France, after several days of syste-
matic preparations by a heavy fire
from three-inch and big guns and by
aerfal torpedoes.

“At certain points the Germans had
constructed in front of moats, twelve
vards wide, spiked barriers extending
about six feet above the level of the
earth, surrounded by barbed wire em
tanglements which were so intricate
as to make them impervious to any
tools.

“A concentration of artillery fire
opened large breaches in this de-
fense; parapeis were sent crashing
to the ground, and dismembered bod-
ies were blown into the air above the
clouds of smoke. The earth was
strewn with overturned trees and
branches.

Mines Spread Terror in German
Trenches

“After five hours' intense fire, five
mines, lald under a parapet adjacent
to the principal fort holding the po-
gition, exploded, annihilating the gar-
rison and spreading panic in the tern-
ches,

“An attack with fixed bayonets then
began in three lines, preceded by a
detachment with hand grenades. HEn-
gineers followed with little bridges
which had been prepared in advance
to facilitate the passage over the net-
;work of trenches.. The order had
been given not to stop in any trench,
but to pass over and take the enemy
in the rear.

“Three lines of trenches were thus
cleared of the Germans. Those who
sought refuge in the ' underground
shelters perished from suffocation,
through the collapse of the entire
earthworks

“Towards three o'clock on April 5th
the enemy attempted to counter-at-
tack supported by a heavy artillery
fire, which was neutralized by our bat-
teries. Our attack was renewed the
following day, and developed into a
furfous hand-to-hand struggle with
grenades and the bayonet in the nar-
row lines of trenches. The enemy op-
posed with such resistance that the
order was given to evacuate part of
the ground that had been gained. This
was then bombarded until the enemy |
was obliged to retire. We then held |
the three main line trenches of the
“Allly woods.

“The enemy’s losses were heavy.
We counted two hundred dead on the |
evening of the 5th, and on the even-
ing of the 6th we found the dead piled
in three rows,

“During the seventh and eighth, we
repulsed eight counter-attacks. The
enemy succeeded in entering one
trench, but was unable to hold it. Of
the Ailly woods there remained noth-
ing but a few hacked trunks, and not
an inch of ground in it that had not
been turned up by explosives. In the
strange chaos, stones, corpses and a
debris of limbs lay mingled.

20,000 Shells in 90 Minutes.

“At 5.30 o'clock, on April 8 an in-
tensive bombardment by the enemy
was begun. In ninety minutes upon
this corner of the woods, over a front
of from 350 to 400 yards deep, twenty
thousand shells were fired; they in-
cluded all calibres, from four to eight
inch. The entire hill disappeared in
a cloud of smoke; all communications

““Near Langemarck, to the north

Paris, France, April 21.—The Mat-
tino of Naples has published a long
and appreciative articles on the power
of resistance wkich France has shown
during the eight months of the war.

Syracuse, N, Y., April 22.—Theodore
Roosevelt, former president of the
United States, spent five hours under
cross-examination the Sugreme
Court here today. He admitted, with.
out hesitation, that he had vervally
and in writing discussed with “Boss-
es” the question of securing the iom-
ination for governor of the State of
New York.

He identified as being his, a letter
he wrote to Lemuel B. Quigg, of New
York, a Republican leader, and now a
delegate to the State Constitutional
‘Convention, in which he acquiesced in
Quigg's assurances to former United
States Senator Thomas C. Platt, that
he would, in the event of his election,

of the Republican party, and would
“consult with him freely and fully on
all important matters.”

He testified that he did confer with
Mr. Platt, the socalled “easy boss,”
but, he added, he did so with regard
to the interests of the party, with a
genuine desire to keep the Republican
party together, and minimize “the cen-
trifugal influences” within that party
and prevent it from flying asunder.
Thé Colonel stepped from the stand
at the end of the day, amid roars of
laughter he had caused. #e had been
answering questions, and incidentally
asking a few of the attorney cross
examining him, about Mr, Platt's op-
iposition to a bill in the New York
Legislature providing for a tax upon
franchises.

‘With all due deference to Professor
George M, Wrong of Toronto Univer-
sity, the editor of the Times and other
distinguished gentlemen, who, for
purely patriotic reasons, are declaring
there should be no election in Canada
during the war, it may be pointed out
that while no decision has yet been
reached as to the likelihood of an ap-
peal to the ballot there is every justi-
fication for the Government going to
the country if it desires to do so.

IS THE BIG DRIVE DUE?

Those who recall Lord Kitchener’s
statement that Great Britain would
commence to fight about May - ist,
have opportunity now for an interest-
ing little bit of mental speculation as
to the meaning of the very frank
statements made by members of the
British cabinet as to the number of
British troops at the front, the output
of war munitions and the good condi-
tion of the soldiers. It is believed
that the “big driving” movement
which is expected to mark the open-
ing of the final stage of the war is
about to start.

The time is favorable. The weather
conditions in the western battle area
are such that troops can be readily
moved. At no time since the war
commenced have the great ocean
ways been more free from German
raiders than at the present. Britain’s
supply of food and other articles
necessary for the successful prosecu-
tion of the campaign assuved.
Russia has succeeded in keeping the
Germans and Austrians so busy on
the eastern front that it is not believ-
ed they can detach men from that
area to meet any new attacks in the
west. Above all there is a very for-
midable British force already on the
battle line, and an even larger number
of well trained, equipped men in the
camps in England, while the sister
nations are just about getting into
their stride in the way of supplying
men to bear their part in the battlas
to come. The men from Canada,
Australia and India, who have been
in the trenches have become season-
ed to stand fire, and should be even
more valuable in future operations
than they have been in the past. The
British force, by a winter of hard-
ship and discomfort has been trans-
formed into veterans, the superior
of the best men Germany has produc-
ed. The time is ripe for the big drive,
and it is the opinion of observers that
the frank statements of British min-
isters can be taken as an indication
that at last the command is to be
“forward,” and the advance against
German territory is about to cowm-
mence. Canadians will join in the
wish that it may be successfully pros-
ecuted until the men of the Allied na-
fions effect their triumphal entry into
Berlin and the days of world subjec-
tion to Prussian militarism have end-
ed for ever.

INCENDIARY FIRE CAUSED
LOSS OF GRAIN AND F,
IN WARD STREET LAST

UR
GHT

The flour and grain warehouse of
C. H. Peters’ Sons at the corner of
Ward street and Walker's wharf, was
Sutted and the stock completely de-
stroyed last night by fire, which was
supposed to have been of incendiary
origin. Although people were work-
ing in the warehouses near, the fire
was not seem until the flames burst
through the side of the structure in
the alley towards the building of -W.
F. Hatheway. An alarm was imme-
diately Sent in and the department
answered promptly, but just as the
teamg arrived the flames shot through
the roof of the building.

Second Alarm

A second alarm was necessary to
secure additional hose and men, but
when they arrived it was considered
dangerous to send them into the build-
ing and they were kept at work pour-
ing water into the different windows
and doors.

Mr. Peterg said he had no idea how
the fire started. When he left the
office, about six o'clock, everything,
was in order and there were no signe
of fire. One of the office staff of
Baird & Peters has been in the office
of their building up to eight thirty
o'clock and no fire was in evidence
then. Shortly after nine o'clock the
whole structure was a masg of flames.
Mr. Peters was of the opinion that
some one had gone into the warehouse
during the afternoon with the idea of
staying all night. After the place had
been closed there had likely been a
cigarette smoked and this had started
a flame. It was his idea that some
one had gone out the door leading into
Walker's wharf for after the firemen
arrived this was opened from the out-
side. The door had been secured with
a bolt that could only be removed from
the inside.

The Loss

Mr. Peters placed the loss at about
$20,000, with $16,000 insuraace, $9,000
on the stock and $7,000 on the build-
ing. The policies were placed with
the office of A. C. Fairweather &
Son.

Large quantities of grain and hay
as well ag flour were in the building
and these were soon responsible for
huge clouds of smoke. The sheet iron
covering on the outside of the strue-
ture hindered the work of the firemen
for they were unable to pierce the
sidewalls. Messrs, Peters had stored
a large quantity of sacks and the fire
got into these too. Oats and other
grain in large quantities were in the
warehouse but the smoke and water
would make these unfit for any pur
pose.

Capt. Nevins said the canal was
eight miles long. Vessels running
between New York and ports down
east cut off a distance of about 70
miles by using the canal. Besides
they avoid the dangers of Cape Cod
and the Shoals, upon which in years
gone by a large percemtage of Ameri-
can and Canadian coasting vessels
came to grief. Although the canal
was built by a private company the
of 499 tons' are taken through the
canal for $56. This toll includes tow-
age. It also entitles the vessel 0 a
passage through the canal on the re-
turn voyage if empty.

Since the canal was opened over
2,000 vessels have passed through it.
There are three bridges across the
canal, but these are raised by electric
power, i ed when
by gasoline engines, and no delay
caused by the bridges.

Capt. Nevins said the canal had al-
ready proved a great boon to the
coasting vessels of the United States
and Canada, and that when it was
dredged to a depth of 30 feet, it was
confidently expected that nearly all
coasting vessels would use it in prefer
ence to the dangerous route around
Cape Cod and over the Shoals. The
value of the canal was better recog-
nized in winter, when it offered an
opportunity to coasting vessels to
make voyages in comparatively
smooth water.

Capt. Nevins will visit various ports
in the Maritime Provinces, and inter
view shipping men, making them ac-
quainted with the possibilities of the
new route for coasting. vessels aloag
