After mailing my last letter to yon, and 

previous to leaving Fort Frances, I met 
with the renowned Indian Chief Black • 
stone, who had come up to the Fort to 
have a grand pow wow with his friends

vation now about to be surveyed off for 
t îeir occupation. The Indians having 
refused to accept their annuities from Mr. 
Pither it will be hard to figure ont as to 
what may be the result of the stand they 
have taken.

It was two o’clock on the afternoon of 
the 4th when we seated ourselves in a 
Hudson Bay Company’s barge, and, glid­
ing through the rapids, were speedily 
leaving Fort Frances and many kind 
friends behind. But little did t]#e writer 
dream of seeing such a splendid belt of 
cogntry as lies op both banks of the Rainy 
River. In fact it is beautiful—fine grassy 
bunks with gentle slopes, good timber 
and tije bp.st <?f soil. Potatoes, beets, 
corn and small grains turn out splendid­
ly. Tbe fqrmer arc very dry and cannot 
be excelled in any part of the world ; and 
as for hay nature has provided an abund­
ance of grasses which can be ent by any 
settler. White fish may be had in any 
quantity, apd fine eating they arc.

Before sunset we pass through a short 
rapid called the “ Maniton” and at dark 
reach the Long Sault or “ Sop” Rapids 
where our tug tarns In shore and with 
four oars we reach the Long Sault Sta­
tion, where we find the Lake of the Woods 
steamer on hand to start at sunrise the 
next morning. Thus far we have run 43 
miles In five hours and wooded up be­
sides. The station has but a dock and 
small cook house and an old tumble down 
structure for a warehouse with only one 
tent which Is for the use of the Station 
Master.

Sum De finds us under way moving 
down stream, passing by some charming 
spots of ground to the mouth of Rainy 
River S? miles. After taking in wood 
five miles from onr starting point we find 
oar steamer stuck in the mud. By per­
severance and plenty of hawser twisting 
and the use ol the capstan we get afloat 
after a detention of two hoars. The 
weather Is very warm.

its muddy waters and seeing but little to 
note I look around among the officials of 
tire boat. Tbe chief engineer Is Archie 
Livingston, a genial hearty and kind fel 
low, well known to Westmorland County 
folks and to P, E. Islanders. Stevens, 
the mate, is a Nova Scotian. The captain 
is a fool named McDonald who hails from 
Belleville, Ontario, and who never lets an 
opportunity slip to insult immigrants. I 
speak from eome three months' acquaint 
auce with him. The food supplied Is but 
rubbish at the best. The boat itself is 
about 110 feet In length and of about 450 
tons burthen, but not yet finished up and 
not likely to be. Her engines were in a 
bad condition and fearftilly out of order 
when the present engineer put them in 
order at short notice. Her former cap­
tain made an attempt to rape the wife of 
a Nova Scotian and had to make his exit 
for “furriu" parts. The clerk was also 
concerned in It, it seems, and he has 
gone. Carpenter & Co. made light of the 
matter, although they pretend to have 
done what they could, but the result, it 
appears, did them little credit.

By 8 o’clock at night 
steamer on to the temporary deck of the 
Hudson Bay Company's barges and are 
towed nearly a mile np a creek and landed 
at the Northwest Angle, having made 95 
miles for our day’s run allowing 63 for 
the distance across the Lake. Sunday we 
lay over and opened the day cruising 
around and watching sportsmen catching 
fish and shooting ducks and prairie chick­
ens. The N. W. Angle will be remem­
bered for many a day to come by those 
who were among the first to come over 
the Dawson Route. I shall not in this 
letter attempt to “dish up” for your read­
ers any details In regard to the sufferings 
aud hardships the immigrants were com­
pelled to endure. Bat truth must pre­
vail. and enough has bee n written to the 
Company’s discredit aud no words of 
mine can describe the sufferings ol those 
who were foolish enough to cross the 
Dawson Route on the bare words and 
pretended honesty of the transportation 
agents themselves. Thus far I have 
seen enough to satisfy me that tbe Gov­
ernment must run the road themselves.

Monday we leave for Winnipeg. The 
day is fearfully hot, and although the time 
is three days through we make to-day 65 
mile» over a poor tract of country, it be­
ing In places swampy, other parts with 
sandy soil, and the timber of an inferior 
kind.

On Tuesday evening we make Winni­
peg, 45 miles, the last 30 miles (that Is 
after leaving Point du Chene) being a 
splendid country, but inhabited by French 
aud half-breeds. The writer, as you will 
see, has been only eight days in 
travelling time from Thunder Bay 
many others who preceded him were from 
three to six weeks,and but poorly treated 
at that.

I shall now close. In some future let­
ter I will give you a description of this 
pretty city of Winnipeg, Its mills, manu­
factures, etc. Business is good here. 
The Pembina Railway is commencing. 
Biel has been re-elected. The Indians 
are quiet. Crops are turning out good 
after all. The Free Press is now a daily 
and doing well. More anon.
