Man Eater Subdued.

It took Prof. Oscar 11. Gleason’ tho 
horse tamer, an hour and a quarter the 
other nigfit, to subdue the stallion Jun­
ius, the man-eating animal that has been 
the terror of Central Illinois for half a 
decade, and through whose ferocious 
tendencies, half a dozen men are minus 
fingers and thumbs. Five thousand 
people were present when the feat was 
accomplished.

Earlier in the day it had taken four 
hours to get a strap over the head of the 
terror, and lead him two blocks, where 
he was placed within an inclosure, sur­
rounded by a wooden fence eight feet 
high. During the afternoon he varied 
the monotony by knocking down part of 
the enclosure.

Prof. Gleason entered the ring at 8.- 
46, carrying a whip in his left hand, and 
a bull-dog revolver loaded with blank 
cartridges, in his right, while in the out 
er circle, ten attendants’ with bulldogs 
loaded with shells, stood guard, prepar­
ed to perforate the animal if occasion de­
manded. Gleason’s tactics were simply 
an alternate cracking of the whip and 
discharging of the blank cartridges.

For the first 10 minutes the animal 
was inclined to kick and bite, and Glea­
son had hard work to avoid his attacks; 
at the end of 16 minutes he was stroking 
the terror’s neck; in 20 he was holding 
hia mane, and 10 minutes later, he had 
put on ita neck the first halter it had 
ever worn; in 40 minutes Junius came 
aud went as commanded, in 60 he had 
permitted hia tamer t# place his hand in 
his mouth, meanwhile standing aa meek 
aa a Shetland poney.

An hour from the time Gleason enter­
ed the ring, the terror was harnessed to 
an ones, one seated buggy, and for 16 
minutes the professor drove him «round 
the ring, while the audience howled it, 
aelf hoarse. Afterward the animal per- 
mitted strange attendants to lead him 
back to the stable.

AGRICULTURAL NOTES.

—Never forget that at least twice a 
day a good ration of exercise should 
be provided the* hens, and the best 
way to secure this is to so conceal the 
grain feed tha’ constant work will be 
necessary to find it.

—If your pens are not large enough 
to give room for exercise, reduce the 
flock. Better by far keep twenty-five 
in good health, and therefore active in 
egg building, than to have fifty crowd­
ed into the same quarters, and the 
whole be idle.

_ r __ JHaJifax Hejald J____q___
had arrived at Halifax for the ele­
vator, to be shipped by Furness lino 
and Donaldson line steamers to Eng­
land. Cars aré loaded with oat, peas, 
and barley Each car contains from 
24,000 to 50,000 pounds and averag­
ing each car at 34.000 pounds will 
give a total weight of 36,700,000 
pounds to be elevated and roshipped 
by the steamers. The amount of 
work this will give to the laborers, 
and the ameunt of wages that will bo 
paid for hauling this great quantity of 
grain can be easily understood. Al­
ready about eieht steamc e have 
loaded full cargoes, and four steamers 
are now wailing or taking cargoes at 
the elevator. It is estimated that 
there is about 800 cars of grain beside 
these that have already arrived at 
Halifax, on the road in the different 
stations and sidings between here and 
Moncton. The railway authorities 
aro taxed to their utmott to keep 
steamers going and find loom for tho 
cars. The i ail way yard at Richmond 
and North street were packed yester­
day, not one car length of railway be­
ing unoccupied, The railway staff at 
North street has been largely increased 
to keep up the accounts of the station 
a great amount of extra work being 
caueedVy this traffic. Station Master 
MacdonV’d has had his work cut out 
keeping \^e elevators and steamers 
supplied. The grain work will bo 
heavier this winter than all the other 
seasons put together.

Improved Fruits of the Future.

In comparing the earlier descriptions 
of fruits with medern accounts it .is well 
to remember that the high standards by 
which fiuita are judged are of recent 
establishment. Fruits which would 
once have been esteemed excellent 
would to-day be passed by as unworthy 
of regard.

It seems probable that the list of 
seedless fruits will be materially length­
ened, provided our experimental horti­
culturists/ make use of the material at 
their command. The common fruits 
which have very few or no seeds arc the 
banana, pine-apple, and certain oranges. 
Others mentioned by Mr. Darwin a s 
well known are the bread-fruit, pome­
granate, azarole or Neapolitan medlar, 
and date palms. In commencing upon 
these fruits, Mr. Darwin says that jjitfst 
horticulturists “loox at the great size 
and anomalous development of the fruit 
as the cause and sterility as the result,” 
but he holds the opposite view as more 
probable—that is, that the sterility, 
coming about gradually, leaves free for 
other growth the abundant supply of 
building material which the forming 
seed would otherwise have. He admits 
however, that “there b an antagonism 
between the two forms of reproduction, 
by seeds and by buds, when either is 
carried to an extreme degree, which is 
independent of any incipient sterility.’ 
—The Popular Science Monthly.

Princess Victoria Mary of 
Took his third cousin; a union which 
was highly approved of by Royalty 
St. George’s chapel, Windsor palace, 
was being made ready for the event, 
but now bears the trappings of 
the funeral. Allowing f ir everything 
Her Majesty cannot long remain with 
us. She is still enjoying the best of 
health, hut one of her 3 ears 
liable lo be ca led at any time and the 
grief she now feels at the death of her 
favorite g-ancison will not postpone 
the dreaded event any. The Prince 
of Wa’es who is now past the half 
century mark is not a robust man and 
it is within the limits of probability 
that Prince Eddie might have reigeed 
King of England and as a moderately 
young man.

The question as to the succession to 
the crown is the subject of consider­
able comment. Prince George of 
Wales, the tltroeasvd younger brother 
is now nexLj,n line. He is well known 
in Halifax and Montreal and was the 
physical superior ot his dead brother 
He has many traits in his character 
which make him dear to the people.

PRINCE AND PRELATE PASS AWAY.

Death of Duke of Clarence—Cardinal
Manning and Cardinal Simeoni.

Almost within the same hour on 
Thursday there passed away from earth 
three lives that will be mourned wher­
ever the news is known. Albert Victor, 
Duke of Clarence and Avondale, eldest 
sop of the Prince and Princess of Wales, 
and heir presumptive to tho British 
throne died at Sandrinjffiam Palace the 
residence of hie father( of congestion of 
the lungs. For some Xjme previous to 
his death the Duke of ClaY'ence had been 
suffering from a serions pulmqnary affec­
tion which later developed itself into 
congestion of the lunge. A few days 
only before his death did it appear that 
the illness was of such a serious charac­
ter aud daily bulletins kept the anxious 
ones posted as to the royal patients con­
dition. During the last day of his life 
his symptoms varied with the hour. At 
times he would appear tp be stronger 
and then he would relapse to revive 
later, and give the watchers a faint ray 
of hope that he would recover. Bub on 
the 13th it was seen that there wore no 
grounds for hope. The Prince became 
delirious and at times appeared to suffer 
great agony. His nearest and dearest 
friends never left his bedside and his 
fiance Princess Mary Victoria of Teck 
whom he was to marry 011 February 27 
was the most constant and sorrowful 
watcher of all. As the night wore on the 
hourly bulletins from tho sick chamber 
gave the worst news and at fifteen min­
utes after nine on Thursday morning the 
news of his death was flashed around tho 
world. The bulletiif signed by tho three 
attending physicians was as follows:

‘•After a marked improvement during 
the early part of the night the strength of 
the Duke of Clarence ami Avondale sud­
denly tailed. About 9 o’clock he began to 
gradtaliy sink and death occurred at 9.15 
a. m.”

The news of the death of the Prince 
caused no great surprise in London as 
few supposed he would rally as his con­
stitution was never very strong. When 
the solemn tolling of the great bell in 
St. Paul’s cathedral was heard it convey­
ed to everyone within hearing the fact 
that the Duke of Clarence and Avondale 
h\d passed away. The bulls in St. Paul’s 
uron never tolled save on the occasion of 
the death of an heir to the throne, aiid 
therefore no further information was 
needed fur the people of London to make 
them aware that after a gallant struggle 
the Duke had finally succumbed. By 
the death of the Duke of Clarence, 
P.-ince George, well known to Canadians 
through his visit to Halifax and else­
where last year, becomes heir presump­
tive to the crown.

The announcement of the death was 
received with all signs of mourning. In 
Canada flags on the public buildings and 
cities were at half mast ami telegrams of 
Condolence from several places were sent 
to the Prince of Wales. All countries 
through their representatives have sent 
telegrams. The funeral will take place 
as soon as possible. The body has been 
embalmed and araangements were 
made to have the funeral service in all 
the English churches yesterday.

His Eminencc^Henry Edward Mann-

The Cardinal continued to grow weak­
er during the night until finally his pros­
tration became complete. lie was able, 
however, to join in the prayers which 
were being uttered at his bedside. His 
Eminence continued these supplications 
ior divine mercy until 7.30 o’clock,when 
he became unconscious. His death was 
calm and he passed away evidently with­
out pain. Telegrams of regret from all 
parts of the world are being received.

Cardinal Manning was born at Hart- 
lordshire, on July 15, 1808, the son of 
William Manning Eeq.,M. P., merchant 
of London. He was educated at Iiavard 
and Oxford as a member of the Angel- 
ican church and was chosen as one of the 
•elect preachers of Oxford University. 
He preached until 1851 as an Angelican 
minister, when he ga've up his prefer­
ments and entered the Romain Catholic 
Church. He was ordained priest by 
Cardinal Wiseman in 1857. Pope Pius 
IX oreated him a Cardinal Priest in 
1875. He did much good in London 
and is noted for his many philanthopic 
acts.

Giovanni- Simeoni, formerly papal 
Secretary of state and prefect of the pro­
paganda died at Romo on the 14th. He 
was born in Italy in 1816, created Card­
inal by Pius IX iu-1875 and was during 
his long life an ardent worker in the Rci 
man Catholic church.

Chigrecto Ship Railway.

Mr. Ketchum, chief promoter of the 
Chignecto Marine Railway, has notified 
the Dominion government thaf an ap­
plication will shortly be made to the 
government for some of the subsidy to 
be payable as interest on the bonds 
which are to be issued. This, Mr. Ket- 
ohum says, would be practically a guar­
antee that the interest on the bonds will 
be paid, and would not involve any more 
expenditure on the behalf of the govern 
ment than if the work had been complet­
ed last year accordin g to contract and 
the subsidy paid agreed upon. The sub­
sidy to lpe given by the government is 
$170,000 a year, payable after the com­
pletion of the work in half-yearly instal­
ments of $85.000 each'’ for 20 years. The 
work of building the ship railway com­
menced in October, 1888, and another 
season’s work would finish it. The most 
difficult and risky part of the work is 
accomplished, according to Mr. Ketch- 
uni. He says that nearly all the earth­
work has been completed, the roadbed 
has been graded, the embankments and 
foundations made solid, the harbors and 
approaches constructed, the masonry 
built firm and solid, and 12 miles of
