Board of Agriculture.

In eur last we published the Bill
Amending Chap. 23 of the Consoli-
dated Statutes, relatingto Agrieulture.
Sinee then it has passed the Legisla
tare, and is now the law governing all
mutiers relative to agricaltural affairs
in this Provrince.
The principal change is the estab-
lishing of a Board of Agriculture, in
which the farmers will have a voice.
Ever since the old Board was discon-
tinued, complaint has been made that
the furmers were not directly repre-
sented in the management of the De-
partment, this agitation was kept alive
mainly by a few persons who conceiv-
ed they were slighted, when their ser-
vices were dispensed with, and they
could no longer use the Board as a
means of advancing their politicul
aspirations. While this feeling gov-
erned a few, there is no doubt that
many rincerely believe that the agri-
cultarists have a good claim to be re-
presented in a Board to manage this
important Department, in which they
have so deep an interest. Recogniz-
ing the justice of this claim, the Gov-
ernment decided to establish a Board
composed of representatives nominat
ed by the Agricultural Societies. In
order to {avoid a defect in the old
Board, which was too large, and occu-
pied muc h time in ueeless discussions,
it was decided to divide the Province
into six districts, instead of fifteen as
formerly, each of these districts to
have one repfesentative, the govern-
ment to be represented by a member
of the Executive Council holding &
Department, thus constituting a Board
of seven members, with a Secretary,
who ie to be appointed by the Gov-
ernor in Council. All members of
the Board shall retire annually on the
30th November, but are eligible for
reappointment.

The members of the Board will be
paid two dollars per day while in Ses-
sion, and ten ceants per mile one way,

for travelling expenses, The regular

meeting of the Board will be held in
December, and bther meetings as may
be necessary.

The Board will bave the control of
the Societies, and will make or
amend the Rules and Regulations for
their government. The retarns of
the Societies will be made (o the
Board. The Board will hold Exhibi-

{tions tri-an#ually, or often as may
“{ddemed neceddary. " :

. #The Board .will publish a Report
ewch yéaf. As we publisbled the Act
last week, we do not repeat it at this
time. It is much the same as that in
force in Nova Scotia, and we trust it
will give satisfaction to all parties.

To'our mind there is no reason why
thin Aot should not work well and be
the means of doing much good, it com-
bines the representative system along
with a a direct connection with the
Government, which is absolutely. ne-
cessary in any body that'has to rely
upon the Execative for the means of
giving effect to any work they may
desire to carry out. The Board must
g0 to the Government for money
whenever they may require it, as the
Legislatare has not placed - any
amount under their own control, it is
therefore necessary that the two
bodies should work in harmony. The
want of this connecting link was s
source of weakness in the old Board.
It was useless spending time in discus-
sing measures that they had not the
meuns of carrying out.

If the members nominated by the
Societies come to the Board determin-
ed to work for the public good, there
need be no difficulty in making it a
success, while on the contrary if they
come determined to find fault and
cavil at everything that does not ex.
actly suit their own notions, the re-
sult will be no better than it was un-
der the former Board, the greater part
of the time, during the last years of
its existence, being taken up in dis-
cussions that were of no beneflt, or
pestering the Legislature for changes
in the law which they blamed as the
eause of all their failures. We hope
for better results now, and trust that
vach member of the Board will de-
termine to know no such word as fail,
but do his utmost for the advance.
ment of the great interest on which
this Province must depend for its
prosperity. Agricultare will be our
main dependence in the future, if we
neglect it, we will be poor indeed.

Food for Cows.

In answer to our correspondent,
“A Dairy Farmer,” in issue of April
8th, who asks to be informed as te
the cheapest and best food for cows in
addition to hay, we have to say that it
will depend somewhat upon certain
conditions. We have been in the
babit of feeding more or less roots on
the farm to our dairy stock, and have
also fed grain and meal to a limited
extent. 8o far as our experipnce
goes, it is greatly in favor of, crushed
grain, either of oats or buckwheat, or
each in equal quantities. We always
scald the crushed grain and give to
the cows in a liquid state as drink
when we want the largest flow of
milk possible. We have always beon
able to secure an increase in the quan-
tity of butter from our cows when fed
with either turnips, carrots, or pota-
toes; the inorease has not, however,
béen so much in proportion as when
we were feeding meal, scalded, and
made in a drink for them. Our opin-
ions, therefore, go toward supporting
grain as being the cheapest and best
feed for cows in addition to good bay.
Oats fod dry and without crushing is
found to give good results, not only
as increasing the flow of milk, but
adding largely to the butter produc-
ing qualities as well. We have now
given our opinions on the matter, nou
presuming that they will be accepted
without fair criticism from our dairy.

of wood ashes.

The cempost shodld oe dug in t‘:e
woil about the trees in the spring, and
if the soil is repeatedly stirred during
the summer, all the better. When
time, however, cannot be tuken to do
this, a muolch of straw, old hay, pr
any coarse material ; this will bave{a
tendency tv . keep the ‘ground ' muigt.

The Kitchen Garden.

One of the real necessities to the
comforts of rural life is the kitohen
garden, where all the vegetables and
small fruits necessary to the vonstant
and continued sapply of the family,
can be found; and yet how many;
there are who deny themselves of]
them, or who, should they possess .ai
small plot set apart for that purpose,
regard it as waste time to labor in it,
and consequently neglect it entirely.
How such pcople can make up their,
mind (o forego the luxury of baving
their tables well supplied with all the
fruits and vegelables the season will
afford, is something that we cannot
comprehend. They are heulthful as
well as palutable, and any farmer
who fails to provide an abundant
supply for his family’s wants makes
a great mistake.

If the garden is situate near the

house 1t will bo found that many occa-
sions will offer for laboring therein
which will in no way interfere with
the farm arrangements.
The citizen in, moderate circum.
stances may not at all times be able
to secure 88 muoh produce as he conld
wish, as bhe bns to depend upon his
wages to purchnse them with. There
is no excuse, however, for the farmer
as he can eusily ruise them bhimself at
little if any expense.

We are .decidedly of the opinion
that every farmer should make an
effort to grow a eonstant sapply of
fruit and vegetables in their season,
and thus promote the bealth, comfort
and economy of their households.

The poultry-raising industry of
Prince Edward Island is beginning to
attract attention as an important
branch of its trade. Its exports of
eggs last year exelusive of thuse sent
to the Dominion were valued at $53,-
028, baving increased from $38,482 in
1876. It is proposed te develop and
expand this trade by forming a poultry
association, with the object of improv-
ing stock by the importation of the
breeds, and circulation information
and in regard to breeding, rearing,
finding a market for produce.

The winter is always hard on cattle
which are not bred and bedded * in
the lap of luxary.” It is fair to sup-
pose that cattle which earn their own
living and thoir owners are not clad
in purple and fine linen and do not
fair sumplously every day all winter.
Iii summer they havé the open air, in
winter it fs'to be hoped well ventilated
stables, more ‘or less open #ir, all the
food they need and that of good
quality. Nevertheless there will be
rings on their horns generally, even
slight .ones on the steers horns, and
this shows that the vital forces of the
system are more or.lessdisturbed, and
that the animal cannotspend strength
to grow horns just at that time.

In the case of cows coming. in in
the pring this addititional drain upen
the vital forces ocours often at the
dame time that the winter bgsn upon
them. As a result we have dows com-
ing to their milking seasop in #déh
condition that it takes the whole month

f May or even to the middle of June
1o bring them up to fair condition snd
and their full flow, making thus a

to the dairyman or farmer of from
ten r cent, of the milk
the cows ought to yield him. How
is this to be prevented ? ‘

Pre supposing good feed, enongh
well-cured hay or corn fodder, and
cloanly, dry stables,. milch cows
ought to have several quarts of bran
daily or an equivalent in some form,
cornmesl, middlings, grain in some
form, fed dry or upon cut-feed, or in
thin gruel, which the farmers call
“slops.” After a cow goes dry or is
dried off she may be well fed to
gdvantage. Every ny's worth of
feed will be returno‘r‘i.: milk and but-
ter when the time comes, and it will
be no long investment.

This is the time of year when roots
tell. A peck of mangels or sugar
beets, or carrots, or parsnips a day,
brings a cow to calving in admirable
shape. Farmers and dairymen are
slowly learning to value roots. The
agricaltural parers bave advocated
their use for years. Experience has
demonstrated their value wherever
they have been used, and yot the staid.
we have, almost said stupid, farmers
bold off and doubt their benefit. No
doubt a good many of our readers will
think us wild for advocating and
urging them to raise other reots than
turnips for their cows and what will
they not think and say when we
advocate grooming cows like horses.

The grooming of eows, that is brush-
ing them.all over dail{ with ‘s stiff
brush eleaning off their thighs and

g:rt of it ‘relating to food and feeding.

me horses are nataral gluttons, and
they must be seen to carefully er they
will, at times, be apt to seriously in-
jure themeelves by feeding too fast,
while:mach tbe food they consume will
pass through them undigested, for the
simple reason that it is swallowed
befere it has been properly mastioat.
ed. We like to see what is termed &
“good feeder,” (one who does mnot
mince or pick over his food) but then
we are not at all partial to the raven-
ous ones. Such & horse as the latter
named will dive into his feed with
mouth wide opén, and invariably take
more at a mouthful than he can either
hold in bis mouth er properly masti-
cate. There are several ways to fix
such fellows, one way being to mix
some little fing “hay with %\il oats,
while moistening the oats or feeding
cut food prevents bhim from pondering
to his greedy propensities. A horse
with a delicate appetite is usually a
tender, delioate animal, and not at all
desirable. *

A revolution has been wrought in
the English wool trade by the compe-
tition of Amerioan buyers in purchas.

A supply was
lately received at Livolipool, the

rincipal market, from India and
gypt, and under the pressure of an
active Ameriean demand, prices rose
to a fignre higher than had been
known in the market since 1871, and
for particular qualities the price
abtained exceeded all precedent. The
Americans ocompletely outbid 'the
Yorkshire manufacturers. The Oana-
dian source of supply was some time
since out off by our producers findin
a readier market in the States. The
feoling - among the KEoglish manu-
factures is that they have lost the
general American market for their
goods, notwithstanding that during
the last six months more carpets of a
costly variety have been sent to the
United States than during the pre.
vious six years. ’l‘lkinf advantage
of English-depression, large quan-
tities of varpet machinery have been
bought up in Yorkshire at low “rrlou.
sometimes less thun one.third cost,
snd, skilled" workmen have followed
them to_the  States. Eoglish ‘wool
ffou.jnrtii same direction in increas-
ng quantities.

The storm which lutvnek-wéptover the

* | storm, the crash of the houses, and the cries
of the terrified people made a scene of horror
never to be forgotten.
The storm in Missouri swept in a circuit of
fifty miles around Jefferson City, it struck
the town of Barretsville, and then passed
down the valley toward North Mevean, des-
troying nearly every building on its track,
and redaced Marshfield a beautiful little town
of 800 inhabitante, to a waste of desolation.
Of two hundred dwelling houses, not more
than twenty were left standing, and few of
these were uninjured. Of the eight hundred
inhabitants, seven eighths were rendered
homeless, destitute, and subjected to terrible
suffering. Nearly a hundred were killed
outri, ht.
A telegram of 20th inst., from St. Louis,
thus described the situation in Marshfield :—
It was more easy to-day, and will improve
as the peogle become mare calm. Thep:nd
are being buried as fast as possible, and car-
casses of dead animals hauled away. There
bave been eighty-one coffins used, and there
'illEobsbly be four or more deaths to-night.
Six have died since last night. The wound-
ed embrace nearly all the town. Fifty are
seriously hurt no doubt many of them
will die. There are a good many dead
children and negroes whose names cannot be
learned. A great many wounded are so
scattered they cannot be found. Abundance
of provisions and shelter will be furnished.
Many think the wounded will bhave to be
taken away from here to some place where
they can receive better treatment,

Sir Charles Tupper and the Pacific
Railway.

The speech of Sir Charles Tupper on the
[ Pacific Railway (of which a verbatim report
of 14 columns appears in the Oitawa Citizes)
was & remarkable effort. It is a noteworthy
contribution to the, now, voluminous liters~
tare on the subject, and will often be referred
to in after years. Itis warked by a calm,
dispassionate, courteou¢, and even good
humored tone, and is very free from the bit-
ter personalities, the harsh invective, which
have sometimes saturated Sir Charles’ parlia-
mentary eloguence. He made clear one or
two points. He showed that to the great
national undertaking, the construction of a
railway from Lake Superior to the Pacific
coast, both parties were equally committed.
The McKenzie Government might have with-
drawn from, refused to go on with the work,
when it came into power in 1874, when the
Pacific Railway was generally, an odious and
scandaloussubject,and when it might have been

Great Hull Fire.

On Wednesday 21st inst., the town of Hull
was almost entirely destroyed by fire. Hull
is an offshoot of Ottaws, and is reached from
the capital by the Suspension bridge below
the Chaudiers Falls. It is chisfly inhubited
by the poorer class of French Oanadians, who
find employment in the lumber mills on the
river, It stood on & rough, hilly rocky site,
and the houses were of the poorest descrip-
tion, wooden frames resting on rough stone
foundati without cellars or garden pat-
ches, ' :Many times it has been predicted that
it would be; swept by. fire, and the feeling
that it was destined to suffer, prévented In-
surance Companies from taking risks. The
houses were, generally owned by the work-
ing people themselves, so their loss was com-
plete, as after the destruction of their homes
there was no insurance money to come in to
help them to rebuild. Great as the calamity
—the destruction of six to seven hundred
houses extending & mile in length, and over
400 yards in breadth, the rendering of 4000
pedple homeless, and the luss of property
variously estimated between $75,000, and
$275,000,—was, it might have been, but for a
fortunate chance much greuter ; if the wind
bad not veered round from the quarter from
whence it was blowing, the fire would have
consumed the reat lumber yards and millsand
spreadinto thecity. It may be imagined that
the citizens of Ottawa viewed with sympathy
aud uneasiness theprogress of the fire, and that
sanators, ministers and members were drawn
from the halls of debate to' gather on Parlis-
ment Hill to view, the grand scene,

Writing on the night of the disaster the
Ottawa oorrespondent of the Toronto Mail
says :—

To-day, Hull, the last addition to the roll
of Quebec cities, was devastated, and thous-
ands of its inbabitants rendered homeless.
Lumber, which has been its creator. has
proved a potent agent in causing its destruc-
tion.

In the House of Commons, the Finance
Minister, on the 15th, submitted the long
talked of currency and bank resolutions.
There does not appear on the face of the
currency resolution anything to justify the
alarm of those who affected to see in the
determination of the Government to incrense
the issue of Dominion notes, the entering of
the thin edge of the wedge of am incontro-
vertible currency. It would be a very dan-
gerous power to put in the hands of Govern-
ment—that of issuing currency at will for
the construction of new works, or to meet
temporary embarassments or deficits. But
no such power is asked by the Gevernment.
The resolution runs as fellows :—

“ That it is expedient to provide that the
amount of Dominion notes issued and out-
standing at one time may be increased to
twenty million of dollars, provided that the
Fnance Minister shall always bold for the
rademption of snch notes an amount in gold
or in gold and Dominion securities, gusr-
anteed by the Government of the United
Kiugdom, equal to not less than twenty-five
per eent. of the total amount of such notes
then outstanding, and that at least fifteen
per cent. of the total amount of sueh out-
standing notes shall be so held in gold ; and |
the statements to be published by the
Finance Minister under the eighth section of |
the Act 31 Vict., chap. 48, shall show dis-
tinctly the nmount so beld by him in gold |
and guuranteed securities respectively.” i

The trade of the country will, no doubt,
easily absorb the additional amount of cur-
rency, and the public credit will not be
shaken thereby. Danger may come, if the
Government, encouraged by the subocess of
the additional issue, come again before Par-
liament and ask for another 10 or 20 million~
year after year, and with the aid of & subser-
vient 1najority, flood the country with paper,
which the trade of the comntry will not ab-
sorb.

The resolution respecting she Banks pro-
vides that the charters of the Banks, to
which the Act 85, V. 0.5 apply, shell be
extended to the 1st of July, 1881, sabject to
certain | provisions; of whicli the following
are the principal :—

(1.) That after the first day of July, 1881
(on which day their charters, if not extended,
would expire), the dp- ment of the notes of
any such bank inten edv for general circulation
shall be the first charge upon its sssets, and
that the baok shall not, after the said day,
issue or re-issue any such note for s less sum
than five dollars, or for any other sum not
being & multi&l: of five dollars,

(2.) That from and after the same day any
such bank, when making any payment, shall
on the demand of the person to whom the
payment is to be made pay the same or such
part thereof not e ing fifty dollars, as
such person may request, in Dominion notes
for ene or for two dollars each at the option
of the receiver.

(8.) And that from and after the passing
of the Act to be passed in pursuance of these
resolutions, the ptog‘mian of the casb
reserves to be held by any such bask in
Dominion notes shall never be less than 40
per cent.

Tree Planting—A Suggestion.

We earnestly trust that no time will be
lost in making preparation for replacing the
broken trees in the avenue leading past the
Oathedral. We counted twenty-three of
them, which should be replaced immediately,
in order to have a uniform growth through-
out, and the besuty of the avenue preserved,
instead of being disfigured by the dry sticks
which ngw look so ugly.  The expense would
be but a trifle; the protecting frames being
there now, nothing would remain to be done,
but to remove the dead stumps and substitate
live trees, at thirty cents s piece.

It is too much to expect that the City
Oouncil will do anything in this direction.
But it has been suggested to us thut the gen-
tlemen who live below the Cathedral, and
sre continually passing the avenue, might
unite and subscribe the requisite smount.
Mr. Fenety and Mr., Ketchum have done
their part, the former planting 110 trees and
the latter 50. It will be but a small matter
for the other gentlemen to carry out the sug-
gestion, aud when they are at the work they
should do somethiog to prevent the upper
end of the green from being continued as s
lumber yard. So msay efforts have been
made tu clear this lumber away, and so many
promises broken, that we have little hope of
anything being done. The Oity Council,
Mayor, and Road Master, all seem powerless
in this matter.
