In the march from Victoria Park to
the Grand Trunk station. 1l depart-
ing dtroops had the appeurance of a
thin red line, piercing a black mass of
people, who surged from curb to curb,
cheering and waving hats and hand-
kerchiefs. It was a roaring, cheering
tumultuous crowd, with here and there

| touches of sadness in the faces of those

who were bidding good-bye to near
and dear ones. There Wers even Kome
bonnets among the helmets; mothers
and sisters, who walked in the rahks,
80 as to be with thelr boys and their
brothers every precious moment of the
time.

A Warm Greeting at the Oil Center —

ALL ABOUT CLOVES

How Thoy Are Oultivated and the
Difficulties With Laborers.

—iessrs.

[Liondon Globe.]

Cloves were at one time the oniy
economic product which Zanzicar sup-
plied to foreign countries, writes Mr.
Consul Cave, and. although much has
been and is being done to &ncourage

f the native agriculturist to have more

than one iron in the fire, this tree is
still, and probably always will be, far
more extensively cultivatéed than any
other. The clove season proper—that
is, the period during which the crop
ripens and is harvested—extends from
September to March, but the cloves
continue to be brought into town for
some months later, either bécause some
of the trees are retarded in their flow-
ering or because the growers are hold-
ing back for a more favorable market.
The 1898 crop, althougn 1,302,700 pounds
in excess of that of the previous year,
was not more than a good averafe one,
and fell far short of the results ob-
tained in 1890, 1%94 and 1835, but, ai-
though this is true as regards the
twelve months ended Dec. 31 last, it
will probably be found when the next
report comes to be written that the
season of 1898-99 has equaled, if it has
not surpassed, and previous existing
record. In the summer and autumn of
last year considerable anxiety was felt
as to what the season would bring
forth, for there had been no heavy
rain for eighteen months, and a large
number of trees had died from want
of water. In Pemba alone no fewer
than 200,000 are said to have perished
from this cause. The rains came in
time to save the crop and make it one
of the most prolific that this country
has known, but the long drought whicn
preceded them not only caused the
buds to be somewhat smaller than
usual, but delayed the harvest for
several weeks. And this is especially
the case in the Island of Madagascar,

where the rainfall is seldom more than
half as heavy, and the irees not nearly
so old or so hardy as in the sister
island. The quantity of cloves brought
into town from the Zanzibar planta-
tions up 1o end of the year it
will be observed, only 60,364 frasiias,
the smallest amount tabulated, kut of
these no less than 32,399 frasilas, and
from the 'lwo islands together 121,858
frasilas, arrived in December alone,
which is far in excess ¢f the amcunis
recorded for any period of one imonth
since these returns were first com-
piled.

The other great difficulty which both
the government and the Arab cultiva-
tor have to contend with &s the labor
question, which it will probably take
many years to solve. Ever since thae
importation of slaves has been pro-
hibited the supply of labor has dimin-
ished with increasing rapidity from
year to year, and now that thousands
of slaves have been freed under the
decree of 1897, it is quite inadequate to
meet the demmands that are made upoen
it. Much has been done in the interests
of the cultivator; the freed slaves are
induced, whenever it is possible, to
settle on the shambas of their old
masters and to work for them, under
voluntary agreements, either in return
for a fixed daily wage or by giving up
a certain number of days to their em-
ployers, and devoting the remainder of
the week to the cultivation of plots of
ground which are allotted to them for
that purpose. A money wage has, as
aoften as possible, been substituted for
payment in kind, both as an additional
incentive to the laborer and so as to
prevent him fronr absenting himself
from his work for two or three days
fn succession at more or less frequent
intervals in order to dry and dispose
of the green ¢loves which he has either
earned asg his share of the picking, or,
as frequently happens, stolen from the
trees during'the night; but no legis-
lation can make the native take a
genuine interest in his work or Kkeep
at it for a longer period than will en-
able him to live in comparative com-
fort for a few weeks of contented idle-
ness. The scarcity of labor has had
its effect both on the total yield of the
vear and on the quality of the sample.
Different buds on the same tree ripen
at ddifferent times, and, to secure a
good sample, they should be picked at
a certain definite stage of develop-
ment, but in his anxiety to have as
much of his crop gathered as possible,
the cultivator has had to neglect any
special care in picking, as well as in the
equally important process of drying,
with the natural result that the ciovee
sent home are found to vary in size,
color and qualdity.

London, Wednesday, Oct. 25.—The |
following dispatch from Gen. Sir Geo. )
Stewart ‘White, received last evenlng’
at 11 o’clock, was posied at the war
office soon after midnights

“Ladysmith, Oct. 24—9 p.m.—Infor-
mation received tonight showed that
the Boers had established themselves

in considerable numnfbers in exceeding-

ly good positions west of the main road

leading from Ladysmith to Dundee.
“I also have information that the

Dundee force, €ormerly commanded by
Gen. Symons, and since his wound,
commanded by Gen. Yule, was falling |
back on Ladysmith by way of the
Helpma Kaar road, Beith and the val-
leys of the Waschbank and Sunday
Rivers, and was expected to reach ;
Sunday River Valley today.

“I therefore moved out a strong
force to cover the movement of Yule's !
column. The enemy was discovered
about seven miles out of Ladysmith
in a position of exceptional natural
strength, west of the road. When he
saw that the preparations were being |
made against him, he copened fire with
one gun with great accuracy. Our ar-
tillery scon got into position, and the
gun was silenced. Troops were order- |
ed to occupy a strong ridge parallel to |
the enemy’s position, but nearer to the |
road.

I confined my efforts to confining |
him, and hitting him hard enough to !
prevent him taking action against
Yule's column. Numbers of the enemy
fled to the west, and firing had parti- |
ally ceased at 2 o'clock.”

FORMED A JUNCTION,

The Cape Town correspondent of the
" Daily Mail, telegraphing at 9:46 last |
night, says: “Gen. Yule has perform- |
ed a ‘brilliant strategical movement.
By a swift march to the south, leav-
ing Glencoe empty, he has effected a !
juncsion of his forces with those of Sir
George Stewart White, slightly to the |
north of Ladysmith. The two are now
in a position to offer battle. I Dbe-
lieve the first attack will ‘be made on
the Orange Free State’s burghers who
entered the Transvaal by Tintwa, and
are now creating trouble. The military
euthorities expect that by joining their
two armies the British would be much
better able to defend themselves
against a large force than if they had
two Mbodies to contend with. Then,
after defeating the Orange Free State
troops, they will offer battle to Com-
mandant Joubert. Only 40 miles now
peparate the two divisions; hence the
need for swift and sure action. The
two sections of the Boer army out-
number the British force by three to
one. Hard fighting is certain at a
very early date. Our men are con-
fident, and there i3 much enthusiasm.
The fighting today outside of Lady-
smith was 4 mere brush. The losses on
either side were insignificant. It was
meraly an artillery duel, in which the
Boers came off deacidedly the worse.”
A GLOOMY VIEW.

The war 'office dispatch seems to
realize the worst fears. Gen. Yule has
abandoned not only Dundee, but Glen-
coe also, and so far as present news
would indicate, he has neither joined
Gen. White nor reached Ladysmith.
‘Gen. White's successful action, an-
nounced in parliament by Mr. Wynd-
ham, sesmed to resolve itself into a
mere engaging of the attention of the
Free State trcops while Gen. Yule is
slipping southwards. It is evident
from the official dispatches that both
Commmandant-General Joubert’s column
on the north and the Orange Free
State troops on the west now occupy
strong positions, and that nothing
hinders the Boers from following up
Gen. Yule's retirement and getting
around Ladysmith fromr the south-
east. TUntil reinforcements arrive it
seems that Gen. White is obliged to
concentrate on Ladysmith. It is be-
lieved that the government have other
dispatches that have not yet been
published. The secretary of state for
war left Mr. Choate's residence early
at a banquet to Gen. Harrison, and
proceeded to the war office, where
even after midnight there was much
aotivity.

Although there is no reason to doubt
the accuracy of the dispatch from
Cape Town to the Dally Mail regarding
Gen. Yule's movement, it is curious

RECKLESS.

The colonial office last evening pub-
lished a cable dispatch, received from
the British high commissioner in South
Africa $Sir Alfred Milner, communi-
cating a significant dispatch from Sir
Godfrey Lagden, the British resident
commissioner in Basutoland, calling at-
tention to the recklessness of the:
Basutos mwhom, he says, he has been
trying to calm. The resident commis-
sioner adds, howewver, our policy has
been made difficult by the blustering
of the Boers, who have freely threat-
ened to attack Masuru and other sta-
tions. Those threats, combined with
intriguing, have contributed to rouse
excitement among the natives. I wish
to olace it on record that the Boers
have unwisely attempted to shake the
allegiance of the Basutos and frustrate
our efforts towards the trancuility.
The Boers, therefore, are responsible
for amy commotion and for the alarm
regarding native invasions, which now
prevail.

THE BECHUANAS.
Lendon, Out. 2.—According te run- |

ners who have arived at Kimberley
from Kuruman, British Bechuanaland,.
the resident magistrate there has re-
cently presided at a councll of the na-
tive chiefs.

Mr. Whitney’s Tribute to Mz.

Hardy.

Hon. A. & Hardy has accepted the
Joint office of surrogate clerk and clerk
of the procaess at Osgoode Hall, at &
palary of $3,400 a year. At the age of
82 Mr. Hardy leaves the public service,
in which he has handled millions of
public money, a comparatively poor
man, and no one will begrudge him a
post which will yield him a moderate,
but meeded, income, and will not prove
too arduous for his precarious health.
Mr. Hardy sacrificed afrilliant profes-
sional career to enter the Legislature.
A leader of the bar is in a more envi-
pble financial position than a leader of
eny government in this country, as
experience seems to show. It is almost
pethetic that a man after giving his
Prains and his energy to his native
Province for 26 years, should step down
from the highest place in the gift of ihe
people and e obiiged to look for other
employment in order to support him-
self at an age mwhich would have
brought him ease and opulence had he
refused to enter public life. $till, if
public life has few tangible rewards
it has some compensations of another
kind, though they, too, often come late.
One of these is the kindly tribute paid
Mr. Hardy by his political antagonist,
Mr. Whitney, the leader of the Opposi-
tion in the Legislature. Speaking at
the Tupper meeting in Massey Hall,
Toronto, on Saturday evening, Mr.
Whitney said:

“Mr. Hardy was his (Mr. Whitney's)
personal friend, and he was glad to
say it here to people who thought as
he did. On the first day that he enter-
ed the Legislature Mr. Hardy was one
of two who came across the house and
made his acquaintance. This act was
characteristic of the man. He had
warm blood in his veins. Although a
Grit, he did not think the only peobple
worth Xnowing were Grits. He (Mr.
Whitney) had criticised Mr. Hardy un-
mercifully and Mr. Hardy him, but this
was proper in both cases, because it
was simply the working out of British
parliamentary methods. He regretted
exceedingly to find that the cause of
Mr. Hardy’s retirement was ill-health.
iMr. Whitney read the passages In Mr.
‘Hardy's letter of retirement referring
to his health and to his relations with
his fellow legislators. He said that no
better words could possibly be used,
and he reciprocated with all the ear-
mestness he was able. The day was
past for contention between them. The
past would become a sealed book. No
word would issue from his lips cal-
culated to hurt the feelings of Arthur
Sturgis Hardy. He spoke of Mr. Har-
dy’s disposition to sink political feel-
ing between the members if the legis-
lature as individuals and to be friend-
1y with ‘Conservative memdbers. He
was glad to say that he had spoken of
Mr. Hardy in this way on many a pub-
lic platform before and in private. It
was a serious matter when any pub-
lic man pretires from public life, more
serious, more pathetic, more inclined
to make us think when the retirement
was due to the precarious state of his
health. This was the result of long
vears of public life. He was sure they
would all agree in the position he had
taken.”

To the Liberals of West Elgin.

The deplorable wund unnecessary
crimes against our boasted purity ia
political matters in connection with the
fast dye-election in West Elgin have
done more to injure the cause of
Liberalism in Ontario than anything
else that has yet occurred. Since the
revelation of the iniquities that were
enacted, the very mention of “West
Elgin”’ has caused every true Liberal
to hang his head in shame. Among
the <Conservatives of the county a
great deal of Pharisaical indignation is
expressed, mixed with exultation over
this opportunity to 'taunt the Liberal
party wiih corrupition. Among the
Liberals of the country there is a feel-
ing of the deepest regret, coupled with
the earnest desire that the persons who
are responsible shall be dealt with as
they desgrve. But those who have rea-
son to feel most indizgnant and most
anxious that justice shall be done are
the Liberals of West Elgin themselves
The crimes which were committed for
the supposed benefit of their candidate,
and have disgraced the Liberal party
as a whole, have also besmirched the
Liberals of that riding, but most un-
justly so, because they were in no way
responsible for their committal. No
wonder if there should be a feeling of
disgust among the stalwarts of West
Elzin who have upheld the banner of

e Liberal party there in days gone
g'. What #s most desired now by the
Liberal party is: First, 'that this blot
be wiped out; and, second, that the
guilty parties be brought to justice.
The meost important step towards the
consummation of ithe first object 1s
elmost entirely in the hands of the
West Elgin Liberals themselves, and
must be carried out by them. If they
would effectually and completely re-
move from their riding the stigma that
has so wrongfully been placed upon it
by others, they can best do so by tri-
umphantly electing their candidate at
the coming bye-election, without any
interference from outside, and without
eny outside assistance, except probably
fn the way of speakers. To carry the
next election by their own unaided
efforts will prove to the country that
they are still true to their proud record
in the cause of Liberalism, and that
the shameful interference with their
management of the last campaign was
as unwelcome as it was uncalled for.
To suffer defeat now will be to add
color and strength to the assertions of
the Conservatives that the Liberals of
the riding could mnot hotd it without
external help. The dearest hope today
of the Conservatives is that the Liber-
als of West Blgin will, through feelings
uf indignation or disgust, withhold
their support from the Liberal cangi-
date at the coming election, and while
they are earnesily endeavoring to ex- J

cite such feelings, they are quietly
chuckling over the prospects of success.

The rascals who stole the votes from
the Conservatives inflicted thereby a
far greater wrong on the Liberals, be-
cause they robbed them of their honor,
and honor is more 'to be desired and #
more necessary than the carrying of
an election. A polittcal party may be
able to bear a few defeats, but it ecan
hardly survive disgrace; therefore the
Liberal party in Ontario have greater
reasons than their opponents have for
being incenséd at the work of the
“machine,” and at those who manipu-
lated it. The task of redemption must
be undertaken and carried out by the
Liberal party of the Province. As a
fitting commencement of the good
work, let the Liberals of old West

lgin buckle on their armor, stand
shoulder to shoulder, and carry the
riding by one of their old-time majori-
ties, and they will not only gloriously
restore their own good name, but they
will do more than any others can do
towards removing the stain %hat now
attaches itself to the Liberal party of
the Province. They will also strike a
death-blow at ‘‘machine” politics in
Canada, and thereby rémove the cause
of most of the corruption that has
been practiced in the interests of both
political parties in the past.

But
as the Canadian contingenit is a free-
will offering, the principle of “taxation
without representation” is not inwvolv-
ed. It is true, the Canadian Govern-
ment would be wrenching our liberties
and the constitution if 'there was the
least possibility thet Parliament would
not sanction the act. But public opin-
fon has declared itself so unmistakably
that parliamentary sanction would be
only a formality; and as the presenit
emergency allows mo time for the as-
sembling of Parliament, the Govern-
ment are warranted in brushing for-
malities aside.

London, Oct. 25.—No news has been
received in London of fightng at Glen-
coe beyond the wvague reports Satur-
day and Sunday already cabled, in
which statements were made that long
range firing had occurrsd at Dundee.

The Chronicle this morning com-
menting upon thie mysterious reticence
in regard to the war office dispatches,
says that there is nothing to prove
that there has not been fighting at
Dundee or Glencoe, which compelled
Genenal Yule to retreat.

“DOCTORED” REPORTS.

The commander in chief, Field Mar-
shal L.ord Wolseley, has apparently
now been convicted of ‘“doctoring”
official reports froem the front, and
there is a strenuous demand on all
sides for a reversion to the earlier
practice, when the reports of general
Sir Geo. Stewart ‘White, the British
commander in Natal, were given out
textually as soon as received. The
cocmmander-in-chief’s summary read
in the House of Commons yesterday
spoke of General White having fought
a successful acton, whereas General
White's own account puts an entirely
different complexion on the situation
and reduces the movement to its pro-
per proportions and shows that fur-
ther exciting intelligence gpray be ex-
pected from the same quarter at any
moment. It is quite evident that the
WAR IN NATAL HAS ONLY COM-

MENCED,

and that the Boers are by no means |
discouraged at losing the first two
battles. Many experts are satisfied |
that Gen. Joubert is even now close (o]
the heels of the British, and a decisive |
action may be fought today or to-
morrow. The main fact that the Brit-
ish were forced to evacuate the Natal |
triangle, which the Boers naturally |
claim as & conspicuous success, and |
which they may even emphasize by a
proclamation annexing Northern Natal,
is proving an unpalatable pill to the
public, whose appetite had been wetted
by the previous successes, which had
been assumed to be greater than they
really were, as the determination and
gallantry of the Boers enabled therm
to quickly reorganize and achieve de-
sired objects by other methods.

THREE HUNDRED BOERS KILLED

Later estimates of the Boer losses at
Elandslaagte give 300 killed. Their
coolness, bravery and gooed aim can be
judged from the fact 'that out of seven-
teen or eighteen otfcers with the half-
battalion of Gerdon Highlanders, four
were killed and thirteen were wound-
ed, while the casualties among the
rank and file were 27 per cent during
less than three heurs fighting. Lieut.
Campbell, of the Gordon Highlanders,
has since died from ‘his wounds.

A dispatch. from Cape Town today
says .~ Gen. White = has engaged the
Orange Free State Boers who were ad-
vancing on Ladysmith, about seven
miles: northward, and that it was be-
lieved the advance had been repelled.

“GEN. SYMONS DOING WELL.

Cape Town, Oect. 25.—Intelligence re-
ceived here yesterday fronr Natal says
the bullét has been extracted from the
wound of Gen. Symons, who was
struck down while leading his troops
at the battle of Glencoe, and that the
patient is cheerful and doing well.

SKIRMISHING AT KIMBERLEY.

A dispatch to the Morning Post from
Kimberiey, dated the afternocn of Oct.
20, and carried by a dispatch rider via
the Orange River, where it is dated
Oct. 24, reports slight skirnmishing and
small casualties. 1t is thelieved, howv-
ever, that the dispatch must refer to
the ammored train fight at Mafeking.

A dispaich to the Daily Mail from
Cape Town, dated Odt. 24, says ‘that
five vig guns have been sent from Pre-
toria to Mafeking.

A dispatch to 'the Morning Post from
Kimberley, dated Oct. 21, via Orange
River, Qct. 24, says: An armored train
was engagzed this evening, one of our
men was killed, and two itrucks of dy-
namite were removed from the town
for safety, and were blown up by the
Boers. The Boer loss is unknown. The
Boer artillery movéd around, trying to
draw the force covering the town.There
was a small engagement, but nothing
of consequence happened. We are
completely isolated, but as safe as a
bank. Not one man has left. Rain is
approaching. Our itroops met the en-
emy cutting ‘the line today, and a
Maxim gun on the ‘train did good work
and cleared away the wreckers.

BOERS MAKE A CAPTURE.

LAKES IN PERU

n stead of Surface Outlets They Have
Maelstroms That Swallow Boats.

rom Crucero Alto, the highest town
in the world, the Southern Kailroad of
Peru drops 'down into the Lagunillas,
or lake region of the Cordilleras, where,
14,250 feet abeove the sea, is a group of
large lakes of very cold, pure water,
without inlet or woutlet. “They receiva
the drainage of the surrounding hills,
and conceal it somewhere, but there i3
no visible means of its escape. A
frings of ice forms around the edges
of the lakes every night the year round,
yet they contain an excellent variety of
fish, called the pejerray, which is
caught near the shore, and sold ay
Puna and in other neighboring’ towns.
The two largest lakes, Saracocha and
Cachipascana, with several smaller
ones in the 'same neighborhood, are
owned by the family of AMr. Romana,
of Arequipa, who has just been elected
president of Peru. He owns immense
tracts of land in ths locality, with
thousands of sheep, cattle, llamas, ai-
pacas and vicunas, which are herded
upon it.

A curious phenomenon about the
lakes is that they keep at the same
level all the time, regardless of the
dry and rainy seasons. No amount of
rain will make any difference with
their depth, which, however, in the
center is unknown. And this adds to
the awe and mystery with which they
are regarded by the Indians. There
are no boats upon the lakes, except a
few small balsas, or rafts, made of
bundles of ‘straw, which keep very
close to the shore, for fear of being
drawn into whirlpools which are said
to exist in the center. There is some
foundation for this fear, for only two
or three years ago a balsa containing
five men disappeared in the darkness,
and was nevéer heard of again. 0O?f
course, it may have tipped over and
its occupants have heen paralyzed by
the cold water in an ordinary way.
But their bodies never were discovered,
nor did the balsa ever float to shore.
Therefore the people think the whole
party was lured into a maelstrom and
swallowed up by the mysterious wa-
ters. .

The whirlpool near the center of
I.ake Popo, which receives the waters
of Lake 'Titicaca, is well known, and

| hundreds of men have lost their lives

Boats that
are drawn into the current are whirled
swiftly around a few times and then
disappear. For the protection of navi-
gators the government of Bolivia has

| anchored a lot of buoys in Lake Popo,

and boatmen who ebserve them are in
no danger. There is supposed to be an
underground outflow from all of these
lakes. It is claimed that articles which
have been thrown into thelr waters
have afterward been picked up on the
seacoast near Africa, and careful ob-
servers say that on the beach in that
locality are frequenuy found corn-
stalks, reeds and other debris, which
do not graw on the coast, but are found
in great abundance among the interior
lakes.

Many
ladies walked-side by side with their
soldier friends, and in some instances
mothers clung to the arms of their sons
who were going to the war. Cheers
rent the air, and good-byes were
shouted’ from sidewalk, window and
nousetop.

CITY GAILY DECORATED.

The decorations in many parts of the
city were very elaborate, especially in
the business portion. Huge Union
Jacks hung across the streets in many
places, and the stores and wholesale
houses were gally decorated with flags
and bunting. Many private residences
were also tastily decorated with myri-
ads of miniature flags and Chinese
lanterns.

AT THE STATION.

The poor unfortunates who were
crushed back against the buildings and
fences surrounding ithe station certain-
ly wished that they had kept owt of
such a positicn. Women and children
were crushed back against ‘the hard
boards by those in front, whio seeming-
ly were unable to prevent the crush. It
was all 'that some men who were there
could do to keep some of the women
and ginls and little folks from being
crushed seriously. The heat was stif-
ling. No place in the city is hotiter
than ithe station, and this, combined
with the crushing crowd, made it al-
most unbearakle. Omne little girl, whose
briother was going away, was lifted by
the men near by so that she could ‘see
him, and as she waved her ’kerchief
and threw farewell kisses ito him, she

cried as though her poor little heant
would hreak.

Lauiier to the Soldiers

At 2 p.m., when the volunteers arriv-
ed at the station, the crowd massed on
‘the platform was tremendous. Way
was ‘made for the South 'African con-
tingent, who marched dinto posﬁtion'
alongside their gpecial itrain. Then the
crowd closed in on ithe ranks, and
people in the rear crushed fonward for
a last word with itheir fricnds. Several
women fainted, but no serious accident
occurred. Progress aicng the plat-
form (was impossible for several min-
utes. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, premier of
Canada, appeared on Kthe platfonm of
one of the special cars, and cheer af-
ter cheer rent ithe air. “Members of
the Sourh Atrican contingent,” he sald,
“I thave only one word to say, and_it,
is mot even necessary ito say that.That
is, tha't we look to you to do your duty.
You are golng to South Afrnica to give
the people of ithat country the same
liberty which we here enjoy. May you
do credit to your couniry.” (Cheers.)

Mr. Fielding, the minister of finance,
was present, but did not speak, Mr.
Laurier’s pprivaite secretary, Mr., Alex.
Smith, was also present.

Major Stuart commanded his men
from sthe train steps, and the differ-
ent sections were enirained in separaite
coaches.

The train was profusely decorated.
The decorations were left in the hands
of Ald. Wilkey, Capt. Smith and Capt.
Reid, and Superintendent King assist-
ed materially. They did their work In
the best possible manner. All the de-
corations were subject to the approval
of Col. Holmes. The cars were cover-
ed with gaily-colored bunting, with
flags and mottoes. The colors were ail
red, white and biue. The banners ex-
tended the whole length of the car,
and in large letters had printed on
them the words “From London to
South Africa,” “B Company, Transvaal
Contingent,” “For the Empire,” and
“No. 1 Military District.”” One of each
banner was on each side of the car.
The train consisted of a baggage and
three passenger cars. The latter were
the best and most comfortable that are
on the road. ¢

The Departure.

The mighty cheer that went up when
the train started to pull out at 2:40
was like the roll of thunder, and com-
pletely drowned the strains of “God
Save the Queen” by ithe band. Hats
were thrown in the air, and handker-
chiefs were waved on all sides. Every
person was wildly enthusiastic as they
shouted a last good-bye to the sgol-
dier boys. Many of the ladies in the
crowd carried small Union Jacks, and
waved - them above their heads. The
cheering continued until the train had
passed from view.

settjement with President Kruger had
been that, rightly or wrongly, the
president had believed that Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain, the British secretary of
state for the colonies, and Mr. Cecil
Rhodes were identical. He added that
Mr. CThamberlain had given grounds
for the bekef by suppressing tele-
grams, whereupon the colonial secre-
tary tartly intervened, saying: *“I
have never suppressed telegrams.

Vienna, Oct. 25.—A scandalous scene
was witnessed in the Austrian riechs-
rath, growing out of an acrimonious
discussion of the language question.
The minister of justice, IIerr Kin- |
dingh, was literally bombarded with |
papers by his opponents amid shouts
of “Resign!” The uproar finally be-
came indescribable, and the president
of the chamber closed the sitting.

GERMANY NOT IN IT.

Berlin, Oct. 25.—The Tageblatt de-
nies the statement of the Eclair, of
Paris, that Germany, after promising |
assistance to France and Russia, for
intervention in the fransvaal, seems
now to -withdraw it. The Tageblatt
declares: ‘“We believe we are well in-
formed when we state that the Ger-
man 'Government did not participate
in any combination for intervention.”

RUSSIA WIL !
RULE EUROPE

The Slavonic Race Destined To Be the
Prepondarating Element.

The Slavonic race in its va.ri.ou.s
is increasing more rapidly
than any other civilizéd race known to
history, and we must accept the fact

for the present at least, final, and not
to be argued with or gainsaid.

The Russian empire now numbers
130,000,000, and though these numbers
include Germans in the extreme west
and Mongols in the extreme east, yc.t
the 'mass are pure Slavs, presenting
thus a homogeneity rare in history.
But. in addition to Russiia, we have
Slavonic offshoots over a large Euro-
pean area which render the tuture of
much more than half Europe certainly
Slavonic. The troubles in Austria have
reminded us of the Slav kingdom ot
Bohemia, but it is not in Bohemia only
that the German is face to face with
the Slav; he is also in Galicia, in Car-
inthia. and Carniola, while the Magyar
{s surrounded by an ever-increasing
Slav population in the land of his
birth. In the Balkan Peninsula it is a
case of whether Slav or Greek shall
inherit the lands made desolate by the
Turk, and few who have studied the
question in the light of recent history
can doubt that it will be the Slav.

We need not quote -the ~hackneyed
saying of Napoleon—'Cossack or Re-
publican’’—it is more 'to the point to
-say that, whatever the future political
forms of Europe may be, the akctual
population wwill be largely, if not pre-
dominantly Slavonic. and ‘that this
fact may mean a different Europe
from that known in history. For where,
from the point of -view of numbers, is
the counter-balancing element to the
Slav to be found? France is stationary,
and very nearly so are Spaini and Por-
tugal.

Germany is full, and can only main-
tain herself in comfort by reason of
the American outlet for her surplus.
Austria is actually a ground for Slav
as against Gernman, increase. Italy, like
Gernmany, sends her surplus over the
Atlantic. The greait future of English-
speaking people is not in. Europe, but
in America and the southern seas. The
Norse people are hemmed in by barren
lands and are probably increasing fast-
er in the Northwest of the TUnited
States than at home. Now, if we set
against these facis the actual growth
of Russiz herself, the increase of Slavs
in Central Emurope, and the probable
future of the Slavs in the Balkan Pen-
insula, we cannot fail to see that, with-
in a measurable Pperiod, the Slavonic
elemen't in European society will pre-
ponderate in the balance.

Whait effect will this ralcial recom-
struction of Europe exert on man-
kind? It will be & long time before
ave shall realize that if we want to
find ‘the great seats of the historic
peoples of Europe we shall have to
look beyond Europe, to Teutonic North
Amerira, to Latin South America, to
Teutonic Australasia. Yet this will, so
far as one canu see, certainly be the
case within another country, assum-
ing the present general drift of things
to comntinue.

Mozart.

A good story is told of Mozart, the
great composer, at the time he was a
pupil of Haydn. I{aydn one day caai
lenged nis pupils to compose a piece of
music which he could not play at signt
Mozart accepted the banter, and a sup-
per was to be the forfeit. Everything
bLeing . rranged, Mozant took his pea,
and in five minutes dashed off a piece
of mu~ic: then handins it to Haydvy,
he said, ‘“There ig a piece of music
which ycu cannot play, and I can. You
are to give it the first trial.” Haydn
smiled at his pupil, and placing the
notes before him, struck the keys of
the instrument. Surprised at its sim-
plicity, he dashed away until he reach-
ed ithe middle of the piece, when, stop-
ping all at once, he exclaimed, “How
is this, Mozant? Here my hands are
stretched to both ends of the instru-
ment, and yet there is a middle key to
be touched. Nobody can play such
rausic.”

Mozart smiled at the half-excited in-
dienation of the great master, and, tak-
Ing the seat he had quitted. struck the
instrumenit with such an air of selt-
assuranve that Haydn began to think
himself quped. Running along through
the simple passages, he came to that
pant which his teacher had oronounced
mpossible to be played. Mozart was
endowed, as our readers may have
heard, with an extremely long nose—
a prodigious mose. Reaching the diffi-
cult passage, he leamed forward and
struck his nose against the middile key.
Haydn burst into a fit of laughter,
and, after acknowledging that he was
beaten, declared thait nature had en-
dowed Mozart with a capalcity for

music which he had mever before dis-
covered.
