Success Crowns Another Bombardment

in the Philippines by the American
Navy- News From General Miller.
Manila, Feb. 14.—(9.36 a.m.)—The

Despatches From Miller.
Manila, Feb. i4.—(9.45 a m.)—The
United States gunlLoat Petrel arrived late
last evening with despatches from
Brigadier-General Marcus P. Miller to
Major G gl Otis, an | that
Iloilo had been taken by the combined
military and naval forces on Saturday
morning.
General Miller, on receipt of his in-
structions from Maunila, sent native com-
nisslonérs ashore from the U.S. trans-
port St. Paul with a communication for
the rebel Governox of lloilo, calling upon
him to surrender within a time stated,
and warning bim not to make a demon-
stration in the interval. The rebels im-
mediately moved their guns and prepared
to defend their position. Thereupon the
Petrel fired two warning guns, the rebels
immediately opening fire upon her.
The Petrel and she Baltimore then
bombarded the town, which the rebels,
baving set on fire, immediately evaocu-
ated.
American troops were promptly landed
and extinguished the fires in all cases of
toreign property, but not before consider-
able damage bad been done. It is be-
lieved the enemy's lgss during the bom-
bardment was heavy, but no American
1ties were reported.

However, it now looks as if the
people would bave plenty of oysters In
future. A fine bel has been discovered at
Sechelt, up $he coast. They are of excel-
lent quality. Being adjacent to Vanecou-
ver, they should provide a delicacy for
the local market. Prof. Prince had plant-
od oysters In the Gulf, but these discov-
ered are in another quarter.

Record Mile on Snowshoes,

New York, Feb. 14.—Charles Clinton
Qladwin of Montreal ocreated a new
world's one-mile record for running on
snowshoes in Central Park yesterday
afternoon. In the face of the cutting
snow and a strong wind, he ran 1,700
yards in the marvelous time of 4 minutes
59 seconds His friends were prepared to
see him create a new record, but they
were utterly astounded when he reduced
the old figures almoss a minute.

Peter Ballard, “cdlored, aged 74, is
dead at .the home of his daughter in
Sandwich. He was for years the personal
gervant of the late Col. Rankin, whom
he served with the greatest devotion so
the time of his death., The Colonel assist-
ed him to escape from slavery at tha
point of a revolver on the agcasion of
their first meeting.

It
has been found that the nurseries are the
breeding ground of these pesta. Aoccord-
ingly, the biil requires that all nursery
stoocks, whether grown in the country or -
imported, shall be fumigated with hydro-
oyanic acid gas. Tha bill was read the
first time, and the second roading ap-
pointed for Thursday.

The Agent
took up onto the hills bordering the
creek and never put down his burden
until the head of navigation was
re.ched, at the beaver hay stack,
where the boats were put into the
water on the outward trip. By the
time he got back, the other boats had
reached the place where the landing
had been made on the ice.

THE BEST MAN.

How He Comes to Have a Part In the
Marriage Ceremony.

Under the title “When.a Mald's Mar-
ried”’ Frederick Boyd Stevenson in The
Woman's Home Companion traces the
origin of some of our marriage customs
back to the days of primitive man.

““While we smile at the wife stealing
propensity of the savage or half savage na-
tions we cherish as our dearest form a cus-
tom thas had its direct origin in this very
solfsame practice. The ‘best man,’ who
plays so important a part in well regu-
lated marriages that nowadays have any
pretense at all to the fashionable, once on
a time in Sweden occupied a position that
was useful as well as ornamental. In the

_old days the Swedish groom found 1t de-

sirable, in fact, to have several ‘best men,’
to defend him from the assaults of rivals
and prevent them from carrying away his
bride. The Scandinavian warrior of an-
clent times was far too lofty in his ideas
to condescend to plead for a maiden’s
hand. So he patiently waited until some
other man who was more gallant had ob-
tained the fair one’s consent. Then, when
all the details had been nicely arranged,
the proud warrior, with a body of well
tralned retainers, dashed down on the
wedding party and, if strong enough, car-
ried away the bride. The ‘best men’—and
it was very essential that they should be
the best men in those days—therefore be-
eame necessary fixtures to the marriage
ceremony, and they were so well estecred
and their popularity hecame so permancnt
that when the reason for their existence
was removed they were still retainc d.
Henoce the custom is preserved in the ‘best
man’ of today.”

Curious Relic of Washington.

Mrs. Helen Struthers Dunn of Philadel-
phia is the owncrof o curious old relic.
There are scores of people in the United
States who would give much money to
own that piece of redwood which has becn
go carefully polished and set in gold. I%
came to Mrs. Dunn through her- father,
John Struthers, who gave the United
States the marble sarcophagus in which
Washington’s body now rests. Mr. Struth-
ors was well known as a dealer in marble.
His offer of a marble sarcophagus was
made to John Lawrence, the only surviv-
ing member of Washington's family, who
replied that Mr. Struthers had tendered
the gift with so much delicacy and tact
that it could not be refused.

When the coffin containing Washing-
ton’s remains was being removed to its
new resting place in Mount Vernon, a
plece of 1t was chipped off. From a small
portion the breastpin was made. It is
{tself in the shape of a coflin—a grewsome
suggestion for an ornament, but it has
never . been worn. It restg in its little
ocase, side by side with the trowel which
was used to cement the sarcophagus.—
Boston Transcript.

it 1s’ Extremely Hasardous and Try-
tng Work, aad Many onw

Are Necessary to Prevemt Loss of
Life During the Operation.

There ia one phase of the ship life of
the American  naval officer ¢Hab &
ecarcely known to the layman and tha
oan bardly be understood by bim as he

_looks upon ' the modern ship in all bes
attractive oleanliness and meets hes
neat!y uniformed officers upon the ot
less upper deck. Not only sre the
of the ship in sight keps olean and w ;
from rust and decay, bus also théss
down, contracted spaces that never seé
the light of day. These include tbe ocel-

Jular compartments between'the innes
and outer skins of the ship, known tech-
nically as the ‘‘double bottom," and
other places that separate the magasines
and various built up structures withis
the ship from the outer skin.

These narrow compartments are esps
oially susceptible to dampness and rush,
and in order that those who have the
care of them may do their duty wells
and so prevent the decay of the ship =
wystem of inepection has been devised,
and - the inspectors must be, under the
naval regulati isgioned offi-

cers. A per ¢ board of inap —“r-L
is formed upon each ship, which musé
consist of one engineer and two line of-
ficors. The duty of this board is period-
ically to make personal inspections of
all the partsof the ship, examine every-
thing oritioally, suggest remedies for
any evils that may be found to exi
and to repors to the commanding offi-
cer, for transmiesion to the navy de-
partment, the condition of the veassl 18
detail.

Uniforms are discarded while mak-
ing these inspections, and clad in sea-
men’s ordinery working suits these offi-
ocers oraw) apon all fours throughout the
length of the bottom of the ship, wrig-
gle enakelike tk h pent
aud examine with their own eyes every
inch of the surface of the thin steel
plates. The paint of these
ments, softened *by dampness in some
places and by heat and the steam laden
air of the boiler rooms in others, rabs
off upon the working suits, and an
hour’'s orawling transforms the 8es
officer into a ‘very sorry spectacle. In
some modern navies this duty is per-
formed by the enlisted men, the officers
being excueed from it, bud in our navy
the feeling exists thas an enlisted mau
should not be asked to go where an offi-
cer is not willing to lead. The result is
that ““things always work” with the
Americans and the efficienoy of the fleet
is assured.

Numerous precautions must be taken

to avoid the risk of losing life while
performing this duty, for it is attended
with no little danger. The atmosphere
of conflned spaces entirely or partly
closed for a considerable length of time
becoraes robbed of ite oxygen in the
formation of rust and is soon made unfit
to sustain life. If possible, such com-
partments are blown out with pure air
led through, a hose from & blower duct
and all manhole plates removed before
being entered. A lighted candle is al-
ways carried by the inspeoting officer
upon his crawling tour. If the ocandle
burns dimly or seems upon the point of
being extinguished, there is & deficiency
of oxygen, and he will immediately
seok the nearest opening leading from
the compartment and leave it at onoe.
Men are stationed at places as near as °
‘possible to him, so that they may hear
his voice and render immediate assist-
anoe in case of need. No one is allowed
to enter any confined space en board
ship without an uncovered light, al-
though in addition a portable eloctrio
light is carried frequently to render the
fnspection more thorough.

It not infrequently happens thas offl-"
cers aid men become so wedged between
bulkheads and beams while performing
this duty a8 to make it extremely dim-
cult to remove them, and more than one
oflicer of the navy is upon the retived
list today because of permanent injury
to his health contracted while perform-
ing this arduons labor. Beocause of the
care exercised it is rare that a life is
lost in this eervice, but in one oase at
Jeast the rashness of a man proved fatal
0 him. One of the main boilers of the
cruisger Newark, while flagship of the
south Atlantio station, having been
tightly olosed fora month, while empty,
in order to preserve it from deteriora-
tion, the coppersmith of that vessel, an
energetio, faithful man, thought ita in-
torior shonld bo examined and, al-
though warned repeatedly never to en-
ter such a boiler without an open lighs,
removed an upper manhole plate and
orawled in upon the braces with am
electrio light. He told no one that he
was going into the boiler, and no bne
was stationed to assist him in oase of
need. His dead body was found half ous
and half in the\boiler manhole with the
electrio light still burning brightly
within the boiler. He bad evidently
orawled in upon the braces, felt a faint-
ness oreeping over him and had en-
deavored to regain the open air, but losd
consciousness just as life lay within
his reach, and so died of asphyxiation.

The air in the boiler had been entire-
ly robbed of its oxygen by the irom of
the shell in the formation of rust, and
the residunm was unfit to breathe. A
Jighted candle was snuffed out immedi-
ately upon being thrust into the boiler,
and this condition prevailed until &
lower manhole plate was removed, when
the heavy gas ran out as water mighs,
and the air within soon came o be
quite pure. No more vivid illustration
of the dangers to be encountered in the
care of #hips afloat and the precautions
necessary o be taken in this duty could
be given -than this inocident, which
ehows that shot and shell and bursting
steam pipes are not the only dangera
that oconfront the offloers and men of
Gnole Sam’s navy.—New York Sun.
