Act to amend the Act 29nd Vict., cap. 111, intituled: ¢ An
Act to provide for the selection of a County Town for the
County of Bruce, and to make further provision for the select-
ing of the County Town for the aforesaid County of Bruce.

THEREAS, by an Act passed in the 22nd year of Her Majesty's
Reign, chapter 111, intituled: “ An Actto provide forthe selection
of a County Town for the County of Bruce,” it was provided that the
selection of the County Town for the said County should be left to the
decision of the Governor in Council; And whereas, up to the present
time, no decision appears to have been arrived at by the aforesaid au-
thority ; And whereas it is expedient and necessary that such selection
should be made as soon as possible ; Her Majesty, therefore, enacts:

1. The second, third and ifth sections of - the above recited Act shall
be repealed ‘

The selection of the County Town for the County of Bruce shall
be left to the decision of the Municipal Electors of the said County, to
be determined by a vote of such Electors, to be taken on the second
Tuesday of the month of June next, after thie p.1351nrr of this Act, in the
manner hereinafter provided. :

3. Itshall be the duty of the Town Clerk of cach Municipalisy within
the Counry of Bruce, to put up on or before the 1st day of June next,
after the passing of this Act, a notice in the form in Schedule A to this
Act annexcd in not less than five public places within his Municipality.

4. That, on the second Tuesday »f the month of June aforesaid, the
Township Clerk shall proceed to tie place mentioned in the aforesaid

. notice, and shall then and there take the votes of the Municipal Electors

- after the day of polling, furnish the Provisional Warden of the County
of Bruce with a correct copy of the poll-book, so taken, to which shall'
‘be appended a declaratmn to the following effect

then present in a book to be prepared for that purpose, with columns
headed as in the form marked Schedule B. No Elector shall be en-

titled to vote for more than one place, and none shall be entitled to
_vote except such persons as are now by law entltled to vote for Muni-

cxpal Councillors.

. That the meeting shall commence at the hour of 9 o’clock in the
mormnu and shall close at the hour of 6 o'clock in the afternoon,
unléss it shall appear that all persons intending to vote has voted, and
one full hour shall have elapsed and no vote has been given, in which
case the Returnmg Officer may close the poll at 4 o’clock, or at any
time between 4 o clock and 6 o’clock.

6. That after the close of the poll, the Returning Officer shall add
up the number of votes given for each place, and shall, within four days

7. Every Town Clerk within the aforesaid County of Bruce failing to
comply with the aforesaid requirements, shall be liable to a fine of one
hundred dollars, to be levied off his goods and chattels, one-half of such
penalty shall belong to the person who shall prosecute and the other
half to the Municipality.

8. That it shall be the duty of the Provisional Warden, within tea
days after the aforesaid returns should have been made or are made, to
call a Meeting of the Provisional Counci! 2nd then and there to add to-
gether the votes from the several returns so received for each separate

place, and the place having the greatest number of votes shall be declared
the County Town.

9. That the Secretary of said Provisional Council shall immediately
after the declaration of the County Town transmit to the Provincial Se-
cretary, a full and correct statement- of the whole proceedings, with
the number of votes recorded,for each place, and the place declared by the
County Council to be the County Town.

10. That the amount raised, or to be raised, under Section four in the
before recited Act, shall be applied in the erection of County buildings,

and the purchase of land, if requisite, for the erection of County build-

ings thereon.

11, This Act shall be a Public Act.
