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Heavy Russian siege guns have been brought up and 
ar^ bombarding the two fortresses of Pryzemysl and 
Jaroslaw on the River San. Parts of both towns are 
already on fire. Russian troops have moved north­
west and have captured Roblecke, 26 miles north of 
Przemysl.

English aviators rising front Soissons, have 
brought back reports that the Germans are gener­
ally retreating,, taking their trains of heavy stores 
with them. It is believed that the Kaiser has ordered 
a retirement back of the German frontier, leaving a 
force of 200,000 men as a rearguard to cover the 
withdrawal from France.

Rhelm shas suffered terribly through the counter­
attacks made by the Germans at that point to break 
through and cut off the French left wing and British 
army from the main line of battle in an effort to re­
lieve the pressure on General Von Kluck’s army and 
swing the Allies back on to Paris. All these efforts 
of the Germans were repulsed.

* The French official statement reports that In the 
fighting below Soissons, on the Aisne, the troops 
yielded before a German attack in superior force, but 
almost immediately regained the- lost ground. Fur­
ther progress Is reported on the right bank of the 
Oise, ,and it is declared that the furious German at­
tacks north of Rhetms have all been repulsed, the 
Allies also being succesful to the east of Rheims.

Teh Belgians have made a daring sortie towards 
Liege, reaching a point within 22 miles of that town. 
It is reported, however, that the Germans are advanc­
ing to attack Antwerp. The rains have made the 
hauling of the huge German siege guns almost im­
possible.

BERLIN OFFICIAL STATEMENT.

Berlin, Sepetmber 21.—Three German army corps 
(120,000 men), are marching on the Russian strong­
hold of Grodno after capturing the towns of Augus- 
tow, Szozuezyn and Grajevo, says an official an­
nouncement issued here.

“Grodno is an important railway centre on the 
River Nieman. It is on the main line between Petro- 
grad and Warsaw."

The statement continues: “The campaign of the
eastern army continues successful. Part of Grodno 
army defeated by General Hitfdenburg has joined the 
fragments of the Vilna army and the two have fallen 
back on Grodno.

The campaign against Osowiec on the Blerbrz River 
also continues successfully.

"We have repulsed the attacks made by the French 
troops on Donon, near Saals, in the central Vosges.”

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Paris, September 2l.—The Germans were throw­
ing shells into Rheims from batteries stationed six 
miles north of the city. Then they moved to the 
eastward, getting an elvated position commanding 
the city.

The first shots shattered the windows and frag­
ments of glass fell in showers upon the wounded 
soldiers, who lay on bundles of utraw In the aisles.

The German wounded, Practically all of them 
too weak to rise to their feet, oegan calling piteously 
for help.

The French doctors and nurses ut once began tho 
work of carrying these helpless captives from the 
building. Some of the Germans were still in uniform.

Years Rather Than Month*.
When the war broke but, on August 4th, I wrote that 

within a few months Germany would stand on the 
brink of famine. That I still believe. She has 
found it impossible to harvest a large proportion 
of her standing crops; she will find it harder still to 
plough and sow for the season of 1915. By that time 
the Russians will be trampling over vast areas of 
the corn growing belt; the allies of the West will, I 
hope, be invading Germany on the East, and stretch­
ing out a hand to throttle the source of her manu­
facturing industries, the iron and coal fields. Yet 
nobody expects that Germany will yield even then.
She will fight on, and we must fight on, and Russia 
and France, and Belgium, and possibly Italy, and al­
ways the strength of the British Empire will pour in.
All the while, the enemy will be cutting off this un­
necessary thing and that, living nearer and nearer to 
the bare subsistence line; and not until she can no 
longer subsist will she admit defeat. That is the 
picture which penetrating minds see of the imme­
diate future. It is more likely to last for years than 
for months.

In all countries there are industries that are not 
essential to bare subsistence. ' Under military law, 
the army runs the transport systems, the army runs 
the country.

London, September 21.—There has not been a gun 
fired In the North Sea for days, so far as the British 
public knows, but the Admiralty Issued last night, 
bulletins of Important encounter^, in far-off waters.
Successes and misfortunes were both chronicled Im­
partially.

The Admiralty report says that since the Outbreak 
of war the British light cruiser PegaCsus, under com­
mand of John A. Inglls, has been Working from Zan­
zibar and had rendered very useful services, Includ­
ing the destruction of Dar-Es-Salaam (a seaport In 
German East Africa), the sinking of the German gun­
boat Mowe and a floating dry dock.

That is the unique ideal of the new superintendent 
of a Southwestern railroad, sleeping cars in which 
the passengers will be allowed to sleep. What he 
proposes is almost as startling as the outbreak of 
war in Europe, since the one seemed to be as wildly 
Imposible as the other. Yet he approaches the prob­
lem with Jaunty confidence that will inspire an echo 
in the hearts of travellers, because the solution he 
offers really does go to the root of the trouble.

He has issued orders to train crews to cut out 
the big noises, the unnecesary racket that makes 
sleep in the sleeping car a misnomer. And he clas­
sifies these noises so that if those he specifies are 
cut one none of the present disturbances will be left. 
The clanging of bells, the tooting of whistles, the 
sudden popping off of steam by engines close to 
sleeping cars, the hissing and spluttering of locomo­
tives, the shouting back and forth in the yards that 
train crews seem to think essential, and the selection 
of the aisle for nocturnal conversation by the porters 
—all these too familiar foes of sleep are to be elim­
inated, if he can have hi sway. Bumping the sleep­
ing cars back and forth is also to be reduced to the 
minimum.

In the light of experience It does not seem prob­
able that this can be carried out in its entirety in this 
generation. But this superintendent is to be given 
credit for a great idea.—Pittsburgh Dispatch.

The Baltic Fisheries.
The German Baltic coast is extensive, stretching 

from Denmark on the west to Russia on the east, and 
the fisheries are varied, and, although not to be com­
pared with those in the North Sea, they are of some 
importance. About 19,000 fishermen with 11,500 boats 
are engaged and the value of the catch last year 
was $25,000,000. The men are only occasionally em­
ployed in fishing. Lately, however, many boats of a 
better type have been introduced and about 300 of 
them are provided with motor engines. Owing to 
the low salinity of the water compared with that of 
the North Sea, the predominating fishes are not the 
same as in the latter. The haddock is absent, and 
indeed practically all the members of the cod family, 
except the cod itself, which is taken along the whole 
Coast with lines, seines, set nets and traps, The most 
important fishes are the eel, flounder, plaice, sprat, 
herring (the small Baltic variety), pike, perch, bream, 
tench, roach. The "smoking” industry flourishes along 
the Baltic coast, there being about 450 smoking estab­
lishments, chiefly for sprats, but eels, herrings, floun­
ders, plaice, mackerel, salmon and sturgeon, are also 
prepared In the same way. The Kiel sprats are fam­
ous throughout the Fatherland. The total weight of 
the fish taken from the Baltic by the Germans is 
about 700,000 cwts.

The North Sydney Herald says:
AH records, so. far as known, in taking fish by 

steam trailers, was broken when the Irish trawler 
Andromanehe arrived at Vooght Bros.’ wharf, North 
Sydney, N.S., recently, with one hundred and ten 
tons of fish.

This vast qauntity was taken in less than then 
days, as the trawler was exactly ten days out from 
the time she arrived-*-both days Inclusive.

As was stated several weeks ago, when the Andro- 
manche made her maiden trip to this port, a fact 
which inaugurated the first trip of an Irish traw­
ler to these waters, the great natural inducements 
offered by the port of North Sydney as a base for 
operations, the owners of the trawler, Messrs. Buck- 
worth & Mumbrey, Ltd., with headquarters at Dub­
lin, Ireland, have thrpugh their representative, Mr. 
Dunne, decided to locate in this town next year, when 
they will give employment to some 300 people.

The one hundred and ten tons of fish taken is now 
being unloaded by a gang of men and will be placed 
on board the barkentlne Helen James, which, arrived 
here a short time ago in ballast from Bermuda. When 
loaded the cargo will be sent direct to Dublin, Ireland, 
and it it quite likely another load will be shipped in 
a similar manner this fall, providing the Andro- 
manche meets with success such as has attended 
her trips to_ the Banks since coming to these waters.

In addition to the one hundred and ten ton catch 
made last week, the Helen James will also carry 70 
tons stored In the warehouse, which was caught by 
the Andromanehe on her maiden trip.

Washington, September ■ 21.—Director William C. 

Del&noy, of the Bureau of War Insurance, has an­
nounced the rates on war risks fibr 
sels' which are to be charged by' the government for 
insurance on commerce between the United States 
and belligerent and non-belligerent ports during the 
European war.

Rates are published subject to change without no­
tice, for all ports except those on the Bosphorus, 
Black Sea, Adriatic Sea, and those in the North Sea 
between Christiania and Amsterdam, and those on 
the Kattegat or Baltic Sea and adjacent waters.

In 'the case of vessels and cargoes bound for ports 
in this district the bureau reserves the right to fix 
special insurance rates or to decline applications. In­
terest attached to the inclusion in this special list 
of ports on the Adriatic Sea and the Bosphorus, in- 
as much as it is viewed here as Indicating the belief 
of the .government that the entrance of Italy and Tur­
key into the war Is a possibility.

The rate on cargoes to belligerent ports not includ­
ed in the special list is 1% cents and on vessels simi­
larly bound 1* per cent. Announcement of the rates 
to become effective forthwith was made in this 
statement from Director Delanoy:

“From any ports in the United States to any ports 
in the world (other than those named in the special 
list) or vice versa, as follows :

“Cargo freights and advances—For voyage:
1— Between ports of the United States, its 

sions, or any non-belligerent ports in the western 
hemisphere, % per cent.

2— To non-belligerent ports other than above and 
not north of Havre in Europe, nor east of Sicily in 
the Mediterranean, 1 per cent.

3— To all other ports 1% per cent.

For example, we lent less on 
policies during the month tit August this year than 
during the corresponding month of 1913. This re­
flects credit upon the class of policyholders who are 
interested in our company. There has been no 
stampede—far from it. The demand for loans has not 
increased in any way; In fact there has been a slight 
decline.

ture, and among these is the prospect of an increased 
demand for loans from policyholders. At the same 
time I am convinced that a policyholder should borrow 
on his policy only if forced to do so by sheer neces­
sity. Our experience, and the experience of all life 
companies in general, is that loans contracted In this 
way are seldom entirely repaid. Now, when you 
consider that the two chief factors of life insurance 
are protection to the wife and children of the insured, 
and compulsory saving, you can readily understand 
how reckless borrowing on policies injures the family 
of the man who carries Insurance. It detracts from 
the value of the insurance; and in case of death these 
loans must first be made good. Thus the burden falls 
on the wife and children—upon those who, in a word, 
are least able to bear It. My advice to all those who 
carry insurance is to protect their policies at whatever 
cost; and to refrain from doing anything that will 
lessen the income of those dependent upon them for 
protection.

The Building Situation in Toronto.
"Building operations in Toronto have come to a 

standstill, practically, because of the impossibility of 
insurance and trust companies to make further ad­
vances on this type of business at present. We make 
arrangements for loans one or two months In advance, 
and in this way our prospective income and expendi­
tures balance. Now, with the possibility of further 
demands for loans by policyholders and the falling off 
in business, the insurance companies 
obliged to curtail their ordinary advances for build­
ing purposes. This a class of business which Is token 
care of almost entirely by the insurance and trust 
companies, as the chartered banks are prevented from 
lending money directly in real estate. This Is a seri­
ous situation for the building trade, but a situation 
that cannot be helped. While we shall continue to do

losses through disease have been surprisingly small. 
In most of the great wars of history, one of the 
biggest factors were the deaths resulting from his- 
ease. As a matter of fact, in some wars losses 
from disease far out-numbered those killed In action. 
In the South African War, British troops to the num­
ber of 31,118 were affected by typhoid fever with 
5,877 deaths. Deaths from other diseases amounted 
to 6,149, while those killed in battle numbered but 
7,582, or considerably less than the total losses by 
disease.

difficulty. It Is made by Dr. J. T. Gurick, well known 
for his book on The Evolution of the Japanese. 
His proposal is that the number of immigrants from 
any country should be limited to a certain per­
centage—say five—of those from that country al­
ready1 present. It is based on the fact that the as­
similative force brought to bear on newly arrived 
aliens comes from their fellow-countrymen, who 
have preceded them. Any population certainly can 
assimilate five per cent, of newcomers in a year. 
How much more would be demonstrated by experi­
ence, when the figure might be changed. It is a 
rational suggestion and a practical one. k

If this principle wrpre applied to Canadian immi­
gration there would be no check to the inflow from 
Britain or the north and west of Europe, whence 
come the most desirable classes of immigrants. 
Those from the south and east of Europe, being 
much less desirable, would be held down to assim­
ilable proportions.

As the committee has at last taken a definite 
move In this direction they are now approaching the 
time when they will be able to discuss some scheme 
for clearing up the financial chaos on the Exchange 
and to take action preparatory to re-opening. Sever­
al schemes have been placed before the committee 
who have appointed a sub-committee to deal with 
them. Most of the schemes suggest a Government 
guarantee for the banks and other tenders of money 
against any loss they may Incur as a result of the 
war and it? effect on the Stock Exchange. The pre­
cedent Tor this would be the guarantee of the Gov­
ernment to the Bank of England against loss in re­
spect of bills of exchange discounted.

Dealing With Situation.
Many members of the Exchange, however, are op­

posed to receiving assistance from the Government 
or any outside institution, and consequently a great 
deal of attention has been given to a suggested 
scheme for dealing with the situation without a Gov­
ernment guarantee, by means of the formation of a 
big trust company to take over the entire specula­
tive situation. To do this it is urged that the Stock 
Exchange must automatically antedate itself to the 
conditions existing at the last settlement at the end 
of July and ignore all speculative business done since 
that date, since when very little business has, in fact, 
been done, "owing "to the crisis. This condition is 
urged because at the date of the last settlement all 
the then members of the Stock Exchange were solv­
ent, the insolvents "having been hammered. Since that 
date the heavy slump in prices has made many mem­
bers practically bankrupt.

An Unofficial Suggestion.
The idea is that a trust should be formed with a 

sufficient capital to enable it to tu«.e up at the last 
making-up price the whole of the remaining specula­
tive position the» carried over. A week’s notice 
would be given by the brokers to their clients (and 
also between Jobbers and brokers) to take up and pay 
for the stock carried over last time, failing which 
the stock Would be sold to the trust company at the 
last make-up price.
