temporarily, but thelr abeence has been in
every case only temporary. The bandits
who are now annoylng Leo XIIL may be
able to contlnue thelr evil work for a
time, under protection of the present ant's
Oatholle Government, but the Cathollc
splrlt of Italy must in the end triumph,
and the Pope’s authority will then be
eatablished on a firmer basls than ever,
The Catholic powers will also in the
end inefst upon a proper position belng

glven to Hlse Hollness that he may
be able to exerclee a proper Independ-
ence in his government of the uni-
verssl Church, It 1s irdeed poesible
that clrcumstances may recessitate the
removal of Pope Leo for a time, and the
{nfamous law of Orlspi, which will go into
force in September, will make it really
dangeroua for the Pope to fulfil his
duties, Bat the latest intelligence is that
the power of Cilepi 1s on the eve of
belug shattered. Both Auetrla and
Pruesta are of opinion that the opposition
of the pecple to Crlspi’s whole polloy will
cause the fsll of his Government within a
few weeks, and at the present moment
the triple alllance ls severely threatened,
thoughm few days ago It seemed to be a
fixed fact  Anstrian and Gierman papers
are stating freely that, under the circum.
stances which have recently developed
themselves, these two countries muat take
steps to tecure themselves sgalnst Russla’s
aggreeslons, indeperdently of Italy, which
caunot be relled on In an emergency,
Thus Signor Crispi’s strongest rellance is
suddenly taken from him, In the mean-
time, it Is expected that & new Govern-
ment must step in soon, and this will un-
doubtedly be the beglnnlog of a new
policy toward the Holy See, There ls
little room to doubt, the new pollcy
adopted will be one of conelliation,

T OBITUARY.

The death ls announced of two illus-
trious ecclesiastice of the Unlted States
whose services to religlon have been great
and endurlng. The first s that of Right
Rav, Bishop Macheboeuf, of D) enver, Col,,
who first devoted hlmself as a priest to
the spiritual care of the Catholle people of
North Western Ohlo in 1810 when the
people were few and scattered over a large
area. Much of his tlme gyas then neces:
garily epent in the eaddle while he
journeyed over the vast area over which
his flock wae spread, By degrees he wit-
nessed i's development In numbers and
materlal prosperity, He afterwards re-
moved to Now Mexico In 1851, unler
Bishop Lamy, In 1808 he was »ppointed
ViearrApostolle of Colorado, ana while
under his care that State has grown and
prospered unt{l now churches and rellg:
fous {nstitutions are muitiplied through
every quarter, In 1857 he became first
Bishop of Denver., Two years ago the
R'ght Rev. Bishop Matz was s, pointed
his condjator, with right of succession, fo
that now Blshop Mtz assumes the position

s desenasd,

In the dlocere of Denver, which was
orce attended by the late bishop, as the
sole missionary priest, there are now sixty-
two priests and about one huudred and
seventy nune of varlous orders, forty-
elght churches, s college end ten acad-
emles, besides twenty-oue parochlal schools
with five tbousand puplle attending. The
Catholics in tke dlocese are estimated at
about forty - two thousand.

The other death {s that of Mgr, James
A. Corcoran, editor of the American Cath.
olic Quarterly Review, and oue of the
staff of the Semioary of St. Charles. Dr.
Corcoran had a world wide reputation as
one of the most distinguished scholars of
the Catholic Church i America. By bis
death the Church loses one of its ableet
defenders. He was remarkable both for
his theological learning and hls amiability
of character. Not only the Quarterly
Review but the thoueands of Catbollcs
who read that perfodical with interest wiil
feel the lots deeply. May they rest in
peace,

DR. DEWARTS EXCELLENT
SPEECH,

A considerable number of the mem-
bers of the Press Association made an
excursion to the maritime Provinces
spending a very pleasant time, They were
everywhere well treated, and powhere
was there a more cordial reception given
them than in Quebec, Under the guid.
ance of their Quebec brethren they
went on a trip around the harbor and to
the shrine of “La Bonne Ste, Anue.”

We are informed that Rev, Dr,
Dewart, the out-going President of the
association, manifested great interest in
the multitude of crutcnes and other
evidences of the miraculous cures which
have taken place at the shrine.

Most of our readers are awsre that
Rev, Dr, Dawart is the able editor of the
Christian Guardian, the organ of the
Methodist Church in Canada, and on the
return of the excursionists to Quebec on
the 30th ult,, he was appointed to ad-
dress the Qiebec members of the asso-
cintion and to thank them for the cor-
dial reception of the excursionists,
The reverend doctor made it & point to
condemn most emphatically the eflorts
which are now being made by evil-
minded persons Lo excite strife between
British and French Canadians, as in-
jurious to the best interests of our
common country, We are glad to notice
this evidence of the liberal sentiments
eatertained by the learned editor of the
(taardian, If there were more of tke
Protestant clergy of Oatario of his mind
we would not have to deplore the
threatened severance of the tie which
now binds the provinces of Oatario and
Quebec together, a tie which, in spite of
all that the Mail and other no-Popery
journals havs said on the subject, has
been most beveficial to both, French.
Canadians have, undoubtedly, made

Another matter seems to have given
cffence 1n some quartere, but any feeling
of chagrin is not justified by the circum-
stencer, A T¢ Dewn was sung at the
Ohurch of Ste, Anne on the occation of
the vieit, and Cardinal Taschereau, on
hearing of the fact, strongly con-
demned the act., Members of the
press will readily understand that
their excursion was not an adequate
reason for a special religious demonstra.
tion, which is permitted by the Church
only on the most eolemn occasions when
God’s great bounty to mackind has
been manifested in an extraordinary
manner, It wes, therefore, eminently
proper that His Eminence should blame
those who were at fault in making that
religious demonstiation for an insufli.
cient cause,
We publish Dr, Dewart’s epecch as it
appeared In the Empire, which journal
calls it “a capital speech.” The Mall had
always been careful, up to the delivery of
the doctor’s speech, to report the progress
of the Press excurelonists, bat the dey of
the dellvery of the speech has been entirely
ignored by that journal. The Masll seems
to bz quite unaware that avy such a speech
was delivered.  Sir Adolphe Caron’s ex-
cellent speech at Lundy’s Lane the Mail
could effsrd to publish, becauss Sir
Adolphe i & Frenci.Canadian, and that
journal could abuse him. Bat Dr, Dewart
fs an Octarionian, a Tcorontoniav, too,
end one of the most respectable among
the Method!st clergy of the Province, It
was easler, therefore to pass him by than
to deel with him as it deait with Sir
Adolphe, The doctor spoke as follows :
*All the Ontario press excursionists
have now left town for their homes. The
reception 1n their honor and the
trip down the river, though marked
by no remarksble features, were quite
successful and apparently much appre.
ciated by the visitors, Tae event of the
day was the epeech of Rav, Dr, Dawert
on behalf of the Oatario press, the rev,
gentleman making it a poiut to condemn
in secathing language the religious and
pational crusade upon which some of
the Toronto papers bave entered. Among
other things he seid : (Qusbec had what
very few places in Canada possessed,
interesting historical recollections. Here
was perpetuated in the monuments com
wmemorative of the last great struggle for
sovereignty in Canada, the memory of
the union of the two great races which
peopled the country. He did mnot
see that any feeling need be aroused
here by a reference to the Englich
conquest of Canada, any more than 1t
would be called forth in England by an
allusion to the cornquest of that country
by William of Normandy and his French
followers, Nowadays if an Eoglishman
wished to place himself above his fellow
countrymen it was the custom to boast
that his anocestors came over from
Fracoe with Willam the Conqueror, If
the Norman ccnquest had resulted in
the weaving of French laws and civiliz.
ation into English life, so the result of
the cession of Canada to the British
Crown had been a propitious circum
stance in many respects for the people
of this country, It was to be expected
that be would refer to recent events and
agitatione, but he would say that ignor-
ance wag, no doubt, the parent of pre-
judice, Since his plcasant visit with the
Press Ascociatlon of Quebec,to Chicoutimi,
the Saguenay,the Grand Ebrule and other
parts of the Province of Quebec, he had
certainly learnt more ot his French-
Canadian fellow.citizens, and knowing
them better he bad learned to be more
liberal-minded towards them, Then
again he desired to acknowledge his
appreciation of the fact that the people
of Quebec had desired to show that
above the din of battle, or through the
smoke that scemed like that ot bat.
tle, their hearts beat kindly towards
them., He deprecated the attempts to
set up natioral or religious dividing
lines 1n Qapada, and declared that
the eftorts to build up a Pro'estant
party or a Catholic party, a French
party or an English party, were the curse
of the country. He dwelt upon the
lessings of Brifish connection and of
the loyalty of the French Canadians to
that condition of aftairs, adding that
even if anything should ever cccur in the
providence of God to bring about a
severance of those relations, he did not
believe with those who thought that there
was no other alternative for Canada but
annexation, He believed, on the con.
trary, ‘bat we possessed the resources
and material for the building up of a
great, a prosperous and a self-reliant
nation,”

THE CATHOLIC VOTE.

An article which appears in the Mail
of 29th ult, under the title ‘‘the Catho-
lic vote” can only be characterized as &
most despicable attempt to throw dirt
at the whole Catholic body, from the
bighest ecclesiastical functionaries to
the laity of every degree. It is hard to
conceive that such an article should
have been written by any oue haviog the
least respect for his own character or for
the intelligence of his readers, It ia
not our intention to attempt to disprove
by any serious argument what 8o out
rages common sense, for it is one of the
first principles of logio that what is
assertied without evidence may be
denied without evidence.

We must apologiz3 to our readers for
bringing the subject to their attention
at all, but our apology is that we wish
them to know the virulence with which
the Mail treats all subjects connected
with the Catholic Caurch. Tae bitter-
ness with which one of the Mail editors
has long treated everything that savors
either of Irish nationality or Oatholicity
is well known ; and from him little elee
could be expected but malignity and
misrepresentation ; but from his erratic
views he has long been regarded as a
mere failure in any attempt to direct
public opinion, To his views regarding
current events no reasonable person
pays the least attention, notwithstand-
ing his acknowledged literary abulity,
From his colleague in the editoricl
cheir something better might be ex-
pected, for he at least has some koowl
edge of the religion he ouce professed
and practiced, and well he knows that
his theory about the Catholic vote being
for sale for a corrupt bid is beneath con-
tempt, The Mail says :

“The Liberal party got the Oatholic
vote by a corrupt arrangement with
Archbishop Lynch and the Catholic
League in 1571, and have held it cor-
ruptly ever since, for the Catholic
Caurch is not Liberal but reactionary,”

Such a statement is not only un.
founded but aigo absurd, The Catholic
Lesgue had no existencs in 1871, but
when the body bearing that mame did
exist it had no power to sell the Catho-
lic vote, and as & matter of fact the
Qatholics in 1871 and ever since have
been very fairly divided between both
political pariies, and are so still just as
Protestants are, It would be as reason.
able to say that the Protestant vote has
been cast for a consideration with one
particular party, as to assert this of the
Catholics.

Itis perfectly true that at the local
election of 1836 there was a fairly solid
vote cast by the Catholics of Oatario in
favor of Mr. Mowat’s administration, but
the reason for this is spparent on the
surface. It is not neceasary to look for
a corrupt bargain and sale to account
forit, An effyrt was then made by the
Mail in its capacity as the Conservative
organ, to defeat Mr. Mowat by raising
a no Popery cry, and that cry was re-
echoed from one end of the Province to
the other ohiefly by Conservative candi-
dates, It was threatened to destroy the
Catholic school system, which is a sys:
tem perfectly in accord with the best
interests of the Province, It is to the
interests of Ontario as well as of the Cath-
olic Church that the rising generation
ghould have a moral training, and euch a
training is best imparted in religious
sohools. The Catholics, therefore, by
insisting upon the liberty of giving relige
jous instruction to their children, voted
in accordance with their comscientious
convictions a3 to parental rights and
liberlies, and at the same time for the
best interests of their country and creed ;
and they did not need that either the
non-existing league or the revered
Archbishop of Toronto should sell their
solid vote. They had sufficient instinc-
tive knowledge themselves to vote
against any party which might threaten
their liberties, and this is the secret of
the tolerably solid vote given by them at
the election referred to,

But let us turn to the other side of tke
account. Let us suppose for a monent
that the Catholic vote was handed’over
to Mr, Mowat by the clergy, would that
be any worse than the eftort whick the
Methodists have made in Quebeo only &
few days ago to coerce Mr, Mercier's
government by instructing the Metrod-
ist representative on the Protestant
Council of Instruction to vote aganst
the acceptance of the $60 (000 which las
been apportioned by the Legisiature for
Protestant education, simply hecause &
proportionate sum has been devoted at
the same time to Catholic education?
The Methodists are evidently not satics
fied with a proportionate sum, They
want one third, which is woat they
u:ually get, instead of one sevanth, which
would be’ proper share,

Turn next to Ontario. Do we Dot
fiad the Anglican Synods, the Mrhodist
Conferences, the Presbyteries the Min.
isterial Aszoclations, unite< With one
accord in endeavoring tvinfluence the
Dominion (toverniment ¥ interfere with
the legislation of anoth™ Provinee, and
do we not find themtbreaieniog the
gama (fovernment wik the terrors of a
golid Protestant vots unless they yield
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these parsons with almost one voice
laud the thirteen who voted non.con.
fidence in the Government for not sub.
mitting to Protestant clerical domina.
tion? With much more justice, then,
might we say that the Protestant vote
has been sold at a corrupt bargain to
Mr. Dalton Bullet McCarthy, There
was no sush agitation raised by Arch-
bishop Lynch as the Protestant clergy
have excited within the last few months,
and the Mail’s sssertione, which are
reiterated day ufter day, have not a
particle cf truth in them, But if any
party, we care not by what name it may
be called, third party or otherwise, raise
the no Popery banner, it may expect
that the Catholics will be ou the oppo.
site sxde, In ranging ourselves so, we
shall be exerciging our rights as free-
men and as British subjects, and it will
be no easy maiter to suppress us either,
At Stayner Mr, McCarthy threatened us
with bullets for the settlement of the
questions which are now before the
public. Be it remembered that out of
every thousand inhabitants of the
Dominion, there are 426 Catholics, The
other 574 include Protestants of every
shade, Jews, Mormons, Atheists and
Nothingarians. It is not always easy for
574 men to annihilate 426, even if the
larger number were united on one side,
But Mr. McCarthy ehould bear in mind
Kisop’s story of the Cat and the Fox.
Roynard said “Let things turn out ever
80 bad, he did not caire, for he had a
thoueand tricks for them yet, before they
should hurt him.” Puss eaid: *“Nay :
1 have but one ehift for it, and if that
won’t do I am undone.” When the
hounds came suddenly on them, the cat
by help of her single shift ran up a tree,
while Reynard with his thousand tricks
was overtaken on the plain and torn to
pieces by the dogs,

Be it remembered that the organ of
the no Popery party acknowledgad the
other day that Quebec stands en &
vantage ground. In the first place it
is not to be expected that the Protestants
of Quebec will join in a senseless no-
Popery crusade against their neighbors,
who have always manifested towar’s

them the greaiest liberality, and
there &re even in Oatario, thou.
sands of liberal Protestants who

bhave no sympathy with the fanatics,
We know what Orangeism is and that
Orangemen generally would willingly
employ thélr bullets for the suppreesion
of the Catholic Cburch, They used
them freely enough in the days that are
past, But even among Orangemen there
are many who are disgusted with the
intolerance that body has displayed, and
the thousands of tolerant Ontarionians
will have no part in Mr, McCarthy’s dis-
play of bullets. Yet should even that
dieplay prove etronger than we believe
it can be, the Mail itself bas acknowl.
edged that there is still a shift left v.hich
would be decieive of which we might
avail ourselves, even though we would
adopt it only as a last resort,

The fact is we are ready for the battie
with the ballot, We have no fear of the
result should Mr. McCarthy and his
wyrmidons have recourse to the bullet,
when they find themselves beaten at the
polls,

The whole story of the Mail about the
sale of the Catholic vote is a fabrication
of the editorial staff of that journal,
The Catholics will, as usual, vote accord-
in to their consciences, as Proteatants
do, some on one side, some on, the other,
unless, indesd, they be forced by the
fanaticism of a strong party, to unite in
selt defence, This is an event which
is not likely to cccur again, Fanaticismn
did not prove a euccess in the hands of
an able man like George Brown, It is
less likely to prove soin the hands of the

incapables who are now endeavoring to
foster it.

THE PREACHERS RE-
BUKED,

The ministers of Presbyterian and
Metbodist churches, with a few lay
fanatics and several cld women of both
sexes, who petitioned Lord Stanley to
disallow the Jesuits’ Lstate Act, were,
on last Friday, gravely rebuked by His
Excellency for their ineane bigotry and
sent home to Ontario with a large-sized
flea in their ears.

The Lindsay Warder, which (also is
circulated chicfly in the Orapgs town-
ship of the county of Victoria, is sur
passed in circulation and advertising
patronage by its youngest rival in that
town, and the Canadian Post is far ahead
of it both in eirculation and the ability
with which it is conducted, The resson
of this seems to be that a no Popery
organ must give false news in order to
pustain its character, and furnish pabu.
Jum which will suit the taste of its
readers, onorable Protestants will
naturally not care to subsecribe to a
journal which encourages discord, and
furnishes misrepresentations of facts,
Further examples of this may be seen
in the histery of Toronto journalism.

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CARDINAL NEWMAN'S “DREAM OF
GERONTIUS”

—

T.A G., In Notre Dame Scholastic.

Cardinal Newman, the greatest liviog
master of Eoglish prose, has not ¢ nfived
bimself entirely to prose composition ; he
bas written many short religicus poerms.
They exhibit his remarksbic puarity and
simplicity of dictton and his admlirable
eace In giving his thoaghts a poetlc form.
His poetry, whether it 1s due to the em
bodiment of moral truths or to his exces
sive love of short Saxon words and expres-
slons, lackes that luner glow of poetic
genius which would free it from all pro.
salc tints, The “Dream of Gerontlus,”
the lorgest aud best poem he has wrltten,
would nave been sufficisnt, had he com
posed no other, to evtitie him to a high
place amoug religious poete,

The subject of the poem is peculiar to
itself, It is not s mere deathbed acene,
which has ever been a fruitful source of
pathetic and touching decriptions. The
poet does not take us by the hend, like
snother Virgil,and Jead us through Dante’s
realms of departed soule, there toehow us
the rewards of virtue or the puunlshments
of vice. Like a ploneer, he breaks new
ool ; he la the first to steal a glaces ba.
biad the vell of death and revesl to us, ln
a sweet and surpassing way, the secret ex
perlences of a soul during the interval
between its separation from the budy,
and the sentence of joy or doom passed
upon it before the judgment seat of Gud,
This poem is & preface to the “Divina
Uommedia,” a gunide that takes ue across
the dark chaos to the adamantine gates of
the apirit world, In it are blended ina
masterly way the principal dogmas, teach
fogs, aud bellefs of the Cathoic Caurch
It deprives Death of balt his horrore, and
{1 flames ue with the sacred hope of faring
as happlly ss Gerontins, It lucites the
reader to a virtuous life, and gives him
that purity and elevation of thought
which true poetry alone can inspire,

The poem opens with Gerontius at the
point of death, e knows that he 1s
about to die, not by his faillug breath or
cold dampness on his brow, bat because
he feels that all that gave bim lifeis fliw-
ing from hie body. Hissoul Is wavering
on the brink of death, It has a strange
presentiment of & mysterlous phantom
fluttering In the gloom—an unkaown
something that has come to summon him
away, Onwhbat conrolation csun bs groater
at our last moment or relieve us ot more
of our agony than the thought of know
fug that there are eome fiisnds at our side
to offer up their prayers and comfort us
with their soothlog words !

Hia soul has not yet left its eartbly
prison, He rallles and exsites himself to
‘make good use of the few seconds he sthil
has to live, lnspired with a sense of con
fidence and unusual love, Gerontius sings
s hymo in which he makes a complete
profeesion of falth in all the mysterles,
dogmas, and bellefs of the Churcn, With
Christian hamility he submits to all ker
teachings, snd patlently bears all the
pains and trials that God s pleased to
send. A strange feeling of ruln and dis-
solutlon comes sgain, A fear pervades
his soul as though bhe were falling, falitog
from an infinite height, an experlence
which we may have tasted in a slight de
gree, when baving gone to sleep upon u
chalr we dreamt that we were falling off
Not only 18 Gerontius terrified at the
thought of descending fnto a bottomless
abyas, bui the presence of an evil form,
flapping 1ts mighty wings and defillog the
air with curses, fills hlw with dread aud
terror, To the prayers of his assistanis he
answers a hearly “Amen.” At length,
wearied with hisstruggle, he closes his eyes
in sleep and softly, gently ltke the summer
breeze his spirit leaves the body.

From this point of the poem Cardinal
Newman has left the bLeaten road aud
taken hils way through new woods and
fiolds, How cleacly and delicately heo
describes the subtile teelinge of the soul!
How loving aud tender is wie care of our
guardisn sugel and how ecstatic a siagle
glimpee of the Baatifis Vision ! Gerontius
wakes from his sleep no longer encased tn
a cuwberayme body, but light and thin ay
the air 1tself. Ile feels his beatiug pulse
no more, nor hears the clock tickiug oif
the flestiug seconds, Hus soul remewbers
that it had a dream, sad that it heard
some one say, “He's gooe!” and a prlest
begin Subvenite, At every interval the
gouuds became faloter and fainter. He
doubts whether he be alive or dead, He
still has the conviction that each of his
geuses holds 1ts particular piace, but he
canuot move hauvd or foot, although he
seeins Lo have the power.

1f his sou! canuot persnade iteelf that it
is sliting or slanding, or ficd outanyibing
abont s state or position, it 18 certaiu
that it is leaving the earth borne aloay
not by itself, but in the hands of some
geutls betug.

How briefly and excellently the post
deecribes purgatory and the nature of the
saufferiog of those who go there,

Gorontius has no fear to expect, aud,
hurrled on by the deslre of secing his God,
he reaches the hidden presence of his
Judge. Here the echoes of the volees he
left on earth penetrate, Here the angel
of the sgony pleads for bim before the
just tribunal.  This is the most striklng
thought of the whole poem, and Cardinal
Newman has treated it in an impressive
maoner,

The soul at last sees God, and immedi.
ately darts forward with an insatiated
energy of love

*To the dear feet of Emmanuel ;

But, ere it reached them, the keen sanctity
Which with ite eflluence, like & glory,
clothes

And circles round the Crucifiad, has seized
And scorched and shriveled it; and vow it

Passive and still before the Awful Throne.
O happy, suffering soul; for 1t 1s safe,

At the same moment that this happy
change took place, the soul received its
sentence, and then exclaimed :

There will I sivg my ead perpetual strain

HISTORY OF FREMASONRY,

IT8S REAL CBJECP I8 TO DESTROY
CHRISTIANITY FOR A RELIGION OF
HUMANITY.

Freemasonry 1s the system of the Free
masons, & eecret order and panthelstic
sect, which professes, by meana of sym-
bolic language, and ceriain ceremonies of
initiat'on and promotion, to lay down a
code of morality founded on the brother-
hood of bumanity only. Some writers
apply the term Freemasonry not only to
the Freemasone proper but also to all
other secret organizations which seek to
undermine Christisnity and the political
and social institutions that have Chrlstian-
ity for their baels

The origin of Fresmasonry s dlsputed.
The Freewesons themselvee, in the lan
guage of thelr ritunls, assume the sect to
nave begun its exictence at the buildlng of
Solumon’s Temple ; but serlous Masonie
writers, as well as all writers of repute,
dec!are this to be merely a conventional
fictlon. Nor s any more value to be
sttacked to the attempts that are
occasionally made to find a Jivk be
tween the Pagan mysteries and Free-
masoury, Some writers trace Free:
masonry to the heresies of Eastern
origin that prevalied during the es:ly and
miadle sges in certain parts of Euarope,
such a8 those of the Gaoatice, Manicheans,
snd Alblgenses, some of whose mlschievous
tenets are, no doubt, apparent in the sect,
The suppresied order of the Kalghts
Templars, too, hes been taken to have
been the toarce of the rect; and this
theory may have some coantenance In the
fects toat a number of the Kuights in
Scotlaud flileitly maintalned their organi-
zation after the suppression, and that it
was from Scotland that Freewascnry was
brought into Fraace at the begloning of
the last century.

Bat it seems more in consonauce with
meny known historical facts to trace the
gect to the medfw val gulld of stone masons
who were popularly called by the very
name of Free Masovs, Durlog the mlddle
ages the various tiades were forwed, with
the approbation of the Church, into gullda
or close protective socletiea. In general
no oue was permitted to follow a trede for
wages or prcfit, as apprentice, j urney-
maun, or wmaster, until he had been meade
free of the gulld represeuting that trade
Each guild had iis petron salat, and
several gailds, it is certaln, had each its
pecullar rltual, using its own tools and
technical language in & symbolical way in
the ceremouties of lnitlation and promotion
—that iz to say, in entering an apprentice,
sud at the end of his time declaring him
a worthy fellow journeyman or craftsman,
otc. The guild of Free Masons was slngu-
lar In this ; that it was a migratory one, its
members travelling under their mssters in
organized bedles throughout all parts of
Europe, wherever their services were
reqaired in ballding. When firet referred
to, they are fouad grouped about the
mounsteries especiaily about those of the
Benedictines, The earliest form of initla
tion ueed by the guild is sald to have been
suggested by the ritual for the reception
of & Beuedlctine novice.

The South of France, where a large
Jewish and Saracenic element remalned,
was a hotbed of herceles, and that region
was also a favorite one with the guild of
Masons, Ic s asserted, too, that as far
back as the twelfth century the lodges ¢ f
the guild enjoyed the special protection of
the Knights Templars, It ia easy in this
way to understard how the symbolical
allnsion to Solomon and his Temple might
have passed from the Knights iuty the
Masonle formulary. In tbis way, too,
might be explained bow, after tho sup-
pression of the order of the Temple, some
of the recalclirant Kuights, malntaining
their fufluence over the Free Masonms,
would be able to pervert what hitherto
had been a havinless ceremony into an
elaborate ritual that should fwpart somo
of the errors of the Templars to the initt-
ated. A document was long ago pubiished
which purports to be a charier granted to
a lodge of Free Masons in Eogland e the
time of Henry VII, aud it beare the marks
in {ts religious fud/fference of a rusplcious
likeness between Freemasorary then and
now. Iu Germany the guild wis numes-
ous and was formally recogaized by a
divloma graunted in 1459 by the Emperor
Maximiiizn But this sanciion was finally
revoked by the Imperial Diet {a 1707,

So far, however, the Free Masons were
really working stonemasons ; but the so.
ealled Cologue Charter—the gonuineness
of which seems certaln—drawn up In
1556 at a reunion of Fice Musons gathered
av Cologue to celebrate the opeuing of the
cathedral edifice, i¢ elgned by Melsnch-
thon, Coliguy, and other slmilar iil
omened names, Notuing certain is known
about the Free Muasons—now evideutly
becoming a sect— durlug the seveutaenth
century, except thas in 1646 Elias Ash
mole, sn Boglishman, founded the order
of Rose Ceoix, Rusicrucians, or Hermetic
Free Masons—a accloty which mingled in
a fantastic manner the jargon of alchemy
and other accult seicnces with panthelsm,
T'his order coon became atliliated to some
of the Masouie lodges in exmany where
from the time of the so-called Reformation
there was a constant fourd!ng of socletles,
secret or open, which undertook to for-
mulate a philosophy or & religlon of thelr
oW,

As we know it now, however, Free
masonary first appeared in 1725, when
Lore Derwentwaier, a supporier of the
expelled S:uart dynasty, tutroduced the
oxder lato I'rauce, professing to have his
suthority from a lodge at Kilwinning,
Seotland, This formed the basis of that
varlety of Freemasonry called the Scotch
Rite, Rlval organizations soon sprang
up.

masonry, Lo 1770, two yearsafter the ex.
pulsfon of the Jesultes from the Univer-
sity, he beought together a number of his
puplls and friends, and organized the
order of the Iliuminati, which he estab
lished on the already existing degrees of
Freemasonry., The avowed object of
the lilumioatl was to bring back maa-
kinc—Dbeglnning with the lUluminated—
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to their primitive liberty by destroying
religion, for which this newest pbilcso-
phical invention was to be substituted,
and by reshspiog fdess of property,
scclety, marriage, ete, Ouae of the lilam
inati, & Sicilian, Joseph Baleamo, other
wise Cagliostro, organized what he called
Cabalistic Freemasonry, under the name
cf the Rite of Mieralm, He it was who
In 1783 predicted, as the approaching
work of the Freemasons, the overthrow of
the Fiench monarchy, Iudeed, Free.
masomry was very active in the French
Revolution, and aseisted In bringing abount
wany of the calamities which ec:ompanted
that great upturning of soctety,

Freemasonry in the meantime, bad split
up into numercus sects, or “rites,” all
worklng to the common effort of destroy-
ing a bellef in the divine revelations cf
Chrlstien'ty. In 1781 a great assembly
of ell the Masonic rites was beld at Wil
helmebad, in Hanover, under the presi-
dency of the Dake of Brunswick, which
refused to recogniza Welshaupt’s system,
bat at the same time permitted the most
mischievous tenets of Ilinmicism to be
engrafted on the higher degrees of Free
masonry, eepeclally of the so-called Scotch
Rite, About thls tlme the S:otch Rite
was ettabiished at Charleston, S. O, by
by some cflicers of the French auxiliary
army. The York rite had been latro
duced into the United States by Eoglish
coloulats,

F:eemasonry in Continentsl Earope has
been the hatching ground of most cf the
revolutionary socleties, many of which
were aflillated to the higher Masouic
degrees, In France the sect was officlally
recogn'z:d by the government of Nspoleon
IIL, but advance Freemasons bors this
uuwlllinglv, as it lovolved reetraint. An
avowed belef in God was required for
initiatton, but this requirement, through
the efforts of M. Mace, of the Universivy,
was finally abolished in the convention of
Firecmasons held at Paris, Sept. 14, 1877,

A recent French writer maiotatus that
Freemasovry is unknown to most of the
craft—managed by five orsix Jews, who
band {es {cflaence In every possible way to
the furtherauce of the anti-Christlan
movement that passes under the name of
Liberallsm.  Taroughout Coutinental
Earope, in the Spanish American Statee,
and in Brazil, Freemasonry has of late
years agaln beccome very active, The war
against the Cathollc Church in Germany
had no more bitter supporter than Free-
masonry. If the Calturkampf was not
direct from the lodges, at least nearly all
its leacders were Freamasons. Dariog the
“Commune” of Paris, in 1871, Masonic
lodges tsok part as & body in the insarrec-
tion, marching out of the fight with their
red bauners, In France and Belglum the
lodges have officlally commanded their
members to aseist the Ligue de I' Enseigne-
ment—1 lcague intended to bring sbout
the complete secularization of the primary
public schools,

In the Eoglich-apeaking countries, how-
ever, Freemasonry has hitherto protested
fts reepect for government and establieched
goclety, and it has not had any immediate
action on pollide:, its members being
usually found as numerous in one politi-
cal party a8 acother., Bat it has never
falled indirectly to use its i.flaence for
the advancement of its members over
others,  Eoglish-speaking Freemasons
have usually been accustomel to regard
the panthelsm of thelr rituals as an amuas-
fng mummery rather than a3 a reality.
These Freemasons usually dlsown for their
order any alms but those of a convivial
and mutusl ben:fit scclety, but no oue
can fall to see that Indifferentlem In reli-
glon at least is one of the results of E-g
lish-speaking Freemazonry et {its best.
But the copatant infl 1x {nto the Euglish.
speaking countries of Jews aud Continen
tal Freemasons must necesaarlly impreg-
nata the order with all the poison of tne
Contlnental eect,

Freemasounary I3 essentially opposed to
the bellef {n the personality of God,
whose name lu the Masonic rituals vells
the doctiine of Diviae foree only govein-
lng the noiverse, It 13 also essentlally
subversive of legitimate authority, for by
professieg to furnlsh man an all-suflislent
gulde aud help to conduct, it makes himin
dependent of the Church, and by its every-
where ridiculing rank in anthority it
tends, In spite of its occasional protests of
royalty, to bring all governments iuto
contempt.

A CONTRAST.

But what do we see when we turn to the
weeting of protest 1 We see that the plat
form is occupled by gentlemen of one re-
liglon only (hear, hear), Wealeo see that
0o Australian natives are to be found
atanding upon tbat piatform, and we also
see that ivetead of Englishmen and Scotch-
men attending thet they have to fall back
on the most bigoted epecimens of North
of Ireland men (applause). When we ex
amine the languege need and compere it
with that ueed on our platform, you fied
in the loyallets’ utterances an importation
of sectarian strife, sud #n attompt is made
to stir up in this new country the cold
batreds between Catholic end Protestant

TBE CAUSE OF TROUBLE,

Now, my friends, if you want to know
what the reel trouble s in Ireland my
enswer might slmost reet here, Our
country {s governed by a clesy of men
much resembling those who recently ccon-
pled the eo called loyallsts’ platform in
Sydney. Nominally we are goverred by
the Britith ParMlament at Westminster
but these who come over to govern I
land kuew nothing of the condition of the
ceuntry, and they are obliged to guide
theix policy entirely on the advice and
connsel of the Oravge faction in Dabiin
Castle, whose epirit ia rcflected in the
meeting in Sydney, ard whose polley ia to
gubject the mejority of the Irish prople to
alavery, whilst a smsll faction ave kept in
the positlon of power and supremacy
(appluuee), This is one of our difficulties
in lreland, snd I am exceedivgly glad that

these gentlemen did not adopt what would
be for them the wise policy of stlence and
not ventilate the eectarlan feelings
before the people of New South Wales
and expose thelr echemes and thelr splrit
of sectarlaniam (apvlanse). When I came
to the coucluslon of that meating and read
the fullowlng resolutions, “That this meet-
ing hereby resolves to malntaln futact the
integrity of the B:Atlsk Emplre,” I con
foss I could not belp laughing. May the
Lord have meicy on the Emplre that it
should ever come to such a pass that it
would have to depend for its integrity on
the Orangemen of 8ydney (laughter),
A GREAT DRAIN
Daring these last two years two thousand
of the moet active Natlonalists have been
arrested and sent to bard labor vader the
Crlmes Act for no cffence whatever in
our view, Many of them are men of very
mederate means with families dependlng
vpon  them. Sometimes farmers are
taken eway from their work in spring.
time and they are persecuted and im
prironed and subjected to the meanest
percecutions while in prison. Then we
have to meet the great case of the Times
which wes linstituted against us for
verfous objects, and one of the ohjects
was to attemp® to crush our organizatlen
and ruin our movement by the cos's they
would plle upon us, 1ha people of Ire
land and elsewhere, to their credit be it
safd, have come to our rescue and sup
plied us with cufficient fuuds to carry on
the great cause (sppiause). Irclund sub
scribed £27,000, and though the results
are worth ten times that tum it is a grost
drain on a poor pecple (applause), Now,
we have In Irelaud u eystem of
POLICE RULE,
I ¢hould bave waid police persecutlion,
that is, I belleve, without parallel in the
bistory of the world. There Is no coun
try in the world where there {s euch a
large number of police to the population
83 in Ireland, In Irelaud there Is one
peliceman to every two hundred and
fifty people, and they cost 7s 64 per head
to ths population, whereas in Eagland
they crst 1s Gl or 2y, In Eopgland there
is only oue policemen to every tweive
thousand. Now, what Is the reaton that
80 many are required ? It is this: They
epend most of the'r time striving to col
lect exorbitant rents which are the ceunse
of the impoverishment of the count
Let me point out seme of the duti
thepolice. They patrol the rondeinr
parts of the country night and day
watch the rallway stations in Ire
take notes of every remarkable persca
pasedeg,  Recently they have sdepled a
new eyetem, and it !s thie : When a man
Is in active opposition to the Government
or woen he Is known to be In eny way
fdentified with the National csuse they
watch bim f:om the time he gets up in
the morping until he retires to bed at
right (sppiause), Not only that, but
they watch h's house et night, and they
send to Dublin Castle the names of any
persons he has epcken to, It ie not to be
wondered at thai the expenses of the
police forece which are thrown upon the
poor people are enormons, Hero in New
Sonth Wales if you had to be watched in
such & manuer, if you had such a eystem
of police esplounege, it would cause a con-
slderable increase in the police forcs,
PUBLIC MEETINGS
We are not aliowed to bold a single
meeting without a large number of police
etandlug by, and although meetivgs have
been held for the last ten years, elnce I
first tock part in politics, there has hzen
no disturbauce except where the poilce
dellberately got into a couflict with the
people., Still the police to this day come
to the Nationallsts’ gatherings and they
siand by walching us, The result of that
Is this : They areready at the least provo-
cetior—and it o happers at times where
a jerge crowd collects, it {8 not easy for
the organizare or directors when there ls a
disorderly or drunken percon In the
crowd to restrain him—and the conce:
guence Is thet we are always exposed to
the dapger thst rome dieorderly or
drunken men over whom we have no re
sponsibility may precipitate a collislon
which may end In the lose of life. We
have over aud over agaln remonstrated
with tha authoritles with reference tc the
absurdity of bringing those into coutact
with the people.
THE BAYONET,
Sull they will perstst fu deing it, and no
reancon can be assigned except the deeire to
intimldate and cower the Irich people by
keeping before their eyes the ghmmer of
the bavouet and to show them that there
{s always & force in reserve which won’t
allow them to thake off the ycke of land-
lordism, I may mention that a number
of tlmes the drafisg of the police to
public meetings resulted in colllstons with
the people. Hardly a fortnight passes in
Ireland in whlich the pclice do not charge
the people for some paltry excuse or an-
other, coneequently many people are
geriouely lnjured, sud in all those cnaes it
hae bsen Impossible for ns to get a fair or
impartial inquiry into the conduct of the
police, The Government would not In-
quire into the conduct of the police ne
matter how they act.
SPIES
We have also in Ireland spiee, which iz &
part of the police syetem and which s in-
tolerable ard odious. Ireland fe covered
over with spies who have been imported
futo the country, and some of them are
of such degraded characters that it {s pur:
piising how any Government in the
world have declded to keep them In their
employment., I wlil glve you the hisiory
of one cace. Many of you will remem ber
in the county of Clare, of reading what
was known as the maoonlight outrage on
Sexton’s bouze, Now, it turned out at
the investigatlon that the police had in
thelr employ a epy of the name of Callin.
ane, & man of notoriously crimizal reputa
tion, and an oft convicted geoundrel who
weas the chief organizor of the attack on
the house, When Cullinane, the police
gpy, organized the atiack, he came to the
police & week before it took place. Well,
the eergoant of the police, a man named
Whelehau, gave Cullinane a half-sovereign
avd sent him (Culllnane) off to conduct
the attack, and that he (Sergeant ' Whele-
han) would go at the hesd of twelve
police into Sexton’s house to capture the
moonlighters, [ think that was a moet
atrocious thing to do, He end Cullluene
were the chief sgente in organlzing the
attack, Well, what happened? The
night came and Whelehav, the esergeunt,
and ten police went into Sexton’s house,
Whea the hour came Caullinace ap-

elght moovlighters, Callinane knocked
at the door, demanded it to be opeued,
aud after it was he slipped aside !nto the
lucer room and left the other moon-
lighters grappling with the police, There
was a fearful struggle outside the yard, in
the course of which Whelehan was killed
and the others were injured, The police
captured some of the moounlighters and
the others escaped. Whelan was respon-
sible for the whole bueiness,

THE GOVERNMENT OUTRAGE MONGER,

That 1s not the polnt I wish to dwell so
much npon #s this: that here the Govern.
ment had one In the employment of the
police, aud he had beeu in their employ.
ment for upwards of eeven years, aud he
bad been not ouly astuslly paid by them
bat told off te committ an outrage. When
the trial came ou Cullinone was brought
forward to glve evidence egainst the
moonlighters, 1 know of no such parallel
in any country in the world Wed n't
know how muoch Cullinane was pald for
big services, Io this case the light of day
was let in, aud we can only suspect what
an immense number of Cullinenes are
wandering about Irelaud urglrg on these

GOVERNMENT BY CONSPIRACY

Iem couviaced from my own experience

Our Protestant friends will
understand, strange as it may seem, that
for the Catholic there is no High Onureh,
no Low Church, no Broad Courch, no
Reformed Cnurci, no opinions from in
dividual preachers, Jesuit or otherwige,
88 to the interpretation of the Word of
God, That is all defined by the Councils
of the Church, ratitied by ite chief, who
is the Pope of Rome (Matthew xxviii, 15,
19, 20);and “were an ungel from Heaven
1o preach any other doctrine,” he must go
ashore to avoid being thrown overboard
like other restless spirits, and establish
a Church tohis liking This is necessary,
unity being one ot the marks of the
Koman Caurcha (Eph. iv, 3,4). Hence,
the Jesuit Saociety cannot possibly teach
other than good sound Cathoiic doctrine.
I have written 8o as not to offend, I
hope I have succeeded,

Rev. Thomas Ewlog Sherman, son of

Therxe 1s also a
branch of tbis Order in Cbatham of this
diocese which has a most successful acad-
emy for young ladies.

Ninety five thousand pllgrims vialted
the shrine of St. Aone of Beaupre in the
ficat six montha of the present year,
On Friday, the 26:h ultimo, the feast of S:,
Anne, a pllgrimage from Qucbac was in
attendance, and H'!'s Emicence Cardinal
Taichereau celebrated Mass. A pumber
of miraculous cures have besn reported on
the o casion of recent pilgrimages, among
which that of a youug man named Rattan
of Keesville near Ottawa is remarkabie
He was lame and walked on crutches, and
while Mass was golng on he walked up to
the altar and deposited his crutches In
preseuce of thousands of witnesses. Several
of the cures were from the neighborhood
of Outawa.

A Conservative contemporary boasts
that there are “two men” {n the O:tawa
Cabinet who helped to carry the Saparate
School Act In 1863, As a matter of fact
there ere more than two.

Now all this {s very dlstressing. About a3
bai as the temple which Aimighty God
ordained to be erected in His honor in
Jerusalem, It s awful! Gold, walis
overlaid with gold, a box covered with
plates of gold, and gold angels, Beggais,
too, aud poor people! Itis very awful ;
and lame beggars. There was one once
within the precivcis of the holy places at
Jerusalem, and he could not get into a
Eool where people who did not know any

etter used to bathe, in thebelief that they

might get well. Some one sympathizad
with the poor beggar; he dld not tell him
to go to the poor house, or call on the
poiica to arrest bim, He dld not even
kelp him into the pool. He cured the
beggar, ard both reverenced the temple,
with all ts gold and all its beggars —N. Y,
Cathollc News,
