Rev. Charles Cook, we are most happy
to say, did not encouracze these indiscretions
and bitter feelings. lie recommended by
actions as well as by words the delights of
peace. He could nor would not, however,
prevent the formation of dissenting congre-
gations. Sometimes, when preachers of the
official Church seerued to bim to be stran-
gers or enemies to sound doctrine, he re-
garded it Lis duty to establish dissenting
Churches. Controversies on the subject
have continued withou: intermission; and
only last year, when he was afflicted with
the disease which caused his death, he wrote
one or two letters to vindicate himself from
the reprcaches of the nitional pastors,

The Brabmin priest had still ruled the
Hindu mind, and the superstitions of ages
bad been perpetuated by the insane, the
suicidal policy of a Government whose
only aim was to maintain British suprema-
cy—thouvgh in doing so Christisnity should
be sacrificed and British faith violated.—
God crushed the system which pandered to
Hindu infidelity ; and the receding waves
of the insurrection—crimson though they
be—have left a soil behind them, on which
may be sown and fostered the seed of a
pure religion. [t is the work of the Church
to sow that seed.

No sooner had Delbi fallen, than the
massacre of Gwalior followed. And what
can give us a more graphic picture of the
treachery of the Hindu—rendered treach-
erous by his religion—thun the narrative
of that event.

For a series of ycars England bad hon-
orred (the Lord by a consistent protest
agairet the idolatry of Rome ; but we fear
that «he has begun to deseend from her high
vantuge ground. She bas aiready com-
menced to depart from principle in favor of
expediency ; and what the end may be God
slore can tell.

History of Telegraphic Experi-
ments, |

The history of its achievements like that of
every other great undertaking, has been pra-
dual. Among barbarians, and in the earliest |
ages, signals were conveyed long distances by |
fires, torches and trumpets. Cabnnons and
rockets took their place on the invention of
guopowder in the fourteenth century. In
the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, the
aerial telegraph or semaphore, conveying in-|
telligence from point to poiat by the positions of |
wooden arms on the summit of high towers |
marks, the first step of advance {rom the more '
primitive methods. They were introduced into
England, Denmark, India, Germany and Russia,
and are cven now in use. Very expensive in
their operation, siow in communicating messages,
and liabls to total interruption by darkness, fogs
and storms, they are howerver rapidly being
superceded by the magretic telegraph. The last
one in Fngland dieappeared only six years azo.

The electric telegraph was early thought oi as
a substitute, and as early as 1129, frictional eiec-
tricity was made to give signals through con-
siderable lengths of wire. NBm the time bad no:
yet come for its practical introduction—though a
line, twenty-six miles long, was erccted in Spain
as early as 1798. God seces fit to prepare the
way for great changes slowly, and a century
elapsed before the world was ready to receive a
man to invent the magnetic telegraph. During
this period Winkler, Le Monniet, Franklin, De
Luc, Lesage Reusser, Scemmering, Oersted,
Arago, Ampere, Faraday, Sir Humphrey Davy,
Sturgeon, Prof. Henry, and a host of otber dis-
tinguished savans, were engaged in experiment-
ing, and studying the laws of zalvanism, electrici
ty and magnetism, and chemistry, and contributed
largely to the stores of science before the problem
of instantaneous commounication was ready for
successful solution by either Wheatstone in
England, or Morse in America. In 1832, the
latter turned, his attention to the subject; in
1835, be bad a model constructed: in Septem-
ber, 1837, be exhibited his machine at the New
York University, working through 2700 feet of
wire. In 1840, it was palented, and in June
1844, the first successful magneto-electric tele-
graph in the world was in operation between
Washington and Baltimore—a distance of forty
miles. I:s usefaloess and efficiency on dry land
was triumphantly demonstrated.

But providence bad not yet opened the way
for a submarine telegrapb. The wires could not
at that date have been isolated at any ordinary
expence : possibly a successful submarine cable
could not have been construcied at all. Gutta
Percha was comparatively unknown, and the
mode of preparing it a mystery yet to be solved.
The first speceimen which appeared in England
was not presented to the Society, of Arts until
1848, and in 1845, it was so little known, that its
importation amounted to only 20,600 pounds
agaiost pearly thirty-cne millions of pounds in
1852.

Thbe question soon suggested itself why, when
England was netted with telegraph wires, and
Ireland and France enjoyed their benefits,
should the slender arms of old Neptune constitute
an insuperable obstacle to their connection with
each other? Why ehould ke be permitted to
bid them defiance? How darest thou, ch Sea !
to undertake to curb tbe daring epirit of man ?
But the confining power of thesea was only for a
time. In 1850, Dover and Calais were united by a
submarine cable, twenty-four miles long. Tbose
boary headed enemies, whose inveterate ani-
mosities had been handed down from father to
son for a thousand years, became near neighbors,
and for the time being friends, and almost im-
mediately afterwards, were icund for the first
time in thair entire history uni‘ed in war against
a common enemy.—Eogland was soon uniled
with Ireland and with Hollacd. Italy with
Corsica, and Corsica with £ardinia, and the
currents of human throught were silently be-
ing conveyed through the depthd of the great
watere. When the idea, grand in its concep-
tion, sublime in its execution, of encircling the
occean 2nd reducing the distance between
Europe and the United States from days to
seconds of time, seized the public mind.— Chr.
Olbserver.
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Discovery and Colonization.

The various ways in which Pravidence furth-
ers or retards the progress of civilization, are a
curious and instructive eubject of contemplation,
The disccvery of the gold fieid of California,
settled and civilized a country which, in the ordi-
nary course of events, wou!d bave remained un-
settled and uncivilized for ages to come. The
same may be.said of the vast continent of Auns-
tralia with its physical and political peculiarities
and its remoteness from those parts of the world
which are inbabited by energe'ic and enterpris-
ing people With time, coal, iron, copper, .&c s
may be more instrumental than the precious
wmetals in advancing the prosperity of a pation;
for they render the exercise of ingenuity and in
dustry necessary to make the working of them
remunerative. A striking proofof the truth of
this fact bas been sbown in the relative success
of .the colonies, which have been founded in
America by Great Britain, and of those which
have been founded by Spain. In the former,
energy and industry bave contended with trium-
phant success against tbe difficulties of soil and
climate. In the latter, neitber the silver of Mexi-
co, nor the gold of Peru bave been-abie to eave
them from disruption and ruinous decay. Differ
ence iu religion and in race may have done much
1o cauee such different results. But it should be
remembered that Spaiv, wheu she established
ber first colonies in America, was the first of
Earopean countries in arts, literature and in
arms. The respective position at the present
day of the colonics which weresfounded by Drit-
ain and Spain, is indeed sufficientiy marked and
instructive. Ye: it may be doabtad if, without
such aetimulus as tho pgold discoveries in the
North Western disiricts of British America, those
countries would have been settled for many years
to come. A powerful and unscrupulous mono-
poly has been watchful to retard every attempt
at progress which has been made in its territories.
Indeed it seems, improbable that anything less
exciting than the discovery of gold in large
quantities, would have been able torescue that
part of the world from the banefu! icfluence of
the Hudson’s Bay Company. The bank: of the
Fraser River are seperated from Canada by such
s long and tedious route, that, although the soil
is rieh and the climate healthy there would
scarcely have been sufficient iuducement to sel-
tlers tu' wander such a distsace 10 the wilderness,
while so many lands near the civilization of home
remained uz';ee(lfcd. The want of capital, &c.,
&c., would have retarded if not prevented the
formalion of even ordinary roads, and thus insu.
perable olstructions would bave bf:un offered to
any attempt at commercial enterprise. But.now
the case is very dillerent. That inordinate
thirst of gold which seems to Lave been caval
with the history of civilised man, and which is
always commented upon with severity, is yet un-
slaked, and indeed as strong as ever. We may
caticnaily conclode that the existeace of gold in
such large quantities, will be the means of rapid-
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aff countries that are connected with them. It
is only in such a way that the Pacific Railway
could bave become a probable cvent. Under
ordinary circumstances apes might bave elapsed
before so gigantic a scheme could have been
realized. The present combination of affairs
forms an additional link in the chain of proba-
bilities that many now alive will see the comple-
tion of that great undertaking. When it is ac-
complished the effect upon Canada will be bene-
ficial beyond measure, and must soon raise it to
the highest rank in the scale of nations.

Trat Leap Mine —The Editor of the Carle-
ton place Herald recently visited the lead mipe,
which is ooly 8 mile distant from the village,
where be found two Cornish miners named
Oatey, father and son, engaged in abstracting the
ore i1om the Inde, as the mine is termed. The
Herald says it has been tracked for a distance ot
over two hundred fathoms bein : about four feet
wide, aml the depth not yet asceriained. It is
mostly filled with rich bunches of Galena lead,
mixed with calcareous spar ; and has eyery ap
pearance of yielding a profirable rerurn for the
labor employed in working 1t. The miners com-
menced operations on the 26:h of Juoe, and bave
now several tons of lead raised. They expect to
raise about filty tons before the close of the pres-
ent season.— Monireal Wuness.

LAke SuPkRIOR SiLVER —The Detroit 7ri-
bune bas several beautiful specimens of silver ore
taken out of Lake Superior mines. One of the
specimens is a large mass of snowy quartz, thick-
ly dotted with silver. Another is composed of
silver bulbs, 80 to speak, resting on a ma:s of
nativg copper. The other is a beautiiul speci-
men, freed from the quartz. and exhibiting tbe
pure white ore. In sbape it resembles eome of the.
fan-like varieties ot sea-weed, and is now belore
the manufacturer’s tcol bhas touched it, perfect
enough for the ornament of a vase or other article
of silver ware. Its weight is about six oufices
and its paority as high as coald be.

Between France and Piedmont a strong
sympathy is growing up. Count Cavour is
tbe warm friend of Italian nationality, and
he professes to believe that this object may
be better farthered by French than by
English diplomacy. The Count is displeas-
ed at the support which the British Cabinet,
past and present, gives to Austria, and con-
trasts this with the support which his coun-
try invariably receives from the Tuileries.
Prince Napoleon has lost no opportunity re-
cently of petting the Sardinian (S?nemment,
while his relations with Austria are by no
means cordial.

Bat the Governor of Austrian [taly, the
Arcbduke Miximilian, seems disposed to
acticipate Count Cavour’s notions of ltalian

An attempt bas been lately made on the
life of the Viceroy of Egypt. In the cham
ber of his Highness, concealed under the
bed, was found a fanatic, who was immedi-
ately seized and bebeaded. He scorned all
explanation, contenting himself with the
statement that God had sent him there In
one of the mosques at Cario 4000 stand of
arms and a considerable quantity of gunpo‘w-
der were found. The Ouoman empire, ac-
cording to all reliable accounts, is in the
throes ol dissolution, and when that event,
so long anticipaed, really arrives, we shall
probably see a scramble for the “ sick man's”
eff=cis, which may go far to disturb the pres-
ent equilibrium in Europe. The times are
sadly out of joint for carrying out M. Less-
eps’ project for the Suez ship canal, although
it has received the warm support of our
French peighbours. In fact, a recent letter
from Consiantinople announces that the pro-
ject bas been finally abandoned.

INp1a.—The news from India embraces
accounts of fresh victories, and is increas-
ingly encouraging ; but the mutiny still pre-
sents a state of affairs that will pot yet ad-
mit of any relaxation in the exertions of the
British Goverument for its suppression. Re
1nforcements are still required for the army
—the heroic soldiers who bave been so long
battling for the tranquility of Iadia require
assistance.

Cuina.—The Post’s Paris corres pondence
writes that official despatches have reached
Paris, trom which it is conciuded that the
Chincse Government desires peace. The
ailies bave obtained fresh victories, uad when
these despaiches left it was expected that
terms of peace would be offered, sccompan-
ied with the permission to establish embas-
sies at Peckin representing LEngiand and
Feance. '

A Leaf Worth Pressrving—Facts
From History.

The Saxons first introduced archery in the
time of Voltigeur. It was dropped im-
mediately afier the conqguest, but revived by
the Crusaders, they haviog felt the effects
of it from 1he Parthians. Bows and arrows,
as weaspons, of war, were in use with stone
caunon bails, as late as 1640, It is singu-
lar 1hat all the staiwutes for the encourage-
ment of archery were framed after the in-
vention of gunpowder and fire-arms. Yew
trees were encouraged .in the churchyards
for making of bows 1n 1742. Hence there
generality in churchyards 1o England at the
present time.

Coais of arms came into vogue in the
reigo of R chard [ of England, and became
hereditary in families in the year 1192
They took their rise from the kmights paint-
ing vheir banoers with different figures to
disitnguish them 10 the crusades.

The standing army of modern time was
estahlished by Charles VI!, of Fraoce n
1455. Previous to that time the King had

A Drop or Warer IMPRISONED AT THE
CreaTion.—We were sbown, at Pleasan'
Rudge, by Dr. E E. Boachelie, one of the
most interesting geological curiosities. 1t
consists of a specimen of rock of the primi-
tive order of formation, and of the pen ®dral
order of crystalization, containing 10 Me
centre a gzlobule of water moveable and visi-
ble. The water 1s, if there be sy truth in
geslogy, one of the oldest drops of water in
the uuniverse, far more encient than the
waters of the flond of Noah. To use the
lsnguage of Dr. Boocheile, ¢ it 15 & drop of
the weters that covered 1o datkness 1he face
of ihe great deep, when the earth was with
out form sod void; ia other words, thie
liile drop is & poriion of the first water that
was created during the six days of Genesis,
snd became entangled among the particles
of tbe rock duriog the act or process ol
crystallizavion.  T'be rock being primitive,
or 1be first of ereaiion, the water must also
be primiave.”— Eutaw (Ala.) Observer.

A good memory is the best monu-
ment ; others are subject to casualty and
time ; and we know that the pyramids them-
selves, doting with age, have forgotten the
power of their founders.
