THE GRAIN GROWERS’ GUIDE
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C.N.R. GETS $45.000.000
As we have predicted for some time past, 

Mackenzie and Maim have succeeded in 
securing a government guarantee of bonds 
for $45,000.000. It is true that the govern­
ment in return for this guarantee has secured 
more control over the C.N.R. and has made a 
better attempt than lias ever before been 
made by any government to protect the 
public. But the essential fact remains that 
the public credit has been extended to Mac­
kenzie and Mann for another $45,000,000, 
and in the very nature of the agreement the 
Government will have to guarantee further 
bonds to complete the railway, if needed. On 
another page of this issue we publish the 
official statement issued by the Government, 
showing the details of the deal with the 
C.N.R. This statement shows that the C.N.R. 
is in mighty bad shape financially^ and but 
for the timely aid of the government would 
probably have gone into the hands of a 
receiver. If the C.N.R. were allowed to go 
bankrupt it is doubtful if Mackenzie and 
Mann would lose anything, as there is very 
good ground for the belief that they never 
put any money into it. The government has 
done excellent work in forcing a consolida­
tion of the Mackenzie and Mann railways 
and bringing them into a position where they 
can be regulated by the Railway Commission 
and Parliament, even tho such regulations 
will not amount to much for the benefit of 
the people. But it is good to have in case 
some government, some day, some how and to 
some extent, may regard the welfare of 
the people as worth consideration. The 
Government has provided that all the money 
must be spent on the C.N.R., but no provision 
has been made to prevent the C.N.R. (which 
is Mackenzie and Mann) from letting con 
tracts to Mackenzie and Mann Ltd. (or 
some other construction company composed 
of these very estimable gentlemen) at a price 
about double the actual cost. It is commonly 
charged that this is one of the chief methods 
by which Mackenzie and Mann have become 
rich, and the C.N.R. has become poverty 
stricken. The Government has provided that 
Mackenzie and Mann shall not get any rake- 
off out of any contracts not^yet paid for, but 
has not secured any restitution of any rake- 
offs that may have been secured by the above 
methods in the past. The great question in 
the minds of the people is “ How have Mac­
kenzie and Mann become multi-millionaires 
in a few years, if not by milking the C.N.R. 
for their personal benefit?” The Govern­
ment has provided no solution to this enigma 
Another question which the people want 
answered is : ‘‘IIow much money have Mac­
kenzie and Mann, or the C.N.R., contributed 
to the campaign funds of the two political 
parties?” But no answer is forthcoming. 
The contributions must have been larger than 
we thought. The Government is taking 
security for the $45,000,000 upon the various 
properties of the C.N.R., but these properties 
are already mortgaged for a large amount, 
so the security cannot be extra good. rl he 
government should have taken security upon 
the Winnipeg and Toronto street railways, 
the Mexican and Brazilian street railways, or 
some of the numerous other private proper­
ties of Mackenzie and Mann which it is gen­
erally supposed have been acquired by money 
milked out of the C.N.R. But nothing of the 
kind has been done.
kind has been done. It is abundantly clear 
that the Government under the new arrange 
ment becomes a partner with Mackenzie and 
Mann in such a manner that all the money 

‘‘henceforth needed for the construction and 
equipment of the road must be provided

directly or indirectly by the Government 
The government had an excellent oppor 
tunity to take over the whole C.N.R. system 
and operate it as a public utility for the bene 
fit of the people. Mr. Borden has missed thr 
tiig opportunity of his political career lb- 
had a chance to show himself a statesman

On the face of the whole proposition it 
appears that if the $45,000,000 was necessary 
the Government has made a better deal with 
the C.N.R. than ever before, but it is st ill a 
long way from a square deal to the public. 
There is no publicity of the ( W.R. Mackenzie 
and Mann system of financing. The people 
of Canada have been forced to provide hun­
dreds of millions for this concern, and yet 
they know no more about the expenditure of 
I lie money than they do of a railway in 
Russia.

This method of handling the people’s 
money in Canada has prevailed from tin* 
beginning. It is time sm b things were done 
in the open. We have a pauper railway on 
our hands, and every Canadian has been 
taxed heavily to support it and its promoters. 
The people have a right to the fullest details 
of the use to which their money has been put 
It is reported that the Liberal party will de­
mand such publicity. It is to be hoped that 
they will make the fight in real earnest and 
force the government to use the closure be 
fore this ‘‘hole in the corner” deal is com­
pleted. The Liberal record of dealing with 
the C.N.R. is not very savory and they will 
need to make a real fight this time to con­
vince the public that they mean business. We 
are very much tvrraid, however, that the Lib 
ends will not press hard to see how much 
money has been devoted to campaign funds 
Let us hope they will. The debate on the 
C.N.R. deal will take place this week and will 
undoubtedly disclose more information than 
is yet available.

WHEAT-GROWING A CRIME!
Because the western farmers are demand 

mg a square deal in the way of lower freight 
rates and lower tariff they are being sub­
jected to the most scathing criticism by the 
representatives of the Big Interests, fin an 
other page of this issue we publish the re 
marks of four Kastern Members of the House 
of Commons that are typical of the attitude 
being expressed by Protectionist Members 
towards the Western farmers Practically 
every one of these remarks is based upon 
absolute ignorance and is merely inspired 
by a desire to misrepresent the Western 
farmers. It is true that the Westerti farmer 
is now in a position where he must accept 
practically whatever the Big Interests and 
their satellites desire to impose upon them 
But when, <in addition to the unjust laws, 
certain Kastern Members proceed to black 
guard them in this manner the situation is 
becoming dangerous for the development of 
a national spirit. The Western farmers have 
asked for a square deal only and have not 
criticized the Kastern farmers, and have no 
desire to do so. In the eyes ot these gentle 
men it is evidently a crime to grow wheat 
Western Canada was developed almost en 
tirely by the publicity given to the possi­
bilities of wheat growing. A great many of 
the largest industries in Kastern Canada 
have been developed as a result of the wheat 
grown in Western Canada. All over the 
I'nited States and Kurope the Government of 
Canada for the past twenty years has been 
advertising the West as the ‘‘Granary of the 
Km pire,” and now we are to be told by the 
big interests and their henchmen that the 
Western farmers must quit growing wheat

and go into mixed farming. * It is the wheat 
cop of Western Canada that has developed 

our great railway systems; it is the wheat 
crop that has developed the big agricultural 
implement factories ; it is the wheat crop that 
has developed scores of other industries all 
over Kastern Canada, and now, after plun 
ilering the Western farmers for years, the 
Big Interests and their spokesmen arc adopt 
ing a method of misrepresentation and miser 
able abuse.

Let us look at these criticisms. Mr 
Morris, M l’., admits tlqit he has never been 
in Western Canada and yet he has the nerve 
to criticize the farming methods in Western 
Canada, lie would display better taste if 
he remained silent until he possessed jtlic 
tacts upon which to make a statement. The 
western farmers are not all experts but a 
large number of them come from Ontario and 
th<‘ I nited States, and probably know just 
about as much about farming as Mr. Morris

Whoever wrote the letter quoted by Mr 
Smith, M l*, might lie well described as a 
common prevaricator. The farmers’ or­
ganization has been demanding free wheat 
for years and practically every one of the 
leading men in the organization is either 
from Kastern Canada or from Great Britain 
I here are", of course, a large number of 
Americans in the organization, but they have 
just as much right in this country as Mr 
Smith, and they are just as good citizens as 
lie is. We hope to have more of them.

The figures of Mr. Morphy, MR. showing 
that Canadian wheat sells at a lower price 
in Great Britain than foreign wheats, are 
probably quite correct, and Mr. Morphy is 
partly responsible for the lower price of 
Canadian wheat. It has been proven time 
and again, beyond the possibility of contra 
diction, that Canadian wheat has no superior 
ip the world’s markets. (In account of the 
heavy financial obligations of the Western 
farmer, and the unjust burden he is carrying, 
he is forced to dump his wheat on the market 
just as soon as it is harvested. The result is 
that, the Knglish miller buys it on the bargain 
counter and pays the lowest price for it. If 
Mr. Morphy honestly seeks information upon 
the quality of Canadian wheat, we shall be 
glad to provide him with it.

Mr. Sutherland, M.R., has the brilliant 
idea that every farmer in Western Canada 
can immediately go into stock raising on a 
scale sufficient to export all his grain on I In- 
hoof. Ordinary common sense should tell 
him that mixed farming develops slowly even 
under tin- best of conditions and that a far 
mer cannot change from wheat growing to 
stock raising arid mixed farming without 
taking a considerable time and expending 
considerable money, which too many of our 
farmers do not have.

Such criticisms as these members have 
directed against the Western farmers will 
have no good effect, because it is neither 
honest nor sincere. It will only accentuate 
the feeling in Western Canada in favor of a 
square deal, and, if persisted in, may even 
disrupt Confederation. These Members wen- 
all on the Government side of the House, and 
on the same side of the House, and very close 
to them, were sitting Hon. Hr. Roche, Hon 
Arthur Meighen, George Bradbury, Hr. 
KehafTner, W. H. Sharpe, and James McKay, 
all representing farmers’ constituencies in 
Western Canada, and yet not one of them 
was sufficiently interested in the welfare of 
the western farmers to repudiate these 
vicious attacks The Western farmers should 
enquire of these gentlemen why it is that 
they permit such misrepresentations to pass 
unchallenged

Vet even in the face of 
the above i; noted opinion of the Railway 
Commission, the same judgment in which the 
opinion is given contains the following re­
mar,: ai b’c statement by il. L. Drayton, chair­
man of the • ommission, and is a part of his 
decision :—

I urn of trie opinion that while discrimina 
tion exists between the rates charged Last 
an-: XX'est of Port Arthur, tne discrimination

and is neither undue or unjust."

it is diflieult to understand how Mr. Dray­
ton and the other members of the Railway 
Commission can tind that the West is under 
no obligation to the hast and at the same 
time find that discrimination against the 
West "is neither undue nor unjust.” The 
idea that sucli discrimination is ‘‘justified 
under the Railway Act and the decisions of 
the Board appears to suggest that the Rail­
way Commission instead of seeking to give 
tiie West a square deal was seeking an ex­
cuse to discriminate against tiie West. In 
tiie same judgment we find a letter from 
Judge Malice, late chairman of the Railxvay 
Commission, to the \\ innipeg Board of 
'Trade, dated November 4, 1911, in which he 
states : ‘ ' 'J lie powers of tiie Board are ample 
to deal with not only specific rates but those 
generally.” 'ibis statement by Judge Mabee 
would support tiie opinion expressed by the 
members of both political parties in the 
House of Commons, that tiie Railway Com­
mission lias full power to deal with the 
freight rate question, if tins is the case then 
no other conclusion can be arrived at than 
that the Railway ' Commission does not in­
tend to give the M est a square deal.

"iloxv to Make Money Farming” is the 
title of a book which we expect the Hon. 
tied. h. Foster will be publishing for the 
special benefit of the western wheat growers, 
xvlio, in Mr. Foster’s mind, have not sufficient 
sense to know what to grow with most profit 
to themselves. Twenty-eight years’ experi 
cnee in the House of Commons lias undouht 
edly made Mr. Foster an agricultural expert, 
and it is to be hoped the book will be forth­
coming shortly, as it will be of great benefit 
to those farmers whose only experience in 
farming has been from fifteen to thirty 
years on the farm.

Here is a despatch that recently appeared 
in the press :

“ Huntsville, Ont., April 2.—Major General 
•Sir XX iIlium U. Otter, in addressing the Cana 
'ban Club of Huntsville tonight, stated that 
the 1 anadian militia was under strength to the 
extent of ü,uuo officers and 200,000 men. lie 
-aid the period of training was wholly inade 
quitte and that the situation as to national 
defence in Canada was lamentably weak. He 
advocated compulsory military training in the 
public and high schools and universities.”

This i- tin- absurd notion that our profes­
sional militarists are encouraging. If the 
pi-uph- do not set themselves firmly against 
such nonsense, we will soon have another 
■deadly and useless tax upon our shoulders.

In 1911 Arthur Meighen, M.P., delivered a 
wry ahh- speech in the House of Commons 
in favor ot a "substantial reduction” in the 
duty on agricultural implements. In the 
budget debate on free agricultural imple­
ment- ia-t month, Hon. Arthur Meighen had 
nothing to say. It would naturally have been 
expected that he would be just as strongly 
in tavor of cheaper agricultural implements 
as he was before lie became a member of the 
< iovernment.

W by are Dr. SchafToer, M.P. for Souris, 
ami W. 11 Sharp, M.P. for Lisgar, opposed 
to allowing the farmers in tlieir constitu­
encies to buy tlieir agricultural implements 
at a lower price than they are now payingÎ 
No doubt these gentlemen will explain this

What about manufactures? Our ex­

port of manufactured goods in 1912 was 
only $35,838,284; in 1913, $‘43,692,708.

Therefore, as agriculture is the main 
industry of this country, instead of the 
National Policy being interpreted, as 
it was interpreted by the late adminis­
tration to mean simply the protection of 
manufactures, it should signify a system 
by which the Government thru direct 
legislation undertakes the development 
of all its commercial, industrial and 
natural resources in all parts, for the 
benefit of the people. It seems to mo 
that instead of magnifying manufac­
ture, we should magnify agriculture, 
and make manufacture only auxiliary 
and ancillary to agriculture as the chief 
industry of Canada. It is the chief 
means by which Canada is to pay its 
debts and pay for its imports. There­
fore it should be the first care of the
Government.......................

Some City Problems
By J. S. WOODSWORTH. Secretary Canadian Welfare League

III.—The Solidarity of Modern Society

The word “solidarity,” which we owe 
to the French Communists, signifies 
according to French “a fellowship in gain 
and loss, in honor and dishonor, in victory 
and defeat, a being, so to speak, all in 
the same boat.” I bis is the outstanding 
characteristic of our modern complex 
social system. We’re all in the same boat. 
The finest exposition of this thought of 
which 1 know is to he found in Paul’s 
second litter to the Corinthians (Oh, XII, 
14-20). We are part of the same organ­
ism— members one of another. Well we 
must get this idea of solidarity into our 
heads, make it a part of our thinking 
and recognize it as our standard of action 
before we can make much improvement 
in our social conditions.

The Farmer’s Independence
Above all men, the farmer finds team 

work difficult. He has been trained to 
independence. He hewed his wav thru 
the forest; he paddled his own canoe, and 
now it goes hard with him to use a road- 
grader or travel in an ocean going vessel! 
In the early day- C ere were few oppor­
tunities for tea o *1 rk or team play. 
The farm was lai iy self-contained; the 
farmer sufficient i nto himself. He could 
put in his own crop and harvest it with 
the help of no others than his own boys. 
His wife could transform the sheep’s wool 
into clothes for herself and her family 
The barn-raising and the quilting-bee 
were about the only occasions for this 
team work, find, if you will, team play

Today even for the farmer all is changed. 
He is dependent on the cities for his 
machinery and for his market. His wife 
buys from the departmental store. Co­
operation has become a necessity. So, 
slowly, very slowly, the farmer is entering 
Into the new spirit. He still dings half 
desperately, tho, to the idea1 of independ­

ence, which his father has taught him. 
It is useless! The very stars in their 
courses light against it. Independence 
is a thing of the past. Interdependence 
must be the order of the future.

Now the city dweller has much -almost 
everything—still to learn about how best 
to work together. But he is further along 
the road than the farmer, and that 
perhaps is one reason why the farmer 
finds in the city many things hard to 
understand, or to sympathize with

The Workers’ Position
Take the question of trade* unionism. 

Many have little patience with the union 
of workers, their”class conciousness,"their 
sticking together, their insistence upon 
a standard wage, their going on strike, 
their strong feeling against ‘ scabs," arid 
all the other trade union “principles ” 
Perhaps It might help us to imagine an 
organization of agriculture similar to that 
of industry. Someone told me of a 
00,000 acre farm somewhere in the West. 
I haven't located it yet, but it will do as 
an illustration, it was owned by a 
syndicate. A manager was in charge 
and under him were foremen, each in 
charge of 1,900 acres. The machinery, 
the horses—everything was owned by 
the company. Most of the men were 
boarded in company houses. Now, my 
farmer friend, how would you like to live 
on that big farm? Y'ou would get. wages, 
but work as hard as you liked, no share 
of the profits. You would be compelled 
to obey exactly the rules of the foreman 
or “g't fired.” M you wanted to attefld 
your father’s funeral and took Uye off, 
your wages would l>e docker!» Poring 
slack seasons you would be paid nothing 
Why should you expect it when there was 
no work to do? Your family would be 
living in a rented house and you would

have no great interest in making a home 
as you might any day be dismissed at 
the caprice of the foreman. The schools 
might not be the best for tin- children, 
but since they were supported by the 
company that owned the land you had 
no voice. And after all why should you 
have? You are only a hired man! Yes, 
you say you wouldn't stand that long. 
But suppose the whole country was 
organized into 110,000 acre farms under 
managers and foremen. What could you 
do? You would have either to work 
under these conditions or starve. Now 
that is precisely the position of the 
modern industrial worker. 'I In- manager 
and the foremen may be kind hearted 
and considerate, tlie wages may be fair, 
the conditions of work good. But this 
is not alwa)s so, and in any case, the 
workers feel that they ought at least to 
have sonic voice in the management of 
things. Some go so far as to say that 
they ought to have some share In the 
profits or own part of the farm hut, of 
course, these are dangerous socialists!

Looked at from the student’s stand­
point, industrial organizations are part 
of the working out of this new conception 
of solidarity.

The Great Out-doom
Again, consider the recent agitation 

for playgrounds. “Playgrounds! fiddle­
sticks!” says the farmer. ” f never had 
any playgrounds and just look at me!" 
So thought a country-bred boy, now a 
wealthy banker, who was asked to con­
tribute to the construction of a swimming 
bath “Swimming bath’- What do they 
need a swimming bath for? I he luxury 
of people now a-days! Why the old mill 
pond was good enough for me!"

Y es, but the trouble is that the city 
boy. rich or poor, hae no mill pond, no

fields or woods, no country lanes, no old 
barn loft, no unused attic for rainy day*. 
He lias a few rooms In an apartment 
block and the common hall and then the 
street. Or he may have a small house 
with a tiny back yard “not large enough 
to swing a eat in." How bring up children 
under such conditions? •That is the very 
serious problem which confronts city 
parents. Pur the sake of health alone 
whetf find suitable exercise? It may 
seem ixlravagant to pul up bars and 
swings, but bars and swings, however 
carefully constructed or painted, can 
never take the place of the old apple tree 
in which we did our eailieat gymnastics. 
The swimming pool may look very 
attractive. It Is But after all it can 
never lake the place of the old mill pond— 
the warm bank, the green grass, the shade 
of the big tree, and the tramp home with 
the berry bushes in the fence corners.

The city man must attempt artificially 
to reproduce as far as he may the oppor­
tunities that are free to all in the country. 
And this ran on'y he done by joint action. 
So we have our parks board and play­
grounds commissions and recreation clubs. 
'I hrse are not frills and fancies, but a 
necessary condition of wholesome life 
in the city

Municipal Housekeeping
The growth of this sense of solidarity 

is seen in the extension of the functions 
of city government. Years ago the city 
government was litt'e more than a police 
force to keep citizens from Injuring one 
another Today the city government 
may be characterized in the apt phiaee 
of Miss Jane Addarns as “Municipal 
Housekeeping." 'I he city procures us 
water arid carries sway our garbage. It 
lights our houses and sweeps our streets.

Pumpkin Pie

one CU[ of stew.il armi strained

HOMES NOT WOMEN'S
Dear Miss Bevnon I rseyour i-sue of

pumpkin add one and one-half cupfuls 
,,f sxveet milk, one hea[,ing tablespoon 
ful of bread crumbs—prepared to- 
grinding and sifting well-dried bread 
one quarter teaspoonful each of groum 
ginger and cinnamon, arid one-half cup 
ful of sugar. Line a pie tin xx ;th past- 
and fill with the pumpkin mixture, thei 
add one tablespoonful of cream. Do not 
stir the cream in, but -pread it over the 
top of the [je, and add a generous 
-prinkling of j-owder,- I nutmeg. Bake, 
thirtv minute- j j, moderate oven For 
the last five minutés set pie on upper 
grate to brown the top.

Cream Rice Pudding
Wash four tablespoonfuls of rice and 

put into the pudding dish with one scant 
•upful of sugar, one teaspoonful of salt 
and one quart of milk. Place in a rather 
hot oven and bake for two hours, stir 
ring thoroughly every fifteen minutes 
until the last half hour. At the last 
stirring add one cup of raisins. If at 
any time during the stirring period the 
surface of the pudding has browned 
over, do not stir in the top, but lift 
carefully arid stir under or remove al 
together. When done, the pudding 
should be a soft, creamy mass.

The sugar may tie omitted and a hard 
sauce served with the pudding. At the 
last stirring the top of the pudding 
should receive a generous sprinkling of 
n utmeg.

White Cake
One. cupful of granulated sugar ; one 

third cupful—of butter ; one cupful --nf- 
rich sxveet milk ; two and one-fourtt 
cupfuls of flour in which two teaspoon 
fills of baking powder have been mixed : 
add a pin 'h of salt. Have the butter 
very soft and inix it xvith the sugar 
then add the milk very slowly, beating 
well ; th'-n -;ir in the flour and flavor 
ing xx itli vanilla: continue the beating 
until the batter is smooth and creamy 
Bake in a loaf a6id cover with an egg 
less frosting.

Frosting. To one cupful of sugar add 
one-half cupful of milk and boil until 
a little dropped into cold xvater will 
form a soft ball. Remove from the fire 
arid stir until it begins to be creamy 
then spread at once upon the cake. Add 
flavoring as it is removed from fire

WHAT THE WOMEN DID

Did you notice some of the details in 
connection with the woman's vote in 
Illinois some time ago? The liquor issue 
was up. and the women had just been given 
the privilege of voting, with the con­
stitutionality of the privilege still to be 
tested in the courts, however. And what 
happened’- Well, out of I lie twenty-nine 
communities concerned the temperance 
peop’c carried nineteen from the “w,-t" 
to the “dry" column, they kept five in the 
“dry” that hail been there before, and 
they reduced the ‘‘wet” majority in each 
of the other five And the women showed 
up splendidly at almost every poll At 
one country seat there were about four 
hundred women voting, and every one 
voted right. In Jacksonville, where h 
fierce fight was waged by the liquor in­
ter,-Is to win back, tlo-r,- w.-re aetuallx 
more women voted than men. arid had 
the nvn been voting alone the “dry" 
majority would haxe been more than cut 
in two, whereas it was more than multi­
ple d by fifteen. In this same town there 
were more than four wo/nen voted “dry" 
to every one that voted "wet.” The 
whole voting indicates very clearly that 
the theory that some people seem to have 
that woman suffrage would not help the 
temp, rain e cause i, in bad need of cor 
rection

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Mixed Farming
By A. K Mantle

Deputy Minister of Agriculture. Saskatchewan

Mixed farming is an all important 
topic, not only to the farmers of < an a da, 
but to the city dweller as well at the 
present time. Noted agricultural author­
ities are endeavoring to indue»- farmers to 
turn more toward mixed farming, instead 
of depending entirely on the production 
of grain. A F. Mantle, deputy minister 
of agriculture for Saskatchewan, reeen'tly 
addressed the Regina Hoard of I rade on 
the subject of mixed farming. 1 he busi­
ness men of Regina have already taken 
some steps with a view to induce farmers 
to go in more for stock raising, and a 
movement recently launched will prob­
ably have beneficial results.

The address read by Mr. Mantle before 
the Regina Hoard of Trade, which is 
composed of about 900 of Regina’s 
business men, was as follows :

What is Mixed Farming?
Often discussed. Every04,0 knows what 

.. is. No one has exactly defined it.
The mixed farm is the farm that is 

self -sufficient to as great an extent as is 
practicable in these days and* in this 
country. A half section farm in Sas­
katchewan operated as a mixed farm 
should produce for use on the farm 
sufficient grain, forage crops, root crops, 
vegetables, fruits, wood, dairy produce, 
meat and poultry for home requirements 
and should market from time to time 
grain, horses, cattle, sheep, pigs, poultry, 
cream, eggs and potatoes.

In practice we accept less.
What Progress Has Been Made

Statistics are not altogether satis­
factory; do not cover all of the ground, 
do not touch production of vegetables, 
fruits, wood, dairy produce, eggs, etc. 
In so far as they govern live stock, they 
are as follows:—

Total live stock in Saskatchewan in­
creased from 401,3Hi head in 1901 by 
113 per cent, in 1900, by 331 per vent, 
in 1911, by 401 per cent, in 1913, so that 
there are now rather more than two 
million head of live stock (other than 
poultry) in Saskatchewan, or rather less 
than 5 animals per head of rural popula­
tion. The hugest increase has been in 
swine and horses; the smallest in sheep 
and cattle, other than milch cows. Nearly 

^ 0 per head in lOtil, 5 in 1911. While
rural population has increased 500 per 
cent, in 12 years (1901-13), live stock 
has increased 400 per cent.

In the same time grain acreage has 
increased 021,000 acres in 1901, by 259 
per cent, in 1900, by 1234 per rent, in 
1911, by 1457 per cent, in 1913, to 
9,073,125 acres.

Mixed farming in Saskatchewan, there­
fore*, cannot be said to have quite held 
its own compared with the increase in 
rural population and must be admitted 
to have extended very much h as rapidly 
than grain growing.

How does this condition compare witli 
that obtaining in what may be regarded 
as the premier agricultural province of 
Canada, and one in which mixed farming 
prevails, namely, Ontario? Let us see.

Total live stock in Ontario increased 
from 5,382,000 in 190 1 by 0 per cent, in
1900, but decreased 4 per rent, in 191 1, 
and 0 per cent, in 1913, so that today 
there are rather less than six million head 
of live sto»k (other than poultry) in 
Ontario, or 5T£ animals per head of rural 
population Steady and considerable 
increase in number of horses in the 12 
years, a slight increase in the number of 
milch eowsmother cattle and hogs, but 
a/teadv and very considerable decrease 
in sheep until today there are only 57 
sheep in Ontario where there were 100 
12 years ago. Rural population in 
Ontario has decreased faster than numbers 
of live stock, so that th*-n- w« re only 5 
animals per head of rural population in
1901. Analyzed a little- more closely the 
comparison is hardly so favorable to 
Saskatc hewan. Horses, only 25 p«-r c« nt. 
more in Ontario than in Saskatchewan. 
Milc h c ows, more than three tirm*s as 
many in Ontario as in Saskate hewan. 
Other cattle, just 3 per cent. more in 
Ontario than in Saskatchewan Sheep, 
about 300 per cent, fewer in Ontario than 
in Saskatchewan. Rural population, 
about lf,0 per cent, greater in Ontario 
than in Saskatchewan.

Why do we want it? There are rnan> 
reaaon*: five mav be named:—

‘Metallic” Corrugated Iron Buildings 
Cost Less Than Wood Buildings

1 - Mixed farming distributes the work 
<>f the farm and consequently, to some 
extent,• the work of the cities thruout 
the year. This condition is desirable 
alike from the standpoint <-f the farmer,

- his wife, farm labor and farm live stock.
2 -Mixed farming distributes tlie in­

come of the farm over tin- year instead of 
eoneentrating it in a few cheeks in the 
fall or early winter. This condition 
reduces interest charges, promotes profit 
and tend- to curtail « xtravaganee. When 
a person's income reaches them only once 
or tw n «• in the year in large checks there 
i> a tendency on the one hand to over 
spend on the strength of a large pros­
pective revenue, and on the other hand, 
when money comes in any large amounts 
there is a tendency to “blow it in.”

3 -Mixed farming will reduce the cost 
of living by increasing the number and 
amount of the products of our farms and 
decreasing the quantity of produce which 
is necessary to import and consequently 
to pay freight charges on.

4 Mixed farming will preserve soil 
fertility by promoting a system of crop 
rotations a ml fertilizing that will restore 
to the soil what has been removed from
it.

5 Mixed farming wili increase* the 
earning power of our population, drain 
yields are higher thru a term of years on 
11 mixed /farm than on an exclusive grain 
farm, while oil the mix'd farm, in addition 
to the grain, income is produced from a 
variety of other products. /

Why Have Wi* Not Had It?
1 — Much of the province is the next 

tiling to u natural grain field. Portions 
that are not are a natural pasture field 
and stuekjias been raised on these por­
tions right along.

In the large areas adapted to grain 
raising this industry formt-t^Ui once the 
simplest, easiest, cheapest and quickest 
way for a new settler to establish himself 
It was the line of hast resistance. ( redit 
for farm implements and horses and lum 
ber could readily be secured, even tho 
the cost of the credit wijs high Land 
was free or cheap. These conditions all 
encouraged grain raising, and did the 
fad that in all advertising, whether by 
government, railways, or private com­
panies, the possibilities of this country 
as a grain producing area were chiefly 
emphasized. Men were invited to come 
here and grow grain. They fame lo re* 
and, as the above figures indicate, they 
grew grain.

2—At the same time other conditions 
were operating to discourage mixed 
farming. E10111 10 to 12 years ago down 
to within the last 3 or 4 years markets 
for 1 i v « * stock grew steadily worse. I ran-» 
port ation conditions surrounding this 
highly perishable kind of freight left much 
to be desired. Water supply on many 
farms, and in many eases thruout tin- 
whole district, was meagre. Fencing
material ,/ov steadily in price-. Con­
sequent upon tin* rapid increase of home­
steaders and grain raisers, summer herd 
law, and even 12 months herd law, has 
extend'd rapidly until it now covers 
more than SO p'-r cent. of tin- settled 
areas of tin- province. Farm labor that 
would work raising live stock was hard 
to procure.

Why is it Now Coming?
] (drain growing has largely become 

unprofitable. Land, labor, building rna 
terial, power and I in- necessities of life 
have ;t!! increased in price drier, say tie 
bonanza year <>f 1909. i lie cost of 
transporting grain to a distant and highly 
competitive market has also increased, 
while the world’s price of wheat has 
remained stationary or nearly so.

Thus t he grain raisers encountered an 
increasing cost of production on t he orc­
hard ard a decreasing pru «• for his 
product on tlie other hand 1 le se two 
prices have now cone- too close together.

2 - Weeds have become muc h more 
prevalent in grain growing areas and 
some of these- weeds can not be controlled 
under a system of grain rasing and sum­
mer fallow n

3 /Summer labor ard harvest, labor

Ottawa, April 28. Tin' proposals of 
the government in eon neetinn with the 
CN'.lf. have been pine, a before parlia 
ment, the resolution in regard to the 
same being brought down at 11.30 to 
night. They embody a number of dis 
tinctive features, whieh are set forth 
in the following official -Internent i- 
-ue>i tonight :

‘‘1. 1 ’revision is made for guarantee 
ing the bonds to the amount of $45,0UU, 
(lOO, which, with the other assets now 
available, is considered sufficient for 
the .completion of the company's lines 
as a transcontinental system. Subse 
■ juent betterments will, of course, he 
necessary from time to time. The system 
when completed, will comprise nearly 
10,000 miles of railway

Reduction of Capitalization
“2. The company stock issue at the 

present time amounts to $145,000,000, ol 
which about $138,000,000 are held by 
Mackenzie and Mann Limited, and $7, 
000,000- by the government The $145, 
000,000 above mentioned consists of 
$77,000,000 of stock in the t'.N.K. and 
$08,000,000 of stock in the various sub 
siil in ry companies. The total cm pi taj iza 
lion o-f $145-,000,000 is. reduced to $ 1 00. 
000,000, of which the government re 
ceives $33,000,000, in addition to the $7. 
000,000 already held, or $40,000,000 in 
all. On the other hand, the stock hold 
ing- of Mackenzie and Mann Limited
namely . $70,000,.... . of 1 '..VI:. stock and
.$08,000,000 in the subsidiary companies,

All Claims Are Released

“3. Mackenzie and Mann . Limited 
have absolutely released all claims 
against the Canadian Northern Railway 
and its various subsidiary companies for 
any services which they have performed 
during the past eighteen years, or since 
the inception of the enterprise. It is 
estimated that on the ordinary percent 
age charge by broker- and commission 
houses namely, a commission of 5 per 
cent, the amount tliu- realized would 
not be less than from $15,not),000 to $20, 
000,000.

‘‘4. The government receives security 
by way of mortgage on the Canadian 
Northern lines in the three potirie pro 
vinces, comprising about 5,0110 miles. 
This is the most remunerative portion 
of the company’s sy-tein as the line 
runs thru an excellent location and en­
joys a very large traffic.

Must Execute Mortgage
“5. In ease any portion of the $45, 

000,000 to be raised on the government’s 
guarantee should be applied in complet­
ing or opening any of the company's 
subsidiary lines, such company must also 
execute a mortgage for the protection 
of the government for the amount so 
expended upon such company’s property.

‘ ‘ (i. The reduction of the stock is 
sue from $ 145,0b0,(t(|11 to $ 100,000,00b 
has been accomplished by having lin­
stocks of the various subsidiary rail 
way companies, of tin* terminal com 
panics, telegraph, express arid elevator 
companies as well as tin- steamship com 
pany transferred to tlie C.N.K., so that 
the government holding $15,000,000 out 
of $100,000,000 of C N.R -lock lias a 
corresponding interest in all these com 
panics. The interest nf Mackenzie and 
Mann Limited, which owns tin- town 
sites, which holds very valuable real 
estate in the three prairie provinces, lias 
also been pledged to tlie government as 
security. The interest so pledged con
sist- of $ 10,000,000 of bonds and $10, 
000,000 of stock, which will constitute a 
very . aluable as«et.

For No Other Purpose
■1 7 In order to insure that the $45, 

-On.' ' in be raised 1,v the govern 
ment s guarantee shall be applied to the 
completion of this transcontinental svs 
tern and to no other purpose, the govern 
rnent have made provision for the most 
thorough and strict stipulations in the 
trust deed so that not one dollar of the 
n,i,ni-_. - - raised can be appropriated or 
diverted to any other purpose.

“ As tin- company, outside ul the 
amounts owed to contractors, which are 
very large at the present time, owes 
also about $14,000,00(1 of temporary 
loans, raised by tin pledging of sccuri 
ties which have not been sold and which 
hitherto have not been saleable at rea 
-unable figures, and i- tlie company has 
also a tingling indebtedness of between 
$10,000,000 and $1 1,mill,(nni,- the govern 
ment have stipulated that Mackenzie 
and Maun Limited shall give absolutely 
satisfactory security that both the tern 
porary loan and the flouting indebted 
ness shall be paid oil' by them without 
recourse in any way to the moneys 
which arc to be raised by the guaran­
teed securities for tin- completion of 
the road.

Over Canadian Lines
“ 0. Provision, is made that all traf 

tic arising on the C.N.R. system shall 
be transported over Canadian lines, and 
if for export shall be conveyed to 
Canadian ports. in this respect the 
government have insisted upon an 
absolute Stipulation by the C.N.R . and 
have not been content to accept a vov 
unant tlpit the freight shall "lie trans 
ported by Canadian mutes, .uni by 
Canadian porta, except where otherwise 
routed by the shipper as in the case of 
the ll.T.P.

‘‘10. Provision has also been made 
for interchange of traffic between tin 
c.N.R. sysïem and the' I.C. I: , subject 
however, to any outstanding agreement 
between tin* I.C.R. and other companies, 
such as the Grand Trunk.

__ 1111.» Provision is made for inspec
t ion by t lie government officials -of 
books, reports and other records ol' the 
C.N.R. and il- subsidiary companies 
whenever the .government desires

Appointment of Directors
‘‘12. Provision is also made for the 

appointment by tin- government of’ a 
director upon the board of the C.N It. 
and each of its subsidiary companies.

“13. It is firm idl'd that all I lie lines 
comprising the C.N.R. system shall !"■ 
subject to tin- legislative jurisdiction 
ul tlie parliament of Canada, and shall 
lie subject to control of rates by tIn­
board of railway commissioners lor 

( 'a nada.
“14. Very careful and strict provi 

sum has been made for dealing witli 
any situation which may arise in ease 
the company should not lie able in the 
future to carry out its engagements In 
the event of any default by the f VIt., 
or any of its subsidiary companies, in 
meeting tin- interest or principal due 
on any securities issued by such com 
panics, t lie government may forthwith, 
by order in council dismiss the directors 
ul all sue li companies and appoint other 
directors in- their st end.

Has Extraordinary Powers
I’lie new board so appointed and rep 

resenting the government will be vi—ted 
with extraordinary powers which would 
• liable the board with the approval of 
t lie government, to vi-t the road, soli 
ject to all outstanding securities, in 
tin- government as trustees for the 
people; or the board with tin- authority 
ul tin- government may transfer the 
road subject to outstanding securities 
to any corporation or company which 
may be constituted for the purpose. In 
aueh case tin common stock and all the 
interests of Mackenzie and Mann in the 
road would be absolutely wiped out. 
and the entire system would be held 
either by the government in tin right 
of the people or by a n<-w corporation 
constituted by parliament lor tin- pur 
pose. The long delays usually incident 
to foreclosure proceeding- w. II thus lie 
obviated and the situation dealt with in 
a summary mariner.

Interest to be Repaid ,

In the 
case of red raspberries the best plants 
for a new plantation are the suckers 
wh.c|, spring' up around or near the old 
plants in the spring' These are allowed 
to grow throughout the season and then 
dug up and planted out early in Sept cm 
her after the ground becomes moist, or 
planted early in the spring. Plants 
should be cut bacl to within six or eight 
inches of the ground at the time of 
transplanting'. The black -cap and most 
of the purple-cane raspberrieà do not 
make suckers as do the red, but they 
multiply )iv tip-. Long slender growths 
are thrown out shortly aftWttte fruiting 
season is over:—hr nature, where they 
are more or less protected, these take 
root, but in the open field where they 
are exposed to wind it is necessary to
hold the tips down with a little-soil, 
when they will soon root. The plants 
are left until late fall or eafly spring,p 
when they are dug' up. If ordered from 
a distance, tips which have had a year’s 
growth are the best for planting. Care 
should be taken not to plant blackcaps 
too deep. If the roots are cohered with 
more than two inches of soil they arc 
liable to rot.

Before planting raspberries the soil 
should be well cultivated and manured, 
as the roots penetrate the soil to a"good 
depth and spread out, therefore eulti 
vation is essential to supply the neces 
sary moisture required by the plant.

About four or five feet apart both 
ways is a good distance to plant and if a 
c lUple of suckers are planted together 
the roots will soon spread out and join, 
and a good thick bush is the result. All 
varieties may be plant,-1 in this manner, 
and at the end of the s- con-1 season, the 
canes should be cut down to about half 
a dozen of the strongest, the suckers 
around the roots should be pulled out, 
and the plants will last from ten to fif 
teen years.

Every fall the bushes require pruning 
and cutting back. There will be quite 
a number of dried out stalks in the 
hushes which ^ill break off easily, while 
the remaining stalks should be reduced 
"o about eight of tiie s, rongeât. In order 
to better withstand the winter these 
stains are gathered together, in one 
hand ami bent over and completely 
covered with threç or four .nches of soil. 
This protects the stall.s on which the 
l-e-rie- will grow next year and in the 
spring thi- -ml is thrown off the plants 
and tlie -tal - can then be pruned back 
a little.

There was n dry spell of weather d tixiD.gJ.he latter part of May and the early part of June, and during 
this period the grain <>n the non-irrigated part uf the farm suffered considerably. When the rains begun. 
about the middle of June, the early varieties were so far advanced that they were not able to recover 
sufficiently to make normal growth, with the result that the yields were lower thun would otherwise have 
teen the ca*e.

This drouth followed by ample rains caused a second growth to start in the oats, so that at harvest 
time that part of the grain that was headed nef--re the rains came ripened fir»t, while the I alan-'e was »tdl 
green in many cases the number of green heads outnumbered the ripe ones On this account it was difficult 
to say just when a lot was really ripe The fact that the yields of oats are somewhat higher relatively than 
the wheat an \ barley was due to the fact of this second growth taking place.

ONTARIO FARMERS’ VIEWS
Some time ago the Citizen called at 

tention to the significant referendum 
taken bv The Grain Growers’ Guide, in

At the time the criticism 
was made that the vote represented only 
Western sentiment, which was very 
largely true.

“hundreds of thousands of dollars, if 
necessary, toward the establishment of 
universal peace and disarmament and 
the settlement of international disputes 
by arbitration. " ’ was carried by 709 to 
so. An increase in the British prefer 
cnee wa« strongly endorsed, as wa» also 
the principle of the taxation of land 
Values only. Direct legislation also car 
rind bv a huge majority! There wa» 
: .revise!', the same kind of radicalism 
and progressives ess a» was shown by 
the Western farmers, the two referen 
dun = , ombining to show that the new 
spirit of democracy is not confined to 
any one part of Canada, but is a nniver 
-a! and a rapidly growing force. The

DOCTOR S VIEW OF FLAX SEED
My Dear Miss Hey non: In the midst 

of one hundred things I drop you a line 
about that “flax -ed," having just 
read “Western Hover's " letter in The 
Guide of April FT If you wish the 
discussion to end now. please do not 
print this.

ltTeducateS our children and entertains 
our visitor» It provides music in the 
parks in the summer and skating rinks 
in the winter It enters our homes, 
inspects the installing of plumbing and 
lights and dictating what materials we 
must use. It goes even into our bedrooms 
and tells us how many can sleep in a room. 
Why all this 11 interference with personal 
rights?’’ Because today no man liveth 
or can live to himself! Neglect your 
back yard and you may give typhoid to 
the whole street. So our sanitary officials 
inspect our meat and our milk and our 
bread. In a modern city you can t even 
spit on the sidewalk without being lined!

Curtailing liberties? No! leading the 
way to greater liberty and better chances 
for all. The old time independence, 
which often meant selfishness, must give 
way to an inter-dependence which will 
admit of unselfish service for the common 
welfare. Turn back? Never! Bather 
we must press forward applying this 
principle to new fields where yet the old 
idea holds swav. More and more our

industrial and commercial life must be 
organized in harmony with this great 
fact of solidarity. It must be recognized, 
to put it another way, that th-e welfare 
of each is the concern of all

The Farmer’s Problems
Becoming s^fic again, the farmer 

must understand the problems of the city, 
and as he does so lie will come to regard 
them ns his problems. It is unfortunate 
for social progress In Canada that the 
country workers and the city workers are 
so widely divided. Thé attempt that is 
being made to draw them together should 
receive every support. But t lie difficulties 
are great. Not the least of these arises 
from tiie fact that the farmer is a Can­
adian, the mechanic an old country man. 
That means a difference of viewpoint, 
of ideals, perhaps almost of psychology.

Whether or not 1 am successful in the 
role of interpreter, let vie, as a nondescript 
go-between, assure my farmer friends that 
the city worker iyvn’t a bad sort’

Tbe Potato Duty

W. S Loggie, (if No rTh urn fieri a nil. 
moved that fiotatoes being the growth 
and produetion of the TTnited States. 

* shall be admitted free of <1 utv as soon 
as ,the Priited States r«-moves the em 
liar go regulation now existing against 
potatoes produced in Panada. fn sup­
port 'if his - proposal he said that the 
acceptance of this motion would mean 
free trade in pot a toes between the 
P ni ted States and Panada f a reciprocal 
offer having been made to Panada in 
the WiNon Tariffso soon as the fires 
ent embargo is lifted ffe gave figures 
to show that the total imports of the 
Fn it ed States "-potatoes into Panada 
from October. 1012. to November, 1013, 
both inclusive, was 415.000 bushels, 
valued nt ♦350.702 on which a duty of 
no less than 482.107 was paid. TTe main 
tain ed that practically all of these po 
ta toes were of the new American crop 
which came into the country during the 
month- when no Panadian potatoes 
were available. This sum in duties 
could therefore be saved to the Pana 
dian consumer without doing anv harm 
to the grower of potatoes in Panada

On the other hand during the three 
months before the potato embargo came 
into efTect the people of New Brunswick 
exported potatoes to the value of 4270, 
000 to the Fnitfd States on which 
thev paid dvitv amounting to 427,088. 
This sum nf money, he said, should have 
been jingling in the pockets of the 
farmers of New Brun - u p-’ but, owing 
to the dutv it went ir-t-, th** trea«urv of 
the Fnited States ‘‘If hv taking the 
dutv ofi" potatoes coming into Panada.’’ 
saidv-ALr. Loggie. ‘‘we werp going to 
hurt the Panadjan farmer to anv appro 
niable extent.’ then rnv argument would 
not carry thé weight that it does : but 
from my knowledge nf how this trade 
arose and of the importing of potatoes 
going on in all parts of Panada. T be 
lieve that the Panadian farmer will not 
be hurt bv the importation ■ f potatoes 
into Panada i repent what T have al 
rendv said, that nineteen vears out of 
twenty potatoes are much dearer ir 
the Fn;t.Y States than in Panada: and 
if they rir*• dearer in that market, how 
can thev 'e brought ir’ and sold to 
com pete with the prices that we get for 
■ nr potatoes

Says Farmers Lose Money

Hon. Martin Burrell, minister of agri 
'•u!ture, expressed himself as being op

i loss to the Canadian farmers of four 
or "fi ve cents a bushel and that it would 
be better to put up with this and retain 
the present protection for the Panadian 
art icle.

Steel Graft Begun
During consideration of the new steel 

duties Mr M'Prea, of Sherbrooke, said 
that if there was any doubt in the 
mind- of the members of the TTouse as 
to who pays for this encouragement of 
the steel industry he would give a little 
personal experience which would make 
the matter clear. TTe said that the 
corn pa n \ with which he is connected is 
engaged in the construction of a paper 
mill. They had asked for prices on a 
large quantity of steel. Some of the 
orders were placed before the new tariff 
<-am♦* in and some were not. Tn regard 
to the latter the steel firms simply with 
drew their original prices and increased 
them to the amount of the new duties.

Mr. White practically admitted that 
the consumer of steel in Canada pays 
the duty. Nevertheless, he was satis 

-fiH- because, as—a- -result- <-4 hd« aitu-n, 
a large plant is to be established at 
the Saiilt employing Canadian work 
men. He expected also to have large 
mills established at Sydney and at 
Hamilton as a result of the provision 
for the payment of the duty on large 
structural steel. While maintaining that 
the charging of ; higher priee may not 
nece««arily follow the imposition of the 
new duties the minister said that the 
chances are that the Panadian consumer 
will pay more upon these particular 
products at lea«t for a time, than they 
could* be bought for hv reason of the 
manufacturers in the Fnited State« 
dumping them upon this market

The Truth for Once
“This.” said Mr. Parvell, “is the 

fairest presentment of the protectionist 
policy F have ever heard in this TTouse.
T am glad the minister of finance comes 
out fiat footed and acknowledges the 
corn. Tt is the truth: we all know it is 
the truth : and T think the minister of 
finance is entitled to a great deal of 
credit for admitting it.”

The resolution increasing the dutv on 
the more highly finished «tone for build 
ing purposes wa« debated at some 
length. Tt was maintained that the in 
crease in duty up to thirty per cent 
would be practically prohibitive and 
that a monopoly would be created which 
would not Tie to the benefit of the 
«mailer ouarrvmen or of the consumer 

Mr. White said that he had been 
moved fn increase this dutv because of 
the manv petitions received from quar 
rvmeji and stone cutters. TTe expressed 
the views that thev knew their own 
business best and that he was justified 
in acting upon their recommendations 

T O. Turriff wanted to know why. 
if that were the case. Mr White de 
clined to listen to the demand of the 
wheat growers of the West for free 
wheat but treated them a« tho thev did 
not know their own business
