Three Kinds of Labor

Labor is essential to the winmng
of the war, for it is not simply a war
of armies and mavies but of nations.
Labor is either productive, non-pro-
ductive or destruetive. So far as
our immediate task of winning the
iwar fs concerned, Canada has abol-
ished, or is abolishing, one form
of destructive laber through the lig-
uor traffic. . Grain and sugar were]
useéd and labor employed in destruc-
tion. For the purposeés of winning
the war, luxuries represent non-pro-
duetive labor. The work on the
farm, munition works, railroads,

essentially productive for the win-
ning of the war. There gre other
forms of labor of course, that are
directly or indirectly produective, and,
1 de not wish anyone to imply other-
wise; but to discuss that gquestion
would take too much of your space.
We need a eetp.hi proportion-of ex-
perienced men in the ionh. though
it is donbttnl if we need so many|
{branch banks ar time. We need
trained newspt} -men, who: know
what is needed to maintain the peo-
ple’s: morale. We _‘meed business
managers and” industrial foremen.
= But labor must be diluted iA many
industries so that the ma,ximnm
number of able-bodied men may g0
to the front.. This ‘brings us to the
qnesuon of woman labor, also inex-
enced man labor on. the tarm.

Some farmers have sufficiency of
help.

can get along talrly well on a small
farm. - But the next farm ‘may have'
only one man and from the stand-
point of natiomal production needs
the extra boy that another farm may
have. I recognize the: difficulty of
dealing with this . Industrial con-
scription might conceivably result in
“slacking” to such an" extent that
the net result would not pay. But
intelligent, patriotic farmers should
help organize our ' townships and
through = co-operative  mowement
work for the beneﬂt of  the  whole.
The average farmer. needs to have
hammered into his head the'idea of
co-operative organized effort.
is now accomplished in faect in many |
parts of Ontario and ghe West and is |
resultlng in  increased
Farmers’ clubs - should be formed
throughout the nation . They lessen
the isolation somewhat inevitable in
fdrm work; they promote the ‘social
instincts, and they would greatly in-
crease the national efficiency. Farm-
ing is a big business and 1 am glad
to find so many younger farmers re-
garding it as suc¢h.’ Neo form of labor
so increases. the -national wealth or
will so help us recover ourselves af-
ter the war .for farm products are
drawn from Canadian  soil while
manufdactured products are -snpplied
in soine measure, by raw -materials
from other countries. Agriculture,
being the base in Canada upen which
all other industries rest, every other
class  should encourage the farmers

IT SHOULD COME TO US, TOO

The President of the United States has pro-
claimed Thursday, May, 30th, a day of “public
humiliation, prayer and fasting”, in response to
an appeal made by the Congress of the United
States requesting him to recommend siich a day.
'President Wilson asks all people of all pa.rties
and creeds to assémble in the places of worship
and aleéo in their homes.

He asks them “te pray Almlghty God that
He may forgive our sins and shortcomings as a
people and purify our hearts to see and love the
truth, to accept and defend-all things that are
just and right, and to purpose only those right-
eous acts and judgments which are in conform-
ity with His will; beseeching Him that He will
give victory to our armieg as they fight for free-
dom, wisdom to those who take counsel on-our
behalf in these days of dark struggle and per-
plexity, and steadfastness to our people to ' make
sacrifice to the utmost in support of what is just
and true, bringing us at last the peace in which
men’s hearts can be at rest, because it is founded
-on-mercy, justice and goodwill.”

‘This is fitting if a belief in the Christian re-
ligion is cherished and there are many in the
United States who welcome sueh a day, and if
it is fitting for the United States it is also fitting
that such a day should be observed throughout
the British Empire and the Dominion of Canada
Many here would welcome such a day to humble
themselves and appeal to God for guidance in
circumstances which are straining hard upon
our national life.

" 'Sunday, January 6th, was proclaimed for an
observance of this kind and it was very general-
1y observed. We may justly boast of the defence
of treedom, which the British Empire has so
long mamtained and in which Canadians have:
nobly done their part; but that we as a people
are guilty of sins and shortcomings, and need
purification of heart and life must be admitted,
and President Wilson recognizes that prayer for
these is necessary, also that sincere prayer
should be made for steadfastness and self-sacri-
fice toward the realization of a peace founded
on mercy, righteousness and truth.

Remarkable instances are recorded of an-
swers to prayer since the ‘war began. Such dif-
ferent men as the late Lord Roberts and Sir Ol-
iver Lodge attribute the retreat of the Germans
from' towards Paris ‘in *‘September; 1914, to the
power of prayer. There were no doubt many
praying at that time for such a result and if
there be any virtue in prayer, which most of us
believe, it would certainly be a fitting time for
the British nation to set apart a day for this
very soon. L

THE CLERGYMAN IN POLITICS

The appointment of Archdeacon Cody. to
the portfolio of Education in the Ontario Gov=
ernment. opens up.an interesting question.

Whether men who have been in the minis-
try of the gospel should enter into politics and
even so much as to become membeygs of Parlia-
ment will likely continue to be a debatable
question. We have.now-three or four former

-elergymen in. the House of Commons at Otta-

wa. There is one thing sure, .that a religion
which will not affect a man’s actions in pelitic-
al life is a poor kind of religion. The idea that
trickery and wrongdoing of all kinds ‘may be
overlooked in politics is dead in theory, if not
in practice. Politics is briefly defined to be
the science and art of government. Such a
science and art demands clear thinking and in-
tegrity and honesty of conduct of the highest
character. Unfortunately many people invar-
rably connect. this word with mere partyism,
which has abused and perverted politics from
its true meaning, all parties hélping to do so.
It is not the place to discuss which has been
the worst transgressor, but if men will act true
‘to their convxctlons when they enter inte.poli-
tical life, and engeyrage those whom they seek
to-influence to do-likewise there is no reason
that politics -should not be a symbol of clean-
ness and righteousness, instead of being too of-
ten as it has been in the. pa.st a symbol of rot-
tenness and unrighteousness.

RECREATING THE GARDEN OF EDEN

To be useful should be equally as gratify-
ing as to be victorious, because usefulness ap-
parently is the only possible reward for the
British in Mesopotamia and Palestine.

dred of us, for another village, some-
what large, about 1,600 in popula-
tion, where we were all housed. Then

T know of no
person, man, woman, or child; who
“escaped one fate or another. After
the massacre the woman was herself
taken captive and used for thd brut-
al- exploitation of Turkish soldiers.
For eighteen months she lived this
life of horror, finally escaping by
dropping one night from a third stor-
ey window to the ground absolutely
nude.
