London, March 7.—(via Reuters Ottawa Agency, March 8.)—Following is the
full text of the passage in Mr. Lloyd George’s speech in the House of Commons in
reference to the government’s offer of Home Rule to Ireland:

“I am not in the least afraid,” said the Prémier, “in submitting the proposal
of the government to the judgment of any unbiased friend of Ireland in any quarter
of the globe. I put it again, and I want not merely Irishmen to know, but I want men
outside of the confines of the British Em pire to know what it is that to-day we offer.
It is that the part of Ireland that clearly demands Home Rule—Self-government—

shall get it.

“There are two questions to be asked by all of us.

The first is this:

“Are the people of this country prepared to confer self-government on the
parts of Ireland which unmistakably demand it? The offer which I give on behalf of
the cabinet is that the government are firmly of that opinion, and are firmly of the
opinion that that represents the view of the vast majority of the people of this coun-

try. The next point is this:

“Are the people of this country prepared to force the population of the north-
eastern corner of Ireland to submit to be governed by a population with whom theyl

Amsterdam, via London, March 8

Commenting on despatches from
London, implying that Holland is
playing Germany's game if she ac-
cepts what German dictates. The
Courant repudiates the suggestion,
maintaining that Holland did what
was possible after the declaration of
Germany's submarine warfare and
that the only alternative was the
breaking of relations with Germany
which, according to authoritative
British newspapers would be to at-
tempt suicide.

The Amsterdam Telegraaf on
other hand, says the situation pro-
vides another typical example of the
necessity for greater pressure from
the outside on the Dutch govern-
ment in order to get it to do its duty
as a neutral and what is in its own
interest. The newspaper adds that
under the pressure of circumstances
and Great Britain measures, the
Dutch government is likely eventu-
ally to adopt a more active attitude.

Copenhagen—The King of Spain
is the proprietor of a large motor
and bicycle factory near Madrid. The
kaiser runs a cafe at Potsdam, close
to his castle-gates,

His All-Highest also receives divi-
dends from a lager beer brewery in
Hanover; and he is the sole owner of
the big and flourishing porcelain
works at Cadinen, which return him
a profit of about 9 per cent. on a
capital of $900,000. King Peter of
Serbia owns a shaving saloon and
chemist’s shop in Belgrade. Before
the war, his majesty was the agent
for a well-known French motor car.
The Queen of Holland supplies from
her dairy, near the palace at Het Loo,
a large proportion of milk consumed
by buyers in Amsterdam. The King
of Wurtemberg draws a net profit of
at least $50,000 a year from the hotels
he runs in the Beach Forest.

The beautiful queen of sorely-
stricken Roumania started, a few
years ago, a factory for manufactur-
ing toothpicks, So successful was
this enterprise before the war, that
her majesty was able to make quite
a comfortable income out of it. The
Czar of Russia is a timber merchant.
The duke of Wurtemberg owns per-
haps the largest corset factory in the
world. The grand duke of Saxe-Wei-
miar js a butcher, and, like all Huns,
does a flourishing business. The
archduchess Frederick of Austria in-
vested nearly $2,500,000 in a candle-
making factory near Budapest. The
king of Denmark confines his com-
mercial ventures to the stock ex-
change, and has made many consid-
erable “deals.” The king of Sweden
has a large interest in a Stockholm
brewery. A large brandy distillery
fascinates the new emperor of Aus-
tria, who has much in the industry,
which thrives remarkably well in the
ramshackle empire. King Albert of
Belgium, when a young man, courted
fickle fortune as a reporter on an
American paper at a salary of $15 a
week. The king of Bulgaria enjoys
the reputation of being the shrewd-
est and wiliest of all royal business
men. He owns theatres, cinemas, to-
bacco factories, dairies, and has made
considerable sums on the Austrian
steel exchange.

Double Wampum Belts. This word
must not be confused with that of
the chieftainship of the father of the
poetess. When nearly five centuries
ago the Confederacy of the Five Na-
tions was organized and established,
there were fifty head chiefs appoint-
ed, and these constituted the heredi-
tary chiefs, the lineal descendants of
whom occupy seats in the council of
the Six Nations at the present time.
The chieftainship of Pauline John-
son’s father comes fourth on the list
of the original fifty chiefs, with the
name Teyonhehkon. The emblem be-
ing a long narrow fern with leavas
alternating on the stem, suggesting
the meaning of double life, which the
name signifies.

In the border of the tablet appear
the names of the clans of the Six
Nations, viz; Mohawk, Seneca, On-
eida, Onondaga, Cayuga and Tuscar-
ora, the first five of whom form the
original Five Nations, and had to-
tems which are depicted on the
| tablet., viz; the bear, the wolf, the
deer, the turtle and the snipe. Some
tribes have as many as three totems.
The Tusecaroras, who did not belong
to the original confederacy, have no
totem. 3

At the top of the tablet in tle
centre may be seen the Maple Leaf,
our Canadian emblem. On one side
of it a wreath formed of cones of the
pine, the characteristic tree of the
Indian; on the other a wreath «f
oak, representing the stout
emblem of Britain, thus signifying
the protection that Canada enjoys
from the sons of the oak, united with
the swarthy sons of the pinelans.
The triple unity of the oak, the pine
and the maple is depicted also in the
corners of the tablet border—a loyal
unity which we trust will never be

At this juncture, Mrs. Leeming
delighted the audience with a sweet
and appropriate solo, which, in com-

J Of all those who witnessed the
proceedings, perhaps none were bet-
ter qualified to speak of the charac-
ter of the departed poetess than His
Honor Judge Hardy, who was inti-
mately acquainted with her in her
lifetime, and has also“had an active’
interest in all the work of the His-
torical Society, especially in the erec-
ted tablet. The words which he had
to say, declared the speaker, he con-
sidered as a debt of gratitude to an
old friend, and in giving utterance
to his thoughts on the occasion, he
was influenced by feelings both of
regret and pleasure—pleasure be-
cause he believed that a debt of gra-
titude was beinhg discharged to the
poetess,—regret, because, as a citi-
zen of Brantford, he realized that
during her lifefihne her unusual tal-
ents had ‘not reteived the recognition
due them. “No nation,” declared
Judge Hardy, ‘‘can have its soul dis-
covered\ tgitselr, except by the mes-
sages copveyed to it by its poets.”
The speaker ¢ontinuing, recalled the
many pleasant festures of the char-
acter of Miss Johnson, and eulogis-
ing the beauty of her home life, and
the beautiful and inspiring influ-
ences of nature that Surrounded her
{childhood. Each member of the fam-
ily were distinguished by remarkable
traits, and being fully capable of
handling his subject, the speaker en-
tertained his hearers with a descrip-
tion of the many admirable qualities
of the Johnsons. To Pauline herself,
he devoted some time, saying that
the poetess was a confidante of na-
ture, and through the medium of her
works, revealed to those she loved,
the secrets which she had learned.
President Falconer
President TFalconer of ™Toronto
University, in an address greatly ap-
preciated, dwelt at length on the
many values to the nation, or indeed
ol any nation to be derived from the
writings of her famous sons and
daughters. The speaker had been im-
pressed by the singularity of the ex-
pressiveness of the poems of this
famous author, and thought that her
deep insight into Canadian life was
well conveyed through the exquisite
language adopted in the poems,
which seemed to catch the magic of
the summer season, such as stirred
the affections, and quickened the
memories of all true Canadians. The
outstanding teatures of Miss Johnson
thought President Falconer, were
the stimulation emanating from her
musical language, her charming abil-
ity to interpret the spirit of nature,
and the fire which seemed to con-
sume her when relating the legends
of her race of describing some famil-
iar tragedy connected with it. He
declared that she was inspired by a
vigor which sprung from an inborn
spirit, that burst its bounds and over-
flowed in origihal and vivid langu-
age. The mystical or religious ele-
ment was also emphatic in her
works and lent to them an indescrib-
able charm. While most Canadian
poets excell in descriptive work, the
products of Miss Pauline Johnson
demonstrated a wide range of ability
tmequalled as yet in this young couni
ry.

Has Become Petrograd

Before the War Russian Capital Bore Name of German
__k()rigin; Today It Has Become Russianized Owing
to Abhorrence of all Things Teuton

Before the war Russia’s capital
was Petershurg.

‘Which is to say that Germany had
fastened the name upon it, since
“burg” or ‘“‘berg’” is pretty fair Ger-
man for fortress or city.

To-day it is Petrograd! The chief
city has become Russianized in name
that is to say.

And that is an allegory, as is
pointed out by one Isaac Don Levine
in the following truthful and con-
vincing article:

Russia was, but it is no longer to
be Germanized. That is in part at
least, what the war means to her,
though it will be necessary to go
back to near the beginning to make
the thing quite evident.

Prussia aimed simply at world do-
mination. This aim was to be achiev-
ed through an alliance of the ‘“‘three
Emperors,” German, Austrian and
Russian. Germany controlled Aus-
‘tria politically. Germany’s influence
in Russia was at one time so power-
ful as to bring Prussia’s designs near
to realization.

For Russia and Germany, so far
as the ruling classes were concerned,
have been closely affiliated for gen-
erations. Historically and politically
the governments of the two nations
have much in common. The Russian
Czar according to the findings of

a small fraetion of Slav.blood as
compared with German. His present
wife is German. Most of his family
are married to German princes and
princesses. The functionaries and
counsellors at the court are largely
men and women of German extrac-
tion. The bureaucrocy is full of men
and women of German origin or Ger-
man sympathies. The whole govern-
mental machine was before the war
permeated with if not dominated by
Prussianism. Among all the great
powers of Iurope official Germam’
came nearest to official Russia in
spirit. 'This fact alone would have
sufficed to create a bond of mutnal
affection between Russia and  Ger-
many.

An Economic Bond
But besides the historical and poli-
tical bonds that existed between the
two powers there came into exist-
ence in recent years a new bond, the
economic bond.
Germany had made gigantic strides
in the field of industrial progress.
Germany was successfully compet-
ing with Great Britain in the :‘Paln‘x
of international commerce. Great
Britain had her vast colonial pos-
cessions from which to drvaw raw
materials.
Germany had found in Russia a
substitute for that delinquency in
her system. So Germany invaded
Russia economically. She monopol-
ized Russian {rade legally
i legally. Her cominerce with I{u'smn‘
surpassed that of all other nations
combined.
Germany had the advantage
of territorial proximity. She drew on
Russia’s vast timber wealth, which
was floated down directly into Ger-
many from the Pripet forest belt
along a system of rivers. Germany
got this timber at ridiculously low
prices. She.drew on Russia’s broad
treasuries, cattle reserves, in con-
stantly increasing quantities. She
paid for all raw materials bought in
Russia much lower prices than her
competitors paid for the same ma-
terials bought in Russia or else-
where. She therefore could afford 1‘0
compete with France and Great Bri-
tain. The competition was at the ex-
pense of enslaved Russia.

Germany Lacked Gold.

yermany had thus cemented her
old politiecal influence on Russia wit}\
a newer economic domination. Poli-
tical and commercial Germany were
working hand in hand for the attain-
ment of the Hohenzollern ambitions
of conquest and world domi_nion.
But, if Germany and Russia wer¢
go closely bonded, how did it cowme
to pass that the two should ﬁght
each other. If Russia’s ruling
classes were friendly to German_y,
how did they come to be engaged in
a war against Germany The answer
to these questions is based chiefly
on an economic factor.
This economic factor was a vesult
of the mentioned economic invasion
of Russia by Germany. Germany
failed to make this invagion com-
plete. While she captured more than
half of Russia’s trade, she failed to
pour capital, to make investments, in
Russia. She failed to do so because
she had no idle capital.

Germany’s commercial and induse
trial development was in full swing
and had not reached yet its apogee.
She needed all the capital she could
accumulate for further military and
industrial expansion. All her finan-
cial surpluses went into her enter-
prises along these lines. And there
were none to spare. Germany had
not yet had time to become a money-
lending nation like France or
Great Britain.

Could Not Play the Game.

While she could send her commer-

cial agents to wind around the globe

also

the nets of her commerce, Germany
could not send abroad her investors
to build factories, consrtuct railways
or lend money to foreign govern-
ments from purely business points
of view. Whenever such cases oc-
cured they were on a small scale
and promoted by the German go-
vernment for diplomatic or strategic
reasons. Germany was therefore
compelled to suffer the entrance of
French, British and Belgian capital
into the economic arena of Russ;a.

What this entrance meant in its
altimate effects is now illustrated by
the wear. It meant the destruction
of Germany’s plans for world con-
quest based on the alliance of the
“three Emperors.” It meant closer
relations between Russia and France
and Great Britain.

France had seven
invested in Russia at the outbreak
of the war. Belgium and Great
Britain probably had a like amount
sunk in Russian investments. For
more than a quarter of a century
Belgium and England have been fin-
ancing Russian municipalities.

Hundreds of millions were sunk
in Siberian and Ural mines, in Cap-
casian oil fields. Steamship lines
and factories were built on foreign
capital. The charge has been made
against the investors that they were
but instruments in ' the hands- of
their respective governments in. the
promotion of their political designs.

Purely Business Proposition.

But the fact is that at least, Bel-
gium and Great Britain invested in
Russia originally and primarily be-
cause it paid. It was business, pure
and simple. To this the scale of the
investments made testifies. No gov-
ernment encouragements or urgings
could induce capital to invest in a
country such vast sums as France
and Great Britain have invested in
Russia. It was only when Ger-
many’s growing military organiza-
tion became a distinct menace, when
Germany’s ruling caste grew aggres-
sive and insolent, that republican
France began encouraging loans to
autocratic Russia, in order to win
the friendship of that nation and
alienate her from the Teutons.

For a time France had incurred
the enmity of the Russian people for
this. But to France it was a life
measure, a case of self-protection, of
safety first.  French ecapital has
thus created a gulf between Russia
and Germany, a gulf considerably
widened by French diplomacy. It
is French, Belgian and British capi-
tal invested in Russia that constitu-
tes the economic factor responsible
for the severance of the bonds which
exsited between Germany and Rus-
sia.

The real origin of the war is thus
revealed through a review of the
German-Russian relations. Ger-
many saw her grip on Russia menac-
ed from two sides, economic and
political. And the retention of this
grip was essential to her industrial
Ger-
many dreamed of an alliance of the
“Three Emperors” Russian, Austri-
an and Germany. Such an alliance
could dominate the world. And who
hut» Germany would dominate the
Alliance?

If Russia would not be an ally
peacefully she should be driven to
it by German might!

So thought the Kaiser. That his
l)l_an not to be realized the result of
his war is to prove to him.

Alex. Stewart Aeccused of

Uttering Seditious Words
at Hamilten Market

yuelph, March &.—-Jor the first
time in the history of the County ol
Wellington a citizen appeared before
Magistrate Watt yesterday in the
city of Guelph charged with one of
the most serious offences possible in
time of war, that of sedition. The
name of the aeccused is - Alexander
Stewart, a Canadian-born ecitizen of
Scoteh parentage, filty-two years old,
a prosperous and highly respeeted
citizen of the township ol Minto,
about a mile from the town of Har-
riston. He was given a preliminary
hearing and eommitted for trial at
the coming spring assizes.

The alleged offence was committed
at the public market place at Har-
riston, on Thursday, February 1st.
The chief witness on behall of the
crown was Mr. John Rowland of
Walkerton, a well-known drover and
there was but one other person pres-
ent, a young farmer named Prid-
ham. The following is the text of the
charge laid against Stewart;

“That on February 1st at Harris-
ton, he spoke seditions words with
intent to cause dissatisfaction and
discontent among His Majesty’s sub-
jects, and promote public disorder, to
wit, when referring to a certain load
of old rags then present, ‘no doubt
they'll make them up for clothes for
the soldiers (meaning thereby the
soldiers of the Crown) and it’s too
d— good for them at that,” and then,
referring to the said soldiers, ‘they
are only a lot of bums and loafers,
and I have to help keep them.” And,
further, in reply to a question as to
what he had done, ‘I would not send
any of my sons to fight for England.’
and further, in answer to the ques-
tion to him whether he did not know
that England had protected him and
given him all the liberties and free-
dom he had, and that he ought to be
ashamed to talk so, he said, referring
to the said soldiers, ‘I ean fight my
own batiles and get along without
the old country or any of the soldiers
helping me, because they are 1o
good.” "’

Says He Meant Some al Harriston

HUN PIRATES -

Submarine Crews Voluntar-
ily Surrender to British
Warships

CAN NO LONGER HIDE

Discovery Whereby Their
Presence is Detected

London, March 7—"A London-
er’s Diary” In the Ivening Stan-
dard contains the following which
I have reason to believe is not lack-
ing in substantial truth: “Some
time ago I referred to rumors con-
cerning docks full ol captured sub-
marines. I warned my readers
against taking them too literally. I
am now in a position to say that
there is more substance than usual
behind the present gossip of anti-
submarine successes; whether any-
thing has gone wrong with the sup-
puy ships or whether the Hun crews
dislike their task, the fact remains
that there have been surrenders.

“I understand, too, that the men
on our destroyers are elated over
the results of a certain new method
in fighting the submarine. It wouild
be indiscreet to give particulars, but
no harm can be done by stating thot
the great difficulty of detecting the
presence of the submarine has been
met with considerable success. It 1s,
newest ‘devices witl
with eumulative effect,”
Nets Mostly Used

Raymond Lestomat, an authority
on submarines, writing in the Paris
L’illustration on the destruction oi
enemy submarines, says:

“There are two means of destrue-
tion, by trapping them and by ex-
plosives. The trap is formed by a
net anchored in a passage or chan-
nel to prevent entrance to a port or
roadstead. In some cases when a
locality is not suited to a permanent
barrier, light nets are towed vy
boats, which thus, as it were, patrol
the depths.

“Nets give good results. The
English have caught a large number
of small submarines by using them.
But placing them in position and
keeping them in repair (they deter-
iorate rapidly) demand a large num-
ber of men, a considerable amouunt
of floating material and much time.
The use of nets, however, is still
being continued and increased.

“Explosives, mines, shells and
torpedoes are in general use against
submarines. Mines aid in fixed :le-
fence, as nets do, but while nets
sometimes let their prey escape, a
mine if touched, never does.

“The shell is used for great dis-
tances, but to sink a submarine it is
almost essential to surprise it ot
close range when on the surface,
and to have the good luck to hit it
within a minute, for it only needs
one minute to disappear beneath the
water.

“An ordinary torpedo is not 'ef
much use, being made for attacking
a ship sailing on the surface and so
have a horizontal trajectory and
moving thrfough the water at too
slight depth.

“Navy aeroplanes for submarine
search work have for some time
been supplied with bombs, which
are dropped when submarines are
moving just below the surface, or
when the weather conditions and
the clearness of the water allow
them to be seen when below. Sever-
al submarines have been sunk in
this way.

“On board destroyers and patrol
ships large sized grenades charged
with an extremely powerful explos-
ive are used. These grenades a:e
exploded at any desired depth.
Their effeet is felt for eighty fect
around with sufficient force to ma'ke
the plates of the hull start and so
sink the submarine.

“When a submarine is signalled
the patrol boat makes for’ her =t
top speed opening fire with its guns.
The submarine plunges and contin-
ues ‘its way at a sufficient depth to
shelter her from shells. From time
to time the periscope must be uscd
to make sure of her direction and
to note the attacker’s position. The
periscope produces a slight furrow
which enables the patrol boat Lo
follow the submarine, In faet an

“When the patrol boat is judged
to be about over the submarine
grenades are thrown into the sea
every eighty feet.

An
oil stain on the surface is presump-
tive evidence that a submarine has
been sunk.

“No official estimate of the num-
ber of German submarines sunk has
been issued by either the French or
British Admiralty. The number is
generally said to be between sixty
and seventy.”
