FARMERS TO MARKET WOOL 
CO-OPERATIVELY

MAXIM PERFECTS DEVICE
TO OUTWIT THE U-BOATSDOMINION

ATLANTIC NEW YORK, May 22—Hudson Maxim 
announced today that he had invented 
and perfected a device which will make 
ships immune from the dangers of the 
submarine. He said that torpedoes, even 
when fired at close range, would explode 
harmlessly against the hulls of their 
intended victims.

The inventor made the announcement 
at a luncheon given in Brooklyn. He 
asserted that the invention soon will 
be demonstrated by the Government 
which already had been advised of the 
details.

“The invention is practical for every 
type of /vessel,” he said. “It can be ap­
plied within a few months, at a com­
paratively cheap price, to the hulls of 
ships already Constructed, the only 
change necessary in vessels already 
built will be a slight enlargement in 
their beams My device is of solid mater­
ial and encircles the entire hull o'f the 
ship, from the bow to the stern.

Wool Growers’ Association Formed in 
the Annapolis Valley—Headquarters at 
Kehtvilleservice and an-

The fanners in the Annapolis Val­

ley, who are fortunate enough to be 
owners of sheep, have this year form­
ed themselves into an Association known 
as the Annapolis Valley Wool Growers* 
Association, for the purpose of market­
ing their wool co-operatively and taking 
advantage of the aid given by thé Live 
Stock Branch, Dominion Department of 
Agriculture, i nhaving the wool graded 
by graders supplied by the Branch free 
of charge to such Associations. The 
officers of the Association are:
President—Joseph A. Kinsman 
Vice-President—C-C.H. Eaton 
Secretary—J I, Pineo.

Directors W S Blair, Kent ville; W A 
Bacon, Digby; Vernon Leonard, Clar­
ence; Wm O’Brien, Windsor.

Headquarters, Kentville Fruit Com­
pany Warehouse.

The grading of the wool willtbe done 
June 21st and 22nd, and.the farmers 
should have all wool sent in to Kent­
ville before that date. Mr. Pineo, the 
Secretory, will send or give each man 
a receipt, then at the time of grading 
each individual lot is graded separately 
on regular forms provided by the Live 
Stock Branch. After the wool has all 
been graded into its various grades, a 
letter is sent out to the manufacturers 
and dealers giving full particulars of 
the wool and asking for a bid on the 
wool on or before a certain date. In 
this way the buyer is in a position to 
bid intelligently on the lot of wool, 
and is interest owing to the fact that he 
is is obtaining a good sized quantity, 
rather than having to scour.the country 
for small individual lots.

In preparing your wool for the mar­
ket, when shearing keep the fleece as 
intact as possible then to fold place on 
a clean floor with the skin side down, 
then turn in the sides of the fleece and 
roll from tail to neck and tie with pap­
er twine. Never nse sisal or binder 
twine. Then ship to the Wool Growers’ 
Association, Kentville.

Market your wool in the grease or 
just as it comes off the sheep’s back. 
Don’t tub’ wash. In tub washing the 
various qualities of the fleece are so- 
badly mixed as absolutely to prevent 
sorting in the mill. Before the tub 
washed wool can be used in the mill 
it must be rewashed or scoured, so that 
tub washing on the farm is of no ad­
vantage to the manufacturer; on the * 
other hand, it is a distinct disadvan­
tage.

If the sheep men of the valley are de­
sirous of obtaining the maximum value 
for their wool, of having their wool 
put on the market in its best form, of 
making a name for Canadian wool, then 
they will market through the Wool 
Growers’ Association at Kentville.

Town folks are urged to keep a 
dozen hens in the backyard A piano 
box will make a sufficient house. 
Feed the table scraps, lawn clip­
pings and Garden waste.

It takes 10 people outside the 
trenches to keep >ne on the firing 
line; if you are past the age of en­
listment do your bit in the garden 
and poultry yard.

People of the cities, towns and 
suburbs can easily maintain a home 
supply of laying hens at little cost, 
and for egg production are advised 
to keep no dead-headed males.

Four Hundred Persons Lost Their

London, May 24th.—Tbe British 
transport Transylvania was torpedo­
ed on May 4 with the loss of 413 
persons.
