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FALL SPRAYING.

(L. Caesar, Proviacial Entomologist.

Faflure to finish the spraying of
their orchards fast spring owing to
the wet weather and impassable con-
dition of the ground has led @ num-
ber of fruitgrowers to ask whether it
would not be advisable to do at least
part of the spraying in the autumn
and thus make the task in the spring
sighter. There seems no good reason
why such a course should mnot be
adopted in peach districts and where-
ever the San Jose scale is found. In
fact the writer suggested this step last
winter at the annual fruitgrowers’
;neetings at Grimsby and St, Cathar-
nes.

There is not a great deal of data at
an accurate kind on which to get in-
formation about the value of fall
spraying. It has, however, often been
used for the control of San Jose Scale
and has frequently given good satis-
faction. Cornell authorities have
tested it on peaches for Leaf Curl and
fee fairly confident that the rusvlt
Justified them in advising men to
spray at least part of their orchards
in the autumn for this disease. Some
Elberta peach trees near Grimsby that
were sprayed last autumn, but mnot
this spring, were this spring almost
totally free from Leaf Curl, in fact
quite as free as those sprayed in the
spring. This leads us to hope that
we may look.for the control of the
Leaf Curl by fall spraying as well as
it the work were done in the spring.
An old apple orchard badly infested
with San Jose scale and situated near
Grimsby was sprayed well in the ant-
umn, and next spring when I exam-
ined it I could find practically no liv-
ing scale.

Consequently T consicer it the part
of wisdom for any person who has a
large acreage to ocver in the spring
to do a portion of this in the autumn,
and to observe the comparative value
of the two times of spraying.

The results will not always be un-
iform, especially against the scale, be-
cause they depend to a very great ex-
tent on the weather. If the spray-
ing is done in dry, sunny weather,
and il such weather continues for a
few days afterwards, the effect will
usually be much better than if the
work is done on cold days or is follow-
ed soon by hot weather. This, of
course, holds true also of the spring,
but mnot to the same extent, because
the expanding leaves soon help to
break the force of driving and wash-
ing rains which remove considerabe
of the spray mixture.

A strong objecuon to fall spraying
is that the trees are not pruned at the
time of the year and therefore to do
thorough work cone must go very slow-
ly and use more of the mixture. This,
however, is not so important an ob-
jection in the case of small or average
size trees, such as peaches, but it is
a much more serious objection to the
spraying of large apple trees unless
they have been kept well pruned. It
is well, however, to remind all those
who have large apple trees badly in-
fested with scale that the ecasiest way
to destroy the scale on these trees is
to give them as thorough a spraying
as they can in the autumn, and then,
after pruning, and, if necessary,scrap-
ing, give them ancther very good,
strong application in the spring; for
not more than one man out of five
will control a bad case of scale on
large trees without giving the double
application. It is very difficult to
give both of these in the spring, and,
therefore, cne should be given in the
autumn.

In districts where there is no San
Jose Scale the best course of procedure
would seem to be to omit the fall
spraying and tg ppstpone the <oraying
of apples until the buds have just
burst or are bursfing so as to give
some protection to the young foliage
against apple scab, that very destruc-
tive and troublesome disease. 'There
is very little danger of burning the
foliage on apple trees at such a date
even with, the regular strength or al-
most the regul ratsrength of lime-sul-
phur ordinerily used for a dormant
spray.

Where spraying is done in the fall
it should not take place until after the
leaves are nearly all off the trees and
only on bright, sunny days. Such
weather as the so-called Indian sum-
mer would be ideal for it, and we us-
ually have a week or so of this weath-
er in November. At present | do not
feel like advising the spraying of
pears, plums or cherries in the fall,
because I think that one is a good
deal more likely on the average to get
better results by spring spraying
against the Pear Psylla and the Brown
Rot. I do not see how fall spraying
could have much effect on either of
these, at any rate spraying wtih lime-
sulphur.

The strength of the fall mixture
should be the same as for the spring,
viz., 1,035 specific gravity, or 1 gallon
of the commercial to 7 gallons of
water if San Jose Scale is present, and
1,025 to 1,050, that is 1 =allon of the
commercial to from 9 to 11 gallons of
water, where there is no San Jose
scale.

Navel disease. which infocts colts
soon after foaling, can easily: be pre-
vented by providing clean agd sanitary
stalls for the mares and @olts, and
keeping the stable well disinfected,
according to J. S. Coffey, of the Animal
Husbandry Department. Ohio State
University. The Jisease is easily
transmitted from old bedding, sawdust
or barnyard scrapings. Only clean and
new straw should be put in the stall
and a strong solution of iodine kept
handy for bathing the navel cord of
the colt. The first milk of the mara
containg culostrum, a natural laxative,
and 1s essential in keeping the young
colt in good condition; therefore,
mares should not be milked before or
soon after foaling. In a few days both
mare and colt can exercise in the
rasture lot.

Cows are naturally quiet, and wish
to be milked. Wash your hauds before
starting to milk. Iake the stool in
the left hand and the bucket in the
right. Keep firm control over both,
and do not let the Lucket touch the
floor. Before sitting down speak to
the cow in a kind, firm voice. Never
kick her or hit her. Sit well under
the cow, 80 as to get all the teats well
over the top of the pucket. Before
to romove any pieces of hay or straw
starting, pass the hand down the teats
that may be on them. ¥eep all dirt
from the bucket. Milk with dry
bands. As far as possible, nilk the
two fore teatg firsi and thea the two
kind ones. Keep milking with both
lands right up to finish. Do not let
one hand,/be idle. Do no laugn, talk
or shout in the stable, Be sure to
milk the cow out thoroughly., Learn
to be thorough; quickness will 2ome
v:ith practice,

Experience has proved !ate fall plow-
ing to be the most effecavs preventa-
tive of cut-worn damage. The larvae
hatch in the fall and harbor in the sod
through the winter. Late fall powing
exposes these to th2 clements, and in
this way they are destroyed. Fall
prlewing will also assist in the fertili-
zation of the ground, and it +ill put it
in excellent shape for carly spring use.

During fall and spring, when tem-
peratures are moderate, pigs drink the
right amount of water if they have
access to it. In cold weath2r, when
the water is chilly, they will rot @rink
enovgh for best results. Then 1t must
be fed to them in the form of slop
feed. The young pigs and brecding
stock need more water than fattening
stock,

Balancing the hogs’ ratioa is a very
rice problem. They will not thrive on
a ration that is low in protein. as, for
instance, corn and water, Such a
ration, too, is deficient in :pineral
matter and variety. When fed an ex-
cessive amount of protein, on the other
hands, pigs will be equally stunted.

Show Kultur

(By One Who Nurges Them, erting
in the London Daily Mail.)

In a remote corner of England,
nestling in the fold of downs that in
pre-war days saw nothinzg more war-
like than a flock of sheep and their
skepherd, is to ba found a group of
tin huts. Very small and unimpor-
tant they look in the distance; almost
like some stranded farm buildings. On
closer inspection they appear more spa-
cious, and are found to be gurrounded
with a high, unfamiliar fence of barb-
ed wire.

Outside the fence s a constant
guard. Ior this is a war hospital—
not such as is familiar, too familiar,
to all BEritish mothers and sisters,
but one to which wounded prisoners
of war are brought and where they
are nursed back into such health and
well-being as can remain to them.

They come in convoys of one or
two hundred, brought hither by train
and ambulance from a seaport some
miles away.

Sometimes they arrive in their Ger-
man uniforms, with the clay of the
trenches thick upon them. More of-
ten they come sweet and clean and in
the kit provided at the base hospital.

In the early days, when we were
first notified that we were to . look
after the Huns, the whole staff was
somewhat horrified. Later, when
the stretchers arrived with their
mutilated burdens, the most cen-
sorious became the most pitiful,
and the gentleness with which the

gallant hearted members of the
R.A.M.C. handled those stretchers,
the untiring zeal with which they

tended these wounded enemies, is to
me one of the wonders of the war.
I am afraid that the Germans, and the
officers in particular, attribute our
kindness to fear of them.

Quickly the long wards of thirty-
four beds are filled, stretcher fol-
lowing stretcher in quiet orderli-
ness; and in an incredibly short
time each Hun is fed and washed
and his wounds dressed, until by
midnight the place assumes the nor-
mwal appearance of a hospital ward.

These men sleep in beds as
as our own men have, between
sheets as snowy as we can Kkeep

them, and are given the same food
as the regulation military haospital
diet. No matter hcow short-handed
the staff may be, their wounds are
dresscd as often as they require,
They can write home twice a week,
and in all respects are well cared for.
They are treated with the greatest
tenderness and care. !

Wounded, - and {n captivity, how
does the soul of the Hun appear?The
first impression is that of an almost
gervile gratefulness—the gratefulness
of one who, expectinz the lash, is res
celved with the greatest kindness. 1t
is a gratitude tinged with suepicion.
“This kindness is the ambush for——"
(Who knows the horrors that the Hun
mind can conceive?)

The attitude tells one of two stories;
either they have been filled with stor-
ies of British cruelty to the wound
or their own treatment of wounded,
enemies is such that they themselves
dread the like. Presently one gets to
know them, in spite of the language
difficulty (few ‘'sisters” or orderlies
have a great knowledge of German),
for one quickly gets quite clever at

WHALING DAYS ARE OVER.
s Vel

A Once Thriving Industry That Has
fiearly VanisHed.

At the outbreak of the American Rev-
olution and for a period of seventy-five
years following the conclusion of that
struggle whaling was the most impor-
tant branch of the American fisheries.
I'rom 500 to 700 vessels sought whales
in all the océans and seas of the world,
and in one year New Bedford alone
sent out 300 vessels, whose cargoes of
bone and oil were the basis of the in-
dustria] life of the city.

The pursuit of sperm whales reached
its climax in 1837, when oil valued at
nearly $4,500,000 was brought in, most.
ly from the south Pacific. The height
of the industry was in 1846, when 70,-
000 persons derived their support from
whales and 720 vessels, valued at $21,-
000,000, were engaged.

For more than fifty years the fishery
has been declining, and in numerous
ports that oncewgerived most of their
wealth from the industry there have
for a long time existed only memories
of former greatness. For a number of
years the sperm, right and bow head
whales that supported the fishery in
early years have been very scarce and
their pursuit has been unprofitable,
and the present importance of the
whale fishiery, amounting in value to
less than 2 per cent of the American
fisheries, depends on the taking from
shore stations of species of whales that
formerly were for the most part neg-
Jected.

The glory of the whale fishery has
departed forever, and the commercial
if not the biological extinction of all
kinds of whales is proceeding rapidly,
undeterred and unlamented by the
principal maritime powers.—Hugh M.
Smith in Nationa] Geographic Maga-
zine,

g Braided Rivers.

A river not confined to a single chan-
nel, but broken up into a number of
chapnels, which in turn bfanch and
unite in a complex and copfusing man-
ner, is called a braided stream. It is
caused by the slight fall of the stream,
which prevents it from carrying away
all the sediment swept into it by its
numerous tributaries.

This material chokes the stream and
forces it to spread into many shallow
and shifting channels, resembling the
strands of a braid. A good example of
this is Jefferson river, in Montana.

WHY PARLIAMENT SHOULD
NOT MAINTAIN THE
CANADIAN PATRIOTIC FUND

Some people, when asked to contri-
bute to the Patriotic Fund, reply that
Parliament should maintain the Fund.

“It is the duty of Canada to make
provision for the families of her &ol-
diers,” eay they. “Why ehould not the
Government support and administer
the Funu?”

There are many good reasons why
it should not. Here ere a few:

Government must treat every sol-
dier alilze. It cannot make fish of one
and flesh of another. 1t is now paying
in separation allowances $20 a month
to the family of each enlisted man,
but onc-third ¢f the families receiving
these separation allowzaces do not
ge0 a cont from the Fund, If the Gov-
vrument maintained the Fund, this
third would have tc he paid on the
same ceale ag the two other thirde—
cansing an increase for 1917 estimated
at $6,720,000.

Government conld not give famil-
fes the help, other than financial, they
now reccive from thonsands of volum-
tary workers, who visit them in sick-
nesg and in health, share their trou-
bles, encourage them in well-doing,

and make them to feel that they are
not friendless nor alone.

Government would raise the requir-
ed money by floating a loan, thus
throwing on the future—and on the
returned soldiers—a burden the stay-
at-homes should bear, For such work
ag this we should pay as we go.

Government control would mean
double, and in scme caces treble, taxa-
tion. Municlpalities all over the Deo-
minion are taximg themselves for tbe
Fund. Sq, are fany provinces. it
wenld not be fair to re-tax these bod-
ies, while other districts were escap-
ing with only the Federal tax,

Governmental ccntrol would reduce
the amounts the rich now contribute
to the Fund, and place a heavier bur-
den on the shoulders of the poorer
men. It would take from all, rich and
poor, the privilege of doing eomething
of their own free will, and, through
acts of self-sacrifice, assist in winning
the great struggle. And, it would, by
stifling the out-pouring of public epir-
it that has been so conspicuous, work
to the distinct disadvantage of the
community,

Thousands of Chinese were intro-
duced by the Germans, in order 1o
work tha plantations, for the natives
are aversc to labor; but although the
Chinese are splendid workers, they
arc a ma2nace to white and native
alike.

Upola covers an area of 345 square
miles, while Savall boasts 660 (Mo-
rono and Opaluma are small tribu-
tary islands), the whole population
of the latter not exceedinz 3,600, of
which five hundred are white and a

thousand half-caste; the bulk of
Kuropeans and half-castes are on
Upolu. 4

German New_ Guinea was another
Kaiserwilhelmland,
as it is called, being taken after a
slight resistance.

At Henhershoe, the capital and
seat of German Government, the Ger-
mans have crected a fine wireless sta-
tion-eapable of transmitting messages
very long distances. /-

The verdure of New Guined is re-
markable for its beauty.and variety,
almost every tropical tree and plant
flourishing there, while even forget-
mwe-nots grow on the higher grounds.

In contract to the magnificent bi'rds
of paradise and the many beautifd
species of parrots and cockatoos,‘ the
islands abound in snakes and poison-
ous insects.

New Guinea is hardly a health re-
sort, for malaria 1is very prevalent,
and the natives are savage and cruel,
and cannibals of the worst type.

Gold, sulphur, iron, copra, mother-
of-pearl, tortoise-shell, and other pre-
ducts form the island trade, and the
German settlements contain some
fine and comfortable buildings, both
commercial and residential.

About seven hundted FEuropeans
are included in the population ol
110,000, spread over 70,000 square
miles. New Guinea, north of Aus-
tralia, ia th2 second largest island in
the world, with enormous commercial
possibilities.

The Solomon Islands. including
Benjamville and Buka, with an area
of 4,200 square mliles, and a popula-

tion of 45,000, have been in the
hands of the Germans sin 1884.
Here azain the natives are W.cruel

and warlike people, inveterate head-
hunters and cannibals, though living
in one of Nature's most picturesque
spots, the scenery being almost with-
out equal. Copra and cocoanut-fibre
are the chlef exports.

~ T0 BELLIGERENTS TO CONFER

U. 8. Head Surprises World By Asking For a
Peace Conference

Says Objects For Which War Is Waged Were

Never

Stated

Washington Report. President
Wilson has appeaied to all the bel-
ligerents to discuss torms of Icace.

Without actually proposinz peace or
offering mediation, the President has

: sent  formal notes to the Covern-
uents of all the warnaz nacions sug-

gesting that “an eariy occasion be
scught to call out from the nations
new at war such an avowal of their
respecty/e views as to the terms upon
which the war might be concluded
and the arrangemenis whica would
be deemed satisfactory as a guaranty
agaipst its renewal or the kindling of
any similar conflict in the future as
would make it possibie fravkly to
compare thern:,”

Wholly without notice an. entirely
contrary to-what Administration offi-
cials have described as his course, the
President last night despatched  the
rotes to all the belligerents. and to
«ll the neutrals for their information.

This latest development in the
rapidly-moving world events toward
a Giscussion of peace was not per-
luitted to hecome known untli to-
night, wiren the nrotes wera well on
their wav to the American Ambas-

The President looks forward in the
notes to the part the neutrals ehall
take in assuring the future peace of
the world. He expresses justification
“in suggesting an immediate ophor-
tunity for a comparison of views ag to
the terms which must precede those
ultimate arrangemente for the peace
of the world, which all desire, and in
which the ncutral nations as well as
those at war are ready to play their
full responsibic part.”

GUBSSING AT THE ANSWER.

Just when the note wos finfshed
has not been dieclosed, but it is
known that it went to the cables
vesterdav. On \londav the higher of-
flclals of the State Department were
taken into the President's confidence
and the text was sent to the public
printer to make conies for the diple-
matic corps. The fact ¢hat the note
was completed not later than Mon-
day and its despatch Tuesday indi-
cate that it wae eent regardlees ot
anything .that Lloyd George might
say,

From the fact, however, that Lloyd
George's reply to the Central Powers
was milder than generally had been
expected, and still left the way open
for further negotiations, it is believed
that the Allies will meet the present
nrote in at least a friendly spirit.

So far as Germany is concerned the
view held here ig that she would be
perfectly willing that a committee of
three, formed of a representative of
the Central powers, a representative
of the Entente and a representative
of the United States, should hold pre-
liminary discussions. The main idea
of Germany and her allies is to get
cach set of belligerents into direct
rersonal communication with the
other. The method is considered of
secondary importance.

The view prevails in German quar-
ters that all  the  belligerents will
make some definite statement in re-
prly to the United States. The very
Ihraseology of the American commu-
nication, it is felt, calls for replies
far more definite than mere acknowl-

| vdgments of receipt.

SECURITY FOR FUTURE;

“He takes the liberty of calling at-
tention to the fact that the objects
which the statesmen of the belliger-
€uts on both sides have in mind in
this war are virtually the same, gag
stated in general terms to their own ;
deoples and-to the world. Each side |
desires to make the rights and privil-
fges of weak peovles and small States
as secure against aggression or denial
in the future as the rights and privi-
leges of weak peoples and small States
now at war. KEach wishes itself to be
made secure in the future, along with
ull other nations and Deoples, against
the recurrence of wars like this and
against aggression or selfish interfer-
ence offany kind. Each would be
Jealous of the formation of any more

with other

rival leagues to preserve an uncertain
balance of power amidst multip
suspicions; but each is ready to con-

sider the formation of a league of na-
tions to ensure peace and justice
throughout the world. Before that
final step can be taken, however, each
deems it necessary first to settle the
issues of the present war upon terms
which will certainly safeguard the in-
dependence, the territorial integrity,
and the political and commercial free-
dom of the nations involved.

RELIBF OF WEAKER PEOPLE,

“In the measures to be taken to se-
cure the future peace of the world, the
people and Government of the United
States are as vitally and as directly
interested as the Governments now at
war. Their interests, moreover, in the
means to be adopted to vrelieve the
Bmaller and weaker peoples of the
world of the peril of wrong and vio-
lence is as quick and ardent as that
of any other people or Government.
They stand ready, and even eager, to
Co-operate in the accomplishment of
these ends, when the war is over, with
every influence and resource at their
command. But the war must first be
concluded. The terms upon which it
is to be' concluded they are not at lib-
erty to suggest but the President
does feel that it is his right and his
duty to point out their intimate inter-
est In its conclusion, lest it should
bresently be too late to accomplish
the greater things which lie beyond its
conclusion, lest the situation of neu-
tral nations, now exceedingly hard to
endure, be rendered altogether intoler-
able, and lest, more than all, an injury
be done civilization which can never
be atoned for or repaired.

SUGGESTS COMPARISON OF
VIEWS.

“The President therefore, feels al-
together justified in suggesting an im-
meciate opportunity for a comparison
of views as to the terms which must
brceede those ultimate arrangements
for the peace of the world, which all
desire and in which the neutral na-
tions asg well as thcse at war are
ready to play their full responsible
part, If the contest must continue to
proceed towards undefined ends by
slow attrition, until one group of bel-
ligerents or the other is exhausted, if
million after million of human lives
must continue to be offered up until
on the one side or the other there
are no more to offer if resentments
must be kindled that can never cool
and despairs engendered from which
there can be no recovery, hopes of
Peace and of the willing concert of
free peoples will be rendered vain
and idle.

OBJECTS OF WAR NEVER STATED

“The life of the entire world has
been profoundly affected. Every part
of the great family of mankind has
felt the burden and terror of this un-
precedented contest of arms. No na-
tion in the civilized world can be
said in truth to stand outside its in-
fluence or to be safe against its dis-
turbing effects. And yet the concrete
objects for which it is being waged
have never been definitely stated.

“The leaders of the several bellig-
erents have, as has been said, stated
these objects in general terms. But
stated in general terms. they seem
the same on both sides. Never yet
have the authoritative spokesmen cf
either side avowed the precise ob-
jects which would, if attained satisfy
them and their people that the war
had been fought out. The world has
been left to conjecture what definit-
ive results, what actual exchange of
guarantees, what politieal or territor-
ial changes or reaajustments, what
stage ‘of military success, even. would
bring the war to an end.

“It may be that peace ig nearer
than we know; that the terms which
the belligerents on the one side and
on the other would deem it necessary
to insist upon are not so irreconcil-
able as some have feared; that an in-
terchange of views would clear the
way at least for conference and make
the permanent concord of the nations
a hope of the immediate future, a
concert of nations immediately prac
ticable.

NOT OFFERING MEDIATION.

“The President is not proposing
peace; lhe ig not even offering media-
tion. He is merely proposing that
soundings be taken in order that we
may learn, the neutral nations with
the belligerent, how near the haven
of peace may be for which all man-
kind longs with an intense and in-
creasing longing. He believes that the
spirit in which he speaks .and the ob-
Jects which he seeks will be under-
stood by all concerned, and he confi-
dently hopes for a response whiich
will bring a new light into the affairs
of the world.”

The note to the Entente group will
be delivered to Great Britain, France,
Italy, Japan, Russia, Belgium, Monten-
egro, Portugal, Roumania anq Serbia.
That to the Central allles will be de-
livered to Germany, Austro-Hungary,
Turkey and Bulgaria,

It is being delivered to all neuiral
Governments for their information.

BRITISH FOOD
CONTROL FAILS

London Cable.—According to some
of the newspapers, two days' experi
ence of the first food control measure,
which regulates the number and na-
ture of courses served in liotels and
restaurants, has been sufficient to
prove it futile. They say that not
only has it failed to check consump-
tion, but that in many cases it has
increased it. It is claimed that there
is no supervision, and that many cus-
tomers, finding that they can indulge
in several servings of the same dish
without having more than one course
counted against them, have availed
themselves freely of this loop-hole.
Moreover, there is nothing to pievent
anyone from taking a succession of
meats in. different places. The
papers urge food tickets or a tax on
hotels and restaurant bills, as in Parts,

GREEK PROTEST
T0 THE ALLIES

Royalists Amazed at Veni-
zelists’ Course.

And Its Support by Entente
Fleet:

Athens, Cable, via London Cable.—
A note was presented by the
Greek Government to the entente pow-
ers last, evening. It read:

“The royal government learns with
astonishment that a large number ¢
revolutionists, under command of scdi-
tious officers from Saloniki landed
several days ago on the Isiand of
Syra, despite the blockade the allied
fleet maintains, arrested all the high
functionaries and many notables and
committed every sort of outrage,
since when it has continued to ter-
rorize the inhabitants of the islands.

“Later a British warship landed a
detachment and arrested the chief of
police,

“The revolutionists spread their ac-
tivity to other islands in the archi-
pelago, where they committed depre-
dations, made arrests and abolished
the legal authorities , whom the gov-
ernment could not rescue on account
of the allies’ blockade.

“The government is most aston-
ished to see allied warships permit
the revolutionists to perpetrate these
acts, since by its reply to the ultima-
tum on Dec. 14 the government gave
the strongest proof of its good will
toward the entente.”

The note further recites that the
Fren¢h landed at Zante, where they
threatened a bombardment and that
the allies are making preparations to
land on the Sporades Islands and the
coasts of Euboea., The note protests
vigorously against “the alliel naval
authorities’ tolerance of the exten-
sivn of the seditions movement and
‘Le occupation of the islands of the
kingdem by the allied authori‘fes.”

BRITISH ENTER
GERMAN LINES

They Inflict Much Damage
Around Gommecourt,.

Numerous Prisoners Taken
in Raid at Arras.

London Special Cable.—~—The
ficial etateinent from Dritish
quarters in France reads:

“During the night the enemy lines
Were entered by us in the neighbor-
hood of Commecourt and considerable
damage was done. A numper of pris-
oners were taken in the course of an-
other successful raid carried out by us
early this morning against the em-
emy's trenches north of Arras.

“In a patrol encounter this morn
ing north of Neuve Chapelie the lead-
er of a hostile patrol was killed; his
en were taken prisoncer. The enemy
exploded a camouflet south of Ypres.

“The enemy'® artillery waz parti-
cularly aetive on the right of our line
north of the Sommeé and in the neigh-
borhoed of Festubert and Ypres. Our
artiliery vigorouely replied.

“Enemy trenches at Gommecourt
and in the neighborhood of Loos aad
Hullueh were also bombarded by us.”

This was the opinion in well-inform-
ed Government circles  to-day, when
it is also believed the reply will bpe
trief, and will likely follow the lines
of Mr. Lloyd George's maiden speech
as Prime Minister in so far as it will
leave the door open for Germany to
make concrete peace proposals,

Great Britain's official veply to Ger-
many, as preminent officials preferred
to term it, will be despatched simul-
taneously with that of her allies. Ever
gince the German note was handed to
the Foreign Office by the American
Ambassador it has been the subject
of discussions between Premier
T.lokd George and his Cabinet (‘oun-
cil, which meets daily. The note and
the nature of the reply also have been
discussed with Great Britain's allies,
an dit is stated that these conversa-
tiors have progressed so ranidly that
preliminary drafts have already been
made.

It would therefore not be surpris-
ing if the Allies replies were ready by
the end of the week. Especially, it is
said, would be true in the case of
jreat Britain's note, which the Prime

HEAVY BATTLE
IN DOBRUDJ

Russo-Roumanian = Force!
Have Turned About

And Are Engaging the Te
ton Invaders.

London Cable——In the Northern
Dobrudja the Russians and Roumani-
ans have faced about and are giving
battle to the Teutonic allied forces
who have been pursuing them. Jus
how strong the stand they are mak
ing has not yet been made known,
the German official communication
announcing it merely saying that they
have “again offered fighting resist:
ance.” Petrograd reports that at-
tacks by the invaders near Parlita,
on the left bank of the Danube, were
repulsed, and says also that opera-
tions successful for the Russians and
Roumanians are being carried out by
scouting parties in the direction of
Rimnika-Buzdu. The Russian War
Offices tatement reads:

“Roumanian front: Rifle firing and
artillery duels are proceeding. In the
direction of Rimnyka-Buzdu, success-
ful operations are being conducted by
our geouting parties,

“On the left bank of the Danube in
the region of Parlita, enemy attacks
have been repulsed.

“In Dobrudja on the right flank.
fighting is proceeding between ad-
vance detachments and has attained
more than the average intensity on
our right flank in the region of the
Village of Cerna and in the centre of
the region of Umachea.

The German. War Office announce-
mént to-night states that the hostile
forces, aftcr retreating to the northern
part of Dobrudja are again offering
resistance. The text reads: “In the
most northern part of Dobrudja the
enemy, who rcireated there, has again
offered fighting resistance.”

T0 LAST MAN.
LAST SHILLING

Earl Curzon, in Lords, On
the Peace Offer.

Answer to Move Must be
Swift and Sure.

London Cable—In preseating the
policy of the Government in the iicuse
of Lords, Eari Curzon. who {s.a mem-
ber of the new War Council, sald:

“The policy of the new Government
i3 that the war must be conducted with
the utmost prosecution; that there
must be an ample return for all sacri-
fices; that full reparation must be
made by the enemy for nis countless
crimes and security given that those
crimes will not be repeated. and that
the sacrifices made shall not have been
in vaiju.

“The Goverrrient’s air1 is that the
peace of Eurove shall be re-established
on the basis of the free'and independ-
ent existence of nations great and
small. and that as regards this country
it shall be free from the menace which
the triumph of Germany and the Ger-
man spirit would entail.

“Our answer to Germany's
move must be swift and sure.
not too much td ask the people to take
upon themselves for a few months the
oblizgations which Germany has impos-
ed upon herself. The nation is fight-
ing for its life, and is engitled to the
best and fullest service of %its sons.”

Aluding to the position of Rou-
mania, Lord Curzon  said ‘that Ger-
many's succeéss was by no means so
great as she wus trying to make out.

“Evidence 18 forthcoming daily of
the desperate straits of Germany at
home and in the field,” he said. “The
position of the Central Powers is not
s0 good as they would have the world
believe. Our attitude should not be
one of despondency or alarm.”

Lord Curzon spoke for an hour and
twenty minutes, and was followed by
the Marquis of Crewe, Lord President
of the Council in the late Government,
who approved in general terms’ the
policy outlined by his successor, rd
Curzon, touching peace. He said:
