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Short Courses at Kemptville Agri-

cultural

The farm people of Eastern On-
tario will have the opportunity of at-
tending practical cougses of instruc-
tion given at the ltural School,
Kemptville, during-the period Janu-
ary 22nd to February 16th. Courses
have been planned to accommodate
those who find it impossible to attend
the regular school course. The same
instructors do the teaching and the
same ilustrating material is used in
class work as is used in the regular
classes, but the subject matter is con-
densed to suit the short period of in-
struction and the demands of the spe-
cial short course student. Some out-
side lecturers assist with special lec-
tures, bringing both variety and ex-
perience to the teaching. The short
course does more than impart infor-
mation by lecture. When farm people
get together, experiences are ex-
changed in conversation and bits of
information having a direct bearing
on farm life and work are broad-
casted. The getting together to talk
things over is a valued feture in Short
Course instruction work and adds much
%o the store of knowledge of all those
taking part.

. 'The Household Science course given
February 6th to 16th is divided into
three large sections: Cooking, Sewing
and Home Nursing.

Very often the expense of a nurse or
medical man can be saved because of
the ability of the women on the farm
to take care of any ordinary case after
having availed themselves of such an
opportunity as is offered in these
courses.

The Sewing course will consist of
lessons on hand-sewing and measure-
ments, drafting and cutting, machine
finishing, and practice work on skirt
and dressmaking. The object is to
enable the farm women to accumulate
easily and without expense such
knowledge as will enable her to do
such family sewing as she may desire

AMERICAN TROOPS.
WITHDRAW FROM RHINE

| United States Charged With

Endeavoring to Escape Moral
Obligation.

A despatch from Berlin says:—The
United States trocps left Germany on
Thursday, leaving behind them a mjx-
ture of feelings. With admi'ratior:gor
the correztness and kindliness of their
behavior, and satisfaction that the
United States has recognized that
France iz in the wrong, by withdraw-
ing the troops, is intermingled a feel-
ing of bitterness due to Germany’s
helplessness cn zecount of the dis-
armament, in which the United States
had a hand.

There is no doubting the fact that
Germany feels that the United States,
at the time of the armistice, acquired
certain duties towards Germany,
which it canrot escape by taking down
the flag at Ehvenbreitstein and going
home. Tho Leipziger Neuste Nach-
ricen expresses the common German
sentiment: “The United Smtgs, which
transmitted to Germany the terms of
armistice upon which Germany laid
down arms, urnideitoock at the same
time obligations which it cannot mor-
ally escape.”

The populaticn of Coblenz took ad-
vantage of the withdrawal of the Am-
erican troops by smashing the preszes
of the Separatist newspaper Dokten-
blatt, which was published at Coblenz.
They were unable to touch it while
the Americans were there, but took
vengeance the moment they departed
and before the incoming French
troops realized it needed protection.

The German police half-heartedly
onpposed the infuriated Rhinelanders.
The departure of the Americans, to-
gether with the British expression of
continued neutrality, makes the Ger-
mans rcalize that they must fight
their cwn battlez. For a few days
they built some hopes on “indignation
cf the Anglo-Saxon world,” but they
are now preparing for a long-drawn-
out battle of wits. It is expected that
the French General Weygand will be
appointed dictater of the United Ruhr
and Rhineland.

The value of pasteurization as a
means of keeping milk free from dis-
ease germs is becoming more widely
known. Many people, however, do not
as yet appreciate the value eof pas-
teurization, and so do not even under-

stand its meaning. One farmer, oni (3 pasteurization is said to make

being asked if he pasteurized his milk
replied “No, but I pasteurize my)
cows.” He evidently confused the
term with the feeding of cattle on
pasture.

Some of the essential facts regard.!
ing pasteurization have been prepared
by the Provincial Board of Health as
follows:

Pasteurized Milk.

Milk heated to a temperature of not
less than 140 deg. F. or more than
150 deg. F. for at least 20 and not
more than 30 minutes and then cooled
to a temperature of 45 deg. F. or
under, and kept at, that temperature'
till delivered to the consumer. =
A. Advantages—

(1) Raw milk, no matter how care-|
fully handled, is liable to contamina-!
tion by germs from cases or carriers!
of such diseazes as tuberculosis, diph-
theria, typhoid fever, scarlet fever,
and from dirt or manure which may|
set up diarrhoea in children. Tuber-|
culin-tested cattle reduce to a mini-
mum the possibility of infection with
bovine tuberculosis but do not prevent

- the spread of diseases such as diph-
theria, - typhoid fever, ete.

Ceylon to-dey is perhaps best known
for its ted. Buf in days gone by it hed
a-more romantic claim to fame—it wes
the home of the most renowned pearl
fisheried in the world. :

Fitteen years ago the pearl oysters,
which_ were a source of great wealth
to the Island, made one of their period-
ic mysterious disappearances.

In 1919 it was discovered that they
were returning to their banks on the
Gulf of Mannar, the parrow strip of
water that divides Ceylon ‘from India.
Unfortunately, as it seemed at first,
they were depositing themsélves on
sand. :
Past history had shown that the
pearl oyster never lived to a fishable

responsible for the care of the oyster
banks were not disheartened.’

They beleved that the oysters on
the sand would breed, and, as there
were numerous rocl(y areas In the
vicinity, there was every chance of a
fair proportion of the spats, or young
oysters, depositing tnemselves on
more favorable ground.

And such has proved to be the case.
To-day there are countless millions of
young and thriving pearl oysters on
the rocky areas in the gulf of Mannar.
i Another and more important dis-
covery has been made. In tie years
when pearl fishing was a thriving in-
dustry in Ceylon many endeavors were
made to tramsplant young.pearl oys-
ters. For some inexplicable reason
their efforts always proved unsuccess-
ful, none of the millions of oysters
transplanted surviving.

! In 1921, however,
was made. A number of the oysters
. which had deposited themselves on
sand in the Gulf of Mannar were fished
up. They were placed under an awn-
ing in a trawler, sprayed with sea
water from a pump the whole of the
time they were there, and eventually
deposited many miles south of the
gulf.

A reeent inspection has proved that
the rocks where they were deposited
are now covered with milions of
young and healthy pearl oysters.

Though the best kffown of the Cey-
llon pearl banks are situated in- the
Gulf- of Manar, between that spot and
Negombo, about twenty miles from
Colombo, are 800 square miles of shal-
low water where pearl oysters have
been krtown to occur. Now that trans-
plantation can be undertaken with
confidence, there Is no reason why
every inch of this area should not be
i literally sown with pearls.

rlumg generation that Canada owes
ts greatest debt of gratitude. They
trated the wilderness, and made

t touxble for others to follow.
Backed by the men of imperial vision
and determination who imagined and
then built Canada's first national
railroad, the Canadian Pacific, as
the corner stone of Canada’s future,
they found their way against almost
insuperable difficulties and mapped
roads for other men to travel
over.
On January 26 last, at Vancouver,
another of these men died in the
person of Captzain Frank Armstrong,
the history of whose life is but a
history of the opening up to civiliza-
tion of the Récky Mountains and
British Columbia. Frank Armstrong
was born in Montreal and educated
at the High School of that ¢ity. He
began his career in the office of the
Harbour Commissioners as assist-
ant secretary. The family connee-
tion, with that office was of long
duration, his great-grandfather hav-
ing been Commissioner about 100
ears ago when the office was an
mperial appointment.
The call of the West with its ad-
venture and opportunity was strong
among thé youth of Montreal of
those days, and the old city gave
richly of its best to the upbuilding
of newer Canada. Frank Armstrong
was among those who went into the
new country, and early in hig career
he was a member of the C R.
survey that, under the late Major
Rogers, found the Rogers Pass
through the Selkirks. One of the most
interesting of the events in which
he figures was connected with the
finding of the Eagle Pass through the
Selkirk range in 1881. On this trip
he, mpanied his life-long friend.
the Hon. Fred Aylmer, of Richmond,
ard’ Major Rogers after whom the
Rogers Pass is named. The engineer-
ing party wintered at Moberly Peak
in 1882, and through a combination
of cireumstances suffered great pri-
vations. When things got most des.
perate Frank Armstrong volunteered
to go south to lduho on snowshoes
with a toboggan to get food, and this
arduous task he successfully accom
plished in the face of great diffi-
eulty . The Aylmer and Armstrong
ranches on the upper Columbia river,
near Windermere, were established
in the early eighties. Frank Arm-
strong was the pioneer of steam
boat navigation on both the upper]i
Columbia and upper Kootenay rivers
When the railway was finally built
through, the first load of freight
carried into the Columbia valley in-
cluded boilers and engines for his
steamboats. These were built at
Sorel, Que., &hd hauled across the
continent.
