Those who advocated progress in the
conduct of our educational affairs certain-
ly hmd the best of the argument, but
when the ballots were counted it was
found that while twenty-nine persons
had voted in favor thirty had recorded
their objection: The advancemént of
our public schools in this direction is
thus blocked.. The need, however, of
more accomodation is still a  problem
that must shortly be faced and over-
come.

The
results from its use have been truly re-
markable, By using Procaine; the dentist
is able to take away the sénsation from
any part of the face or jaws that he may
degire.
Formerly the local anaesthetic was in-
jected with a hypodermic syringe around
the exact spot where the opération was
to be performed. But nowadays the in.
jection is made any point upon the main
branch of the nerve that supplies the area
to be operated upon, and the entire
nerve branch is temporarily desensitized
80 that pain is shsent. The use of the
local anaesthetic in rerve blocking, as
this method is called, was almost entirely
developed by investigators in America.
Fortunately, we are now able to manu-
facture in this country all of the synthetic
drugs that are necessary, 80 that we
never again will be caught with a lacal
anaesthetic famine, as we were at the be-
ginning of the war,
