Hannay's History of Acadia.

_As long as sevenicen years ago Mr
ITannay conceived the idea of writing a
‘‘ consistent narrative ” of the history
of Acadia ““/during the periodofitsoccu-
pation by the Irench and up to the time
when it was finally surrendered to Eng-
land by the Treaty of Paris.’”” The
road to authorship is oftevest a-thorny
oue, and this fact Mr ITannay has fully
felt in getting his book before the pub-
lic.. He worked for years, .making
notes from manuscripts, and gathering
authors having any bearing upon his
| subject : and he had got so far ahead that
halt his book was printed and thg
balance in the printing room when,
residing at Oak Point, ‘“one pleasant
morning in July, a little boy came run-
ning across the fields with the tidings
that the city of St John had been burnt
down the previous day.” The work of
years had disappeared in smoke, his
library which he had collected at much
pains and expense, too, had shared the
common fate. It was then he felt that
obstacles only give backbons to energy,
as afile gives edge to the steel.—1In little
more than a year after the fire, the hise
tory of Acadia, a book of 440 pages,
issaed from the press.

MrHannay has been ealled a®pirate,”
but he evidently anticipated this in his
preface, andj wrote.the following that
the critic might be without a sword:

. “In this volume I have not adopted the plan which
is usual in historical works of original research of placing
the names of the authorities in notes on each page. In
cases where it seemed necessary to do so I have rather
chosen to name the authority in the text as the more
simple and convenient method. For the discoveries of
Champlain and the settlement at Port Royal, the au-
thorities I have mainly relied on are Champlain’s work,
Lescarbot and the first volume of the Jesuit Relations,
etc., etc.”

Even after this manly and Thonest
statement, those green-eyed critics will
still discover emeralds! Weagree with
Mr Hannay that notes &ire objectionable,
and that if° it be necessary generally to
give the name of the author turnishing
the event, let it be given in the text.
But no man can write a_history of the
past from intnition. Zwery word in
Macaulay, in Gibbon, in Lingard, in
Hallam, m Hume, s, or ought to be,
founded on information derived by
these authors from other authors. Itis
only autobiographies that can be writ-
ten according to the idea of those cheap
critics, who, not liking a.book withous
cause, trump up the charge of piracy.
Piracy in such a connection could only
mean the copying verbatim of whole-
sale passages. Of this Mr [Hannay can
be nowhere found guilty : his own clear
trenchant style fully establishing the
opposite faet.

All of which we admit—but is it not
rather hard on Macaulay and Archer?
We Irelieve some one has been reck-
less enough to call Mr. Hannay’s style
slip-shed or slovenly. We take the
very-opening of the book as a nanswer
to such a charge:

But on that day a Httle bark
leaky, frail, and shattered by the. tempest sought
shelter in the port of Li§bon i Sl brought to
the shores of Europe the richest freight that ever lay on
the bosom of the deep—the tidings of a new world.

For ages before commerce had languished within the
the narrow compass of the Mediterranean Sea, and the
enterprise of man had been restrained by the stormy
Atlantic, now the highway of nations, but which was
believed by men of those days tobe a limitless Ocean.
It took a succession of the boldest Portuguese navigh-
tors upwards of seventy years to reach that stormy cape
which marks the Southern limit of the continent of
Africa, and no man but Columbus had dreamed of
passing over that vast waste of water which rolled in
untamed majesty to the west

The man who complains of that style,
shows the fault is not with the Witing
but with himself.

Mr Hannay’s book does not bring you
all over the world, scorching you this
moment in Bombay,and freezing you the
next at Nova Zembla. His narrative
is connected, beginning with the early
discoverers, tracing up the career of
Cartier, of Champlain—then outlining
In painting true as natare how the
peopie fared under the Irench rule,
and the causes which gave rise to the
wars that distracted the country, and
the result of these wars. The carcer of
men like Charnisay and La Tour, of
Biencourt, of Poutrincourt, of Villebon
and of a score of others, is traced with
a masterly ability. Thus terminates
the chequered and evil career of Char-
nisay—

s oo 1650 he was drowned in the river of Port Royal.
Neithgr history nor tradition gz us any further partic-
ulars Wlhis fate than Zs contained in these few words.
But if it be true, as $ome say, that a man who goes
down to death through the dark waters sees before him
In an instantaneous mental vision a panorama of his
whole life, then svrely deep anguish must have smitten
the soul of the dying Charnisay—for he had been hard,
and cruel, and revengeful. > % : z And
above the shadowy forms of those he had wronged and,
murdered, the face of one victim must have impressed

him with a deeper remorse than althe rest, that of the
heroic, noble and faithful lady La Tour.” %

It is seldom we have read a better pas-
isage tlhian the above; and the two
worids in italies ave only us {he merest
paint blisters on some grand building.
We regret to have to bring our re-
view to a close for want of nore space
inour little paper. DBut we may tell
our readerswe have read Mr. Hannay’s
book, through and through, and while
the connected facts rivetted our atten-
tion, the style charmed us. It is a book
that should be in every iouschold
which cares to perpetuate the “legends
and the stories” of the now departed
Acadia. We might go further with
regard to the book, than saying the
grvernment should purchase those on
hand by Mr. Hannay now and hold
them as prizes for the schools, but Mr.
Hanny can attend to this.
IHere is the closing of his worthy
book, atter referring to the ficry ordeal
through which-Acadia passed :

THAT AFFAIR AT THE NOR-
MAL . SCHOOL.

YESTERDAY was rather an excita-
ble day in the' Normal School build-
ing. That wretchedaffair referred
to in our last issue was brought up
before section B of the students,
‘and the following document pur-
ports to give the result of the
class’s enquiries and conclusion :

To the Editor of the STAR:

Concerning an article headed “A
Normat School  Sensation,” appearing |
in the editorial columns of the STAR of
the 24th inst., I amcalled upon to make
a few remarks. The members of Class
B, in which the incident referred to by
you occured, noticing the editorial in
question, considered it their bounden
duty to have a meeting to express their
opinion regarding the allegatiens con-
tained therein, against their instructor
Mr H C Creed. They accordingly met
in their class room this afternoon, and
clected me their chairman. I at omnce
read the editorial referred to, when it
was considered necessary to pass an
opinion only on the statements of your
informant as embodied in it.

The allegations by yonr correspon-
dent against Mr Creed, are summed up
in the two following statements, sup-
plied you by bim:

(1) “Mr Creed was reading about
the seige of Louisburg and remarked
that said seige might be attributed to
the Catholics.

(2) And then supplemented this
statement by saying he thought it serv-
ed the Catholics right to tear down
theigimages. He said that in those
days the Catholics were hated worse
than the devil.” With regard to these
statements I have tosay thatresolutions
were unantmously adopted emphatic-
ally denouncing each of them as utter-
ly groundless.

’ghc class did not for a moment ques-
tion that Mr Creed had any other object
in view in reading the account of the
siege of Louisburg from *‘Tuttles” his-
toty, than that of giving the class a
clearer idea ofthat event—most certain-
ly not of insulting anyone. It most
assuredly was the opinion of the class
that the attack on Mr Creed was most
graunitons and unjustifiable.

a Normal School, than a dictionary.
Had there.been such a book any-
where within the reach of Class B
Boiled Down, he would not have
used the words, “ UNANIMOUSLY
adopted,” when he knew that the
Catholic portion ot B Class
had the independence to vote
against the resolutions. Butthisis
only a minor matter. He says the
Class “ unanimously,” by which he
means such portion of the Class as
did not feel their religious sensibil-

it is with this now we have todeal.
Our correspondent stated that “Mr
Creed was reading about the siege
of Louisburg ” —this is counted in
the charges; the Class states that
he was reading “ from Tuttle.” It
is difficult then to see how the
charges were “ utterly groundless.”
But why should Mr Creed read from
Tuttle, an unauthorized book, when
he had Archer’s history of Canada,
the prescribed text book, by him?
Docs he teach from Archer or from
Tuttle,—which? Tuttle is, we be-
lieve, a Nova Scotian; hence Mr
Creed, another Nova Scotian, pre-
fers his unauthorized book to the
authorized text. If Mr Tuttle is
better than Archer, why not pitch
the latter out of the schools at once,
and prescribe Tuttle? If Archer’s
work is not full enough, why not
have the deficiencies amplified or. a
suitable history provided? Or is
Tuttle supposed to act as aide-de-
camp to Archer? The Board ot
Education prescribes certain books
for the use of schools, and for-

bids the wuse of any other
books. It they did not do this
of course some uncontrollable

Roman Catholic would be walking
into the school some day with the
“Lives of the Saints,” or “Hell
open to Christians,” under his arm.
Who can depict what a dark day
this would be for our people ! But
Mr. Creed in the teeth of the re-
gulation shuts up Archer and reads
from Tuttle! This is why our cor-
respondent fook jfor granted that
Mr. Creed was delivering himself,
instead of reading; because he
knew there was no such statement
in Archer’s book, and did not sus-
pect Mr. Creed would read from
any other. Our readers will now
see how “utterly groundless” were
the charges of our correspondent !

Now it may be necessary some
times to refer outside of the texts
for amplification of subjects taught
or facts expounded, but it never
can be wise or prudent to select
passages that might wound the
feelings of any portion of the class.
Not in the whole of Tuttle’s book
was there so objectionable a para-
graph as that read by Mr. Creed.

Suppose — —a  Roman " Catholic
priest had been teaching

that school instead of Mr Creed, and
taken up a French author and read,
“ At the time when Jacques Cartier
came across here, there was no
strife between the Catholics and
the Baptists because—then there
were no Baptists.
did come,and noman knew whence,
they were heard howling on the
banks of every stream that ran
through Christendom.” Does
Teacher Creed think his Baptist
congregation in Class B would re-
sent it! He knows very well they
would, and more than this, we
should promptly ask for the sup-
pressien of the priest for his rash
statementof facts. We use the sim-
ile of the “priest” because Mr Creed
is said to bave been a Baptist
Preacher in Nova Scotia. But the
sorriest part of the spectacle is
this. The investigation yesterday
divided the class up into Catholic
and Protestant, a division which
should never have been made in a
Free Non-Sectarian school. We try
to put the charitable constructionon
the wretched affair, and that is,
that the teacher’s stupidity rather
than ‘his bigotry—perhaps
a little of  both—was the
cause of the disgraceful exhibition.

This teacher Creed is a complete
failure, and but for the influence of
Dr. Rand, who is a Baptist and a
brother Nova Scotian, he would
not be retained in the scheol for a
week. Mr. Crocket knows all
about his incapacity, but he is
afraid of Dr. Rand to speak what
he thinks. Mr. Crocket is a first-
class educationist, Mr. Creed is a
third-class failure, only fit to kill
time and breed mischief. The
only good thing we can say for him
is that he is an over-religious Cal-
vinist Baptist. The editor ot the
StAR went through Training School
and he well remembers the time
Mr. Creed gave him only 45 per

The Methodists
had like to overthrow the Episco-
palians through the columns of the
Reporter some months ago, but
they very charitably desisted. Let
Mr Creed in this case do likewise.

The Class who got up the docu-
ment at the head of this article are
in the hands of those who would not
have any other decision reach the
public. The heads of the institution
pull the wires; the clsss are the
merest toadies. And -is not Mr
Palmer who gives us so many epi-
thets one of those who in the room
then and there loudly applauded
the young lady when she resented
Mr Creed’sinsult ?

The Rambles of Our
Correspondent.

QUEBEC.

My jouraey from Rivierc du Loup to
Quebec was accomplished by night, and
thus the many attractions of -the St
Lawrence were lost in the darkness. We
had daylight however until we reached
Murray Bag, which is a great summer
resort for the people of Ontario; it is
surrounded by high and rugged hills
like most of the places on the north
shore of the St Lawrence between Que-
bec and Riviere du Loup, and houses
and hotels are perched high up among
rocks which the scanty shrubbery is
unable to conceal, giving an air ofstern-
ness and desolation to these wild shoies,
relieved only by the gay and fantastic
cottages which line them, sometimes in
groups, at others singly, as if the occu-
pier, weary of the gaudy allurements of
fashion and society, would seek in soli-
tude that rest and peace which flee
from the pursuer until he finds it
where last looked for—in the grave.

These Lawrentian hills are rich in
mineral wealth, especially in iron, and
at St Paul’s Bay, not far from Murray
Bay, smcltiu%furnaces were erected at
a cost of one hundred thousand pounds.
These have been abandoned long since,
and are now falling into decay.

The magnetic ores on the north shore
of the St Lawrence are said to contain
much titanium which renders them
difficult of reduction, which no doubt
is the principal cause of the failure of
this enterprise. 3

Our steamer arrived at Quebec just
at dawn, and I was soon awakened by
the noise of the men on the boat and
the wharf.

Quebec has been so often described,
that it would be but a waste of ime to
attempt it again. We may mention
however for the information of those
who have never been there, that Basse-
Ville or the lower town, with its nar-
row streets and ship-lined wharves, is
the business part ot the city, while the
Haute-Ville or upper town holds the
public offices, Parliament buildings and
residences of the gentry as well as the
principal part of the churches.

In front of this and looking down
on the Saint Lawrence stand those
famous fortifications which were once
the strong hold of the French in Amer-
ica. After goingto my hotel in the
“Rue de ]a Montagne,” and gettinﬁ
breakfast, I ascended the hill an
strayed into the fortifications and here
saw in front of the Officers Quarters a
small cannon used for saluting pur-
poses which weighed between four and
five handred pounds. On this was an
inscription which informed the public
that it had been taken from the enemy
at Bunker’s Hill, a sorry momento of
that memorable struggle.

On the plains of Abraham, not far
distant carpenters were at work erect-
ing a platform for the celebration on St
John’s day of a grand mass, and a few
people most of whom were visitors to
the city were walking over the field
where England and France once offered
up to the demon of war the life’'s blood
of their bravest sons. From evil how
often springs good.

This blood, those tears, and that
agony which were shed aud felt en
these plains when the storm of war
swept over them so long ago have pro-
duced stable piece between the two
races, giving even to the conguered that
liberty which the conquerors enjoyed,a
liberty such as France never knew.
And here in peaceful concord the des-
cendents of the victors and vanquished,
English and French unite in hymns of
grateful adoration to him whe shed his
blood not for one country or reople but
for man. Towards the afternoon I
strayed down to the station buildings
of the North Shore Railway, and while
waiting up stairs for a friend cast my
eye out of the window to view the sur-
roundings. The most prominent object
in sight in the upper town was Laval
University, a large stone building with
a French roof having in its centre a
square tower fifteen feet high surround-
ed by a balustrade: from the tower rose
a polygonal spire with a bell shaped
roof crowned by aball and cross; either
end of the roof was ornamented by a
similar spire.
