THE AUSTRO-GERMAN ALLIANCE.

ti rase y are the lowering of the railway rates and 
duties on merchandise passing between the two 
countries. These arrangements will go into effect 
on January 1st. The commercial side of the new 
alliance, which is all that has so far been author 
itatively made public, is regarded with intense 
interest in St. Petersburg, as being the only 
outward and visible sign of a military and political 
combination of a character menacing to Russian 
designs on the map of Europe.

It is 
understood this forward movement in great force is 
with the purpose, if possible, of serving a crushing 
blow before the winter sets in, and before the 
Afghans have time to effect a complete organiza­
tion.

The outbreak was well 
planned. A desperate resistance was made, but the 
revolt was so far successful that both the civil Gov­
ernor and the military chief were killed, and 
anarchy now prevails. The news excites the most

THE LIBERAL LEADER AT NEWCASTLE.

The Marquis of Hanington, member of the House 
of Commons for Radnor, spoke at Newcastle to-day. 
In reviewing the policy of the Government, he said 

I that it had been a failure abroad and had done no­
thing at home but increase the burdens of the coun­
try.

Capetown, via St. Vincent, Sept. 2.— 

When Cetewayo was captured he was nt- 
terly prostrated, and his followers were 
too weak to resist. The King and his fol­
lowers were taken to Ulandi. During the 
march eleven of his followers tried to 
escape. Six were successful, bat the other 
five were shot. The king will be taken 
to Maritzbnrg, and from there to Grey- 
town.

London, Sept. 18.—A Capetown de­
spatch, Sept. 2nd, says operations against 
Chief Secocoeni will be resumed.

London, Sept. 18.—Farther particulars 
of the capture of King Cetewayo have 
been received. It was somewhat by ac­
cident that the capture was effected. A 
patrol of Laing’s Dragoon Guards scouting 
in the heart of the Nieeme forest fell upon 
his trail, followed it up, and ran him to 
earth. Finding himself surrounded and 
resistance being altogether impracticable, 
the African monarch advanced to the cap- 
tain of the patrol and tendered him hia 
surrender. He was in a greatly exhausted 
condition and bore on his person evidence 
of much privation, suffering, and mental 
disquietude : but he maintained remark­
able self-composure, and in offering hia sur­
render said he had no donbt hia captore 
would extend to him the right of a royal 
prisoner of war. All the important Znln 
chiefs have now surrendered, or made their 
peace with Sir Garnet Wolseley, and the 
task remains of perfecting by wiee civil 
measures what has been accomplished by 
this long, disastrous, snd costly war.

A Bely War Proclaimed—Attack oa a 
British Camp—The Ameer’* Conduct.

The Ameer hopes shortly to regain control, 
when he will exhaust his resources in main­
taining faith with the British.

Mr. Wm. Shaw, the leading Home Rule 
member of the House of Commons, 
County of Cork, has written a letter re­
fusing to participate in the proposed Irish 
National Convention. He proposed the 
establishment of s convention to discuss 
the land question only.

Stringent rules are published in Russia 
to be observed by the universities. The 
students are forbidden to belong to so- 
cieties of any kind, hold meetings, com­
plain of, or openly disapprove of any of the 
existing regulations, give private lessons or 
have their lectures printed.

A Vienna correspondent reports that in 
consequence of the bad harvest and numer. 
ous floods, the distress in parts of Hungary 
threaten to become appalling daring the 
winter. Temes Banat distriot is threatened 
with famine, and some of the inhabitants 
are preparing to emigrate to Servia.

The St. Petersburg Goto* reports that 
the Russian grain export has decreased 12 
per cent, as compared with last year. The 
imports are considerably larger. The har­
vest was good in few districts and mid­
dling in most. The farmers are suffering 
heavy losses from the cattle plague.

Recent fine weather has enabled the 
farmers in the southern and midland coun­
ties to harvest their grain. Oats are ex­
cellent ; wheat is fair ; *ay in some places 
is abundant, and potatoes are fair. Crops 
on poor and low lands are disappointing, 
but there is no danger of famine or any 
form of universal distress.

It is stated Lord Cranbrook, Secretary 
of State for India, has gone to Balmoral, 
and though it is said his visit is merely on 
routine duty, it is thought he can only be 
abeent at snch a critical time to consult the 
Queen on some course, which the Ministry 
hae decided upon. Nobody will be sur­
prised if the visit is followed by an early 
summoning of Parliament.

A Berlin correspondent reports that after 
the return of the Emperor William from 
the meeting with the Car, Prince Bis­
marck presented to him a memorial de­
monstrating that it wa absolutely neces­
sary for Germany to support Austria 
against Russia in the Bast. The Emperor 
endorsed the views set forth in the mem­
orial.

THE PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.
The President delivered hia annual ad- 

dreaa. After some introductory remarks, 
He said :—

A NATIONAL SXPOBIIION.
* On no previous occasion has the Council of this 
ÀâÉédatton been able to accomplish the object of 
bringing together the growth and producte of sev­
eral of our sister Provinces and forming one grand 
Dominion exposition ; and although some of the 
Provinces had seen fit not to eo-oi>erate in this wiee 
and desirable undertaking, yet the mamed benefits 
which must necessarily be felt by all from their 
united action will go far towards bringing to­
gether at no distant period every portion of 
this widespread Dominion, now reaching from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific, causing the Provinces to 
form a unit in sentiment and in ambition for 
friendly rivalry, when the next great national exhi­
bit of Canada shall take place. The present time for 
inaugurating and forming the nucleus of a national 
exposition of the indu 'trial producte of this country 
has been a very auspicious one, on account of the 
marked intareet taken in this exhibition by bis Ex­
cellency the Governor-General,and the lustre thrown 
upon it by the presence of her Royal Highness the 
Princess Louise. This combination of fortunate 
circumstances will produce lesulti that wiil be bene­
ficially lelt alike by this Association and the coun­
try at large, by uniting in one common object for 
the Improvement of our country, the people and 
those who are so nearly a’lied to the Crown. 
Many have expressed the opinion that the Indus­
trial show which hae been open for the past three 
weeks at the City of Toronto would somewhat in­
juriously affect this one, both in the display of 
exhibits and in the attendance of the people, but I 
am pleased to state our Association exhibition has 
on the present occasion sustained its usual high 
standard, and has shown itself well worthy of the 
prestige it has received from the presence of 
royalty and from the liberal patronage given to it 
by the great masses of the people. The entries for 
competition have b*en in keeping with former 
years. The articles exhibited have shown great ex­

An agree­
ment has been made that Germany and Austro- 
Hungary shall firmly support each other in every 
event Count Andrassy was authorized by the Em­
peror to declare at the beginning of the conference 
the unwillingness of the Emperor to conclude a de­
fensive alliance. Bismarck, in an interview with 
the Emperor, stated that the Emperor William had 
authorized him to make a similar declaration.

A despatch from Vienna says the conference be­
tween Bismarck and Andraesy has resulted in an 
agreement that German and Austrian interests in 
aU pending European questions are identical, and 
that the condition of Europe is such as will leave no 
doubt that the two empires will be able to assert 
2hese interests peaceably.

Bismarck and Andrassy made an arrangement con­
cerning their respective tariff regulations and means 
of communication between Austria and Germany. 
Bismarck visited the Papal Nuncio here.

A Vienna correspondent has good reason to be­
lieve Count Andrassy received the assurance of 
English sympathy with the understanding arrived 
at with Germany.

MATTERS IN BURMAH.
Departure of the British Resident Irons 

■sndalsy.
London, Sept. 22.—A Rangoon corre­

spondent confirms the report of the depar­
ture of the British Resident from Manda­
lay. Cruelties continue to be perpetrated 

i by the King of Bnrmah.
A despatch from Rangoon says it is gen­

erally believed that orders have been sent 
j to the Acting Resident at Mandalay, Bnr­

mah, to leave with his party as soon as he 
can without betraying undignified haste or 
appearance of fear. This measure will 
give general satisfaction, as no interoonrse 
now exists between the Residency and the 
Burmese Court without running serious 
risk. As for the Acting Resident, he has 
not been treated with more discourtesy 
than was shown to the Resident, bnt the 
ordinary attentions dne to the representa­
tive of the British Government have been 
studiously withheld, and his presence had 
no effect in checking the cruelties which 
are still practised by the Court. It is just 
possible the Acting Resident may think it 
less dangerous to remain quietly than to 
leave. The actual risk to members of the 
Residency is only slight. Still some risk 
is inevitable as long as the King oontinnes 
his drinking orgies, surrounded by young 
advisers too ignorant and hot-headed to 
appreciate the danger of war with Eng­
land. The Burmese were reported de­
lighted at the departure of Col. Brown, 
the British Resident^ declaring they only 
desired to be left alone to pursue their own 
policy without the interference of foreign­
ers. The King dislikes having foreigners 
near him. Everything is reported quiet 
at MandaUy, although the King’s cruelties 
continne.

ENGLAND AND AMERICA.
Dreaded Agrlrullnral Competition with 

the Called Stales.
London, Sept. 18.—Lord Beaconsfield 

delivered a speech at the agricultural ban­
quet in Aylesbury to-day. Referring to 
the American competition with Great 
Britain, he said the greatest apprehension 
was felt in the United States that they 
could not compete with Canada, owing 
to high taxation and high wages. 
Since the surrender of the terri- 
toriee of the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
Canada had become pomemed of an illimit­
able and fertile wilderness. Nearly all the 
chief landholders in the extreme Western 
State* of America had sold oat and gone to 
that wilderness and begun cultivation 
there. He had heard on high authority 
that Canada expected to outstrip the 
United State* in the competition for 
the European markets, and he, therefore, 
advised the farmers of England not to be 
precipitate. Another high authority had 
informed him that under all the circum­
stance*, the market* of the United State* 
would be disturbed, and that with the im­
pulsive character of humanity in that 
country the Canadian wilderness would 
soon be occupied by million*.

General Grant returned to San Francisco 
on Sunday, m the steamer City of Tokio, 
from his travels in Europe and the East.

RIVAL SHOWS.

The subject of the future of this Association is 
of vital importance to the progress of agricultural 
pursuits in this country, and is being discussed 
somewhat generally from various standpoints as to 
the propriety of maintaining it as a permanent insti­
tution in the Province of Ontario, or if it 
shall be made to succumb to the local interests and 
selfish desires of the several cities that are setting 
on foot projects that have a tendency to cripple its 
usefulness, and for obtaining Government aid to 
assist them in advancing what are now termed dis­
trict or central exhibitions. Were it not for this 
parent Provincial Association, fostering and promot­
ing as it has the great agricultural and mechanical 
industries of Ontario since its first organization 
some thirty years ago, it is not to be supposed that 
the present standard of excellence in thorough­
bred stock and improved system of farming, 
now so apparent in Canada, would at the present 
day have been reached. No one will for a 
moment deny that the greatest possible boon to the 
farmer has arisen through the instrumentality of 
the annual shows which have been held, and the 
liberal prizes which have been given from time to 
time from the funds of this institution. It does ap­
pear somewhat suicidal to the interests of the agri­
culturist, the manufacturer, and the mechanic, that 
almost simultaneously with the holding of this 
Provincial Exhibition, there should also be held in 
Ontario one Industrial show at Toronto, Central 
Exhibitions at Hamilton, at London, at Guelph, 
and elsewhere. Whilst these may be pa­
tronized somewhat largely by the in­
habitants in their more immediate neigh­
bourhood, they ought not on account of their 
local interests and jealous rivalry, which evidently 
i xists, be permitted to lessen the importance or 
jeopardize the success of the original and parent 
agricultus-al Institution of the Province. It is ques­
tionable whether this state of things should be al­
lowed to continue, and whether legislative action 
should not be resorted to by which judicious ar­
rangements should be made for the proper control 
of these rival shows, so as not to impair the great 
usefulness and Provincial celebrity of this Associa 
tion. It is to be regretted that a very important 
feature for the advancement of the agriculturist has 
not been carried out this year as usual. 
In order to husband the funds of the Associa­
tion, it was held to be wise not to make 
the ordinary grants for Provincial ploughing matches. 
This, I fear, will have a tendency to operate injuri­
ously. Of all the callings which are productive of 
wealth to the husbandman, that of the superior 
ploughman stands pre-eminent. It ought, there­
fore, to be considered in the light of wisdom to do 
all in ourjxiwer for the advancement of this impor­
tant work by creating competition and by awarding 
prizes for excellence in the use of the plough.

TUB MANITOBA EXHIBIT.

This is the first occasion in which the youngest of 
our sister Provinces hss made an exhibit in connec­
tion with our Association. The display from 
Manitoba must be convincing in itself 
of the agricultural wealth, and of the 
other varied resources of that Province. 
The show of cereals, of all kinds ef roots and vege­
tables, of the producte of the mines, the forest and 
the fisheries, claim for Manitoba the foremost place 
tor the intending emigrant, where, from the rich­
ness of the soil, happy homes can soon be made, and 
agricultural wealth speedily obtained. Great praise 
ie due to the zeal and energy put forth by the people 
of Manitoba in gathering together the rich products 
of their country, and transporting them such a dis­
tance, and placing them in competition with the 
older sections of the Dominion. The admirable 
spirit which has been shown by the Agricultural 
Anociation ot Quebec in so laudably giving 
as they have done their support to this Ex­
hibition, and in foregoing the right of holding 
a show in their own Province entitles them to our 
warmest thanks, and it is most desirable that this 
friendly union of feeling should continue in the 
future for the advancemeut of the agricultural in­
terests of both Provinces.

THB CATTLE EXPORT TRADE. \

Remarkable commercial results, in wtitch the 
Canadian farmer is deeply interested, are nbw tak­
ing place between Canada and the Mother Cotpitry, 
which no one now listening to me could have alatici- 
pated a short time ago. The traffic in live cattle 
has already attained wonderful dimensions, startling 
both to us and the people of Great Britain. This is 
but the beginning of a trade that must enrich us 
and benefit them. The same is equally true with 
regard to horses. Cavalry officers, and others ac­
quainted with the subject, have noticed the adapta­
bility of our Canadian horses for military purposes, 
and, in fact, their suitability for general use in 
England hae now become established. Not only 
is there a wide ffeld open to us in the Old 
Country, but the demand in the United States for 
all the superior classes of these animals is steadily 
on the increase, much to the benefit of the Canadian 
producer.

OUR BOUNTEOUS HARVEST.
The failure of the harvest in Britain will afford 

an outlet for the abundant crops with which we 
have been so highly favoured during the present 
season. This necessity being our opportunity will 
necessarily bring to this country increased pros- 
polity.

THE CHEESE MARKET.
The market for our dairy products although it has 

been singularly depressed of late, has nqgertheleee, 
within the past few days, recovered itself; The up­
ward tendency of the cheese market has relieved the 
minds of many of our anxious farmers, and we

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.
Appolatment of a General Manager.

Montreal, Sept 23.—This afternoon Mr. C. F 
Smithers, joint Manager of the New York agency, 
was appointed General Manager of the Bank of 
Montreal. Mr. Smithers began his banking career 
in the Bank of British North America, entering the 
service of that institution about the year 1845, and 
after several years of faithful work, he accepted the 
position of Inspector of the Bank of Montreal in 
1858, with which institution he continued his con­
nection until 1863, when he accepted the manager­
ship of the Montreal agency of the London and Co­
lonial. Upon the closing up of the Canadian busi­
ness of that bank, Mr. Smithers re-entered the ser­
vice of the Bank of Montreal in 1869, as Manager of 
the New York office, and has continued to fill that 
office down to the present time with the exception 
of a short period, during which he engaged in the 
broking business in New York. Mr. Smithers will 
enter upon his new duties in the early part of Oc­
tober, although Mr. Angus will continue the re­
sponsibility of the management of the Bank until 
the close cf the half year, October 31st

GOLD IN NEW BRUNSWICK.
Discovery of the Precious on the

Naihwiutk River, York county.
St. John, N.B . Sept. *23.—Gold has been discov­

ered on the Nashwaak river, York Co. A party 
numbering five persons went up the river about 
forty miles from Fredericton to the spot whence 
specimens had been brought. The country is wild 
and wooded, and a vein of quartz runs down to the 
bank of the Nashwaak. The party found oa exam­
ination that the vein towards the river was crumbly, 
and there among the sand saw shining grains of 
yellow metal. The party then began to search on 
the surface and found two dozen grains of pure 
gold, varying in size from a mustard seed to a swan 
shot. The land on which the gold was found be­
longs to Mr. A. Gibson, and he hae taken immediate 
steps to put a quartz crushing mill up. The gold 
region is about two miles below the N&padoggin 
stream, and there is every reason to believe that 
quartz rich in gold extends through a wide track. The 
quartz was shown experienced gentlemen, who pro­
nounce it richly loaded with gold. The grains 
picked up were valued at $10.

When with­
in the station, her Royal Highness sent 
for Conductor Neighorm, of the Germanie 
Society, which furnished a musical welcome, 
anfl speaking in German, complimented 
him on tile performance of the previous 
day. His Excellency also had a brief con­
versation with the German musician. 
Good-bye was then exchanged with the 
Mayor, Mr. Adam Brown, and the gentle­
men, and soon afterwards the train left the 
depot.

BRANTFORD

RKCKPTIOir IN THE CITY HALL.
At the dose of the proceedings the 

party left by the east gate and proceeded 
to the -City Halt An immense arch 
covered with evergreens and surmounted 
by Union Jacks spanned the 
toreoe. Over the passage way was a gas 
illumination representing the Prince of 
Wales’ feathers, and in urge capitals the 
word " Welcome." On each aide were the 
letters “L.” Within the building vai 
bunting was suspended from the 
and formed a parti-coloured canopy over 
the entire halt The galleries were artis­
tically hung with the same material, and 
the windows were draped with lâoe cer­
tains. The Council Chamber had been 
transformed into s handsome parlour. A 
scarlet-covered platform occupied the 
western end, the furniture being elegantly 
upholstered. A large oil painting of her 
Majesty and the late Prince Consort hung 
to the right and left. The windows were 
hung with lace curtains, and the chamber 
was separated from the .hall by heavy 
scarlet drapery. Bouquets were distri­
buted about the Chamber.

Here a morning reception was held by 
his Excellency and her Royal Highness, at 

upwards of five hundred ladies and 
gentlemen paid their respecte to the Gov­
ernor-General and hie royal consort.

The viceregal party afterwards drove to 
the drill shed. An ode of welcome, com­
posed by Mrs. C. G. Moore, better known 
as F. J. Hatton, was there sung by Mrs. 
M. A. White’s choir of five hundred chil­
dren’s voices, accompanied by the band of 
the 7th Battalion. The hall waa prettily 
decorated and crowded with spectators.

AT HBLLMUTH COLLEGE.
The next, and one of the most interest­

ing items on the voluminous programme, 
was the visit to Hellmath College. On the 
party arriving, they were met at the en­
trance by the Sheriff They passed into 
the drawing-room, where the pupils, num­
bering ninety, were assembled. After the 
first verse of the National Anthem had 
been sung,

His Lordship the Bishop of Huron pre­
sented an address.

The pupils then sangs special ode of 
welcome written by Mias Wright, the lady 
superintendent, the words being let to the 
tune of “God Save the Queen.7’

GUELPH.
In about half an hour Guelph waa reach­

ed. The afternoon was occupied by the 
Viceregal party in fulfilling a programme 
which covered several prominent events.

It was perhaps because the armorial 
bearings of the last-created city in the 
Dominion include the arms of the House 
of Brunswick, that the oitizens endeavour­
ed to rival the welcome accorded elsewhere 
to the distinguished visitors. It was un­
doubtedly felt that the city which bears 
the name of the Royal House should mani­
fest its loyalty and devotion in an especial 
manner. Whatever were the main motives 
which actuated the citizens, the task was 
undertaken and well fulfilled.

A CONTRAST

some nineteen years ago. In those days it 
was nothing more than a small country 
village, while now it it enrolled among the 
Canadian cities, hat a. 
and increasing trade, its handsome stone 
buildings may'fairly be envied by its rivals 
of larger pretensions, and its prosperity is 
well assured.

THE STREETS WERE IN GALA DRESS.
Arches, flags, bunting, evergreen orna­

ments, and all that oonld possibly be de­
vised tty the ingenuity of ear merchants 
and others were seen in abundance. The 
public buildings displayed thetnaelvee to 
the best advantage by their gay decorations, 
and every residence and place of busmens 
pat on their holiday attire. Two public 
arches had been erected, one by the city at 
the Bank of Commerce corner, and the 
other at the main entrance to the Agricul­
tural Park, by the Agricultural Society. 
The city arch was of Urge proportions, 
and presented an appearance of solidity, 
coupled with beauty. A triple arch, of 
Norman architecture, the whole was sur­
mounted with the royal arms and arms of 
Canada. Flags judiciously pUoed added 
to the general effect. The main arch bore 
the words “IFalooma to Our City,” and 
the side arches, “Lomé,” “Louise.” As 
the pro pension passed, pipers on the sum­
mit pUyed the “Campbells are Coming. •’ 
The arch at the Agricultural Park was 
single and much smaller. The top was 
ornamented with the produce of the field and 
garden, and altogether was appropriate.

AT THE PARK,
the party waa received by the guard of 
honour, and drove to the pavilion. Imme­
diately in front of this were assembled two 
or three thousand school children, who 
sang “ The Campbells Are Coming” as the 
carnages approached. As their Ezoellen- 
nice passed up the aisle which the school 
children tinea, the music was changed to 
“ God Save the Queen," at the conclusion 
of which the children waved their hand­
kerchiefs and oheared.

A SERIOUS ACCIDENT.

Amid demonstrations of popular delight 
mim the viceregal party and ascended the 
platform, the people here as well as else­
where manifesting the utmost desire to 
catch a glimpse of the Queen’s daughter, 
and wilting to submit to almost any dis­
comfort to attain that end. The proceed­
ings were brief. The Mayor’s daughter pre­
sented the Princess with » bouquet and the 
Mayor read an address.

Members of the Town and County Coun­
cils were presented, and at the request of 
his Excellency, the officers of the battalion 
were sent for and introduced. The pro­
ceedings then concluded.

On descending the' steps of the plat­
form, her Royal Highness slipped and fell, 
but fortunately waa unhurt.

The loyalty 
of the people was given foil vent, and the 
inhabitants vied with each other in making 
a h mdnine display. Almost every built 
ing was decorated. Young pine and sprnoe 
trees were planted at interval» along the 
roadways, and arches of graceful and novel 
designs spanned the streets.

The members of the viceregal party were 
received by the Mayor, Hon. Adam 
Crooks and the city official». The guard 
of honour was the 4th Company of the 22nd 
Battalion, under command of Major Ellis. 
Among the officers present were Colonel 
Dempster, Colonel Cowan, Colonel Won- 
ham, Major Mnnro, Captain Lowry, Cap­
tain Chambers, Colonel Skinner, M.P., 
Lieutenants Day and Long.

The distinguished visitors entered car­
riages and accompanied by a numerous 
cortege proceeded to the grounds of the 
central and model school. The crowds 
were as Urge as the dispUy was remark­
able. A handsome mechanical arch in 
which agricultural implements were intro­
duced, erected by Noxon Bros., was passed 
at the entrance to the bridge, which was 
shrouded in evergreens. Arches composed 
of cheese boxes and flour barrels respec­
tively, built by the dairy and fleurir g in­
terests were unique.

Passing glimpses were 
caught of Hamburg and Baden, situate in 
well-tilled sections populated by i 
tented fanners, and then Berlin, the cap­
ital of the German oountry in Canada aa 
well as in the Fatherland, waAeached.

BERLIN.
The task of making the necessary pre­

parations to extend a hearty and loyal 
greeting to the Governor-General and the 
Prinoeas Louise, had evidently been entered 
upon with the skill and untiring per­
severance of the German raoe. A 
reception programme after the manner 
of larger and wealthier communities had 
been prepared ; iddreeeea had been framed, 
and a platform erected on the city aide of 
the railway station for the day’s cere­
monies. The depot itself was decorated 
with evergreens and bunting. An enthu­
siastic assembly gathered from the sur­
rounding oountry surrounded the platform, 
and discussed in the German tongue the 
personal appearance of the vioeregrinarty 
and kindred topics. Nowhere «id the 
Prinoem receive a warmer welcome than 
from the usually grave and stolid German 
grangers. Their enthusiasm was worthy 
of the sons of the loyal people who have 
valoreualy upheld the German monarchy 
in stormy days. *.

The distinguished travellers were re­
ceived by Mayor Breithaupt, and passing 
through tiie waiting-room entered upon the 
platform amid the strains of a song of 
welcome, given by the Mrennerchor, with 
excellent effect Among a crowd of repre- 

itative men were, Mr. Krans, M. P., 
Judges Miller and Laoourse, members' of 
the Town and County Councils, clergymen, 
Mayor Kaumpt, of Waterloo ; J. E. 

There was 
likewise a full representation of the fair 
sex. The presentation of addressee was 
proceeded with, the first being the greeting 
from the townspeople.

A HAPPY REPLY.
His Excellency acknowledged the ad­

THE PUBLIC LUNCH,
which was served in the City HalL The 
interior presented a remarkably neat and 
highly artistic appearance. Upon the 
stage the dark green curtain waa relieved 
with the legend, in gilt letters, “ Canada, 
the Brightest Gem in the British Crown,” 
artistically arranged. The proscenium 
boxes were draped in curtains of lace and 
handsome figured satin, surrounded with 
borders of evergreens end maple leaves, 
ornamented with rowan berries and minia­
ture flags. The foot-lights were concealed 
by rare pot plante, and below and above 
were festoons of red, white and Mue 
cloth. To the right the centre piece 
was a full sise portrait, in oil, of 
her Majesty aa she appeared many 
year ago. The portrait was surrounded 
» wreath of evergreens, maple leaves, i 
berries. The windows were darkened by 
means of green shades, each being orna­
mented in the centre with a banneret bear­
ing an appropriate motto. The borders of 
the bannerets, and the borders of the win­
dow shades were marked with handsomely 
constructed wreaths of leaves showing the 
brilliant autumnal tints brought into 
by the late frosts. To the left was a 
some portrait of the Prince of Wales, in 
the regalia and jewels of the Grand Master 
of Masons in England. This portrait was 
flanked by the beautiful banners of St. 
George and St. Patrick’s societies, sur­
mounted by a red ensign, end surround­
ed with neatly arranged wreaths and fes­
toons. Thé centre piece at the foot of the 
hall was a large ooat of arms, beautifully 
carved in wood, and tastefully painted in 
the proper ooloura. Lower down were a 
braoe of mottoes in autumn leaves, “ Hur­
rah, the Campbell» have oome," and 
“ Welcome to the royal city.” At this 
end of the hall was the raised platform for 
the Artillery Brigade band, fenced off by 
means of an evergreen hedge. This waa 
afterwards - occupied by ladles, 
playing in the vestibule.

Th# Mayor proposed the toast of “The 
Queen ” in a few words, and the toeat waa

OPENING OF THE CREDIT VALLEY 
RAILWAY.

On Friday morning the Credit Valley 
railway waa formally opened by his Excel­
lency the Governor-General, as far ss Mil- 
ton, the county town of Hal ton, a distance 
of about thirty miles from Toronto. His 
Excellency, accompanied by Capt. Har- 
bord, A.D.C., arrived at the Qneen street 
crowing at Parkdale shortly after ten 
I’oiocx, and waa received by Mr. Laid law, 
;he president of the road, and a large num­

ber of the oitizens and others interested in 
he line. A special train dbnsisting of 

four passenger cars and the Intercolonial 
talaoe car, in whieh his Excellency has 
>een travelling throughret the country, 
waa drawn up at the temporary 
erected near the roadway. The enj 
taohed to the train was the “R.

Here another 
halt was made to give the large number 
of people who had ass am bled an opportun­
ity of greeting his Excellency, which they

ed to their request to be present to-day and 
inaugurate tiie opening of the Credit Valley 

railway. The drop interest whieh these 
municipalities and the people of this part 
of Ontario hare taken in the construction 
of this road, is tally attested by the feet 
that no 1res than five counties, Peel, Hel­
ton, Wellington, Oxford and Waterloo— 
the large towns and villages adjacent, and 
the City of Toronto, have at different times 
voted Mid put into the hands of the trus­
tee» over one million dollars in debentures 
of their respective municipalities, as their 
gift to aid m the construction of the road. 
The ratepayers, who have freely taxed them­
selves to resist this important enterprise, have 
watched with great interest the progress of 
the work which the company has carried 
on, after many difficulties, incidental more 
or 1ère to all undertakings, and it 
hoped that the only obstacle which now 
remained to the carrying of the line into 
the City of Toronto would soon be over­
come. The company were at present em-

pie
by the"President that in spite of all dit 
Acuities, 110 mils» of line are now com­
pleted and ready for traffic, and that with­
in three months 160 miles will be com­
pleted. (Cheers.) The people of this part 
of Ontario through which the line passes, 
the thriving towns end villages along its 
route, and the citiiena of Toronto will 
hare open to them a most important high­
way for business and traffic, and fresh 
facilities will be afforded for «needy 
and cheap transportation of the agricultural 
products of this part of the country to To­
ronto and the seaboard.

This novel exhibition 
excited his Excellency’s curiosity, and he 
remained for quite a while at the first in­
cubator, examining the chicks either

He took out the 
day-old chickens and remarked upon their

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THB UNWELCOME COINCI­
DENCE.

The thought that must at this time be 
uppermost in the Opposition mind is 
that there is such a fatal coincidence 
between Liberal-Conservative rule and 
good tunes, and between Reform rule 
and depression. The public mind is 
quick to see and seize these points of 
comparative prosperity ; and the more 
clearly they are perceived the worse for 
the Opposition. That Canada was pros­
perous for seven years under the rule of 
the first Liberal-Conservative Govern­
ment of the Dominion, and had reached 
a very high point of prosperity in the 
year when that Government was com­
pelled to resign, is a fact which has 
borne itself in too deeply on the public 
mind to be obliterated. That Canada 
began to fail from her prosperity 
when Mr. Mackenzie began to rule, 
and continued failing year by year dur­
ing the five years of his term of office, 
being deeper in distress at the moment 
of hie defeat than ever before, is another 

, fact that the public mind has had im­
pressed on it with the force with which 
wide-spread disaster emphasises political 
events. And that Canada is reviving 
rapidly from her five years of depres­
sion, and is regaining, under Liberal 
Conservative rule, her former pros­
perity, is another fact palpable to the 
people, confessed by the Opposition, and 
hailed with especial gratification by the 
friends of the Government.

Now, we are not disposed to assert a 
supernatural effect for Conservative 
causes, nor to daim for oftr party, 
without discrimination, the whole merit 
of these singular coincidences. But, 
as we have said, the Opposition 
mind is oppressed, and rightly so, 
by the contemplation of the mets, and 
is aware that to a very large extent the 
public mind will award to the Liberal- 
Conservative policy the almost total 
merit of past and present prosperity. 
We recognize their difficulty and sym­
pathize with it It must necessarily 
take heart out of them. We advise 
them not to be reckless, however ; as 
things may take a turn for the worse. 
But as things stand, the Liberal-Con­
servative Government has all the ad­
vantages which wise proceedings, as well 
as happy accidents, have secured for them. 
People who are disposed to place stress 
upon coincidences such as we have 
pointed out will at least not be in any 
hurry to again break the chain of

êrosperous tradition by depriving the 
onaervatives of power ; nor to renew the 

five years of Reform depression by an­
other tenure of power for that party. 
No matter how illogical this may be, 
our excellent Reform friends recognize 
the truth of the position, and since we 
can afford to do so, we offer them the 
consolation of our sincere sympathy. 
At least we have humanity in common. 
But while we admit that there may be 
something wanting in popular logic in 
ascribing all the good tunes to Conser­
vative rule, we feel bound to contend 
that there are many facts—some of them 
striking—which lend strength and co­
hesion to the public belief. What, for 
instance, was it that made Canada so 
prosperous in her first seven years of 
Confederation! Wise legislation and 
economical government. The Govera-

w^h'
did not

they mastered them. The Government
did not admit that commercial affairs 
were things beyond their control, they 
endeavoured to control them. Two 
things have arisen out of the rule of the 
first Government of Sir John Macdon­
ald which new are of first-class im­
portance. That statesman and his 
Cabinet saw a chance of obtaining an 
advantageous, even if temporary, set­
tlement of the fishery question. They 
seized it The result was the Halifax 
Commission and 16,600,000 of money 
for Canada, and some titles for persons 
like Sir A. J. Smith, who had done 
little to earn them. The title was the 
sole gain to Canada from Reform en­
deavour. The money came from Sir 
John Macdonald and Peter Mitchell ; 
and after every sort of misrepresenta­
tion and opposition, the Reform party 
are now, for some mysterious rea­
son, swearing hard by the Hali­
fax Commission and declaring that 
Canada “ will stick to her bargain”— 
the bargain which Reformers opposed 
before, and denounced after, it was made. 
That fact is one which is not missed by 
the public mind in considering the logic 
of coincidences. Another fact was this : 
In 1870 it appeared to the Conserva­
tives that Canada would benefit by a 
National Policy, and that this National 
Policy should take to a certain extent 
the form of protection. It "was imposed 
for a year ; and was then forcibly re­
pealed by an unhappy combination of 
men not sufficiently educated in the 
necessities of Canada. But now this 
National Policy is in existence ; and un­
der it, public business is getting pros­
perous again. People see this clearly 
enough, and see, too, that the Liberal 
Conservatives as far back as 1870 made 
an attempt to protect home industries, 
and have been consistent ever since in 
their policy. Good times, people will 
say, may not be always absolutely com­
manded by the Liberal-Conservatives ; 
but certainly that party does its best to 
bring them about They do not profess 
to be “ Flies on the Wheel ” On the 
other hand, Mr. Mackenzie may not be 
absolutely chargeable with bad times ; 
but the fact remains, too big and clear 
and confessed, for denial, that on the 
approach and in the presence of bad 
times, he did nothing at all to avert or 
expel them; he proclaimed his inability; 
he would make no experiment ; he fold­
ed his hands like an Eastern fatalist and 
cried “ Kismet—I can do nothing, let 
“ us all be miserable together. ” Such a 
man, with such a policy, was enough, 
people cannot help seeing, to bring 
about bad times and to preserve them, 
too. And, to conclude, people now wit­
ness the fact that a policy of effort t u 
succeeded a policy of despair.

SIR A. T. OALT AT BELFAST.
In his speech which was distributed 

among the members of the Associated 
Chambers of Commerce of Great Britain 
and Ireland, at their meeting at Belfast, 
Sir Alexander Galt put before the 
people of the Mother Country the two 
great reasons which led Canada to adopt 
a protective tariff. Sir Alexander evi­
dently felt that he was addressing a hdh- 
tila audience. For although practical 
experience has overcome the free trade 
prejudices of many English business 
men, the vast majority of them are still 
wedded to the old Cobdkn doctrine. In 
the Old Country it takes years, where in 
the New World months would suffice,

to bring about a revolution of opinion 
on matters of trade or politics. It is 
not surprising to find, therefore, that 
in the arguments he brought forward 
and the facts he adduced, Sir Alexan­
der was careful not to lacerate unneces­
sarily the dogmatic conviction that he is 
absolutely right and everybody else ac­
cordingly wrong, with which the average 
Briton is possessed. Nevertheless, his 
statement of the case, while avoiding 
abstract points of dispute, was singular­
ly clear and telling. One of the main 
objects we had in adopting protection 
was to meet and check the series of de­
ficits that had marked the Mackenzie 
regime. Sir Alexander pointed out 
that Canada had incurred large 
expenditure on Imperial account, such 
as the development of the great North- 
West, which is as much a work of Im­
perial concern to the English artisan as 
it is to the Nova Scotia miner or the 
fishermen of New Brunswick. Abnor­
mal outlays of this kind, rendered neces­
sary by the absorption into the Union of 
the outlying dependencies, had increased 
the annual outlay, whilst the revenue, 
owing to the general hard times, had 
fallen off. To maintain that equilibrium 
between revenue and expenditure which 
is so essential to the credit of the coun­
try, it became necessary to increase the 
Customs duties. The annual deficits, 
which Sir Alexander for obvious rea­
sons did not care to inflict on his readers, 
amounted, at the dose of the fiscal year 
1879, to upwards of three millions of 
dollars.» In the hope of checking these 
at the outset, Mr. Cartwright
in 1876 levied new taxes to 
the amount of nearly three millions ; 
but his taxes, while they impoverished 
the people were not calculated to protect 
home industries, and moreover they were 
wholly insufficient to cover the increased 
outlay. Accordingly, when the new 
Government took office, they found that 
the deficits so far from disappearing, were 
becoming chronic ; and furthermore 
that the industries of the country were 
languishing for want of protection 
agslnst the invasion or “slaughtering” 
of foreign goods. They had, therefore, to 
devise a tariff by which the revenue 
would be benefitted while at the same 
time home manufacturée would be en­
couraged. That the new tariff has tend­
ed to encourage the investment of capital 
in manufacturing enf 
denied ; and the offii 
Sir Alexander Galt, 
in his possession, might have quoted 
with good effect, show beyond perad- 
venture that it has been remarkably suc­
cessful in producing an increase in 
revenue :

So far is Canada is concerned, then, 
the new tariff has worked well ; and to 
the charge that it is aimed principally 
against importa from England, Sir 
Alexander made a satisfactory reply. 
Men in hie position are of necessity 
compelled to consult the feelings of their 
audience, otherwise probably ho would 
have told the people of England that 
the new Canadian tariff was designed 
for the benefit of the Canadian people, 
regardless of all other considerations. 
However, as it was, he made it quite 
dear that in defending herself against 
foreign manufacturers, the Dominion is 
hurting the United States more than 
she is injuring the Mother Country. 
Here are the figures ;

These figures show all that is neces­

sary to be shown in defence of the new 
tariff^ from an Imperial point of view, 
viz., that during the period between 
1873 and 1878, the Americans were 
rapidly driving the manufactures of the 
Mother Country out of the Canadian 
market—the decrease in the imports 
from Great Britain being no less than 
46 per cent —while the imports from the 
United States showed a slight increase ; 
and that at the same time our exporta 
were being shut out from the United 
States at the rate of over 40 per cent 
in the same period. It became a ques­
tion of saving Canada for the Canadians, 
or losing it to the United States ; and 
Sir John Macdonald decided on the 
former course, with the approbation of a 
people aa loyal to the Empire as any to 
be found within its limits.

THB PROSPECTS OF EMIQRA- 
' TION.

At the present moment the chances 
are that the prospecta of an extensive 
emigration are only limited by the mean» 
and opportunities of those who desire to 
leave the Old Country. We notice a de­
cided increase in the tendency towards 
the discussion of ways and means of 
emigration in the English papers. This 
is very natural, for facts have made it 
too plain that the tenant farmer and the 
mechanic have to a certain extent been 
beaten in the contest with fate and for­
eign nations, and that they must seek 
other habitations. Fortunately, fresh 
fields and pastures new are at hand for 
all of them. The wealth in land and the 
rising prosperity in industry of nearly all 
the colonies, offer inducements that can­
not be overlooked, to the intending emi­
grant from the Mother Country. It is 
with no ordinary interest that we notice 
the increase in public discussion on a 
question which is of so much importance 
to us here. We read in a late number of 
an English paper the following sentences : 
“ An emigrant who settles in Australia, 
“Canada, New Zealand, not only re- 

.“ mains an Englishman and continues 
“ to form a portion of the strength of 
“ the empire, but he is in every respect 
“a far better customer to mefellow- 
“ workers at home than an emigrant 
“who betakes himself to the United 
“ States.” This view of the matter 
may seem odd to Mr. Mackenzie, who 
prefers Texas ; and to the Globe, which 
insists Canadians are fast losing the 
desire to be customers of England, un­
der the operation of a ruthless N. P. ; 
but it seems a reasonable view to the 
mind of the English writer who proba­
bly was not aware that some Reformers 
in Canada entertain a low opinion of the 
propriety of remaining British subjects. 
The writer goes on to say :—“ More-

‘Mr. Mackenzie " and hi» fondness 
for Téxak, and’ lus shuddering horror 
at the “long dreary winters’’ of the 
Dominion. We are pleased to notice in 
jan^English , journal an eipreamon of 
opinion not founded Upon purely mone­
tary considerations. The time was—it 
is not long ago—when English writers 
accepted without qualm or question the 
doctrine that if a man could earn a six­
pence more in the United States than in 
Canada, it was his duty to go to the 
United States. The time seems to have 
arrived now for other and mare patriotic, 
not to say more prudent and statesman­
like, utterances. The Colonies will gain 
citizens by the change ; the Empire 
will retain its subjects ; and perhaps 
in the future the relations of the Colo­
nies and the Motherland may come to be 
based on other than modern economical 
doctrines, and the result will be benefi­
cial to both.

aaûsted immigration has only been 
• followed strictly by one colony ; and 

there the increase of population and 
increase of wealth during the last few 

“ years has not been exceeded in any 
“ other part of the world.” To what 
extent assistance should be given is one 
of those questions on which opinion will 
probably always remain divined. But 
under existing circumstances it may be 
contended that Great Britain, whose in­
terests are fast becoming involved in 
the deportation of a portion of her peo­
ple, should undertake a fair share of 
the expense and trouble of a much 
needed project

Canada at least has been doing 
her share. The measures taken by the 
Minister of Agriculture to bring over 
representative men to examine Canada 
as a field for agricultural operations, 
will probably bear their proper fruit ; 
and we may Assume that the gentlemen 
who have been sent over as part of a 
Royal Commission will look upon the 
Dominion with favourable eyes, and in 
the interests of the Empire endeavour 
to save British subjects from expatria­
tion to foreign and rival nations. The 
negotiations which have been had with 
the British Government have brought 
this matter under their notice ; and we 
may confidently look to the operation of 
the works of the Pacific Railway aa a

THE VIOEREOAL TOUR.
It was a fortnight ago on Friday since 

his Excellency and her Royal Highn«— 
were so enthusiastically welcomed to the 
capital of Ontario ; and on Saturday they 
took their departure eastward. The time 

a too short, doubtless, for anything like 
an adequate survey of the rich western 
section of our Province ; still our dis­
tinguished guests have managed to 
crowd a good deal of week within the 
brief space of a fortnight It would be 

necessary, even if it were possible, 
here to attempt a comprehensive view 
of the tour ; the record has been em­
balmed in the columns of The Mail from 
day to day and must still be flush to the 
memory of our readers. But it would 
be unjust to our distinguished guests, 
and unfair to the generous loyalty of 
the people, if their Excellencies were 
allowed to depart without some 
expression Of the general feeling 
regarding their hurried visit. The 
formal addresses presented on occa­
sions of this kind, although in­
disputably sincere when proffered to the 
representative and the daughter of a 

loved Sovereign, labour under the dis­
advantage of being cast in a stereotyped 
mould, and thus seem stiff and angular. 
It is only from the mute, or at all events 
inarticulate, enthusiasm of the whole 
people—as displayed in flags, arches, 
illuminations, song and cheering—that 
the generous throb of the popular heart 
may be felt If we attempt to give ex­
pression to the universal feeling and 
opinion regarding their Excellencies— 
and we trust we may be permitted to do 
so—it is not with the hope of adequate- 

performing the task, but solely in 
order to discharge what appears to be a 
journalist’s duty both towards the peo­
ple and the people’s honoured guests.

Reversing the official order of ad­
dress, we begin with H.R.H. the Prin­
cess Loots*. Without regard to the 
courtesy which demands piece eux 
damee, there is peculiar propriety 
in doing so, without offence to 
his Excellency, in a non-official 
utterance. No one who has followed^ 
the Princess Loots* through her short 
progress in Western Ontario can fail to 
be struck by the distinguishing features 
of a character drawn from both her 
parents. There was a time when the 
Prince Consort seemed to be a target for 
English arrows ; we now know, in part, 
what earnest work be really did for the 
Queen and the nation. His beneficent 
influences in the culture of her Royal 
Highness are as evident aa the 
motherly virtues of her Majesty. 
Aside from the higher sphere of 
religion, with which we have nothing 
to do, there appears to be three absorb­
ing topics of interest with the Princess 
—art, education and beneficence. Of 
the first it is unnecessary to speak, be­
cause her Royal Highness has not only 
approved herself an artist, but possesses 
almost professional ability. The educa­
tional branch of/the subject may be 
taken up perhaps in another con­
nection, with this important qualifi­
cation—the education of women. 
Upon this point the Princess has 
spoken for hereelf on behalf, not merely 
of what is known as the higher culture, 
but, as a primary necessity, of thorough 
training in domestic economy. During 
the tour, what has endeared her Royal 
Highness to the people most of all was 
her devotion to the works of charity 
and mercy. There would appear to 
have been no benevolent institution, 
Protestant or Catholic, left un visited, 
if it were known. Our hospital here 
was twice visited, and the second visit 
could hardly have been made without 
strong charitable impulses. The unex­
pected advent of her Royal Highness 
at the Haven in Hamilton—an institu­
tion which undertakes the care of dis­
charged female prisoners—was another 
proof in favour of a remark from an old 
woman which her Royal Highness did 
not hear, but which was, after all, the 
best tribute to her worth : “ Bless her 
“ heart, she is just like her mother, al- 
“ ways good, and always doing good.”

a novel position, who has not only prov­
ed herself equal to the dignity of her 
exalted station—for that was to be ex­
pected—but also a worthy exemplar of 
those virtues which have endeared the 
Queen to the English people.

His Excellency the Governor-General 
occupies a distinctive official position, 
quite apart from the accident of a royal 
alliance. Lord Duïtkrin showed poli­
ticians that the Viceroy was not a cipher 
in politics, although not ordinarily a vis­
ible active agent in the Government. 
The Marquis of Lorne has already 
shown that he is quite as well aware of 
the duties of the Queen’s representative 
as of the limits which circumscribe 
them. During the viceregal tour 
his Excellency ventured upon on­
ly one lengthened speech. It 
may be that the fear of appearing as 
the rival of Lord Dujtzrin deterred 
him from speaking at length. At the 
Toronto Club, however, he exhibited 
abilities, in that particular line, which 
would do no discredit to the late Vice­
roy ; and if we have his Excellency with 
us in the talking West only a year or 
two hence, it is not at all improbable 
that his oratorical efforts will surprise 
people at home, as conspicuously as 
those of his predecessor have done. 
At all events the people of Western On­
tario have been won by his Excellency’s 

hroughout this tour. They re­
cognize, in the first place, hie clear 
knowledge of the constitutional system 
under which the Dominion enjoys Brit- 
sh freedom with free autonomy. In 
the second place, they observed 
with deep satisfaction the interest 
conspicuously manifested by both 
their Excellencies in the educa­
tional and benevolent institutions

shown that, even when badly led and 
handicapped by the blunders of his 
superiors, he is capable of surpassing 
heroism ; and Taandnla is offset, so far 
as suoh a catastrophe may be offset, by 
the gallant deeds done at Rorke’s 
Drift The cost of the war, from a 
pounds, shillings and pence point of 
view, is estimated at fivCmillion» ster­
ling, or about double the cost of the 
Aahantee campaign in 1873. The cap­
ture of Cetewayo will enable the War 
Office to despatch a large force from the 
Gape to Cabul, and it is quite possible 
that Sir Garnet Wolsbley, who has had 
little opportunity of distinguishing him­
self in Zululand, may also be sent there 
should the gravity of the situation in-

et the Province. Moreover, throughout 
all the Governor-General’s replies to 
addresses from whatever quarter, there 
runs a vein of stbrdy common sense, as 
well as of refined intelligence, which could 
not fail to commend him to every class 
in society. A ruler who can converse 
intelligently with the farmer, the ship­
builder, the merchant and the miner, 
without tripping, will always endear 
himself to the hearts of the Canadian 
people. Not the least pleasant episode 
m the tour waa the address from the 
Germans of Waterloo, at Berlin. The 
reply, with its felicitous application of 
the patriotic lines of Arndt, could hard­
ly have failed to touch the hearts of 
Teutons far from the Fatherland. We 
nôte this merely as an evidence of the 
sisaere purpose of duty which ani­
mates his Excellency, and as an earnest 
of the fidelity with which he will 
fulfil the duties of his high and respon­
sible position. His constitutional know­
ledge and resolution were made appar­
ent already. We now know that he has 
ability, tact, bonhomie, and rhetorical 
skill. All the Western peninsula de- 
sitbe at present is a longer visit and 
more intimate public acquaintance. It 
is not our intention to speak here of the 
heartiness of our popular receptions, 
although we doubt whether any city 
elsewhere in the Empire, at a time when 
the financial boot pinched so severely, 
would have rivalled the loyal displays 
of Toronto and her sister cities and 
towqa of the West The viceregal tour 
has thus been creditable, aa well aa 
pleasurable, we trust, to both the parties 
concerned—a worthy ruler and his royal 
consort on the one side, and an affection­
ately loyal people on the other. >

THE INTERNATIONAL PARK.
W* are glad to learn that there is to 

be an early meeting of the Commis­
sioners appointed by the State of New 
York to report on the proposed inter­
national park at Niagara aa suggested by 
Lord Durr brin. The Ontario Cabinet 
is invited to attend, and it is hoped 
some'definite action will be taken to 
submit the matter to the respective 
Legislatures without delay. The sug- 
gestffiti is highly creditable to all parties, 
and the eagerness with which our neigh 
hours have entered into it shows that 
they are in earnest, and imbued with 
the same spirit which devised 
the Yoeemite Valley reserve, and 
made their Central and other 
parks models of beauty and utility. 
A meeting of the New York Commis­
sioners has already been held, and Mr. 
OiMfrifRAD, the distinguished park en­
gineer, has been employed to examine 
the ground and report The London 
Times advocates the scheme strongly on 
national grounds ; and looking at it 
simply as a remedial measure against 
existing abuses, there is every reason 
why it should be carried out On the 
American side, the design *""»im much 
larger proportions than there is room or 
necessity for on the Canadian side. It is 
proposed to take Goat Island, Prospect 
Park, and the interval of river bank, 
add probably to include the present 
Suspension Bridge. On the Canadian 
side it is proposed to take the land 
under the hill, from say the Clifton 
House to Table Rock. This will con­
tain about thirty acres ; and, with 
the removal of the present un­
sightly wooden buildings, the cost will be 
comparatively small compared with the 
cost of the property on the American 
side. The Museum and Table Rock 
House will be retained, for the accom­
moda tien of visitors, end it is thought 
that with a nominal charge for supply­
ing dresses and guides under the 
cataract, sufficient revenue will accrue to 
pay interest on the purchase and the 
cost of maintenance. There is no doubt 
the number of visitors would be largely 
increased under the fostering care of an 
intelligent Commission, and this un­
rivalled spot assume its true position 
amongst the watering places of the 
world. Of course due provision will be 
made to prevent a fanciful price being 
paid for the land, but as its value is 
continually increasing, so the cost of the 
park will advance, and hence the neces­
sity for immediate action. -

THE CAPTURE OP CETEWAYO.
With the capture of Cetewayo, 

which the cable sajrs was effected by a 
squadron of dragoons, the Zulu war 
may be said to have been brought to an 
end. Ever since his overwhelming de­
feat by Lord Chelmsford, the King 
has been fleeing through the swamps of 
the Manakaal country at the extreme 
north of hi» territory. His chiefs end 
head men, tired of carrying on an un­
equal warfare, deserted him after the 
battle, and a faithful body guard of 
about 800 men was all that remained 
to him. On his arrival at the seat of 
war, Sir Garnet Womeley offered him 
fair terms, but the King declined to 
treat with the invading force unless his 
position as head of the Zulu nation was 
secured him during his lifetime. Sir 
Garnet at once sent back word that 
Cetewayo must abandon his 
to the sovereignty, and submit him-

BDITORIAL NOTES.

Our Reform contemporaries are hard to 
P*—»■ They denounce the Government 
for reducing the pay of Intercolonial rail­
way hands ten cents a day off the ground 
that “ their pittance was small enough be­
fore.” But if the Government had in- 
oreaaed their pay by ten rente, three asms 
journals would have called en the people to 
condemn Tory extravagance.

The Mowat Government is just now 
busily engaged m appointing Commission­
ers for municipal enquiries. Mr. Dymend 
some time ago was sent to look into the 
affairs of the municipality of Cornwall, 
and now Dr. Basiling, of this city, and Mr. 
James McArthur, of Kingston, have been 
deputed to examine Lennox and Adding­
ton. If the municipalities don’t benefit 
by these investigations, beyond doubt the 
Commissioners will ; and we presume that 
it the main desideratum.

The Stratford Herald pate the Cape 
Breton matter in this way The Globe 
has denounced the reel duty aa a swind­
ling, odious, dishonest tax, but it now 
vigorously supports a gentleman in Cape 
Breton who proposes, if elected, to in­
crease that duty. We submit to all can­
did Reformers that this is proof positive 
of their organ’s dishonesty and insincerity. 
They say the workingman is being robbed 
by a low duty on wU, and they propose 
to relieve him by robbing him some more.”

A “National Emigration League "has 
been established in Manchester, England, 
with branches in other sections, with the 
laudable object of furthering emigration to 
any country preferred. The modus 
operands is as follows. The local agency 
receives from each member s penny per 
week for each wage-earning member af the 
family. When sufficient contributions to 
pay the orean passage ere in head e ballot 
u taken, the winner being rent out with

remaining, by reducing the pressure of over­
population.

The Foreign Time* has the following :— 
“ A large merchant from Liverpool who 
had been rendered bankrupt by the Ameri­
cans coming upon him like a flood and rain­
ing his bn rinsee, came to us the other day 
to offer us five shilliags in the pound for a 
debt of £200. When we had agreed to 
accept his offer, the conversation ended by 
his lauding and praising free trade, which 
ne argued was a benefit to all nlsisea, be- 
cause it allowed the foreigners without let 
or hindrance to send all their productions 
here for the benefit of the consumers, of 
which, we would sarcastically say, he was 
one, because he had consumed fifteen shil­
lings in the pound of our mpney.”

The Registrar-General’• department of 
the Ontario Government dree its work 
well, but it is notorious that the data sup­
plied it are far from complete, and hence 
the results arrived at are not wholly satis­
factory. It would be a good step to incor­
porate the department with the proposed 
Statistical Department et Ottawa. The 
importance of the work of registration is 
not fully understood or appreciated by the 
people, but if it were done under the su­
pervision of e Dominion Burma of Statis­
tics, the results obtained would soon awa­
ken greater public interest end support 
This is » matter well worth the considers- 
tion of the Dominion and Ontario Cabinets.

The returns of the English Board of 
Trade for August ere of reassuring tend­
ency, indicating a slight improvement in 
business. The total value of the importe 
wee £28,336,009 against £29,106,823 in the 
same month last year, whilst for the eight 
months they were £231,622,804 against 
£266,386,491 in 1878. The imports of 
wheat in August last were 6,960,644 owts. 
against 3,230,031 in 1878, being valued at 
£3,461,680 as against £1,684,178 in Au­
gust last year. The total exports ware 
valued at £17,327,306 as compared 
with £17,303.538 for the same time 
last year, and for the eight months they 
amounted to £122,762,423 against £128,- 
364,796. There has been a large increase 
in the export of wool iron and ootton.

The Pall Mall Gatette urges emigrants 
from the British Isles to betake themselves 
to the Colonies in preference to the United 
States. It says that an emigrant who 
settles in Canada or Australis not only re­
mains an Englishman \nd continues to 
form a portion of the strength of the em­
pire, but he is in every respect » far better 
customer to his fellow-workers at home 
than an emigrant who betakes himself to 
the United States. The Omette urges the 
Imperial authorities to keep the advantages 
offered to emigrants by the Colonial 
Governments well before the people, and 
says that with millions of acres of virgin 
soil awaiting cultivation under the English 
flag, it is quite unnecessary that any emi­
grant should make himself a foreigner in 
order to assure far himself and hie family 
a fairly prosperous future.

The tenant farAers of England have 
adopted a regular form of petition to the 
landlords, asking for s reduction in rent 
from Miohsslms» next. It is argued that, 
“ so radically have the condition» of farm­
ing recently changed, that we find it im­
possible, even with experience, industry 
and economy, to occupy our holdings with, 
ont absolute and considerable low.” It is 
also affirmed that “all concur that on 
even the beat regulated farms, under ex­
isting conditions, a loss of half the rent 
most annually ensue.” .It is whispered 
that Government are seriously dis­
posed to assist tenant-farmers. It hae been 
suggested in a northern paper that a 
national subscription should be set on 
foot ; or that loans should be advanced by 
the State, witheut interest, repayable by 
instalments—similar to the plan adopted 
during the Irish potato famine.

The American press speak ih_ythe 
strongest'terms of reprobation of the con­
duct of route of the striking spinners of 
Fall River, who, in their assault upon a 
party of knobsticks, injured, intentionally 
it would seem, some women and children 
accompanying them. It is only right that 
each outrages should be condemned, and 
severely punished into the bargain ; but 
why had the seme virtuously indigasnt 
journals no words of censure for the Fall 
River mill owners when, at the beginning 
of the strike, they meanly revenged them­
selves upon their recalcitrant operatives 
by discharging from their employment 
the female relatives of the strikers ! Is it 
worse to stone or strike e woman than to 
compel her to choose between the dread 
alternative of starvation and shame ? War 
upon woman is cowardly and brutal, 
whether waged by a blackguardly labourer 
or » wealthy and therefore respectable cor­
poration.

One feature for congratulation, amid the 
series of blunders and disasters in connec­
tion with the Zola war, is the excellent at­
tention received by the sick and wounded. 
The regular organisation was excellant, 
and the teoope in the field were provided 
with every poerible médical attendance 
and requirement which the distance of the 
scene of action from the resources of 
civilised life would permit of. A commis 
•loner was despatched to Natal by the 
National Society for Aid to the Sick and 
Wounded in War, but finding the field at 
the front thoroughly occupied by the 
medical staff, confined his operations to 
the care of the sick and wounded who 
were sent beck to hospital in Natal. In 
addition to medical care, the organization 
was the means of furnishing its patients 
with many little comforts not strictly em­
braced within its stated sphere. The 
noble work of the Society is gratefully re­
cognised by the English press.

Weather and Health in Toronto.— 
The following is a report of the weather 
and the state of health in Toronto for the 
week ending September 13th, as furnished 
by Mr. Thomas H. Monk, of the meteoro­
logical office. The most prevalent dieeseee 
reported were, in the order named, whoop­

ing cough, influenza, diarrhoea, enteric 
fever and bronchitis. A few cases were 
reported of each of the following Pul­
monary consumption, intermittent fever, 
remittent fever, cholera infantum, rheuma­
tism, neuralgia, membranous croup, diph­
theria, dysentery, erysipelas and asthma 
The dise «ses showing an increase in the 
number of cases since the previous week 
were, influenza, enteric*fever, whooping- 
cough, pulmonary consumption, membra 
cue croup and intermittent favour. The 
number of esses of influons» h»« more *h««i 
trebled since last report. There was a de­
cided decrease in diarrheas and cholera in­
fantum, and a decrease lees marked in 
cholera morbus, dysentery, remittent 
fever, neuralgia and rheumatism. The 
weather for the week waa as follows 
The atmospheric pressure which, during 
the previous week, had been considerably 
under the average, rapidly increased, until 
en Thursday, the 11th, it was greeter than 
it had been at any time since toe 23rd of 
May. The barometer, however, com­
menced te fallen Friday and wae still fall­
ing an Saturday, toe wind at the tame 
time bring brisk from As south-east and 
east. The mean temperature for the week 
was 5° l1 below the average, or 9} de­
grees colder than the preceding week. The 
highest was 67 6 4’, on the 13th, and the 
lowest 39° 1', on the 10th, the weekly 
range being 28 ° S’. ‘The amount of mois­
ture present was slightly above the aver­
age ; but the amount of cloud was consid­
erably below. Rain fell on four days to a 
depth el '306 of an inch. Sharp frosts oc­
curred on the mornings of the 10th and 
11th. The winds during the early part of 
the week were mostly from the west and 
north-west, changing on Friday and Satur­
day to south-east and east. The weather 
generally may be characterized as consid­
erably colder and slightly more damn 
usual at this time of the year.

A Remarkable Hallucination.—For 
the past few days, a rather intelligent 
looking man, of middle age, has been hover­
ing about the Police Court, evidently de.

Yesterday morning he 
succeeded in button-holing a prominent de­
tective, when, with an air of mysterious 
importance, that soared away above and 
beyond the plains of sublimity, he made 
the following statement : —He wae standing 
opposite the Globe Hotel on Yonge 
street about ten days ago, when a 
flash of lightning, with as delicate 
a touch as tost of a feather, struck him on 
the tympanum of his left ear, and in a 
moment he was gifted with remarkable 
powers of locomotion. At the same time 
a detective placed in his hands instructions 
from County Attorney Fenton to proceed 
to Winnipeg to arrest a man on a charge 
of lunacy. He immediately availed him­
self of his newly acquired powers, reached 
Winnipeg in eight seconds, and returned 
to Toronto with the prisoner, after an »b- 
eenoe of twenty seconda. For this service 
he received $8,000, which he alleges Mr. 
Fenton handed him in $20 gold pieces. On 
Friday next he leaves for San Francisco on 
a similar errand, and expects to be absent 
about half an hour, as he has several im­
portant matters to attend to while there.

Visit of Her Royal Highness to the 
Infants’ Home.—Upon the day previous 
to her departure from Toronto, the Princess 
Louise paid e visit to the Infants’ 
Home, an institution in whose welfare 
her Royal ffighnoro appears to have a deep 
interest, inasmuch sa she is the patroness 
of the hospital for the relief of the same 
class of unfortunates in London,
The Prinoero was aooompanied by Lady 
Sophia Mronamara and Cap!
A.D.C. She was rooriv 
from her carriage, by 
and'-lssty superintendents. Among those 
present were Mrs. Justice Oder, Vice- 
President ; Mrs. Grantham, Treasurer; 
Lady Howland. Mise White, Mrs. Edmund 
Osler, Mrs. J. B. Young, Mrs. Manie, Mrs. 
Menton and Mis. Panons. Her Royal 
Highness was conducted through the 
various deportments by Mias Gwyn, the 
lady superintendent, and Dr. Burnt, the 
senior physician, and evinced great interest 
in all she saw, and plainly showed a 
familiarity with all the details necessary in 
the management of such a charity Before 
leaving she left her autograph in the 
visitors’ book, and expressed her satis­
faction regarding the attention and com- 
forts bestowed upon the inmates At the 
time of the visit of the Prinoero there were 
45 infants and 19 nurses in the Home, and 
notwithstanding the large number of in­
mates very little sickness prevailed. The 
management confidently expect that at the 
close of the official year, the 30th inst., 
they will be able to show a decrease in the 
death-rate of about 15 per cent.

An Unfortunate Steamer.—A serious 
accident happened to the engine of the 
steamer City of Toronto as she was start­
ing on her second trip to Niagara about 
three o’clock on Saturday afternoon with 
several hundred passengers on board, bat 
fortunately nobody was nurt. The steamer 
had backed out from Yonge street wharf, 
and after proceeding eastward about three 
hundred yards the captain rang the alarm 
bell ordering the engine to start forward. 
This was done slowly and with the usual 
caution, and after ten or twelve revolutions 
of the wheels had been made, the captain 
rang the bell for the engineer to “open 
ont,” which means to give her more steam. 
At this instant the captain heard a click, 
and knowing that something was wrong 
with the engine he rang the bell 
to tout off steam. The next moment there 
wae a erato and all was over, except the 
excitement which had been produced, but 
toe Captain allayed this by assuring the 
passengers that they would all be landed 
safely. Upon examination it was found 
that the strap uniting the connecting rod 
with the crank had broken and that the 
other end flying back suddenly, had discon­
nected the engine, twisted the piston, and 
knocked the ernwhead, which is of cast 
iron, into pieces, and starting the stays st 
the top of the beam and bending them out 
of position. A large piece of toe cross- 
head fell on the deck and made a small 
hole in it, but did not go through. Alto­

They show all hind» 
of perfumes. Among there exhibits they

of the large battle export trade into whioh 
Canada is entering the nse of linwed oake
for cattle will, it is expected, become 
popular. Among the perfumes shown 
by Lyman Bros, are some of a 
very delicate character of their own 
manufacture. Canadian perfumes, they 
say, are fast taking the place of the high­
est perfumery. The English perfumers had 
a particular mode of extract» g the scent 
from flowers, and this specialty secured for 
their perfumes » greet demand. The mode, 
however, has now been discovered, and is 
practised in Canada. The flowers, the 
delicate perfumes of whioh are to be ex­
tracted, are placed in perforated tins be- 
tween layers of very pure sad very fine 
lard. The lard absorbe the went. The 
flowers are then withdrawn and others are 
put between the layers of lard in their 
place. . The process is continued 
until the scent has been extract­
ed from some fifty different sets 
of flowers. The lard has now as­
sumed the colour of the flowers. The next 
process is to extract the perfume from the 
lard. This is done by mesas of spirits, 
whioh wooing into contact with the pom­
ade absorb the went, and leave the lard as 
it originally stood. His is the method 
by which tiie more delieete soenta, such as 
rose, white rose, violets, and jasamine are 
extracted. The common scents are die- 
tilled.

ramone ef the West have so long despised, 
and for whioh the Government of Quebec 
had for years endeavoured in vain to find 
oustomarsat thirty rents per acre. Some 
of the barren rooks, whore held awl black­
ened summits frown forbiddingly upon the 
settlers of the Gatineau and Lièvres val­
leys have been sold at prioee whioh would 
purohaw their area among the richest 
agricultural lands of the western penin­
sula, and phosphate bonanza» continue to 
be found among three hills, though 
the excitement whioh attended the 
first disooveriee has died away. The 
phosphate industry is depressed, the 
life is crushed out of it between 
the upper and nether millstones, the 
agricultural depression in Great Britain, 
and the policy of the Quebec Government, 
whioh makes it almost a crime for a settler 
to find a mine upon his farm. The de­
pression in trade has diminished prises, and 
the policy of plunder pursued by the Joly 
Government hae put s stop to prosperity 
and crippled enterprise. A change of 
Government at Qhebec, and an improve­
ment in prices at home, both of whioh the 
phosphate men look hopefully for at an 
early dqy, will people the hills ef the 
Laurentidee, and re-open the deserted 
mines again. The exhibit ci phosphates of 
lime and their associate rook» ia the meet 
varied and extensive ever seen, perhaps, 
on the continent. The exhibitors are 
Mere». Miller, Haycock and Wilkins. 
Mr. Miller’s collection is one that will at­
tract a great deal of attention. It shows 
in the fullest manner the geology of phos­
phate, its mineralogical associations, as 
well as the appropriation» of the generic 
name "apatite," surf am specimen» of 
phosphate, showing ire marks, and many 
ether interesting features. As the speci­
mens were rely unpeeked to-day, and 
they have not yet been properly arranged, 
it is better to defer a description of the ex­
hibits until to-morrow. The collections 
have so many novel and attractive features 
that they will bear an extended notioe 
in the newspapers. They have already 
attracted a great deal of attention 
from the visiting public, and will eontinue 
to be one of the greatest novelties of the 
present exhibition.

OOFPEn AND GOFFER ORES.

In one oorner ot toe space devoted to 
mineralogiool collection», the Oxford 
Nickel and Copper Mining Co., ot Sher- 
brooks. Que., exhibit a very fa 
and valuable collection of copper o 
ingots of refined oopper. The Company 
carry on tfleir operation» at Cassleton, a 
few miles below Sherbrooke, the region so 
interesting to British capitalists, who in­
vested their money in Hon. Lomus Seth 
Huntington’s mining sohemee. They em­
ploy throe hundred men, and raise about 
throe hundred thousand tone of ore 
monthly, all of which is smelted at Carele- 
ton, and is shipped to the British market 
in the form of “ matte” or régulas. The 
work» are superintended by Mr. R.G. Leokie, 
one of tha most practical mineralogists 
and metallurgists in Canada. The first 
object in the collection to attract attention 
is a huge block of gray eulphuret of oop­
per, weighing about eight hundred pounds. 
It waa taken from the bottom of the shaft 
of the Crown mine at a depth of 510 feet. 
It averages about 20 per rent of oopper. 
The oolleotion pop tains also two very file 
blocks of oopper pyrites, several hundred 
pounds euoh, samples of roested or oxydized 
oopper, oopper matte or regains, first smelt­
ing, oopper afag, one ber of black oopper, 
and six ingots of refined oopper. The 
company reqpire only sufficient metal to 
meet the demands of the Canadian market. 
In addition to the above are exhibited rare 
specimens of red and blade oxides of oop­
per, hydrosOioate of oopper, carbonate of 
oopper, arsenide, phosphides, and chlorides 
of oopper. There is no sample of native 
oopper in the oolleotion. It is the inten­
tion of the company to exhibit specimens 
of nickel ores with the beautiful ganque 
rooks, chrome, garnet, “ an aggregation of 
small emeralds of s brilliant green,” dog 
tooth, and oale spare from tiie (mord mine, 
but it is feared they will not arrive in time 
to be exhibited this year.

In large glare oases, tastefully 
arranged are to be wen beautiful sample» 
of pure plumbago, disseminated ore, and 
the manufactured products in the shape of 
crumbles, retorts, elbows, nosilee, dippers, 
stove polish, had pencils ; also the ore in a 
prepared state for eleotrotyping and lubri­
cating and for the manufacture of pencils, 
crucibles, founders’ facings, etc. The Com­
pany exhibited at the Centennial at Phila­
delphia and at Pari», and on both occasions 
bore sway medals end prises from til oom-

e'titors. The decoration of the Legion of 
onour was conferred on Mr. W. H. 
Walker, the Managing Director, for his 
successful development of the splendid 

mines. The tourist who is not afraid of 
rough roads will find something novel in a 
trip to the plumbago mines at Buckingham, 
and the phosphate and other mines of the 
Lauren turn mountains.

IRON ORES.
The Messrs. Haycock, in addition to 

their beautiful and rare oolleotion of phos­
phate of lime and associated rooks, exhibit 
a very fine oolleotion of the iron ores of 
the Ottawa valley from sixteen different 
mine», nil within a radius of a few miles 
from this city. It comprises iron pyrites, 
carbonates of iron, brown hermite, specu­
lar iron or iron glance, magnetic iron ore, 
and magnetic iron sand, the latter a beau­
tiful glossy black sand resembling fine 

powder, found in large quantities in the 
Of Hall, within tight of the Par- 

is also a oollec- 
of tiie ores of the Haycock 

mine and billet» of steel from the 
blown out furnaces of the Ottawa 
Iron and Steel Manufacturing Co. By the 
way, it is rumoured that the company will 
resume operations «gain shortly, and that 
they have secured a prooesa by whioh they 
can produce steel of toe very finest quality 
from the Haycock ores a* the low rate of 
$12 per ton. Under the old system, itoret 
double that sum to produre pig steel, al­
though the ore required rely ore smelting. 
The Baldwin mines and the Haycock mines 
are til in sight of the city, in the moun­
tains on the north side of the river, and 
are destined in the near future to play an 
important part in the prosperity of Ottawa.

The Manitoba Hall 
has consequently been cloeed during to-day 
to all except three who are engaged in un­
packing the numerous oases of agricultural 
products, Indian good», and manufactured 
articles whioh have come from the Prairie 
Provinoe. At night, some considerable ad­
vance in the work had been made, and if 
workmen keep at work through the night, 
the Hall will be opened to the public to-raor- 

■The arrangement of the exhibits is 
under the charge of Mr. Alex. Begg, 

Treasurer of Manitoba, who is as­
sisted In the maosg m- nt of the affairs by 
Mr. George Kallsnd, of Winsipeg, and Mr 
C. Constantine, Deputy SWiff oT the Pro­
vince. A hurried inspect* of the Hall, 
and of its exhibits, so fat as displayed, 
proves that the visitors from Ontario 
and Quebec, who call in at the 
buildirg, will meet with » genuine 
surprise. The capabilities of Manitoba 
have been much underrated by Upper and 
Lower Canadians, and the display made by 
Manitoba will no floubt dispel any delu­
sions whioh have been entertained.

Entering the Hall the visitor is struck 
with the artistic manner in which it is de­
corated with evergreens, flays, mottoes, 
and ornamental woik. At its southern 
end a dais is erected for the uw, no doubt, 
of the expected viceregal guests. It is of 
Royal rod cloth with heavy, handsome 
hanging curtain». Alregthe top of the 
canopy are the words "Welcome Lorne- 

*’ and above this motto is the oret 
of Manitoba. On either side of the 
e courts, one of whioh contains 

stuffed specimens of the birds peculiar to 
Manitoba, and work by the Indiana. The 
other oontains an old Red River cart and 

prairie camping outfit. The birds are 
merous, and among them are some 

excellent game. Among the India» 
work is a group of miniature modela 
of Indians of the North-West They are 
made of moose skin staffed, are excellent 
in shape, and represent almost to the life 
the sppeeranoe of the first proprietors of 
the country, both male, female, and in­
fantile. The Red River cart is made, as 
every one knows Red River carte are made, 
entirely of wood, and without one piece of 
iron in its composition. It has two wheels, 
the tires of whioh are held together by 
wooden pegs. The rerte are said to be very 
durable, and though the axle tree, etc., is 
of wood, it can brer the weight of 1,200 
pounds. The camping outfit ia a really in­
teresting exhibit, as illustrative chiefly of 
the mode of cooking and eating in the far 
West. In eaeh of the two courts, the 
Oon tents of whioh have just been 
allnded to, are splendid specimens of 
buffalo heads and a pair of pelican heads, 
and with wings accompanying them. As 
the platform of the dais is large, it will 
hold a number of exhibits. Upon it is to 
be erected a tent belonging to a North- 
Western settler, composed of 16 skins, in­
cluding three of the common deer, cariboo, 
red deer and moon. The tent will, 
it ia said, also oontain » few scalps, 

well-bred Manitoban’s tent ore- 
n assortment of scalps, and of 

course the tent on exhibition must be 
equally provided. Behind the ton there 
will be on view a winter carryall and dog 
harness complété. The carry all ie long and 
narrow, something the shape <5 
punt, with » wooden bottom and can­
vas sides. On either side of the 
carryall there is a large platform for bag­
gage. The dog harness includes trappings, 
for four dogs. It is of mooewokin and 
sewn with silk. The mooeeekin ia of a 
milk white odour, soft as velvet, and as 
strong re any other leather.

Nothing will break them, though they wul 
easily cut. It is said that when the im­
migrant first enters Winnipeg, and sees for 
the first time the bundles of sinews, his 
heart fails him, for the first impression 
among his class ia that the sinews are the 
animal food whioh is used in Manitoba. 
Turning from the dais, and looking down 
the hall, the visitor sew a oolleotion of all 
kind» of field and garden produce, and 
numbers of staffed animals and birds. 
Among the animal» are specimens of tiie 
a silver fox and the prairie wolf, the latter 
a wild-looking creature, but by no mean», 
when in the flesh, anxious to attack. He 
ie indeed as shy of humanity as the mouse 
when he is not pushed for food. There 
are also a number of more», cari­
boo and deer heads, and Rooky Mountain 
sheep on view. The birds inolud» in their 
number eagles, gulls, plover, hawks, 
eaglets, a swan, several peUreas, and blue 
cranes. The birds are excellently pre­
pared, To the farmer, the field and gar- 
den produce will be of great interest, for 
it is of the finest and beet quality. There 
are acme splendid Scotch kales, but their 
rugged leaves have here somewhat in- 
jured by their long trip. There is, how- 
ever, no difficulty in judging of their 
quality. Long bine of potatoes run along 
the western side of the bnüding. 
The spuds are in many oases re 
large re any grown in Ontario, and shown 
at Provincial and other exhibitions. Par­
ticularly good are several bushels, which 
were the results of six weeks’ growth in 
Mwitobe. Planted re July 18th, they 

taken ont of the ground after the ex- 
i of six weeks, the size of an or-

____, potato. Among the Manitoban
cultivators, the Early Rose variety seems 
to be the favourite. Mammoth beets, cab­
bages, pumpkins, squashes, and very fine 
melon» are shown, and evidently with 
much just pride. The cauliflowers

are exceedingly fine, white, ol
and large. Two of the largest, 
and they are of the Frankfort
variety, sre from the Mennonito settle­
ment. Broooeli sprouts are alio shown in 
splendid condition. All the herbs, the 
most fantastic or artistio cook can call for, 
are on view. There are betides them 
very large Spanish peppers, and a bag of 
wild, or Labrador, tea. The wild tea ia, 
so they say, nice when one is used to its 
taste, but it takes some little time to 
accustom the mouth to it. Experiment» 
have been made in tobeooo in the Pro­
vinoe. The result of an experi­
ment is shown in specimens of 
the plant, whioh are shown. The 
leaves are not extra large, but 
they are full flavoured. Every kind 
of vegetable that ia grown in Canada is 
grown in Manitoba, ana shown in Mani­
toba Halt

Lumbermen will no doubt examine 
closely and praise highly the specimens of 
woods whioh are on exhibition. They in­
clude maple, oak, cherry, willow, ash, 
pine, and some other kinds of wood not 

Another good and
exhibit is that 

whioh " consiste of a dozen or 
more specimen» of the soil to be 
found in various parte of the Provinoe, 
The soil is shown in long tin and glass 
oases about an inch wide and throe feet 
long. Each foot is marked out re the 
glare so as to show the quality of the soil 
at each foot deep. This can be done easily, 
as the soil hae been carefully gathered and 
placed in the glare owes in the exact con­
dition in whioh it ia found bore the sur­
face to a yard in depth. The specimen ia 
from Eildonan, and it ieJrom a 
farm that has been cultivated for fifty 
years without manure. Other specimen» 
are from Springfield, St. Charles, Victoria, 
Cook's Creek, St. James’ Parish, Plymp. 
ton, Headingly, St Paul's Parish, Winni­
peg, Selkirk, St. Agatha, Rook wood, and 
St. Norbert. Other specimens have yet to 
be unpacked. Some fine pottery is shown 
from the vicinity ot Selkirk, and some out 
freestone is exhibited from the same plsoe. 
There are also shown some specimens of 
ooti fro* near Winnipeg, and seme Men- 
nonito fuel, whioh is by no means sweet, 
however heating it my be. It ie ef a 
peaty substance, made from the sweep- 
lags of the farm yard. The sweep- 
inge, with straw are allowed to Be 
til one year ; the second summer they are 
pressed into brioke, and ate fit for use the 
following summer. In Rusai» the fuel is 
fit for use during the winter of the first 
year. There is alarge display of wheat of 
good quality. It is not, however, opened 
yet. The entries of the Manitoba goods 
number 900. They made a large cargo, 
in carrying which the railways were ex­
tremely liberal. At the end ia the large 
map of the Dominion, which was shown 
by the Government at the Paria exhibi­
tion. The ceiling is hung with festoons of 
evergreens.

The display of cattle is larger than at 
any former provincial exhibition, *nd the 
competition between the stock raisers ol 
the East and West is very keen. Most of 
the fine shorthorns and Herefords, which 
elicited such admiration at the Toronto 
and Guelph exhibitions, have been brought 
down bee. Among them are the herds 
from Bow Psrk, from the Guelph district, 
and from the Counties of York And On­
tario, whioh have already bare very fully 
described in there columns.

Mr. F. W. Stone, of Guelph, shows

exception of Crown Prince, a splendid bull, 
were exhibited at Toronto, where they 
took nine first and seven second prizes.

The bottles are then peered through 
cold, then tepid, then hot, then tepid, and 
then oold waters respectively • hundred 
times, each water représente a season, and 
each time the bottle pas»»» through a ser­
ies of waters it is supposed to hare under- 
gone » year’s experience If the pickke, 
after they have gone through toe waters a 
hundred times, are still in good condition 
they will remain good for a century, or 
rather similar pickles bottled by the same 
process will keep for a rentary.

To a pint of 
juice add » pint of sugar and boil fifteen 
minutes, or until it a jelly ; pour into 
tumblers, or bowls, and finish according to 
general directions. If quinoes are scarce, 
the parings and cores of quinces with good 
tart apples, boiled and strained as above, 
make excellent jelly, and the quinces are 
saved for preserves.

WILD CRAB-APPLE JELLY,
Cook the crab-apples until the skins will 

peel off, after which remove, punch out the 
cores with a goose-quill, and to each gallon 
add one gallon of oold water, allowing all 
to soak together for two or three days, 
after which take out the apples, and add 
to the liquid half as much water as there is 
liquid ; to every two pints of this, add 
one and a fourth pints of sugar, and boil 
until it is jelly.

AGRICULTURAL.
DIFFERENT BREEDS OF FOWLS. .
Duces.—In the case of these birds alone 

may some little exception he made a 
water bird, as they Nall do well in a 
garden or any other tolerably wide range 
where they can procure plenty of slugs and 
worms, with a pond or oietem only a few 
feet across.

rap themselves, very nearly, en what 

the hens refuse ; but where every atom of 
the food they consume has to he paid for 
in cash, our own opinion is that ducks do 
not pay te rear except for town markets, 
their appetites are eo everlasting end vo­
racious. This point, however, we most 
leave to the experience of the reader, end 
proceed to consider the two principal 
varieties—known u the Aylesbury raid 
Rouen. The following descriptions and 
accompanying remarks are from the pen 
of Mr. John K. Fowler, of Aylesbury, one 
of tiie largest poultry breeders, and cer­
tainly the most successful exhibitor of 
dttdkia iii SnslMid

“My idea of a perfect Aylesbury drake 
and duok is, that in plumage they ehauld 
be of the purest snow white all over. The 
head should be full, and the bill well set on 
to the skull, eo that the beak should seem 
to be almost *1 a line from the top of tiie 
head to the tip. The bill should be long, 
and when viewed in front appear muon 
like a woodcock’s ; it should be in prize 

’birds of a delicate flesh colour, without 
spot or blemish, and with a slight fleshy 
excrescence where the feathers commence. 
If it occasionally has a very slight creamy 
tint it would not disqualify, but any ap­
proach to dark huff or yellow is total to 
the pen. Eye full, bright, and quite 
black.

“ The legs should be strong, with the 
claws well webbed, andin colour of a rich 
dark yellow or orange. Body rather long, 
but broad aorora the shoulders, and the 
neck rather long and slender. The drake 
should have one and sometimes has two 
eharpourle in his tail.

“ The weight of each bird in a show pen 
ought to be about nine pounds, but this is 
not very often attained.

“ In selecting breeding stock, drakes 
should be chosen with very long hills, like 
a woodcock’s, and ducks with broad backs 
and large solid bodies.

“ Rouen ducks,” Mr. Fowler states, 
“sre reared much the same as Aylesbury, 
but are not nearly so forward, rarely lay­
ing till February or March. They are 
very handsome, and will weigh eight or 
nine pounds such ; an<^ at a nue, do much 
better in most parts than the Aylesbury». 
Their flesh is excellent, and at michrahnra 
is, I think, superior to the other.

HORSE BREEDING

Fermettes ef a
A meeting of gentlemen interested in 

the breeding nf horses, was held last week, 
in the Queen’s hotel, There was a good at­
tendance of breeders from various parts of 
the country.

Dr. Smith explained that the meeting 
had bran called for the purpose of forming 
a Horse Breeders’ Association. They were 
all aware that horse racing was at a very 
low ebb in Canada, at present, although 
there was plenty of good stuff in the 
country, and the people were willing to 
support horse racing if properly conducted. 
He believed that the establishment of such 
an association u he hod mentioned would 
lead to concerted action on the part of 
breeders to place their important interests 
in a better position. He moved that Mr. 
Sheriff Powell, of Ottawa, be appointed 
chairman, and Mr. Williams, secretary.

The motion was carried.
Mr. Sheriff Powell, in taking the chair, 

pointed out that a large trade in horses 
wra springing up with Great Britain, and 
wra likely to be profitable if sufficient en­
couragement were given to those engaged 
in horse breeding. Little was done in 
Canada to encourage the breeders of 
thoroughbreds, end there wra no Dominion 
plate worthy the name. The Government 
made grants to encourage the breeding of 
poultry, and be thought would encourage 
theirjjreat interest if it was properly oon-

years been conducted properly, and the 
Association, if organised, could correct 
this state of affairs.

THE ENGLISH MITT,

THE ALLEGED MASSariEE OF ZULUS.
Tha following copy of correspondence 

has been received from toe Aborigines 
Protection Society War Office, August 
28th.— Sir, with reference to your letter of 
June 4th last, railing attention to a com­
munication signed by John Snook, which 
appeared in toe North Damn Herald, as 
to an alleged massacre of 600 wounded 
Zulus by British soldiers, I am directed by 
Secretary Colonel Stanley to forward to 
you for toe information of the.

WINE JELLY.
Diraolve one box Ooxe’s gelatine in one 

pint at oold water, with the juice and rind 
of two lemons, and half an ounoe ef stick 
cinnamon if yen wiahj soak thrra-quarters 
ef an hour, pour upon it three pints boding 
water, and one pint sherry, add four coffee- 
cape eager, and strain through flannel into 
moulds.

JAMS.
In making jams, the fruit should be care­

fully cleaned and thoroughly bruised, ns 
mashing it before cooking prevents it from 
becoming hard. Bod fifteen or twenty 
minutes before adding the sugar, as the 
flavour of the fruit is thus better preserved 
(usually allowing three-quarters of a pound 
of sugar to a pound of fruit), and then bod 
half an honr longer. Jama require almost 
constant stirring, and every housekeeper 
should be provided with a small paddle 
with handle at right angles with the blade 
(similar to an apple-batter “ stirrer,” only 
smaller), to be used in making jama and 
marmalades.

To tell when any jam or marmalade is 
sufficiently cooked, take ont some of it on 
a plate and let it oool. If no jnioe or 
moisture gathers about it, and it looks dry 
and glistening, it is done thoroughly. Put 
up in glass or small stone jars, and seal or 
Meure like jellies. Keep jelliee and jams 
is a cool, dry, and dark place.

CURRANT JAM.
Pick from atoms and wash thoroughly 

with the hands, put into a preserving ket­
tle and boil fifteen or twenty minutes, 
stirring often and skimming off any scum 
that may arise ; then add sugar in toe 
proportion of three-fourths pound sugar to 
one pound fruit, or, by measure, one coffee- 
cup at sugar to one pint mashed fruit ; boil 
thirty minutes longer, stirring almost con­
stantly. When done, pour in small jars or 
glasses, and either seal, or secure like 
jelly, by first pressing paper, ont to fit toe 
glasses, down dose on toe finit, and then 
l«ger papers, brushed on the inside with 
white of eggs, with the edges turned down 
ever the outside of the glass.

GOOSEBERRY JAM,
Stew the berriee in a little water, 

«rough a coarse sieve, and return to toe 
kettle, add three-fourths pound sugar to 
rach pound of the pulped gooseberry ; boil 
three-quarters of pa hour, stirring 
7 ; pour in jars or bowls, and

sugar and boil, mound, with a very petle wash of

The 
bodily health of our middle-claw girls is of 
priceless value to the community, and must 
not be imperilled by overwork or over­
excitement of their brains.

The Very 
Rev. Mr. Meehan said Let Mr. Parnell 
be assured that he has no truer friends 
than the priests and people of this country, 
and he may be assured tost they will rally 
round him.” Mr. Parnell spoke and said : 
—“ The Irish members are m a very pecu­
liar position in Parliament. We have 
there every discouragement presented to 
ns which toe moral and material force of 
almost overwhelming numbers is sure to 
possess. We are dependent above all 
things on the public opinion of this coun­
try ; and we ought to be entirely indepen­
dent of toe public opinion of England as 
long as that opinion clashes with the 
opinions of toe people of this country. 
Suppose to-morrow you place a number of 
Germans in the Parliament of France, do 
you not think that they would form a very 
important power in that Assembly ! Sup­
posing you place a number of Frenchmen 
in toe Parliament of Germany and give 
them equal rights and privileges with the 
German representatives, do you not sup- 
Dose that there Frenchmen would possess 
enormous power in that Parliament t 
(Cheers. ) Now, I think that we in Parlia­
ment should act from that print of view. 
I say that it is utterly impossible for any 
Government to contend against the pressure 
and toe force your representatives, ani­
mated by such wishes and hopes, can bring 
to bear on the British Government. . Take 
the Army Discipline Bill. Why were we 
able to change toe institution of flogging in 
the army ! It was because we were Irish, 
not English, members. No English mem­
bers would have ventured on the course 
we adopted. They would have lost their 
seats by it. As to university education, 
Mr. Parnell added, the majority of the 
Irish members wished to take the Govern­
ment bill for what it was worth.” A voice, 
"Cowards!” Mr. Parnell : “No, I don’t 
say that ; they wished to postpone to 
another session the task of getting univer­
sity education in accordance with the just 
requirements of the Irish people. I think 
that was a fatal mistake, an error of judg­
ment, but nothing more.

At Liverpool the dispute with the 
dock timber carriers has been settled on 
the employers’ terms. At Bristol toe car­
penters and joiners have now accepted toe 
reduction in wages. New railway works 
have been commenced near Newbury, in 
Berkshire, and there is generally good em­
ployment for navvies. A departure of 
farmers to Texas, U.S.A., may be noted, 
and in most parts of the United States 
there is a steady volume of emigrants, 
trade continuing to revive in Ml the great 
American rentres.

strange rumours have bora current in 
Cliohy as to the existence ef e sort of 
“ ogrees ” who was in toe habit of taking 
possession of little children who never ap­
peared again. Inquiries prosecuted in the 
matter reveal a serious esse of baby-farm­
ing in its wont aspect. A certain young 
woman, the “ ogress ” in question, has 
been in the habit of accosting young 
mothers and of offering to take charge of 
toeir babies at the rate of lCfr. a month. 
In this manner she got together nine, who 
were all kept in one room, and of whom 
eight have died. In there osas», whioh 
sre the only ones known at present, every 
probability points to starvation having 
been toe reuse of death.

LONGEVITY IN THE BLE OF SKYE.
There is at prerent living in a Skye 

bothy, old widow Macpherson, who enter­
ed upon her 106th year last Christmas. 
She iras bom there in the seme year that 
Dr. Samuel Johnson end Boswell visited 
Skye, and met with Flora Macdonald, the 
Jaoobite heroine, who befriended Prinoe 
Charlie, when he fled to Skye, after his 
disastrous defeat at Cuüoden, in 1746, and 
when the Gos eminent reward of £30,000 
offered for his surrender, did not induce 
her to betray her trust, and yield np this 
sole survivre of » fallen dynasty. Daring 
the 106 years <if Widow Macpherson’» life, 
she has lived in a turf hut, the smoke from 
the peat-fire on the hearth. finding its 
way out by every ore vire, end giving » 
lustre, as if varnished, to the rafters which 
support the thatched roof. She has sur­
vived six Lords of the Isles, the present 
being the seventh Lord Macdonald, who 
has held this title sinre she was bom. She 
has never been out of the island, and does 
not understand one svord of Wngliah, but 
converses freely in Gaelic. She has been 
blind for ten years, bnt her hearing end 
memory sre both good, end she is nursed 
by her daughter Kirsty, who is uusrearied 
in her attendance upon her old mother.

THE CONDITION OF TRADE,
The Daily Newt remarks 

want in our Borne market all the add which 
is to bo expected from » prosperous condi­
tion of agriculture. Tfce revival of trade 
ef whjeh we hear so mnoh is et s very con­
tracted kind, and' is almost entirely con­
fined to ooala, iron and hardware. Even 
here red*n are taken at very low priore, 
and the improvement is announced simul­
taneously With grievous reduction of 
wages. A speculative mania appears to 
have begun in the United States 
ing new railsrays, and particular cirenm 
stances have concurred to make Canada 
also a customer far rails, notsrithstanding 
her difficulties. Oar iron industry has 
thus received an impulse which it greatly 
needed. It is very remarkable that a peo­
ple so shrewd m toe American art wjUinj 
to pay as Customs duty on rails a sum 
larger than that which toe rails cost here ; 
and perhaps it-is as remarkable that we 
should be able to produce rails whioh will 
reach the American customer notsrith- 
s tan ding the restrictions of their high tariff. 
The Americana exclude our manufactures 
under a very mistaken idea. They ima' 
fine that they can shut our manufactures 
out by customs’ duties, and at toe same 
time command our market for wheat and 
other food by low prices. They will find 
out that this is an utterly vain delusion. 
All trade is at the nature of barter, and 
three who srill not barter will not continue 
to trade. They may succeed in doing so 
for a time, as the Americans sre doinj 
now, but they have no monopoly either o 
the beat or of ths cheapest food. A time srill 
oome when they srill feel the competition 
of toe new wheat- producing countries of 
the world, and may be solicitons to srin 
back some of the trade whioh toeir short­
sighted policy has thrown assay, In the 
meantime sre have no cause to regret toe 
decision we came to long ago. Free trade 
iras and is and must be our policy. Arti­
ficial prioes ci corn may disappear, and it 
was not the business ot the State to kwp 
them up, but when rents have been re­
duced and toe farmer started on a fair 
ooarw, we may look for a return of his 
prosperity.”

SCOTLAND AND THE HOLY SEE.
On Sunday, August 31st, st toe different 

mssirt in all the Roman Catholic churches 
and chapels of the aroh-diorew of West­
minster, the officiating priests read a com­
munication whioh had recently been re­
ceived from Rome, and was toe reply of 
his Holiness Pope Leo XIII. to a petition 
presented to him on behalf at the Catholics 
of England and Scotland by the srife of a 
well-known Scottish Catholic peer, Lady 
Meroia Henries, of Terregles, Dumfriesshire. 
Her Ladyship, in her appeal to the Holy 
Father, called to mind that devotion to 
the blessed Virgin Mary had greatly di­
minished in fav*r in both Scotland and 
England (toe latter country in toe “ages 
of faith ” being known as “ the dowry of 
Mary”) since the days of the Protestant 
Reformation ; but at toe asms time being 
desirous that it should revive as much as 
possible in toe hearts of the faithful, she con­
sidered that the frequent recitals of the litany 
of the blessed Virgin would be very condu­
cive to that end. In order, however, that 
the faithful of there islands might be more 
united to » frequent and pious practice of 
this salutary devotion, the noble petitioner 
earnestly entreated that his holiness would 
deign to bestow the apostolical benedic­
tion, and, moreover, grant an indulgence 
on each Saturday, and on the feast days ot 
the blessed Virgin Mary to all who should 
devoutly recite or sing the prayer named 
in each church and chapel of the several 
arohdiooewe and dioewee of the Catholic 
Church in Scotland and England. Pope 
Leo, in his reply, says " Earnestly de­
siring that the devotion to too blessed Vir­
gin Mary should everywhere flourish, sre 
grant the apostolical benediction and an 
indulgence of seven years to the faithful of 

[land and Swtland, according to the 
ition.- Given st the Vatican, Rome, on 
6th day of May, 1879."

AN INFANT PHENOMENON.
Amongst the most remarkable infant 

phenomena of modern times must be reck­
oned Merits Fianki, the Hungarian “ cal­
culating boy,” whore feats of mental 
reckoning are said to surpass even those of 
the late George Bidder. This extraordin­
ary child, who has not completed his eighth 
year, is now making the tour of Europe 
with his parents, for the purpose of turn­
ing hie marvellous gift to profitable ac­
count, and has been for thé last fortnight 
established nightly at the Belle Alliance

A correspondent of the Timet, who at­
tempted to erres the Russian frontier srith- 
out a passport, in the hope of witnessing 
toe reception of the Emperor William at 
Alexandrovno, was immediately sent back 
on to German territory by a scandalised 
gendarme.

The arrival of toe Russian cruiser Nijni 
Novgorod at Saghalien is announced, but 
no date ie given. The result of a medical 
examination of the convicts on board is 
said to have shown that the whole were in 
good health except four, three of whom 
were suffering from ophthalmic disease.

The Prinoe of Wake is to meet "the 
Czarewitoh at Copenhagen. Leal this 
event should be invested with undue pc* 
litical importance the Foreign News 
Agencies have been advised to speak of it 
as simply an event de Jamille. The 
Czarevna Marie, sister of the Princess of 
Wales, has been there for some time, and 
the meeting is really nothing more than a 
family party.

A melancholy accident has occurred on 
the railway near Kilmarnock. Mr. Fin­
nic, an ironmaster, said to be one of the 
wealthiest men in Ayrshire, and who svae 
over ninety years of age, was crossing the 
line, when an express train came np. His 
servant, a young woman named Currie, 
seeing that her master was in imminent 
peril, ran to his assistance, when both 
were knocked dosrn and killed.

No emigrants have landed in French 
Guiana for the last two years. Hence a 
lack of labourers, of which toe colonists 
loudly complain. The local authorities 
have taken measures to favour the im­
migration of ooolies to Guiana, and have 
signed a contract srith an English firm to 
bring over a number of Chinese and Cochin- 
Chinese emigrants. The first shipload ia 
expected at Cayenne at the beginning of 
next year.

Great slackness of work continues to 
prevail in the Royal gun factories at Wool­
wich, and orders for new guns appear to 
have entirely ceased. A great many men 
have been put on short time or suspended 
with a few days’ work occasionally to 
keep them on the books until some business 
returns. In the Royal Laboratory Depart­
ment ' large orders for ammunition are 
creating active employment, and the other 
departments are in s normal state.

The total strength of the French army 
next year srill be 968,300 men. Of this 
number 407,796 srill belong to the active 
army ; 313,869, srith 2,860 officers, to toe 
reserve of the active army, and 149,000, 
with 4,860 offirere, to the territorial army. 
The number of men who srill join the 
active army, as recruits next year, srill be 
164,654. Infantry, 108,729 ; cavalry, 16,- 
363; artillery, 25,221; engineers, 3,544; 
train, 6,422 ; administration, 5,275. t-

St Winifred’* Well at Holywell is, it 
appears, about to t#ttt into a sort of com- 
petition with toe famous grotto it Lcuidss, 
Ohd be made the object of a “pilgrimage,” 
whioh has been suggested by Lady Georgians 
Fullerton, and is intended to take place 
eariy next year. It is intended to include 
all classes of toe community, but it srill be • 
led by the most distinguished members of 
the Roman Catholic Church.

Some interesting facte srere disclosed st 
a recent meeting of toe brick manufac­
turers who supply London and its suburbs 
srith bricks. It was stated that it had 
been computed that the number of bricks 
annually supplied to the metropolis was 
about 700,000,000 thousands. The season 
which has just ended has, however, been 
disastrous. A general return of the work 
done by toe firms represented at the meet­
ing showed a falling off of from 25 to 49 
per cent. It was resolved to make a reduc­
tion in the wages of the brick moulders.

On the 30th nit. the Belgian police ar­
rested at Pepinater, near Spa, Comte de 
Veysy, a nobleman who is noted for his 
enormous wealth. He had fought a duel 
srith Baron de Yanloo, who was fatally 
srounded on the occasion. On being taken 
into custody at Pepinater, the Comte at 
onoe offered to give boil to the extent of 
one million francs, but the police magis­
trate st Verriers, before whom he iras 
brought, declined to accept it, as Baron de 
Vanloohad died of the wounds he received 
in the duel

At toe Scarborough Aquarium recently, 
toe keeper, while engaged in cleaning out 
the tank occupied by toe octopoda, was 
suddenly seised by toe leg (fortunately he 
had sea boots on) by the largest of the 
octopoda, which fastened four of its tent­
acles round the leg of the boot. A 
struggle ensued, during which the man 
found he oould not disengage himself with­
out killing the animal, and finally hit upon 
the expedient of slipping his leg out, leav­
ing the boot in the water and beating a 
retreat. The hungry octopus stuck to the 
boot for twenty minutes, when it relin­
quished its hold.

The objections of a Chinese traveller to 
the introduction of railways into China 
are being published in the Shanghai Courier, 
and they are said to represent a very 
strong party in the country. The travel­
ler points out that France in her prosper­
ous days carried her railways to the very 
borders of Prussia. On the downfall of 
France the Prussians made use of there 
same railroads in their operations against 
the French. And farther, says the Cnina- 
man, the introduction of machinery takes 
away the means of livelihood from a vast 
proportion of the people, “ who. their 
livelihood gone, would inevitably swell the 
ranks of the disaffected and rebellious.”
